	From behind the goal

Combined Counties League - Tuesday 19th April 2011

The Blues were edged out 3-2 by Chessington & Hook in a match at the "Stoatside" that would be described as entertaining for the neutrals!

Epsom & Ewell started brightly as they held control for most of the opening twenty minutes. Kyle Hough nearly scored after controlling Ross White’s ball in, but the keeper was out quickly to smother the ball out for a corner. From that corner Dale Marvell volleyed over from close range, probably surprised that the ball could drop straight to him right in the middle of the penalty area.

The visitors had their moments but it wasn’t until the 22nd minute when a long shot clipped off the bar with Neil Harrowing stranded that they began to believe in themselves a bit. Harrowing was in action five minutes later to parry a bouncing ball out for a corner but then we got back on top again.

Marvell was put through after 30 minutes but the keeper saved well at his feet. Moments later under pressure a visiting defender gave his keeper no chance with a back pass, but fortunately for them the ball rolled a couple of yards wide of the post. However, the pressure was building, and from a free kick on the edge of the area in the 40th minute Tony Cuff curled the ball over the wall and into the top corner of the net.

At 1-0 up I said to a friend behind the goal that I couldn’t see us losing from here, yet within ten minutes we were behind. The alarm bells were ringing after 50 minutes when we were unable to clear an attack and Harrowing made a great low save for a corner. Unfortunately from that corner the marking was non-existent and the visiting Captain, Holly scored the equaliser with an easy header from close range.

Behind the goal however, most of the supporters missed the goal as they had been distracted by none other than a STOAT strolling along the terracing behind us! Apparently it had been missing and the owner came and picked it up. Not that our defenders needed further distraction, they were already having trouble as it was. In fairness the visitors’ second goal owed more to a collective responsibility across the team as another spell of pressure was not dealt with and the ball in from the left was finished off by Cole-Bolt who gave Harrowing no chance from about ten yards out.

We were mystified. How had this game turned so spectacularly and so quickly? Fortunately we were about to score a really good equaliser ourselves in the 61st minute as Freddie Myers made a great run down the left wing and his cross was glanced in by the head of Ben Hayward.

We were back on top again. On 63 minutes Hough was alone at the back post to meet a deep free kick but his volley went back across goal and just beyond the post. Despite this pressure the visitors scored once more from a carbon copy of the first goal, this time it was Puckett who had an easy header. 

There was still time for the Blues to rescue a point. A Tony Cuff deep cross was volleyed back into the danger area expertly by Alex McGregor and Hayward probably should have met it with a diving header but instead stretched out a leg and was unable to keep the shot down. It would have been the goal of the season.

As it was our two good goals were cancelled out by three bad ones, and we ended up pointless from a match where we were the better side for over two thirds of the game.

	My Seasonal Review

	I think it’s fair to say that when we looked at our recent fourth and fifth places I thought we’d be in for a really good season. We were going to Merstham, so wouldn’t have to suffer the hassles we had been forced to put up with at Merland Rise, and we wouldn’t need six layers of clothing each week!

On the playing front we had brought in Tony Cuff from Leatherhead, Dean Sammut from Sutton, Joe Paris from Camberley and even Mark Jarman had returned for a second season after not getting a fair crack last season. He had a better chance to shine this season because we were missing our thirty-seven goal scorer Robbie Burns. Also up front was the promise of former Sutton United striker Matt Fowler, a player with real pedigree. Chris Read had recovered from his cruciate ligament injury and Darren Smith had again ventured over from Chessington & Hook United.

We started well, after a slip up at Sandhurst on the opening day. Croydon were defeated 3-0 followed by Shoreham by the same score in the F.A.Cup and then a 5-0 win over Dorking had us believing that we were really quite a useful side this season. We even progressed further in the F.A.Cup by fighting back to see off Flackwell Heath 3-2 at Moatside and earn a trip to play Kent League Hythe Town

Unfortunately a Bank Holiday double loss at Egham and Chessington & Hook, places where we normally did so well, told me that we were going to struggle for consistency this season, and if I’m honest I knew right there that a top five finish was probably behind us.

