	Epsom & Ewell 4-0 Bracknell Town – F.A.Vase Second Round

Sunday 14th November 2010

The Blues produced their best performance of the season in overwhelming an average Bracknell Town side today with superior passing on a very wet afternoon at Moatside.

There were many changes to the line up. Steve Symes was away, so Jamie Hatfield returned at left back, while Tom Jelley dropped to the right back slot as Paul West moved to the bench. In midfield Alex Rodrigues moved forward to cover the absent Ben Hayward, giving Jamie Reive a new partner in seventeen year old Anthony Panayi, who made his debut. Joe Paris also returned in midfield, so Kyle Hough moved forward at the expense of Mark Jarman, who was also among the substitutes.

With a completely different starting back four to last week's game against Raynes Park Vale, the first fifteen minutes were fairly even. Paul Borg was called into action after six minutes, producing a good low save, as did the visiting keeper from Hough's slightly scuffed shot three minutes later.

After this the flow began to turn in Epsom & Ewell's favour. Hough and McGregor had shots, while Dave Stevens was just over from long range, and after 22 minutes made good contact with a deep cross from Tony Cuff, but was unable to keep his volley down.

After 36 minutes Stevens tried his luck again, and on a difficult day for keepers the Bracknell custodian was unable to hold the well-struck shot, enabling Hough to follow in and smash the loose ball in from a yard out.

And then the floodgates opened, and I'm not talking about the weather! After 39 minutes we were two nil up as Stevens had a shot from the edge of the box, and although it grazed a defender on the way, the keeper was never going to reach it. 

Joe Paris was unlucky not to score after a good move left him space to strike a curling shot that was just tipped wide by the keeper, but from the corner, maybe mindful of his handling error for the first goal, the keeper chose to punch instead of catch the ball, and this only fell to Alex McGregor, who hammered it back with interest straight into the top corner of the net after 42 minutes for his second goal of the season, both scorching strikes with his supposedly weaker left foot.

Tom Jelley was close with a cross that caused panic and the half time whistle brought temporary respite for the visitors. But it really was only temporary, as Mark Jarman came on at half time for Hough and he was involved in the thick of things almost from the restart.

After 46 minutes there was a scramble but Jarman was unable to get a decent purchase on the shot, while four minutes later a great delivery from Cuff was missed by both defender and keeper, but this distracted Jarman who couldn't make contact in front of an empty net.

After 55 minutes Rodrigues made a "John Terry" like block and from the clearance we broke upfield and Jarman curled his shot over the keeper, only to see it clip the bar and go out of play.

Bracknell were threatening very rarely now, although a free kick on the edge of the area required another great save by Borg, being up and ready to block a second attempt from wider out. Stevens hit the post from a Jarman header but was offside before another scramble in front of goal resulted in a toe poke goalwards from our substitute that the keeper gathered on his line at the second attempt.

However, after 76 minutes Jarman got the goal he had been threatening, and it was all down to Paris, who jinked past two players and shot goalwards. The keeper blocked his shot well but it spun up into the air, and Jarman had the simplest of tasks in nodding the ball into an empty net. Jarman almost scored again after 80 minutes but his shot was well blocked, and the Bracknell side were quite dispirited by the time the final whistle was blown.

All in all this was a much happier performance, with a lot more football being played on the ground instead of in the air, and we could go a long way in many competitions if we perform like this more often.

The final word goes to Panayi, who was thrown in for a critical game and from where we were stood, gave a faultless performance. Maybe he will go a long way as well.

Saturday 27th November 2010

Steve Symes came back in at left back for Jamie Hatfield, but otherwise it was an unchanged eleven from the victory over Bracknell, with Alex Rodrigues again protecting the back four, and the game followed a similar set of circumstances.

The first few minutes of the game were fairly even, but by then we were already ahead after Alex McGregor curled the ball into the top corner from just outside the box with the clock just ticking past the two minute mark. This time it was right footed, and whilst not as powerful as his strike against Bracknell, it was equally accurate.

For much of the first half the Blues asked the questions, although inevitably Paul Borg had to make a couple of good saves. Very little goalmouth action ensued until the 26th minute when Tony Cuff had a shot deflected wide. He was on target again five minutes later but the keeper just about got enough on the ball to guide it around the post.

There was a great spell of football from the Blues just before half time. After 43 minutes Kyle Hough made a great run through a few defenders and his shot was blocked as far as McGregor who took aim, but with the keeper already out of position, his shot beat the defenders on the line only to rebound back off the post straight into the keepers arms some six yards away!

Two minutes later though he would make sure. He and Hough were instrumental in producing a great move but Cuff only scuffed his shot. However it wasn't cleared and it was fed back out to McGregor who cut inside his man and scored a similar goal, this time from just inside the penalty area. It was one of those shots that you knew was instantly going in!

The home side became a little more determined in the second half and Borg was forced into another low save, before Cuff received his (by my count) tenth booking of the season which will lead to a two match suspension shortly. After 52 minutes Borg misjudged a cross and was out jumped for the ball, but as it dropped towards goal it was cleared by a large defensive volley.

