Relegation?

There, I’ve said it. For six weeks since our six-point deduction opened up the slim possibility, I’ve steadfastly refused to believe it. “No chance” I said, “we’re far too good to go down, look at our wins against South Park and Hanworth Villa. A team like that has got too much for the teams around us.”

Well, a team not that different to that which prevailed at Rectory Meadow just four weeks ago created just two challenging efforts on target against a team in the bottom four that battled from start to finish, and on an admittedly atrocious Moatside playing surface, we were unable to demonstrate why exactly we are too good to go down. Now, frankly, I’m concerned.

The day started well. The return of Ramzi Bedj Bedj to the starting line up was a tonic, as was the noted absence of Chessington’s hat trick hero from the previous week, Dan Harding. Even Carl Downs returned to the starting eleven. The omens looked good.

For some reason our entertaining striker James Cottee was resting on the bench, despite having rested for eleven days since our last match, but surely it wouldn’t matter against a team near the bottom of the table. However, cajoled and inspired by their returning Manager Paul Norris, they bossed a large part of the game with a slightly more competitive game than our own. Don’t get me wrong here, there was no more quality on that side of the ball, but their players have been involved in a relegation dogfight since the start of the season and we rapidly need to learn how to compete with these sides before we get dragged in further.

Mark Jarman had an early shot over the bar while keeper Daniels had to palm a Bedj Bedj free kick away a full stretch after 17 minutes, but the remainder of the half was spent in midfield as the two sides cancelled each other out. The visitors had a good chance after 34 minutes but they too couldn’t find the target and the ball flew into the netting above the goal with some force at the Church end. Ali Dewar looked lively but fired over after the ball wasn’t cleared from an Epsom corner, but unfortunately he had to be replaced through injury at half time.

I fully expected us to step up quite a few gears after the break, but Chessington & Hook started the brighter with a shot just wide in the opening minutes and the second half followed a similar pattern to the first. Nick Taylor-Greaves had little to do, but he saved well with his feet in the 71st minute when the visitors found some space on the right.

On 73 minutes Cottee joined the action but within sixty seconds it was the opposition that were cheering as one of our defenders was unable to get a good header out and the ball dropped to Mitchell who volleyed it off the underside of the bar, back down to the ground and back up into the net. It was a fine strike that deserved to win the game, although I felt our defender was being fouled as he tried to get his header away. 

In the time remaining we created just two half chances. Anthony Panayi had more time with a far post header than he realised and he played upfront towards the end of the game as we chased a point that would not come, although Nathan Ayling nearly rescued things when he adjusted well to meet a low Jamie Hatfield cross and his flicked volley was tipped away from the near post at the last minute. 

Unfortunately the urgency that we showed in the final five minutes was sorely lacking in the previous 85 and now we have to start looking at the results around us as well as our own because I’m not sure where our next point is coming from.

A Ben Hayward strike twenty minutes from time rescued a point from a highly entertaining encounter with Badshot Lea at Godalming Town’s Weycourt ground. 

Ali Dewar’s injury kept him out and Ben Hayward stepped into midfield, while up front James Cottee was restored to the starting line up alongside new signing from Chipstead, Martin Grant, and Antony Myers and Mark Jarman started on the bench.

There was more goalmouth action in this game in the opening ten minutes than there had been against Chessington & Hook. A low cross from Cottee was turned out for a corner after just five minutes, while a powerful long range shot from Jamie Summers was fumbled by the keeper. On the counter-attack Badshot Lea nearly opened the scoring but we were back on the attack in the tenth minute when Cottee’s low attempt just squirmed under the keeper but he took the pace off the shot and the ball was cleared. Summers headed over from the resultant corner and Grant had a low volley well saved.

It was therefore no surprise when we took the lead in the sixteenth minute. Grant had held the ball up well and he laid the ball back to Carl Downs who fizzed a low shot into the far corner from nearly twenty-five yards. 

I hadn’t even sent the news to our twitter correspondent before the home side had equalised! A long ball in was prodded in at the far post after 19 minutes and we nearly conceded again shortly afterwards when Jamie Hatfield had an extra man to deal with at the far post but the shot was over the bar. 

We had most of the ball in this half but Badshot Lea’s tricky wingers were giving us a lot of work too and this meant that the game became very open. Hayward had two tries before half time, the first of which was palmed away for a corner, and the second was agonisingly close as he glanced a low Summers cross across goal and the ball trickled beyond the far post by inches.

The second half saw us start well. Ramzi Bedj Bedj shot at the keeper while Cottee also forced him into a decent save. Downs was also just wide with a long shot as we seemed to be keen on getting shots on goal. However, the opposition had the same idea and after 52 minutes Nick Taylor-Greaves had to be watchful as the ball kicked up in front of him and he was able to shovel it away. He had less luck after 65 minutes though when another long shot kept low and went under him for the home side’s second goal.

