	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 3-1 South Park – Combined Counties League 

Saturday 12th November 2011

It has been said quite frequently this season that the standard of the League is very good and that from top to bottom, it is more competitive. That was borne out on Saturday when in form South Park visited Moatside to play an Epsom & Ewell team that were a little low on confidence, following four straight defeats.

There have been a few player changes this year, and more were required this week with Jamie Hatfield returning to his left-back slot at the expense of the absent Inaki Orduno, while fit again Paul West claimed his right-back position back, so Jamie Summers moved across to partner Alex Rodrigues and Anthony Panayi dropped to the bench. In midfield Carl Downs and Tom Siefers swapped over from last week’s game at Camberley, with Siefers starting on the bench instead.

The game started in the manner you might imagine, as the visitors, with their tails up started the stronger of the two teams. A defensive slip enabled them to get a shot in but Dan Coles was well positioned to turn the save around for a corner. He repeated this action on the other side of his goal a few minutes later as South Park began to put us under real pressure. 

In the sixteenth minute young striker Ali Dewar, playing out on the left cut in on a great mazy run. For those of you that are old enough, it was reminiscent of that Michael Owen run against Argentina in 1998 as he went across diagonally, but instead his shot was blocked out for a corner. This sparked our boys into a bit of life as we began to believe that we could have some success if we attacked, and we went ahead in the 23rd minute when Sam Robinson found a bit of space and hit a vicious drive beyond the diving keeper’s left hand.

From that point there appeared greater belief. Although we were forced into a substitution when Summers received a dead leg, we continued to threaten, and maybe seeing Robinson as the main threat, the South Park number 10 decided to try and take him out with a horrible challenge that was high and late, but after the obligatory ten man scuffle the referee only showed a yellow card.    

The second half started with us looking a little vulnerable before we in the 51st minute put a great move together involving Matt Smith and Mark Jarman, with the cross in being turned away by a defender under pressure from Dewar, but five minutes later we had extended our lead. A deep free kick was contested by Jarman and a defender, but the ball dropped over them both straight to the feet of the lurking Robinson, who slotted the ball under the advancing keeper, and in the 59th minute we had made it three-nil when a Robinson free kick just eluded Smith, but the defenders froze and Jarman nipped in at the far post to loop his header up and over the keeper, with the ball just dropping under the bar in time.

This pretty much killed the game off as a contest. In a similar way to last week, this time it was South Park who knew the game was up, and the game slowed up as a result. Dan Coles was alert to tip a good free kick onto and over the bar, even if the referee wasn’t alert enough to spot it, awarding a goal kick instead, before Paul West made a clumsy challenge and the visitors scored their consolation from the spot in the 82nd minute. This was a real pity, as the team had worked hard as a unit today and really deserved the clean sheet too. Still, we are back to winning ways, onwards and hopefully upwards!

	Notes for 19th November

	90 years ago today the Epsom Juniors had a spare Saturday so played an unusual friendly against Epsom Brotherhood Reserves, despite our boys being in the same division as their First Team. The Reserves were unbeaten in the Sutton & District League Division Two at the time and no doubt we tried out a few different players too as the game finished 1-1 at the Brickfield Ground.   

80 years ago this week goals from Harry Payton and Leslie Graves got us past Redhill at the Memorial Ground (see programme right) and into the First Round Proper for the second year in a row. The next round draw would give us an interesting but difficult looking trip to Ipswich Town at Portman Road. 

73 years ago today we recorded what would prove to be one of only two wins in club history on this day when Guildford City Reserves were defeated 3-2 at West Street in a London League match. Former Sutton player Basil Solly scored, while the ill-fated youngster Geoff Collins got the other two. Geoff was killed in action during World War Two, and it is cruelly ironic how one brother should lose his life so young, while his younger brother Jackie, who played for us briefly in the forties, is still going strong in his early nineties!
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70 years ago this week the war meant that League matches were not that numerous, and friendlies were frequent as a way of entertaining and morale boosting the local population. This week the AA Signals were the visitors and they were seen off 5-1 with J.Skelton getting four of them, including a first half hat trick. Also pleasing this day was the return of regular pre-war Epsom player Bobby Gill, and despite being in his late thirties by now, he would play a more regularly over the next few weeks. 

