	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 2-1 Croydon – Combined Counties League 

Saturday 19th November 2011

Last season the Salts didn’t win a single league game on a Saturday at the Moatside, yet this year they already have three on the back of another hard-working performance against an improved Croydon team.

The back four was altered again due to Jamie Hatfield’s one match suspension, so Jamie Summers moved over to left back while Anthony Panayi slotted back in alongside Alex Rodrigues, with Paul West on the right. And it was West who made many headlines this day. Although the main story was about Mark Jarman, who scored both goals on the day for us, it was also a topsy-turvy day for our right-back who had a major involvement in a goal at each end.

In all honesty we were a bit slow out of the blocks and in the first minute a right wing cross should have been headed in by the visiting striker, but his effort was wide from close range. It was a let off that the Trams would live to regret. Although they were in the ascendency for a while after this, they would not get a better chance all day, and we took the lead in the 17th minute. 

Dave Francis had been unable to get the better of their young speedy left back, but his perseverance won him another chance and he sent a dangerous low cross into the box. The keeper had to go for it, and got a good hand on the ball, but unfortunately for him, the ball then hit the incoming Jarman and dribbled slowly towards the goal line, just crossing it before the defender could hack in clear. Yes, the ball did hit our striker’s arm, but there was absolutely nothing he could do about it, and it was a perfectly legitimate, if somewhat fortunate way to take the lead.

It was nearly 2-0 soon afterwards as an Epsom cross came in from the left wing and the clearance was horribly sliced straight towards the roof of the net, but the keeper made an alert block. Sam Robinson tried his luck in the 23rd minute from a similar position to his opening goal against South Park but dragged his shot wide. On the half hour we were cut apart and Dan Coles made a fine save to his right. Unfortunately five minutes later he would be picking the ball out of his net anyway, courtesy of another penalty, conceded by West in the 35th minute. Now we have clear evidence to suggest that the challenge was outside the area and the spot kick should not have been given, but it was a rash and unnecessary challenge, coming only seven days after his foul also gave South Park a penalty consolation, and it was the ninth our boys have conceded already this season. 

As the second half started, we turned the heat up on our opponents a bit. Summers was unlucky with a low shot that deflected wide off Jarman, while Robinson also made a great run to the touch line but his pull back just eluded Francis. We went ahead again in the 55th minute, when a cross from West was headed in by an unmarked Jarman, but that doesn’t tell the full story, as West’s cross from right out on the touchline could not have been better placed had he picked it up and given it to his team mate. It was Premier League quality and tighter marking wouldn’t have made a difference as our centre forward buried the header, with the ball just flicking the cross bar on the way in.

As we passed the hour mark, the gaps we had been finding began to close and the game became more even, but the damage was done. We had our lead and held on fairly comfortably, with few goalmouth incidents at either end.

Under the dictionary definition of “heroic defeat” you will find a picture of our First Team, after the players dealt with almost everything Windsor could throw at us and on another day might have even taken a point from our trip to Stag Meadow.

Yet again we were forced into another defensive reshuffle as Jamie Summers was working and Jamie Hatfield was away. In came Anthony Panayi and Antony “Freddie” Myers to fill the vacancies, while Matt Smith returned to the starting line up at the expense of Dave Francis.

The first fifteen minutes were concerning as Windsor went uphill but with a strong wind behind them, and a couple of shots were just wide of the posts while Dan Coles made the first of many great saves as he blocked an unmarked header with his right hand. After weathering that storm the Salts began to scatter passes across the field and we had the opposition chasing shadows at times. In fairness, Windsor still had more possession but we had some chances. Alex McGregor sent a curling shot just over the bar from a good Smith pull back, while Mark Jarman and the keeper went up for a ball, which came out to Sam Robinson but his volley was over the bar.

A poor Myers back pass was intercepted and the ball was struck just over the bar as a result, while another shot deflected just wide of Coles’ right hand post, but the game became more even as we reached half time and as I switched to the other end of the ground for the second half, you could hear the start of a few mumblings amongst home supporters.

