	Epsom & Ewell 2-2 Hanworth Villa – Combined Counties League 

Saturday 8th October 2011

The day before this match England met Montenegro, and whilst that encounter, like this one produced a respectable result, you couldn’t help but feel disappointed at the end.

The Salts had a very similar starting line up as at Knaphill, with the only change being due to injury, Anthony Panayi coming in for Carl Downs. Dave Francis kept his place at the expense of Robbie Burns, while Ramzi Bedj Bedj was back among the substitutes. 

Hanworth Villa came into this game on a good run of form and played at an extremely high tempo from start to finish, but we matched them and responded to the surprise of conceding a 9th minute goal by producing quite a few chances. Both Dre Grobler and Mark Jarman were unable to get a good contact on the ball, but we produced an equaliser in the 33rd minute, thanks to good play on the left wing between Jamie Hatfield and Alex McGregor who played a one-two that cut the opposition apart. Hatfield’s low cross to the near post was fumbled by their usually excellent keeper Buss and Francis was on it in a flash to poke the loose ball over the line. 

We were behind for 24 minutes, which might not sound a lot, but was actually a longer period of time than we had trailed throughout the entire League season up to that point, but we weren’t finished. Right on half time a clumsy challenge on Mark Jarman earned us a penalty. Matt Smith stepped up and fired a confident penalty past the keeper, for our first strike from the spot since penalty king Kyle Hough had departed.

We started the second half, maybe unexpectedly facing a bit of a push from our opponents, and they held sway for a large part of the next twenty minutes, but without really troubling Dan Coles and his back four. We then started to get a foothold again and Jarman was just wide with a header from a Smith corner. Smith himself should have done better when McGregor found him with a superb defence-splitting pass and he was through but the shot was a little rushed and far too close to the keeper, who admittedly had come out quickly.

McGregor tried his luck from inside his own half, and the ball was only a few yards wide of the post, but this was his last action before being replaced by Steve Rowe. This led to Hatfield moving further forward and combining with Bedj Bedj who had replaced Francis, and we really threatened then. A good double save prevented Bedj Bedj from opening his account for the season and we looked to have weathered the storm.

However, our “last ten” curse came back to haunt us again. In the 86th minute Paul West conceded a foul out wide, and from where we were standing, it was clear to us that a Hanworth player was lurking at our near post completely unmarked. The ball was played straight to him, and his flick on was finished off at the far post for an equaliser. 

Moments after that we had further controversy as many players thought we had pinched all three points back. Smith and a defender chased down a dangerous pass, but the keeper got there first, only to have his shot blocked by Smith, a defender or a combination of both. The ball fell for our player, who rolled it in to the empty net, but the Assistant’s flag was raised for a handball and the goal was chalked off. 

We have conceded 24 goals this season as I write this, but eight of them have been in the last ten minutes, compared to just six conceded in the entire first half. One for our boys to ponder, no doubt. Whilst over 90 minutes you couldn’t argue about a point each, we really ought to have held on from the position we were in.

	Dorking 1-1 Epsom & Ewell – Combined Counties League

For the first time this season Lyndon had the luxury of naming an unchanged eleven, but on an extremely uneven pitch, good football was always going to be at a premium as two committed sides and a referee incapable of handling the players produced three red cards, two penalties and frustration for spectators of both sides.

There was very little to write about in the first half an hour except for a narrow offside against Dave Francis. This was unfortunate, as he had produced a fantastic finish, lobbing the ball over the keeper into the net. We began to adapt better to the pitch, and as the first half neared its end Epsom were on top. Dorking did have a long range shot deflected wide for a corner after 37 minutes, but after 41 minutes a long ball caught the home defenders out and Mark Jarman was on it. Not for long though, because the ball took an odd bounce and as Jarman adjusted to it, he was bundled over by a clumsy challenge from the Dorking number 4 who was booked for the challenge.

