Adrian Jones was harshly sent off in the final minute of the first half, despite what looked like a genuine attempt to get the ball, and there were many other odd decisions on show that confused many at the ground, which didn’t help matters.

More bad news I’m afraid. We must advise that administrative errors have resulted in two of our players, Paul West and Alex McGregor, unknowingly playing whilst suspended in November’s 2-1 win over Croydon and December’s win at Banstead Athletic respectively. As a result the League has deducted the six points that we won from our total.

	Has this Happened Before?

	On the front page I referred to the deduction of League points we have received for playing ineligible players. Almost every season this penalty is levied on one team or another, but some amongst you just might be wondering whether it has ever happened to us before? 

The answer is yes, but only once and it was way back in 1965. The player in question was Maurice Griffiths and he played in the last match of the season, which was a 4-2 win at Hertford Town.

Now, this win would have saved us from relegation at Dorking’s expense, but a Dorking official travelled to Hertford’s West Street ground and apparently witnessed Griffiths playing under the name of Chris O’Mahoney, who was registered.

The club denied this charge but were found guilty, fined £5 5s and the two points we had won were deducted, which was enough to place us back at the bottom of the League. As a result we suffered the first relegation in the club’s history and it took us eleven years to get back to that level of football.

	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 5-0 Dorking – Combined Counties League 

Saturday 28th January 2012

A five-star performance from the Salts was extremely welcome as we recorded our biggest win of the season so far by thrashing Dorking 5-0. But you wouldn’t have seen this coming after twenty minutes of a very even looking contest.

We were able to get a bit more balance back into our side this week, following the return to the starting eleven of Jamie Hatfield and Jamie Summers, after suspension and illness respectively. Alex McKay and Paul West were both out as were Ali Dewar and Sam Robinson, but in all honesty they weren’t missed as a pair of great performances in midfield from Nathan Ayling and Carl Downs handed us the initiative and never let it go.

We signalled our intentions with just 40 seconds on the clock when Matt Smith got away down the right and his shot across the goal was going in the corner but was tipped away by our former keeper Dan Coles, now enhancing his reputation at Meadowbank. It was just unfortunate for Coles that he was to be let down by an abject performance from the four defenders in front of him. 

Ayling shot just wide of the near post on the twenty-minute mark, while a snap volley went straight into the arms of the grateful Adrian Jones at the other end. A few minutes later a deep corner had the visitors in trouble and a defender blocked Mark Jarman’s goal bound effort. There were significant appeals for a penalty, but the referee was in a poor position, the same side of the field as his assistant, and wouldn’t have been able to tell from where he was. 

In the 29th minute we broke through, or I should say, the excellent Jamie Cottee broke through. From out wide on the left he got to the touchline and just kept going. It was another mazy run and our decision to play two up front paid off as Jarman was on the end of his low cross for a classic close range poacher’s finish.

Jarman’s reward for this was to get kicked, earning the Dorking 7 a yellow card and a defender headed our resulting free kick behind. From the corner, Cottee just beat Coles to the ball with his head, but the keeper still got a hand on it. The ball then looped up in one of those slow-motion type of moments before Jamie Summers leapt in salmon-like, heading the ball into the net between static defenders who clearly thought they had time to let the ball drop first.

Another Cottee cross, this time from the right wing had Dorking all over the place as Jarman and the visiting number 9 both went in for the ball. The defender got there first and smashed the ball straight against the shins of his own keeper and away. A foot either side and we’d have had a great own goal to laugh about, but nothing was going to spoil the day for the Salts who were by now totally dominant against a side who knew the game was up. 

Of course as supporters and players, you can’t relax at 2-0 and our players kept working. A looping Smith header from a Jarman cross was headed off the line at full stretch by a defender and the second half continued in the same fashion. Cottee being put through one on one and giving Coles no chance at all as he slammed the ball into the far corner in the 52nd minute.

