We travel to the Arena next Saturday for our third meeting this season with Croydon, and return here for the visit of Dorking two weeks today.

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	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 2-3 Cove – Combined Counties League 

Saturday 17th December 2011

The surprise of finding out that this game would be on gave us an unexpected but ideal opportunity to put right all the things that had gone wrong against Chessington & Hook the previous Saturday. Unfortunately, it was an opportunity wasted as we didn’t really turn up until the game was an hour old and the damage had been done by then.

Alex Rodrigues was away and his replacement Jamie Summers was still struggling with injury, so Paul West moved into the centre with Tom Siefers getting the start at right back. In midfield Carl Downs returned from injury and Nathan Ayling dropped to the bench. 

Matt Smith fizzed a shot across the face of the goal after 11 minutes but the visitors looked quite dangerous going forward, and they took the lead in the 20th minute, when their right-winger crossed the ball over. An incoming striker missed it at the near post, but following up was a completely unmarked player who had an easy job of slotting the ball past Adrian Jones. If Jones was blameless for that one, he couldn’t escape some for the second goal that came just three minutes later, although why we needed to play a back pass on a bobbly Moatside pitch is beyond me. Jones scuffed the kick straight to an opposition player who lifted it back over him and into the net.

It was a nightmare scenario after letting in five goals the previous week and we were in real trouble. In fairness Jones redeemed himself almost immediately with a great save after a Cove striker was clean through when our defence parted again, and Matt Smith grazed the bar with a cross. Our only other chance of note was a move between Smith and Jamie Cottee that ended with the latter falling over and Smith appealing for a penalty that wasn’t there. He nearly got booked for his protestations, although if the referee was lenient then, he would at no time in the future apply any leniency at all, as he infuriated both sets of players, and probably his assistants too. One such case occurred just before half time when I could see quite clearly from the other end of the field that Cove had won a corner. The Assistant also pointed for a corner. He ignored the appeals, despite obviously having no clear view of the incident, and waited for the Cove players to berate him, pretty much as a team, before booking one of them. It was as if he was on a commission!

One other thing worth reporting is that a Cove player was stretchered off after 37 minutes, at which point the visitors had to use their third substitute, having already had two players off with injury. Still, with their tricky striker out of the way, surely we could fight back in the second half? 

Well, not straight away unfortunately, by which time we had conceded a third goal. We lost the ball in midfield, but won it back on the edge of the box only to lose it again, and after 55 minutes we were three-nil down.

Antony Myers came on for Siefers and Smith dropped to the right back position with Alex McGregor moving from left to right to accommodate the new player. Immediately we appeared to have more balance and a dangerous cross from Myers to the near post was flicked goalwards by returning substitute Ross White, but the keeper pulled off a fine save.

After 62 minutes Cottee was bundled over and Smith tucked away the penalty confidently, and three minutes later, another Myers cross attracted both visiting central defenders who got in each other’s way and the loose ball fell to Cottee who drilled the ball into the far corner. Game on you might think, but for all our pressure we were unable to get another shot on target. Further good crosses from Myers were not reached, or we missed the target and paid for this with defeat. The referee still had time for a final word when harshly sending Jamie Hatfield off for violent conduct (I didn’t see a foul of any kind myself) and the issues he had caused with his handling of the game boiled over at the end and led to a scuffle between both sets of players. 

Maybe had Mark Jarman not had to go off at half time following a clash of heads we might have rescued a point. It certainly looked for a while like we would, but ultimately some poor defensive work gave us too much to do, and while no one really played well, it was quite clear where most of the fault lay. Happy Christmas Cove!

	Banstead Athletic 0-1 Epsom & Ewell – Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 27th December 2011

At an almost tropical Merland Rise, the Salts faced a tough challenge against their former landlords. We were low on confidence, following a run of three defeats and “that” draw at Chalky Lane and some of our own people were even talking of the possibility of Banstead’s first League win since October.

And as it turned out every bit as close as we had expected. The two sides were fairly even and ultimately it was only in the early part of the second half where we were clearly superior, that we scored the deciding goal.

The only changes to the line up from the defeat at Cove were for Alex Rodrigues to return to the heart of the defence at the expense of Anthony Panayi, while in midfield Sam Robinson was on holiday so Ali Dewar returned to the starting eleven. Tom Siefers moved from defence into midfield with Matt Smith taking over at right back instead. 

This left Alex McGregor out on the right to accommodate Dewar on the left and his early cross was just a fraction too high for the leaping Mark Jarman who was unable to keep the ball down with his header after just eight minutes. However, a bright start was nearly cancelled out by an error in defence when Jamie Hatfield’s header didn’t reach Adrian Jones in goal, but as the Banstead striker intercepted and headed for goal his shot was blocked at the near post by Paul West.

Three bookings in five minutes then followed for the home side before they came really close to scoring. A shot was placed over Jones but the ball came back off our far post and was cleared away. We were beginning to look second best and frustration continued after Jarman had done really well to break through on goal, but from a wide angle he chose to lay the ball back to Ross White in the 35th minute but he dragged his shot badly wide. Five minutes later he was in action again when both he and the keeper went for a through ball just outside the penalty area. Jarman was there first but made no contact with the ball, only for the keeper to then clatter into him. The covering defenders made it an easy yellow card decision for the referee and Smith blazed the free kick over the bar.

