	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 1-1 Ash United – Combined Counties League

Tuesday 19th October 2010

Epsom & Ewell required a fortunate equaliser to take a point from a game they were looking to win. We kept the same starting eleven from Saturday's win at Hanworth Villa, but it was apparent right from the start that we were not going to get the same space as we got in the match three days previously. In fact the visitors were nearly ahead after four minutes when a looping effort bounced back of the post.

Ten minutes later it was our turn to hit the post after the Ash number five attempted to volley clear a deep Alex McGregor cross, but got it wrong and was fortunate to see the ball rebound to safety. He would be more successful later in the match.

We wasted a free kick on the twenty-three minute mark, and from the counter attack, Ash pulled us apart, leaving their player at the back post a simple tap in. Or so we thought. Paul Borg made immense ground to get over and scoop the ball out, recovering immediately to make a great second save from point blank range from the same player. It was the save of the season. He was in action again after 40 minutes with a good low parry, with the loose ball just falling behind the inrushing Ash player who was unable to get a decent contact. It didn't matter though as we were behind after 44 minutes. A cross from the left hung in the air, but Dalloway made a better jump than our defender, and his cushioned header crept into the corner.  

It was no more than we deserved as we had created little, and an uncommunicative referee wasn't helping. He booked Ben Hayward and Jamie Reive in a matter of moments; Ben for a foul that was a bit wild, although he did get the ball first before his momentum on the wet surface led to a collision with the opponent Ash then hit the far post with a great strike, as we clung on to the hope that a goal could change things.

And it did. Tom Jelley's long-range drive was heading wide, but had a fair bit of power on it. The ball took a slight deflection, but the Ash number five went to clear it and sliced it horribly (or comically, depending on which side you were supporting). The ball arced just over the keeper and into the net after 62 minutes. For the next ten minutes we were dominant for about the only time in the match. The visitors struggled to handle the sort of Epsom attacks that we were creating all the time earlier in the season. Still it was the Ash defenders that were giving their keeper most trouble, and from another back pass, the ball ran straight over the keepers foot, and he had to rush back and hack it off the line to safety just a minute after we had equalised.

Dan Cormack came on for Matt Smith and Alex Rodrigues picked up a booking for something he said, which tells you how poor a referee is when Rodders gets that frustrated. Dave Stevens came on for Mark Jarman, and Steve Symes made his debut for the club, despite playing for the Reserves the evening before, but as the game ended it was Ash finishing the stronger. There was still time for one last chance as the clock was over the ninety-minute mark. Dave Stevens was running through on goal, and as players backed off him expecting a pass, he just kept going and was through on goal, but clipped his shot just wide and the chance went begging.

On the overall balance of play it was probably a point gained for the Blues, but although Ash looked good in patches, they also looked vulnerable when we attacked, and although we could say that we've only dropped points against the better teams this year, that is no longer the case.

	84 years ago today Reg Marlow scored a hat trick as Epsom Town led 2-0 but were pulled back to 2-2 by Leyland Motors in the Amateur Cup. The opposition had knocked Mitcham Wanderers and Wimbledon out of cups in recent weeks, but the Blues’ second half performance was excellent as they eventually ran out winners by five goals to two.

73 years ago today it was Jackie Pullen’s turn to score a hat trick, while Bryn Evans got two and Jimmy Jones put away a penalty in Epsom’s 6-4 Amateur Cup win over lowly Barclays Bank. Amazingly the game was 4-4 at half time!

34 years ago today wins over Camberley Town and Boreham Wood had earned Epsom and Ewell an F.A.Cup tie against Enfield, and they had a really good try at knocking out a team that were about to achieve their second of three straight Isthmian League titles. A Gerry O’Rourke penalty had put the Blues ahead in the first half, and it required a late equaliser to force a replay, which Enfield won 1-0 at Southbury Road. They would go on to reach the Second Round proper, losing at Crystal Palace.  

11 years ago today Barry Stevens scored a stunning hat trick, one of which was an overhead kick, as Ash United were hammered 5-2 in this F.A.Vase tie at Shawfields. Sean Grant scored the other two goals.

