	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 3-2 Flackwell Heath – F.A. Cup Preliminary Round

Saturday 28th August 2010

The Blues were asked a tricky question this week. How will you react if you go behind in a big match? The answer has not always been a positive one, but this season we appear to be made of sterner stuff, as we recovered in fine style.

After three minutes we were nearly behind as a hooked clearance off the line was required. However, we did not heed the warning and were behind moments later, as the visitors seemed to have a man over on the left, and from just inside the box their striker netted with a crisp low drive that gave Neil Harrowing no chance. In the past, this would have been a hurdle too much, even with 86 minutes remaining to play. Thoughts of last year's F.A.Cup disaster at Selsey came flooding back, but the team dusted themselves down, passed the ball around, and totally bossed the remainder of the half. 

I thought we had scored after 18 minutes when Kyle Hough’s goal bound shot was cleared of the line at the last minute by an outstretched leg. After 26 minutes we were level. Flackwell Heath weren't the first team this season to be caught out by a Tony Cuff corner, and Charlie West met it from close range at the far post. Epsom remained on top and after 39 minutes it was another deep Cuff corner that had the desired result, this time West turned provider as he headed the ball back into the danger area and Ramzi Bedj Bedj glanced it in from about a foot out for a 2-1 lead.

Maybe we deserved to be ahead by more at half time, and we nearly paid for it, as Flackwell came out much stronger in the second half. We had a great chance right at the start of the second period when Jarman misjudged the flight of a Cuff free kick when he was in a good position, and the keeper saved his weak flick, but for twenty minutes it was mostly our opponents who had the upper hand.

A double substitution spurred them into action, and Harrowing produced a world class one handed save low to his right from a powerful strike by one of the Flackwell substitutes. He smothered another chance well after it looked like their player was through, and things were looking decidedly iffy, especially when West limped off with cramp to be replaced by Tommy Moorhouse, making his first appearance of the season in an unusual centre half position.

Hough had another low shot well saved by the legs of the keeper, and Alex McGregor came on for Cuff who had a knock, before Bedj Bedj received a booking after 77 minutes for what looked like simulation, but two minutes later we had a bit of daylight. A fine through ball set Jarman in on goal, but with most people expecting him to run in on goal for a bit, he caught everyone by surprise by lashing it past the stationary keeper from just over twenty yards out. It was well deserved as “Jarmo” never stopped working, despite getting little change from a much bigger centre half. He was in the thick of it minutes later but the loose ball was skied over by Darren Smith.

Smith was just wide with a cheeky long-range effort, and Paul West came on for Dean Sammut after 82 minutes. With two new defenders on the field, it was always likely that we would be pushed back near the end, and so it proved, as an unmarked header from a corner after 88 minutes allowed Flackwell the goal that their second half performance deserved, but we held on comfortably through three minutes of extra time with just time for the visiting number 5 to find his way into the book for attempting to remove Jarman's shirt before the game had ended!

Epsom suffered an away day disappointment as they fell to their first ever defeat at Chalky Lane by three goals to one. Although there was little between the teams, the finishing from the home side was the reason they deserved the points more than we did.

For the sixth straight match we started the same eleven players, but a very quiet first half contained few chances. Just as the supporters were thinking that it could be another nil-nil result like last April's bore draw, the second half brought a flurry of activity.

The hosts took the lead after 47 minutes with a great strike from the Chessington number 9; a rising drive that left Neil Harrowing grasping at air.

Epsom, playing in yellow were galvanised into action, and were back in the game almost immediately. We believe that it was in the 50th minute that Ramzi Bedj Bedj beat his man on the right wing, and crossed low into the danger area. The ball never reached its intended target of Darren Smith, but was only half cleared straight to the feet of Kyle Hough, who steered the ball wide of the keeper from about eight yards out for the equaliser.

We were on top now, and coming down the slope, looked good value to score again. However, from a corner after 59 minutes Chessington regained the lead. It was a good delivery, but questions had to be asked about the absence of defenders as their player headed the ball in unchallenged from very close range.

