	Epsom & Ewell 2-1 Horley Town - Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 22nd March 2011

The Blues finally broke a run of six defeats thanks to a late Alex McGregor winner at Moatside on Tuesday. In terms of personnel, Ben Hayward returned to the midfield at the expense of Matt Smith, while Anthony Panayi was rested, so Alex Rodrigues returned to the back four and Tony Cuff came in instead.

One of the first things people have noticed in recent weeks is the absence of regular keeper Paul Borg who is working, but Aron France who joined us from Cove made it look like he was still here as he produced a save after nine minutes that we described as world class. A good move from the visitors resulted in a deep cross from the right wing, and it was met from not far out with a fine volley. France had to make an adjustment very quickly and kept the shot out. 

And you have to say that it was crucial. Saturday's game had gone pear shaped very early after a bright start, and confidence could have been affected had we conceded, especially as it was really the only time that Horley threatened our goal in the first half. 

For our part, we created little too, although the tempo was good and we generally shaded possession. Our best chance came after 35 minutes when a deep Dale Marvell cross was met at the far post by Ross White, but he was unable to keep his volley on target when I felt he should have done so.

The second half started in exciting style. Attacking the Church end again after a break of one match, Kyle Hough just clipped the ball over the bar after a keeper fumble, and ten minutes after that there was a massive goalmouth scramble which was caused by another fumble and a clumsy challenge by their keeper on Paul West who I thought should have had a penalty, although the Assistant, who was better placed than the referee for this incident, wasn't impressed. In between these two chances Horley had a goal disallowed when it was headed in almost on the line, but from where we were it looked like it might have been going in anyway, so the intervention gave the Assistant an easy decision and we had a let off.  

The game was opening out as both teams began to realise that this match was quite winnable but after 60 minutes the visiting defence were up a little slow and Hough was through on the right. He still had a lot to do but arrowed in on goal and slotted the ball inside the keeper's near post for the opening goal.

But as is often the case this season, nothing is ever clear cut. Just when we should have been taking control, Horley, who had equalised at Camberley with just ten men on the Saturday, pulled us back too when a weak shot from Moore somehow managed to beat France and creep in at the far post after 69 minutes. This could easily be attributable to our midfield as Ramzi Bedj Bedj lost possession and the goal came directly from there.

Clearly of a similar mind, Lyndon took of the tiring but injured White and the ineffective Bedj Bedj and replaced them with Andy Amfo-Brobbey and Alex McGregor. On 79 minutes Hayward met the ball with a looping header and you could see that it had beaten the keeper. However, it bounced back off the bar, and five minutes later another great save from France prevented the visitors taking a late lead after their striker had wriggled past the attentions of two defenders and was through on goal.

It was to cost Horley dearly as in the 87th minute a through ball was not well cleared by a defender. McGregor seized on the loose ball and while giving the impression to all and sundry that he was looking to pass it, he slammed it into a big gap between keeper and post for the winner.

So this time past defeated present, as our excellent historical record against Horley prevailed at the expense of our poor recent form. And it's great to see three points again.

	Raynes Park Vale 1-2 Epsom & Ewell - Combined Counties League 

Saturday 26th March 2011

Epsom & Ewell recorded their second straight win in awkward conditions at Grand Drive this weekend.

On a rather bumpy pitch our boys took to the field in an unusual combination of yellow shirts and shorts with blue socks. Also for some reason Paul West started the game wearing the number 16 shirt.

Apart from this Aron France failed a pre-match fitness test and Neil Harrowing took his place, while Alex McGregor started ahead of the absent Ramzi Bedj Bedj. Finally, Anthony Panayi returned to the eleven after being rested on Tuesday and Dale Hennessey's unavailability enabled us to field a much more balanced back four with Steve Symes restored to his more familiar left back slot and West moving out to the right hand side.

The first half had little to write home about although we made a bright start. During this period Dale Marvell was inches away from a through ball that the keeper was alert to, but from a free kick in the 7th minute Tony Cuff's excellent delivery left the keeper in two minds and it fizzed into the far corner to open the scoring.

McGregor had a long range effort that was less than a yard over the bar, but the home team threatened little in a match dominated by the two midfields.

