This was a little harsh on the visitors who had done most of the attacking, but Paul Borg hadn't even got his gloves dirty, which was testament to how well our back four played with Alex Rodrigues sat in front of them.

Former Aston Villa striker Stefan Moore had a quiet game and with his one real chance he shot wide after 28 minutes from just inside the box. Our young defender Anthony Panayi marshalled him very well.

However, Moore was involved in the setting up of the St Neots equaliser, as he held the ball up, and laid it back for a team mate whose pass found Webb who scored after 42 minutes with a low drive that Borg got a hand to, and I'm sure he would have stopped had he not seen the ball late.   

At half time, the Blues could consider that they were well in this game, but St Neots scored again after 61 minutes when Tom Jelley attempted to pass the ball out of defence but his pass was charged down, and from this the ball was spread out to the right wing where Hilliard, the best player on the pitch, scored what proved to be the winner.

Three Epsom substitutes came on as we attempted to get back into the game, but we saw little of the ball in the final twenty minutes and there was no denying that the better team won on the day, but in a game of very few real chances, on another occasion we might have been able to hold out for extra time and maybe a replay, as St Neots didn't really hurt us as often as I, and maybe others expected they would.

Surrey Senior Cup Second Round - Thursday 30th December 2010

A feisty evening's entertainment resulted in five goals and seven bookings, but it also brought an early exit to our Surrey Senior Cup run.

On a crisp but relatively warm evening compared to what we have recently encountered, there were a few changes from the last game against St Neots. Anthony Panayi was injured so Ben Hayward slotted in at the back alongside Jamie Reive, while Jay Holden came in for his first start at the expense of the suspended Tony Cuff. Also, Paul West stepped in at right back, moving Tom Jelley into the middle of the park with Joe Paris on the bench.

It was a fairly even start as both teams were probably just happy to be playing for the first time in weeks, but as the half progressed, the Blues began to look slightly more dangerous. A Jelley free kick was just over the bar after 13 minutes, and after 18 minutes Holden should have scored after Dave Stevens had chased down the visiting keeper who was wide out on the edge of his box; his clearance went straight to the former Mole Valley striker, but with a wide open goal to aim at from just inside the corner of the box his effort was wide of the far post.

The lively Holden was through again after 26 minutes, but a poor touch allowed the keeper to smother the ball and we paid for our missed chances two minutes later, as a Beckenham player strolled down his left wing, and evaded a couple of challenges. Then our defence appeared to be caught ball watching, as the low cross was met about eight yards out by the unmarked Conteh who easily beat Paul Borg to open the scoring.

It was to be a good night for Conteh who would register a hat trick in the match, and whilst I thought that I could have scored his first for him, the second two were extremely well taken. The first of these, and Beckenham's second goal occurred after 33 minutes, when there was a bit of a scramble in the box. The ball was half cleared but only to Conteh who lobbed the ball back in and over the crowd of players into the far corner from about 12 yards out.

We needed a spark, and so often it has come from Kyle Hough. This time he received a perfect slide rule diagonal pass from Stevens after 41 minutes and slammed the ball back across the helpless keeper to give us something to cling to as the teams went off at half time.

We were forced into a reorganisation as Hayward had injured himself before the break, so Alex Rodrigues went back to the back four and youngster Josh Gallagher came on for his debut. It was an inauspicious start as his first challenge was late and left the Beckenham defender in quite a bit of discomfort. Minutes passed before the game could continue and Gallagher's booking clearly left him a bit cautious for the remainder of the game.

However, we were back in the match after 55 minutes. A good move down the right produced a pass to Hough, who was about to shoot when the visiting challenge came in. The referee awarded a penalty, which clearly angered the Beckenham players, some of whom were a bit fortunate to stay on the field for their reactions. Hough just waited patiently, ball in hand before scoring his twenty-seventh straight penalty with consummate ease.

Was it a penalty? Behind the goal we normally get a good view, but were obscured by the keeper. The defender definitely got a good contact on the ball as you could see it flying away, but I heard two noises, and it is my view that the player caught Hough before he made contact with the ball. In addition, the referee was well placed to make the decision.

Either way, it proved immaterial as a great turn and shot from Conteh after 59 minutes proved to be the winning goal. Borg produced another fine save moments later from a shot that was arrowing towards the top corner, but an ill-tempered game finished with very little goalmouth incident. A home game against Met Police now awaits Beckenham Town in the next round.

However, there was never any sort of rhythm about this match as both sides struggled to find another teammate. On many occasions we just required a half decent pass to open the Banstead defence but succeeded in picking out the home players time after time.

In terms of goalmouth action Alex McGregor shot over the bar after 17 minutes, while Fowler made a great jump from McGregor's free kick, but his header was just wide of the far post, and also just ahead of Dave Stevens.

Stevens had a frustrating day. He was pushed wide after 34 minutes and shot into the side netting, while Fowler was waiting in a better position, and then early in the second half he was put through by Fowler but his shot was wide.

However, he was not the only one. Kyle Hough had one of his worst games for the club, although both he and Stevens were involved in the goal. Stevens put Hough through, and as he was in the act of shooting, a desperate defensive clearance toe poked the ball past the keeper before he was ready, and the ball just dribbled over the line.

One high point was the return of Ramzi Bedj Bedj, who looked lively in a fifteen minute cameo, and Banstead had a long range effort that was wider than it looked to the excited home bench, but they offered little. Right at the end substitute Joe Paris side footed the best chance of the match wide from eight yards, which summed up the match quite well.

