	Epsom & Ewell 3-2 Croydon - Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 8th February 2011

The Blues recovered from a horrible opening 45 minute spell to score three goals for the first time since Bracknell in November. Tom Jelley came into the starting line up at the expense of the absent Tony Cuff, but the contrast between our great performance at Cove and our shocking first half against Croydon was a real team effort!

We had very little to show for a half that was desperately low on quality, with Matt Fowler's disallowed goal after 16 minutes providing the main highlight. It was a little harsh as Paul West was adjudged to have fouled the keeper, who had fumbled the ball straight to Fowler.

Matt Smith had a good run after 26 minutes but his shot took a deflection that removed the pace out of the ball, and that was all I wrote on my pad. We were too reliant on lumping the long ball forward for the willing but unsupported Fowler to chase, and there was none of our trademark passing on show. 

Croydon were little better in truth, but following a total absence of marking, we watched a corner bounce straight through into the middle of the six yard box, where the Croydon number 2 had an easy job of nodding the ball past Paul Borg to open the scoring.

Alex McGregor was lucky to avoid serious injury as the Croydon number 7 flew in and sent him flying, but the referee gave him the benefit of the doubt; this would prove beneficial for the player as his second half booking would have been more costly.

Just before the second half started I was talking to our substitute keeper Neil Harrowing and we both agreed that our midfield needed to push forward. Within thirty seconds we had done just that. Ramzi Bedj Bedj got away on the right, breaking an offside trap that had been giving us trouble. His low square ball found Ben Hayward, who clipped the ball casually over the committed keeper. There was a slight wait as we watched the ball head towards the crossbar, but it just dropped below the bar and into the net. The cheer was as much of relief as celebration.

Yet just as it appeared that we had turned the corner, we were behind again to another set piece. A free kick from the left wing was acrobatically volleyed past Borg for what in hindsight was a very good goal in the 54th minute. At the time though, behind the goal there was just doom and gloom.

Oddly enough though about a minute later I turned to Steve Davies, standing next to me and said that I had a strange feeling we were going to get a win out of the game. I'll be honest, it didn't look likely at the time, but you sometimes get these feelings.

It was just as well I had said it so promptly, as we were indeed back level after 57 minutes. The ball dropped kindly for Bedj Bedj but he was twenty-five yards out. That made no difference as his stunning left foot volley was going in the moment it left his foot, and it flew into the far corner for the second equaliser.

We were beginning to dictate the play more and more and we nearly had a first goal from Anthony Panayi after 65 minutes, when he appeared at the back post, but his shot, despite being deflected, was just palmed away by the keeper and cleared. Fowler also had an effort from a narrow angle two minutes later but the keeper was well positioned.

It looked like we might score again and so it proved. In the 70th minute we had earned a free kick on the left wing, and as Matt Smith prepared to take it, we were well aware that all the players, excepting the wall, were beyond the penalty spot, leaving a large gap in front of them. Smith's delivery was right into the gap and Bedj Bedj met it with a great glancing header that the keeper got half a glove to, but the ball still went in off the underside of the bar.

The remaining twenty minutes was very even as we seemed happier to sit back a little, but didn't really look like conceding, and at the whistle we were able to mark our first home League win since 7th September with a small smile. However, Croydon were not very good, and it would be wise not to believe that we are a good side again just because we have won two in a row. We still have some way to go on that front. We also have Ramzi Bedj Bedj and Steve Symes suspended for Saturday's home game with Wembley.

	Dorking 3-1 Epsom & Ewell - Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 1st March 2011

The last time I was asked to write a match report was the home league game this season against Guildford, an eventful game that had 3 red cards, countless yellow cards, a penalty and six goals! The game at Meadowbank was less eventful but still had its fair share of action. Epsom’s last visit to this ground was against Bookham exactly one month ago in inclement weather where the teams were taken off for a fog break. Tonight, it was cold but otherwise perfect conditions for football.

