	Epsom & Ewell 2-3 Wembley - Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 12th April 2011

Epsom & Ewell were well beaten last night 3-2 by a hard working Wembley team at Moatside. Don’t be fooled by the score line though; Epsom were handed a lesson by a keen Wembley team, full of players who knew they were playing for their place in the League Cup Final. 

Anthony Panayi returned to the line up, while Paul West had completed his two-game suspension and also returned at right back. This pushed Matt Smith further forward in place of the injured Ramzi Bedj Bedj, while Ross White was struggling with injury and missed out.

The match may have finished 3-2 but it could have been much worse as our defence was given a thorough examination and looked vulnerable at many times throughout the evening. We had a let off after ten minutes when Neil Harrowing fumbled a fairly routine take and the visiting striker was just unable to keep the ball in play with Harrowing grounded.

However, in the 16th minute we were behind anyway. A deep right wing cross caused trouble and McComb had got ahead of his marker and powered in a good header from close range. Harrowing made a superb block but the loose ball bounced straight back to the striker who rolled it into the unguarded net. After 25 minutes we had a close shave when we struggled to clear a goalmouth scramble, but within a minute we were further behind as another high ball gave Harrowing trouble, and as he, Panayi and the visiting Sheldon all jumped for the ball, it bounced off one of them and into the net, with the striker understandably claiming the goal.

We received a fortunate way back into the match in the 33rd minute. A good through ball had found Anthony “Freddie” Myers down the left hand channel, but he had very little support. Just as he seemed to be running out of options, he had a go instead, and drilled the ball at the goal from an angle. The keeper was well positioned until the ball hit some uneven ground on the edge of the six-yard box and took a big hop over his shoulder and into the net.  

For a few minutes we looked threatening but after 39 minutes the game looked up. Steve Symes fell over in his own box as the ball went past him, and from where we were we could see little. However, the referee awarded a penalty for handball, and there were few complaints from our players, which tells me that he got the decision right. Fortunately for us the Wembley number 9 blazed the penalty over the bar and we were still in the game. Just!

The second half continued in similar vein with the visiting forwards causing us further trouble and although Dale Marvell was just wide from an angle after 52 minutes Wembley finally extended their lead after 63 minutes. I know this sounds odd from seventy yards away, but I thought that Sheldon seemed to be a distance ahead of some of our players as the ball was sent through to him. He controlled it, cut inside and let fly with a rasping drive that cannoned down off the bar and up into the roof of the net. It was a fine strike, but whether he was originally offside or whether something else happened, this triggered a furious response from our players. Symes was cautioned for dissent as was Tony Cuff, while moments later Alex McGregor also picked up a yellow card. Our fourth card came in the 68th minute for a foul from Cuff, but having already been booked, he received his second red card of the season. 

A flurry of substitutions followed. Symes and McGregor were replaced as Lyndon tried to take the heat out of the situation, and with exception of a fine goal line clearance from Alex Rodrigues, we seemed to then take the upper hand in the game. A more energised Blues team finished the stronger, and after good work from Kyle Hough had earned a free kick out on the left wing in the 84th minute, Matt Smith curled the ball straight onto the head of Paul West who scored from close range. And we so nearly made it 3-3. Hough got away on the right and his shot from the edge of the six-yard box was well-blocked by their keeper and cleared away, but in fairness a draw would have been ever so harsh on Wembley who earned only their second win of the season away from Vale Farm, a surprising statistic based on their performance at Moatside.

	Horley Town 0-2 Epsom & Ewell - Combined Counties League 

Saturday 16th April 2011

The Blues have now met Horley Town on seventeen occasions, and have an incredible record of fifteen wins and two draws in that time! The fifteenth win in that sequence occurred on Saturday at Horley's New Defence ground.

Missing Steve Symes but boosted by the return of Ben Hayward from his three game suspension, the only other change saw Russell Banyard relegate Tony Cuff to the bench, although following early injury to Paul West, Cuff was on soon after anyway.