However, we gave Hythe a real fright in the second half before conceding a goal near the end to lose 2-0 and it was no disgrace when you saw the Kent side reach the First Round of the F.A.Cup, eventually bowing out at Hereford United.

Our defeat ensured it was the worst possible time for us to receive Guildford City, who had just defeated Step Three Tonbridge Angels in the Cup and so it proved as the confident visitors gave us a goal and a player head start before we lost two of our own players in a 5-1 defeat. If that was somewhat unfortunate circumstances, we couldn’t defend our 2-0 defeat at Camberley, where we created little.

It was becoming apparent that the top few sides just had a little bit too much for us, and our players seemed to be changing too. Following a 4-0 defeat at Badshot Lea, Smith disappeared, and Sammut also lost his place. Also regular defender Charlie West also departed, although the grass isn’t always greener as he found at Horsham YMCA! Up front Dave Stevens joined as another striker with a real history of finding the net.

One bright spark had been the League Cup. We had produced a really good performance at holders Cove in the first round but then had a squeak against Worcester Park, requiring penalties to progress after a 2-2 draw. We were in fact unbeaten in October, but four of those matches were draws. We were very fortunate to pin back Molesey for a draw after two debatable penalties enabled us to get a draw against the best League side I saw last season. Also a late Stevens equaliser earned us a 2-2 draw against Badshot Lea, while we secured good wins at Hanworth Villa and Colliers Wood. 

As Lyndon experimented with Alex Rodrigues in a holding role in front of the back four

Jamie Reive was paired with a number of players. Paul West, Ben Hayward and latterly eighteen year old Anthony Panayi got his chance, making his debut against Bracknell Town in the F.A.Vase, and whilst Bracknell were not great, we thrashed them 4-0, making full advantage of our F.A.Vase exemption.

In view of this we only needed one more win in the Vase to get that exemption back for the following season, but the gods were against us when they gave us a home tie with Vase favourites St Neots Town.

The snow that affected everything had left us rusty for this game, but more than most, as we had suffered some odd postponements, one in particular at home to Cove, and had only played one match, an impressive 3-0 win at Ash before we finally played St Neots on a bitterly cold Tuesday evening in between the two snowfalls. Meanwhile, they had kept playing friendlies on their 3G training pitch and were advertising the match on their own TV station, whilst the best we could do was a couple of flyers on the website!

None the less football is a funny game and we shocked the visitors with a Dave Stevens goal after twenty minutes. It didn’t bother them in the slightest and we hardly got near their goal again. St Neots equalised with a shot past the unsighted Paul Borg and won the tie with a goal just after the hour. They were a very impressive outfit.

The weather played havoc with our fixtures and Beckenham knocked us out of the Surrey Senior Cup before incredibly we played a match at Banstead in January! Our one-nil win set a surprise club record with four straight away wins without conceding, and whilst that record ended in the next match at Chertsey, it was worth it, as goals from Paris and new signing Jay Holden got us all three points at Alwyns Lane with a 2-1 win. At the end, a late penalty from Kyle Hough struck the post and flew away ending Hough’s excellent run of successful penalties at 27, but fortunately it didn’t cost us.

However, it then really did go pear shaped big time. Molesey defeated us 3-0 in a match where Steve Symes and Holden received red cards, although Holden’s was later rescinded. We then took the lead in a dire League Cup match with Camberley who then took advantage of a rare Borg error to take the tie into extra time and knock us out 3-1. Sandhurst then gave us a lesson although we led at half time before deservedly losing 2-1. 

All three of these were good teams but we were getting very little off of any of them and as we started to drop towards mid-table the personnel changes happened again. Paris returned to Camberley while Holden returned to Mole Valley SCR. Jarman had already returned to Bookham and Stevens then departed for Godalming. I can’t recall a season with so many good strikers slipping through our fingers.       