Cuff produced a fantastic run that got him through at least three challenges before it was crudely ended, which earned the home number 2 a yellow card for his troubles and he was followed in the book by the substitute, number 16 a few minutes later. We had a scare at the back post shortly after this as the ball reached an unmarked Ash player, but Borg was out quickly and the chance went wide. 

Jay Holden came on for Cuff with Hough dropping back into midfield and he was a threat, cutting in from a wide angle and having a shot blocked at the near post just after he had come on. However it was his striking partner Dave Stevens that notched number three from an Epsom corner after 81 minutes. Two home defenders went for the same ball, as did the keeper, and by getting in each other’s way, the ball was glanced up in the air leaving an easy nod in from a yard out. He was just over near the end as we began to cut through the dispirited home team almost at will, and in the end it was a very comprehensive victory.



	On This Day   -   14th December

	81 years ago today Epsom Town travelled to New Barn Lane for a London League fixture with Whyteleafe Albion, and four goals from E.G.Matkin ensured a comfortable day for the Blues who won 6-0. Whyteleafe Albion folded before the War and had no connection with the current Whyteleafe club (founded in 1946), with exception of the venue, which is where the current side started out before moving in 1958 to Church Road when they joined the Surrey Senior League.  

53 years ago today Epsom F.C. hosted Sutton United for the first time since the thirties in an F.A.Cup tie. There was a lot of local rivalry between the clubs back then with many players having donned both colours in their time. This was Epsom’s day though, as the Corinthian League side defeated their more senior Athenian League neighbours by two clear goals, thanks to strikes from Johnny Bangs and Jan Sorensen from the penalty spot.  

36 years ago today our splendid side were on the way to Wembley in the F.A.Vase, but weren’t to know it at the time, having only reached the last 32 the previous week. Maybe the match against Chessington was an anti-climax, especially as the Blues had already won 6-0 at Chalky Lane back in August, and they were held two goals apiece, with extra time producing no further goals. The following Saturday we squeaked through 2-1 in the replay but Addlestone would end the run in the last 16.

28 years ago today I was off of school because I was ill. Still, I managed to be one of just 27 present on a cold night in North West London and was able to celebrate a late Steve Hill equaliser as a result.

8 years ago today a Simon Huckle goal was enough to give the Blues the points in this Isthmian League Division One South match. It also completed a league double over the Met, having beaten them by the same score on the opening day of the season.

	This Week in History

	90 years ago this week the Blues travelled to the Cricket Field in Banstead Village where they were soundly thrashed by Banstead in a Sutton & District League match. This was the last match before Christmas and the Blues wouldn’t play again until February 1921.

80 years ago this week supporters witnessed arguably the biggest home tie in the club’s history, when Ilford visited for a First Round Amateur Cup tie. St Neots may consider themselves a big side, but Ilford were the current Amateur Cup holders, and as such the biggest team to ever play us home or away in our history.

In truth, it was a horrible draw for our first ever match in the last sixty-four, but our boys were well up for the match. In front of over 3,000 spectators Reg Marlow put us ahead after just five minutes and we were the better team for the first period. Trevor Jones extended the lead after 49 minutes, but then it all went pear-shaped. Ilford responded quickly to reduce the arrears and then scored two more in a minute to go ahead. 

By now the Blues were a beaten side and two late goals for the more experienced team gave the score line a very unflattering look. 

30 years ago this week Westfield were edged out in the Surrey Senior Cup by two goals to one. Four months later we would be defeating their local neighbours Woking by the same score at Tooting & Mitcham’s old Sandy Lane ground to clinch the Cup for the very first time.

	Confessions of a Station Announcer

St Neots - It’s a phrase I used to use quite regularly in a professional capacity. One of my previous jobs was Station Announcer at Kings Cross. It’s said that everyone has at least one interesting old job in their CV which can be brought out of the locker when chatting to new people at social occasions and this is mine.
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Like most jobs, for most of the time it wasn’t that interesting although I’m quite into trains and the sound of my own voice, so it suited me well in many ways. One enjoyable thing was being based in the power signal box at the end of Kings Cross station. You could see where every train was between Biggleswade or Royston and London on the computerised signal panel and work out where the person coming in to relieve you at the end of your shift was if you knew which train they were coming in on. 

There were two sides to the job - Kings Cross Station itself and the long line announcement to the suburban stations between Finsbury Park, Biggleswade and Royston. This had its own moments as my best friend Simon at that time commuted into London from Oakleigh Park near Barnet. He grew to dread the sound of my voice, as it was always bad news. 

In fact one day when his regular train was cancelled, I sparked up the mike and said, “ We apologise to customers at Oakleigh Park that the 07.14 to Moorgate has today been cancelled due to driver shortage … Sorry Simon!”