This was a tough pill to swallow but to their credit our boys kept plugging away and this time it was the hosts who could not hold onto the lead for long, as a spell of pressure culminated with Hayward getting in a good shot from the edge of the area that took a wicked deflection and left the keeper with no chance.

Grant and Cottee were just wide and just over respectively with good shots and although we had to be alert when a cross went straight across our six-yard box, we had the ascendency and nearly won it when substitute Jarman got through. With everyone expecting the shot across him, Jarman went for the near post and the keeper made a fantastic save with his trailing leg to keep the ball out. It was a pity really, as I think we deserved the points, but had to settle for just the one this time.

63 years ago today Chingford Town Reserves visited for a London League match and were thrashed 5-0 with regular centre-half Bill Cutter playing up front and scoring a hat trick. Chingford had already played and won at West Street earlier in the season when they had to forfeit home advantage due to the state of their pitch. 

60 years ago today Bill Goddard scored all three in a friendly challenge match against local rivals Leatherhead who were dispatched 3-0 at West Street (see programme right).

30 years ago this week Adrian Hill’s new-look side showed what they would be capable of with a 5-0 win over Ware at West Street. Two goals came from Robin Lewis who came through our Youth ranks and would eventually end up playing at Enfield, where he scored a goal to put Leyton Orient out of the F.A.Cup. He was actually featured on Match of the Day a couple of weeks back regarding this.
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10 years ago this week Epsom and Ewell produced a nervy performance against Clapton in a League match. The Blues knew that they only had to win their remaining matches all against much lower in the table opposition to gain promotion in the Ryman League re-shuffle but it required two late goals to make this game safe after Clapton missed chance after chance to equalise our early opener.

1 year ago today Dale Marvell equalised in the 89th minute with a scorcher into the bottom corner to preserve a point against Bookham.

In 1964/65 Gordon Taylor (current President) won the League title with the club.

During nine seasons our highest placing was 5th.

1979/80 season we joined the Athenian League.

1980/81 season we won the League Cup.

1984/85 season Athenian League closed we joined the Isthmian League.

1989/90 season we came close to closure of the club, but survived.

1990/91 season we finished 11th.

1992/93 season we got to the F.A.Vase Quarter Final.

1993/94 season we finished 9th.

1994/95 season we managed to finish 8th.

1995/96 season was a good one, but out of the promotion zone.

1996/97 season Semi-Final of the F.A.Vase.

1997/98 season total re-build of the team.

1998/99 season Bob Langford resigned.

1999/2000 season Chick Botley took over, but lasted just eight games, Langford was recalled along with Ray Best. Finished 10th, but it was a struggle.

2001/02 season we managed to finished 5th in the League.

2002/03 season we flirted with relegation but finished 16th.

2006 season we joined the Combined Counties League.

2006/07 season saw Graeme Banyard become Manager with new players we managed to finish 6th.

2007/08 season Dave Leworthy took over, but left after a short while, and Graeme returned.

2008/09 season finished mid-table.

2009/10 season Barry Barnes became Manager, but Paul Norris his assistant took charge, with Barry taking the coaching role. We finished 20th. Paul resigned.

2010/11 season New managers: Russell Harmsworth & Bobby Knock & new team.

June 2011 Management team relieved of their duties, Graeme Banyard re-instated as Team Manager. 

2011/12 with 14 games into the season Dave Tidy takes over as Joint Manager with Perry Gough, along with Asst Manager Paul Elsey, 1st Team Coach James Deacons, Physio Denis Lawton.

Now by dint of points deducted for administrative slip ups, and a series of avoidable home defeats to moderate opposition, we’ve got ourselves some end of season excitement this year by being pulled into the battle at the bottom of the Premier Division. I for one was mighty glad to get even the point at Badshot on Tuesday because it finally got us off 39 points, which we seem to have been stuck on for ages. 

It’s a tribute to what Lyndon has bought us over the last 4-5 years that we haven’t had to look at that for some time. We’re having to look at it now though. What that means for me is it brings out my slightly obsessive side (I know it doesn’t take much) because every game for all six or so sides involved matters. The list of everyone’s games on the website picked up from a Colliers Wood supporter suggests that we’re all doing the same thing.

	Every Opponent A-Z
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Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

Grays Athletic: Played 52 - W22 D8 L22 - F119 A124 

Points per Game - 1.42 - Average

The first time I heard about Grays Athletic was when we had drawn them in the F.A. Trophy in 1985/86. Little did I know at the time that we had already played each other 48 times by then!

They were one of the new clubs that we met as a result of our elevation to the London League in 1927 and the two clubs would compete frequently between the wars. However, of all the matches played, arguably the most important ones were the first two, played at the climax to that first London League season.

We had led the League table for a few months but slipped up at Carshalton Athletic. All of a sudden Grays Athletic could overhaul us. All they needed to do was to take a win and a draw from our two meetings scheduled for 28th April 1928 at West Street and seven days later at the Recreation Ground. The first match was not a good time to lose your unbeaten home League record but that’s what happened as a large crowd witnessed a fine game with an 80th minute winner for the visitors.