50 years ago this week we defeated Chobham in a Surrey Senior Cup match. Technically though, this was a replay as the original match between the teams had finished 2-1 to Chobham, but we had protested because the pitch was too small and the Surrey F.A. voided the original match, ordering it to be played at West Street, where Jim Punter’s two goals were sufficient to see us through to a tie with Camberley follow by a money spinning narrow home defeat to Dulwich Hamlet.

34 years ago today Epsom & Ewell won 3-0 at Deri Park over Rainham Town with two goals from Richard Parkin and another from Tommy Tuite. The Blues would go on to win the Isthmian League Division Two title that season, and it is sad to note that we have not won another League title since then. 

30 years ago this week I saw my first away game, which was an Isthmian League trip to Aveley. John Steinmetz and I made the journey on the official coach and were given free entry passes by Pat O’Connell! John set up his camera ready to get any action shots, but we didn’t get any, as we created little and lost 1-0.

10 years ago this week we exited the Isthmian League Cup by a single goal at Ford United’s new ground, which was at the time still technically the home of Barkingside F.C. and is right next door to the Central Line underground station of the same name. This was a creditable display against a team two divisions above us and gave a lot of confidence as we moved towards our own promotion that season.

The Reserves secured their sixth league win in a row and stretched their unbeaten run to 11 games. The opposition were no pushovers losing the majority of their games by a single goal, yet finding themselves bottom of the table after this result. 

It was Cobham who had the first chance of the game when a pass back to the keeper by Sonny Walshe was poorly kicked out and went straight to their forward, whose shot was hit at goal but lucky for us straight at the keeper, Aaron France who was replacing the solid Danny Kelton after a year out and looking to get some minutes under his belt.

Walshe would have his work cut out against Cobham’s number 7 who shone through the game but he was equal to the challenge and was Epsom’s player of the half. It was Walshe’s ball into the box in the 14th minute that provided Epsom’s first opportunity as he found Micky Hughes unmarked in front of goal and unlucky when heading over the bar. Hughes would go on to put the ball in the net in the 36th minute, but to be given offside.

Another good ball in, this time from the right side, played in by Aaron Stephens found Dave Francis free but his header went straight at the keeper. Francis hit the post four minutes later when put through by Paul Gough. And there was a busy end to the half; a good dummy put Stephens in only to see his long range shot tipped onto the post.

Epsom had to wait until added time at the end of the first half to break the deadlock, Hughes heading on the ball which Stephens latched onto, and his shot was deflected high towards goal, the keeper fumbled the ball and the ever busy Dave Francis was there to smash the Ball in. A minute later Gough blazed the ball over from 6 yards after originally playing a good ball wide.

Within the first minute of the second half, Cobham had perhaps their best chance of the game, playing good football down the left wing to see their attack end in a close range shot hit over the bar. In the 51st minute a good through ball from Hughes to Stephens resulted in a goal with the latter putting the ball through the keeper’s legs. Our first sub was forced upon us in the 62nd minute as Walshe picked up an injury, meaning the ever improving Joe Butler could be part of the action. He was in the action straight away with some good play on the left wing giving Hughes a chance that he failed to put away. But in the 65th minute he would see his luck change as the ball fell to him 20 yards out and with the keeper off his line his long range shot found the back of the net for our third goal.

Hughes was subbed two minutes later for the keen Ahmid Alsanawi. Francis then added his 2nd of the night in the 66th minute. Cobham would have a chance in both the 87th and 88th minute, with their best being a free header put over the bar. J Flack was unlucky not to score in the 89th minute; it would have been well deserved, as he didn’t stop running all night, proving to be a big threat.

Epsom put the ball in the back of the net one final time in the 90th minute as Sam England’s shot would prove to be his best pass of the night as it found Gough, only to be given offside after putting the ball in the back of the net.

The win moves Epsom’s Reserves above Thamesmead into second place on goal difference and now just six points behind Walton and Hersham. 

They reach the half way stage in the League with a trip to Horley Town today.

	Croydon F.C. – History

	Croydon Amateurs FC was founded on 17th April 1953 to provide senior amateur football in the then County Borough at the newly built Croydon Sports Arena in South Norwood.  Whilst the idea for a senior club carrying the town's name had been mooted prior to the war, nothing had become of the suggestion and the catalyst proved to be the laying of the running track and the need for the football pitch to be used.