They could have become regular moans if we had taken advantage of a couple of good positions early in that period, but the final ball never arrived, and the home side took the lead in the 53rd minute when O’Toole cut inside his man and his shot gave Coles no chance as the ball zipped just inside the post. We had no alternative but to attack a bit more at this point, and we gave it a good try. Robinson produced a good run but his shot pinged against the far post and out for a goal kick in the 63rd minute. Three minutes later Smith’s shot was on target and was tipped over the bar by a stretching keeper.  

Inevitably though, when you attack, the price you pay is to leave yourselves a bit more open at the back and Coles was called into action on frequent occasions. We nearly conceded a comedy own goal as he made a half save of a shot although the ball was still heading towards the goal before Ali Dewar got back to save the day, but his clearance then rebounded off his keeper and out for a corner!

In the 72nd minute Coles made a fantastic save when the home striker was one on one with him, and within seconds he was there again to keep out a far post header from point blank range. Then Dewar was first to a right wing Smith cross and headed the ball back to Jarman but his goal bound volley was headed away. He just beat the defender to the second ball and was brought down in the process, but the referee was not interested, despite the offence taking place right in front of him. 

Paul West made a last ditch clearance and Coles was in action once again as the game became really stretched. 	Notes for 3rd December

	90 years ago today Epsom Juniors made the tiny journey across town to the Brickfield Ground, the new home of Epsom Brotherhood, the best team in the area. They were a new club too, but had stolen a march on the Juniors by managing to secure a private ground on the site of the old Stone’s Brickworks in East Street, near to where the Kiln Lane Industrial Estate now is. The Juniors came unstuck with a 2-0 defeat, but this season would be the last one where the youngsters would play second fiddle, as they were soon to move to Horton Hospital Grounds and in 1922/23 would defeat almost all in front of them as the club began their way up the levels, while the Brotherhood would not last much longer. 

80 years ago this week Hendon were defeated 2-1 in a London League match, thanks to goals from Billy Williams and Leslie Graves. This was not the Hendon that is in existence today, they were formed as Golders Green. This team was the original Hendon, and played at the Welsh Harp Ground in Kingsbury, near the reservoir.

70 years ago this week Sutton United defeated Epsom Town 3-2 at Gander Green Lane in a wartime South Eastern Combination match. It was a well-contested match but a fair result. Bobby Gill played for us this day, while his younger brother Maurice played against him. It was level at half time but Hugh “Tipper” Pratt, scored his second goal of the game and Sutton then extended their lead further, before Judge pulled one back with twenty minutes remaining, but we were unable to score again.

55 years ago today Maidstone United were thumped 5-0 at West Street. Quite a good result you might think, considering we had been bottom of the league the previous season, but when you bear in mind that Maidstone would be League Champions this term, it was quite a special score line. Bill Blazey scored twice, while Johnny Berry, Dave Hermitage and Ron Webb got the others, as we finished a much more creditable fifth this season. (see programme right)

50 years ago this week Camberley Town were bashed up 6-3 in a Surrey Senior Cup match. Jim Punter scored three times as the Blues booked a home tie in the next round with the mighty Dulwich Hamlet.
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30 years ago this week Epsom & Ewell secured a very good 4-1 win at Maidenhead United this day. Tommy Tuite got a hat trick, but I can still recall the press headline that read “Sweet and Sour Tommy” as he had also been a bit greedy at times with teammates waiting. The team coach I was on arrived at the game nice and early and I spent some time in the old wooden stand there, which was destroyed by fire a few years later. To this day York Road still has its main stand on the other side of the ground.

26 years ago today we were edged out of the F.A. Trophy by lower division Grays Athletic. This was such a depressing result, as we were having a poor season and would go down, but filled with memories of our good Trophy run just a few years before, we had hoped for more progress here. We had destroyed Kingstonian 5-1 and Basingstoke Town 3-0 in earlier rounds only to be held 2-2 at West Street and have to travel to Essex for a replay. With a second replay looming we were edged out in extra time and Grays went on to reach the last 32 themselves instead of us.

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Schadenfreude, Football and the German Sense of Humour

I sometimes think when you deal with the frustrations of greedy players and agents, expensive ticket prices etc. it’s all that keeps me interested in top level football. 