I don’t really understand why the defender was booked. He was the last man, and either there was intent, or there wasn’t, so the issue of a yellow card was a confusing decision. There was also protest from the defenders, who felt that the challenge was outside the area but the penalty was confirmed by the referee after a discussion with his Assistant.
Unfortunately, regular penalty taker Matt Smith was lying injured after getting a knock a few minutes before and was replaced by Antony “Freddie” Myers, who was back after being out injured for a few weeks. Dave Francis stepped up to take the spot kick but it was a poor one to say the least, and the keeper smothered it easily down to his right.

Luckily we didn’t have to wait too long as we scored in first half injury time for the third straight match. Myers took a free kick from just inside the Dorking half, but although Francis, a defender and the keeper all went for it, the ball appeared to elude all of them and bounced into the net.

The second half started well with Jarman just wide with a header from a corner, but the balance of the game was changing. Although Dorking had created little, we were getting pushed further and further back, and eventually on the 77 minute mark Myers conceded a penalty for what looked like a clumsy challenge on an opponent. He then had a few words with the referee, which I can confirm were not foul and abusive, but the official saw it that way and sent him off with a straight red card. The penalty was dispatched high to Dan Coles’ right and we were up against it now. 

The injustice seemed to spark our lads into life for a while, and despite having a player less we produced the best moment of skill in the match when Ramzi Bedj Bedj ran and crossed for Francis to meet the ball with a flying scissor kick, but the keeper was able to save the ball which had been arrowing towards the top corner. Jarman was just wide with a shot that occurred after a Dorking player appeared to handle in the box and everyone stopped for a moment. Bedj Bedj then got booked for taking the referee to task over this “non-decision”.  

There was time in the dying minutes for the home side to go down to ten men themselves after a foul by the number 4 on Bedj Bedj. He didn’t hang around for the card and just walked off! The whistle went soon after but the action wasn’t finished, and somehow the referee managed to pick Grobler out of a ten-man scuffle and gave him a second yellow card. A bizarre end to the match, but a fair result on the night.

Possibly the most convincing performance of the season occurred here at Shawfields Close as the Salts repeated their three goal win from the previous season, with the only blemish on the entire 90 minutes being another conceded penalty.  

We are beginning to see a more settled side as the injury crisis begins to subside. As a result the only changes made to the team that started at Dorking were Antony “Freddie” Myers reclaiming his left midfield slot at Alex McGregor’s expense, Ramzi Bedj Bedj taking the place of Dave Francis up front and Carl Downs returning to the centre of the park for the suspended Dre Grobler.

The first ten minutes admittedly lacked anything of any quality at all. However, a few words from the bench reminded our players that we had actually kicked off, and once they started working there was only ever going to be one winner. Our first opportunity resulted in a saving header from an Ash defender with Jamie summers lurking at the far post, although we also had to clear an effort off the line a moment or two later. Bedj Bedj was just getting into his stride and he put Alex Rodrigues through but his low cross was cut out.

After 21 minutes we should have been ahead. Downs tried to pass the ball out wide but the attempt was blocked straight back to him and he dribbled past two men and literally stroked the ball into the far corner for a great finish, except the Assistant had raised his flag because someone else was in an offside position. Now, in the early eighties this might well have been considered offside, but in these days of players having to be active, or at the very least interfering, this was a shocking decision.

Fortunately it didn’t cost us as we were ahead in the 33rd minute. A good move on the right culminated in a great ball in from Paul West to Jarman, who nearly didn’t get his shot in, but flicked the ball just over his defender and finished by drilling it through the keeper. Within a minute it was two-nil as a raking ball from the left was claimed by the keeper just in front of the onrushing McGregor, on for the injured Matt Smith. Then for some reason the keeper lost the ball and McGregor took it off him and rolled the ball into an empty net.

This knocked all the stuffing out of the home side and we were all over them at this point. Jarman scuffed a volley from a Rodrigues cross, while McGregor was just over after a great move involving him, Jarman and Bedj Bedj. We extended our lead within five minutes of the second half commencing when Bedj Bedj ran on to a great pass, controlled it in stride and then with everyone expecting him to go on, he laid a reverse pass on for Jarman whose firm shot nestled in the bottom corner. 