Three minutes later we had a fourth goal to celebrate. A great low cross from Smith was about to be knocked in by Jarman but he was bundled over by the defender for a penalty. It is a mystery to me why the defender wasn’t sent off for this obvious professional foul, and even though you don’t like to see teams reduced from their starting eleven, it raises further questions about consistency. Smith buried the penalty and although Cottee had a goal disallowed moments later, he scored his second after Jarman’s shot was well saved but he tucked away the loose ball with defenders totally static in the 69th minute.

A foul on Downs on the hour that was quite clearly an accident earned a booking for the Dorking substitute but our player left the field a few minutes later and at that point the game became a little more even. Cottee was ever so unlucky not to score his third with a glancing header that was inches wide of the far post, and the only question remaining was “could we keep a clean sheet too?”  Well, yes we could, and we didn’t pick up a booking either, so all in all, a perfect day.

	Horley Town 3-1 Epsom & Ewell – Combined Counties League 

Saturday 18th February 2012

The better team lost as all of Epsom's hard work on Saturday was negated by one of the worst officiating performances I have witnessed. Never in a game have I seen so many clearly wrong decisions from a single official, who also seemed intent from the first whistle on slowing the game down and who struggled to keep up with play regularly. This was really hard on our boys who were the only side in it for the first 44 minutes. I'll admit we did not create too much of note ourselves and the service from the flanks was still poor, but on a wet and windy day the midfield pairing of Carl Downs and Nathan Ayling ran the show much as they had against Dorking some weeks previously.

On the personnel front Kieran Lunn made his first start since joining the club, while Adam Goodwell stepped in for the unavailable Jamie Hatfield and Ross White was preferred up front to Mark Jarman as Jamie Cottee's striking partner. It was Cottee who was first to get a shot on goal in the 9th minute when his run and shot was tipped wide by veteran keeper Chatfield, although the referee didn't see it and awarded a goal kick. He had another go on goal from wider out seven minutes later but his curling effort just dropped beyond the far post. Lunn was enjoying a bit of freedom on the left and his run on the half hour led to a pass into Ross White but his shot was tame and easy to gather. Ayling was just over with an ambitious chip in the 45th minute and I was about to report on a satisfactory first half when the officials really took centre stage. A long ball straight through the middle was taken on by a Horley player and he went around our keeper Adrian Jones who made a valiant effort to get the ball but will wish he hadn't have bothered, as he made contact with the player, earning a penalty. 

However, the referee decided that as the last man he must be sent off too. This was in my opinion a shocking decision, compounded later by the knowledge that the original run had been offside. However, if you produce a red card for a genuine attempt to get the ball then every keeper that makes a foul will have to walk, as they are almost always the last man. It would have been better for the team if Jones had let the player walk the ball around him into the net, but because he genuinely tried to get the ball he will also have to serve a one match suspension. My understanding is that you actually have to "deliberately" prevent someone from taking a goal scoring opportunity for it to be a “professional” foul and I defy anyone in the ground to say he did it deliberately.

With no substitute keeper on the bench Jamie Summers bravely donned the keeper's jersey and his first action was to face a Kyle Hough penalty. As we well know from his time with us, Kyle is an excellent spot kick taker and he scored his 35th goal of the season low to Summers' right.

As the players came back out for the second half, the unlucky Lunn was sacrificed for Tom Siefers in an attempt to bolster the midfield. Summers made a good save with his feet after 52 minutes and two minutes later he made a full length dive to tip a low shot around the post, although again, the referee gave a goal kick. Despite continuing to be the better side we conceded a second goal after 55 minutes when Hough broke through our defence, rounded Summers and slotted the ball into an empty net. Horley were on top for a little while now and even their fan decided to start ringing his bell for the first time in the match, having had no opportunity to use it in the first half. They began to flood forward down either flank, but shortly after this Alex McKay came on for Goodwell and we became more solid, although there was nothing he could do about the third goal, having been on the field for seconds when the ball was fed in and a low shot deflected in off Alex Rodrigues, giving Summers no chance.