We just had time before the whistle blew to collect two unnecessary bookings for West’s clumsy challenge and Smith’s attempts to argue the point, but whatever was said at half time had the desired effect. For a while anyway.

The second half was just under three minutes old when a superb defence splitting pass set White through and he delayed shooting until the keeper had committed himself, clipping the ball over him for a classy finish. This led to a period of play in which it seemed inevitable that we would score again. Dewar’s goal bound shot was blocked, while White was wide from another chance. In the 59th minute Jarman got down the left but with a simple square pass required he over hit the ball and White was unable to reach it with an open goal waiting if the pass had been better. Four minutes later we had an almost exact replica of this move except it was down the right, but again the pass from Jarman was too hard and White could only prod the ball into the side netting at the far post.  

Dewar was booked for a clumsy challenge midway through the half as the home side started to raise their game. The returning James Moon replaced him shortly afterwards but it was defence that was required at this point and Rodrigues blocked a shot well before Moon himself cleared off the line. Jones was also in action making some fine saves including one in injury time that he got down to very smartly which saved us two points. 

Right at the end a defensive howler from a home defender left substitute Jamie Cottee with a good sight of goal, but instead of taking his time, he shot early and the keeper pulled off a fine save, although, to be honest, a second goal would have flattered us.

	Worcester Park 4-1 Epsom & Ewell 

EL Records Combined Counties League Cup Second Round

Saturday 7th January 2012

The Salts made their first trip to Worcester Park’s homely Green Lane ground for nearly fifty years and will be hoping they don’t have to visit for another fifty following a very disappointing 4-1 defeat. The signs were ominous when it was noted that we only had three substitutes on the bench. Jamie Hatfield was suspended, but many others were nowhere to be seen, while our opponents had four former Epsom & Ewell first team players in Nick Drew, Gary McLaughlin, Marc Muino and Darren Beale.

We nearly led through Jamie Cottee after just two minutes, when his shot was hooked off the line by a defender, but our own recent defensive fragility resurfaced after just nine minutes when a right wing shot was going wide but was tapped in at the far post by the unmarked Muino. Our back four had been reshuffled again with Antony Myers at left back and Matt Smith on the right with Paul West moved in to the centre alongside Alex Rodrigues, but to concede on the first occasion we were required to defend was no doubt as galling for Lyndon as it was for the large contingent of Epsom supporters.

The remainder of the first half was mostly but not completely in our favour as we tried to get back on level terms. Park looked vulnerable but we were unable to make any possession count, with our only real chance of the half coming from Mark Jarman who got a toe to Ali Dewar’s superb right wing low cross, but was unable to get quite enough on the ball and it just missed the far post in the 41st minute. 

Adrian Jones made a good double save just after the restart, but we were deservedly back on terms after 54 minutes. Myers was allowed some time and space to get forward on the left and he cut to the bye-line before laying the ball back to Cottee who stroked the ball past the keeper. A minute later we nearly took the lead from an identical move with Alex McGregor the provider but Cottee’s shot was blocked. We were well on top and there was only one winner at this point, I stupidly remarked to others behind the goal. 

What followed will go down as one of the worst half hours in our entire history as from a position of total dominance we conceded again and promptly imploded. 67 minutes were on the clock when Forbes cut in from the left and his low shot beat Jones who may have been unsighted as he looked a little slow in getting down to the shot. 

Despite a strong wind in our favour the game turned in that instant, as all self-belief seemed to evaporate. It didn’t help that moments later we lost Carl Downs with a nasty looking knock on his ankle and not long later Jarman was also limping off after being challenged poorly out on the touchline and suffering from a heavy fall on what looked like his shoulder from where we were. 

The two substitutes didn’t exactly cover themselves in glory either. Sam Robinson came on for Downs and shortly afterwards received what looked a harsh booking for a challenge on the keeper. I think the referee went with a player’s over-reaction here. However, there was no excuse as he slid in recklessly on the touchline after 82 minutes and left the referee with no choice but to issue a second yellow card. A few minutes later Ayling clumsily took out the home side’s left winger and conceded the penalty that made the score 4-1, having been carved apart moments earlier for the previous goal. Further bookings then followed as our team appeared to lose their composure, not for the first time this season.  

At this club we totally support our Management team, and I believe that some of the players are really letting them down right now. They do not appear to know the difference between competition and aggression as on Saturday there was plenty of the latter, but very little of the former.

	14th January – In Summary

	90 years ago this week Epsom Juniors travelled to the League leaders and eventual Champions Banstead, and nearly came away with both points, but conceded a late equaliser “on the call of time” and were forced to settle for a 2-2 draw, despite playing much of the game with ten men, following an injury during the build up to our opening goal.