3 years ago today Badshot Lea met us for the first time in a Surrey Senior Cup tie at Merland Rise. We were fairly comfortable winners with a goal in each half from Robbie Burns, but a late goal for the visitors, coupled with an unnecessary sending off of Ollie Dicks led to a nervy final few minutes.

50 years ago this week Epsom & Ewell were defeated rather easily by Petters Sports in a Surrey Senior Cup tie. They were a particularly strong works side, and played just a stone’s throw from Egham Town’s ground, just down the road in Green Lane where all the new houses are situated.

	Badshot Lea Club History
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Early history suggests that the village football club was formed in 1904, after a meeting at the local village hall. They initially played friendly matches before deciding that they affiliate to the Surrey County Football Association in 1907. They began life in the junior leagues before gradually progressing through the leagues. The most recent history shows the Lea playing in the Aldershot leagues and progressing through the various divisions, eventually obtaining promotion to the Surrey Intermediate League Western in 1978.

Progress through the three divisions saw the Lea eventually promoted to the Surrey Premier League in 1986. This was for one year only as we obtained the dubious distinction of being relegated with the highest points total ever achieved by a side being relegated.

Season 1988 saw us again in the Surrey Intermediate League Western. The ensuing years saw the ups and downs that one experiences until season 2002/03 which saw eventual promotion to Senior Football via The Hellenic League. This was not without its problems as The FA at Soho Square tried to block the move. It was only the determination of the committee and the full backing of The Hellenic League that eventually saw us given the green light along with London APSA (Essex Senior) and Sporting Bengal (Kent).

In our first season we took time to adjust to Senior Football eventually finishing fourth from bottom under the guidance of manager Maurice Gregory. In season 2004/05, David Ford took over the management reigns with Nathan Fealey and in their first season took the side to a credible seventh place finish. 

Season 2005/06 saw the first team finish mid table and reach two cup finals. They narrowly lost out to Sandhurst Town in the Aldershot Senior Cup on penalties but beat Penn & Tylers Green in the Hellenic Supplementary Cup. 2006/07 saw them yet again lose out on penalties in the Aldershot Senior Cup this time against Camberley Town. On the league front they produced some fantastic football all season and after chasing Bisley Sports for most of the season ended up finishing in third place. 

The third place finish was enough to enable up to take up a promotion position and with a groundshare secured with near neighbours Farnborough we were able to do so. In the 2007/08 season under the guidance of Dave Ford we finished our first season at Step 5 in a respectable eleventh place and beaten finalists in the Aldershot Senior Cup losing by the odd goal against Fleet Town. 

The National League’s Committee then sanctioned a move to the Combined Counties Premier League for season 2008/09 where we swapped places with Reading Town. We finished in a respectable seventh place in our first season. Season 2009/10 saw us entering the FA Cup for the first time in the clubs history, and the club finished in tenth place but reached the Semi-Final of the Surrey Senior Cup, losing narrowly to Sutton United after beating Woking on penalties in an earlier round.

Unsurprisingly it didn’t catch on and we settled for singing “C’mon Epsom” instead. 
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To be honest with you, I’ve always been envious of those fans that can enliven a bore draw, celebrate a hard-fought victory or soften a defeat with a genuinely funny off-the-cuff chant.

The only time I successfully led the singing at a football match was at a Wimbledon game at the end of the 1997 / 1998 season. It had recently been announced in the media that our Captain, Vinnie Jones, had landed a starring roll in British gangster film “Lock Stock and Two Smoking Barrels”. It was then that I nervously stood up, took a deep breath and shouted out “He’s big, he’s hard, he’s got an equity card - Vinnie Jones, VINNIE JONES”.

A few moments later, following the customary touchline outburst from our then Manager Joe Kinnear, another fan belted out "He's fat, he's round, he swears like Chubby Brown, Joe Kinnear, JOE KINNEAR." As you can probably tell, the standard of comedy at Wimbledon in the late 1990’s, like the quality of our football, wasn’t much to write home about! 

I’m hoping one day to start up a chant for an Epsom player. I was going to start with Ramzi but I’m still struggling to come up with something that rhymes with Bedj Bedj!

You never know, one day Tony Cuff might score another goal direct from a corner like he did against Dorking. If he does I might attempt the following to the tune of “The Lord of the Dance“. 