Tommy Moorhouse joined the action in place of Mark Jarman after 62 minutes, but two minutes later we had conceded again. Darren Smith was quite clearly fouled in the middle of the park, and the referee declined to stop play. The home team sent the ball up the left flank, and a good delivery in was met at the near post by the number 9 again, who gave Harrowing no chance.

Maybe for the first time this season the officials have let us down. I shall explain by saying that there was one booking each in the first half. Darren Smith said something fairly innocuous to the Assistant Referee, whilst a few minutes later the Chessington number 5 almost decapitated Joe Paris. The height of the player’s foot would have done Nigel de Jong proud!

If the home side had gone down to ten men at that point (30 minutes) then I'm sure we would have been ok, but if I'm honest our performance was disappointing and we didn't deserve the points. Like at Sandhurst, we were defeated by a team who worked hard for everything. Even though we looked more cultured on the ball, we simply didn't do enough to win it, while they defended solidly, often being simply too strong for our guys at times.

Throw in our worst defensive performance of the season and the fact that we are now eight points behind standard bearers Chertsey, and the whole morning made for a very unhappy local journey. Maybe next time I'll nip across the road to the World of Adventures instead!

The Blues left the Runnymede Stadium with a defeat for the first time since 2003. Following the defeat at Chessington, the team was changed for the first time in seven matches. Tommy Moorhouse replaced the injured Tony Cuff while Jamie Hatfield was absent, and this led to a reshuffle as Dean Sammut moved from right to left, and Alex McGregor slotted in at right back. Finally, Paul Borg made his first start of the season, replacing Neil Harrowing, who had played in the previous nine matches dating back to last season.

Early chances for both teams were limited, but the hosts went ahead after 15 minutes, when a ball in from the right hand side took a deflection and found Pomroy in a lot of space. All he had to do was to roll the ball under the advancing Borg. 

Moments later the hosts were just over with another shot, and it took us until the 31st minute before we fashioned a good chance. A great through ball dropped for Kyle Hough, who arrowed in on goal from the left, but his shot on target was well saved by an outstretched keeper’s leg. However, little of real quality was coming from either side, but we appeared more vulnerable to the longer ball, and from one of these after 41 minutes, Egham’s Foulser found himself one on one with Sammut. Although our man tried to hold him up, he got a shot in that was well saved by Borg, but the rebound fell straight back to him, and with defender and keeper on the ground, it was two-nil.

A defender brought down Hough in the penalty area, but the referee decided that the foul started just outside the box. From this Ramzi Bedj Bedj’s free kick was met by a jump from Mark Jarman, but his header came back off the face of the bar, and we went in for half time two goals in arrears. It could have been three as Egham came out the stronger of the teams, but we were thrown a lifeline when Darren Smith’s cross was blocked by a defender’s hand, and naturally Hough stuck away the penalty after 56 minutes. McGregor was just wide with a long shot, and we were beginning to exert some pressure.

Just as the match was getting interesting the referee decided to get a bit more involved. His decisions had frustrated players of both sides equally, but after 61 minutes he decided that Jarman had fouled his man, which was unfortunate as he had just sent his header into the furthest top corner of the goal for what would have been the equaliser, and from the restart Egham got down the right and the ball in found another player in space who scored with ease.    

I could offer some excuses today. We were exposed at full back this week by the enforced reorganisations. Sammut is clearly much happier on the right hand side, while McGregor would be the first to tell you that he is not a full back, but both tried their hardest. I could blame the referee who was erratic, but tried to let the game flow and give out no cards, only to have his attempts seen as a sign of weakness by both sets of players who tried to take advantage. 

I could also blame the continual moaning from the Egham players, and more impressively the synchronised whinging from their supporters, who appeared to complain from all four corners of the ground; quite an achievement for a home support of about 20, but in reality we were beaten for the second time in five days by the better team, and that hurts, because Egham weren’t that great either.