In the second half though Vale came into the game a little more and an unmarked header from a corner was sent over Harrowing's bar on 57 minutes. We didn't heed the lesson and in the 62nd minute a free kick from wide out on the right was flicked on, and met at the far post with a good volley that gave Harrowing no chance and went in off the far post. I could be critical and say that the marking was non-existent for this but it was really the only time in the match that they had that space.

The goal sparked our bench into action. Matt Smith replaced Ross White, although Smith joined the game in midfield and this left Dale Marvell up front with Kyle Hough. Not long after this Otis Taylor replaced the tiring Cuff and the fresher legs began to take control of the game. 

Ben Hayward put Marvell through in the 74th minute, and he went down the right before cutting inside his man and drilling a low left foot shot towards the goal that beat the keeper's despairing dive. Maybe the keeper should have kept it out as he got a glove to the ball, but it may also have taken a slight hop as it reached him. 

It didn't matter though as we were ahead, and Smith was only denied by an full stretch clearance after a good Hough cross from the left wing, and we finished slightly the stronger of the two teams.

In summary, it wasn't the best game, and although I felt we deserved the win, there was little in the game in the way of goalmouth action, so a point wouldn't have been too wrong, but we appear to be finding a way to win games again. Typically, we now have a twelve day wait before we can build on the momentum we have created.

	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.

To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
14 – Epsom Town 2-2 Kingstonian F.C. - Friendly - Saturday 5th September1925

If you didn’t know the significance of this match, you’d wonder what a friendly was doing this high in the list of Memorable Matches. It was extremely significant though, as this match was the very first home game that the club played at West Street.

Epsom Town had been resident at Horton Hospital Grounds, parts of which are still in existence today although much of the pitch area sits under a new school. The surface was excellent but the ground had one drawback; it wasn’t enclosed.

To play in Senior football they could just about get away with that back then, but it severely restricted their ability to gain revenue from gates which regularly passed a thousand, and for big competitions they would have to play all their matches away. 

Faced with these restrictions the club would be unable to progress and any good players in the area would surely move to more successful clubs, as had happened before World War One. Fortunately there was a benefactor in our midst (see right) by the name of Robert Bradshaw, a former Captain of Epsom Golf Club in 1920 and successful businessman.

Responding to an appeal from Chairman Hugh Bradley, Bradshaw and others at the club located a potential answer to their problems in Ewell Village, where there was a ground that had been in existence for thirty-five years by that time. It had first been used by Ewell F.C. 1n 1890 and following their demise in 1905 the Old Citizens, an old boys team from Westminster School had used it up until hostilities were declared in 1914. On resumption, a local junior club, the reformed Ewell F.C. played there but didn’t own the ground.
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Bradshaw bought the ground for £1,250 and donated £500 of this to the club, giving them twenty-one years to buy the remainder of the ground from him, interest free for the first couple of years. They also paid Ewell F.C. a token sum of £50 to move out, although they probably didn’t have a choice!

Anyway, by 5th September 1925 a grandstand had been built although not much else was there at that point, as nothing had been done to the ground since Ewell had been there some twenty years previously. Banking would be made up at both ends over the next year or two from earth excavated during the construction of local roads The Rise

and The Mount, but on this day Athenian League Kingstonian visited to mark the opening of the next chapter in our history, one that would last 68 years. 

Club President Lt.Col Lord, the Medical SuperIntendant of Horton Hospital, opened the ground, but his speech was curtailed due to the heavy rain on the ground that day. Reg Marlow opened the scoring after just five minutes, but Epsom trailed before a late equaliser from Jack Parr ensured an even finish at 2-2. 

By the end of the season the club would be Surrey Senior League Champions, and they would repeat this in 1927 before winning the higher standard London League at the first attempt in 1928. However, this achievement was tinged with sadness as Bradshaw died aged 54 just four days after the Blues had won the title. A plaque was added to the Main Grandstand that remained at the ground for as long as we did. 

13 – Epsom & Ewell F.C. 1-0 Chipstead 

Southern Combination Cup Semi-Final - Thursday 6th May1993

Equally memorable, although to less people than had witnessed the opening match 68 years previously was our last ever match at West Street, a Semi-Final in the Southern Combination Cup against Chipstead.