Saturday 15th January 2011

The Blues recorded a fine 2-1 win at Alwyns Lane on a day of milestones and surprises. In terms of personnel Anthony Panayi returned at the back, enabling Alex Rodrigues to move into midfield. This was especially handy, as Tom Jelley was away and Alex McGregor was nursing an injured knee. Also Ramzi Bedj Bedj returned to the starting line up and made his fiftieth appearance at the expense of Matt Fowler who dropped to the bench. Tony Cuff's suspension has ended, but he could only make the bench with Joe Paris restored to the starting line up, and he had quite an eventful day.

As Epsom reverted to a more standard 4-4-2 system this week we caused problems right from the start. A short corner after seven minutes screamed across the face of the goal as Bedj Bedj tried his luck, but a minute later we were ahead. Dave Stevens, found Joe Paris arriving late with a perfect pass. His first touch beat the defender and he volleyed the ball into the far corner with his second. What a way to register your first goal for the club! 

Stevens flicked a header wide after thirteen minutes as the home side, who had lost their last three games, were strangely subdued. After 25 minutes they had a chance down the right but Rodrigues was there to make a late clearance for a corner that proved unproductive.

Paul Borg was forced into a low save after 35 minutes as we began to sit back a little and after 44 minutes the home side were level with a shot from nearly twenty-five yards out that caught everyone by surprise. Borg had almost every inch of the goal covered, but it just crept past him and dribbled in off the post.

We couldn't really complain at being level, although the goal was our first conceded in an away League match since the last minute of the Badshot Lea defeat on 2nd October!

However, we could complain about what happened soon after half time. Borg had made one great low save early on, but from our next attack Ben Hayward was quite clearly bundled over after making a pass to Kyle Hough, who scored from an offside position, but as the whistle went I just assumed we would have a penalty anyway. I was wrong as the referee totally ignored the foul but gave the subsequent offside decision against us.

As the game progressed, you wondered whether it would be our day. Alwyns Lane is not normally a happy hunting ground for us and after 71 minutes the ball flew back off our post with Borg beaten. A double substitution for both sides in the 74th minute enabled Jay Holden and Tony Cuff to join the action in relief of the tiring but excellent Bedj Bedj and Panayi, which meant that Rodrigues then returned to the back four. Moments later Hough was offside from a Cuff free kick that he met but missed the far post by inches.

As it turned out, the miss wouldn't matter as after 86 minutes Holden's persistence got the ball away from the Chertsey defender, and as he was wide, he squared the ball to Paris. He shimmied past one defender and looked odds on to score, but the keeper pulled out a great save with his foot. Luckily for us the loose ball fell kindly to the incoming Holden who slotted the ball into the corner for what proved to be the winner. This was also Jay's first goal for the club.

There was still time for one more surprise. Holden beat three men from out on the corner flag, the third of which clearly brought him down for a penalty, but incredibly despite facing a keeper who was suffering with a bad back, Hough actually failed to score from the spot for the first time since February 16th 2008, as his effort came back off the foot of the post. A major shock, but fortunately one that wouldn't cost us as the game finished a minute or two later.

All in all a great result against a team who clearly had their troubles, but if we had played like we did at Banstead last week we would have been beaten heavily here, so this result deserves a lot of credit. Although the clean sheet record has gone, this is our fifth consecutive away win in the League, which is still quite impressive.




	On This Day   -   25th January

	53 years ago today Epsom F.C. were entertaining Maidenhead United in the Corinthian League Memorial Shield Second Round, but this was no ordinary match. This was a repeat of the previous season’s Final, played at Meadowbank, when Johnny Bangs had been injured early and the Blues were defeated 2-0.

This time it would be different. Epsom were determined to gain revenge and the game was all over by half time with our boys leading 4-0. They added a fifth goal in the second period and Bangs himself scored three of them, aided by Peter Freeman and Dave Hermitage. 

It should be remembered that Maidenhead actually won the League this year, so this win was a very good one, but the run ended in a 5-1 Semi-Final defeat at Yiewsley, who went on to change their name to Hillingdon Borough a few years later.

42 years ago today Epsom and Ewell drew 0-0 at home to Marlow. Not a particularly interesting game to write about, but it was significant for just one thing, as it was the first match watched by long term supporter Chris Henry, who would continue to support the club from that day until his death in 2004, some thirty five years later.

6 years ago today Camberley were the visitors for another Cup match in the old but unmissed Associate Members Trophy, and both teams were destined to miss out to the other two teams in the group, Chertsey and Brook House. However, this 5-2 win gave the Blues hope for a few weeks until that was extinguished by a 1-1 draw with Chertsey. Luke Gay scored his one and only hat trick for the club that day, and Adam Stones and Micky Owen completed the easy win.

	This Week in History

	80 years ago this week we had a grand occasion in the club’s history as Epsom Town made their first ever visit to the fortress that was Champion Hill, home of Dulwich Hamlet. 

This wasn’t the big Champion Hill ground that most people remember in a dilapidated state before it disappeared under a supermarket, as they only moved there in 1932/33. This was the first ground on the site, which I believe backed on to the newer, second ground, but was still capable of holding huge attendances, and 5,000 were present for this Surrey Senior Cup tie (see programme – right).

Anyway, it didn’t matter as the Blues recorded a memorable 3-2 win there (see 100 memorable matches – number 65). It was only close on the scoreline because Epsom conceded a late goal. The papers said "The ease with which Epsom won should have been indicated by a much greater margin. Never have Epsom triumphed over a team of such repute so conclusively. Even Dulwich fans seemed to glory in Epsom's success"! We would never win there again though, despite nine further visits, and five wartime visits too.