Apart from a Dorking free kick which was driven straight into the defensive wall on 2 minutes, the Ee’s were comfortably on top in the early part of the game. A through ball to Matt Fowler was just overhit by Alex McGregor to allow the home keeper to get to the ball first after 8 minutes.

This early dominance culminated in a goal a minute later as Matt Smith was put through down the right by a fine ball from midfield. Smudge’s angled shot was low and hard which the keeper managed to block with his right foot. However, the ball rebounded to Kyle Hough who made no mistake in slotting the ball home into the empty net. A Smith free kick was sent into the box two minutes later which caused Dorking confusion and allowed Kyle Hough an unopposed shot from 8 yards that skewed just wide of the post with the keeper wrong footed.

A minute later a Tony Cuff free kick was curled straight into the keeper’s arms and after 19 minutes a good run by Hough was ended when he was tripped just outside the box, but the resultant free kick again found the waiting arms of the home goalie. Only another three minutes elapsed before yet another Epsom chance when Alex McGregor rifled a short inches wide from just outside the area, and on 24 minutes Matt Fowler crossed to Ben Hayward who had to stretch just a little too far as his volley crossed the goal line just over the bar.

Barring a complete turnaround the Ee’s looked on course to emulate their 5-0 win at this ground the previous season. The Dorking No.9 went into the book for unceremoniously upending Fowler but then the home team had their first chance since the early free kick and they very nearly equalised as the oncoming Paul Borg was chipped but Panayi was on hand to clear the ball off the goal line. In my notebook I upgraded the Dorking attack from “Harmless” to “Mostly Harmless” after this chance but this proved to be a gross miscalculation.

After Cuff had put another free kick just wide of the near post after Matt Fowler was wrestled to the floor Dorking were celebrating an equaliser, though only momentarily as what looked to be a powerful header which beat Borg into the roof of the net was actually a handball and was disallowed by the Referee after being alerted by the raised linesman’s flag. (where was he when we needed him in Mexico in 1986!). The Dorking No.7 then found himself in the referee’s book for a late challenge on new signing Dale Henessey and then just before the break the home side missed an absolute sitter (think Ronnie Rosenthal!) as he sidefooted the ball wide of an empty net after a deep cross had stranded Borgy at the near post.

I was quite uneasy at the start of the second half as it had dawned on me that we could easily have conceded three goals in the first half and this was borne out after 52 minutes when Chandler poked the ball home from close range after a cross into the Epsom box left him completely unmarked. Chandler was booked shortly after because of another late challenge and then captain Alex Rodrigues got the Ee’s off the mark with a clumsy challenge on the Dorking 6. We then found ourselves behind on 69 minutes as the Dorking No.8 found himself relatively unmarked in the Epsom box and managed to scramble the ball in off the foot of the post.

Epsom responded by bringing on new signing Hinga Amara for Tony Cuff and he immediately made an impact as he brought the ball along the byeline, but his pull back across the six-yard area evaded everyone and harmlessly went out for a throw in. Dorking received another booking, this time no 4, before Hinga made another great run down the wing (“Hinga the Winger”?) but his cross was overhit and again eluded everyone. 

Matt Fowler was put through but his shot skewed over the bar as he was fouled from behind as he was in the motion of shooting. His complaints (justified!) to the referee only brought him the reward of a yellow card! Russell Banyard came on for Panayi with 13 minutes left and then a Hinga header was glanced just wide.

Dorking should have made the game safe on 82 minutes as a cross into the Epsom box hung in the air in exactly the same way as bricks don’t only for the unmarked home striker to place his deliberate header wide of an exposed Borg. However, a third goal did come from Dorking in injury time as the ball was slotted past an advancing Borg.

	On This Day   -   5th March

	84 years ago today Epsom Town hammered Weybridge by ten clear goals at West Street. This was the nineteenth straight home League or League Cup win in a row for the Blues, who were far too good for the teams around them. Reg Marlow and Freddie Behn both scored hat tricks. This was even more impressive when you bear in mind that Epsom were missing star players Reg Sperring and Bronk Challis.