Maybe aware of our record Epsom started forcefully. Alex McGregor shot just over the bar in the third minute from twenty yards, while Kyle Hough and Dale Marvell forced good saves before the clock had reached the five-minute mark.  

McGregor had a great chance after good work down the right channel and a cut back from Marvell, but he miscued badly from ten yards, only making minimal contact and Horley showed the first signs of a threat after 27 minutes, when Neil Harrowing was forced into a good save. It was back up the other end after 31 minutes and Anthony Panayi was up to meet a Tony Cuff free kick, but his powerful header was expertly tipped over by the keeper, who told us after the game that he was actually an outfield player!

We had two further scares either side of half time. Almost on the whistle, the ball reached the far post where an unmarked home player headed straight at Harrowing, and after 51 minutes when an Epsom player was quite clearly fouled, but the referee allowed play to continue, and with the home player clean through Harrowing made a great block. However, the ball ran to another Horley player, but fortunately he was unable to keep his shot down with an open goal at his mercy.

It was their last chance. We got back on top and didn't really let up, although we were beginning to worry that we hadn't broken through as the clock ticked towards the hour. Finally in the 61st minute we went ahead. Hough put Marvell through on goal, but a defender was there first to clear the ball. However, his clearance hit Marvell and rebounded wide towards the edge of the six-yard box. Marvell beat the keeper to the loose ball and laid it up for Matt Smith to strike a rising drive into the far top corner.

Five minutes later it was all over as a contest. Anthony Myers was beginning to cause trouble on the left wing, and was the victim of minimal shirt pulling in the area. We see it every week, but this time the referee gave the spot kick. In the 67th minute Hough stepped up to start a new consecutive run of penalties after his last one at Chertsey in January had hit the post, and he stroked it in for his ninth penalty success of the season, equalling his own club record.

As Horley began to tire, Hough had a great run in on goal from about thirty yards out but the keeper palmed his shot wide, and minutes later Marvell did the same down the left flank but his shot was weaker. Substitute Andy Amfo-Brobbey came on for Marvell and was put through with a superb pass from Smith, leading to one great strike that flew over the keeper and back off the bar, but overall this was our best display in weeks, against a team who must be thoroughly sick of the sight of us!

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
6 – Epsom F.C. 2-0 Maidenhead United @ Wembley F.C. 

Corinthian League Memorial Shield Final - Saturday 30th April1960

Epsom F.C. had a fair bit of success in the fifties, and in 1959 the club sold the ground to their new President John Martin. He was a wealthy tax exile who lived much of his time in the Isle of Man, but was also keen on his football, at least to start with. Martin regularly attended games in his green Rolls Royce waving white five pound notes around (yes they used to be white in those days!)

He also quite clearly started to put money into the playing squad. How else could you explain additions to the squad like Ken MacDonald a Scottish Amateur International who worked at Heathrow but said he came to Epsom because it was local to his work. This would have been just about passable if he hadn’t joined us from Hounslow!!
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Many others joined like Peter Wood the new Club Captain who had played for Banstead and Kingstonian, and then in January legendary scoring machine Norman Dearlove became a Blue, as did Steve Dunwoody who joined from Sutton United.

Unfortunately by this time Epsom had lost five of their opening seven League matches which meant that they would only be able to finish in fourth place by season’s end, but the team was well established by March 1960 when they travelled to Park View, the former home of Erith & Belvedere before arson claimed their ground in the early nineties. The Blues conceded first after just eleven minutes, and they finished with just seven fit players but goals from Dearlove, MacDonald and Bill Hawkins all before half time were enough to win the game 3-1.

The second round gave Epsom an opportunity at closure as they drew Leatherhead at

home in round two. One of the players there, Johnny Blizzard had come to Epsom earlier in the season but left after throwing what would be best described as a hissy fit when asked to play on the left wing. Over a thousand were at West Street to watch the Tanners get tanned by four clear goals, all in the second half, two from Wood and two from Dearlove. 

This put us through to the Semi-Finals where we were again given a home tie against Letchworth, who had defeated us not many weeks before. However, this time they were never in it as they were crushed 5-0 although Ken MacDonald was ruled out for the rest of the season after suffering a slipped disc.