February started on a nice evening at Meadowbank, but with eleven minutes remaining, the referee took the players off as the fog had dropped severely. Eventually it lifted and we returned, securing a late draw against Bookham with a Fowler penalty as Hough was away. Fowler then scored a good winner at Cove before Ramzi Bedj Bedj took centre stage in a 3-2 win over Croydon. Our talented striker had a bit of a break midway through the season but this was his evening as we trailed at half time only for him to lash an equaliser from nearly thirty yards; one that behind the goal you knew instantly was going in! He then scored a near post header to finish off the Trams before the weather delayed us again for nearly a month.

We returned from the break only to lose a lead at improving Dorking who defeated us 3-1, and one defeat became six as Camberley, Cove, Guildford, Chertsey and

Hanworth Villa all defeated us. They were all good sides and will finish within the top eight, but in previous seasons we’d have got something. All we had to show for that spell was some blisters after the Sponsored walk to Guildford on a mercifully dry day.

At Epsom if you are having a bad run, who better to arrive than Horley Town? A loss at home to Wembley was quickly forgotten as we then won again at Horley but there have been a couple of factors at play throughout this season.

Unfortunately Woking lost the battle but benefited anyway. They finished bottom of the Isthmian Premier while we finished third, one place outside the promotion places. Then Enfield and Dagenham left the Premier to play in the Alliance Premier League, leaving two more spots in the top flight, but the league members elected to keep Boreham Wood and Woking instead of promoting us!

	On This Day   -   23rd April

	83 years ago today over 6,000 were present at Kingstonian’s atmospheric old Richmond Road ground for a Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final Replay against the mighty Dulwich Hamlet.

In fact we were unfortunate to be in a replay at all, as we had led 2-1 with just eleven minutes remaining in the first tie in front of at least 6,000 spectators, only to concede a late equaliser.

After 90 minutes of this replay in front of a similar sized crowd we were again unfortunate, as four minutes from the end of normal time, regular scorer Jackie Pullen had missed a great chance to score what would have surely been a winning goal. 

The local papers described the miss as “a tragedy”, but we still had extra time to play for. Regrettably, despite Pullen scoring in that extra period we still lost 3-2 to a side that also reached the Amateur Cup Quarter-Final that year.
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27 years ago today we did reach the Final of the Surrey Senior Cup, and having a great season in the League with promotion almost certain, we felt we could win it again as we had in 1981. However, it didn’t work out that way. Sutton United were our opponents and were having a good season themselves, finishing in the top four of the Isthmian League Premier Division and the same side would go on to win the title for the next two seasons.  

The game was played in brilliant sunshine at the Metropolitan Police ground at Imber Court, and over a thousand were present to watch an admittedly one-sided affair as the Blues wilted in the sun.

We were a goal down to a Mark Golley header after only six minutes and Steve Galloway extended the lead after 21 minutes. We were three-nil down at half time and conceded another goal to Galloway with just two minutes to go. A sad end and we have not been back since.

In other matches this day, 84 years ago today Vickers were put to the sword in a Surrey Senior League match at West Street. The Blues had six League matches to go, and as it turned out they could afford to lose one of them, but instead won all six and then won the League Cup Final at Egham too.

36 years ago today we completed a League and League Cup double, the first since 1927, when we won the Surrey Senior League Cup 3-1 over Virginia Water at Leatherhead’s Fetcham Grove. Trevor Lee, Phil Walker and Tommy Tuite did the damage and Water could only respond with a late penalty, their only shot on target!

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley and Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!
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Crittall Athletic: - Played 6 - W2 D2 L2 - F14 A16 - Points per Game - 1.33 - Average
Maybe I could have included this one in with Braintree Town as they are really one and the same, having played at Cressing Road since the war and only the closure of the nearby works caused the change of name to Braintree and Crittall Athletic and then Braintree Town. 