Hawksbee and Jacobs on Talk Sport recently did a phone in where they asked people when their work duties had conflicted with their football prejudices. This was on the basis of one of those apocryphal stories of a Pompey supporting builder burying Portsmouth merchandise under the foundations of Southampton’s new ground when it was built. I nearly phoned this story in but thought I’d save it for one of my columns. 

It was a wild wet windy Saturday morning and I was on duty at Kings Cross. The gales had blown overhead power lines down on the exposed fens south of Peterborough. We didn’t have any intercity trains in at all and were having a hell of a morning. I was on the mike every two minutes sending people next door to St Pancras to attempt their journeys via Nottingham or Sheffield. 

A message then came to me that caused me a moral dilemma. It read“ Would the Sutton United party please report to the Station Manager Office for a phone call” This was 1989, before mass mobile phone use.

There is probably no one here present that dislikes Sutton more that I do, having had to work among a particularly gloating arrogant lot of their supporters during the mid 1980’s when we were briefly on a par with them and how they enjoyed their advancement to the Conference and our successive relegations.

By the way, just in case anyone has forgotten, two years ago this week - 09/12/2008 - Surrey Senior Cup Second Round - Sutton United 2 Epsom and Ewell 3 - my favourite football result well - ever! 

So in 1989 in the flipping Conference they were, and attempting that morning to get to Darlington by train – no chance!!! There they were on my concourse awaiting important phone messages about a postponement, which if not handled correctly could lead to a points deduction. They were at my mercy and just one little bit of forgetfulness on my part could get them a –3. It was a chaotic scene - we were under pressure. After another of my apology broadcasts that morning a disgruntled passenger had rung me on an unattended railway phone to tell me to go forth and multiply  (they should take care when leaving Leeds supporters near technical equipment).  What to do? 

Well of course I did the right thing and passed on the message. I’m a good lad really. It’s just a shame we didn’t have a recent result against them that I could have mentioned at the time of the announcement. It would have been worth a “Please explain” from management.

“Please explains” were the disciplinary measure Railway Management could use for staff. I only ever got one complaint on one of these. There was a regular passenger on the booking window at Epsom who would always try and provoke an argument with staff, complain and then get given free travel vouchers by staff. I saw him in the queue one day when coming on shift. It was my last week on the railway before leaving to start studying.

I loaned my colleague who was about to serve him my name badge. The argument and the complaint that followed were inevitable. 

The station manager was confused when I freely admitted the charge of arguing with a customer … particularly since the complaint was about a white haired man with a moustache and a thick Belfast accent - Happy days!! 



	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
44 – Epsom & Ewell 0-2 Bedford Town 

Associate Members Trophy Final - Tuesday 21st April 1998 
Over the years the club has played in twenty-one Finals, and this is the first one to appear in this series. The Division Three Blues had defeated FOUR teams from Division Two on the way to this final, starting with a 2-1 win after extra time at Bracknell Town. The Blues followed this with an easy 4-1 win over Windsor & Eton, before recovering from losing an early goal to defeat Marlow 2-1.

In the Semi-Final we were drawn away to Wealdstone, but this wasn’t a problem for our boys who won at their temporary Edgware ground thanks to a solitary 11th minute strike from Andy Rawlinson, but in the Final, despite hitting the frame of the goal on four occasions, Bedford Town had just too much, and two first half goals proved to be the difference between the teams.

43 – Dorking 1-0 Epsom & Ewell 
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Southern Combination Cup Final - Saturday 22nd May 1993 

This was a difficult game to play. Just over two weeks previously, the Blues had ended their 68 year tenure at West Street with an emotional Semi-Final win in this competition against Chipstead, and it was thought that the Final would be held over until the following season. However, the powers that be decided differently, and the Final against Dorking was held at a really late stage in the season as a result. Some of our team were by then away on holiday, including Paul Meredith who had scored our final goal at West Street.

The game was a real anti-climax, and was decided by a late Dorking winner as extra time loomed ahead of us all. The game is only memorable for the circumstances, not the action!

42 – Walton & Hersham 1-1 Epsom & Ewell after extra time

Walton & Hersham won on penalties 5-4 - Southern Combination Cup Final

Tuesday 16th August 1983
In fairness, the first ninety minutes of this game was very poor too, as this Final was goalless entering extra time. Mark Jonas then put us ahead but future Epsom player Chris Hills equalised and forced the game into the club’s first ever penalty shootout. Robert Winterhalter, Steve Delaney, Steve Hill and Mark Jonas all scored in the shootout, which was 4-4 after the regulation five penalties. Walton then scored their fifth penalty, and we were then confronted with the bizarre sight of Micky Stratford taking off his boot so that he could take the penalty! Understandably, he scuffed the shot, which was easily saved.
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Although the match was lost, it was a more than useful pre-season workout and the Blues wouldn’t miss another penalty all season as we went up to the Isthmian League Premier Division at the end of the season.