This raised the stakes a bit and our boys then needed a win over there to take the title that had seemed theirs not long ago. 5,000 spectators were present and things got worse for Epsom just a few minutes in when Grays took the lead. Harry Westlake then struck a penalty against the post for us but Fred Watts scored an equaliser soon afterwards and then finished off a cross from Bronk Challis to put us ahead after 52 minutes. We held on to clinch the win and the title. 

Although we would never win the London League again we were always amongst the front-runners, as were our Essex opponents and so we often had some good battles, with not all of them going our way. In 1930/31 Grays recorded an 8-1 victory at West Street, scoring five times without reply in the second half, although we got revenge in February 1934 when Leslie Marlow equalled the club record with six goals in our 10-1 demolition job, also at home. Bizarrely though we lost just seven days later in the return game by six goals to three! 

We also met in two London League Cup ties, winning both comfortably by 4-0 and 5-1; the latter game was a Semi-Final, although Walton would prove too strong in the Final that year.

In April 1939 our last meeting before the world was plunged into six years of darkness resulted in a 4-1 win with two goals from Geoff Collins who would lose his life during the upcoming conflicts. In fact, by this time Grays were beginning to struggle in the League, finishing in the bottom five in the two seasons before the war broke out.

Although Grays met briefly with the wartime Epsom Town side in the Corinthian League in 1945/46, we met up again when we joined the new League in 1949 and we played League matches for a further seven seasons with the Essex side definitely taking the honours. We suffered badly over there, losing 7-1, 10-1 and 5-1 in our first three Corinthian League visits before finally getting a 2-2 draw in October of 1952. Results were no better at home with just one draw in our first four seasons.

But we gradually improved and in 1955/56 we won both league matches, 2-0 at home and 5-1 at the Rec. However, following the 1957/58 season they were elected to the Athenian League and although we also joined that league in 1963 they remained in the division above us and we wouldn’t meet again for years.

In 1975/76 we were back in the Athenian League after our brief spell in the Surrey Senior League and although Grays were in the higher division, we met in the League Cup, turning round a half time deficit to win 2-1 thanks to a couple of goals from Tommy Tuite, and then following our promotion to the top flight of the Athenian League we met twice, winning 3-0 at home but losing 1-0 away. 

Many clubs were promoted into the expanded Isthmian League for 1977/78 but for some reason Grays were not one of them. Either ground grading issues or a simple reluctance to join could have been the reason, although they did finally get accepted in 1983 and worked their way up the divisions. They defeated us in extra time of the Trophy match I referred to earlier, and the following season we met in the Isthmian League Division One, winning at home but losing away before we went down for the second straight season. 

That 4-2 loss at the Recreation ground on 17th March 1987 was the last time that the clubs met. Since then it has been an incredible story for Grays who went up into the Conference National and won the F.A.Trophy on two occasions in 2004/05 and 2005/06. However, in 2010 their main backer pulled out and the club had to leave their home of many years, which was then stripped with almost indecent haste. Some of the structures remain in storage though, and will be used when Grays get a new ground but for the meantime they have dropped down to Step Four and share at East Thurrock United’s Rookery Hill ground.

Watching non-league football is like going back in time to the football of yore. There are quaint or interesting grounds, programmes that are still individual to each club, and nearly always a great camaraderie and atmosphere. 

I can now see why so many people like to ground hop. There are people who’ve been to all 92 league grounds like regular supporter Ian Twyford, whereas another regular Epsom fan Nigel Pond has been to over 1,100 grounds, and he’s still going! Not only that, but Nigel is a West Ham and club England season ticket holder. Impressive! 

I can’t compete with these two pillars of the community as I’ve only been to 35 grounds in my 36 years on this planet, with over two-thirds of those being non-league grounds. 

I loved going to the likes of Highbury, Old Trafford, Stamford Bridge, Wembley (old), and Upton Park. However, as enjoyable as it was experiencing those historic league grounds, now that I’m an Epsom fan I look forward to visiting another Combined Counties League ground and checking out the facilities,  good or bad. Personally, the bike shed stand at Cobham F.C. is now one of my football guilty pleasures. Also, isn’t the name of Cobham’s ground, the Leg O Mutton Field, just wonderful? 

I’ve now been to 8 CCL grounds. OK so Nigel probably knocks off 8 new grounds in a week whereas it’s taken me nearly 3 years to do that number. Mind you, I did walk 16 miles to one of them - beat that Nigel!

I’ve been able to get back into regular football watching again because non-league football is so child friendly. And as my kids get older I’ll be able to get to more CCL and other non-league grounds which I’m really looking forward to. 

Hopefully I’ll be able to double the amount of grounds I’ve been to (see list below) in the not so distant future.