The Club's Founder Chairman was Jack Milsted and he retained the position until retiring in 1990.  At the time of its inception, the club had nothing but goodwill and its initial funding was by way of public donations.  The Surrey Senior League was specially extended to enable the fledgling club to have somewhere to compete and ten years were spent in that competition.  The official ground opening was against Pegasus, the F.A. Amateur Cup holders, and during that maiden season, the Club reached both the County League Cup and Charity Cup finals, playing against Dorking in both games.  Dorking won the League Cup, but the Charity Cup was shared in front of a record 1600 crowd at the Arena.  During the next nine seasons, the Club won both League and Charity Cups, and also finished runners-up in the League on a number of occasions, but they were unable to win the title.

1963-64 saw the Club elected to the Spartan League where they were destined to spend just a single season.  But what a season it turned out to be!  They won their first League Championship, winning 29 of their 34 League fixtures, and scoring 134 goals in the process.  The original clubhouse was also erected during this campaign, having been obtained from a local building site and rebuilt at the Arena. Amateur football was undergoing changes during this period and the opportunity came for further advancement at the end of that campaign to the Athenian League.  Within two seasons, the Second Division Championship had been won and promotion gained to the First Division where four seasons were spent.  Unfortunately, the momentum that had sustained the clubs since its formation was lost, and relegation back to Division Two came in 1969-70.

Summer 1970 saw the installation of floodlights and the arrival of South London bookmaker Jimmy Rose as team manager, which proved to be a watershed in the Club's fortunes.  Two successive promotions saw the Amateurs rise to the Athenian League Premier Division but at the end of the 1971-72 campaign, Rose announced that he would be taking over as team manager of Dulwich Hamlet.  Inevitably, a season of struggle ensued in the Premier Division with the majority of the previous season's first team departing to either Dulwich or Tooting. With the impending end of amateur status, the club dropped its suffix during the summer of 1973 - it was only due to a Surrey Intermediate League side having the title Croydon FC back in 1953 that it had to be added originally.  The end of October 1973 and with the club in the nether regions of the reorganised Athenian League First Division - the Isthmians had introduced a second division that year - Ted Shepherd took over as manager, introduced a much more professional attitude and thus began one of the most successful periods in the Club's history.

After struggling early in the first two months of the season, Croydon revived and finished sixth, ending it by being elected to the Isthmian League Second Division.  Founder Secretary George Burrows decided to call it a day at this point being replaced by former first team captain Jim Overall. Their maiden season at the higher level started poorly, but the team gradually evolved and results picked up, culminating in an appearance in the inaugural Isthmian League Cup Final.  However, at this stage, it was restricted to Second Division clubs - Tilbury winning the two legged final. 1975-76 proved to be a history making season as the Club went the whole season undefeated in the League.  Forty-two games and yet Tilbury pipped them for the championship.  It was only the second time in the Isthmian League's history that this had happened - Ilford were the other club back in 1906-07 and they only had to play ten games in their season.

Thirteen years were spent in the top flight of the Isthmian League - renamed the Premier

Division after one season - and whilst not gaining any league honours, the Club competed in a number of County Cup Finals.  The Club won the Surrey Senior Cup for the only time in their history in 1981-82 beating Sutton United 2-0 in the final.  Prior to that success, Croydon had lost to Tooting in the 1976-77 Surrey final, and to Barking in the 1979-80 London Senior Cup Final. The F.A. Cup run which culminated in two second round matches against Millwall in 1979-80 brought the club national recognition, as did, to a lesser extent, two appearances in the second round (last 32) of the F.A. Trophy in the early eighties.  The profits from the F.A. Cup run were ploughed back into refurbishing the clubhouse, but this was razed to the ground in a fire believed to be arson for which the culprits were never caught.

The departure of Ted Shepherd came during a period when the team appeared to have lost its way and he was succeeded by Barry Webb for the 1984-85 campaign and then Adrian Hill (1985-87) who took the club to its highest ever League position - fourth in the Premier Division - in his first season in charge. It was at this time that things took a turn for the worse!  Like many football clubs, money - or rather the lack of it - was the root of the problem and seven seasons of struggle ensued. During this period, the local authority decided to redevelop the Arena, replacing the eight lane cinder track with a larger, tartan track - unfortunately, this meant that the pitch was further away from the stand thereby further decreasing the match day atmosphere.  It also meant a large number of home fixtures being played away from the Arena with the corresponding loss in revenue.