The chance to see the rich and powerful, and one’s Lords and Masters fall flat on their faces, and gain pleasure out of it is as old as time itself and it’s a noble tradition. A recent survey said that Homer Simpson’s exclamation of “doh” was probably one of the first proto words – another one from the University of Nowhere’s media manipulation studies department. I would like to contend it is probably “aaaargggh”. To test this, just wait and see if a referee falls over today and listen to what happens. It’s primeval. 

So in enjoying the misfortunes of others I am merely expressing my deep anthropological heritage and I enjoy it. It only becomes a problem when engaging in the modern phenomenon of watching football with girls.

To be fair to myself I was laughing my head off when Cristiano Ronaldo tried a fancy pants penalty and missed in that very same shoot out. 

I started thinking about my long dormant German ‘A’ level when watching one of the recent debates about Europe. A very elderly, very Eurosceptic Lord got up and among his remarks was, 

“Of Course the Germans are renowned for having no sense of humour “

The Deres were a very successful team for a very brief period before becoming just another club. They reached the Amateur Cup Final in 1938 when they lost 1-0 to Bromley in an all Kent affair, and they were a Kent League side from their formation in 1922 until the Second World War, with exception of two seasons in the London League from 1929-31, which is where we met them for the first time.

The four League meetings finished in our favour, despite our 2-1 defeat at Park View on 23rd November 1929, as we then won 4-2 at home and 4-1 away, before our final match of the sequence ended with a 1-1 home draw on 21st March 1931.

Epsom Town, who used West Street during the war once Epsom F.C. had closed down, also came up against Erith & Belvedere in the South Eastern Combination. They were however, an awesome team, never more so than in 1941/42 when they scored 253 goals in just 44 games and won the League and Cup double, only dropping one competitive point in the league. They also defeated us 14-1 at Park View the following season, yet at West Street we managed a 1-1 draw.

After the war, both became founder members of the Corinthian League. However, whilst Erith would remain in the League for its duration, Epsom Town could not survive and folded after just one term. In December of 1945 the reformed Epsom F.C. were narrowly edged out 3-4 in a friendly at West Street, but we would commence regular meetings when our boys transferred from the London League to follow their by now defunct namesakes into the Corinthian League in 1949.

From this point we would meet twice a season, every season until our relegation from the Athenian League Division One in 1965. Results were mixed, as both teams were very average over those years. Every now and then one of us would have a good season though. In 1949/50 they defeated us 3-0 home and away on their way to a third place finish, while in 1955/56 under the Doug Whitehead revolution, we won 2-0 and 5-0. 

The teams got on well. So well in fact, that following the January 1953 floods that hit the Thames Estuary and killed 10,000 people, we held friendlies at West Street against just two teams, Tilbury and Erith, to raise funds for them, as they were unable to use their facilities for quite some time. 

We crashed 7-1 at Park View in December 1950, but in November 1956 we won 8-1 at West Street with Johnny Bangs scoring four times. On neither occasion though did either team win the return match. We had one of our matches abandoned at West Street in January 1954, when fog came down rapidly and the match was 

terminated  after just 31 minutes with the score at 1-1.

Our best sequence against the Deres was in 1958/59 when we won four matches in a row, the last of which was a First Round match in the Corinthian League Memorial Shield, the only time that we ever met in the competition. This was the season that we would win the Shield for the first and only time, and the goal we conceded there in the 11th minute was the only goal we would let in during the entire competition as we recovered to win 3-1 that day and Leatherhead, Letchworth and Maidenhead were unable to breach our defences. 

Conversely, our worst run against Erith & Belvedere occurred in the sixties, which were a poor decade for our club. Starting in April 1961 we lost seven in a row, although we recovered to win 2-1 at West Street in what would prove to be our first ever relegation season of 1964/65. 

There was also an odd sequence in the early sixties when the Corinthian League gave us two matches against each other before August was out. In 1961/62 they were actually our opening two matches, while the following season our opening four fixtures were twice each against Erith and Uxbridge! No wonder the League closed!