West conceded our seventh penalty of the season after 56 minutes, but this was a temporary blip and we were soon back in charge and another substitute, Francis was on hand to finish off after the keeper had done well to parry a long shot from Myers in the 67th minute. Good saves from Jarman and Francis kept the score at 4-1 before a long shot from the home side crept past Dan Coles and came back off the post. Then towards the end McGregor was through again but the keeper was out quickly to smother the shot.

Some of our passing and moving was first class today, and when considering that the surface at Ash isn’t always ideal for god football, this was a very impressive run out for an

Epsom side that are growing in confidence.

Fortunately we play 42 League matches in a season and freak results get evened out over its course. That’s the only way to explain this travesty of a result, as we bossed large portions of the match, only to somehow concede four goals for the first time this season to a team that only had three shots on target in the entire 90 minutes. 

Now, don’t get me wrong here, it wasn’t our best performance, but it was by no means our worst either, and for Wembley, commemorating their Player Manager Ian Bates 800th start for the club, maybe it was just meant to be their day.

The Salts made some changes to the line up this week. Alex Rodrigues moved into defence again, so Anthony Panayi dropped to the bench, while Matt Smith was injured and Alex McGregor came into the starting eleven. Nathan Ayling took the vacant midfield slot, while the late arriving Carl Downs had to start on the bench, giving a start to the newly signed Sam Robinson.

A fairly even opening spell sparked into life in the 23rd minute when an outswinging right wing cross somehow dropped over everyone and into the Epsom net. However, we weren’t used to being behind, and just ninety seconds later we were level again. A great through ball from midfield led to a race between Mark Jarman and the keeper, with Jarman getting there first and clipping it expertly over the keeper.

We were up and running now and began to put pressure on the home team, although in the 36th minute we fell for the long throw routine again, and the ball was flicked on to a Wembley player beyond the far post, and despite being quite wide he drilled the ball past Dan Coles for a lead that they would not relinquish.

Quite how they actually managed to hang on is a puzzler, as we had quite a few chances. Jarman was bundled over in the box in the 39th minute but the referee, perhaps awaiting an appeal from our players that never came, waved play on. Just before half time we cut the home team apart, but McGregor’s low cross fizzed through the six-yard box and just eluded Ramzi Bedj Bedj. 

We came out stronger in the second half and it appeared only a matter of time before we were level. Jarman was through after 51 minutes but chose to lift the ball over the keeper and the ball didn’t come down in time, while Robinson forced the keeper into a smart save low to his left. Then in the 58th minute McGregor’s cross was called for by the keeper, although Jarman just got in front of him. However, his header was in fact, too good and thumped against a post, when a lesser contact would have succeeded.

Within a minute we were 3-1 down as an unnecessary free kick was met by an unmarked player who glanced the ball past the helpless Coles. Substitutions followed as Dave Francis and Carl Downs replaced the tiring McGregor and Myers and their keeper was in action again soon afterwards, keeping the ball out from another dangerous free kick. Francis dragged his shot badly wide after doing the hard bit in controlling a great long pass from Jamie Summers after 72 minutes, and a minute later he almost rounded the keeper who recovered to snatch the ball back at the last minute.  

As time ebbed away you could see some of the belief begin to drain away as the realisation that it was not to be our day was confirmed by a fourth Wembley goal in the 86th minute, when another unmarked header gave Coles no chance. In summary, it can only be explained as one of those days!

	Our History   -   25th October

	90 years ago this week spectators witnessed the latest chapter of the oldest football rivalry in the town as Ashtead visited Epsom Recreation Ground for their match with the Epsom Juniors. Despite reports in the local Press about stones littering the ground, the game was played and we were defeated narrowly by two goals to one. Ashtead also won both League matches that year but would never defeat us again after that.

87 years ago today was a red-letter day for the club as their recently achieved Senior status meant that they were able to enter the Amateur Cup for the first time, yet they received a bye to the Second Qualifying Round! In that round they met their first opponents West Norwood, but despite being drawn at home the facilities at the Horton Hospital Grounds were impossible to enclose. As a result the venue was switched to Gorringe Park where we were easy winners anyway. It would not be long before West Norwood, who had been around since the previous century, would be switching their matches to West Street when they lost their ground.