It was beginning to feel like our ten men were playing fourteen at one point as even the Assistants got in on the bizarre decisions, although in the interests of balance they were also at fault when a nasty challenge from Cottee was ignored by the referee who awarded the corner. However, when that corner was then volleyed out of play by a defender he awarded a goal kick and then booked Anthony Panayi after 72 minutes for berating him about it.

Mark Jarman came on for Smith as we gambled with an extra man up front and it worked fairly well. He and White began to find more space and a good run from White ended with a high shot from Panayi, and as the time ticked down, Cottee had another shot well saved. We still had time to see a Horley player kicking the ball fully across the pitch after an offside decision against him, yet despite Jamie Hatfield receiving a second yellow card for that a few weeks back, this official didn’t even speak to the player concerned! Right near the end, Jarman got through but made a bit of a hash of the shot, slicing it wide, but the ball was kept in play and eventually reached Downs who was just wide with a shot and we got some reward when Nathan Ayling pulled a goal back in the 93rd minute after some good work on the right wing. It was the least that we deserved for our hard work throughout the match and if we play like this for the rest of the season, we can still finish in the top ten.

	John Rains 1954 - 2012
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Our former player and Assistant Manager John Rains passed away on Thursday 2nd February after a short illness. He was 57.

Despite his time with us, he will always be remembered as the Captain of the very successful Sutton United team of the late seventies and early eighties, making 685 appearances and scoring over 140 goals despite playing at centre half for much of the time. As his playing career wound down he came over to West Street, initially to try and save us and his former team mate, our Manager at the time Ricky Kidd from relegation. 

He scored an important equaliser on his debut with a towering header in our 2-1 win at Finchley and made ten appearances in total, scoring twice. Unfortunately, we failed to stay up by the narrowest of margins, although, John chose to stay with the club becoming Ricky’s Assistant Manager in June of 1987, and remaining until March 1988 when he left to take up a position as Manager of Worthing. He also had spells in charge at Dorking and Molesey where a young Lyndon Buckwell was playing. He also managed his old club with success.

I often refer to our rivalry with Sutton, although theirs was mainly with Carshalton Athletic. None of this bothered John who also had a spell in charge there. I think ultimately, he just loved the game.  

John’s funeral was on Wednesday 22nd February at the North East Surrey Crematorium, Lower Morden Lane, Morden.

	25th February - In Summary

	79 years ago today Epsom Town hammered Beckenham 7-2 in a London League game. Both Leslie Marlow and Reg Marlow scored twice, as did Leslie Graves, but the biggest surprise on the score sheet was Bobby Gill who played for the club for sixteen years after moving down from the North East, but as a full back, he only scored seven in 286 appearances, and three of these were penalties!

70 years ago this week the all-conquering Erith & Belvedere side were our opponents at Park View for the first round of the newly created South Eastern Combination League Cup. It couldn’t have been a harder draw. The Deres would go on to win the League and Cup double, dropping just one point all season and scoring an incredible 253 goals in 44 matches at a rate of nearly six in every game. They got eleven of those here as our players were completely crushed.

45 years ago today Eastbourne United were the team to beat. In fact no one could, and they had only conceded 15 goals in 19 league matches up to this day. Their Manager was Gordon Jago, who used to play against us in the fifties when Captain of Maidstone United and of course more significantly in our history became the Manager at Millwall, from where he signed two of our players Trevor Lee and Phil Walker in 1975. However, this day, our Manager Tony Williams got it right as we took them apart by five goals to two, and to rub salt in the wound, carved out a 0-0 draw two weeks later in the return match in front of 1,500 at Princes Park, although they still went up as Champions. Ted Stafford and Colin Spriggs both scored twice while the other goal came from an Eastbourne player.  (see programme right)  
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40 years ago this week a goal from Roger Sears wasn’t enough to stop us slipping to defeat at home to Staines Town in an Athenian League match. Does anyone know whether Roger was related to John Sears from the eighties and Paul his son who also played for us in 2001/02? If related that would be the first time I have traced three generations of players from the same family playing for our club.