84 years ago today Reg Marlow set a club record for goals in a match when he scored six in a 10-3 romp over Bostall Heath in the London League. Fred Watts also got three with Jack Parr getting the other one. The record has since been equalled by Leslie Marlow, Tommy Tuite and Andy Boxall but has never been passed.

80 years ago this week 7,000 people flocked to Loakes Park, home of Wycombe Wanderers for their Amateur Cup tie with little Epsom Town. For the second year in a row we drew the holders, and as with the previous year’s game with Ilford we took the lead early, although were 5-1 down at half time, eventually losing 7-2. It was unfortunate that we were denied from playing our best side, as Billy Williams was classed as a “permit player” meaning that as a professional, he couldn’t enter the Amateur Cup. Also, Captain George Mackesy was suspended following his harsh sending off in the previous round. I think it would have been a much closer match.

79 years ago today it was Leslie Marlow’s turn to take the plaudits as the Blues won 3-2 at Sutton United in the Surrey Charity Shield Semi-Final. It was probably not seen as a massive achievement at the time as this was the fourth time we had beaten them that season, but it would be 75 years before we would ever win at Gander Green Lane again, on that memorable night in December 2008.

70 years ago this week Tooting & Mitcham were seen off 4-2 at West Street, with the first goal possibly being the quickest ever scored there. The description said that “the Epsom players ran up the field and scored without another player touching it” 

60 years ago this week Maidenhead United were defeated 3-1 in a Corinthian League match at West Street after a goalless first half (see programme right).  The goal scorers were Bill Goddard, Vic Honey and Cliff Banham, who I recently found out had played for Leytonstone in the 1947 Amateur Cup Final when they defeated Wimbledon 2-1. However, this was his only goal for us in thirteen appearances.

30 years ago this week we recorded a most impressive win in the F.A. Trophy when Alliance Premier League Gravesend & Northfleet were defeated in a second replay at Stonebridge Road. We had drawn 1-1 at West Street and 3-3 after extra time in the replay at Gravesend but a Tommy Tuite goal ensured their progress, although he also missed a penalty that day which would have made the game safer.  
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23 years ago today we hosted Whyteleafe in a match only interesting for the appearance of our former Secretary Dave Wilson running the line, due to an injury. 	A Great game for the Neutrals

“You will have gathered that I was somewhat less than ecstatic at the final whistle last Saturday- to finish 5-5 from a 4-0 half time lead is hardly my ideal way of picking up an away point”
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So began Jack Charlton’s programme notes in the Newcastle v West Ham programme from 29th September 1984. One of the advantages of a large programme collection is being able to pull something out for every occasion. Later in his column big Jack goes on to use and dismiss that well-worn cliché “it must have been a good game for the neutrals “.

Richard will no doubt have already done a piece on how rare the 5-5 draw is as a scoreline, and the QPR 5 Newcastle 5 from 22nd September 1984 is the last high profile one anyone can remember. 

So who are these neutrals that take pleasure out of a high scoring game because I certainly wasn’t on Saturday? The Chessington supporters were delighted to cheer on an unlikely comeback, but in the sparse crowd that attended (and I had our small contingent in the minority) there were perhaps a handful of people who were truly neutral. 

I have perhaps calmed down a little bit over the years in how I have taken defeat, as at my worst it can be a bit like the Monty Python lot’s Barnestoneworth United spoof … but I tell you, at ten to five I was truly gutted. Not my worst ever – I think that was an F.A. Trophy replay in the eighties at Grays at which we got in the lead and kept throwing the game away. I remember being on the train back with Tony Ashworth and neither of us spoke until Fenchurch Street. (Lost 3-2 in extra time – sickener – Ed!)

It’s not that I don’t ever watch games as a neutral, I often start out that way when I’m not watching Epsom but there’ll be something that happens in the game with the players or even in the crowd that will make my sympathies swing one way or another. 

This season I’ve already written about the Burnley v Barnet game I was at when I really wanted Barnet to get some reward for their spirited performance, and I remember watching a Halifax v Rotherham game one Friday night when I lived in Yorkshire. 

The Halifax fans I was standing among were only interested in booing their Manager and spouting mindless racist abuse at a couple of Rotherham players. I was quietly delighted when Rotherham won 4-0. I also had a very funny journey back to South Yorkshire with some of the Rotherham fans including a sociable couple of pints when we changed trains in Leeds. Any team that has the Chuckle Brothers behind them is all right by me. 

So it is rare that I end any game in the state of pure idealised neutrality that I intended on starting out with. If I do it’s because the game probably hasn’t done anything to attract my attention. 

There are two bad aspects to this 5-5 to my mind. I’ve written before about superstition and fan fatalism, from a superstition point of view it was a disaster. Richard may be able to correct me but I think the last time we led 4-1 at half time was the infamous Surrey Senior Cup tie against Walton and Hersham, so therefore 4-1 is a very dangerous lead to have at the break. 

That night my fan fatalism kicked in as we knew that an early goal for them could get them going. Honestly though, at Chessington there was no fan fatalism occurring for me until it went 4-5. I knew then our goose was cooked but until then I just didn’t see it coming. We were 5-2 then 5-3 up against a team who were second bottom and we looked like we could get 8 or 10 and likely to score very time we went down the hill. This has now added a whole new range of situations I need to be cautious about – Doh!