Cuffie, wherever you may be, 

Will you strike a dead ball for me? 

On the left or the right, 

wherever you may be

Tony, score a goal for me.  

Then again, maybe not!
(On the right is a picture of Tony taking a corner at Hanworth Villa. After the game he dedicated that particular set piece to Alan. Ok, I made that bit up – Ed!)

To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
55 – Epsom Town 7-0 Reigate Priory and Epsom F.C. 7-2 Malden Town

Surrey Senior League and Surrey Senior Cup Third Qualifying Round

Saturday 12th February 1927 and Saturday 22nd November 1952  

So why have I grouped these two matches together, despite them being twenty-five years apart? Well, they share a remarkable co-incidence. 

Back in 1926/27 we had a fantastic goal scorer by the name of Reg Marlow, and in this season he was in the process of compiling what would remain as a club record to this day; a phenomenal tally of at least 65 goals in just 39 appearances. During this season he scored five hat-tricks in successive matches, and this match against Reigate Priory was the fifth one.   

In 1952/53 Bill Goddard was in the middle of creating the best scoring record since that particular season; one which remains as a post war record of 54 goals in 38 appearances. During the season he also scored five straight hat-tricks, and the game against Malden Town was his fifth one! 

The most bizarre incident followed as the local press got hold of this achievement, claiming it as a World Record on Goddard’s behalf. However, what no one was able to remember at the time was that it wasn’t even a new club record, as Marlow had done exactly the same thing just a quarter of a century before. 

Whether it actually was a World Record I don’t know, but wouldn’t it be odd if it was, and two Epsom players jointly held it!!

54 – Epsom F.C. 9-0 Leyland Motors (Kingston) 

Amateur Cup First Qualifying Round - Saturday 12th October 1946
Back just after the war Epsom were not a great team, but everything clicked this day, as Epsom destroyed their local rivals in this Amateur Cup tie by nine clear goals with seven of them coming in the second half.

Gordon Brogdale, who had originally played for the Blues back as a teenager, was the main scoring threat this season and he got four this day. Future two-time Manager Fred Chitty and Ken Holliday scored twice each, while the other goal was scored by Roy Marlow, son of twenties Legend Reg, who we have already profiled today. 

Roy had been playing for the local Ewell School under sixteen team at the tender age of eight, and had also gone on to play for England Schoolboys on three occasions and

Aston Villa in early war time matches before gaining local celebrity status for escaping from a Prisoner of War camp during the Second World War!

Unfortunately, Redhill ended the Amateur Cup run by five clear goals in the next round.

53 – Farnham United Breweries 0-4 Epsom Town - Surrey Senior League

Saturday 13th September 1924
This was the game that launched the Blues as a side to look out for in Senior circles. 

Epsom Town had only just joined these ranks, being accepted into the Surrey Senior League for that season. Their first league match had been a 2-2 draw with Addlestone that I have already covered earlier in this run down. The next game in the League was a trip to reigning Champions Farnham United Breweries, a forerunner of the current Farnham Town. They had won the League for the last two seasons, and were also the Charity Cup holders.

This counted for nothing as our boys tore into them from the start, Jack Parr scored after just nine minutes from 25 yards, and were leading 3-0 after 32 minutes, with the next two scored by a new player making his debut, Reg Marlow. They led by that score at the half, and despite an injury to F.Mellish (who became a passenger on the wing in these pre-substitute days) Fred Watts scored the fourth. The local papers said, “Never perhaps has an Epsom team given a better display".

52 – Whyteleafe 0-9 Epsom and Ewell - Surrey Senior League 

Monday 21st April 1975
This result remains the club’s biggest ever away win, and it was at Church Road, Whyteleafe, where the Blues came out to plenty of support. 

It was only two days after our boys had taken the field at Wembley Stadium for their F.A.Vase defeat to Hoddesdon Town, and the players could have been forgiven for not putting in a hundred percent for a little League game, especially with a League Cup Final coming up on the Wednesday evening too.

However, of the starting eleven from the Vase Final, only the absent Phil Walker and the injured Dave Worby missed this match and they clearly had a point to prove as they destroyed their opponents by nine clear goals, leading by five at half time. 