	81 years ago today Glebe Road, Dagenham was the place to be. 3,000 were present to watch the main team in the area get a hiding courtesy of the Blues. Freddie Behn scored twice, after C.Harvey had scored the opener after just ten minutes of his debut in sub-tropical weather. It was all over by half time, and there was a goal apiece in the second half, with ours scored by Reg Stimson.

37 years ago today Epsom & Ewell defeated Chobham by three clear goals in the opening round of the League Cup. Johnny Eales and Tommy Tuite added to a Dave Ritman penalty, but the next round wouldn’t be played until early April the following year. Ironically the remaining three rounds were all played in April with the Blues defeating Virginia Water 3-1 in the Final at Leatherhead just four days after their appearance in the F.A.Vase Final, and two days after their record 9-0 League win at Whyteleafe! 1974/75 was a busy old season!

13 years ago we had Sunday morning football at Mill Field, Aveley as a result of Princess Diana’s funeral the previous day. A great equaliser from Andy Boxall and a winner from Kevin Webb produced a  well deserved 2-1 win there.

It was the brainchild of Sutton United President John Goossens and future Epsom Town Chairman Hugh Bradley, and is still in existence today. 

Unfortunately it would not be a successful start to the season as Carshalton Athletic Reserves defeated the young Blues 5-1 at the Epsom Recreation Ground. Where was this? Well, it is better known today as the Alexandra Recreation Ground, but didn’t attract that name until Queen Alexandra (wife of Edward the Seventh) died in 1925.

The Surrey Herald said, “All praise to the Juniors for they have the making of a good team", while the visitors would go on to walk the inaugural League Championship, losing just the one match.

60 years ago this week Edgware were put to the sword at West Street by five goals to two with Player / Coach Sid Faggetter scoring a hat trick, which was added to by Freddie Boatwright and Pat Jordan. Future Epsom scoring sensation Bill Goddard scored twice against us this day.

10 years ago today Ben Forey scored a hat trick, while James Hall scored the best goal of the match with a well-worked free kick as Clapton were seen off by four clear goals on their own patch. I can still remember Hall yelling with delight at us behind the goal as he stood in the back of the net with the ball in there too!

	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.

To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
79 – Romford 7-0 Epsom & Ewell and  Lewes 10-0 Epsom & Ewell

London League and Athenian League Division Two
Saturday 14th March 1931 and 6th January 1968
So why do I place these two matches together, despite them being 37 years apart? The answer is humiliation in equal measure.

In the first match things were going fairly well at Romford’s iconic and much missed Brooklands ground, and the Blues held their hosts goalless for the first hour of this match! However, spurred on by a crowd of 3,000 once the first goal went in, the floodgates opened and the Epsom team conceded seven times in that final half an hour. I can find no reason for this. We neither had sending offs, nor did we suffer injuries; the team simply fell apart.  

In the second match at Lewes’ Dripping Pan ground, the disaster was more even as we conceded five times in each half, with Jack Newstead scoring a hat trick, a feat he would repeat nine years later when the “all new” Epsom & Ewell were crushed 6-1 there in the year before the Blues joined the Isthmian League. This was the worst defeat that the club had suffered since 1948. More of that later.

Again, we had no weaknesses this day, as the side contained former Tooting & Mitcham and Maidstone United legends Dave and Ray Fillery. Dave in fact was Player/Manager, so it didn’t exactly help his CV! One player that day whose record wasn’t affected was a young lad by the name of Chris Kelly, who went on to play for a few clubs, but became most famous at Leatherhead during their famous F.A.Cup runs of the seventies.

78 – Epsom & Ewell 5-1 Mitcham Wanderers

Amateur Cup Third Qualifying Round replay

Saturday 15th November 1930

The 1930/31 season was a strange one for the Blues. Many of their players from the twenties were aging, and the squad was evolving. During this season, their fourth place finish was a prelude to the next four seasons, where the club would finish second three times, and third once. However, consistency was an issue, as shown by the result against Romford above in the same season.