The supporters knew we were leaving in 1991/92 so it was a pleasant surprise to hear that we had received a year’s extension until 1993. When the League fixtures came out for that season it looked as though, weather permitting, we would be holding our last ever match against the newly reformed Aldershot Town in front of what would undoubtedly be a large crowd.

I for one hoped that there would be a different outcome. Our last match at West Street would be like a family funeral, and you wouldn’t want 1,500 people yelling Aldershot slogans and songs on “our” day. 
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Luckily we had entered the Southern Combination Cup that season and a 1-0 win over Banstead Athletic earned us a home tie in the Quarter Final against Walton & Hersham, at the time a much bigger club. However, after a goalless first half we drew 2-2 after 90 minutes and won 3-2 in extra time.

The Semi-Final was against Chipstead, a team we had never met competitively although the two clubs had many connections on the playing staff. This was the opportunity. Never mind that it was the Semi-Final of a cup, it was our chance to say goodbye properly, and with eight former Epsom players in Chipstead colours, including the Manager John Sears and his Assistant Paul Duffell.

In front of a minimal crowd we won the tie after Paul Meredith scored the only goal on 66 minutes, but this was another one of those games that was far more memorable for the occasion itself.  

12 – Epsom F.C. 13-1 Reigate Priory 

Amateur Cup First Qualifying Round - Saturday 12th October1935

Unlike the previous two matches, you wouldn’t have thought that this match would be anything special, although having reached the Last 64 of the Amateur Cup in January 1935, the supporters would have expected an easy win this day. They didn’t realise how

easy this win would be!

The game was a total domination and the Surrey Herald called it a “slaughter of the Innocents” as Epsom were 6-0 up by half time, and never took their foot off the pedal, scoring seven in the second half, including two goals for L.Green on his debut, just a week after playing against Epsom for Streatham Town!

Two members of our elite group of six players who have scored over a hundred goals were in the goals this day. Jackie Pullen scored five, while Jimmy Jones got four.
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Reigate Priory’s consolation was scored early in the second half at 6-0, but they were crushed mercilessly and the irony was that this was by some distance Epsom’s worst season in their history to that point, finishing only tenth of thirteen that season. Also, they went out 2-0 in the next round of the Amateur Cup to Redhill. However, this game still represents the club’s record score and as such was extremely memorable.

11 – Grays Athletic 1-2 Epsom Town - London League - Saturday 5th May1928

Epsom Town had been in the London League just nine months after winning the Surrey Senior League in the previous two seasons. However, they were closing in on the London League title and had been top of the table for a large part of the season. 

Just when it looked as though they would be strolling to another title, their fifteen match unbeaten League record ended in a 2-1 defeat at Carshalton Athletic, and the following Saturday Grays Athletic, their only challengers, won 1-0 at West Street to hand the Blues their first home League defeat. All of a sudden the pressure was on, but it was still in Epsom’s hands. All they needed to do was to win at home to Millwall United on the Wednesday and then win their final match on the Saturday. There was only one problem; it was the return match at Grays!

The first part was achieved with a 7-3 win at West Street although Millwall United had held us at 2-2 at the half, but this set up a title decider at the recently demolished Recreation Ground. Grays Athletic only needed a draw and 5,000 were present that day to cheer their team to the title. An even start to the match was followed by an opening goal for the home team, and the travelling support must have wondered if their luck was out when we hit the post with a penalty. 

Luckily though, Fred Watts equalised from a Jack Parr pass just two minutes after the penalty miss and Epsom took the lead after 52 minutes when Watts scored again after Parr had failed to reach a Bronk Challis cross. Grays fought back but Epsom finished the stronger with Reg Marlow missing a good chance towards the end, but it didn’t matter. We had won the League title in our inaugural season, the first team to do so since the League had been formed back in 1896. Despite being runners-up on five further occasions in the thirties we would never regain the Shield. 

10 – Epsom Town 4-1 Wimbledon - Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final 

Saturday 6th April1929

Although the Final against Redhill was a more prestigious match, I have rated this game higher in our list for two reasons. Firstly, Wimbledon were the bigger, better side, and secondly, because we absolutely stuffed the Dons this day!