We had already beaten Camberley & Yorktown and Egham to get to this stage, but disappointingly slipped up 2-1 at home to Mitcham Wanderers in the Quarter-Finals.

30 years ago this week Epsom & Ewell recorded a 6-0 win at Ash United on their first step towards winning the Surrey Senior Cup for the only time so far. Martin Francis, brother of England star Gerry, scored a hat trick on a rare day when Epsom won heavily, yet Tommy Tuite did not feature on the score sheet!

	Matches against Camberley (part 1 of 2)

	Our match against Camberley Town in September of last year was the seventy-fourth game between the sides, ensuring that our visitors are the team we have played most of all in our history, and passing the 73 set by Carshalton Athletic.

Fortunately for us we have won many more of the matches (34) than Camberley have (20), yet oddly we have scored fifty less goals than we have against Carshalton, despite our win / loss record against them being almost equal.

We first met Camberley & Yorktown, as they were then known, back in the Surrey Senior League on 4th October 1924, winning 4-2 at our home ground back then of the Horton Hospital Sports Field. Amazingly, back in 1989 a formative Epsom & Ewell Supporters F.C. arranged a couple of matches against Camberley Town supporters and our “home” match, a 2-2 draw was played at Horton instead, about thirty yards from where the action had taken place all those years ago. At the time though, we never knew that! 

The match was described as a gentle pleasant game on a nice day and the match started late, as the visitors couldn’t find the ground. The local papers reported, "The players were all gentlemen to each other, and played more as friends than as enemies". This wouldn’t be the case for long.

We met two weeks later at Krooner Park in a Surrey Senior Cup tie that we won 3-1 but slipped up 4-1 in the return League match there in March of 1925. However, 1925/26 would see a change in attitude as we drew 1-1 in a rough game before the return match on 17th April 1926.

The Blues needed the points desperately in their battle to defeat Farnham United Breweries and claim their first ever Surrey Senior League title, and they crushed Camberley 5-0 on their first ever visit to West Street, but the papers were quite clear that this was a nasty game. The masterful Reg Sperring was at one point completely sandwiched and injured his ankle (although he returned and later scored a penalty). Then Collier for the visitors struck Reg Coleman, and H.S.Streeter retaliated for Epsom, with the end result that both were sent off. Reg Marlow scored the other four goals and would eventually tally ten in the eight games he played against them.

In 1926/27 we drew 1-1 at Krooner Park again but also won 3-0 at West Street before Epsom moved up to the London League. We then met twice in 1930/31 for a Surrey Senior Cup tie that went to a replay after a 3-3 draw at Krooner. Had George Mackesy scored his penalty that day a replay wouldn’t have been required but we won it anyway 4-1 at West Street, and we wouldn’t meet again for twenty-three years. 
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Actually that isn’t strictly true as the wartime Epsom Town met Camberley twice during the 1939/40 season in the briefly existing Surrey Combination, drawing over there as usual and winning at home by two goals to nil. The 2-2 draw in Camberley was not played at Krooner Park, as it had been requisitioned for the war effort, so the game took place at Camberley Recreation Ground. These two games are not part of the official club record but I thought it would be wrong to ignore them completely.  
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We met twice in the fifties and both games were at West Street, the first in the Surrey Senior Cup on 3rd January 1953, and the other in the Semi-Final of the Surrey Senior Shield on 26th March 1955. In the first match, Epsom didn’t score for 25 minutes, but when they did, the floodgates opened. Bill Goddard scored five this day including a five minute hat trick, with Camberley scoring an 85th minute consolation in a 9-1 defeat, (prog - left) while in the Shield match (prog – right) they fared better, leading at half time before falling away to a 3-1 defeat, with Bobby Musto scoring twice, added to a rare goal from defender Bill Nuth.

Our next meeting was again at West Street for another Surrey Senior Cup tie, but Camberley were again heavily defeated by six goals to three; this time with Jim Punter scoring a hat trick two weeks before being dropped! (prog – left)

However, the run couldn’t last, and by the time of Camberley’s eighth visit to West Street in 1970 they were finally victorious by a score of 2-1 in the Surrey Senior Cup. (prog – right)
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Of course, the Epsom and Ewell team, and the club itself was in major decline, but following the turnaround in 1973 and trip to Wembley in 1975 we were elected back to the Athenian League, where we played our first League games against each other for 48 years. However, nothing much changed, as we won the home match and drew the away one! 

Promotion at the end of the season meant that our League meetings ended again, but then in 1976/77 we were drawn together in the F.A.Cup. Guess what? Yes, we drew at
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Krooner Park 1-1 before Tony Coombe our current Assistant Manager scored the only goal in extra time of the replay at West Street.

Athenian League re-organisation ensured that Epsom went up from the First Division into the Isthmian League, but Camberley were also accepted, despite finishing twelfth out of fifteen in the Athenian League Second Division at the time. So in 1977/78 the two teams met up for League action again. By the time they met though Epsom were pushing for promotion while Camberley, perhaps unsurprisingly were fourth from bottom at season’s end. 

Both games took place in April 1978 with the first match at West Street on April Fools Day ending 1-1, despite a fifty yard free kick goal from Tony Coombe. Exactly two weeks later, it was the Blues turn to win at Krooner Park since 1924 (one loss, five draws between the wins) with a first half goal from Jeff Hunn. 
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Epsom & Ewell didn’t know it at the time but they already had enough points to be promoted, although this win enabled the Championship to be confirmed before the club’s last match of the season, a 3-1 win at Egham Town. 