73 years ago today there was a massive crowd at Plough Lane, Wimbledon, where at least 6,000 spectators witnessed a master-class. By Epsom. The more illustrious opponents had five Amateur Internationals on show, yet the papers said it was hard to tell which side were fielding the Internationals! We led 2-1 with seven minutes remaining, but had to settle for a draw, and a narrow 3-2 loss in extra time of the replay at Kingstonian’s old Richmond Road ground.

28 years ago today you needed to be at Richmond Road on time as Kingstonian scored the only goal of the game after approximately 30 seconds. The game was filmed by the BBC for excerpts to be used in a play “Stan’s Last Game” and because of advertising issues, the BBC paid for a new kit with the name of our sponsors, Durst, amended to the fictitious Porst! One of these is on show at Bourne Hall Museum.

6 years ago today we inflicted Hertford’s first home defeat of the season with a five goals to two rout at Hertingfordbury Park. It was our first win since November!

	90 years ago this week it was local derby time at the Epsom Recreation Ground, as the Epsom Juniors met their local opponents Epsom Brotherhood but were defeated by two second half goals in a Sutton & District League match. “The Juniors have a fine team and will improve,” said the Epsom Herald. They did!

80 years ago this week Dagenham Town were the visitors to West Street, and goals from Reg Marlow and Herbert Pattimore set us off to a good start after just twenty-five minutes. It was just as well as the Blues suffered injuries to Jones and Mackesy, both of whom finished as passengers, and Epsom held on to win 2-1. This Dagenham team were the main team in the town, but folded around war time, and their successors became the team we see in the Football League today.

70 years ago this week Sutton United visited West Street for a South Eastern Combination match during the darkest days of the war, and although we had a weak team back then, a hat trick from George Brown earned us a point in a 3-3 draw. We were three-one down at half time after having taken an early lead, so it was quite a performance, with long-serving Bobby Gill in Epsom’s colours, and his brother Maurice playing for our local rivals!

20 years ago this week we recorded one of many wins at Larges Lane, home ground of Bracknell Town. Tim Tweedy scored twice in this romp. Was it really that long ago!

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When I agreed back in November to partake in our 16 mile sponsored walk from Epsom to Guildford on March 12th I hadn’t really thought through exactly what I was agreeing to. I now know that there is an awful lot of difference between walking down to the paper shop and walking continuously for over five hours. For our players who must run a good few miles during the course of a game walking 16 miles probably isn’t as daunting a task as it is to someone like me who doesn’t. 

Anyway, having agreed to support the fund raising initiative by trudging to Guildford, I consoled myself with the thought that at least I had plenty of time to prepare. However, “time flies” as the saying goes and 2010 turned into 2011 and I still hadn’t done any training. Gulp! 

And so my New Year’s resolution was to start my walking training. Incredibly despite my track record of breaking every New Year’s resolution I have ever set myself I’ve somehow managed to stick to this one. I started preparing for the big walk by doing a few “one milers” before work. Although this was a good starting point it isn’t really going to stand me in good stead for 16 continuous miles. As such by the end of January my training had moved on to walking either 2 or 3 miles in my lunch break. However, although this again was a good base point for my training it was clear that these little lunchtime strolls wouldn’t be enough to set me up for my 16 mile hike.

The trouble is in order to prepare for walking over an extended period you need to allocate time to doing just that. Time is a precious commodity for all of us, not least a father of two young kids with a demanding job. And so I decided at the beginning of February that the only thing for it was to go out early on a Saturday and Sunday morning and get on with it. As such I devised a few circular routes close to home, worked out the mileage of each by driving them in the car and set my alarm clock for 5.30am on a Saturday morning. 