But we were through to the Final, and it was a real chance of revenge for our club too. Three years previously we had reached the Final of the same competition, only to lose out to Maidenhead United at Dorking’s Meadowbank ground. This time it was Epsom’s day. Three coaches of supporters converged on Vale Farm, home of Wembley F.C. and two goals in the second half from Dunwoody, given special dispensation to break his National Service, won the Shield for Epsom.

5 – Woking 0-5 Epsom Town – Surrey Charity Shield Final 

Saturday 22nd April1933
I have referred before to the 1932/33 Epsom team being arguably the greatest we have ever produced. This might sound like sacrilege compared to the great sides we had in the late twenties, the mid-seventies and early eighties, but the majority of this team would go on to reach the First Round of the F.A.Cup the following November, and

would have undoubtedly won the London League had it not been for the superb four time League Champions Park Royal, who I should mention, Epsom did the double over this year. Unfortunately, Park Royal only lost one other game all season. 

The Blues would finish the season with a club record ten competitive wins in a row, of which this was the sixth. To reach this stage of the competition that was open only to the best clubs in Surrey who would receive an invite, we had eased past Carshalton Athletic by two goals to nil, and in the Semi-Final we won 3-2 at Gander Green Lane, with a goal from A.T.Rance and two from Leslie Marlow. This was the fourth time this season that we beat the higher division Sutton United, and we wouldn’t win at their ground again until that wonderful evening in 2008.

In the Final we had to meet Isthmian League side Woking, and we warmed up for this match by defeating Dagenham 5-0, Tooting & Mitcham 4-0 and 3-0, Hendon 7-0 and Finchley 4-1. 2,045 witnessed just Woking’s second home defeat of the season, but what a defeat as Epsom destroyed their full strength opponents, leading by two goals at half time and running away with it by five clear goals. Jimmy Jones scored twice and Leslie Graves, Tommy Dunne and J.Gillespie all found the net too. 

What a great time it must have been to be a supporter!

Our boys had defied the odds to reach the Semi-Final where they met Stamford, a Semi-Professional side from Lincolnshire. 1,604 spectators packed the West Street ground, which was our biggest attendance since the fifties, and this just two years after we had nearly folded.

We had defeated the favourites for the competition, Addlestone in the Quarter Final, but they were only favourites after we had knocked the previous favourites Hornchurch out in the previous round. Stamford were now the new favourites, but would have undoubtedly been concerned about their visit to Ewell. 

However, the United Counties League side shocked most of the crowd by taking the lead after 22 minutes, when a rebound was headed in after the ball originally came back off the bar. 
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Undaunted, and despite going up the hill in the second half the Blues continued to push, and as the visitors tired Trevor Lee equalised after 53 minutes when he headed in an Alan Webb free kick, and Phil Walker volleyed the winner after 78 minutes (see above) to give our boys a slender lead to take to Lincolnshire for the second leg; a match we would draw 0-0 and earn the right to play at Wembley.

25 years ago today we were on the edge of relegation, and our 3-3 draw with Worthing only pushed us nearer. We had recently won our first away game of the season 3-2 at Worthing, and needed the points, but my overriding memory of this game was a shot from Martin Gillings that had the keeper beaten but just wouldn’t come down in time and it pinged away off the bar.

	90 years ago this week Epsom Juniors recorded their last win of the season when they defeated Old Suttonians by a goal to nil. The Secretary of the defeated side obviously saw something he liked and within a year he was heavily involved in our fortunes. His name was Hugh Bradley, and after founding the Sutton & District League, which still runs today, he would also become our Chairman and guided the club through its extremely successful formative years. 

30 years ago this week Epsom won the Cup! For the first, and only time in our history so far, Woking were defeated 2-1 at Tooting & Mitcham’s much-missed Sandy Lane ground to claim the Surrey Senior Cup. Tommy Tuite put the Blues ahead after 27 minutes and Micky Stratford increased the lead after 64 minutes. Woking pulled a consolation back towards the end, but were never really in it.