They are on the verge of promotion to the National Conference, sitting four points clear of Farnborough as I write this, but back as lowly Crittall Athletic they were a London League team and we met them in three seasons of League football between 1946 and 1949. Both teams recorded a win, a draw and a loss at each venue, you can’t say much fairer than that!

Crowborough Athletic: - Played 1 - W0 D0 L1 - F1 A7 - Points per Game - 0.00
A relatively recent addition to this list the Sussex side visited us just as a large amount of money was being input into the club. On the previous season’s form this was a winnable F.A.Cup tie but in August 2007 they thrashed us 7-1 at Merland Rise, scoring three penalties that day, only the third time in history we have had three awarded against us in a match.

The story of Crowborough is a cautionary one though as they walked through the Sussex League that year and reached the last 16 of the F.A.Vase, but the money went almost as soon as it had come and a very embarrassing season was spent in Step Four, from where they picked up just 13 points and are now back in the Sussex League where they are finishing in a mid-table position.

Croydon / Croydon Amateurs: - Played 26 - W8 D6 L12 - F34 A47

Points per Game - 1.15 - Below Average
Historically the current Croydon team have always been a bigger side than us until recently, where they now sit in our division. However, when they were re-formed in the early fifties as Croydon Amateurs they took a while to get going, finally meeting us in the Athenian League Division Two in season 1965/66. They defeated us twice and went up, returning briefly in 1970/71 to batter us twice again, 6-1 and 3-0!

We next met them in 1978 by which time they had risen to the Isthmian League Premier Division and changed their name to Croydon F.C. The hammerings continued with a 5-0 win for them in the F.A.Trophy, 

We finally had our first success in 1981 when we had a superb side. We knocked them out of the F.A.Cup in a replay 4-0 after drawing 1-1 at the Arena and after reading the report of this match I promised myself I would go and watch my first Epsom game against Hastings United in the next round. Unfortunately, following the Pat O’Connell walkout in February of 1982 we were hampered by registration eligibilities for the Surrey 

Senior Cup Semi-Final and Croydon ended our hold on the trophy with a 4-0 win.

We got our own back for that defeat in 1984 when we again required a replay to defeat them 3-1 in a Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final, but in 1985 the man that had done so much in those two wins Steve Hill, went to Croydon along with much of our team and Manager Adrian Hill, and the good times were over as we suffered two straight relegations.

For sixteen seasons we did not meet, but in 2001/02 Croydon were relegated and we were promoted, meeting in the Ryman League Division One South that season, drawing 0-0 away but winning 4-0 at home as Epsom had a great season. Even the following season when we had a terrible run and ended up bottom, we secured our first ever win in nine attempts at the Arena when Ross Shoefield and Graham Morris scored in our 2-0 win.

Croydon followed us down the next season and in 2005/06 we met twice in the League and twice in the Associate Members Trophy Group matches, but did not fare well, losing both League matches. Croydon then moved to the Kent League but returned in 2009/10 where a win and a draw have been added to with two wins this season as we try to improve this particularly poor head to head record. We’re getting there!

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	Egham Town History

	Egham Town Football Club's roots have been traced back to 1877, when, under the name of Runnymede Rovers who played in a all red strip, they were known to be playing local football. 

Scanty records make it difficult to trace the path of the club's fortunes, but various local locations and headquarters have been identified, including one on a site that is now under the M25, behind the petrol station in Vicarage Road. What is certain is that, as founder members of the Surrey Senior League, EGHAM F.C. were the inaugural winners of the Champions Pennant, which heralded a period of great local success. 

This continued until the early 1930's, including a First round appearance in the FA Amateur Cup (losing to Romford). As they did when the First World War started, the outbreak of international hostilities meant that the club slowed down; unlike the inter-war period the club played friendlies. (In the last season the club went down 0-12 at home to Woking in the FA Cup.) 