41 – Edmonton 3-0 Epsom & Ewell and Epsom & Ewell 0-4 Edmonton
Athenian League Division Two Cup Final - First and Second legs

Saturday 27th April 1968 and Saturday 11th May 1968 
Back in 1963, the Athenian League absorbed the Corinthian League and the Delphian League, each of which had their own League cups, so for a while they kept each division separate. As a result, this was a bit of a devalued cup Final in that it was only for the bottom rung clubs, but the Blues finished 14th out of 16 this year, so it was still a good achievement to defeat Eastbourne 2-1, eventual Champions Lewes 3-0, and Windsor & Eton 3-2 after extra time at Stag Meadow.

However, fourth placed Edmonton were just too strong in the two-legged final, and gave the Blues a mountain to climb by winning 3-0 at the Barrass stadium. Three days later the Blues returned there for a League game and were crushed 6-0, so there was no doubt about whether the Blues could turn this around in the second leg, as they obviously couldn’t!
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This match was Chris Kelly’s last for the club before going on to better things with Tooting & Mitcham and then Leatherhead and Kingstonian. It wasn’t a great send off as we were crushed 4-0 at home and Kelly was booked, the only card received by an Epsom player all season! 





	Epsom & Ewell F.C. Club History

	The Club was founded in March 1918 as Epsom Juniors Cricket Club and played throughout the summer. In the autumn, Epsom Juniors F.C. came into being and they played a handful of games from what is now known as Alexandra Recreation Ground. Competitive football followed as the club entered the Surrey Junior League in 1919, and then became founder members of the Sutton & District League in 1920. 

A change of name in July 1922 to Epsom Town F.C. heralded the start of a very successful era. By now resident at the Horton Hospital Sports Ground, they were unfortunate to lose 2-1 after extra time at Dorking F.C.’s Pixham Lane ground to Caterham Mental Hospital in a replay of the Surrey Junior Cup Final. However, they won three other trophies that season, the Leatherhead Hospital Shield, the Sutton Hospital Cup, and the Epsom Hospital Cup. In addition, the Club also won the Sutton & District League, and under the forward thinking of their Chairman Hugh Bradley, they took the step into Intermediate Football, where they won the Southern Suburban League without losing a match. Senior football was granted the next season, as they were unanimously accepted into the Surrey Senior League for 1924/25, where they finished third. 

In September 1925, the club relocated to the old Ewell F.C. ground at West Street, which was purchased through the generosity of the Club’s future President Robert Bradshaw. In 1925/26 the Championship of the Surrey Senior League was attained, and the following season, they did the “double”, defeating Egham 1-0 at Egham in the League Charity Cup. Election to the London League was next, and the title was claimed in the club’s first season there in 1927/28. Unfortunately, they were unable to repeat this, although they would finish runners-up in 31/32, 32/33, 34/35, 36/37 and 37/38. Cup Honours were limited, although they lost 3-2 to Redhill in front of 4,600 at Guildford in their first Surrey Senior Cup Final, having seen off Wimbledon 4-1 in the semi-final! Also, the club won the Surrey Charity (Senior) Shield in 1933 with an impressive 5-0 win over Woking at Kingfield.

However, the proudest moment of the club’s pre-war history was an appearance in the First Round Proper of the F.A.Cup in 1933/34. Woking (after a replay), Nunhead, Tooting & Mitcham, Beddington Corner, and Leytonstone were defeated, and a crowd of 9,485 at the Lea Bridge Speedway Stadium witnessed a 4-2 loss against the hosts Clapton Orient. At the end of that season the club changed its name to Epsom F.C. while in 1936 the closure of their Reserve team enabled the newly formed Ewell and Stoneleigh to spend two years there ground sharing while in the Surrey Senior League, and local works team Venners Sports were tenants in the final completed pre-war season.

In 1939 a newly formed team, Epsom Town (no connection to the earlier team) shared the ground with Epsom F.C. However, this arrangement was suspended when war was declared, and the parent club folded for the duration. In the meantime, Club Chairman Charles Pettett threw in his lot with Epsom Town in an attempt to keep morale up in the town by keeping the football flag flying. It was successful, as the club competed throughout the war years, winning the Surrey Combination in 1939/40, and reaching the Surrey Senior Cup Final in 1944, losing 3-1 to Tooting & Mitcham, at Sandy Lane. After the war, Epsom F.C. started up again, continuing in the London League and reclaimed their ground, leaving Epsom Town homeless. Temporary homes were found at Kings College, Lavender Avenue, Mitcham, and then at the Old Halleyburians Rugby Ground in Ruxley Lane, as they competed for a season in the newly created Corinthian League, but disbanded in 1946.

In 1949 Epsom F.C. departed the London League, and entered the Corinthian League themselves, but despite a 3-2 win over two time Champions Walton & Hersham in their first home match, they would not win away in the League for nearly three years. They did reach the Corinthian Memorial Shield Final in 1952, going down 2-1 to Champions Hounslow at Eastbourne after leading at half time. Things continued to improve with the signing of the famous ex-Amateur International Pat Lynch from Hendon. The club achieved their highest ever placing of third in 1952/53, and in 1954 reached the Surrey Senior Cup Final for the third time in their history, losing unluckily 2-0 to Corinthian Casuals in front of 6,159 at Selhurst Park, and in 1955 they won the Surrey Senior Shield with a 1-0 win over Carshalton Athletic at West Street.