Founder Chairman Milsted, together with two of the Club's other elder statesmen, Alf Haylock (who had also been involved since 1953) and Club President, Charles Waters retired in 1990, and the years that followed under new management culminated in the Club's name being dragged through the gutter and becoming synonymous with all that was bad. There was little stability either on or off the field.  Five Chairmen and eleven team managers, mounting debts and threats of closure are ample evidence of that.  The nadir was 1993-94 when broken promises concerning money saw the early season team walk out.  Joe Fascione took over as manager and produced a team who performed for nothing but fought hard.  Again, the mismanagement of the Club caused these players to walk out in frustration.  In stepped local Scottish businessman, Ken Jarvie at the eleventh hour with the players of his Thornton Heath League side, Phoenix Sun, who stepped up nine levels of football to keep the Club's name alive.  Not surprisingly, some very heavy defeats followed and another place was gained in the annals of the Isthmian League, this time for the most goals conceded. Most important of all though, these players allowed the Club to survive a traumatic season, and the tremendous spirit and enthusiasm they showed in adversity also made its mark, as the club was able to re-group during the summer with a new air of optimism.

The arrival of Jarvie sparked one of the most successful periods in the club's history.  He tended to do things his own way, which in itself caused some friction and problems.  However he inspired great loyalty from his players, and inspired them as a group to reach heights way beyond expectations. Together with joint-manager Dickson Gill, Jarvie led the club to promotion from Division 2 in 1996, finishing runners-up to Canvey Island. Jarvie took sole control of team affairs a few months later, and in the spring of 1999, a new club record was set of 883 minutes without conceding a goal.  More importantly, the foundations had been set for what was to become a memorable Millennium season. A 19 match unbeaten run (another club record) at the beginning of 2000 saw Croydon storm to their first league title for 34 years, finishing 9 points ahead of Grays Athletic in 2nd place.  In addition, Croydon reached their first cup finals since 1982.  A narrow defeat against Conference side Woking in the Surrey Senior Cup Final was forgotten about the following night as Croydon beat Purfleet 2-0 to win the Isthmian League Full Members Cup. 

Unfortunately the platform for this success was built on sand. Although superb team spirit ensured Croydon's survival in their first season back in the top flight of the Ryman League, and an appearance in the Ryman League Cup Final, before losing out to Heybridge, the following season was to be a bridge too far.  Budget cuts and the loss of a number of high quality players proved crucial, and the club were relegated to Division 1 South.  Some compensation was gained by winning the London Senior Cup for the first time, defeating Dulwich Hamlet 2-1 in the final at Leyton Orient.  

Jarvie stepped down during the summer of 2002, leaving the Club in as poor a position as he had found it.  Despite the best efforts of all concerned, the Club continued to struggle and went down to Division Two in April 2005. With finance still a problem, 2005-2006 saw a season of consolidation, Croydon finishing 10th in the last season of Division Two football.

So after 32 seasons Croydon said farewell to the Isthmian League, to start life as a Kent League club.  The Club’s first season was its best since the early years of the Jarvie era.  After a shaky start, Croydon finally finished a very creditable third, only three points behind champions Whitstable Town.  In addition, at long last Croydon had a run in a FA competition, reaching the Third Round of the Vase, losing 0 – 1 to a very late Leamington goal at the Arena. However this encouraging start was not maintained in Croydon‘s second season in the Kent League. 2007-2008 turned out to be a huge disappointment, for a dreadful run after Christmas saw Croydon finish a poor 12th in the table.

2008/2009 saw a number of managerial changes at the Arena. The season started with Dickson Gill combining the Chairman and Manager roles.  However the workload involved with these two jobs became overwhelming, and at the end of August Mark Tompkins was appointed Manager, with Gill continuing as Chairman.  However this arrangement did not work and by the end of October Tompkins had left.  With his departure the running of the team was temporary in the hands of Marcus Alcindor, and David Dei. Ex-Banstead Athletic boss David Leworthy and his Assistant Peter Thomas took charge in early November, but unfortunately Leworthy’s work commitments forced him to resign in January 2009.  The former Holmesdale manager Tony Beckingham then arrived, together with his Assistant Ken Thurgood, and goalkeeping coach Tony Prime. 