There are just two more meetings to report. If you are a regular reader of this section, you will know that we met many of these regular opponents for a season on our way back up the Athenian League, following our resurrection and Wembley appearance. Erith were no exception, and we met in 1976/77 for some top flight Athenian League action, winning 5-1 at West Street, but drawing 1-1 on the first team’s final visit to Park View. They joined the Southern League shortly afterwards while we went into the Isthmian and haven’t met since.

Our Youth team went there in 1988 for an F.A. Youth Cup replay that we won 1-0 on our way to a match with Arsenal. I made my only visit there that day, and the venue had clearly seen better days. A new road had cut across one end of the ground where there had clearly been some substantial terracing, and I recall that the stand and clubhouse structure were crooked and out of shape. Regrettably they both perished in a fire in 1997, and two years later after a miserable existence in portacabins, a ground sharing agreement with Welling United came into being. Thus Erith moved from Park View to Park View Road!

They remain there to this day, but it is not a traditional type of agreement like we have. The two teams actually have joint ownership of the venue, with Erith’s facilities on one side of the ground, and Welling United’s on the other.

	Egham Town – History

	Egham Town Football Club's roots have been traced back to 1877, when, under the name of Runnymede Rovers who played in a all red strip, they were known to be playing local football. Scanty records make it difficult to trace the path of the club's fortunes, but various local locations and headquarters have been identified, including one on a site that is now under the M25, behind the petrol station in Vicarage Road. What is certain is that, as founder members of the Surrey Senior League, EGHAM F.C. were the inaugural winners of the Champions Pennant, which heralded a period of great local success. This continued until the early 1930's, including a First round appearance in the FA Amateur Cup (losing to Romford). As they did when the First World War started, the outbreak of international hostilities meant that the club slowed down; unlike the inter-war period the club played friendlies. (In the last season the club went down 0-12 at home to Woking in the FA Cup.) 

EGHAM TOWN F.C. came into being after a public meeting on 9 December 1963, at which was raised a sum of seven pounds and six shillings. Originally using the (now non-existent) Council Offices Egham Urban District as changing facilities, and various methods of transport (including a truck!) to get to Tempest Road, the club developed their facilities, and after a season in the Parthenon League they were back in the Surrey Senior League. 

Soon afterwards they were admitted to the Spartan League, which they won in 1967-68. Their overall strength in the Spartan led to elevation to the Athenian League, the Second Division of which was won at the first time of asking in season 1974-75. In their first season in the First Division they were runners-up, and then finished ninth before being elected to the Isthmian League. 

Again, they started strongly and came fifth. It was not until 1984-85 that success of a sort came to the playing side, with a run to the 4th round of the FA Vase (still a club record), the 3rd Qualifying Round of the FA Cup and 6th place in the League Division Two. There was no follow-up of note until 1990-91 when 3rd place in the division with 87 points and 100 goals were still not enough to gain promotion. 

The following season saw Mark Butler set a club record of 50 goals as the finals of the Loctite Trophy (lost 2-3 to Purfleet at Sutton United - we were 2-0 ahead) and the Surrey Senior Cup (lost 1-3 to Carshalton Athletic at Tooting & Mitcham) were reached, for the 6 years until relegation to Division 3 struck in season 1997-98. Season 2001-2 brought about a late season surge that resulted in sixth place and promotion to Division One in the reformed League set-up. 

There were two notable club records; for 35 consecutive League games we did not fail to score, and leading scorer Clayton Whittle netted in ten consecutive games. The Ryman League Division One South was a wonderful adventure in our first season, with some notable victories and a final placing of 10th. Expectations for the following term were deflated with injuries to key players.

The Club were switched to the Southern League in 2004, which proved disastrous. In the 2005-06 season they played in the Isthmian League Division Two but as a result of the restructuring of non-league football they now play in the Combined Counties Football League Premier Division. 

The 2011/2012 season will be, we believe a real test as the standard of the league has improved over the last couple of seasons. There are currently around six or seven sides that are strong enough to maintain a challenge this year and we firmly believe we can be one of them.  Our ambition at the club is to be in the Ryman League Division 1 within the next two seasons and we believe with the current squad this is certainly achievable. We are confident we can put together a good run of form to put us in a good position by Christmas to push for the new year. Our other ambition for this year is to have some success in the cup competitions.