80 years ago this week we had another Amateur Cup match, or to be more precise, a replay. We had secured a draw at Imber Court two weeks previously and this week we finished the job off with a 2-1 win at West Street, thanks to goals from Tommy Dunne and George Mackesy. As it turned out, this would be our greatest ever run in the competition, defeating Tooting Town, Merton, Redhill (away) and then famously Ipswich Town (away) before the holders Wycombe Wanderers ended the run 7-2 at Loakes Park in front of 7,000.

70 years ago this week Epsom Town held the mighty Erith & Belvedere to a goalless draw at home. At half time, that is! In the second half the Deres scored five! In a couple of seasons they would actually destroy us 14-1 over there! 
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59 years ago today Bill Goddard would go on to score 54 goals this season, and notched five of them this day in an easy 7-0 romp over the Amateur status Guildford F.C. in the Surrey Senior Cup, but this was the start of something more significant, as this was the first of FIVE successive hat tricks that he would score between October 25th and November 22nd. He had in fact scored twice the week before this run started, and would score twenty times in just six matches! (see programme pictured right)

50 years ago this week we were defeated at Chobham in a Surrey Senior Cup tie. However, we protested because the pitch was not of minimum size and the Surrey F.A. agreed, ordering a replay two weeks later that we would win by the same score!

30 years ago this week Tommy Tuite celebrated his twenty-seventh birthday with a hat trick over Thanet United in the opening round of the F.A.Trophy. Our opponents had recently changed their name but would soon revert back to their original title of Margate, while the Blues went from strength to strength, defeating Tonbridge, Alliance Premier League Gravesend & Northfleet (after two replays), and Cheltenham Town (away) to earn a home tie with the reigning Alliance Champions Altrincham in the last 32, where we were narrowly beaten by a goal to nil.

10 years ago this week Redhill were defeated easily in this Surrey Senior Cup tie at Merland Rise and we would go on to reach the Quarter-Final before a Wayne Routledge inspired Crystal Palace ended the run.




	Horley Town – History
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Horley Town Football Club were founded in 1898 to provide football for the local community. From its early days the aim has not changed, it still provides for healthy competition from boys and girls aged seven through to senior status. From junior football there has always been a team capable of competing in whatever league it was playing in. The club progressed from junior football for its first team to intermediate and eventually on to senior status. At senior level the club were members of the Surrey Senior League and progressed to the old Spartan League in 1979. From here after winning the league, the club progressed in 1981 to the old Athenian League.

After a few years in the doldrums the management committee decided, with the full backing of the members to take stock of where the club was and in 1997 it was decided to go back to junior football in the Crawley and District League, thus allowing a chance to bring on a crop of outstanding youngsters through to the senior team, and the majority of whom are still with the club today.

A successful year in 2001 saw the first team win the Crawley League and Charity Cup, which led the management committee to decide that with the youth set up in place it was now the right time to return to senior football, and were promoted to the Surrey Senior League. From here the club was then accepted into the Combined Counties League in 2002.

During this time we also moved into our new state of the art ground called The New Defence and it is with thanks to past and present management committee members that this has been possible as without all their hard work behind and in front of the scenes this could never have been achieved, and is something we can all be proud of.

After the first couple of years finding our feet at this level the team has progressed well, and this season under the management team led by Mark Gilbert and assisted by Graham Rashbrook will move on the excellent ground work formed within the youth set up, and are committed to producing where possible our own youngsters. The reserves play in the Suburban Football League under the direction of Colin Poplett, the Youth team play in the Southern Youth League under Anthony Jupp and John Eldred, and the third team play in the Redhill and District Premier Division under the management of Mark Sale and Mark Aglim.

On Sundays, Horley Town has no less than 26 teams competing in various leagues from under 7 to under 17 and this has and always will be the way forward for us, bringing through our own talent and providing for the future. Horley Town also boast 2 senior ladies teams. We are lucky to have committed managers and players within our junior set up that make this happen, and our thanks go out to them.