30 years ago this week a significant chapter in our story ended. Pat O’Connell had taken the club from the Surrey Senior League in 1973 all the way to the higher reaches of the Isthmian League Division One via Wembley Stadium, but before this game he had been told that the budget was to be cut for the players and he wasn’t happy. Following this defeat at Vale Farm he resigned and many of our great 1981/82 squad would never play for us again. Adrian Hill would be appointed within a few days to pick up the pieces.

20 years ago this week we led Leatherhead at half time by two goals. I recall it well as the club announced that evening that we had been granted another year’s delay in our departure from West Street. Despite the good news, it didn’t help us that day as we conceded twice and once more in extra time as the Tanners progressed in the Southern Combination Cup.

	I got lucky in a charity shop

No, this isn’t the title of a tacky 1970’s British film starring the ever-saucy Robin Asquith (there’s one for the kids). It’s the story of a real experience I had last Tuesday… no hang on that doesn’t sound any better… when in a hole stop digging.
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So last Tuesday finds me in Chessington on my way to County Hall in Kingston for a riveting morning observing the good councillors of Surreys Adult Social Care Select Committee considering the Public Value Review of Learning Disability services … my job takes me to the most glamorous of locations. A few years ago after a computer virus I started getting junk e-mails for Casinos and flats in Monte Carlo – if only they knew what my life was really like.

I’m just going to a cashpoint that was next to a Charity shop. In the window were three piles of football programmes, one of Arsenal homes from recent years, one of Man Utd homes from recent years and one intriguing lot that seemed a bit older. Now I had a bus to catch but I thought I’d look in because getting hold of football programmes is still one of the parts of the football hobby that I really enjoy.

The intriguing older pile had a couple of Chelsea programmes from the early 1970’s on the top. The top one v Arsenal from 1972-73 had a view of the old cinema style stand and the foundations going in of the East Stand. Might be worth a punt I thought. 

“How much are these programmes?” I asked. 

“Oh they only came in this morning … I hoped they would go” – translates as I’m a middle aged female charity shop worker who knows nothing about football and feared the damn things would be cluttering the place up for years – how much do you want to offer for them”? 

I hate this moment .. it’s like the haggling I end up doing at the end of the Mencap jumble sales with some of the customers.. It is for charity so I’d better not say anything too small. 

“I was thinking of maybe a fiver“ I ventured as my first offer.

“Are you sure? That’s lovely” she replied ..ah she’d have probably shifted them for £2 and been happy. They were kept in a couple of nice presentation boxes and I got those as well. Lovely. 

It was only when I got over the road and on the bus and started looking through them I realised what a treasure trove of wonders I had chanced across. I was expecting to find one or two good ones in a pile of dross, which is often what you get taking a punt on a pile like that. As I turned over programme after programme it became clear that every single one had some kind of special significance to it. 

There were a number of Cup Finals; the oldest the 1949 tie between Wolves and Leicester, so old that the Royal guest of honour was Princess Elizabeth! Also

1960, 1964, 1967, 1969 the Chelsea v Leeds replay at Old Trafford from 1970, 1975. There were top European games, The 1965 Cup Winners Cup Final between West Ham v 1860 Munich, the Spurs v Wolves UEFA Cup Final and Fairs Cup games including finals involving Leeds, Man City and Spurs. Each time I turned over the next programme I was thinking this will be an ordinary one, I found there was some significance to it e.g. Ipswich Town v Man United 1st February 1969 I thought, Ok just an ordinary game and I opened it to read “We welcome to his first home game as Manager Bobby Robson” the Chairman’s remarks went on to wish him a “long happy and successful stay in Suffolk”.

That those wishes were fulfilled was shown by the next two in the box a UEFA cup tie with Real Madrid in 1973 and the UEFA Cup final home leg with AZ67 Alkmaar from 1981 – I already have the away leg in my collection. Just wanted to dwell on the Ipswich section a bit to cheer Ian up. 