	Wembley F.C. – History

	Wembley FC was formed in 1946 following an amalgamation of various junior clubs, predominantly Sudbury Ratepayers Association and Sudbury Rangers.  Nicknamed the ‘Lions’ they found a home at Vale Farm and have remained there ever since, developing a roped-off pitch into a respectable non-League football ground.

Entry was immediately made into the Middlesex League, where they won the championship in 1947-48. A further season was spent in this league before the Club progressed to the Spartan League in 1949-50. Here they stayed for two years, clinching the Western Division title in 1950-51 as a result of which they became founder members of the Delphian League.

In season 1955-56 they finished runners-up in the Delphian League and were invited to join the Corinthian League. Following a quiet period the Club moved to the Athenian League (1963-64), which had absorbed both the Corinthian and Delphian League to create three divisions. The Lions remained in Division One until 1967-68 when they won promotion.

To anticipate further progress floodlights were installed, a new clubhouse and dressing-room complex were built until eventually admission to the expanding Isthmian League was granted in 1975. However, the closest they came to promotion to the Premier Division was in 1985-86. After completing their fixtures, Wembley headed the table only to miss out on promotion by two points when both St. Albans City and Bromley won their respective games in hand. 

In 1980-81 they reached the First Round Proper of the FA Cup for the one and only time, losing 0-3 to Enfield at Southbury Road. The Middlesex Charity Cup was won outright for the first time in 1982-83, while the Middlesex Senior Cup was also clinched for the first time a season later with a dramatic 5-1 win over Hendon. In 1986-87 Wembley won the coveted Middlesex Cup double with final wins over Hayes in the Senior Cup and Feltham in the Charity Cup, a feat nearly repeated the following season. Several unprofitable years have followed and a fire at Vale Farm during the summer of 1992 almost ended Wembley’s existence.  Fortunately, thanks to some splendid off-the-field work new facilities were quickly erected and the Club survived.

As a result of the restructuring of the Leagues constitution Wembley gained a first division (North) berth in season 2002-03. But they were unable to maintain their place and were demoted into the second division at the end of that season.  Due to the disbanding of Division Two at the end of the 2005/06 season, where they have remained since, but were runners-up in last season’s EL Records Cup, being edged out by Sandhurst Town.

	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

Farnborough North End: - Played 1 - W1 D0 L0  - F3 A2  

Points per Game - 3.00 - Perfect
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Farnborough North End were a Wessex League Division Two team when we met. We had received an exemption in the F.A. Vase to the first round and had fully expected to meet Egham at that stage. However, the North Enders won 2-1 at the Runnymede Stadium and so we hosted them at Merland Rise.

It was a very comfortable match as we eased into a two-goal lead, but two goals in a five minute spell, one of which was from nearly fifty yards out, forced us into extra time but Dale Marvell scored the winner as we dominated the final thirty minutes.  

They joined the Combined Counties League the following season but problems with their ground and landlord ensured it was a brief stay, and despite being based in Hampshire, they now play in the Surrey Elite Intermediate League, although oddly they are back at their very same home, the Cody Sports Ground!

Farnborough Town: - Played 17 - W6 D2 L9  - F22 A26  

Points per Game - 1.18 - Below Average
Farnborough Town were a very new club, only forming in the late sixties, and following some time in the Spartan League, they followed us up through the Surrey Senior League and into the Athenian League. When we first met them, we were in that League’s top flight, while they were in Division Two. 

We were drawn together in the Athenian League Cup Semi-Final on 25th April 1977 at Cherrywood Road, a venue where they had not lost in 86 home matches, but we were quite good ourselves back then and secured our path to the final with a goal in each half from Tommy Tuite and Phil Weller, brother of professional Keith.

We met on level terms in 1977/78. We had been moved into the Isthmian League and Farnborough were also accepted, despite being a division behind. However, they thoroughly deserved to be there, and despite Epsom winning the title that season, they defeated us 0-2 away and 0-3 at home; the only side to do the double over us that season.

Farnborough missed out on promotion by two points behind Met Police that year, but won the title the next year to join us in Division One. They were always one of the stronger sides and although we knocked them out of the League Cup that year, we did not defeat them in the League until the end of the following season; our fourth attempt at this level, when Tuite scored both goals at West Street. 

In 1981/82 they returned the favour in the League Cup, although two weeks later we recorded a 5-3 win there with Tuite getting another two goals, but he had to concede the headlines to Steve Hill, who got the other three. Unfortunately with one

eye on our impending F.A. Trophy match with Altrincham four days later, we slipped up 2-1 in the home return.

In 1982/83 we lost twice, and even in our promotion-winning season we were unable to defeat them at home, being held 2-2 after blowing a two-goal lead. Fortunately, I will never forget the return fixture on 1st May 1984 when we recovered from conceding a suspect opening goal to win 2-1 and secure promotion to the Isthmian League Premier Division with goals from Steve Milton and Murray Jones.