As you would expect, Tommy Tuite had something to do with this, and he scored four of the goals, while Trevor Lee got two, and the others were scored by Alan Webb, skipper Trevor Wales, and a Willie Bennett penalty.
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It was the third time the club had scored nine goals that season, and for good measure they also won the League Cup at Leatherhead on the Wednesday with a 3-1 win over Virginia Water.

	Around the grounds 

It struck me that having visited today’s opponents at Godalming three weeks ago that I’ve now been to every CCL Premier ground. I’ve not seen MVSCR at Cobham but have been there quite a few times for the landlords, so it’s time to sum up what’s good/not so good about each place in a totally subjective way. This is partly because I spend a few moments during every game thinking, “yeah, I like it/don’t like it here” and reflecting on why.
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Ash – I quite like the facilities here; good clubhouse and tea bar, and have seen both good and poor E’s performances here. One of the better grounds, but it loses a couple of points when the South West Surrey dyslexia support service is in residence – I say if only there was a mobile service that helps you spell local place names, this may fall victim to the cuts though.  

6/10

Badshot Lea – I’ve based this on the visit to Godalming rather than Farnborough as I’d be biased by going twice for no game – also the atmosphere was rather killed by the size of the facility. At Godalming there was a rather old fashioned but good clubhouse, and a better atmosphere at the game with less ref bashing than usual.

5/10

Banstead Athletic – Although we were grateful to be there for 17 years and I started watching football regularly at the Rise for a spell in the late 1970’s, it is difficult to find anything good to say about the place. No crowd, no lights (often), no atmosphere, surly service on the turnstile. It will be a delight to only go there once this year … and it will be freezing.

Bookham – See Dorking for ground points. I quite like them as a club and a bunch of people but it’s obviously a bit of a struggle at present. Did a better tea bar service than Dorking on the time I visited. 

4/10

Camberley Town – As our most frequent opponents we’ve got to know a lot of their people quite well over the last few years. I like Krooner Park and it has a good bar and tea bar. One mark off for the telly not working in the boardroom last time.

7/10

Chertsey Town - Some fond memories of our first sponsored walk there, but too many idiots outside the clubhouse and mouthy kids on most visits. Also, first day of the season postponement a few years back marks them down.

3/10

Chessington and Hook - The location of the ground is lovely in open countryside but the frustrations of frequent postponements when not always warranted or no programme pull against that a lot. 

4/10

Colliers Wood United - I will always be a little wary of where I park near here following the smashed window incident of as few years ago. A good basic facility dominated by the A3. It would be a lovely little location without that flippin road!

5/10

Cove - Quite like it here and we’ve been a few times. Often limited parking though and a long walk up that alley in the dark. 

6/10

Croydon - Although generally I don’t like running tracks, I quite like it here - a good view from the top of the stand and trams to watch if the game is boring.

7/10  

Dorking – A beautifully located ground in the middle of the town with a good view of the hills. However the air of decline on facilities of bar and tea bar mitigate against this.

3/10

Egham Town - Moaning on the gate, moaning from the sidelines, moaning everywhere. Will they never stop moaning? 

2/10

Guildford City - Huge communist style concrete bowl with party faithful singing prearranged chants – if there were more of them we could be in North Korea. Parking difficult if big event at the Spectrum but they have a good programme.

4/10

Hanworth Villa - I love the quirkiness of the woods end and the view across the park to the church. Clubhouse has sky sports news. It’s a grower.

7/10

Horley Town - Lovely new ground where we have a 100% record so far, so lots of plus points. Non-appearance of programmes more than once loses a point.

8/10

Molesey - Good old style ground, good tea bar, second best programme in the league and a bit of atmosphere from their lot behind the goal. I like going there. If I lived in Molesey I’d go there rather than Met Police.