The only consistency this season was matches against Mitcham Wanderers. These two teams would meet on an amazing seven occasions this season, and it could have been more, had the clubs been able to keep their Wilson Hospital Cup commitments.

In fact, the players were probably getting fed up with each other, and possibly some of the supporters too, as after 75 minutes, with the Blues already 5-1 up in this Amateur Cup replay, the regular visiting keeper A.G.Shoesmith took offence to something that was said behind the goal, left the pitch and assaulted a spectator! Naturally, even in those brutal days, a sending off was unavoidable, although the referee later advised that he had not sent the keeper off, but merely prevented him from returning to the field of play! Shoesmith was suspended for a month. 

There was also another incident in this game where a Linesman gave a very dubious decision to the visitors. However, in those days the linesmen were supplied, one by each team. The “Mitcham” linesman was reported by the referee and banned from officiating again. Soon after this the practice was ceased, and three impartial officials would take the field in future seasons.

77 – Epsom & Ewell 7-4 Streatham Town

F.A.Cup First Qualifying Round Replay – Wednesday 3rd October 1934

This was a very strange one! The two teams had shared four goals at Hassocks Road, Streatham Vale four days previously, but at West Street on Wednesday afternoon, a 4.30 kick off must have been a struggle for many people to get to work from. By the time many would have arrived, they would have found that the Blues were 3-0 down after twenty minutes and deservedly so, said the papers. 

However, our boys got a couple back before half time, and ran away with it in the second half, scoring five more times including a Jimmy Jones hat trick, before W.Williamson, a former Epsom player scored a late consolation in odd circumstances near the end. With the score at 7-3 he was offside, and the referee blew his whistle, but the player didn’t hear it and rounded the stationary keeper before scoring.

After discussion with the linesman, the referee then allowed the point to stand. The Surrey Comet described it in thirties terms as “a queer goal”, but I suppose it was in keeping with the whole match. 

76 – Epsom & Ewell 5-6 Horsham

Athenian League Division One – Saturday 21st November 1964
Here we are at one of the club’s most shameful memories! Epsom & Ewell were not a great side this season, although in Bill Mackay they had a proven goal scorer, playing alongside a young 17 year old former Glyn School pupil by the name of Johnny Eales. 

Johnny, a future Epsom Legend, scored the first of his 61 goals for the club this day with a header, and Mackay got a hat trick as the Blues led their Sussex counterparts by four goals to one at the half. This lead was extended to 5-1 not long later before Horsham decided on a policy of all out attack, going down the slope. They pulled two goals back fairly quickly, and were level at 5-5 with fifteen minutes remaining as the Blues defence just imploded.  

Maybe unsurprisingly at this point, the visitors scored what proved to be the winner as former Epsom player Ray Dowse crossed for Collyer to head the ball over the shell-shocked Colin Page for the winner. Page would spend the next three months in the Reserves, but maybe the whole team except Eales and Mackay should have done!




	Banstead Athletic Club History

	In 1944/45 we began our football under the name of Banstead Juniors.

In our first season we won the League Cup.

1946/47 saw us change our name to Banstead Athletic F.C.

In our first season with the name we won the Surrey Intermediate Cup.

1947/48 & 1948/49 in these next two seasons we won the League title.

1949/50 We joined the Surrey League.

The ‘Glory Days’ began with Harry Clark.

1950/51 season we won the League title by 11 points.

Harry Clark scored 81 goals in 26 games.

We managed to win the League title in seasons: 1951/52, 1952/53, 1953/54 

In 1964/65 Gordon Taylor (our current President) won the League title with the club.

During nine seasons our highest placing was 5th.

1979/80 season we joined the Athenian League.

1980/81 season we won the League Cup.

1984/85 season Athenian League closed we joined the Isthmian League.

1989/90 season we came close to closure of the club, but survived.

1990/91 season we finished 11th.

1992/93 season we got to the F.A.Vase quarter Final.