82 years tomorrow (or yesterday, if you are reading this programme on the Saturday) 5,000 travelled to Kingstonian’s old Richmond Road ground; a venue that Wimbledon knew well. Epsom had never played there before and had lost their two previous matches against their opponents. 

However, Bob Earl scored with a header before half time and although Wimbledon equalised early in the second half, Epsom scored three times in the last ten minutes as they “completely overwhelmed” their opponents and could have scored two more right at the death.

Epsom lost the Final 2-3 to Redhill and would never again defeat Wimbledon, but this was a fantastic result against one of the best teams in the Country. The Wimbledon Boro News reported the result with this caricature.

	83 years ago today Cray Wanderers were our opponents at West Street in a London League match. The Blues were on course for the title in their first season at this level, which they would secure in a few weeks time (see Memorable matches number 11) and this match was a breeze as a hat trick from Reg Marlow had Epsom in total control, leading 4-0 at the break. They had played at Cray just 24 hours earlier on the Good Friday and won there 3-1 so this was a very profitable weekend for our boys.   

55 years ago today Ted Murphy hit a hat trick for Epsom in their 5-0 Corinthian League win over Erith & Belvedere. He would go on to play for Wimbledon in the Amateur Cup Final of 1963.

49 years ago today 1,465 were present at Sandy Lane as the Blues lost 2-0 at Tooting & Mitcham in the Surrey Senior Shield. It was no surprise that they couldn’t score as future International Alex Stepney, born in Mitcham, was in goal!

45 years ago today Epsom set off from London Bridge on a Thursday evening but arrived very late at Herne Bay. They tried to play an 80 minute match but it was still abandoned after 65 minutes, with the Blues being fined £5 5s into the bargain. When they returned later in the season they lost again, this time 3-1!

Chingford had problems with their pitch and had already switched their earlier home fixture to West Street and won 2-0, but not this time as they were dispatched by five clear goals.

59 years ago today Bill Goddard was just getting into his stride with Epsom and he scored three in a friendly win over Leatherhead, then of the Delphian League.

9 years ago today Epsom & Ewell’s promotion push was in full swing, and they scored early against Clapton, but it was a nervy performance and the supporters couldn’t relax until two late goals arrived.

	This Week in History

	80 years ago this week Herbert Pattimore was the man in the spotlight. A former professional with Swansea City and Llanelli, he had come to this neck of the woods to find work in the post-depression thirties, but he was a good footballer, and he found it strangely easy to find work as a result! He scored four goals as Walthamstow Grange were blown away 7-3 at West Street in a London League match.

70 years ago this week Bill Ruffell scored a hat trick as the Irish Guards were defeated 3-1 in a wartime friendly. Bill’s uncle Jim played for West Ham in the famous “White Horse” F.A.Cup Final of 1923, and Bill’s son Ron would play for the club in the fifties, also marrying the daughter of one of the Club Founders Reg Sperring. I shall be meeting with both Liz Sperring and Ron Ruffell in the next few weeks.

30 years ago this week the Blues were fighting for success on two fronts. On the first they would be successful, winning the Surrey Senior Cup a few weeks later, but in the League they were destined to miss out by a place to two incredibly strong sides. Champions Bishops Stortford were good enough this year to win the F.A.Trophy, despite being the equivalent of a Step Four club, while the runners up Billericay Town had been to Wembley three times, winning the F.A.Vase on each occasion.

Epsom & Ewell drew all four League matches with the pair, but other results left them adrift in third with only two going up. This match was our last real chance but we let a two-nil lead slip and the Essex side equalised in the fifth minute of injury time. We would have to wait three eventful years before earning that promotion.

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The club, one of the oldest in the country, and which has now been in existence for 136 years, will receive a well-deserved recognition award from the Surrey FA for 125 years of existence in 2010/11.

Collliers Wood United FC was founded in 1874 and the early years of their existence were spent in the Wimbledon and Sutton leagues before moving on to the Surrey Intermediate League (Southern Division).