In 1978/79 it was Camberley’s turn to gain promotion so as the 1979/80 season commenced, it was with both teams together again at the higher level of the Isthmian League Division One.

I shall go into more detail about our more recent matches from 1979 to the present when Camberley Town return for their League match. In the meantime it may be worth noting that from 1975/76 to the present day, which is 36 seasons, we have been in the same division for 25 of them!

	From behind the goal

	Molesey 3-0 Epsom & Ewell – Combined Counties League

Saturday 22nd January 2011

Both teams came into this game in good form, although we had to make a rearrangement due to a niggling injury to Anthony Panayi, so Alex Rodrigues sat back in defence and Tony Cuff started in the middle of the park. I say "reformed character" because in recent games Cuffy has taken his suspension on the chin and is clearly making an effort not to get in trouble with the referee. He was even apologising to all and sundry including the official during the game! Instead the official chose to wave his card at almost everyone else in our side in a performance that opens the debate again about whether referees should be informed that an assessor is watching, which one was.

But back to the game while it remained a contest - Kyle Hough was just wide after four minutes with a shot after Dave Stevens had cleverly flicked the ball on, and the Blues appeared comfortable until the 17th minute. A deep ball looked to be going out of play and Paul Borg seemed to be going to get it. However, it didn't leave the pitch, and the Molesey winger retrieved it and returned it before Borg could get back. By that time the ball was in the net, having been poked in despite an attempt from Ben Hayward to save it. He failed to do so, yet bizarrely was still booked for trying.

Moments later it could have been two-nil as a goalmouth scramble resulted in Rodrigues blocking a goalbound shot out for a corner that came to nothing. After 21 minutes Steve Symes picked up a really harsh booking, when he and another player both stuck a leg out for the ball and he was just a fraction late. This would come back to haunt us later.

Despite being a goal down I thought we had the better chances. After 29 minutes Ramzi Bedj Bedj crossed low from the right wing, and Hough met his cross well, but the keeper Wester Young made a world class save with his trailing leg, despite going the other way at the time. The ball went loose but was volleyed inches over the bar by Stevens. Three minutes later Young was forced into another save after Bedj Bedj had got down the left wing and beaten his man. The ball was not held though and required a goal line clearance from a defender. After 35 minutes Hough headed a poor defensive clearance over after keeper and the huge Moses Solomon got in each others way.

Unfortunately we then conceded again just before the break. The home side spread the play well and made a number of passes, but when the shot came in, it appeared fairly weak, yet crept past the unsighted Borg at the far post.

Even at 2-0 we had made enough chances to say that a comeback wasn't out of the question, but after 49 minutes Young spread himself really well to stop a point blank strike from Bedj Bedj, within seconds the action was at the other end and Borg tipped one around the post that was headed for the top corner. As a result of this Jamie Reive was booked for disputing the non-appearance of the assistant's flag, and a thigh high challenge on Bedj Bedj earned the Molesey number 2 an appearance in the referee's book.

After 63 minutes Ben Hayward, who had an excellent game, headed goalwards but again the keeper was able to get a fingertip save to concede a corner. Shortly after this Bedj Bedj was booked, but it's not clear why, although I would hazard a guess that he was getting fed up with the fairly rough treatment he was getting.

Each of these bookings was also accompanied by a long lecture to the player, which ate up yet more time, but our chances were ended after 67 minutes when Symes made a poor challenge right in front of the Molesey bench. A clear yellow card, but added to his earlier booking, he had to go.

By this time we had already been forced into a couple of substitutions as Hough had twisted his knee just before half time and Joe Paris had hurt his calf, being replaced by Jay Holden and Tom Jelley respectively, and shortly afterwards Matt Smith came on for Cuff, but the game as a contest was now over and it was all about damage limitation.

Unfortunately we were unable to do that, as after 75 minutes Jay Holden saw a Molesey handball in the area and appealed for it. He appealed a second time, maybe with slightly the wrong language, but instead of accepting that this was a heat of the moment situation, the referee pulled up a promising Molesey counter attack to show Holden a straight red card. Behind the goal, we heard exactly what was said, and believe me, you hear worse on every field, every week.

Yes, once you swear you do leave yourself open to these things, but all Jay did was appeal for a penalty, which at 2-0 might have given us a lifeline. By this time though the official was struggling to control the game. After 81 minutes a body check by Solomon on Bedj Bedj earned a yellow card, even though it was about as cynical as you get, and after 82 minutes a deep cross was headed into Borg's far corner for the third and final goal of the match.

There was still time for more bookings. Paul West went through the back of a defender and the Molesey number 8 also saw yellow but I've no idea why. All of this despite the Molesey 3 hammering the ball up in the air and away after a free kick was awarded against him, but the referee when speaking to him said that he was giving him "the benefit of the doubt". What a pity he didn't think about using those words earlier in the match.

So to conclude, Epsom lost this game because of the home side taking their chances, whilst in return our chances were all saved by the excellent Young, but as with the earlier match between the two sides in October this pair of games will only be remembered by people in ten years as the ones with the awful decisions.

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Ordinarily in my column I endeavour to comment on issues affecting non-league football or the game in general. However, I feel compelled to comment on Newcastle’s shameful treatment of former manager Chris Hughton who was recently fired due to a “lack of managerial experience”. 

In my humble opinion Chris Hughton has brought dignity, stability and dare I say it respectability to Newcastle United. For years most people, including myself, have viewed the Geordies as either a bit of a joke or as a team with delusions of grandeur. However, for whatever reason most of us wanted Newcastle to succeed - well if nothing else we didn’t hate them as much as Manchester United. 