Now when you watch the “Rocky” films getting up early doors to go training is made to look easy. It isn’t. I suppose this is because I’m not

accompanied by a rousing theme tune played by a brass band as “Rocky” is. Or it might simply be because “Rocky” isn’t real! The reality is that getting up early to train is cold, lonely and boring. And let’s not forget that all I’m doing is walking. If I was running I’d be completely knackered instead of just being a bit tired after I’ve finished my training walks. 

One of the main things that has been keeping me going during my early morning walks has been listening to the radio. I’ve never been one of those people to call in or text a radio presenter but with time on my hands during my walks on February 12th I did just that. I had got up particularly early on this occasion and I was out of the house by 5am. By 6.15 I was nearly 4 miles into my 10 mile training walk when Lynn Parsons on Radio 2 said “don’t be a stranger” and asked for people to contact her with “reasons to be cheerful”. 

And so it came to pass that at 6.48am on 12th February Lynn Parsons read out my text message on Radio 2 and gave a little bit of promotion to MENCAP, the EE’s and our sponsored walk. The text she read out was as follows:

Reasons to be cheerful: I’ve just passed the halfway point on my 10 mile training walk for my 16 mile sponsored walk in March from Epsom to Guildford. Raising money for MENCAP and Epsom and Ewell FC. Alan the Epsom fan.

Hearing Lynn read out my message spurred me on to complete my walk. The Rocky theme tune would have been more inspiring but there you go. However, it was nice to hear the EE’s mentioned on national radio even if it was in the early hours of the morning. 

Anyway just a week now to the big walk so I’ll not only looking forward to making it to the finishing line in one piece but also to getting my Saturday and Sunday morning lie ins back!

(Now that’s dedication for you, I just trained down the pub! – Ed)




	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
29 – Chalfont St Peter 1-0 Epsom and Ewell - Athenian League Cup Final

Saturday 14th May 1977
The season of 1976/77 was a strange one during our successful march up the divisions under the stewardship of Pat O’Connell. We had just earned two promotions in the two previous seasons, and this season we had briefly topped the Athenian League Division One table. However, injuries and a loss of form had led to the Blues dropping off the pace, with the only saving grace being the League Cup. 

We kicked off our run in the February with a 2-0 win at Denbigh Road, home of Hounslow, we followed that up with a single goal win over Molesey at Walton Road, before we were drawn away again to Uxbridge in the Quarter-Final. Extra time failed to separate the sides, who finished at 2-2 but eight days later the Blues won the replay at West Street 3-0.
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In the Semi-Final we had travelled to the Division Two high flyers Farnborough Town. They had not lost in 86 home matches but we triumphed 2-0 and everything looked good as we were only playing Second Division Chalfont St Peter in the Final. However, there was no special place for the Final and home advantage for it was to be determined by the toss of a coin, which we lost!

So Epsom trooped over to The Playing Fields, where they produced a low-key performance in keeping with the paltry attendance, about a quarter of what we would have achieved at West Street, and were undone by an 85th minute goal. 

28 – Walton on Thames 2-0 Epsom F.C. - London League Cup Final

Saturday 22nd April 1939
This was a little odd. Firstly, this was the 1937/38 London League competition, which had been badly held up, mostly by our match with Tilbury that required two replays, and eventually it mostly took place this season instead with no new competition in 1938/39. Secondly, it was another instance where the final was held at the home ground of the opposition, in this case one we know well in Stompond Lane, and of course the venue that would be used when Walton eventually merged with Hersham in 1945. 
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This time the weather was also poor, and the attendance is unknown, but it was described as a lifeless, end of season game, memorable only for its status as a Cup Final as the Blues were undone 2-0. They missed their star keeper David Wesley as he was working in Paris, but the replacement keeper Welch did nothing wrong. We should have been two up in the first five minutes but goals after 40 and 55 were enough to finish off our challenge and the cup went to Walton.

27 – Maidenhead United 2-0 Epsom F.C. 