Unfortunately Woking lost the battle but benefited anyway. They finished bottom of the Isthmian Premier while we finished third, one place outside the promotion places. Then Enfield and Dagenham left the Premier to play in the Alliance Premier League, leaving two more spots in the top flight, but the league members elected to keep Boreham Wood and Woking instead of promoting us!

	Chessington & Hook United History

	Formed as Chessington F.C. in 1921,the club entered the Kingston & District League and within two years were the Division 4 Champions.  Further honours proved elusive as they rose through the divisions until 1961 when they won the Premier Division.

By 1968, the club had moved to the Premier Division of the Middlesex League, which was their first taste of intermediate football.  They finished that first season as Runners-up and were consequently admitted to the Surrey County Senior League – a major milestone in the club’s history.  Even more significantly, they became Division 1 Champions in the 1970-71 season.

Despite the successes of the late 70’s, the club’s fortunes declined alarmingly in the early 80’s.  Relegation to the Surrey Premier League was quickly followed by further demotion to the Surrey Combination.  Bankruptcy was a real possibility.

The introduction of a new management team, led by Chairman Graham Ellis, saw a rebirth of the club and a return to former glory, now to be known as Chessington & Hook United F.C.  By 1994, they were back in the Surrey Premier League and two years later, they made a welcome return to senior football in the Courage Combined Counties League.

Chessington played through to the League Cup Final in their first season versus Ash United at Woking, only to lose 5-0. They finished third in the premier division season 2004/05 and 05/06 season made the 4th round of the F.A. Vase only to be beaten 2-1 by semi-finalists, Cammell Laird at Chalky Lane in front of some 500 supporters.

Extensive work was carried out during the close season of 2006/07 to bring the ground up to level five standards, and they now possess a fantastic stand for 200 spectators and also erected a covered area behind one goal. For a while Chessington languished in the bottom half of the division, but a run of 15 games unbeaten helped them to finish a very respectable 10th.

2007/08 season saw them use a huge number of players playing some good attacking football, but the weather caught them napping, & with only one match in eight weeks, they finally finished the season once again in mid table.

Another difficult season in 2008/09, after starting brightly with a new influx of players, the club finally escaped relegation on the final day of the season, winning 2-1 at Bookham.

Since then it has been more comfortable and the team started well before fixture backlogs led to them tiring in both last season and this. 




	Captain Reliable!

For those who like stats, our Captain, Alex Rodrigues is on a bit of a run. This run I’m sure had a bearing on his selection as our Player of the Decade
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Alex made his debut on 5th April 2007, a 1-0 home win over Bedfont Green and played in the last eight matches of the season. In 2007/08 he assumed the number 4 shirt and played in the first twenty games of the season before missing six games through injury. The last of these games, a 3-2 defeat at Cobham on 1st December 2007 was the last match that he missed, having been ever present since. This run of 181 matches is the current best at the club, beating even supporters or Committee, none of whom have a longer current run of attendance.    

But where does he stand in our history? Well, I don’t quite have all of the team line-ups for every single match we have played. However, I have been able to work out the following:

In our history, we have had a player “ever-present” for the season on 33 separate occasions. In addition, there were eight other times where a player was almost certainly ever-present, but I am missing a line up here or there. I will list all 41 instances at the foot of this item.

Just six of those players have achieved this feat more than once, and only three have done it in consecutive seasons, of which Alex is now one. Since January when he passed Tommy Tuite’s mark of 166 consecutive games, only one person remains above him in club history. 

At the top of that list is Dick “Tug” Wilson, who joined us in 1932 from Mitcham Wanderers with a reputation for not missing a game in the previous two seasons. He added to this run and did not miss a game for Epsom from his debut in the August of that year, playing exactly five full seasons, before missing the opening game of the 1937/38 season, a

club record run of 214 games. Alex could reach this next season.