EGHAM TOWN F.C. came into being after a public meeting on 9 December 1963, at which was raised a sum of seven pounds and six shillings. Originally using the (now non-existent) Council Offices Egham Urban District as changing facilities, and various methods of transport (including a truck!) to get to Tempest Road, the club developed their facilities, and after one season in the Parthenon League they were back in the Surrey Senior League. 

Soon afterwards they were admitted to the Spartan League, which they won in 1967-68. Their overall strength in the Spartan led to elevation to the Athenian League, the Second Division of which was won at the first time of asking in season 1974-75. In their first season in the First Division they were runners-up, and then finished ninth before being elected to the Isthmian League. 

Again, they started strongly and came fifth. It was not until 1984-85 that success of a sort came to the playing side, with a run to the 4th round of the FA Vase (still a club record), the 3rd Qualifying Round of the FA Cup and 6th place in the League Division Two. There was no follow-up of note until 1990-91 when 3rd place in the division with 87 points and 100 goals were still not enough to gain promotion. 

The following season saw Mark Butler set a club record of 50 goals as the finals of the Loctite Trophy (lost 2-3 to Purfleet at Sutton United - we were 2-0 ahead) and the Surrey Senior Cup (lost 1-3 to Carshalton Athletic at Tooting & Mitcham) were reached, for the 6 years until relegation to Division 3 struck in season 1997-98. Season 2001-2 brought about a late season surge that resulted in sixth place and promotion to Division One in the reformed League set-up. 

There were two notable club records; for 35 consecutive League games we did not fail to score, and leading scorer Clayton Whittle netted in ten consecutive games. The Ryman League Division One South was a wonderful adventure in our first season, with some notable victories and a final placing of 10th. Expectations for the following term were deflated with injuries to key players.

The Club were switched to the Southern League in 2004, which proved disastrous. In the 2005-06 season they played in the Isthmian League Division Two but as a result of the restructuring of non-league football they now play in the Combined Counties Football League Premier Division.

8 Dale scores against Bookham

With 89 minutes on the clock it looked like we were going to lose at home to rock bottom Bookham on Saturday 9th April. However, Dale Marvell burst down the left wing, ran in towards goal and smashed the ball past the keeper and into the far corner. It was an excellent goal, which rescued a point.
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7 Comical own goal secures point against Ash 

On Tuesday 19th October we grabbed a point at home when the Ash number 5 sliced an attempted clearance into his own net. It could have been worse for the poor bloke as in the first half he hit his own post when trying to volley away a cross and nearly scored again but the keeper recovered to clear the ball off the line!

On Tuesday 17th August we completely destroyed Dorking at Moatside. Our final goal was the best of the match when on 76 minutes Tony Cuff scored our fifth direct from a corner kick. Even now I can see the ball drop into the corner as if in slow motion. Superb!  
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1 We walk to defeat at Guildford and Paul sings the blues

On Saturday 12th March eight supporters foolishly walked to the Spectrum when travelling by car would have been much quicker and less painful. 	100 Memorable Matches

	The top Three? 

For today’s final programme of the season I can now advise the top three most memorable matches in history to conclude this list. I hope you have found this list enjoyable and not too controversial, as I believe that the top three matches are easy to work out! 

3 – Epsom and Ewell 2-1 Woking

Surrey Senior Cup Final - Monday 20th April1981 
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When determining the club’s greatest achievement, there are bigger competitions than the Surrey Senior Cup. However, in our history we have never won anything bigger, so for that reason alone, this match is an extremely memorable encounter.

The run started at West Street with a qualifying match at home to Westfield, and we required a fortunate second half own goal to progress by two goals to one. Then in the next round down in deepest Surrey, Ash United to be precise, Blues found top gear and cruised through 6-0 with a hat trick from Martin Francis, brother of England International Gerry.
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We then met Walton & Hersham in the last eight and were ahead with ten minutes remaining at Stompond Lane, but a Tony Coombe own goal meant that the Blues required a replay at West Street. Fortunately this match was far more comfortable, and Epsom led 3-1 at the interval, eventually winning 4-1 with Tommy Tuite getting three. 