There was a massive new player influx in 1955 after the club appointed their first ever manager in Kingstonian legend Doug Whitehead. The Corinthian League double was almost achieved in 1956/57, but two losses in the final week, along with defeat in the Cup Final 2-0 to Maidenhead United at Dorking, ensured that the club got neither, only finishing fourth. However in 1960, they

finally got their hands on the Shield with a 2-0 revenge win over Maidenhead United at Vale Farm, home of Wembley F.C. This was the last season with the club for veteran Ernie Watkins, who had played for the club for fifteen seasons since the end of the war. He would go on to play for eight more years at Banstead Athletic before retiring in 1968 aged 47!

In 1960 the club changed its name once again to Epsom & Ewell F.C. This was not because of any merger with Ewell & Stoneleigh as is often quoted, because they had folded in 1938! It was an attempt to increase support across the whole of the Borough. In 1963 the Corinthian League merged with the Athenian and Delphian Leagues, and the club were placed in Division One of the new structure, but the sixties was full of poor results and relegation was the result in 1965. Despite a string of managers, most notably ex-Leyton Orient winger Jimmy Smith, and Tony Williams, now famous for his creation of the F.A. Yearbooks, the club’s fortunes did not improve significantly, and further relegations were avoided in the early seventies by the benefit of re-election. However in 1973, despite “improving” to finish second from bottom, the Athenian League finally ran out of patience and cut them loose. This was unfortunate timing as the club had just cleared all of its debts, and in addition to a virtually new Committee, former Fulham player Pat O’Connell took over the reins. The Surrey Senior League took the club in at the last minute, and the new squad, including young striker Tommy Tuite, won the League Cup and the following season the club achieved their second Surrey Senior League “double”. However, season 1974/75 would always be remembered for reaching the Final of the inaugural F.A. Vase, where 9,500 saw the Blues edged out 2-1 by Hoddesdon Town at Wembley Stadium. The Athenian League welcomed them back, and despite losing Trevor Lee and Phil Walker to Millwall in November 1975 promotion was achieved, and the next season the club reached the Athenian League Cup Final, losing 1-0 at Chalfont St Peter.

Season 1977/78 saw many clubs invited to join the expanding Isthmian League, and Epsom & Ewell were placed in the new Division Two. Their first match under floodlights followed against Met Police, and the Championship was clinched the following April with the Police as runners-up. In 1979/80 the club won the Southern Combination Cup 7-2 at Hampton, where the hosts were blitzed by five goals from Tuite. The following season a new clubhouse opened, and the club finally won the Surrey Senior Cup, defeating Woking 2-1 at Tooting & Mitcham. The club just missed out on promotion to the Premier Division that season, but in 1983/84, the club clinched promotion as runners-up, although this time they were defeated in the Surrey Senior Cup Final, 4-0 by Sutton United at Imber Court.

With Adrian Hill as manager since 1982, the club survived comfortably in its first season at the new level, but Hill’s departure to Croydon in 1985 started a decline. Much of the squad also left with Hill, and new manager Alan Webb had too much to do. The club was relegated, and following Webb’s departure in 1986, player manager Ricky Kidd nearly but not quite saved the club from its second straight relegation. Adrian Hill replaced Ricky Kidd for a second spell at the helm in 1990, but the club were placed in the new Division Three in 1991 after league reorganisation.  

In 1993 the club left West Street and moved in as tenants of Banstead Athletic and the decade was largely one of frustration, although the Final of the Associate Members Trophy was reached, where Bedford Town edged them out 2-0 at Hendon’s Claremont Road ground.

In 2002 Adrian Hill took the Blues back up to Division 1 South, where they topped the table for a month, eventually finishing 9th, but Hill’s retirement at the end of the season led to relegation the following season, Two seasons in Division 2 followed before it was disbanded in the latest F.A. reorganisation, and they now compete in the Combined Counties League Premier Division under the guidance of manager Lyndon Buckwell, a former player at the club. Lyndon has been here since October 2006, and his first full season (2007/08) resulted in our first top ten finish since 2003. Last season the team exceeded this achievement and finished in fourth place after heading the table for the first few months of the season.  In 2009/10 the club recovered from a slow start to finish fifth and also reached the last 32 of the F.A.Vase, bowing out 3-2 in Northamptonshire to Long Buckby.

In April of 2010 it was announced that the club would be terminating their seventeen year ground sharing agreement with Banstead Athletic and commencing a similar arrangement with Merstham F.C. for 2010/11. Despite an attempt to block this move by the Ryman League, the club are now enjoying their first season at Moatside. Meanwhile, the search continues for a new ground back in the Borough………

	St Neots Town Club History

	The Club was formed in 1879 when it was know as plain ‘St Neots’, the first formal honour recorded being the Hunts Senior Cup in its inaugural season 1888/89. The Club went on to lift that trophy a further four times before the turn of the Century. In the 1901/02 season the Club recorded its first known ‘double’ when it won the Hunts Senior Cup, for the sixth time, and the Fellowes Cup.