 Despite all these changes Croydon had success on the field.  Wins over Haywards Heath Town, Horley Town, Mile Oak and Camberley Town saw Croydon reached the Fourth Round of the Vase.  However the highlight of the season was the club’s victory in the Kent League Cup.  In what turned out to be Croydon’s last game as a Kent League club, victory was secured over Erith Town in a penalty shoot-out, following a 1-1 draw, in the Final held at Welling United’s Park View Road ground. However life is never simple at the Arena.  Just when everybody connected with the Trams were looking for a period of stability, Beckingham and his team upped and left to take over the running of Lingfield in the Sussex County League. Just to complicate matters Croydon’s request to move across the pyramid to the Combined Counties League was granted by the FA.

So season 2009-2010 saw Croydon back to where they first started 50 plus years ago, namely in the Combined Counties League (the successor to the old Surrey Senior League).  Mike Robbins took over the managerial reigns, but despite an encouraging pre-season, including a 1-0 win at VCD Athletic in the Kent League Charity Shield, a poor start to the season proper, coupled with player ill-discipline, saw his dismissal in September.  Back into the firing line came Chairman Dickson Gill, backed up by his Coach John Domfe, who saw Croydon to final position of sixteenth (out of 22).

Last season was a grim one for Croydon.  Poor player availability saw a dreadful run after Christmas, which finally ended with Croydon finishing only one place off the bottom of the division.  However relegation was avoided and season 2011-2012 sees fresh enthusiasm with former player John Fowler now in charge.

	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

 Enfield: - Played 6 – W1 D1 L4  - F27 A18 

Points per Game - 0.67  - Awful
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In fairness, many teams have this sort of record against Enfield, who were a superb side from the early sixties until the turn of the century when their fortunes took a massive nosedive.

On the occasion of our first ever meeting in October 1976 we were a tiny Athenian League side, while they were reigning Isthmian League champions, a feat they would repeat this season and next for a memorable hat trick. Still, Gerry O’Rourke put us ahead in this F.A.Cup match at West Street before we conceded an 83rd minute equaliser, and we were narrowly defeated 1-0 at Southbury Road.

When we next met it was 1980 and it was one of the biggest games in our history as we were just one step away from the First Round Proper of the F.A.Cup. However, Enfield were even better this season and defeated us 5-0, eventually reaching the Fourth Round where they held Barnsley to a draw at Oakwell, before bowing out at White Hart Lane where their home replay was played. 

Enfield won the F.A. Trophy twice in the following few seasons and the Conference twice too and had massive success over the next ten years, but were relegated in 1990 and were denied promotion due to financial worries on the part of the League. This got worse when they left Southbury Road in 1999 to housing and the money disappeared, thanks to the Chairman of the club at the time, Tony Lazarou. By now ground sharing at Boreham Wood, disillusioned fans formed a new club Enfield Town, who shared at Brimsdown Rovers for a while. We met Enfield during this period when drawn together in the F.A. Trophy in 2003 but we were awful that day and were 4-0 down after 20 minutes, eventually losing 7-3.

Both Enfield and Epsom were relegated into the Isthmian League Division Two in 2004, and they moved to Ware’s Wodson Park ground that season. We were beaten 3-1 in November of that year, but won the return 2-1 at Merland Rise in April. 

Despite all their troubles, they gained promotion that season but it was their final success. As Enfield Town moved to Step Four also, people gravitated to the more local team, and finally under debt pressure Enfield folded in 2007. Enfield Town approached Enfield officials about a merger but instead they formed a new club Enfield 1893, now oddly enough playing at Brimsdown Rovers in the Essex Senior League, since “the Town” moved to the Queen Elizabeth Stadium, back in the Borough of Enfield.

Enfield 1893 won the Essex Senior League last season but were denied promotion due to the standard of the ground, despite it hosting Step Four football not that long ago. The future does not look bright for the original Enfield.
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The former stand at Enfield’s old Southbury Road ground

We met Epping exclusively in League battles over a three-year period in the mid-seventies.