The club has a committed five-year programme to provide facilities capable of entering the very best football competitions outside of the football league, and with the New Defence it only bodes well for the future of such an old established club. On the social front the membership amounts to over 450 many of these with family memberships, swelling the numbers considerably.

Last season Horley finished in sixteenth position. As with the previous season, they never really threatened the top ten, but didn’t have to worry much about what was going on below them, finishing nine points clear of the relegation positions.

F.A. Cup Third Qualifying Round

Saturday 17th October 1981
I remember my first game very clearly. I was a 14-year-old schoolboy and was in my third year at Epsom High School. I used to travel to school by train from my home station of Stoneleigh to Ewell West, often cutting across the park and down West Street before crossing the railway bridge at the end and following the path into Longmead Road.

In the previous two years at Epsom High School my P.E. teacher had been Steve Hill, and although he had departed for Therfield School in 1981, he had changed football clubs too, moving from Hampton to join us in that summer. This made me even keener to finally go and watch.

By that time I had already been following the club’s reports for around a year by way of the excellent local papers, the Advertiser and the Herald. I particularly enjoyed the Advertiser’s reports with regular coverage by Fred Philpot, who had been watching the team for quite a while, and although he worked for the press and covered many different games, his main club appeared to be ours. 
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Through his writing, I was aware that we were playing at Enfield in November 1980 and that we would be in the First Round of the F.A.Cup if we managed to win, (we lost 5-0!) yet it would be another eleven months before I finally managed to visit.

The occasion was an F.A.Cup match. I had read that we had drawn 1-1 at Premier Division Croydon and if we won the replay we would be at home again on the Saturday to Hastings United. I made a promise to myself that if we defeated Croydon I would go to the Hastings game. I waited until Thursday afternoon when the local paper arrived, as there was no other way I knew of to find out the score. Fortunately we won 4-0 so I was on my way to my first ever Epsom & Ewell match.  

Many people that are long serving supporters first visited with dads or uncles, but whilst my dad enjoyed football, he

wasn’t that bothered about going, So on the Saturday I dragged my somewhat reluctant younger brother Martin along to the game, although I think I offered to pay for his train fare (20p) and his entry (30p).

I entered through the turnstile and wandered in to the ground that I had only been able to see the outside of for so long. I declined the opportunity to purchase a programme at the blue caravan to the side of the turnstiles and wandered forward so that I could see the ground, and then paid for us to enter the stand (30p) as I thought it would give us the best view of the game, and the ground too.
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Now I should explain that this was my first senior football game of any description. The first team I ever watched was Epsom & Ewell, so I had nothing to compare our ground with. But it looked really good. It had a big clubhouse, a big stand and a surprisingly large looking slope. There was also a large grassy bank at the bottom end of the ground towards the station with a few steps of terracing on the far side, while facing us more or less straight across the ground was a large advertising hoarding that had clearly seen better days. 

Just up the hill from there were the dressing rooms, and as the players came out, I looked for the one that I would definitely recognise. Alongside Hill was a smaller chap that I instantly knew from match report descriptions was Tommy Tuite, and it was he that put us 2-1 ahead at half time, following an earlier Jeff Hunn penalty.

At the break, I realised that I needed to know more about “my” new team, so ventured back to Sam Rugman the programme seller who was just closing up the caravan. Thus began my love affair with programmes that continues to this day.

Some other things haven’t changed either, and even with a great team thirty years ago we were also quite capable of losing a lead, eventually being defeated 4-2 by our Southern League opponents who had a man, Chris Hamshere, sent off towards the end I recall.

But despite the defeat I had enjoyed everything else about the experience and was determined to visit again. As I left the ground I asked my brother if he was interested in coming along for the F.A. Trophy game with Thanet United at West Street the following Saturday. “No thanks” he said, or words to that effect!

What about you? Do you recall your first ever match for the club? Would you be prepared to write a few lines about it for the programme? This is not just an open invite for the columnists, this is for everyone including the players and Management, and I can add pictures where required to add memories for our readers. Go on, have a go!