There were a couple of older ones from Wolves from the pioneering friendlies they played before English clubs entered European competition v Honved in 1954-55 and Moscow Dynamo in 1955-56. The next Wolves one was a league match from 1957-58 against the Busby Babes.

The only ordinary league match I could find was Spurs V Man United in 1965. Now one thing that annoys me a little is the current view that football history only began in 1992 with the Premiership. It’s a view that maybe cuts out some of the greats of football history. Maybe the way Sky promote the game is better nowadays than before but look at these for two team line ups:

Tottenham :- Brown Norman, Knowles, Mullery, Brown, L,Mackay, Clayton, Greaves, Johnson, Gilzean, Robertson

Manchester United :- Dunne P, Brennan, Dunne A, Crerand, Foulkes ,Stiles, Best, Law, Aston, Charlton, Connelly .

How much would that lot be worth in today’s transfer market? 

I was struggling to concentrate on the machinations of the County Council when I got there wanting to sneak a look at my programmes at any lull in proceedings –there were several. When I got home over the next few days I went onto programme dealer websites to get estimates for how much the haul might be worth. It could be in the region of hundreds of pounds. I’m not planning to sell them yet as I’m still enjoying looking through them to find all the quirks.

For instance in the 1971 Fairs Cup final Leeds v Juventus there played a fellow called Fabio Capello. The match was held on 3rd June. In these days of squad rotation it’s worth noting it was Leeds 70th game that season and if you ask anyone who knows about football from that time they could name at least 8 or 9 of any Leeds team any time from the Mid 60’s-Mid 70’s. In fact I’ll finish by setting it as a quiz question … The Leeds line up that night was …. (bet you get at least 9 /11 )

	Silly Rules!

	Our recent postponement against Molesey, based entirely on one person’s decision got me thinking about what things could be done to improve the game that we all love.

Although we do love the game, there are an infinite amount of conversations taking place all the time about ways in which it could be changed. So I thought it was my turn to come up with a few suggestions. Here goes!

1) The Moving Ball
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How many times has a flowing move been stopped for a foul, but as the team attempts to take the free kick quickly, the opposition shout “moving ball” and the referee invariably stops play once again?

Why does the ball have to be still? Sure, if you want to have a shot at goal or cross it in then fine, but if you want to take it quickly, why can’t it be moving? It’s meant to be your advantage, you should have a choice.

2) The Goal Kick

Ever since I was a youngster, keepers were told which side they had to take a goal kick by the referee. FIFA naively decided to allow a keeper to choose which side it could be taken “in an attempt to speed the game up”. So why is it that the only time a keeper changes sides with the ball is now to slow the game down?

The referee still signals which side a corner is to be taken, so why can’t he do the same with a goal kick? This is the rule I hate most of all. It’s so pointless.

3) Assistant Referees
Instead of embracing goal line technology, FIFA have decided to employ two extra Assistants in an attempt to see whether the ball has crossed the line. The intention is also for them to get a better view of infringements inside the penalty area. However, this idea is rubbish as no Assistant ever wants to be seen to upstage the referee and will rarely flag for anything anyway. 

All Assistants will have been referees at a lower level and no one likes their authority questioned. In addition, if something occurs in the box, you get the idea that the new Assistant is waiting for the old Assistant to flag for something, but the old Assistant is waiting for some confirmation from the new Assistant. As a result, less actually gets noticed. Also, where are these extra officials meant to come from anyway? I thought we were short of officials. Remove them and bring in goal line technology. Quickly!

4) Diving

Every now and then this one raises its head. It is usually in a big game and everyone talks about it as if the offending person should be penalised to within an inch of their lives. This is not realistic. Whilst diving is a nasty part of our game and the offender should be punished, spitting or other forms of violent conduct are far worse and it is important not to lose sight of this when dishing out the length of penalties after the game.

To eradicate the issue of diving, I would put together a Retrospective Diving Panel. They would be formed from a group of ex-professional players (no, not Paul Merson!) and a referee or two, with a remit to look at any incidents of misconduct and apply a uniform penalty afterwards. A “dive” could then be judged in more detail from half a dozen camera angles and if the player is found guilty then they get a simple one match ban. 