True to form they followed us up again the next year and in 1985/86 we met for the first time in Premier Division action. We again lost at home, and by the time of our last meeting on 8th April 1986 we were desperate for any points to avoid relegation, and came from behind to defeat them 3-2 with a superb David Jones long range strike deservedly earning the points.

Since then they have been onwards and upwards to the Third Round of the F.A.Cup where they drew with West Ham United, and reached the Conference, before collapsing back down to earth and sadly folding. Now re-branded as Farnborough F.C. they are gambling a bit by developing Cherrywood Road (which is now known as the Rushmoor Stadium) on a massive scale, and sit in the Blue Square Conference South. We have visited the ground twice in recent years when we met Badshot Lea, who were ground sharing there at the time before decamping to Godalming, winning one and losing one of the two incident packed games.

EPSOM v. HOUNSLOW
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	Epsom & Ewell Football Club - History

	The Club was founded in March 1918 as Epsom Juniors Cricket Club and played throughout the summer. In the autumn, Epsom Juniors F.C. came into being and they played a handful of games from what is now known as Alexandra Recreation Ground. Competitive football followed as the club entered the Surrey Junior League in 1919, and then became founder members of the Sutton & District League in 1920. 

A change of name in July 1922 to Epsom Town F.C. heralded the start of a very successful era. By now resident at the Horton Hospital Sports Ground, they were unfortunate to lose 2-1 after extra time at Dorking F.C.’s Pixham Lane ground to Caterham Mental Hospital in a replay of the Surrey Junior Cup Final. However, they won three other trophies that season, the Leatherhead Hospital Shield, the Sutton Hospital Cup, and the Epsom Hospital Cup. In addition, the Club also won the Sutton & District League, and under the forward thinking of their Chairman Hugh Bradley, they took the step into Intermediate Football, where they won the Southern Suburban League without losing a match. Senior football was granted the next season, as they were unanimously accepted into the Surrey Senior League for 1924/25, where they finished third. 

In September 1925, the club relocated to the old Ewell F.C. ground at West Street, which was purchased through the generosity of the Club’s future President Robert Bradshaw. In 1925/26 the Championship of the Surrey Senior League was attained, and the following season, they did the “double”, defeating Egham 1-0 at Egham in the League Charity Cup. Election to the London League was next, and the title was claimed in the club’s first season there in 1927/28. Unfortunately, they were unable to repeat this, although they would finish runners-up in 31/32, 32/33, 34/35, 36/37 and 37/38. Cup Honours were limited, although they lost 3-2 to Redhill in front of 4,600 at Guildford in their first Surrey Senior Cup Final, having seen off Wimbledon 4-1 in the semi-final! Also, the club won the Surrey Charity (Senior) Shield in 1933 with an impressive 5-0 win over Woking at Kingfield. However, the proudest moment of the club’s pre-war history was an appearance in the First Round Proper of the F.A.Cup in 1933/34. Woking (after a replay), Nunhead, Tooting & Mitcham, Beddington Corner, and Leytonstone were defeated, and a crowd of 9,485 at the Lea Bridge Speedway Stadium witnessed a 4-2 loss against the hosts Clapton Orient. At the end of that season the club changed its name to Epsom F.C. while in 1936 the closure of their Reserve team enabled the newly formed Ewell and Stoneleigh to spend two years there ground sharing while in the Surrey Senior League, and local works team Venners Sports were tenants in the final completed pre-war season.

In 1939 a newly formed team, Epsom Town (no connection to the earlier team) shared the ground with Epsom F.C. However, this arrangement was suspended when war was declared, and the parent club folded for the duration. In the meantime, Club Chairman Charles Pettett threw in his lot with Epsom Town in an attempt to keep morale up in the town by keeping the football flag flying. It was successful, as the club competed throughout the war years, winning the Surrey Combination in 1939/40, and reaching the Surrey Senior Cup Final in 1944, losing 3-1 to Tooting & Mitcham, at Sandy Lane. After the war, Epsom F.C. started up again, continuing in the London League and reclaimed their ground, leaving Epsom Town homeless. Temporary homes were found at Kings College, Lavender Avenue, Mitcham, and then at the Old Halleyburians Rugby Ground in Ruxley Lane, as they competed for a season in the newly created Corinthian League, but disbanded in 1946.

In 1949 Epsom F.C. departed the London League, and entered the Corinthian League themselves, but despite a 3-2 win over two time Champions Walton & Hersham in their first home match, they would not win away in the League for nearly three years. They did reach the Corinthian Memorial Shield Final in 1952, going down 2-1 to Champions Hounslow at Eastbourne after leading at half-time. Things continued to improve with the signing of the famous ex-Amateur International Pat Lynch from Hendon. The club achieved their highest ever placing of third in 1952/53, and in 1954 reached the Surrey Senior Cup Final for the third time in their history, losing unluckily 2-0 to Corinthian Casuals in front of 6,159 at Selhurst Park, and in 1955 they won the Surrey Senior Shield with a 1-0 win over Carshalton Athletic at West Street.