8/10

Raynes Park Vale - Facilities are a bit basic but I like the view across the fields towards London and the railway,people are friendly and obviously they’ve helped us out with groundshare at short notice 

7/10

Sandhurst - Good simple modern ground set in a nice park. Programme a bit limited and this year tea bar a bit patchy  

5/10

Wembley - Long trip, good tea bar and views of the other Wembley from one end. It is a good old style ground, but there is quite a lot of junk hanging about usually programme is a good read

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Bexleyheath & Welling: - Played 1 - W0, D0, L1 - F1, A3 - Points per Game - 0.00
We only met Bexleyheath & Welling once, for an F.A.Cup tie in September of 1956 that they won 3-1. They were a Kent League side at this stage and then progressed to the Southern League where after two seasons they reached the Premier Division, but after two further mid-table seasons the club changed its name to Bexley United, eventually folding in 1976 and leaving their ground at Park View Road to be occupied by Welling United, who still reside there, albeit jointly now with Erith & Belvedere. 

Billericay Town: - Played 8 - W2, D3, L3 - F8, A10 

Points per Game - 1.13 - Below Average
Games with Billericay were frustrating ones, I recall. We first met them in the 1980/81 season when the three time F.A.Vase winners were flying. We drew 2-2 at New Lodge in January 1981 and repeated the scoreline at West Street in April, a result that extinguished any small chance of promotion we had, eventually finishing behind both Billericay and Bishops Stortford Town in third place.

It was to be another three seasons before we made our own step up into the Premier Division of the Isthmian League and we crossed swords again. I recall the day very clearly. It was Saturday 27th October 1984 and my first visit to New Lodge. 

Maybe the memory plays tricks on you with age, but we conceded early and from that point totally dominated this game, but missed a penalty and there were a couple of kitchen sinks in the back of the net, but no ball, as giant keeper Mark McCutcheon stopped everything, and the home side wasted as much time as they possibly could with no interest taken in these tactics by the referee. 

The return match at West Street was therefore one of the more satisfying results in my entire time supporting the club, as the Essex side tried to park the bus almost from the first minute, but after 90 further minutes of frustration, a Steve Hill goal in the 92nd minute, may have caused permanent damage to my vocal chords! The local paper summed it up in their report “Billericay are not an exciting team to watch.”

We met the following season but failed to score in either game, drawing 0-0 over there and losing 2-0 at West Street in April; a result that almost certainly condemned us to relegation. The only saving grace was that they went down too! So, in 1986/87 we met for two final League matches, with Ricky Kidd scoring in a 3-1 defeat at New Lodge and Matt Elliott and John Rains ensuring a 2-0 win in the April, although we still went down, and haven’t met since. They remain at New Lodge to this day.

Bishops Stortford: - Played 12 - W2, D5, L5 - F12, A15 - Points per Game - 0.92 - Poor
Ironically, the Bishops follow Billericay Town in my alphabetical analysis. We first met them earlier though, as our promotion to the Isthmian League Division One in 1978 coincided with their relegation from the Isthmian Premier, and meant that we played them in the latter stages of the 1978/79 season, losing 2-0 at home and 2-1 at the George Wilson Stadium.

Stortford finished fourth that season and repeated the finish the next season. We lost at home again, by 1-0 although a draw was achieved over there, thanks to second half goals from Tommy Tuite and Keith Ellis. Prior to these two League results though, both of these players had scored there before, as well as Roy Beswick when the Blues had won a League Cup tie in Hertfordshire by three goals to one.

In 1980/81 they were a fantastic side, winning the League and better still, winning the F.A.Trophy, an enormous achievement for a team that were two divisions below the Alliance Premier League (now better known as the Conference National). However, we drew with them in our two League matches, 1-1 at home and 0-0 away. 

In our two seasons in the Isthmian League Premier Division we drew both League games in 1984/85, including a memorable 1-1 draw there after Russell Harmsworth had been sent off, and the ten men had battled back for a deserved point. However, we lost both of our League meetings in 1985/86, although we again won 3-1 in a League Cup tie in another memorable match when we had trailed at half time before Tommy Tuite and super sub David Jones scored twice in a 3-1 win.

It must be noted therefore that in ten League matches we failed to win any!
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The Bishops departed the George Wilson Stadium in 1997 and after ground sharing at five different clubs for eighteen months moved in at Woodside Park in 1999. It therefore makes sense to show a picture of their old ground this week. I recall two things about it. The raised V.I.P. viewing area in the clubhouse, and the treacherous brick wall around a large part of the playing area!