1993/94 season we finished 9th.

1994/95 season we managed to finish 8th.

1995/96 season was a good one, but out of the promotion zone.

1996/97 season Semi-Final of the F.A.Vase.

1997/98 season total re-build of the team.

1998/99 season Bob Langford resigned.

1999/2000 season Chick Botley took over, but lasted just eight games, Langford was recalled along with Ray Best. Finished 10th, but it was a struggle.

2001/02 season we managed to finished 5th in the League.

2002/03 season we flirted with relegation but finished 16th.

2006 season we joined the Combined Counties League.

2006/07 season saw Graeme Banyard become Manager with new players we managed to finish 6th.

2007/08 season Dave Leworthy took over, but left after a short while, and Graeme returned.

2008/09 season finished mid-table.

2009/10 season Barry Barnes became Manager, but he found it difficult, and Paul Norris his assistant took charge, with Barry taking the coaching role. We finished 20th avoiding relegation due to the rules. Paul resigned. 

2010/11 season New managers: Russell Harmsworth & Bobby Knock & new team.

However, it is not this particular record that we are celebrating today. Kyle’s goal was a penalty, and this was his 22nd in a row. That continuing sequence has been a club record for some while now.

The penalty itself was Kyle’s 26th for the club in 27 attempts, and this is a new CLUB RECORD, beating the record of 25 set in the thirties by Jimmy Jones. At this rate he may well break his own seasonal club record of nine, as he currently sits on three already and it is still only September. This is also a testament to the amount of attacking we are doing, so well done to the whole team for the various assists that have come Kyle’s way!

It is quite ironic that after going back 26 years to match this sequence, we only had to go back a week further to break it with a run of seven from 6th November 1984 to 1st December 1984. The only change was Tony Boorman in for Robin Lewis, who was substitute! 

Alex Rodrigues continues his ever present run, and now sits at 143, the third longest in history. His tally of 171 appearances for the club has him placed at joint number 36 in the club all time appearance list, and if he continues this run to the end of the season, then he would make a massive jump into the top fifteen. 
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	Scouting the Opposition – Hythe Town
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We have never met Hythe Town in our history, despite meeting dozens of other Kent League clubs over the years. They have had their ups and downs like most clubs, although the changes that beset the club in the late eighties are still noticeable in the shape of their fine stadium. 

Tony Walton was the man behind this, and he joined the club in 1988. During his time at the club, which lasted around four years, they progressed from Kent League to Southern League via an F.A.Vase Semi-Final, all the way to bankruptcy and a change of name.

It must have been an exciting time at the club, but the nineties were difficult times, and the club had to reform under the name of Hythe United in the Kent County League, eventually being able to return to their stadium. They are now a very solid Kent League team, and we will have to be on our game to get anything from the tie.

Like us, they lost their opening day League match, but unlike us they haven’t lost since. They reached this stage by defeating Bookham 4-0, but more impressively by defeating their local rivals Deal Town 4-2 on their own patch after trailing 2-1 at half time.

	MY FAVOURITE SPORTING MOMENTS 

Part One – The Eighties

There have been some sensational sporting moments over the years, from the absolutely incredible to the down right improbable. In this three part series I count down my top 10 sporting moments of the 80’s, 90’s and the 21st century beginning with the 1980‘s.  

10. PAT CASH CLIMBS THROUGH THE CROWD (1987)
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OK, this is a bit embarrassing. I’ve selected a sporting moment involving a victorious Aussie. It won’t happen again I promise. However, I was genuinely amazed when, having won the 1987 Wimbledon tennis championship, Pat Cash climbed through the crowd and into the players' box to celebrate with his family.    

9. EDDIE THE EAGLE GOES OVER THE TOP (1988)

He soared briefly and then plummeted from a great height! Welcome to the world of Eddie the Eagle Edwards, a shortsighted plasterer from Cheltenham, who took the 1988 Winter Olympics by storm. Despite finishing last in both ski jump finals, Eddie‘s total lack of success endeared him to people across the globe. The worse he did, the more popular he became.     