During the late sixties and early seventies, the club were members of the Surrey Senior League for a short time, playing in the newly formed division one where they won the league title in 1969/70. The reserves won their division in 1970/71 going undefeated.

Over they years, The Woods have reached a number of Surrey FA Cup Finals. In 1988/89 they lost 1-2 to Bradbank Sports in the Intermediate Cup Final. In 1991/92 they beat Woking & Horsell 4-0 in the final of the same competition. The reserves reached the final of the 1988/89 and 1989/90 Lower Junior Cup but were beaten on both occasions.

The local recreation ground prevented the progress of the club due to the limited facilities and a search for a new ground was launched. Adequate facilities were found at Wibbandune Sports Ground in 1991 and the ground has steadily improved since then.

2001/02 saw the club enter the Surrey County Senior League where they finished a creditable 5th. The following season, they finished as runners up. In 2002/03, the league amalgamated with the Combined Counties League and the club were founder members of the new Division One where they finished as runners up and were promoted to the Premier Division.

They have continued to improve. In 2004/05, they finished 14th of the 24 clubs. The following season, they finished fourth and had a fine FA Vase run, beating Chichester City United, Raynes Park Vale and Greenwich Borough, before losing to VCD Athletic in the 2nd round proper. In 2006/07 they entered the FA Cup for the first time, defeating Chipstead after a replay before succumbing to Worthing 0-3.

After a brief ground share at Croydon FC, the club moved back to Wibbandune where recent ground improvements include the addition of excellent flood-lighting, a new covered terrace and a 102 seat stand have secured their Premier Division status.

Colliers Wood United also has teams in the Suburban League, and the Southern Youth League. The club are sponsored by The Tandem Centre.

	Bookham F.C. – History

	The club was set up in 1905, when it was known as “Great Bookham FC  and also know as Bookham Blues” but it was not until 1921 that the club became affiliated to the Surrey FA. 

Our clubhouse today seems light years away from the Days when players changed in the cowshed and the game could not start until the local farmer had chased the cows off the field that doubled as the pitch.  After the Second World War the club ran three teams and in the 1960’s enjoyed its greatest successes with league and cup doubles in successive years. If you listen to the opinions of some of the older members of the club, they would have you believe that this was Bookham’s best ever side. Funny how time plays tricks on the memory.

The club now runs three Saturday teams and four Sunday teams as well as a thriving vets team for those who refuse to hang up their boots. We also have a very successful colts section with football catered for all ages from seven to seventy at the club.  In recent history Bookham FC have had their most successful season in   terms of the standard played and in their final league positions. We have finished third in the Combined Counties first division in seasons 2003/04 & 2004/05 after finishing fourth in the Surrey Senior League in the two previous seasons. 

Bookham’s 1st team managed by Glyn Mandeville once again finished in third place in the Combined Counties League division 1 in season 2005/06 and achieved promotion to the Premier Division. Season 2006/07 saw Bookham face many new challenges as they moved up into the Combined Counties Premier Division and after a long season finished 18th in what was a steep learning curve in the Premier. 

In Season 2007/08 Bookham reached a milestone in their history entering the FA Cup for the 1st time losing to Lordswood FC from Kent after a replay in the extra preliminary round. Bookham finished 17th in the league scoring more goals and more points than the previous year, the improvements made although not earth shattering are what the club wants steady achievable progression year on year.  

Season 2008/09 under the continued stewardship of manager Glynn Mandeville and his assistant Tony Knight saw the club again make steady progress, with a 15th place finish and bettering all tallies from the previous season. 

The progression was halted last campaign though in what proved to be a testing season for Bookham Football Club.  A crippling injury list as well as losing many key players to local rivals saw Bookham reach March with only two league wins to their name.  Players did return from injury towards the back end of the season and a late rally almost saw the club pull away from trouble but in the end the deficit was too big to overcome, Bookham finishing 2nd bottom in the league and only reprieved with clubs not meeting the ground grading to be able to come up to the Premier.

The close season has seen many changes at the club.  1st team manager Glynn Mandeville and 1st team coach Tony Knight have both left the club to fill roles at Ryman league Merstham.  Last season’s reserve team manager and long serving player Andy Taylor has taken over the 1st team manager role aided by Kevin ‘Bling Bling’ Ward, who having played for the first team has decided to concentrate on management affairs.  The Reserves will now be under the watchful eye of James ‘Titch’ Leitch who having endured an injury ravaged few seasons with problematic knee surgery has decided to also focus on management.