Let’s just remember that it was thanks to Hughton that the “toon army” bounced back into the Premier League at the first attempt, comfortably winning the Championship last season. This term, despite some ups and downs, Newcastle were looking good to remain in the division, sitting in 11th place at the time of Hughton’s sacking. To me promotion and then consolidation doesn’t seem a bad result from an inexperienced manager working with a shoestring budget. So, the decision to ditch arguably the most successful manager in Newcastle’s recent past (he actually won something!) just sums up a club who only seem happy when they are in chaos. 

Granted rumours had been circulating about Hughton for weeks. However Newcastle’s 5-1 roasting of local rivals Sunderland at the end of October seemed to have put pay to the disquiet. And it looked like Newcastle had finally lost its superiority complex when they issued a statement on 27 October insisting: "Chris is our manager and will remain our manager"

However Newcastle fans really shouldn’t have been surprised by Hughton’s departure just over a month later. A decision, which I’m pleased to say, was met with widespread condemnation - most 

significantly from Newcastle supporters who lets be honest are notoriously fickle at the best of times! Newcastle owner Mike Ashley can’t even justify his decision by blaming the fans, as there has been no pressure or unrest from the St James’s park faithful. Instead the “Toon Army” has been loyal and even grateful to Hughton for restoring respect to their club. 

OK so the Magpies have had poor results this season but Newcastle are what they are, a newly promoted team. Newcastle and Hughton were bound to experience bumps along the way. Mind you if I was a Geordie, the wins over Everton and Arsenal plus the hammerings handed out to Villa and Sunderland would have been enough to keep me happy. 

Also, could someone please tell me how else Hughton was going to get the supposed managerial experience Newcastle felt he lacked other than continuing to manage the club who employed him as a rookie manager 18 months ago.  

The only way that the Newcastle hierarchy were going to justify their decision was if they stunned the football world and landed a big name manager. With all due respect, Alan Pardew, despite his EE’s roots, doesn’t have the profile the Newcastle faithful would have wanted. Because Pardew has played for Epsom (in 1981/82 before eventually ending up at Crystal Palace) I normally want him to do well. But further to Newcastle’s treatment of Hughton I hope they get relegated.
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Ed – As Alan advises above, Newcastle have now announced his replacement will be the former Epsom & Ewell player, Alan Pardew. I heard he did some other things in his career with Crystal Palace, Reading, West Ham, Charlton and Southampton too! 	The Groundhoppers Diary

I was reading Richard’s book the other day and the thought occurred to me that History is only history because someone could be bothered to get up and record it. For example, would we now be celebrating Christmas in its current form without the four people who wrote the new testament gospels?
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It’s very easy to take the mickey out of stattos and people who like recording details of things (and this accounts for most of my hobbies and interests) but as so much of our culture depends on a sense of shared history, hats off to those who wrote it down. 

I still find it annoying that a film about heroin addiction was called “Trainspotting” for goodness sake, what is the more harmful pastime. 

Few people are as dedicated to recording their movements and events around them than groundhoppers and it is a little known fact that groundhoppers have been present at most of the major historical events and have recorded their own unique views of the scenes. I have been fortunate to come into possession of one veteran groundhoppers diary and I feel it would be fitting to reproduce it here.   

24th June 1314 

This was one from my days of trying to do all the Scottish Lower division grounds ages ago. I was disappointed to get to Stenhousemuir and find their pre season friendly against Alloa had been put back a week. I was just consulting the paper in a tavern when a local told me of an international between Scotland and England taking place up the road in Bannockburn. I went up there and to be honest facilities were a bit rough and ready and it was difficult to make up any pattern in the play. 

No programme was issued but many years later I caught a DVD of it where the Scotland captain seemed to have a bit of an Australian accent and the Scottish team mooned at their English opponents … I missed that bit originally because I spent a lot of the first half looking for the tea bar. Finally got to Stenhousemuir in 1979 for a Tuesday night league cup-tie v East Fife. 

10th September 1940 

Found me in the East End trying to find the Thursday night game at London APSA. To be honest it’s a difficult journey over there, particularly tonight. I wanted to get the bus but the air raid wardens kept sending me down into Tube stations. Spent the night with my thermos and my grounds guide on the 

westbound platform at Bethnal Green (Central Line) - not where I wanted to be at all! I was trying to find a Friday night game but couldn’t concentrate with everyone singing, “Roll out the Barrel” all night. 

I said to the bloke next to me, could he pipe down a bit as I was trying to work out the possibilities of getting to Wantage and back next Saturday and he said “it’s the sing songs that will get us through this Blitz” … It takes all sorts. 

November 22nd 1963 – Louth Reserves v Mablethorpe Town Reserves –Lincolnshire Premier Cup. 

People always ask you where were you on the day John F Kennedy was shot. So I tell them. This one was a bit of a belter 4-4 draw – I’ve only seen seven 4-4 draws in cup competitions in Lincolnshire. 

Louth had a big curly haired centre forward Roger Hollingbone who scored all four that day - he went on to play for Boston United after a long spell at Skegness - prior to the ill fated ground move - shame about the defence behind him!

Blimey, you could have driven a tractor through the gap between the centre halves, which is exactly what the Mablethorpe number 10 did in the second half.

All in all a very memorable day. I’ve only ever been invited to one dinner party at my sister in laws – still another evening to get a game in.
August 15th – 18th 1969

In the USA trying to track down minor league “soccer” games as they call it. I was in Woodstock, New York and a fellow hopper had heard talk of some sort of Festival going on up in Bethel County. 