Corinthian League Memorial Shield Final - Saturday 27th April 1957
This match co-insided with a terribly disappointing end to the season. 1956/57 promised to be the most successful post war season in our history at the time. With ten days of the season remaining the Blues had just gone top of the League with a 2-1 win at Edgware, a game which had the 53rd goal of the season for Johnny Bangs, although at the time it was wrongly reported as his 55th, which would have broken Bill Goddard’s postwar record had it happened. 

In the four matches that remained, this was the first. Epsom had reached the Cup Final with a 3-1 win at home to Worthing in the first round and a 5-2 win at Slough Town after they had drawn 1-1 at West Street. 

The Semi-Final had been an easy 1-0 win at Chesham United, but this day Bangs picked up an injury early in the game that required stitches following the game. As a result he was little more than a passenger in the match played at Dorking’s Meadowbank ground, and as with the Walton match above, we conceded a goal in each half.

Worse was to follow as we lost our last three matches in the League and had to settle for fourth place in the League behind Yiewsley, Grays Athletic and Maidenhead!

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What do Arthur Scargill and Dean Holdsworth have in common? 

Well it isn’t their hairstyles! And to my knowledge Mr Scargill didn’t have an affair with a page 3 girl. The answer is in fact is that they are or have been leaders of a trade union. 

Now, I’m sure you all know who Arthur Scargill is, having brought the nation to a standstill during the 1984 miners strike. Dean Holdsworth might be slightly less familiar, unless of course you supported Wimbledon in the mid 1990’s. 
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Deano was a much travelled centre forward who played for 16 league and non-league clubs, making over 800 appearances and scoring 275 goals, most of them for Wimbledon, Bolton and Brentford. He has now gone into management and is the current Manager of Aldershot Town, having recently left Conference National side Newport County after guiding them to the Blue Square South league championship in 2009/10.
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It was at the end of Holdsworth’s playing career whilst representing the

like of Havant & Waterlooville, Weymouth, Heybridge Swifts and Cambridge United that he had the idea of creating an organisation dedicated to representing the right of non-league players. And so the Non-League Footballers Association was born. 

"I hit upon the concept when I moved into non-League after spending three years as chairman of the Professional Footballers' Association*” explains Holdsworth. "The queue of players at my door who needed help with both football and non-football issues made me realise how many lads out there need help to sustain their careers. 

Using the PFA as our model, I spent a year setting it up and selecting partners to provide those benefits and creating a players' directory on our website. Managers and players can use the directory to see who's available, both from within the non - League ranks and among players who may be coming on to the market now after being released by League clubs”.

Now I don’t want you to think that my column has been taken over by a journalist from the Socialist Worker, what with me also coming out in support of the Scottish Refs recently. I’ve always viewed footballers as over paid prima donnas.  However, reading about Holdsworth’s Non-League Footballers Association has made me realise that there are very few Wayne Rooney’s out there earning the big bucks. In reality there are thousands of footballers scratching a living in the lower leagues and semi professional footie especially. 

Many of these players thought they were going to be like Rooney and live the high life but instead are earning modest incomings. OK so they are making money doing something they love. However it must be remembered that they are doing so in a profession whose retirement age is under 40. At the end of their playing days these players will have to find alternative sources of income which can’t be easy. 

Personally by setting up his union I think Deano has done more for non-league players than Arthur Scargill ever achieved for the coal miners back in the 1980’s. Well played Mr Holdsworth.

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“The Salts” 

The voices on the terraces have spoken! (well, at least the ones behind the goal!), it seems that the nickname of “The Ee’s” has given way to “The Salts”.

“Come on you Salts!” was the rallying cry last Tuesday night when we twice came from behind to beat a hard working Croydon side.

I am sure that “The Salts” is now here to stay so I thought that I would investigate further! “The Salts” refers to the chemical compound MgS04-7H2O, otherwise known as Magnesium Sulphate. It was in Epsom that it was first distilled from the spring water and so it bears the name of “Epsom” salts.