Of the other three “multi-year” players, Alan Webb did this in 1974/75 and 1976/77, while Ray Purvis did it in 1986/87 and 1993/94, while our club’s appearance record holder Graham Morris compiled three ever-present seasons in 1994/95, 1997/98, and 2002/03. If Alex completes this season, he will become the third person to play in three consecutive full seasons after Tuite and Wilson. Congratulations Alex, although I was concerned when you got an early booking on Saturday!

I have often referred to our poor record over there, but we won three of our first four matches, and it would have been all four had we not lost 4-3 after being 3-0 up on 3rd April 1993. This day was also notable for the Grand National being abandoned, and it looked as though our players had also stayed in the dressing room to watch!

In fact as I look back, I find we have won five and drawn four of our twelve games, so it isn’t so bad after all, while Cove have also won three times at our place, once at each of our three latest home venues, West Street, Merland Rise and Moatside.

Cowes Sports: - Played 3 - W0 D1 L2 - F3 A7 - Points per Game - 0.33 - Horrible!
We first met Cowes Sports in 1997 when we travelled to the Isle of Wight for a First Round F.A.Vase tie, and were frankly conned by a referee who had no interest in our protection whatsoever, and as we responded to this, we were the ones who ended up with nine players as we crashed 5-2.
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Two seasons later we had a chance of revenge when we drew them again, this time in the Second Round and at Merland Rise, but on a Sunday afternoon we were only able to draw 1-1 after extra time and had to venture back to the island two days later when we were defeated by a solitary second half goal.

Nowadays the team from West wood Park ply their trade as a mid-table Step Six outfit in the Wessex League Division One, alongside other teams that we have played like Horndean and Petersfield. At least they get two interesting matches a season against their local rivals East Cowes Vics.

Cranleigh: - Played 1 - W1 D0 L0 - F4 A0 - Points per Game - 3.00 - Perfect
We have only met Cranleigh once when we were paired together in a Surrey Senior Cup tie at the evocatively named Snoxhall Playing Fields. The team were about to drop out of Senior football and were at the foot of the Combined Counties League. Even Epsom couldn’t slip up here and we cruised through with two goals in each half, earning a trip to Woking in the next round, which ended messily!  

Cranleigh are now a solid Intermediate side with a decent Youth team. The first team play in the Surrey Intermediate League (Western) Division One, which is effectively Step Eight of the pyramid. It will be a long hard slog back to their former level. 

Crawley / Crawley Town: - Played 4 - W3 D1 L0 - F14 A4 

Points per Game - 2.50 - Fantastic
They may be about to enter the Football League, but their record against us is awful! We first met for a couple of friendlies in the 1945/46 season, winning 5-3 at home and drawing 1-1. In 1946/47 they visited us again but were hammered 6-0 with Gordon Brogdale scoring in all three of these matches, getting eight goals in total.

We then met one more time at Town Mead, by which time the club had changed their name to Crawley Town. Despite them having John Leedham in their side, a former professional with Millwall who had played for Epsom & Ewell in the early sixties, two first half goals from Tommy Tuite, one from the spot, were enough to secure progress in this F.A.Trophy tie. I’m not sure we’d have the same success right now though! 

Cray Wanderers: - Played 15 - W11 D1 L3 - F53 A24 - Points per Game - 2.27 - Fantastic
Cray Wanderers are a very old club having been formed way back in 1860, actually making them the second oldest football club in the World after Sheffield F.C. (1857). Some people will recall our 2004 F.A.Cup 4-0 defeat in a match played at Bromley due to Cray’s moving there in 1997 because their ground wasn’t good enough at the time for Step Four football. They still haven’t returned but it has done them little harm as they currently sit at Step Three in the Ryman Premier League. In fact, in three years time they will equal and I imagine eventually pass our record for the longest continual ground share in English football, which of course stands at seventeen seasons. They are looking for a new ground, but we all know how difficult that can be.

Prior to this defeat we had an excellent record against the Kent side, and our other fourteen matches were as members of the London League. We first played twice in two days over the Easter weekend of 1928, winning 3-1 and 6-0 on our way to the title that season, and although we lost twice on our travels to Kent our home record was perfect with an impressive seven wins out of seven, all by large margins and providing an aggregate of 36 goals scored and just 6 conceded!