The Semi-Final would be tough. In fact it arguably couldn’t have been tougher, as we had to travel to Gander Green Lane, home of Sutton United, who were good enough that year to reach Wembley Stadium in the Final of the F.A.Trophy. The Epsom heroes managed to secure a goalless draw there, and in a see-saw match Epsom won the replay 3-2 at West Street. Left: Peter Gaydon lifts the Surrey Senior Cup

Just six days later, and only two days after ten of the starting eleven had lost a League match 3-1 at Clapton, Epsom faced Woking in the Final at Sandy Lane, the much-missed home of Tooting & Mitcham United. Woking had finished bottom of the Isthmian League Premier Division and were fully expecting to be relegated. 

In contrast Epsom were a confident side and took the game to their opponents from the start with Tommy Tuite opening the scoring after 27 minutes and Mick Stratford extended the lead just after the hour. A late consolation for Woking was not enough, and Epsom had won the cup for the first and so far only time.

2 – Clapton Orient 4-2 Epsom Town

F.A. Cup First Round - Saturday 25th November 1933
Back in the early thirties Epsom had a very powerful side. They were a regular London League title contender and had appeared in the Last 64 of the Amateur Cup in two of the last three seasons. However, the club hadn’t yet had success in the F.A.Cup.

This season the route was a long one, and it had a difficult start. Woking away in the Preliminary Round. The Kings were a very good Isthmian League team although Epsom did hold one particular advantage, having beaten them 5-0 on their own ground back in the previous April (see Memorable match number 5).

This was a much tougher game though, and a Tommy Dunne goal after 65 minutes levelled the match and secured a replay. However, it wasn’t exactly plain sailing there either! We trailed at half time and Woking went 2-0 up early in the second half. Even then nothing much changed until Bob Gates cleared the ball off the line on the hour, and finally this stirred Epsom into action. The two Leslie’s, Graves and Marlow scored in the next ten minutes to force extra time, and in the added period Marlow scored three more to secure a highly flattering 5-2 win. 

The First Qualifying round was another tough tie, as we had to play another Isthmian League team in Nunhead. They may not be well known now, but back then they were one of the best teams in the South East. Again though our fantastic 1932/33 side had defeated this team 5-0 in last year’s F.A.Cup, and another hat trick from Marlow ensured a comfortable passage again with this 3-0 win.

After those two games it surely couldn’t get tougher, and they were drawn against fellow London League team Tooting & Mitcham United, in just their second season since the merger, they were still finding their feet, but local derbies between the teams had always been feisty excitable matches, although this one was a bit of a damp squib compared to earlier encounters. The papers said we were a little fortunate to win the tie, but you always need a bit of luck, and I prefer to think of it as a hard working away win, as Jimmy Jones scored the only goal of the game at Sandy Lane.

It must have been a relief to find that the Third Qualifying Round contained a wild card. Surrey Senior League Beddington Corner had obviously made the best of a much weaker draw in their section to come through to this stage. The game was scheduled for Beddington, but they were unable to take a gate at their ground, so the tie was switched to West Street. As with the other matches though, it wasn’t straightforward, as the game was only 1-1 at the half. Graves put the Blues ahead after 46 minutes but the visitors levelled again soon after before another two goals took us through to the Final Qualifying Round.
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In that round, another Isthmian League giant Leytonstone were pulled out of the hat at home. One of the best Amateur sides in the country thus came to West Street and a 

crowd of above 2,500 welcomed them. The visitors even led at half time, but in the second half, the papers said, “Epsom Town were right at the top of their form, and as such would probably have beaten any amateur side in the country". 

High praise indeed, as Leslie Marlow scored twice in a minute to turn the tie around, and after Leslie Graves had scored a third, a visiting player broke their ankle leaving them unable to mount a realistic comeback.