In 1924/25 or thereabouts St Neots was renamed ‘St Neots and District’ and celebrated by winning the Hunts Senior Cup again. At this time in the Club’s history, honours seemed to have been primarily from County competitions with the Scott Gatty Cup being won on three consecutive occasions between 1927/29. Unfortunately, no records exist for the next twenty years, although the Hunts Senior Cup was won again on four occasions during this period.

In the 1949/50 season the Club were amongst the founder members of the Metropolitan League and recorded a fine League and Cup double but for some reason the Club resigned to join the Central Alliance League. During the 1950’s the Club was renamed for the third time to its present name of ‘St Neots Town FC’ and rejoined the Metropolitan League. For a decade the Club Manager was former West Ham full back John Gregory who was the only full time official the Club has ever employed. His son went on to be Manager of Aston Villa FC. In 1961/62 the Club were runners up in the Metropolitan League Professional Cup - a trophy eventually won in 1965 beating Gillingham in the Final.

In 1966/67 the Club joined the UCL for a three-year spell and in that same season the team progressed through four rounds of the FA Cup to reach the First Round proper for the only time.   The draw took us to Fellowes Park, Walsall who were second in the Third Division with an unbeaten home record. The team lost 2-0 with both goals coming in the last nine minutes but the crowd was a record for Walsall in the competition.

The next season the UCL League and Cup double was recorded (the first time the Senior side won the title - although the RESERVE side had won the League in 1956/57!). The League Cup was retained the following season but the next major senior League honour did not come until the 1982/83 season when the team finished runners up in Division One of the UCL. 

In 1969/70 the Club opted to join the Eastern Counties (now Jewson) League because it was felt it would be a stronger League. In its four years membership Club fortunes declined. The Club then rejoined the UCL in 1973/74.  In the next eight seasons the Club had a reasonable run of success finishing at best fourth and at worst nineteenth. 

At Christmas 1987 the Club was evicted from its long time ‘Shortsands’ home and had to complete the season on a sub-standard borrowed works pitch. At the end of that season just four places from the bottom of the table the Club was forced to disband and then the outstanding debt had to be cleared. Out of football for just two seasons the Club was reformed in junior football in the Hunts League with a pitch at Priory Park, that St Neots rented from the District Council and the flame of desire to re-establish the Club at Senior level was rekindled.

In 1994/95 after a spell of six years absence from senior football they were readmitted to the UCL. The Club moved to its new purpose built facilities (the “new” Rowley Park – now known as the Hunts Post Community Stadium) early in 2008 as part of an ongoing development of the area around and including the old ground. 

The directors are committed to progressing the Club up the football ladder in a sensible and sustainable manner alongside a continuing involvement with the local community. Former Northern Ireland international Steve Lomas was appointed Manager towards the end of the 2008/09 season which saw the 1st team win the Hinchingbrooke Cup for the first time in twenty years. 

Last season was the Saints most successful league campaign for 20 years when they finished runners up to Daventry Town, becoming the only team to complete the “double” over the Champions. They also won the Hunts Senior Cup whilst the Reserve side were UCL Reserve Division 1 Champions and winners of the Hunts FA Scott Gatty & Benevolent Cups. Steve left the Club during the close season with Dennis Greene stepping up to the Manager’s position.
 So far, the club remains unbeaten in 2010/11 League action as they aim to take the next step up.

Programme production deadlines mean I’m at a disadvantage writing this as I’m in ignorance as to what if anything (weather?) happened on Sunday or even if the midweek I’m writing for is to be taken up with a trip to Bracknell for a replay.

So amidst the ifs buts and maybes now that the season is well established, how is the Combined Counties League shaping up? One thing that is almost funny from my point of view is that there is always a club that emerges to thwart Chertsey and this year it might be Guildford City, who at time of writing are still unbeaten in all but the FA Cup.

Unbeaten runs are funny things that are greatly cherished. The three I know of in English League football – Man United, QPR and Guildford have not actually resulted in the holders of those records going miles clear at the top of their leagues due to too many draws. In particular QPR have held their record by the skin of their teeth on occasions this season – a late dodgy penalty at Pompey and two injury time goals at Derby.   

If this game is taking place on it’s intended Tuesday date and you’re reading this live on the day rather than the endless repeats on Dave, I may well turn up at about half time with a bunch of people from Mencap Tuesday Club to watch a bit of football. 

Our visits so far this year have been fruitful. Our spells at games recently have coincided with an equaliser against Worcester Park and an equaliser against Ash. On both occasions we’ve arrived at about half time and everyone’s been really miserable about a poor first half performance.