In the 1975/76 season our two teams were engaged in a three way battle with Edgware for the two promotion spots, and it looked like Edgware all the way until they suffered a twenty-eight point deduction for ineligible players. Although this draconian punishment was overturned on appeal, it still wrecked their momentum, and they were to finish just behind Epping and us. We drew 1-1 at home in our first ever meeting on 3rd January 1976 and won 2-0 on our first visit to Stonards Hill that April, but still finished two points behind them at the end of the season.

In 1976/77 they did the double over us, 1-0 at home and 3-0 away, but it didn’t matter as both sixth placed Epping and tenth placed Epsom & Ewell were promoted to the Isthmian League, where in 1977/78 we got our revenge, winning 4-1 at West Street and 2-0 in our last meeting in Essex on 18th March 1978.

We went up as Champions that year, but for Epping, things went decidedly downhill, as no further success of any kind was achieved, and in 1984/85 they folded mid-season. There is still a team playing at “the Hill”, as Coopersale F.C. took over the main pitch after a while playing on one of the outside pitches in previous years, and they remain there to this day, having changed their name to Eppingsale in 1992 and then assuming the name of Epping F.C. in 1999. 

The stand and floodlights have now been removed due to safety concerns, but at least someone is still playing there.

Truth is, after a gap of almost 30 years I decided to travel to Royal Leamington Spa to see a Leamington FC home game. This visit was prompted during the writing of my last programme article about “My First Game” where I described not only my first ever Epsom game but also my first Eastbourne United game and also my first trip up to Warwickshire to see AP Leamington who were bottom of the original football conference, then known as the Alliance Premier League take on the runaway league leaders Runcorn in the 1981/82 season. 

The following season I travelled to many AP games and was rewarded when they landed the Southern League title on the last day of the season. Refused admittance back to the Alliance Premier League (due to basically being a turnstile short) it was all downhill from there.

Automotive Products decided to sell their Windmill Ground in Tachbrook Road and so the football club, founded in 1891 disassociated themselves from Automotive Products by changing their name back to Leamington FC but they were sadly without a home and they folded in 1988.

So, 1988 was very bad, (I also married for the first time in June that year!) and that could have been the end of the Leamington story except, miraculously they

re-formed after an absence of 12 years in 2000. Incredibly this was the second time in their history that they not only lost their ground but also re-formed, as they sold their original ground to Coventry City in 1937 and did not reform until 1944.

I really liked the old Windmill ground; it was everything a non-league football stadium should be. A large covered standing area behind one of the goals, a decent main stand, an excellent clubhouse with real ale, atmospheric thick goalposts with the goal nets stretched tight and sharply angling towards the ground and the “piece du resistance”, corner floodlights!

Three quarters of the way through the 1982/83 season the club officials discovered that they had a “fan” travelling up from Eastbourne, which was about a 300 mile round trip, to watch them play so they made a big fuss of this and I got a piece in the programme titled “fan-tastic” plus an article in the Birmingham post. They also gave me a letter entitling me for free entrance for life for AP Leamington home games. I am sorely tempted to present this at the turnstile the next time I travel up to see a home game, I wonder if they will honour it?

It was great to see “The Brakes” well supported. I was part of a crowd of 631, which saw them fall behind twice before defeating second place Cambridge City by 4-2. 

I find that football is quite a drug, as soon as I see a game (especially a win) I am eager to see the next instalment so with this in mind, and with no midweek Epsom game to attend I looked up the train times from London Paddington to Worcester to see if I could see the Brakes away league game at struggling Evesham United who are ground sharing at Worcester City at present.  

The National rail enquiries website showed me the train times to Worcester. Two hours 18 minutes! Can you believe it? Even leaving work at 4.30 would only get me into Worcester Foregate Street 7 minutes before kickoff and the 10.34pm return trip was scheduled to arrive back at Paddington at 1.17am so the trip was out of the question.

As I am typing this the result has just popped up on the Southern League website, another come from behind win (2-1 after conceding an early penalty) which moves them up to third!

First and foremost I will always be an Epsom fan but I do enjoy branching out and taking an interest in a couple of other teams too (such as Cambridge Utd) as you will see from my next article “My First game (part 2)”.