	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

Edgware / Edgware Town: - Played 54 - W12 D11 L31  - F84 A126 

Points per Game - 0.87  - Awful
Matches against Edgware commenced directly after the end of World War Two in season 1945/46. This is hardly surprising, since they were only formed in 1939, and played their entire existence at the White Lion Ground, just off the A5.

And few who were there for our first visit on 3rd November 1945 would forget the 6-1 drubbing we received, although we achieved more respectability with our 2-1 home defeat later that season. We then had a two-season hiatus before we joined them in the Corinthian League in 1949.

Edgware have been a bogey side for us and we didn’t even secure a point from their home venue until we drew 1-1 in 1955 on our eighth visit. Before then we received quite a few batterings as the sequence read; 3-6, 1-4, 1-2, 0-4, 1-6 again and 2-4.

It was much better at home though. Following the opening defeat we won five and drew one of our first six matches before losing 4-5 in April 1954, a score line bizarrely repeated on their next visit seven months later!

In 1956/57 we were a good side and we won 4-1 at West Street before recording our first ever win at the White Lion with goals from Alan Parker and Johnny Bangs securing a 2-1 win. Our local papers were full of the fact that Johnny Bangs had scored his 55th goal that evening to break Bill Goddard’s post war scoring record of 54, but they were wrong, as he actually scored “just” 53 in his 39 appearances that season and never would pass Goddard’s record which still stands, despite the best efforts of Tommy Tuite! 

1959/60 was another good season for our boys and we again won home and away, 4-1 in Middlesex and 5-0 at West Street. However, it was back to the old form the following season as we were beaten 5-1 in both fixtures. At least we scored though; the following year it was 0-4 and 0-3!

In fact, we wouldn’t beat Edgware again in Corinthian or Athenian League football, despite playing them twice a year for the majority of the sixties and early seventies, a run of eighteen League fixtures. 

Normally that statistic would have been avenged in the late seventies as we were on our way back up through the Athenian League, but even in 1975/76 we were unable to defeat them, losing 1-0 away and being held to a 2-2 draw at home, although we just went up ahead of them that season and wouldn’t meet for fifteen years.   

We next met in 1991/92 when we had both just dropped into the newly created Isthmian League Division Three, but we were unable to even score against them, losing 1-0 at home and 2-0 away as they went up. Finally, when they dropped back into Division Three in 2001/02 we won at home once more 3-1 at Merland Rise to break a run of 23 matches without a win. It was the last one we would ever get as we went up that year, but we met for two more seasons in the Isthmian League Division Two, losing all four games again!
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Despite occasional trips there to play Wealdstone in the late nineties, we had a shocking record over at Edgware’s home ground, yet it was still sad to see what happened next. As with West Street, the prime location of the ground, even with a small stream alongside it made it a target for developers. Firstly the White Lion pub after which the ground had been named was flattened in 1997 for a Premier Lodge, and then despite Harrow Council rejecting planning permission in 2006, the club were forced to announce their closure in 2007 after the council changed their minds and the ground was purchased by Barratt Homes.

This didn’t go down well with the club sponsor, another building company, who immediately withdrew their backing. This was particularly harsh, as they had just earned promotion back to the Isthmian League Division One North.

Harrow Borough offered them a ground sharing arrangement but I can find no evidence that it ever took place and despite occasional reports that Edgware would reform, it hasn’t happened yet, although they do remain registered with their F.A.

The White Lion ground was mostly demolished in August 2010 although parts still remain.

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My Greengrocer has just e-mailed me to tell me that he’s just found out Alan Pardew used to play for us ….There’s more interest out there than just looking round the ground today might tell you …Now back to the article.

Those of you with long memories will recall where I left this last time having watched an F.A. Cup preliminary game between Bacup Borough and AFC Blackpool. I’m writing this article on F.A. Cup 3rd qualifying round morning and it’s the first time I’ve thought about it since, but I have 2 strands of the FA Cup to follow now - one from Bacup and one from the winners of Epsom and Ewell v Chipstead.