You could technically extend this to cover other offences, but to do so would erode the referee’s authority to the point where he has little. That can’t be allowed to happen, but a bit of help is good. If this was carried out in all football league games and major competitions, it would die out, because the player will know that they can’t get away 

with it anymore and although it is less of a problem at our level currently, it can’t hurt. 

Some may say that a player might still have won a penalty and you can’t take that away, but this would help significantly, especially if you adopted my next suggestion too.

5) Challenges

This currently happens in the United States and it works there. Again, as with option 4 this could only happen at the top level for now, but a list of things would be drawn up that you could appeal against, for example, a handball, a foul, the award or non-award of a penalty, a booking or sending off etc. Then you allow the Manager two challenges in a match. He could only challenge before play has restarted and the referee would go over to a video area to decide if his decision was right. 

If the referee overturns his decision, and he should only do so when evidence is clear, then the Manager wins their challenge and they are enabled to keep it for later in the game. If he loses it, then obviously he loses that challenge and after losing two he cannot challenge any more. 

This is fully functional in the NFL these days and whilst it is a more stop-start game than the one we all love, people hate injustice, and this would help.

6) Timing

I feel that this should be controlled by a stadium clock and taken away from the referee’s jurisdiction. This way, everyone could understand what was happening. You wouldn’t get any issues where players are scrapping for the ball in a goal mouth after a goal has been scored, and wasting time could be clearly documented. 

7) Involuntary Swearing

Yes, I know, no one should ever swear at a game, but back in the real world it happens frequently. However, in my opinion there are two types of swearing. 1) A pre-meditated tirade or 2) as a mark of frustration. I believe that officials at this level particularly treat these two offences the same because that’s what the law says. In reality they compound the situation, and whilst I’m not condoning the offence, I think officials who award a contentious decision, followed by a red card for an expletive outburst immediately afterwards are often making two errors. It’s a passionate game. Let it breathe.

8) Education

How many times do we see something that you think is wrong, only to find out that it was actually correct? What is “active and “non-active”, for example? Often 30,000 at a game have probably vilified the referee just because THEY didn’t know the rules. The F.A. should make it compulsory that every club issues an F.A. guideline on the rules in their programme at least twice a season, explaining in simple terms what changes have been made to the game and dealing with common misconceptions. 

This way, understanding why a referee has done, or not done something will make more sense. Sometimes!

So there you go. Some of these ideas are a bit radical, while some are just common sense tweaks to our wonderful game. Some of these you may agree with, some you may not, but that’s what makes this game great; it is a game of opinion. 

I feel that by implementing the above, you would retain the passion in the game, at the same time removing much of the frustration! It also might actually make the referee’s job easier, which in turn might mean he/she gets less stick and we might lose less of them as a result.

Have you any other suggestions? Any “pet hates” that frustrate the hell out of you? Just let me know.





	Sandhurst Town – History

	Sandhurst Football Club was formed in 1910 and played in the Reading & District League until 1979 apart from a short spell in the East Berkshire Football League. In 1979, the Club was elected into the Aldershot & District Football League finishing in third place in their first season. 1984 saw the Club finish as runners-up from whence they became founder members of the Chiltonian Football League and a stepping-stone toward becoming a senior club. The best season in the Chiltonian Football League was in 1986-1987 when they finished in second place.

In 1990, the Club applied for membership of the Combined Counties Football League and were accepted after being granted senior status by the Berks & Bucks County Football Association.  The first two seasons were disastrous when they finished in bottom place on each occasion and only escaped relegation back to the Chiltonian Football League at the end of the second season due to the resignation of another member club. However, the form of the Club improved dramatically thereafter with  Manager Peter Browning bringing the Club the Aldershot Football Association Senior Invitation Challenge Cup in his first season followed by the Southern Combination Cup.  Since then, the first team have managed to finish 5th in the premier division of the Combined Counties Football League, and in season 2006/2007 were winners of the Berks & Bucks FA Senior Trophy.