There was a massive new player influx in 1955 after the club appointed their first ever manager in Kingstonian legend Doug Whitehead. The Corinthian League double was almost achieved in 1956/57, but two losses in the final week, along with defeat in the Cup Final 2-0 to Maidenhead

United at Dorking, ensured that the club got neither, only finishing fourth. However in 1960, they finally got their hands on the Shield with a 2-0 revenge win over Maidenhead at Vale Farm, home of Wembley F.C. This was the last season with the club for veteran Ernie Watkins, who had played for the club for fifteen seasons since the end of the war. He would go on to play for eight more years at Banstead Athletic before retiring in 1968 aged 47!

In 1960 the club changed its name once again to Epsom & Ewell F.C. This was not because of any merger with Ewell & Stoneleigh as is often quoted, because they had folded in 1938! It was an attempt to increase support across the whole of the Borough. In 1963 the Corinthian League merged with the Athenian and Delphian Leagues, and the club were placed in Division One of the new structure, but the sixties was full of poor results and relegation was the result in 1965. Despite a string of managers, most notably ex-Leyton Orient winger Jimmy Simth, and Tony Williams, now famous for his creation of the F.A. Yearbooks, the club’s fortunes did not improve significantly, and further relegations were avoided in the early seventies by the benefit of re-election. However in 1973, despite “improving” to finish second from bottom, the Athenian League finally ran out of patience and cut them loose. This was unfortunate timing as the club had just cleared all of its debts, and in addition to a virtually new Committee, former Fulham player Pat O’Connell took over the reins. The Surrey Senior League took the club in at the last minute, and the new squad, including young striker Tommy Tuite, won the League Cup and the following season the club achieved their second Surrey Senior League “double”. However, season 1974/75 would always be remembered for reaching the Final of the inaugural F.A. Vase, where 9,500 saw the Blues edged out 2-1 by Hoddesdon Town at Wembley Stadium. The Athenian League welcomed them back, and despite losing Trevor Lee and Phil Walker to Millwall in November 1975 promotion was achieved, and the next season the club reached the Athenian League Cup Final, losing 1-0 at Chalfont St Peter.

In season 1977/78 many clubs were invited to join the expanding Isthmian League, and Epsom & Ewell were placed in the new Division Two. Their first match under floodlights followed against Met Police, and the Championship was clinched the following April with the Police as runners-up. In 1979/80 the club won the Southern Combination Cup 7-2 at Hampton, where the hosts were blitzed by five goals from Tuite. The following season a new clubhouse opened, and the club finally won the Surrey Senior Cup, defeating Woking 2-1 at Tooting & Mitcham. The club just missed out on promotion to the Premier Division that season, but in 1983/84 the club clinched promotion as runners-up, although this time they were defeated in the Surrey Senior Cup Final, 4-0 by Sutton United at Imber Court.

With Adrian Hill as manager since 1982, the club survived comfortably in its first season at the new level, but Hill’s departure to Croydon in 1985 started a decline. Much of the squad also left with Hill, and new manager Alan Webb had too much to do. The club was relegated, and following Webb’s departure in 1986, player manager Ricky Kidd nearly but not quite saved the club from its second straight relegation. Adrian Hill replaced Ricky Kidd for a second spell at the helm in 1990, but the club were placed in the new Division Three in 1991 after league reorganisation.  

In 1993 the club left West Street and moved in as tenants of Banstead Athletic and the decade was largely one of frustration, although the Final of the Associate Members Trophy was reached, where Bedford Town edged them out 2-0 at Hendon’s old Claremont Road ground.

In 2002 Adrian Hill took the Blues back up to Division 1 South, where they topped the table for a month, eventually finishing 9th, but Hill’s retirement at the end of the season led to relegation the following season, Two seasons in Division 2 followed before it was disbanded in the latest F.A. reorganisation, and they now compete in the Combined Counties League Premier Division under the guidance of manager Lyndon Buckwell, a former player at the club. Lyndon has been here since October 2006, and his first full season (2007/08) resulted in our first top ten finish since 2003. In 2008/09 the team exceeded this achievement and finished in fourth place after heading the table for the first few months of the season.  In 2009/10 the club recovered from a slow start to finish fifth and also reached the last 32 of the F.A.Vase for the first time in 21 years, bowing out 3-2 in Northamptonshire to Long Buckby. In April of 2010 the club terminated their seventeen-year ground sharing agreement with Banstead Athletic and are now in their second season at Merstham F.C. Meanwhile, the search continues for a new ground back in the Borough………




	Matches against Wembley F.C.

	As advised earlier in the programme, this is the fiftieth meeting between the clubs, so I thought I’d do a little summary.

The clubs nearly met in 1939. This might seem a little odd, seeing as they were founded in 1946. However, my records quite clearly show a new club called Wembley F.C. joining Epsom in the London League for that ill-fated 1939/40 season. Whether the two clubs had any connection, only Wembley people could really know.