8. ROBBO SCORES AFTER ONLY 27 SECONDS (1982)
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This is my earliest sporting memory. I was just six when we played France in the 1982 World Cup. At the time I didn’t realise the significance of the game. All I remember is Bryan Robson’s hooking the ball into the net following Terry Butcher’s flick on as I spent the rest of the game in the back garden

pretending to be Robbo. (my football hero too – Ed)    

7. TORVILL AND DEAN WIN OLYMPIC GOLD (1984)

My Mum very rarely had control of the TV remote in our house. However, she insisted on watching the Ice Dancing final at the 1984 Winter Olympics. Even at the tender age of eight I knew that ice dancing wasn’t real sport. However, I was completely mesmerised by Jayne and Chris’s iconic “Bolero” routine that deservedly won the Gold medal.   

6. BRUNO ROCKS TYSON (1989)

In 1989 Frank Bruno challenged Mike Tyson for the Heavyweight World title. Both fighters landed huge punches in the opening moments and Frank's legs buckled. Somehow Frank recovered to land a massive left hook that visibly hurt the champion for the first time in his career. Alas, Bruno wasn’t able to maintain the pressure and was eventually stopped in the fifth round. 

5. “BLOW OUT” SCUPPERS MANSELL (1986)

The 1986 Formula 1 World championship had gone right down to the wire. With 19 laps to go Nigel Mansell seemed on course to finally be crowned World champion. Then disaster struck. “Look at that…“ screeched commentator Murray Walker as Mansell’s left-rear tire exploded in spectacular fashion ending his title challenge.  

4. MICHAEL THOMAS’S TITLE WINNING GOAL (1989)

Having led the First Division since Christmas, Arsenal had seemingly given the title away to Liverpool. Yet if they won by two clear goals away at Liverpool on the last day of the season they could snatch the title back and deny their rivals the League and Cup “double“. In injury time Arsenal were just one-nil up when Michael Thomas surged through the Liverpool defence. "It's up for grabs now...” shouted commentator Brian Moore as Thomas calmly lifted the ball over the Liverpool keeper and into the net.

3. SNOOKER’S BLACK BALL FINAL (1985)

I wish I had witnessed the moment Dennis Taylor completed his remarkable 18-17 victory over Steve Davis on the final black of the 1985 World Snooker final. However I was fast asleep when, after midnight, the Irishman brandished his snooker cue over his head and then wagged his finger in delight. My dad wouldn’t let me stay up to watch it, sending me up to bed with the score tied at 13 all. Spoil sport!

2. DIEGO MARADONA’S GOALS AGAINST ENGLAND (1986)

I don’t think any of us will forget Diego Maradona’s “hand of God” goal for Argentina against England in the 1986 World Cup quarter-final. I couldn’t believe it when replays showed that he had punched the ball into the net. Yet moments later he ripped through our defence and rounded Peter Shilton to score possibly the best goal in World Cup history. The goals showed just what

a cruel, yet beautiful game football can be.

	“ If I could sign Pele off Bristol Rovers ……”

I’ve just arrived back from a two week, two centre holiday in Swansea and Bolton and therefore can’t write about anything recent EEFC wise. However, Swansea is an interesting City with a dash of sporting history. The St Helens Cricket (and rugby) ground is just back from the Sea front and was where Gary Sobers hit the first 6 sixes in an over off the hapless Malcolm Nash. 
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I remember the commentary on that oft-repeated clip saying “and that ball will still be travelling down into Swansea. Well if he’d been facing in the opposite direction it could have gone in the sea (although the tide tends to stay well out of the way in Swansea.)

My other sporting memory of the town was in the late 70’s / early 80’s when John Toshack became manager of Swansea City, bought in some ex-Liverpool players and achieved three promotions in short order from 4th – 1st division. For a while they even topped the table. I wrote recently about Bristol City’s record plunge in the other direction in the 80’s.