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 Time to go Fabio
12 months ago I was one of the minority who felt that John Terry shouldn’t have been stripped of the England captaincy following his affair with England team mate Wayne Bridge‘s former girlfriend. I totally understood why he lost the role (in order to maintain team morale) but I don‘t feel the punishment fitted the crime. However, although I disagreed with the decision, England Manager Fabio Capello earned my respect as he dealt with the situation quickly and clinically. It was very clear to everyone who was boss.  

However, Fabio’s position of power slipped after the World Cup in South Africa as England’s outstanding qualifying form completely deserted them. For the first time in his reign Capello appeared completely powerless to rectify things, as the wheels began to fall off, and we limped out of the tournament following an embarrassing hammering by Germany.  

One of the main problems I had with the ousting of John Terry was the appointment of Rio Ferdinand as his successor. I feel very strongly about drug cheats in sport. I know that there are cases where players are genuinely unaware that they have taken something illegal, as seems the case with Kolo Toure at Manchester City. But Rio, in my opinion, deliberately missed his drug test. I simply don’t buy his “I forgot argument” and was rightly banned for eight months if memory serves.

Now to be fair I have no problem with Rio resuming his career as he has been punished for his crime. It’s just that I objected to him taking the England Captain’s armband in the way that it happened. Rightly or wrongly John Terry’s issue was a personal one despite the added impact of it involving a work colleague. And let’s not forget that the other contender for the role, Steven Gerrard, had had his own brush with the law. The Liverpool captain beat a charge of affray in a Liverpool nightclub at around the same time as Rio was appointed. As such, in my mind at least, John Terry’s indiscretion was the minor of the three incidents. 

And yet I am certainly not celebrating John Terry’s return as England skipper as this decision is clear evidence that Capello has totally lost the plot. It’s as if he is actually trying to get the sack as England boss! It is that bad a decision in my opinion. To me it shows a man who can’t be bothered anymore by the challenge of being the England manager. How else can you explain such a u-turn? 

I certainly don’t buy Fabio’s argument for restoring Terry that "one year's punishment is enough". I like the rest of us were under the impression that 

Capello’s decision 12 months ago was a permanent one. Rio certainly thought as much. Just last month in the international against Denmark the armband changed hands three times and none of them were John Terry’s. 

OK, fair enough, Fabio had a problem due to Rio only being fit 4 times out of the 13 that he could have led England since Terry was stripped of the Captaincy. In addition, deputy Gerrard has also missed England internationals due to injury during this time. And so supporters of Terry’s reappointment will argue, with some justification, why other England regulars shouldn’t be considered. Now it is true that some players aren’t established enough in the team; don’t have enough experience or possess the appropriate leadership qualities for the role. Or to use Ashley Cole as an example, simply can’t be considered due to issues in their personal life more extreme than John Terry‘s. However, that is a problem that Capello is paid a lot of money to deal with. His solution can’t be described as anything other than a backwards step which severely undermines his authority.  

Fabio has always given the impression that he is a man of principle. However, upon announcing Terry’s return, Fabio has just thrown all his standards out of the window. OK maybe the current England squad have forgiven Terry especially as Wayne Bridge’s international career is over both by choice and let’s face it on merit. However further to Capello’s original decision (and despite my opinion to the contrary a year ago) Terry is now damaged goods as far as the armband is concerned.

Let’s not forget that Fabio removed Terry because of team morale as well as his damaged reputation as a role model. However, the Italian needs to seriously look at his own actions. His treatment of Ferdinand seems shabby at best and shameful at worst. Despite my reservations Rio was the possessor of the armband and it appears that he hasn’t been given the respect he was due when being replaced. I‘m sure team morale will be affected in some way by Capello’s decision although I hope Rio proves man enough to take it on the chin. 