To be honest when we got there it was a bit of a wasted journey. Looking at all the mud there, it was never going to be playable. Shame really as it had drawn a big crowd, but none of the usual faces. 

The pre-match entertainment went on a bit long - some bloke called Hendrix played the National Anthem (the Americans do that before every sports event) and to be honest he milked it and his solo lasted eight hours so the game never managed to get started. Some of the younger hoppers there got so bored waiting they took all their clothes off. 

So where were you on famous days in history? I recall a 92nd minute winner when we beat Clapton in a League Cup tie played at Aveley on the evening of “nine-eleven”. Also, the day I was born we beat Ruislip Manor 6-5 at West Street!

Anyone else? Or is that just me and Steve then!

	Camberley Town Club History

	Not a lot is known about the formation of what is now Camberley Town FC. A copy of a Surrey Senior League Handbook of 1939 refers to Camberley & Yorktown being affiliated to the Surrey F.A. in January 1896, so it is possible that the club formed in 1895.

Camberley & Yorktown won their first trophy within two seasons of formation, when in 1897/98 the Club beat Norwood & Selhurst 2-1 in the final of the Surrey Junior Cup. As far as it is known, Camberley & Yorktown initially competed in the Ascot & District League, winning the league title in 1904/05. The Club went on to appear in three Surrey Junior Cup Finals, the first in 1907/08 when Camberley & Yorktown took on Kingston at Woking and were beaten 2-0. In 1908/09 Camberley reached their second final where they lost to Selhurst Park 1-0.  but in 1909/10 saw victory at last over Sutton United 2-1.

1913/14 saw Camberley & Yorktown make their first appearances in the F.A. & F.A. Amateur Cups. On September 13th Camberley & Yorktown played host to Sutton United and won 5-3 in their first F.A. Cup match. The first F.A. Amateur Cup game did not go well when soundly beaten 7-0 by the Royal Army Medical Corps. After the Great War, Camberley & Yorktown concentrated their efforts on the Aldershot Senior League. They started 1919/20 well scoring 26 goals in three pre-season friendlies, which included a 15-0 record victory over Royal Engineers, a record that still stands.

In 1922 the Club became founder members of the Surrey Senior League. They celebrated this by moving into the present ground at Krooner Park. The 1930's saw unequalled success as the side won the Surrey Senior League Championship three times in a row. Between 1930/31 and 1932/33 Camberley & Yorktown narrowly missed out on another piece of silverware when they lost 2-1 to Beddington Corner in the Surrey Senior League Charity Cup Final.

The Club reached their 40th anniversary in 1935/36 and celebrated it by reaching the Surrey Senior Cup Final for the first time where they were beaten 3-1 by Wimbledon. Camberley & Yorktown followed up the following season with another appearance in the Surrey Senior League Charity Cup Final losing 5-0 to Walton on Thames. In 1937/38 they went one further, winning the Surrey Senior League Charity Cup 3-2 over Hersham.

Upon resumption Camberley & Yorktown dropped the Yorktown part of the name and became known as Camberley FC. Krooner Park was not ready for use again by the time the League resumed so the Club started the season at the London Road Recreation Ground. Success was hard to obtain with only a victory in the Surrey Senior Charity Cup in 1952 against Chertsey and a further appearance in the same final three seasons later to show for their efforts in the fifties and sixties.

In 1967 discussions took place between the two senior teams in the town, Camberley Wanderers and Camberley F.C.  The two clubs decided to merge and on 2nd June 1967 became Camberley Town F.C. and joined the Isthmian League in 1977. Promotion was achieved in 1979 along with victory in the Final of the Surrey Senior Cup where Leatherhead were beaten 4-1 after extra time. 

In 1986 the Club enjoyed their best run in the F.A. Vase reaching the Quarter-Finals before losing to eventual winners Halesowen Town. They won the Aldershot Senior Cup in 1996/97 and 1997/98. 1997/98 also saw Camberley reach the 4th Qualifying Round of the F.A. Cup equalling their best performance since the thirties and they missed out on promotion to Ryman Division 2 on the final day of the season after a great run. In 1998/99 Camberley went one better in the F.A. Cup, reaching the 1st Round Proper for the first time where Brentford knocked them out.




	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley and Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

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Brook House: - Played 6 - W1 D1 L4 - F8 A14 - Points per Game - 0.67 - Awful

Brook House are better known these days as A.F.C.Hayes, but while they came up through the Spartan South Midlands League and Ryman League, they used their earlier name, taken from the local pub.

We met them in the Ryman League Division Two in 2004/05 where we were their first ever home opponents, and two second half goals from Lee Purvis and another from Micky Owen ensured a 3-1 win, although we would never defeat them again. We lost our Associate Members Cup Group game 3-1 just six weeks after we had won at Farm Place, and they hammered us 3-0 at Merland Rise in the return League game. The remaining Associate Members Group match between the two was not played as they were through and we were already out.

They missed out on promotion that season, just falling behind Ilford and Enfield, and were also to finish in third place the following season, losing out to Witham Town on goal difference. They defeated us 2-0 in the away League game, and then knocked us out of the Associate Members Cup by three goals to two in February 2006. This was our fourth visit to Farm Place in eighteen months, and our transfer to the Combined Counties League ensured that we would not meet again once we had secured a 2-2 draw in our final League meeting at the end of March 2006. They currently reside in Step Four football, in the Southern (Zamaretto) League Division One South and West.