Carshalton F.C.: - Played 3 - W3 D0 L0 - F12 A2 - Points per Game - 3.00 - Perfect

Very much Carshalton Athletic’s insignificant neighbour, the Beddington Park based outfit have actually been around longer. In fact if it wasn’t for the issues surrounding Amateur and Professional football at the time maybe this team would have remained the Senior of the teams. However, they chose to remain Amateur after the “Split” in 1907, and joined the newly formed A.F.A.

We have met three times in the Surrey Senior Cup. The first time we met was on 24th September 1960, and as was the case for all three matches, we were drawn away but switched the game to our home venue. In 1960 we triumphed easily 7-1, while in 1965 it was much closer, finishing 2-1. By 1995 we had departed West Street, so instead they came to Merland Rise where a second half hat trick from Steve Smith got us through 3-0.

They continue to ply their trade in the Southern Amateur League to this day.

Casuals: - Played 1 - W1 D0 L0 - F3 A1 - Points per Game - 3.00 - Perfect

Casuals Reserves: - Played 1 - W1 D0 L0 - F1 A0 - Points per Game - 3.00 - Perfect

I have linked these two for obvious reasons. Casuals were a very famous non-league side who would go on to merge with Corinthians in 1939 to form the Corinthian Casuals we still know today. To recount their history would take too long; it is large and illustrious. 

Suffice to say that our very first home win at West Street was 1-0 against Casuals on 17th October 1925. It was reported at the time as a Casuals first team, but I have been able to work out with help from Rob Cavallini the Corinthian Casuals historian that it was a Reserve side that played, as their first team had an Isthmian League match that day.

However, on 16th February 1929 we did meet their first team in the Surrey Senior Cup Quarter-Final, and despite trailing at half time, won comprehensively by three goals to one on our way to our first ever appearance in the Final that year.

Catford Wanderers: - Played 1 – W1 D0 L0 – F3 A1 - Points per Game - 3.00 - Perfect

I must confess to knowing little about Catford Wanderers who visited West Street for a friendly match just after World War Two on 20th October 1945. Wikipedia tells me that they were formed in 1922 and are still in existence at Beckenham Hill Road; another of these Southern Amateur League clubs that trundle along quietly in the background.

On the day of their visit Epsom defeated them by three goals to one with goals from R.C.Buller, Jimmy Jones and Tommy Rochester.

CB Hounslow United: - Played 1 – W0 D0 L1 – F1 A2 - Points per Game - 0.00

Our visit to the Osterley Sports Club in September 2006 resulted in arguably the worst result in our history. It was the first time we had ever lost to a club from the Step 6 tier of football, and it was their first season, having been promoted from Step Seven that season. They defeated us 2-1 with two “Sunday League” goals after we had looked just about good value for our Dale Marvell inspired lead early in the second half.

Four seasons later they remain one Division below us but we have not met since. Probably just as well!

Chalfont St Peter: - Played 12 - W7 D1 L4 - F23 A16 - Points per Game - 1.83 - Good

The first meeting between these clubs is covered elsewhere this week in the memorable matches segment, but it is fair to say that it was a very sad day for the supporters as we crashed 1-0 in the Athenian League Cup Final.

We next met in the Southern Combination Cup Semi-Final in April 1983 where I recall arriving late, but just in time to witness Steve Hill’s winning goal in a 1-0 revenge win.

We finally met in League action in 1987/88. The Blues had just suffered two relegations but were favoured to bounce back under Ricky Kidd. However, Chalfont were also looking at promotion that year, and despite an early Epsom lead through Jimmy Richardson at West Street, they recovered to win easily 4-1. We managed a fine 2-0 win over there, but by that time their season had been tainted by the death of their keeper in an accident on the pitch, and they eventually scraped the Championship title instead of winning it in style as it looked as though they might at one point.