	The Candidate 

As I often write about what’s happening in my life I thought I’d devote my last proper column of the year to something else that I’m doing at the moment, which I’m finding quite an interesting challenge. I’m standing in the local elections for the Council on May 5th. 
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Now I’m going to have to do this in a deliberately coy manner as I’m sure there are rules about political bias in non-league football programmes, and I don’t want to spoil the usual high quality of this programme with partisan political propaganda about myself. If you want to know you’ll just have to look on the Epsom and Ewell Council website, the local papers or election results, or if you are lucky enough to live in Stamford Ward you’ll probably get a leaflet from me. (subject to the delivery challenge I shall mention later).  

The challenge is then to write this article in a neutral way that gives away neither the party I’m standing for or the identity of any of the opponents I mention. I think it’s worth doing, as the story of how I ended up doing this and what’s happening now that I am doing this are quite interesting.  

I have always been interested in politics and come from a family who have always been interested in politics with three generations including myself of party membership. I did Government and Politics at A Level and during my teenage years and early twenties I was involved in local politics just as a supporter and campaigner. In that spell I had often been asked to stand for the Council and I never wanted to as I didn’t actually want to be a Councillor. 

In those days I had a contradictory position as I believed my party should stand in all wards yet I did not want to do it myself. Time passed; I moved onto being a student and work and I grew to feel that no political party encapsulated my views even the party I’d grown up with - so I stopped being even a passive member. It’s not that I wasn’t still interested in politics – I have plenty of opinions, as those who stand near me at football will know. 

During this lapsed spell of 17 -18 years I was still able to use my knowledge and interest of politics. My job with Mencap occasionally involves me in campaigning work on behalf of individual’s or groups. Most notably the issue five years ago when Geoff’s home was threatened with closure. The “Save the Parade Campaign” involved me and one of the other carers from the home chasing Social Services Officials from one Council meeting to another answering our awkward questions … eventually the place was kept open. 

For these kinds of issues when they crop up it has been advantageous to be seen as politically neutral when you are trying to influence people of different parties about something, and it is a consideration I have had to wrestle with before embarking on my current course.

So why am I doing it? Part of the answer is “blame Nick Griffin”. I wrote at the time of last year’s election of hearing the BNP leader on the radio talking about standing in Barking. I got so annoyed about what he said that day that I challenged myself about how I would feel if he did get in and I had done nothing about it. So that day I rejoined the party of my youth and got my backside up to Barking and did a mornings canvassing. 

Move forward a year and the party have written out to all members saying they need as many candidates as possible in all areas. The appeal was on the basis of democracy and that people should be given a range of opinions and choices to vote on. It’s exactly what I used to argue in the past when I didn’t put my money where my mouth was. Another challenge...

The events of this Spring in the Arab world and elsewhere prove that democracy is the greatest idea in the world and there is a real hunger for it - to the point of people getting shot for it! In contrast in this country we do not appear to value the democracy we have with low turnouts, particularly in local government elections. There is also the scandal of lots of uncontested seats in Councils across the Country – that can’t be right. So I put my name forward to be a candidate.

From that moment on I have become a bit like a footballer in that I gained an agent, who is someone who organises the parties campaigns across the borough. The first task was to collect 10 nominations from within the ward, without which I would not be able to stand. I did that two weeks ago and that was an interesting exercise as I had to go to some people I’d never met before and ask them to sign my forms.  Two evenings of interesting conversations later the forms were duly completed and sent in. 

Some people agree to stand and act just as a paper candidate so their name can be on the ballot paper and that’s it for their efforts. I had a good long discussion with Helen my wife about the risks and possible consequences of what I’m doing – i.e. there’s a small percentage chance I’ll end up on the council in addition to all my other commitments and we agreed that if that came about we’d deal with it. So I wanted to do a bit more than that.  

When putting your name forward you don’t actually know until nominations close who you will be up against. When they did, it became clear that one of the three opposing parties had messed up their nomination papers and would not be fielding candidates in the ward I’m standing in. 