The First Round draw paired us with Football League side Clapton Orient. In a way I think it was nice that we had a journey to a League club. Many sides don’t get that luxury and are paired with other non-league teams, but we had an exciting looking tie on paper. 

Former Epsom supporters of the day Wilf Smith and Ray Chenery recalled the row of coaches lined up in West Street waiting to take the crowd of local supporters to East London, and despite being just thirteen and eight respectively, both made the journey to the Lea Bridge Stadium, a soulless stadium that doubled for use as a greyhound racing track. 9,485 attended but it’s not clear how many had a particularly good view! 

It was probably just as well in the first half as Epsom Town were behind after just eight minutes and the half time score was two-nil. It became three before Marlow and Graves both found the net, and we were pushing for an equaliser before being caught on the break after 80 minutes and conceding a fourth goal. Soon after this there was an altercation and Marlow was sent off, which was an unfortunate way for the eleven-goal hero to end his run. The receipts from the game were £522 and since that day we have been looking to get back up to that level. Hythe Town have shown this season that it can be done, even at this level.     
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1 – Hoddesdon Town 2-1 Epsom and Ewell

F.A. Vase Final - Saturday 19th April 1975
We have frequently covered this match in historical excerpts over the last few years and it is unfortunate that our number one match on this list is a loss. However, the defeat doesn’t make the occasion any less memorable, and so until we win a First Round F.A.Cup tie or the Vase itself, this will remain at number one.

The run started at home to Reigate Priory who were beaten 4-0, before two trips to waterlogged Horley Town required the match to be switched to Molesey’s Walton Lane ground. Again the Blues won without conceding and travelled to Sussex for a game at Woodside Road, Worthing.

Worthing were an Athenian League Division One side and were two divisions above little old Epsom, but we thrashed them 4-1 to reach the last 32. When the draw came out it was back to Sussex again to meet Eastbourne Town, but weather issues led to more postponements and another switch of venue

to Eastbourne United’s Princes Park ground. Again though Epsom eased through two nil.
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Now it got serious, Vase favourites Hornchurch visited West Street but were sent packing 1-0 thanks to a Phil Walker header. A Hornchurch supporter phoned the ground after the game to find out the score and Stan Bailey took the call. When Stan confirmed the score to the supporter, it was clearly a surprise to him that his team could have lost. “Are you sure that was the score” said the supporter. “ Of course I am, after all I am the Epsom Secretary,” replied Stan!

Addlestone were the next Athenian League side to visit West Street. Unlike Worthing and Hornchurch, they weren’t two divisions above us, but they were right near the top of the Athenian Division Two and would go up this year, so they were obviously a form side. They had also beaten Epsom 4-3 in a January Surrey Senior Cup tie at Liberty Lane, and had been on a great long unbeaten run until the week before when Dulwich had knocked them out of that competition. Epsom then handed them another defeat by the score of two-nil, but the match had an unusual incident attached to it.

During the game our big defender Dave Worby collided with the referee and knocked him out. So Worby picked up the whistle and blew it to stop play!

1,048 had been present at that match, but although this had been the best attendance for 15 years, that record was about to be broken in the Semi-Final when Stamford visited. 1,604 were there to see Stamford take an early lead in the first leg, but two second half goals from Trevor Lee and Phil Walker going up the hill turned the game around and a 0-0 draw at Stamford secured the memorable trip to Wembley for the Epsom supporters, although Stamford would get their trip on two occasions in the next few years, winning one of their Finals in 1980 against Guisborough Town.

Unfortunately the day ended in a disappointing 2-1 defeat to Spartan League team Hoddesdon Town, ironically after all the success we had against Athenian League sides, this team were at our level! Our Captain, Trevor Wales scored a consolation goal but the damage had been done in the first half with two goals for Dick Sedgwick, and we went down in history as the losers of the first ever F.A.Vase Final instead of the winners, but what memories the club still have of that wonderful day out.