I was absent from our hard fought 2-2 draw with Badshot Lea a while back now as I was away for the weekend with my brother in law Gary, and his brother Kevin (who used to be my flat mate when I lived in Sutton for a few years in the mid 1990’s). 
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Gary answers to his nicknames of “Spides”  (Due to his gangly run-up when he was a bowler for Old Latymerians Cricket team which resembled a flailing Spider) or “Pound Coin Man” (which was “coined” after his tendency to always be carrying around 50-60 Pound Coins around his person which were usually the ill gotten gains from various pub fruit machines!). 

Kevin, on the other hand, has inherited the affectionate names of “Sock Man” (after his tendency to wander around inside Pubs in his socks) or “Toilet” (another name with Old Latymerians origins – Kevin used to signal over to Gary by holding his nose and pulling an imaginary Toilet Chain to signify “toilet” (i.e. poor) bowling by the opposition!

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Grounds & other things
With the cold light of hindsight the loss of West Street seemed far more inevitable than we would like to admit, but that's another piece for another day.

What I'm writing about now is the eventual replacement for our late lamented ground, or New West Street, as I'll call it in this article from time to time.

We all admit and accept that it is going to be far in the future when we see ourselves back in the borough, but I still hold the firm and unshakeable belief that we will return one day.

There are two things we must acknowledge when the talk of a new ground starts, that while there will be things that we would like, realistically we have to decide on what we can accept.

My idea would be something like Dartford's Princes Park, a ground with cover on all four sides, with four steps of terracing on three sides and a pitch length main stand. The four rows of seats in the main stand could spell out in blue and white spelling E&E. But, how would we get an “&” in the middle?

With the club house, changing rooms and function rooms all incorporated into one building, this would be a fine ground, the envy of all, but then reality would pop it's head round the corner to have it's say and tell me that what we would get would be a 150 seat pre-fabricated stand most likely with red seats, off set next to the stand would be a brick and plaster clubhouse and changing rooms with windows that look too small. 

At each end would be cover and if we were lucky one or two steps of terracing; these would correspond with the concrete path that surrounds the pitch leaving a narrow strip along the far side of the ground, these would go hand in hand with the now obligatory low impact flood lights that are so common now in the non-league, my issue with them are their ability to get in every sight line.

I wouldn't turn my back on such a ground if it was offered to us today but I would hope that when we do get a new West Street I do hope that it could be a good replacement for the old West Street, and in that new club house I do hope we have wall paper and not cold beige paint.

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Braintree Town / Crittall Athletic: - Played 8 - W2 D2 L4 - F17 A25 

Points per Game - 1.00 - Poor
Many of you will not know that these two sides are technically one and the same, having originally been founded as Manor Works FC, the works team of the Crittall Window Company. They were once the leading window makers in the country, and also supplied the glass for the Titanic!

In 1921 they moved to their current Cressing Road ground and changed their name to Crittall Athletic. Epsom first played them in 1947 when the Essex club joined the London League. Over the three seasons they met, honours were shared with two wins, two draws and two losses; one of each category both home and away if that makes sense!

At home we scored at least three goals every time they visited, yet we only won one of the games, when the Blues turned around a 2-1 half time deficit to win 3-2 on 19th February 1949, but the most memorable of the matches came in the snow when Epsom won 1-0 there on 8th February 1947, during which our keeper Harry Tiffany made a brave save but lost five teeth in the process!

In 1981 Braintree and Crittall Athletic removed all trace of the works name, becoming just Braintree Town, and although they were quite a high up club in the Southern League, they wished to transfer across into the Isthmian League side of the pyramid, so the Isthmian League moved them into Division Three for 1996/97, where we met them, losing 2-5 at home and 4-1 away from home as they went up with Wealdstone.

There are currently plans to move to a new facility as they are a little hemmed in at their present venue, and as a Conference South club they need to grow. Cressing Road will eventually become another of those grounds that ends up as housing.

One final point on Braintree Town. Jon Weaver is a chap that has been involved with Braintree for some time and was one of the main men behind Groundtastic magazine, simply the best magazine ever written. Everyone should subscribe to this by law!     

Brentford ‘A’: - Played 1 - W0 D0 L1 - F2 A4 - Points per Game - 0.00
Over time we have met most of the prominent London football League clubs, even though many were friendlies. Our only real connection with Brentford was this game, when they sent effectively their third team to West Street. Apparently though they had ten professionals playing this day. Also, our keeper Tommy Cashman fractured a finger so Ernie Watkins went in goal during the match, but the Blues couldn’t hold on to their half time parity, conceding twice in the second half to lose 4-2.
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Brigade of Guards: - Played 1 - W0 D0 L1 - F2 A3 

Points per Game - 0.00
Back in April of 1934 our popular Captain George Mackesy suffered a fall from his van at work and broke his arm. Of course, sick pay and welfare were unknown terms to pre-war England and he was of course unable to earn any money as a result.

So at the end of one of the club’s most successful seasons they held a benefit match against the Brigade of Guards. I don’t know why they were chosen, as Mackesy didn’t appear to have any military connections, but they visited the club for the last match of the season, winning 3-2. The programme for this match is shown on the right.