Some years I keep this game going right through, but it’s a bit pointless sometimes torturing yourselves with the “if we’d beaten Chipstead, Redhill, Billericay, Leatherhead, Sutton … .Cambridge, Exeter, Oldham or whoever” we’d now be playing Man U Reserves at Old Trafford - see it’s definitely not worth playing that game. Also it always ends up the same place at the Cup Final so there’s never a particularly surprising outcome and you always end up coming back to the fact we didn’t beat Chipstead.

So having said all of that my Northern strand of the cup has reached Gainsborough Trinity v Frickley Athletic. AFC Fylde who beat AFC Blackpool after a replay (I know I predicted a stuffing in the first game) beat Chorley after a replay and lost to Gainsborough after a replay. 

Ah Frickley, home of my favourite ever ground hopping day out, Frickley v Rotherham in the 3rd round in 1985-86. The subject of ground hopping came up in conversation the other day and although I like to think I get around to a few games, and Helen my wife would definitely say I do, I actually got down to considering how many grounds I’ve actually been to. 

I would usually say hundreds and hundreds but when you actually look it turns out less than you thought. My current total is only 211 – although I’ve got to dredge my memory for clubs that are now defunct for my absolute final total. This is made up of 67 football league grounds, 140 non-league and 4 abroad Celtic, Dundee, Hearts and Lokoren in Belgium.

Which brings me back to our holiday up North this year. Armed with last year’s non-league directory I thought about extending my total. Firstly, I did my usual thing of treating myself to a league game on the Tuesday night. This was a league cup-tie between Burnley and Barnet.

It would be fair to say I didn’t especially enjoy this game, which Burnley won 3-2 after extra time. They have had three home games in the Carling Cup this year and played to crowds of 4,000 each time. Although the 4,273 crowd may be the biggest crowd I am part of all season, the atmosphere was very low key with 1 ½ stands shut off and the programme being a glorified poster

which I considered very disrespectful to Barnet. You start each game as a neutral but as it unfolds your sympathies change, and I was absolutely delighted when Barnet got a last gasp equaliser which their spirited performance deserved to give us all an extra half hour. 

For long swathes though the game was a bit boring and as I was up the very top of the tall James Hargreaves stand, I amused myself by looking out for car lights on top of the distant moors – I know how to have a good time, oh yes. 

The other theme from the night I picked up which I know all too well from watching Epsom is fan fatalism. When Burnley were 2-0 up with 20 left I got talking to the bloke next to me. Barnet were still playing quite well and creating chances and their winger Mark Marshall was the best player on the pitch. The bloke next to me was convinced it was all going to go wrong for Burnley.

No sooner had I said the words No you should be fairly comfortable now and see it out than Barnet pulled it back to 2-1. He gave me a look that spoke volumes. Now everyone in football knows what a dangerous lead 2-0 is – why did I say it? 

Fan fatalism is the great unacknowledged underground feeling in football. Unacknowledged mainly by the media intent on promoting and marketing the feel good factor of this is the biggest game since last week. Inside every person who has ever followed a team long term, and may on a rare occasion have sung or jumped or celebrated a goal is a more morose individual who knows their team are just going to cock it up at some point.

It would be easy to think that those who watch their football by following very top teams who win pretty much every week are immune from this feeling and then I listen to Andy Jacobs moaning about following Chelsea on Talk Sport –it’s everywhere. 

When Ipswich went 1-0 up after 10 minutes v Sheffield Wednesday at a game I was at two years ago the bloke behind me said “that’s it back to Hartlepool next year” it was ff in action. His mates joshed him that there was plenty of time left but he was right. Wednesday failed to create a chance in the rest of the game, were terrible and went down.

Our own example happened at half time in the Surrey Senior Cup game against Walton and Hersham a couple of years ago. We had just produced a golden half of football and were 4-1 up against step four opponents. Jamie Hatfield’s first goal was one of the best free kicks I have ever seen. My fellow contributor Alan Carter came round at half time and was bubbling.

I don’t know if it was me or Richard who said it but one of us did, “We only need to let a goal in during the first five minutes and it could all turn”. Five minutes and a rare Borgy ricket later and fan fatalism was on its way to being proven again.