The first ground used by the Club was a field adjacent to the Bull & Butcher public house that may well have been used as the club headquarters.  After a few years, a move was made to the Memorial Park where the Club remained until the 1996 close season, apart from a couple of seasons during the 1950’s spent on a nearby pitch in St. John’s Road.  The introduction of the National Lottery prompted an immediate bid for funding to build a new ground in Bottom Meadow adjacent to the Memorial Park.  With support and backing through additional matched funding from Bracknell Forest Borough Council and Sandhurst Town Council, the Club were successful in the first round of allocations ever made by the National Lotteries Charities Board. The new facilities opened in August 1997 at a cost of £265,000 and included a boardroom / changing room complex, floodlights and covered standing accommodation.  Seated accommodation has since been added, and the club now enjoys some of the best facilities in the area with a major renovation of the clubhouse having been completed during the summer of 2010.

The Club ended their Centenary year in style winning the Combined Counties League Cup beating Wembley 1-0 at Farnborough Town FC in May 2011.

The club now runs four teams, the first team and the reserves in the Combined Counties Premier Division, , one U18 youth side in the Southern Youth Football League and one in the Allied Counties League. The club today continues to develop its friendly and strong community focus, and as the senior club in the area looks to capture local talent by acting as an exit route for local youth players wishing to progress to a higher level.  

The club starts the new year in good shape and looking forward to building further in the next 100 years.

	Every Opponent A-Z
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Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

Finchley (and Wingate & Finchley): - Played 44

W21 D7 L16  - F87 A77 - PPG - 1.59 - Above Average
Our elevation to the London League enabled us to meet teams of a higher pedigree and Finchley were one of these, having been founder members of the Athenian League a few years earlier and founded back in 1874. Not that our players showed them any respect in our first meeting on 28th January 1928 as Reg Marlow and Jack Parr both scored twice in our 5-1 win. Our visit to Finchley resulted in a disappointing 2-2 draw with Harry Westlake missing a penalty when we were a goal to the good. 

It is not clear exactly where we played when we travelled there on Christmas Day 1928 for our 5-2 defeat. The Barnet Press said the game was played at the Gun Station, which old memoirs on the web indicate was Finchley Football Club. However, their own history says they moved to Summers Lane in 1929, so it’s not currently clear whether it was two different stadia. If it was, then they were probably very close.

One thing is for certain, which is that their wonderful art deco stand was opened on 20th December 1930 and seeing this was probably the highlight of many visits as we rarely returned with points. If we thought travels were tough, Finchley could argue that times were harder. At least we won at Summers Lane twice, in 1933 and 1935, while they only achieved a single point from their 11 London League visits to West Street. 

This is all the more impressive when you realise that in nine seasons of London League membership, Finchley were never outside the top six and Champions in 1936/37, although admittedly that was the season that they got a draw at West Street in addition to thrashing us 7-1 at Summers Lane in which we were 6-0 down at half time! The point they secured with a late equaliser was vital though as they won the title on Goal Average from us and Grays Athletic in third that were all on the same number of points.

There were some other odd results between the sides over the years. In 1937/38 we met on consecutive Saturdays in February and destroyed them 6-1 at West Street with regular defender Charlie Thompson playing up front and scoring a hat trick, yet seven days later they inflicted our first League defeat of the season by five clear goals! 

They left for the Athenian League in 1939/40 but the season was curtailed before it got going. Even so, we wouldn’t meet them again until 1978 in Isthmian League Division One when normal service resumed. They defeated us over there 3-2 and we won the return by 4-0. The following two seasons resulted in two wins and two draws before they were relegated in 1981, Epsom sending them on their way with a rare 2-0 win at Summers Lane on 25th April of that year, just after we had won the Surrey Senior Cup.

We missed out on promotion that year but took the step up in 1984, only to return in 1986. Upon our return we found Finchley back in our League, although the teams wouldn’t stay there for long and both would be relegated. We drew at home and won a big relegation match 2-1 in February with a goal from former Sutton stalwart John Rains, but in the end it was immaterial. 