Still, they never met as the season lasted just two weeks before the declaration of World War Two. 
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Wembley joined us in the Corinthian League in     1956 and we finally met for the first time on the 9th February 1957, recording the first of our 14 draws with an entertaining 3-3 encounter at West Street (see programme right) In fact, draws are something these meetings have provided quite frequently. Only Camberley have drawn more matches against us with twenty, but we have met them on 76 occasions!
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Johnny Bangs scored twice while Brian Jenkins got the other from the penalty spot as the Blues fought back from three goals down to get the point, and we scored three again in the return in a Wednesday evening match on 17th April 1957 through Ray Colfar, Dave Hermitage and Bangs again, winning 3-0 on our first visit to Vale Farm. 

Our next meeting on 7th December 1957 was notable for a hat trick from Jan Sorensen, whose sons Erik and Mick would later play for us. We won 4-1 that day with Bily French scoring the other goal, but despite two more goals from Bangs, we slipped to a 3-2 defeat in the return at Wembley on 1st February 1958 (see programme left).

We had our first ever goalless draw with Wembley the following January, which broke a run of eight straight home wins for the Lions, but we then lost for the first time at West Street on 4th April 1959 by two
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goals to one, with Tommy Millard scoring our goal.

In 1959/60 we started our season poorly, but by the end we were flying, and we caught our opponents twice at the end of that season, although we had to fight back from two goals down in the first of these, a 3-2 win at West Street, requiring two goals from Norman Dearlove, and a goal from Ray Francis which made up for his penalty miss. 
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The return resulted in a comfortable 3-0 win at Vale Farm on 23rd April 1960, which was ideal preparation for our boys as they visited Vale Farm just seven days later for the Corinthian League Memorial Shield Final, defeating Maidenhead United 2-0 with Steve Dunwoody returning from National Service to score both goals. Ironically, we never met Wembley in that competition, despite it being only a sixteen-team league. (see programme above)  

Unfortunately, that Shield win was a high water mark for the club that would not be surpassed for fifteen years and the sixties were a bad time to be an Epsom supporter. Almost from the point that the name of the club changed to Epsom & Ewell FC from Epsom F.C. our fortunes started to change. 

In fairness Wembley suffered at this time too, and in the early sixties we regularly met in basement battles. In 1961/62 and 1962/63 they were the only club to finish above us, and for the next two seasons we were bottom, while the Lions reached the dizzy heights of tenth out of fourteen and fourteenth out of sixteen.

The 1962/63 season was notable for bad weather, but it was also the first time that either of the clubs recorded a League double. The more important of the two results was our 6-1 win on 15th May 1963. Had we lost the match, we would have been at the foot of the table instead but a hat trick from Barry Sargent helped us to a 6-0 lead after 78 minutes and finished off as 6-1 winners. Another goal that day came from Larry Pritchard who would go on to make nearly fifty Amateur International appearances for England. 

However, the more significant of the results as it turned out was our 2-0 win at Vale Farm on 6th October 1962. Two second half goals from Australian player Taz Arnall ensured a win that would prove to be our last at Vale Farm for an astonishing 46 years and fourteen visits. 

In 1963 the Corinthian League merged with the Athenian and Delphian Leagues and on 7th December 1963 goals from Bill Mackay, Norman Derry and Keith Williams gave us a 3-2 win which were the first points we had earned all season following 11 

straight defeats. A month later though we suffered a 4-1 defeat there, despite being level at half time.

A Bill Mackay missed penalty proved costly as we could only draw 1-1 at Vale Farm the following season, but in our last Athenian League match on 16th January 1965 Mackay scored and an own goal gave us the points in a 2-1 win at West Street. (see programme left)  

The reason it was our last Athenian League match was because our foot of the table position gave us the first relegation in our history and we would not meet again until 1978/79. As regular readers know things went from bad to worse in the late sixties and early seventies but the resurgence under Pat O’Connell gave us new life and the Championship of the Isthmian League Division Two earned us a promotion to Division One and regular meetings recommenced. 
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Although my early memories are of regular meetings with Wembley this was a particularly dull sequence of matches. We met on fourteen occasions and nine of them were draws. Additionally, only four of these games ended with either team scoring more than once. Four were goalless and five finished 1-1. 

Matches were still memorable, but not all for football reasons. On 27th February 1982 we lost 1-0 in a match that proved pivotal in our history as Pat O’Connell and most of the playing staff departed shortly after this game. (see programme right) I also recall a very cold Tuesday evening in December 1982 when just 27 paid to watch us get a 1-1 draw with a late Steve Hill equaliser. I shouldn’t have been there at all as I was off school all week with one of just three bouts of flu that I have had in my lifetime and shivered through the match. I also recall a Colin Miles penalty that put us ahead in April 1984, and although we conceded an equaliser late on, we knew we were now favourites to take the second promotion spot behind Windsor & Eton, which we secured a couple of weeks later.