The financial side of the Swansea bubble burst and they nearly matched Bristol City’s plunge. They were relegated from first and second in consecutive years and were fourth bottom of the third going into a game on the Friday after the season finished, ironically against Bristol City, which was drawn 0-0 to scrape them out of that third consecutive relegation by the narrowest of margins. They completed their plunge the following year playing to a largely empty and rickety Vetch Field whilst the locals remembered they liked rugby union better anyway (Lord knows why).

Things are much better for Swansea now… one of the better sides in the championship sharing the plush Liberty Stadium with the Ospreys rugby franchise. Our first day self catering always involves a lap round a supermarket and there is a brand new Tescos round about were the Vetch Field used to be. As we parked I’d convinced myself that’s where the old ground had been, as that’s what happens to most of them. I got up and looked across the street and there were the floodlights. The old ground was still intact, but abandoned for 5 years. 

I took some photographs and I was going to write a brooding literary style article about abandoned football grounds (I might still) but I needed to find out more. I needed to talk to some locals to find out the full story. 

The Wednesday of two weeks ago was graced with 24 hours of solid rain in the Swansea area, and we sought refuge in the soft play area on our chalet site. I got chatting to this man who was being the doting grandfather, it turned out

he was a local from the Mumbles rather than a holidaymaker. I turned the conversation round to why the Vetch Field was still standing.

It turned out to have been a cock up by the City Council who owned the site. The guy was not a big fan of the council (though to be fair they put a lot of finance to create the new stadium- better than some councils I could think of). 

He then said, “I used to play there you know. We then quite quickly got into the “who are you then? “ questions as I have a fairly detailed knowledge of players of a certain vintage. He says “Gary Emmanuel”. 

“Gary Emmanuel!” I exclaimed, “You used to play for Bristol City” at this point the bloke (Gary Emmanuel) winced. 

Gary Emmanuel’s brief spell at Bristol City is the stuff of legend. There has recently been a lot of coverage of William Gallas going across from Arsenal to Spurs. The rivalry between Bristol City and Bristol Rovers is nuttily intense and few players cross the divide directly.

Gary Emmanuel signed for Bristol City from Bristol Rovers so he would already have to do better than other players. Also he was (and still is) Welsh and there’s a bit of a thing going on there as well for Bristolians largely exacerbated by a TV transmitter system that gave them eisteddfodd highlights rather than Eurotrash.

At the time Bristol City were reviving under Terry Cooper. Promotion from the fourth in 1983/84 had been followed by a fifth placed finish in the third the following season with goals galore and attractive wing play. City were many peoples favourites for promotion in 1985/86. Terry Cooper decided he just needed an experienced head in midfield to complete the jigsaw… Gary Emmanuel.

With the weight of expectation a good start was needed. A 2-3 home defeat in a feisty encounter at home to Walsall was settled by a last minute penalty given for handball by Gary Emmanuel. He played two other games for the club a 5-1 defeat at Hereford in the League Cup (I said it was a bad start) followed by a 5-0 thumping at Bournemouth the following Saturday.

You can guess who got the blame … Gary Emmanuel was only on a monthly contract. It did not get renewed. Afterwards Terry Cooper expressed his disappointment that Gary had been the butt of the crowd with the memorable quote, “ If I could sign Pele from Bristol Rovers I wouldn’t bother “.

Actually the Bristol anti-Welsh prejudice has been running a while longer. My favourite political quote was from the Foreign Secretary in the post war Labour Government Ernie Bevin (Bristol) who was asked, was his cabinet colleague Aneurin Bevan (Welsh) his own worst enemy. He replied, 

      “Not while I’m alive he isn’t”

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

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Ash United: - Played 11 – W5, D2, L4 – F27, A20 – Points per Game – 1.55 Above Average
We start this week with a team we know well. Recent matches have been difficult with exception of our very last meeting that we won 5-1 at Merland Rise after an “unknown” member of our club fixed an offending floodlight pylon. How appropriate that this goes in to the programme today!