The reason why Fabio looks weak by making this decision is that when he removed Terry as Captain he did so clinically in a meeting lasting less than 15 minutes and just a few days after the story broke. However, on this occasion, the Italian has allowed media speculation to build up, around an issue of his own making, for nearly two weeks. One of the reasons I immediately respected Fabio when he took over from the dithering Steve McLaren was because of his clinical decision-making. 

Now I’m aware that I have made a lot about an issue some people really don’t care about. Well not any more, thanks in large part to Mr Capello. My opinion of the England Manager is now so low that I look forward to the day when Fabio says Arrivederci - whoever the England Captain is at the time.   




	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley and Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

Clapton Orient / Leyton Orient: - Played 2 - W0 D0 L2 - F3 A6 - Points per Game - 0.00

Many people talk about our finest hour being the F.A.Vase Final in 1975, but older supporters used to argue that it was actually 42 years previously when we made our mark in the biggest competition of them all, the F.A.Cup. 

25th November 1933 was the date that Epsom Town travelled to the Lea Bridge Stadium, then home of Clapton Orient as they were then called. It would be another five years before they would move to Brisbane Road, and they were, as now, an established Football League side. 
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A win over Isthmian League Leytonstone at West Street had got the club into this round, but we had already beaten two other Isthmian League sides Woking and Nunhead to reach that stage. I spoke to two people who travelled to East London that day, but neither of them could recall much about the match, only that there were a lot of coaches lined up along West Street. Many travelled that day and the attendance of 9,485 produced receipts of £522.   

On the day Clapton Orient were too strong and led 2-0 at the half but at 3-0 down the Blues fought back and reduced the arrears to 3-2. Just as they were looking to equalise, Orient scored on the break and went through to a Second Round match with Walsall by a 4-2 scoreline. 

After twenty-five years searching, I managed to locate and purchase a programme from the match and it cost me £165, but to be fair it was almost eighty years old!!

In 1992/93 we travelled to play Leyton Orient in the London Challenge Cup, and were defeated 2-1 at Brisbane Road. We also have one other connection with the club in that our Youth Team played there in the F.A, Youth Cup in the late eighties, losing 4-0. Brisbane Road has changed greatly since then under the leadership of Barry Hearn, but one stand remains from the old days, the East stand having been moved from the old Croydon Rovers ground in Mitcham back in the mid-fifties.

Cobham: - Played 19 - W12 D3 L4 - F53 A21 - Points per Game - 2.05 - Very Good
An Epsom team first met Cobham in wartime when Epsom Town met the Cobham Avorians, but our current club first played Cobham in 1949 when they met in the F.A.Cup. Epsom were just adjusting to life in the Corinthian League but still came through this tie fairly comfortably by four goals to two. 

Our next five meetings were all in the Amateur Cup at various times between 1950 and 1970 and we won the lot, the highlight of which was a 7-2 win at West Street in 1950 when Player / Coach Sid Faggetter scored four goals.

The first time Cobham got anything out of us was at Anvil Lane in January 1974 when we shared the Surrey Senior League points with a 3-3 draw. Scoring one of the goals that day for Cobham was an impressive youngster by the name of Trevor Lee, who would join us along with his Cobham team mate Phil Walker the following season. 

We won our other three League matches with them over that season and next, most notably when Tommy Tuite equalled the club individual scoring record with six goals in a 9-0 romp in November 1974.

We didn’t meet again until 1988 when we took the lead in a Surrey Senior Cup tie, but Managed by former Epsom favourite Willie Bennett, they fought back to score twice in the second half. In 1994 we failed to score in 210 minutes of F.A.Vase play, losing 1-0 in a replay to a goal from former and future Blue Steve Smith.

It was then another twelve years before we met again once we had been transferred into the Combined Counties League, and played each other for three seasons before their relegation. They last defeated us on 1st December 2007 by three goals to two, on a day most notable now for being the last game that Alex Rodrigues missed for the club. 

Cobham now sit one division below us, and despite being near to the promotion places they show little signs of actually earning promotion back to our division. Here is a picture of the main stand at Anvil Lane.

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 Referee !!

The Respect FC initiative has just been shared with our club via our website. This has come from the FA and consists of people being willing to join Respect FC with every joinee resulting in £ 1 being ploughed back into the respect campaign. This must be a response to those people who when commenting on the game say the “Respect Campaign” has died a death.