Brookwood Hospital: - Played 2 - W2 D0 L0 - F7 A3 - Points per Game - 3.00 - Perfect

This team were a works side for a local hospital, situated near to Woking, and plied their trade in the Surrey Senior League for a few occasions.

Both of our meetings were in the F.A.Cup Preliminary Round, and we first met in 1937, winning 3-0 in a game played at Brookwood, after they had appealed to the F.A. to be allowed to keep the game there, despite not being able to take a gate. 

They would get another opportunity to visit West Street later in the season for a Surrey Senior League match against Epsom’s tenants Ewell and Stoneleigh, but would regret the journey as they were crushed 16-1!!

They visited West Street in 1947 for another F.A.Cup tie and the Blues edged that match by four goals to three, but the visitors weren’t around much longer, disappearing from the Surrey Senior League tables after the 1948/49 season.

Burgess Hill: - Played 2 - W0 D0 L2 - F3 A9 - Points per Game - 0.00

Leylands Park has hosted two F.A.Cup matches against the Blues in recent years, once in August 1996 when we were easily defeated 4-1, and in 2008, when we were harshly beaten 5-2, despite reducing the arrears to 3-2 at one point and pushing for another. 

The Hillians possess a neat ground (see below), although this is regularly placed under threat of housing development and is likely to succumb to the builders one day. They currently reside in the top half of the Ryman League Division One South.

Byfleet: - Played 1 - W1 D0 L0 - F6 A1 - Points per Game - 3.00 - Perfect
We have only met Byfleet once, for a Surrey Senior Cup tie in 1948. They were a new side, surprisingly formed in the middle of World War Two (1942), and it was their first season in the Surrey Senior League.

They arrived at West Street with just ten men, and by the time an eleventh had arrived it was half time and we were already 5-0 up, eventually winning 6-1.

As for Byfleet themselves, they only survived three seasons in the Surrey Senior League, finishing bottom in 1950/51 and dropping out. I do not know where they played but would hazard a guess at Kings Head Lane in Byfleet, which later became the home of works team BAC Weybridge.

Callender Athletic: - Played 4 - W2 D2 L0 - F11 A6 - Points per Game - 2.00 - Very Good
We met Callender Athletic four times during two seasons of London League action back in the late twenties before they dropped out. They had been promoted up as Champions of the First Division in 1927, at the same time that we had been elected there after our Surrey Senior League successes. They were a works side based in Belvedere that were connected with cable construction, and their ground lay just beside the Thames at the evocatively named Gun Station.

The first time we met, we conceded within a minute but recovered to win 6-4 at West Street, yet were held goalless in the return match a few weeks later. The following season was similar as we were again held over there, this time 1-1 before winning 4-1 in what would prove to be our final match. Their league record in their two seasons at this level was 12/13 and 11/13 and I’m not sure what happened to them after this, although they were in the Metropolitan League just after the war, still entering the F.A.Cup.

	I was well up for our St Neots Town F.A. Vase tie. Well, I was until I got to the game and everyone told me we were going to get slaughtered. Apparently they had recently put 13 past some hapless foe. Gulp! And to make matters worse former Aston Villa striker Stefan Moore was in their starting line up. Suddenly I wasn’t feeling so optimistic. 

If I was to believe what everyone had being saying then there was no point going behind the goal we were attacking, as all the action would be down Borgy’s end. Anyway I took a risk and positioned myself with the “masses” gathering behind the opposition keeper.

As the game got under way the St Neots siege we feared didn’t actually materialise. Yes, they had most of the possession but thanks to our hardworking defence, and with Rodders sitting in midfield, they couldn’t find a way through. Consequentially they made very few chances. It’s fair to say that we didn’t make many openings ourselves. However, I was really impressed with the way Dave and Kyle upfront were going for every loose ball that came their way and generally making a nuisance of themselves. 
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With all of the lads showing total commitment to the cause I must admit that I felt totally ashamed that I had been fooled by the hype. This was a cup-tie and there were definitely two teams in it. 
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What I enjoyed the most was the way Dave Stevens was putting himself about like an Old school Wimbledon striker. It wasn’t always entirely legal (a cheeky elbow here and there) but brilliant to watch and totally fine in my book. In fact I

positively condone it. Let the centre half know you’re there is what I say. The entire St Neots back four certainly knew after 15 minutes that Stefan Moore wasn’t the only number 9 on show. I’m sure even St Neots fans would agree that Dave was the most effective of the two, in the first half especially, scoring a goal (unlike the aforementioned Mr Moore) and leading the line superbly. 

It was when Dave opened the scoring for us on 20 minutes that us fans behind the goal suddenly really believed that we could win this game. And that’s when the singing started. 
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Now I’m not going to try and defend the quality of our compositions. Although hearing Evan scream out “It’s Epsom” just like Noddy Holder to our Epsom version of Slade’s “I Wish It Could be Christmas Everyday” was absolutely priceless. And I do understand that at this level of footie, chanting isn’t the norm and so is not everyone’s cup of tea. However, our singing efforts during the St Neots match were completely linked to our performance on the pitch. Us fans wanted the players to know that we appreciated theirs efforts and were behind them all the way. Basically it’s the players fault for our dodgy chanting! 

Now I must admit that if we are to launch into a sustained singing session in future we do need to work on both our tunes and our lyrics. Evan especially. Fresh from his Noddy Holder moment he tried to compose a chant to the Doctor Who theme - not good! 
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Unfortunately St Neots eventually equalised just before half time and took the lead 15 minutes into the second half. And despite our efforts they went on to win the game comfortably. However, both the lads on the pitch and those singing behind the goal never gave up right until the final whistle and should be rightly proud of their efforts. Nice one chaps!