We didn’t meet again until the flood ravaged season of 2000/01, by which time they were a very poor outfit. They were bottom of the table this year, but we still had to scrape a late 2-1 win at The Playing Fields, only to hand them their only away points of the season at Merland Rise by the same score in a May game that was Epsom’s third in three days.
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The following season they started brighter, but after we bashed them 5-1 at Merland Rise they fell away badly and our 4-0 win over there in April completed an emphatic double and virtually sealed our own promotion. However, it wasn’t long before we were back at that level again and we won two and drew one of the four League matches during our two seasons in the ill-advised sixteen team Isthmian League Division Two.

When we left for the Combined Counties, they left for the Spartan South Midlands League where they have had much success, also reaching the Semi-Final of the F.A.Vase in 2008/09. Currently top of their Division, it may be that they are about to return to Step Four football again shortly.

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Give the man a chance 

Firstly, I would like to apologise to anyone offended by the sexist assumption in this title. I would only defend myself by saying this article is about the profession of football Manager and all the individuals I am writing about are men, so I am using the term “the man” about them. 

That was a term I read in a QPR programme when I went there about 10 years ago, back when Ian Holloway took over from Gerry Francis. ‘Ollie, as we must now all call him, took over with QPR second bottom in March. The programme contained a final article of apologia from Gerry Francis in which he bemoaned the poor luck that had lead to him leaving. During this article he referred to himself throughout as “the man”. It was a hilarious if slightly scary article from which I quote almost verbatim….. 

….. “People will ask how did the man get himself into this job again. They begged the man to come back … and the man came back… the man had no money … the man had a horrendous injury list… three broken legs in one season ... What more could the man do”.

Beautifully written, nuttily atmospheric, it could be from the Old Testament or a Johnny Cash song but it did make me think at the time and subsequently about the nature of football management and what we as fans expect of “the men”.

The BBC is shortly to take down its 606 message board as part of the cuts. On it every day someone somewhere is calling for a Managers head even if their club is on some particularly horrendous run of one consecutive defeat. Reactions in the professional game are ridiculously short term as witnessed by people already branding Torres a flop at Chelsea after one game. It’s the money that causes the pressure really and it will be interesting to see how people react if he goes 7 or 8 games without a goal with a £ 50 million price tag around his shoulder – both interesting and funny. 

The short termedness is shown by the frequency of the managerial changes. With Roberto di Matteo’s sacking at West Brom 28 of the 92 league clubs have now changed manger mid season – and some have come perilously close as West Ham have shown. 

Out of these 28, nine each have come in the middle of the pyramid in the Championship and League 1. These seem to be really pressurised leagues and the higher sack rate seems to result from boards getting nervy at the closeness of the leagues and the greater possibility of going down. Now of course the near 30% managerial changes figure is a little inflated because of people who’ve left their posts to take up another job having been successful as in the case of Eddie Howe going from Bournemouth to Burnley. 

How does the Combined Counties League Premier Division compare to the managerial carnage above us? Very well is the answer. As far as I’m aware only one Manager has changed, with Jon Underwood leaving Sandhurst to take over at Step 4 Godalming Town. He was succeeded by his Assistant and as they showed a fortnight ago here with a good performance it has not had any disruptive effect. 

This is an example of what is almost a mantra at this level of football that no-one wants to stand in the way of anyone who has the chance to better themselves at a higher level. Often times the managers or players concerned leave with the good wishes of the club they’ve just left.

In this way the pyramid is helpful in that going up a step clearly counts as self improvement. If people move for money to someone at the same level it is seen as a sideways move and is not always popular with the club that has just been left- particularly if the destination club is Chertsey. 

In a sideways move it is how the move is made that sometimes affects the atmosphere around a move. Again it is the vast sums of money at top level that sour the atmosphere with a healthy overlay of how the clubs view themselves and each other. Because of this few Liverpool fans were saying,      “good luck to the lad if he wants to better himself” re: Fernando Torres because in their heart of hearts they don’t believe he is going to a bigger club. It’s the old aristocracy versus the nouveau riches for Liverpool fans.