The agent is then keen to get leaflets out and get on the doorstep to canvass and meet voters. I now have 2,500 leaflets to find volunteers to get delivered around the ward or do it myself. If I can find enough people to get the leaflets out, I can spend more time talking to voters. 

First problem is – I don’t like the leaflet he’s written me. “My agent made me say it” is such a “Rooney” of an excuse, so there was a wrangle where I asked for a quote allegedly by me attacking one of my opponents in a way I wouldn’t do to be removed. It got to the point of being removed just before printing. Although getting it all done will be a challenge I think it’s one I will enjoy … I’ll tell you how many or few votes I get next season. 



	36 years ago today!

	Where were you on the 19th April 1975?

No, I can’t remember either; I was only eight, and some of you probably weren’t even born at all, but there are some who will recall travelling with a couple of thousand other local football supporters to Wembley Stadium for the inaugural F.A.Vase Final where Epsom & Ewell were to meet Hoddesdon Town.

The Blues had defeated Reigate Priory 4-0 and Horley Town 2-0 in a match moved to Molesey’s Walton Lane ground after the game at Horley had been waterlogged on the two previous Saturdays.

In the Third Round we were drawn at Athenian League Worthing. It should be remembered at this point that we had only recently been turfed out of the Athenian League, and whilst you could understand their decision at the time, there is nothing like a grievance to get players motivated. 

Worthing were destroyed 4-1 at Woodside Road, and Manager Pat O’Connell, who scored one of the goals that day, made his ambitious if prophetic quote, "I think I'd better pop up to the twin towers tomorrow and have a look at the Wembley pitch". We were only through to the last 32 at the time!  

The winter of 1974/75 was not a good one for football. Our next match was supposed to be played at the Saffrons, home of Eastbourne Town, but the weather played its part. The game was postponed on 18the January and again the following week. As a result the match was switched to a Monday evening at Princes Park, home of Eastbourne United, who had floodlights, but a goal in each half from Trevor Lee and Tommy Tuite got us through to the fifth round.

Because of the postponements, our next opponents Hornchurch visited West Street just five days later, but it was Phil Walker this time that scored the goal (pictured right) to put us through, against our third straight Athenian League opponents. It must also be remembered that Hornchurch were two divisions above us, as Worthing had been.
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In the Quarter-Finals we faced a difficult proposition in Addlestone. The newly-crowned favourites for the Vase (following the exit of Hornchurch) had already beaten us once that season, back in the January, when they actually led 4-0 in a Surrey Senior Cup tie, although we had given them a real fright by pulling it back to 4-3 and pushing at the final whistle. Is it better to play a team that you know in such circumstances?

This time the answer was yes, as Tommy Tuite and Trevor Wales ensured another win and another clean sheet as we really started to make our presence felt. In the two-legged Semi-Final we would finally have to travel a reasonable distance, although Stamford would have to visit West Street first.

So on March 22nd 1975 the biggest crowd for twenty years came to watch at West Street to see whether the Blues could make it to Wembley Stadium for the Final. The players themselves had a pre-match lunch at the White Horse pub in Epsom and were well prepared for the threat posed by their Semi-Professional neighbours.

Not well enough it seemed by half time, as the visitors were a goal up, and although away goals didn’t count double, it was still a significant advantage. However, in the second half, the Blues really got going and equalised through Trevor Lee after 53 minutes. With time ticking down the Blues needed an advantage to take to Lincolnshire and twelve minutes from time Phil Walker volleyed a spectacular goal to give as a 2-1 advantage from a game with few chances.

The return leg was a very similar affair. A cagey performance from both sides inevitably had some narrow squeaks for the travelling supporters to endure, but we held on to draw 0-0, winning the tie on aggregate. The Blues were going to Wembley! 

As we all know it didn’t quite go to plan on the big day, as we trailed by two goals at half time after a lack-lustre first half display. The second half was a vast improvement, but with only Trevor Wales’ 82nd minute goal (pictured right) to show for it we were unable to force extra time or a replay that would have been held at Orient’s Brisbane Road ground.