Bromley: - Played 10 - W0 D2 L8 - F6 A24 

Points per Game - 0.20 - Horrible!

Of all the teams that our club has met more than just once or twice over the years, Bromley stand head and shoulders above the rest in giving us a proper hiding! In ten matches, we have recorded just two draws. This record is made even worse when you consider that we met eight times during 1939-1945 with the war time Epsom Town, whose records are not included here, and lost seven of those matches too!

We did win once at Hayes Lane. Not the Hayes Lane that exists now, but their previous ground 300 metres up the road. This was back when the Blues were an Intermediate team in 1923/24 and we were in the Southern Suburban League Premier Division along with Bromley Reserves, who we beat 2-0 there in December of 1923. 
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We also won the return match 2-1 at home in January1924, but a goalless draw in April 1980 and a 1-1 draw, bizarrely in our awful relegation season of 2003/04 are the only times we have prevented them from taking maximum points. However, it is still nice to go there. It is a “proper” ground in the old sense of the word, although as a Conference South team that are battling for the title (ironically with Braintree Town), the ground may have to change somewhat in the near future. Today’s picture shows Hayes Lane as I would have recalled it when I first visited in 1983 for a match that we obviously lost, 2-1 in the London Senior Cup, before fire claimed their old wooden stand in 1992.

	This may be an unpopular view, well for Steve Dyke anyway, but I fully supported the Scottish referees when they went out on strike recently. 
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In my opinion the match officials “North of the border” who decided that enough was enough should be applauded and not derided. I’m not for one minute saying that refs don’t make mistakes. However, I don’t see why they should have their integrity questioned by managers, the media and fans and not have the right to reply or the ability to fight back. I’m not a Union man, but I do think that the Scottish refs were well within their rights to register their protest by withdrawing their labour. They wanted to make a point and they did so very effectively. The Scottish referees made sure that the football community in Scotland couldn’t just pay lip service to their concerns. 

Now, we’ve all criticised the ref at one point or another. I’m certainly no angel myself. However, in hindsight we often regret some of the things we screamed at them or, if nothing else, the language we used. I certainly regret the time I call the referee a “merchant banker” at a recent home game, as I had to spend the rest of the game dissuading my son Jimmy from using the same word. The last thing I wanted him to do when he got home was ask his mother what that word meant! 

As mentioned above, whilst following the EE’s I have witnessed some terrible referring performances. Who can forget the “donut” that refereed our away match at Chessington or the “tool” who oversaw our Molesey home game? The Molesey manager certainly won’t, as he had to be physically dragged away by Lyndon at the end of the match. However, as infuriating as the officials can be, no one can really say that they deserve the treatment they receive after the final whistle – in professional football especially,

The situation in Scotland arose simply because certain Managers, not least the Celtic Manager Neil Lennon, just couldn’t let things lie. I mean you can't call a ref a cheat days after the match, as well as affect their

private lives (apparently one of the refs at the centre of the controversy received death threats) and expect them to just smile sweetly and accept it. 

The reason that I support the Scottish refs is that the strike was one of protest. It’s not as if they are holding the authorities or their employers to ransom by asking for more money. In reality their action was nothing more than a plea for clubs, fans and the media to understand about respect and decency. 

I certainly believe that managers should have the right to comment about the officials if they make a mistake but they need to know that there is a line that shouldn’t be crossed. Good on the officials for using affirmative action to try and readdress the balance. 

Lets just hope the referee doesn’t make a mistake today. I wouldn’t want to contradict myself and end up causing a referee strike in the Combined Counties League. Or worse teach Jimmy a naughty word that he then uses in front of his mother – the consequences just aren’t worth thinking about.

	Long Journeys in Club History

	The F.A.Vase can mean a long journey for players and supporters alike, but there the similarity ends.

While as a long-term supporter, I love to travel to new grounds as it makes a nice change, I would imagine that the players and management would always prefer a home tie in each round. If we were to win today we would travel to either Derbyshire to face Gresley (148.5m) or the West Midlands for Bustleholme (141.3m).

Would it be the longest First Team journey we’ve ever made? No! Currently that honour goes to Fakenham in Norfolk, who we visited in 1998 for a Second Round F.A.Vase tie. It is 154.50 miles away. Wellington, last year’s opponents in the Vase are second on the all time list, which I produce below. 

The Youth Team have actually travelled further, with two overseas competitions and a Youth Cup tie at Plymouth Argyle, but our First team have travelled over 100 miles on ten occasions, and plenty of other times have we exceeded 60 miles, some of them frequently. Today’s opponents are 89.10 miles from Epsom.

	Congratulations go to our Manager Lyndon Buckwell, as he has now marked four years as Manager of our club. This is the third longest tenure in history, behind Adrian Hill and Pat O’Connell, but Pat was in charge for over eight years, while Ada had thirteen years in his second spell in charge, so he has a while to wait before passing them! 

Kyle Hough’s run of penalties will be properly detailed in the near future. However, his latest, against Colliers Wood was his 26th in a row, including the Worcester Park penalty shootout.