We went to the Isthmian League Division Two South while they went into the North Division, only for the North London club to be placed in the South division for some reason for 1988/89. Finchley did the double over us as they gained promotion behind Dorking and Whyteleafe. Yes, Finchley had finally won at Epsom on the fifteenth attempt, but their last chance to win at West Street had already gone, as we were replacing our floodlights and opened up the season with two home games at Molesey F.C. which is where they beat us 4-1. They would never visit West Street again.

Our last minute defeat on 2nd January 1989 in a match that we had led before losing 3-2 was the last time we would meet Finchley before they merged with Wingate to create Wingate and Finchley F.C. and redeveloping the old Summers Lane ground into the Harry Abrahams Stadium. But by 1995/96 we were together again in the Isthmian League Third Division, and a stunning 4-1 win was a great result, one we added to three weeks later when they were trounced 7-1 at Merland Rise. 

The following season there were plenty of goals too. Even Nigel Bennett scored one of his two goals for the club in a 2-2 draw in Finchley, only for a bizarre result to occur at Merland Rise when they triumphed by seven goals to four!

It was our turn to do the double in 1997/98 as we won 2-1 there on the opening day of the season in extreme heat, and won 2-0 in April of 1998, but there was a sting in the tail as we wouldn’t even score against them in five straight defeats. Although we couldn’t complain about the 0-1 and 0-2 defeats in 1999/00 as they went up, they came straight back down again and beat us twice more, although this was right at the end of the flood ravaged 2000/01 season when we played a phenomenal 17 matches in the final five weeks of the season and even had to move our home game from Banstead to Finchley where we unsurprisingly crashed 4-0 just four days after travelling there for the original away game. However we had two other matches in between those games. 

We lost again at home in August 2001 but won in the return by 2-0 and went up in the re-organisation of 2002. However, it is they that now hold the higher position, sitting at Step Three in the Ryman Premier Division, although their hold on that status is precarious.

The main reason for today’s update is to announce that last Saturday Alex Rodrigues (left) joined the top 20 players in club history for appearances with 240. Appropriately, he is currently sitting in amongst a cluster of equally legendary long-serving defenders (Tim Smith, James Hall, Ray Purvis, and Tony Coombe) and now equals former Manager Purvis in joint 20th position with Coombe the next target on 245 and Dale Marvell one game further ahead.

The next few places are also passable before the end of the season and with fourteen matches remaining he could reach 254 by the end of the season, enough to place him in 17th. However, he is still over a season away from a place in the top ten. 
Other movements show Robbie Burns moving up from ninth in our all time scorers list to joint seventh alongside Bill Goddard, our early fifties goal machine. Whilst the eras are hard to compare, Goddard’s strike rate stands comparison with any of our former strikers with most of his goals coming in just under two seasons of play! But will Robbie return one day to break the hundred barrier? I wouldn’t rule it out completely.

Ben Hayward hasn’t played many games this season, due to a combination of injury and work commitments, and sits in 37th position.

A new entry to the top fifty is Jamie Hatfield, who currently sits in 49th position with 157. If he played in all the remaining games this season he would reach the top forty on 171.

Finally, the most recent addition to the list is Mark Jarman. Fifty-three players in history have scored more than thirty goals for our club, and Jarman’s goal against Dorking places him in fiftieth position, level with our legendary Captain from the late twenties and early thirties George Mackesy and one of the scorers in our famous F.A.Cup tie with Clapton Orient in 1933 Leslie Graves with thirty-two, but ahead of them both on the basis of a better strike rate. Five more goals would put him in the top forty, so there is plenty of incentive there for our hard-working striker.

Other milestones up and coming this season if fit and selected include Alex Rodrigues’ 250 appearance mark, while Anthony Panayi and Antony Myers could both reach 50 appearances by season’s end, currently sitting on 47 and 44 respectively. Congratulations to all I have mentioned here.