Another memory I have was from 1986/87. We led 2-1 thanks to goals from player manager Ricky Kidd, and a fantastic thumping header from Mark Norman, his only goal for the club. Wembley
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fought back to lead 3-2 by half time, but Norman had clearly wound up their striker Peter Shoedinde, who pushed the referee out of the way to punch him! Regrettably despite the player advantage for the whole second period, we were unable to secure anything from this game and went down by a point that year. (see programme right) 
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And with exception of a no-contest F.A.Cup tie at Merland Rise in 1994 when Wembley were two divisions above us and won 3-1 that was it until 2004/05. Our opponents had been in Division One for so many years without going up or down, while we had spent a lot of time in the lower reaches of the Isthmian League before our promotion in 2002, which then became relegation two years later. So of all the teams to meet it was a surprise to find them in the rump Division Two, the unwanted bit of the Isthmian League, which was eventually cut off in 2006 when both clubs transferred into the Combined Counties League.
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For the first few meetings Wembley held sway before we started to get some good wins, and my favourite memory occurred on Tuesday 28th October 2008. (see programme left) The snow was falling on a perfect playing surface while the skies were alight with fireworks from all around the ground as the Festival of Diwali was celebrated. On the field we celebrated our first win at Vale Farm since 1962, and actually led 4-0 at half time with a couple each from Robbie Burns and Kyle Hough, while Dale Marvell got the other one. Hough’s goal from a keeper error sticks in my mind as it was kicked straight to him and he belted it straight back in to the net at the far end of the ground from distance! 

It was a wonderful atmospheric evening at a ground that I consider one of my favourites. With the impending Step Five reorganisation planned for the end of 2012/13, we may only have one more visit there to come. Get along if you can.

	Highs and Lows

If I was to chart on a graph my emotions from 38 years of watching football the outcome would look like one of those Life Support machine screens that you see in many movies placed next to a critical hospital patient making a “ping” sound every few seconds.
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Last Saturday, after losing 4-1 in the Combined Counties league Cup to Step Six Worcester Park the chart hit it’s lowest ever point. I do believe that in all my years of watching Epsom that was the performance that most disappointed me. (This honour had previously been awarded to our F.A. Vase exit at Chichester a few seasons ago.)

To cheer myself up I decided to visit the Abbey Stadium on Tuesday night to see Cambridge United take on Grimsby Town in the Blue Square Conference. I purchased a Cambridge Scarf and paid my £14 to stand in the North Terrace amongst the home faithful. There was a decent crowd of 2,840 that included a loyal following from Grimsby of around 450 fans. One United fan possessed a very large drum which he started beating enthusiastically supported by the majority of the North Terrace loudly chanting “Yellow and Black Army” which went on for about 80% of the 90 minutes of play. 

Cambridge were disappointing, Grimsby looked very impressive which was no surprise as they had only lost one of their previous 15 games which included a 7-0 thrashing of Stockport County. A very strange incident occurred after 15 minutes as a poor back pass let in a Grimsby forward but the advancing keeper blocked the shot with his legs. I had an excellent view of this as the incident occurred at our end of the ground and it was with incredulity that I heard the referee’s whistle blowing for a penalty especially as he was only a few yards from the incident and must have had an excellent view. Naisbitt, the Cambridge keeper was naturally incensed and so were the home defenders who all remonstrated with the referee and persuaded him to consult with his linesman. 

After this consultation he amazingly reversed his decision, awarding a drop ball on the penalty spot that was hoofed away by the United centre half after Grimsby protestations at the decision reversal were waved away. The Mariners were appeased ten minutes later as Grimsby scored the only goal of the game to inflict only Cambridge’s second home defeat of the season. (My theory that I am a curse when I attend games is gaining strength every week, (I haven’t seen an Epsom win since Hailsham). 

Reading the excellent programme I was interested to see an article written

by a United fan which described his lowest ever Cambridge moment. He described a home match against Kidderminster in early 2005 where both teams were sitting in the bottom two places in League Two. 

As the teams immediately above them were starting to pull away, whoever lost this match would be looking doomed.  Cambridge took an early lead but then had a man sent off and soon they were losing 3-1. The fan described how he was standing in the North terrace stunned and silent and said that it felt like attending the funeral of a loved one. 

Then, another home supporter started a” Yellow and Black Army” chant but the rest of the fans told him to shut up. He ignored the advice and persisted with the chant for the next fifteen minutes until his voice started to go hoarse.  The lone voice eventually became exhausted and stopped. Spontaneously the whole terrace started up a chorus of “You’re not singing any more”! That marked the end of Cambridge United’s league existence and was the writer’s all time football low.

An interesting fact also emerged from the programme.  In 1989 Grimsby, Cambridge Utd and Southend were promoted from Football League Division 4 to Division 3. The very next season ALL three clubs were promoted again, gaining a place in Division 2. 

Finally, let’s forget about Worcester Park and look back on my Number One Epsom & Ewell High. It must have been the final whistle blowing at Stamford where Epsom held the United Counties League side to a goalless draw to book a place in the 1975 F.A. Vase Final. After winning the first leg 2-1 at West Street we made the long trip to Lincolnshire where every minute of the game seemed like an hour, as we only needed a draw to get to Wembley Stadium.

Epsom defender Willie Bennett was so nervous that he threw up in the dressing room before the game!  When the final whistle blew with the score at 0-0 I went into delirium mode!