We made our first visit to Youngs Drive in 1980; winning 6-0 there in a Surrey Senior Cup tie on our way to our one and only Surrey Senior Cup win. We also won there in the F.A.Vase with a Barry Stevens hat trick, and 4-2 after extra time in a Surrey Senior Cup tie, best remembered for a goalkeeping performance from Nigel Bennett, after Dave Hyatt got there late!  

Ashford Town: - Played 1 – W1, D0, L0 – F1, A0 – Points per Game – 3.00 Perfect 
We have only met the Ashford (Kent) team once in an F.A.Cup tie at West Street when 384 spectators witnessed a goal from Fitzroy Samoth that put the Blues through to the fourth and final qualifying round of the F.A.Cup for only the second time in their history, although Enfield would end the run in the next round. Ashford used to play Essella Park in the town, but moved out to the rather distant Homelands Stadium, where Nigel Pond and myself witnessed their first ever match there in July of 1989.

Ashford Town (Middx): - Played 13 – W2, D2, L9 – F14, A34

Points per Game – 0.62 Awful

Of course we know the Middlesex Ashford team much better, and have met on thirteen occasions since our first meeting in 1993. This was a strange weekend, as we had to play a League match at Cove on the Saturday, winning 5-2 but had to play the very next day at Short Lane in an F.A.Vase replay, where despite leading at half time, we tired and subsided by three goals to one. It was only a replay because Graham Morris had a penalty saved in extra time of the first match, which finished 1-1.

Since then results have not improved, with only two wins, one at home in the Isthmian League Division One South in October 2002 by three goals to nil, and one away from home when an Andy Nimmo penalty was the difference between the sides in March 2001. The rest is largely forgotten, although I can recall leading 1-0 there in the return Division One South fixture from 2002/03 before Simon Huckle rolled the ball wide of an empty net before the home side got a 1-1 draw! 

Aveley: - Played 37 – W18, D5, L14 – F59, A61 – Points per Game – 1.59 Above Average
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I have a soft spot for Aveley, as this was the very first away ground that I visited with Epsom & Ewell back in November 1981. The ground is of course tidier nowadays, but it is still basically the same as it was back that day when they defeated us 1-0.

In fact home wins were the order of the day back then, with a sequence of eight straight defeats for the visiting team. It would be 1995 before I would see us win there. Of course by that time I was more aware of the history, and we had first met them on 2nd October 1965, drawing 1-1 at Mill Field in an Athenian League Division Two match. 

Since then results have been even, with the Blues of Epsom just having the edge over the Blues of Aveley, although despite our boys having won four more matches, oddly they hold the edge in terms of goal aggregate! Nowadays they reside in Step Three football, a higher level than they have ever reached previously.

Aylesbury United: - Played 8 – W4, D1, L3 – F15, A12 

Points per Game – 1.63 Above Average
Aylesbury are another team we first met following our relegation to the Second Division of the Athenian League in 1965. Back then they played at Turnfurlong Lane, where the teams first met on 20th November of that year, losing 3-1 with Stan Scott scoring for us. 

We played League fixtures for three seasons with Chris Kelly scoring on his debut, a 3-2 win at West Street in August 1967, before they were promoted at the end of that season. We met twice more in 1975/76 when the Blues won 2-0 at home and drew 0-0 at the Lane before we were promoted and we never met again. 

The Ducks have had a lot of troubles since then, having to leave their ground in the early eighties and not getting a replacement, Buckingham Road, for three years, by which time they were a Southern League Premier Division team, and they even spent 1987/88 in the Vauxhall Conference. In 1994/95 they reached the third round of the F.A.Cup, losing to Q.P.R., but trouble was around the corner. The club went into administration shortly afterwards However, the money ran out and so did the lease on the ground, which they had to leave in 1997, and they currently face a similar fate as ourselves, back in Step Five football, namely the Spartan South Midlands League, while ground sharing at Leighton Town’s Bell Close ground.