Generally the view that the respect Campaign has died has come from the antics by and large of those at the top level of our game and how those antics set the tone for what goes on. 

For example after Arsenals recent 0-0 with Sunderland Arsene Wegner pronounced himself “ too disgusted to talk about” a couple of refereeing decisions that had gone against him. They were - a marginal offside, which was proved by TV trickery to have been about 2 cm onside on about the 14th replay, and in any case the goalkeeper had stopped trying to save Arshavin’s subsequent shot when he heard the whistle. There was also a push, which made contact with but did not put off the player shooting. On what he saw at the time the officials could well have been credited with getting both decisions right.

It is the oldest fact in football that when individuals are frustrated just after a match at their team not doing something they blame the referee. Arsenal that day had a chance to close the gap on Manchester United who went and lost the next day at Liverpool so the two points dropped could be pivotal in the title race.

In any case even if the two decisions were wrong, Arsenals talented squad still had 88 minutes to force at least one other goal at home to one of the most out of from teams in Mid Table - and they couldn’t do it. I’m sure many of the Arsenal team who missed those chances made more than the two mistakes the officials that day arguably made. 

The pressure for results and the high profile nature of the games make this problem worse. The media wanting interviews with people at the heart of the moment when they are at their most aggrieved. Recently Sir Alex Ferguson has responded to a disrepute charge arising from recent post match interview comments about a referee by simply refusing to give any post match interviews. 

I generally have a view when comparing non-league with league football that non-league in many respects is ethically superior without money pressurising the situation. It’s a view I’m changing a little on the evidence of what I’ve been seeing about the place this season. The surrounding of the referee and getting on at them for the whole game is very definitely a part of the scene now in the Combined Counties League. Such behaviour undoubtedly has its roots in the Premier League and the view of many pundits that some of the worst offenders –

Roy Keane and John Terry are “winners” and set apart from mere mortals.

This was exemplified in the recent game here against Camberley, who were Managed by ex professional Darren Barnard. After both teams disputed a number of earlier decisions their bench was heard to say, “get in the referees ear there’s some cards here today”. Then the Camberley 6 and 2 were at it all game “how many more ref” all game long. 

The game was then played in a narky atmosphere and we got the rough end of the reffing decisions on penalty claims – at least one of the three was stonewall – and then losing to a last minute winner enabled by a handball missed by the officials. I still didn’t want to give them grief as they came off that night because their job had been made so difficult by those they were officiating .I was not the only person in the ground who had not enjoyed that game because of the atmosphere it had been played in, and it’s not the first time this season.

Now I am mellowing in middle age but the issues around the sportsmanship in games was also highlighted in Camberley’s next game against Sandhurst. According to reports on the fansfocus forum a penalty had been awarded to Camberley, scored but the ball had come out of the net again through a hole in the side netting. Sandhurst then claimed the penalty had been missed and appealed to the referee thinking he may not have seen it. 

This points to a basic problem in the debates about technology to help sports decision-making. If anyone thinks they can get away with anything they try it on and there’s a basic dishonesty that kicks in, which to me is more of a problem than any individual decision that may have been got wrong. It comes from the top of sport but it is reaching our level, which is still after all a hobby for all of us. 

This was crystallised for me last Friday in the cricket world cup match between England and Bangladesh. Now I’m no fan of the review system in cricket and this incident summed up why. Tim Bresnan pulled a short ball and was caught on the boundary – out fair and square you might think .No – he remained at the crease while he and his partner considered using the review system to challenge on the grounds that it was an above waist high bouncer. They challenged.

Had he hit the ball a tad higher and it gone for six do you think there’s the faintest chance they’d be wondering about a high wide? The review system stops people respecting the umpire and gives them a chance to use lawyer logic of “if the outcome I didn’t like might not be able to be proved I might get away with it”. It’s a chancers charter.  

For that reason I was imploring the radio for the decision to be given out even though it was an England batsman. Just imagine the shenanigans that will come about when technology comes into football, because you can bet your bottom dollar (that’s quite a long way down at FIFA) people won’t want it restricted to line decisions alone.