	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
40 – Wimbledon 2-0 Epsom F.C. – Amateur Cup First Round
Saturday 12th January 1935 
There were 5,000 spectators present at Plough Lane as we again pulled out a tough draw in the Amateur Cup. Overall, we reached the last 64 on three occasions in our history; in 1930/31 we drew the holders Ilford, while in 1931/32 we had to travel to Ipswich Town, and even after winning that match we then drew the holders again, this time Wycombe Wanderers away, so in 1934/35 it was no surprise to pull out another of the big guns, and the Dons would go on to reach the Final this season.

Epsom lost this game to a goal in each half from Zenthon, and the Dons also had the luxury of putting a penalty wide with the score at 1-0. However, it was described as a poor game by the local papers. More significantly, this was the last time that Epsom would ever reach the First Round stage of the Amateur Cup.

39 – Epsom Town 2-5 Ilford – Amateur Cup First Round
Saturday 13th December 1930
This day supporters witnessed arguably the biggest home tie in the club’s history, when Ilford visited for a First Round Amateur Cup tie. Ilford were the current Amateur Cup holders, and it was a horrible draw for our first ever match in the last sixty-four, but our boys were well up for the match. 

In front of over 3,000 spectators, Reg Marlow put us ahead after just five minutes and we were the better team for the first period. Trevor Jones extended the lead after 49 minutes, but then it all went pear-shaped. Ilford responded quickly to reduce the arrears and then scored two more in a minute to go ahead. 

By now the Blues were a beaten side and two late goals for the more experienced team gave the score line a very unflattering look, when considering the circumstances.
38 – Epsom and Ewell 9-0 Cobham – Surrey Senior League
Saturday 9th November 1974
1974/75 will always be remembered as the season that we went to Wembley Stadium in the F.A.Vase, but it should be remembered that we also won the Surrey Senior League and Cup double. 

Cobham visited West Street with great trepidation. The Blues had won their opening eight League fixtures, including a 4-1 win at Anvil Lane. Former Cobham players Trevor 

Lee and Steve Jones took their places in the Epsom line up and we dominated from start to finish, leading by six goals at half time, and eventually settling for nine. This game was made slightly more memorable still because Tommy Tuite equalled the club scoring record this day with six, while Johnny Eales got two and Dave Ritman got the other one (programme – left).  

This was early in the season still, yet it was already the second time that the Blues had scored nine, having destroyed Nat West Bank in the Surrey Senior Cup, but wedged in between these two big scores was a comfortable 4-0 win over Reigate Priory in the first ever match in the new F.A.Vase competition. That would go quite well as the season progressed.

37 – Epsom Town 10-3 Bostall Heath

London League
Saturday 14th January 1928
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Epsom Town were on their way to the London League title in their first season at that level. Clearly results like this helped significantly with the goal average. Reg Marlow scored six goals this day, setting a new club record that would eventually be equalled by Leslie Marlow (see below), Tommy Tuite (see above) and Andy Boxall. 

Arguably the real hero this day was Fred Watts, who scored three goals himself, but also provided assists for four of Marlow’s goals. A record league attendance witnessed a bizarre match with a first half that ended five minutes early. Once the players were back in the dressing room the referee realised his error and brought the players back out for the final minutes!

At this stage it was only 2-1 to the Blues, and ten goals were scored in the second half on a pitch, the condition of which was described by the local papers as “fearful”!

36 – Epsom Town 10-1 Grays Athletic – London League
Saturday 10th February 1934
Leslie Marlow was no relation to Reg, the club’s legendary striker, although his brother Bernard played alongside him for a season. In 1933/34, Leslie equalled Reg’s achievement of scoring six times in a match as Grays Athletic were completely destroyed 10-1 in a London League match.

The game was a total domination from start to finish, and the Blues were 7-0 up before Grays got their consolation, although at 10-1 the visitors did also miss a penalty. Two regulars Tommy Dunne and Leslie Graves picked up injuries in this match and were unavailable for the return match seven days later that incredibly Epsom then lost 6-3 at the Recreation Ground.

As I went further back, it became obvious that this was rare. In fact, in the previous decade we hadn’t done more than two. I had to go back to 1980/81 before I found four away wins in a row, so I looked to our great season of 1974/75 but no joy there either, although we did win record seven away wins in a row.

It actually transpires that we had NEVER done this before in our entire history, so we have another CLUB RECORD to celebrate. Unfortunately the run ended at Chertsey, but it was good while it lasted, even if we didn’t actually realise it at the time!
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Following on from that, the fact that we still won the game at Chertsey ensured that this was our fifth consecutive away win before our loss at Molesey. We last achieved this back in August – September – October of 2008, concluding with a famous 5-0 win at Wembley.

Another run ended at Chertsey when Kyle missed his penalty but this is covered elsewhere. Still, twenty-seven consecutive penalties is still a fantastic achievement.

Congratulations also go to Ramzi Bedj Bedj, who after having a break and sitting on 48 appearances for a while reached his 50th appearance in the win at Chertsey Town.
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Last but by no means least, our Captain Alex Rodrigues has not missed a game since our 3-2 defeat at Cobham on 1st December 2007. He has not missed a single match since then and has been sitting on the third longest run in club history for a little while now. However, he is really closing in on the second place run, currently held by Tommy Tuite at 166, and assuming he gets over a slight injury that he picked up at Molesey, he will make his 165th tonight. All being well, he should equal the record on Saturday against Sandhurst and pass it at Bookham a week today.