Generally relations between clubs at this level are better. Some of that is because so much of the effort going into keeping our clubs going is voluntary and we are all in the same boat. Struggling to meet bills and attract people into games when it’s easier to sit in front of the telly.

At all clubs there are heroes putting in hours and hours to the cause each week. Todays opponents have one in player/manager/captain/groundsman Ian Bates approaching 800 appearances for the same club. Considering our record appearance maker has 658 and Graham Morris was here for donkey’s years it is a truly remarkable achievement.

	Camberley Town Club History

	Not a lot is known about the formation of what is now Camberley Town FC. A copy of a Surrey Senior League Handbook of 1939 refers to Camberley & Yorktown being affiliated to the Surrey F.A. in January 1896, so it is possible that the club formed in 1895.

Camberley & Yorktown won their first trophy within two seasons of formation, when in 1897/98 the Club beat Norwood & Selhurst 2-1 in the final of the Surrey Junior Cup. As far as it is known, Camberley & Yorktown initially competed in the Ascot & District League, winning the league title in 1904/05. The Club went on to appear in three Surrey Junior Cup Finals, the first in 1907/08 when Camberley & Yorktown took on Kingston at Woking and were beaten 2-0. In 1908/09 Camberley reached their second final where they lost to Selhurst Park 1-0.  but in 1909/10 saw victory at last over Sutton United 2-1.

1913/14 saw Camberley & Yorktown make their first appearances in the F.A. & F.A. Amateur Cups. On September 13th Camberley & Yorktown played host to Sutton United and won 5-3 in their first F.A. Cup match. The first F.A. Amateur Cup game did not go well when soundly beaten 7-0 by the Royal Army Medical Corps. After the Great War, Camberley & Yorktown concentrated their efforts on the Aldershot Senior League. They started 1919/20 well scoring 26 goals in three pre-season friendlies, which included a 15-0 record victory over Royal Engineers, a record that still stands.

In 1922 the Club became founder members of the Surrey Senior League. They celebrated this by moving into the present ground at Krooner Park. The 1930's saw unequalled success as the side won the Surrey Senior League Championship three times in a row. Between 1930/31 and 1932/33 Camberley & Yorktown narrowly missed out on another piece of silverware when they lost 2-1 to Beddington Corner in the Surrey Senior League Charity Cup Final.

The Club reached their 40th anniversary in 1935/36 and celebrated it by reaching the Surrey Senior Cup Final for the first time where they were beaten 3-1 by Wimbledon. Camberley & Yorktown followed up the following season with another appearance in the Surrey Senior League Charity Cup Final losing 5-0 to Walton on Thames. In 1937/38 they went one further, winning the Surrey Senior League Charity Cup 3-2 over Hersham.

Upon resumption Camberley & Yorktown dropped the Yorktown part of the name and became known as Camberley FC. Krooner Park was not ready for use again by the time the League resumed so the Club started the season at the London Road Recreation Ground. Success was hard to obtain with only a victory in the Surrey Senior Charity Cup in 1952 against Chertsey and a further appearance in the same final three seasons later to show for their efforts in the fifties and sixties.

In 1967 discussions took place between the two senior teams in the town, Camberley Wanderers and Camberley F.C.  The two clubs decided to merge and on 2nd June 1967 became Camberley Town F.C. and joined the Isthmian League in 1977. Promotion was achieved in 1979 along with victory in the Final of the Surrey Senior Cup where Leatherhead were beaten 4-1 after extra time. 

In 1986 the Club enjoyed their best run in the F.A. Vase reaching the Quarter-Finals before losing to eventual winners Halesowen Town. They won the Aldershot Senior Cup in 1996/97 and 1997/98. 1997/98 also saw Camberley reach the 4th Qualifying Round of the F.A. Cup equalling their best performance since the thirties and they missed out on promotion to Ryman Division 2 on the final day of the season after a great run. In 1998/99 Camberley went one better in the F.A. Cup, reaching the 1st Round Proper for the first time where Brentford knocked them out.
