Details are enclosed for both, and if you aren’t interested in being one of the walkers, please sponsor one of those who are making the journey by foot. I for one couldn’t walk for nearly a week after the last club walk to Chertsey in 2004, and this is a mile further. I’m a bit concerned to say the least!

This is the first of three straight matches at Moatside with Wembley visiting on Saturday and Chessington & Hook coming here a week today.

	Epsom & Ewell 1-2 Sandhurst Town - Combined Counties League 

Saturday 29th January 2011

Despite taking a 10th minute lead, the Blues were unable to hold on and two second half goals gave Sandhurst a deserved win at Moatside.

After being isolated up front on Tuesday, we went with a second main striker as Jay Holden was joined by Dave Stevens. As a result Kyle Hough dropped into a more orthodox midfield role alongside Ramzi Bedj Bedj, who was played in the centre of the park. Tony Cuff returned to the starting line up on the right hand side, and he replaced Ben Hayward, who started on the bench. Finally Anthony Panayi was still struggling with an injury, so Tom Jelley played at right back with Paul West moved inside.

It has to be said though, the changes, whilst necessary, didn't really work out. The visitors made plenty of inroads, and Paul Borg was forced into plenty of saves in the first twenty minutes. Fortunately, by this time we had gone ahead against the run of play, when Stevens controlled a cross field ball well before drilling the ball low and under the oncoming keeper in the tenth minute.

Holden had a good chance minutes later nut failed to connect with a Cuff cross, although the pattern of play meant that our attacks were rare in number; Jamie Reive being called upon to make a couple of timely interceptions. On 35 minutes the Sandhurst team thought they had scored but the Assistant's flag was up for offside very quickly, and as the teams went in for half time, we were still clinging to our one goal lead.

Regrettably that changed just four minutes into the second half, when for the second time in four days we were undone by a Route One goal. Reive was maybe too deep, but he did reach the ball first, although in stretching to reach it, he was unable to clear it, and the visiting player was able to run on to the loose ball and roll it past Borg for the equaliser.

At 1-1 the game became a bit more even for a while. Holden fired over with a shot after good work by Stevens on 55 minutes, although a clumsy challenge from Holden earned him a booking after 61, with Ramzi Bedj Bedj joining him two minutes later. We were struggling to find any space, and our front two were too far apart from each other, while Sandhurst still seemed more likely to score, and the inevitable happened in the 77th minute when a good left wing cross was headed home by the unmarked Mepham from close range.

On 82 minutes, a tired looking challenge from Bedj Bedj earned him a somewhat harsh red card, and Epsom's third defeat in seven days was confirmed a few minutes later by the referee's full time whistle.

	Bookham 1-1 Epsom & Ewell - Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 1st February 2011

The Blues secured a late point from the spot in a dull yet memorable game at Meadowbank, although we were a little under strength against Bookham, missing Ramzi Bedj Bedj, Jay Holden and Kyle Hough. In came Russell Banyard for his first start, while Ben Hayward, Alex McGregor, and Anthony Panayi all returned to the starting eleven.

To start with the Blues just held the edge in terms of possession. Steve Symes had a shot from 20 yards that was into the side netting after 9 minutes, but we produced little else and Bookham got away after 20 minutes, following a blind pass from Paul West but the shot took a heavy deflection and came through to Paul Borg at a slow pace.

Borg had to be alert moments later as the home side started to believe, and a deep cross was met at the back post with a volley that he turned wide for a corner, but we didn't heed the warning and after 23 minutes Bookham were ahead with a close range finish, after a pass made by another unmarked player. Ten minutes before half time Dave Stevens received a good pass from McGregor, but his shot was blocked away and it was a very flat first half from our point of view.

There was an improvement in the second half and Tom Jelley missed with a half chance before McGregor missed a good opportunity with a left foot volley that he didn't really connect with. As the game continued, the first half mist became a second half fog and behind the goal the Epsom players in blue were drifting out of sight.

After 73 minutes Ben Hayward was just over with a near post header from substitute Matt Fowler's cross, but we were seeing very little of the game until it suddenly stopped after 75 minutes. It then became apparent that the home side had been awarded a penalty for what we found out later was a poor challenge from Symes. It was the first time at an Epsom game that I have heard that the penalty was missed instead of seeing it, as the ball hit an advertising hoarding to the side of the goal.

But we were still behind, so there was further relief in store when after 79 minutes the referee called his assistants into the middle of the pitch and appeared to carry out a conference with a couple of players from both sides. It looked by his actions as though he wanted to call it off, but after discussion he decided to wait for ten minutes to see whether things improved. This led to strange scenes as Bookham stayed out, wanting to continue, whilst our players went into the dressing room, hoping for an early night!

Amazingly, the fog relented, and the referee then carried out a bizarre check walking to all four corners of the field and then standing in a line next to his assistants before finally deciding that the game would restart after a delay that just passed the half hour mark.

But the action wasn't over yet. Little happened for a few minutes, before in the middle of the field, Alex Rodrigues, making his 167th consecutive appearance, fouled former Epsom player Mark Jarman quite blatantly. Both sides stopped expecting the whistle, except Rodrigues, who played on and sent a slide rule pass through for Dave Stevens, who was in the act of shooting when he was taken out by a desperate challenge by the Bookham number four who was then red carded. 

Stevens was carried off for a bit of treatment, but with Hough absent, Fowler stood up to take the penalty and scored easily after 83 minutes. Against ten men for the last few minutes it would have been nice to see us pressure Bookham more, but the game and the score finished even with both teams and sets of supporters largely disappointed.

It was a very windy day, but the Blues coped with the conditions better to see off Cove at Oak Farm for the second time this season.

Lyndon had to shuffle the pack a bit after Tuesday's draw at Bookham. Dave Stevens won the penalty there at a cost, and his damaged ligaments enabled Matt Fowler to get a start, while Matt Smith and Ramzi Bedj Bedj returned to the starting eleven at the expense of Tom Jelley and Russell Banyard, who both dropped to the bench.

Alex McGregor, despite wearing the number 9 shirt  was playing on the left hand side of midfield, where he had given Ash and Hanworth Villa so much trouble, and he nearly repeated the stunning opening goal from that match, but the Cove keeper was alert to tip over his shot from distance after just 2 minutes. He blazed over from wide out moments later as we made a good start to the game.

The home side, missing their inspirational Captain, Johnston were short of ideas across the pitch and the Blues continued to dominate possession, although the few shots that went through to the keeper gave him no trouble. Tony Cuff was just wide with a dipping free kick after 22 minutes, and on the 36 minute mark, a good ball in from Cuff was collected by Fowler, and was well tackled just in the act of shooting.

The Cove number 6 finally ended up in the book as a fairly patient ref (the one who gave us two penalties v Molesey in October) decided he had seen enough. Five minutes later Bedj Bedj produced one of his mazy runs to the bye-line, but his cross was just blocked away from the oncoming attacker.

On 42 minutes Cove had their only chance of the half, when a far post header bounced down and over the bar. I should point out at this stage that the wind was end to end at Oak Farm, and Epsom had been against it in the first half.

Epsom pressure continued and Fowler was wide from a good position after 55 minutes. Two minutes later we had a great chance as Cuff's cross was met by the diving Ben Hayward, but the keeper somehow scrambled the ball away. McGregor had another shot deflected over before putting the ball over from what seemed like about a yard out, after Bedj Bedj had flicked on a Cuff corner to the far post.

Two more home players ended up in the book, and then someone from their bench joined them. In between those incidents they had their best chance after 67 minutes when their player got to the ball ahead of Paul Borg, but he was well away from goal and stretching, and the ball went wide, eventually being cleared by Paul West.

Finally, the goal that we had deserved arrived after 80 minutes. The move started from Dougie Burns way out on the touchline who retrieved the ball from under a van! The throw on that followed reached Hayward, and his persistent run into the box beat two challenges, and he crossed low to the near post, where Matt Fowler showed his experience and beat his man to the near post, slamming the ball into the net. Despite an extra six minutes of extra time Cove were unable to create anything at all and the game ended as it started, with the Blues totally in control and camped in the Cove half.

I have always been a massive advocate of going against the wind in the first half as it always takes twenty minutes before the team learn how to use it, and by that time the advantage has half gone. Also it means that you can put more pressure on if you need it in the second half. That's how it turned out really!

70 years ago this week the war time South Eastern Combination restarted after a large winter break, during which the country suffered major damage during the Blitz. These were dark times, and the teams who kept going during these times should be commended, and it is really difficult for people of my age or younger to really understand what they must have been going through back then.

As Charles Pettett, former Chairman of our club and the sole backer of Epsom Town, said, they were playing to keep morale up. Cinemas were about the only escape from the horrors back then and he reasoned that football should be the same, regardless of the standard, or the result. This was just as well as they were trounced 7-2 by Tooting & Mitcham, although three goals were as a result of deflections.

60 years ago this week regular centre-half and Epsom Legend Ernie Watkins played up front for a change, and scored his one and only hat trick for the club as we broke a Corinthian League record with a 10-0 win over Worthing. Les Keen also got three. 
10 years ago this week it was another centre-half in the news as James Hall got three in a 4-0 win at Camberley. However, he was still playing at the back when he got his hat-trick!

	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
32 – Epsom F.C 1-1 Dulwich Hamlet and Epsom F.C. 3-2 Dulwich Hamlet a.e.t.

Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final and Replay
Saturday 6th March 1954 and Saturday 13th March 1954
Dulwich Hamlet were quite simply the most famous Amateur football team in the South of the Country. They won countless trophies and still hold the record for the most Surrey Senior Cup wins, despite not even entering the competition for over thirty years! Back in the fifties they were an Isthmian League powerhouse, and clear favourites to defeat Corinthian League Epsom in the Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final. 

Epsom had beaten Parthenon League Addlestone 5-0 and Surrey Senior League team Malden Town 3-0 to reach this stage, so hadn’t really been tested, although Malden had knocked Sutton United out in the previous round. Back in the old days, these matches were played at a neutral venue, and this game took place at Plough Lane, the old, much-missed ground of Wimbledon F.C. There was even a special train set up for our supporters, leaving at 2.00 from Epsom Station. That must have been fun!

In all, the attendance was advised at just fewer than 7,000; the largest ever post war crowd for an Epsom match with exception of the 1975 Vase Final. For Dulwich, who played at Wimbledon regularly, and in front of larger crowds at Champion Hill, these were more familiar surroundings, and they took the lead after just 9 minutes. However, the Blues pressured their more illustrious opponents and equalised after 37 minutes through surprise selection Roy Dymott.

The replay seven days later brought ominous memories. In 1938 we had held the Hamlet to a draw at Wimbledon, but lost the replay 3-2 in extra time (memorable match number 45), but this time the replay was not at Kingstonian as in 1938, but it was at Sandy Lane, home of Tooting & Mitcham. This time it looked worse as Epsom trailed 2-0 on a windy day, but Gordon Hurst pulled a goal back after 72 minutes and whilst some of the crowd were leaving, Bill Wiles equalised in the last minute of normal time.

Extra time was required once again but this time a goal in the second period from

Former Hendon star Bobby Avis, who drilled a shot in off the post from twenty-five yards, sealed the win for Epsom by three goals to two. We would lose the Final at Selhurst Park to Corinthian Casuals, but now is not the time to discuss that game. Let’s just enjoy the Semi-Final win!

31 – Sutton United 0-0 Epsom and Ewell and Epsom and Ewell 3-2 Sutton United

Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final and Replay
Saturday 21st March 1981 and Tuesday 14th April 1981

There may have been fewer supporters at this game than the matches against Dulwich Hamlet, but it just gets the edge in my listings for two reasons. 1) Sutton were a good side back then. Good enough to reach Wembley Stadium in the F.A.Trophy (where they lost to Bishops Stortford), and 2) Well, it was Sutton, wasn’t it!

Of course we had a good team this season too. We were in the division below Sutton but would narrowly miss out in third place to the aforementioned Bishops Stortford, and three-time F.A.Vase winners Billericay Town. We drew both League matches against both of those teams that season but I digress.

A windy day at Gander Green Lane ensured that 500 spectators witnessed what was described in the papers as “a dud game”, although Steve Delaney and Tommy Tuite missed good chances near the end. 

The replay was held up by Sutton’s Trophy exploits, and despite the disappointment of missing out on promotion after letting a two goal lead slip against Billericay three days previously, they produced an entertaining match. Epsom were twice behind but in each case they equalised quickly, and a 69th minute goal from Dave Hanks, his second of the match, ensured that the Blues would be reaching the Final, where they would go on to win the Cup for the only time in their history, again at Sandy Lane by defeating Woking 2-1. More about that one much later in the countdown.

30 – Chelmsford City Reserves 14-0 Epsom F.C. London League - Saturday 14th February 1948
This was the darkest day in Epsom’s playing history, as we conceded seven in each half in the club’s record defeat. This was certainly memorable but for all the wrong reasons. (see programme - right)

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Radio Pyongyang – Molesey style

As an avid reader of football forums you get to know about a lot of the rivalries in the game. One which made me laugh out loud was on the Leatherhead forum when they referred to their top of the table rivals in Ryman 1 South as Dynamo East Molesey.

Metropolitan Police FC used to be made up entirely of Police staff and were a genuine “works team” linking back to the historic origins of the game when many of these existed. Indeed many of our most prominent clubs have their roots as works teams. Manchester United would now not exist without the Lancashire and Yorkshire Railway works at Newton Heath, West Ham were Thames Ironworks – hence the nickname Irons and Millwall were formed by Scottish workers at Morton’s Jam factory hence the lion rampant on their badge. 

In recent years the rules have been relaxed and their players no longer have to work for Metropolitan Police. Indeed it is now thought that none of them work for the Police, and this has lead to jealousy and accusations of having one state funded football team in non-league football when everyone else is struggling to survive. 

This widely held view isn’t actually accurate as the “state funding” is fairly indirect, coming from a sports and social levy on staff salaries that funds a lot of facilities including those where we will be having our end of season presentation evening. Another club that was similarly funded in the 1980’s was Frickley Athletic, who spent several seasons in the top level of non-league football. They came from the now ex-mining village of South Elmsall in Yorkshire and were funded by a levy on the miner’s salaries. 

I went there in the year following the end of the miner’s strike where the Frickley pit had been one of the most solid in its support. All the locals delighted in telling us that not one single man at Frickley had gone back to work during the strike. There was little appetite at the time for a friendly against Met Police to celebrate their common means of funding. 

So Dynamo East Molesey they are called by some of their rivals in tribute to the Eastern European communist countries where the Dynamo team were usually the team of the secret or more overt Police. Dynamo Berlin used to be the works team of the Stasi in East Germany and would regularly win the 

DDR League title in controversial ways. They were truly hated by all their rivals; odd refereeing decisions, good players for rivals being forced to sign for Dynamo Berlin by the regime. Think of how the old firm stich up Scottish football and add to that mix one team being the favoured team of a hated regime and you’ll get the picture. 

I was thinking about all those issues as I drove past Imber Court on my way to our recent game at Molesey. I was thinking favourably of the Molesey club as the community club in the area and wondered who would actually be Met Police supporters – are they all Police, or are their any locals who follow them? 

I then saw a game which at the time felt like a good close game albeit one we lost 3-0. Ironically the balance of play was much closer than in the infamous 2-2 draw here. I went on to the Molesey website to see what they had thought of the game. Their keeper had made a couple of really good saves and there were some controversial moments of refereeing. 

Their website has a service of some games being filmed called “Moley TV”. Great, I thought, a chance to review how we’d done and if I’d seen the sending off incidents correctly. We are lucky on the Combined Counties forum to have TRS, who goes to various games and films highlights of them which gives people a chance to review a game. His highlights are always balanced and give a fair view of the game. 

It started well … good theme music which had been used as a bed to some scenes in Gavin and Stacey but that was it. After that I witnessed a propaganda exercise that would make Radio Pyongyang take in its breath and say “I say old chap, that’s a bit biased”. Viewers were treated to a selection of highlights that had 14 Molesey chances to 0 for us. Neither of the sending offs were shown (key incidents in the game –possibly).

I thought I’ll give them a chance as we didn’t score that day. I clicked on another game they had won 2-1, but the opposition goal was not shown! 

That is why I use the North Korean parallel. It was said at the time of the World Cup last year that state TV only shows North Korean goals and none for the opposition such that the populace may be lead to believe that they had won the World Cup – probably with Kim Jong Il getting a couple of the vital goals.  

It’s just as well Molesey are having such a good season and winning all their home games otherwise this service could be seriously inaccurate. So having started the day with thoughts of Dynamo East Molesey, it is clear that the epicentre of Communist activity in Molesey actually lies a mile to the west.

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What Football Could Learn From Basketball

I’m under pressure at the moment! Incredibly busy at work and Richard has just requested no less than three programme articles, two of which are to be submitted by tomorrow (Sunday)! This brings to mind my favourite Douglas Adams quote when he declared “I love Deadlines! - I like the whooshing sound as they whizz past!” 

Those of you that were at the Sandhurst game and read my previous article will know that I have recently returned from a very icy trip to the USA, during which I visited the TD Garden Centre in Boston to watch an NBA game between the Boston Celtics and the Utah Jazz. Also, it is Superbowl weekend and I will definitely be staying up to 3am tomorrow to (hopefully) watch the Green Bay Packers (aka The Cheeseheads!) beat the Pittsburgh Steelers. So it therefore seems a perfect opportunity to take a quick look at the sports of Basketball and American Football to see if Football could learn anything from them.

Tonight we look at Basketball. I found myself inside the impressive TD Garden Stadium (built above Boston North Rail Station) courtesy of my daughter who is studying at the University of Montana and has become a Celtics fan. She bought two tickets for this Friday night home match. The Celtics have a 12 game lead at the top of the Atlantic Division in the Eastern Conference so they are certainly bound for the play-offs and a near capacity crowd of 18,624 was in attendance so see the Celtics defeat the Jazz by 110-86.
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The impressive TD Garden Stadium, home of the Celtics and also the Boston Bruins Ice Hockey team.

Now, there’s no doubt that it was an entertaining evening. In typical American fashion they kept the crowd involved via the Tannoy and the big TV Screens hanging from the roof of the Stadium. What I really struggled with though, was the frequency of the scoring. I found myself still

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Canterbury City: - Played 1 - W0 D0 L1 - F0 A1 - Points per Game - 0.00

I nearly got to visit Canterbury. I wanted to go there, but never got the chance, until we drew them in the F.A.Cup at Merland Rise in 1997. The game looked a dead cert 0-0 draw, and I was beginning to clear my diary for a replay on the Wednesday when an 87th minute winner for Canterbury ended the plans.

The visitors didn’t last much longer, folding a couple of years later, which is a travesty for a City of that size. Hopefully we won’t suffer the same fate.

Canvey Island: - Played 2 - W0 D0 L2 – F2 A5 - Points per Game - 0.00

In the nineties there were a number of sides that came into Epsom’s division, the Isthmian League Division Three, and went straight through it on the way to bigger and better things. Aldershot Town, Bedford Town, Arlesey Town and Braintree Town spring to mind, but Canvey Island were another. As with Yeading and Brook House, we provided the opposition in their first home game at this level, back in August 1994, when we were edged out 2-1. Canvey won the return match at Merland Rise by three goals to one and reached the Premier Division, where they remain, currently sitting in mid-table.

Carshalton Athletic: - Played 73 - W32 D10 L31 - F194 A150 

Points per Game - 1.45 - Average

Until 2009/10 when Camberley Town passed them, Carshalton Athletic were the team we had played most of all in our history. Oddly, despite not beating the Robins since May 1955, we still lead the overall head to head series, and have scored more goals against this team than any other with a huge 194.

You could definitely say that the balance of power swung after the Second World War. We have scored six or more goals against them on a dozen occasions, but 11 of these occurred before the end of 1945. However, since then we have not won in our last sixteen matches against them.

We first met Carshalton Athletic for a Surrey Senior Cup tie in 1926/27, drawing 2-2 in the first match and also the replay, before the Blues won the second replay 5-1 at West Street. Following our Surrey Senior League title in 1927 the two teams met up in London League action for the next twelve seasons until the outbreak of war, and Epsom totally dominated this period, winning 15 and drawing three of the 24 matches. In addition we knocked them out of the Amateur Cup three times the Surrey Charity Shield twice, and the F.A.Cup once, although they did get a win in both the London Senior Cup and the London League Cup.

During this period there were strange games and strange incidents. On two occasions Epsom players were assaulted by supporters, and on the second occasion Ray Chenery, a former Epsom Legend was hit by a female supporter waving her umbrella in protest at a challenge he had made earlier in the game!

As for the games, look no further than a bizarre London League game at West Street on 7th December 1929 when Epsom lost 7-6. In 1931 we won 7-3 at Colston Avenue and won 7-1 just a week later at West Street, while on 7th January 1933 the Robins were on the wrong end of a 10-1 win with Leslie Marlow scoring five of the goals, just one month after we had lost there in the return match by four goals to two. Also, just before Christmas 1934 we won 7-0 at Colston Avenue.

Of course many players played for both sides. A.Mackesy, brother of our long-serving Captain, George, Trevor Jones, Fred Watts, George Wood, Bryn Evans are just a few of the pre-war names I can recall off the top of my head. After the war, successful striker Gordon Cairns played for both in the fifties, while more recently Ian Finch, Alan Walker, Peter Gaydon, Tommy Tuite and Barry Stevens all represented both teams.  

From 1949 they met again in the Corinthian League, and met on Christmas Day and Boxing Day (excluding postponements) and our last ever Christmas Day match was against them in 1954 when we lost 2-1 at Colston Avenue. Despite them doing the League double over us in 1954/55, we secured the Surrey Senior Shield with a 1-0 win at West Street on 14th May 1955. 

And from that day onwards, we have not beaten them. We have lost three times in the Surrey Senior Cup, including a Semi-Final replay in 1989 after drawing 2-2 in the first match and most recently narrowly 1-0 in December 2007, not to mention the “Battle of Colston Avenue” on Monday 23rd September 2002, when there were three red cards and two ambulances required for Carshalton players in their 2-0 win.

	Croydon F.C. Club History

	Croydon Amateurs FC were founded on 17th April 1953 to provide senior amateur football in the then County Borough at the newly built Croydon Sports Arena in South Norwood. The Club's Founder Chairman was Jack Milsted and he retained the position until retiring in 1990.  At the time of its inception, the club had nothing but goodwill and its initial funding was by way of public donations.  

The Surrey Senior League was specially extended to enable the fledgling club to have somewhere to compete and ten years were spent in that competition.  The official ground opening was against Pegasus, the F.A. Amateur Cup holders, and during that maiden season, the Club reached both the County League Cup and Charity Cup finals, playing against Dorking in both games.  Dorking won the League Cup, but the Charity Cup was shared in front of a record 1,600 crowd at the Arena.  During the next nine seasons, we won both League and Charity Cups, and also finished runners-up in the League on a number of occasions, but they were unable to win the Championship.

1963-64 saw the Club elected to the Spartan League where they were destined to spend just a single season.  But what a season it turned out to be!  They won their first League Championship, winning 29 of their 34 League fixtures, and scoring 134 goals in the process.  The opportunity came for further advancement at the end of that campaign to the Athenian League. Within two seasons, the Second Division Championship had been won and promotion gained to the First Division where four seasons were spent.  Unfortunately, the momentum that had sustained the clubs since its formation was lost, and relegation back to Division Two came in 1969-70.

Summer 1970 saw the installation of floodlights and the arrival of South London bookmaker Jimmy Rose as team manager, which proved to be a watershed in the Club's fortunes.  Two successive promotions saw the Amateurs rise to the Athenian League Premier Division but at the end of the 1971-72 campaign, Rose announced that he would be taking over as team manager of Dulwich Hamlet.  Inevitably, a season of struggle ensued in the Premier Division, with the majority of the previous season's first team departing to either Dulwich or Tooting.

With the impending end of amateur status, the club dropped its suffix during the summer of 1973.  By the end of October 1973 and with the club in the nether regions of the reorganised Athenian League First Division, Ted Shepherd took over as manager, introduced a much more professional attitude and thus began one of the most successful periods in the Club's history

1975-76 proved to be a history-making season as the Club went the whole season undefeated in the League.  Forty-two games and yet Tilbury pipped them for the championship.  It was only the second time in the Isthmian League's history that this had happened.

Thirteen years were spent in the top flight of the Isthmian League - renamed the Premier Division after one season - and whilst not gaining any league honours, the Club competed in a number of County Cup Finals.  The Club won the Surrey Senior Cup for the only time in their history in 1981-82 beating Sutton United 2-0 in the final.  Prior to that success, Croydon had lost to Tooting in the 1976-77 Surrey final, and to Barking in the 1979-80 London Senior Cup Final

The F.A. Cup run which culminated in two second round matches against Millwall in 1979-80 brought the club national recognition, as did, to a lesser extent, two appearances in the second round (last 32) of the F.A. Trophy in the early eighties.  The profits from the F.A. Cup run were ploughed back into refurbishing the clubhouse, but this was razed to the ground in a fire believed to be arson for which the culprits were never caught.

The departure of Ted Shepherd came during a period when the team appeared to have lost its way and he was succeeded by Barry Webb for the 1984-85 campaign and then Adrian Hill (1985-87) who took the club to its highest ever League position - fourth in the Premier Division - in his first season in charge. During this period, the local authority decided to redevelop the Arena, replacing the eight lane cinder track with a larger, tartan track - unfortunately, this meant that the pitch was further away from the stand, further decreasing the match day atmosphere.  It also meant a large number of home fixtures being played away from the Arena with the corresponding loss in revenue.

There was little stability either on or off the field.  Five Chairmen and eleven team managers, mounting debts and threats of closure are ample evidence of that.  

The nadir was 1993-94. In stepped local Scottish businessman, Ken Jarvie at the eleventh hour with

the players of his Thornton Heath League side, Phoenix Sun, who stepped up nine levels of football to keep the Club's name alive.  Not surprisingly, some very heavy defeats followed and another place was gained in the annals of the Isthmian League, this time for the most goals conceded. However, his arrival sparked one of the most successful periods in the club's history.  

Together with joint-manager Dickson Gill, Jarvie led the club to promotion from Division 2 in 1996, finishing runners-up to Canvey Island. Jarvie took sole control of team affairs a few months later, and in the spring of 1999, a new club record was set of 883 minutes without conceding a goal.  More importantly, the foundations had been set for what was to become a memorable Millennium season. A 19 match unbeaten run (another club record) at the beginning of 2000 saw Croydon storm to their first league title for 34 years, finishing 9 points ahead of Grays Athletic in 2nd place.  In addition, Croydon reached their first cup finals since 1982.  A narrow defeat against Conference side Woking in the Surrey Senior Cup Final was forgotten about the following night as Croydon beat Purfleet 2-0 to win the Isthmian League Full Members Cup. 

Unfortunately the platform for this success was built on sand. Although superb team spirit ensured Croydon's survival in their first season back in the top flight of the Ryman League, and an appearance in the Ryman League Cup Final, before losing out to Heybridge, the following season was to be a bridge too far.  Budget cuts and the loss of a number of high quality players proved crucial, and the club were relegated to Division 1 South.  Some compensation was gained by winning the London Senior Cup for the first time, defeating Dulwich Hamlet 2-1 in the final at Orient.  

The Club continued to struggle and was duly relegated to Division Two in April 2005.  With finance still a problem, 2005-2006 saw a season of consolidation, Croydon finishing 10th in the last season of Division Two football, and after 32 seasons Croydon said farewell to the Isthmian League, to start life as a Kent League club.  The Club’s first season was its best since the early years of the Jarvie era.  After a shaky start, Croydon finally finished a very creditable third, only three points behind champions Whitstable Town.  In addition, at long last Croydon had a run in a FA competition, reaching the Third Round of the Vase, losing 0 – 1 to a very late Leamington goal at the Arena.  

However this encouraging start was not maintained in Croydon‘s second season in the Kent League. 2007-2008 turned out to be a huge disappointment, for a dreadful run after Christmas saw Croydon finish a poor 12th in the table. 2008/2009 saw a number of managerial changes at the Arena. The season started with Dickson Gill combining the Chairman and Manager roles.  However the workload involved with these two jobs became overwhelming, and at the end of August Mark Tompkins was appointed Manager, with Gill as Chairman.  However this did not work and by the end of October Tompkins had left.  With his departure the running of the team was temporarily in the hands of Marcus Alcindor, and David Dei. David Leworthy and his Assistant Peter Thomas took charge in early November, but unfortunately Leworthy’s work commitments forced him to resign in January 2009.  The former Holmesdale manager Tony Beckingham then arrived, together with his Assistant Ken Thurgood, and goalkeeping coach Tony Prime. 

Despite all these changes Croydon had success on the field.  Wins over Haywards Heath Town, Horley Town, Mile Oak and Camberley Town saw Croydon reach the Fourth Round of the Vase, where they were somewhat unfortunate to go out 1 – 2 at Biggleswade Town.  However the highlight of the season was the club’s victory in the Kent League Cup.  In what turned out to be Croydon’s last game as a Kent League club, victory was secured over Erith Town in a penalty shoot-out, following a 1-1 draw, in the Final held at Welling United’s Park View Road ground.

However life is never simple at the Arena.  Just when everybody connected with the Trams were looking for a period of stability, Beckingham and his team upped and left to take over the running of Lingfield in the Sussex County League. Just to complicate matters Croydon’s request to move across the pyramid to the Combined Counties League was granted by the FA.

So season 2009-2010 saw Croydon back to where they first started 50 plus years ago, namely in the Combined Counties League (the successor to the old Surrey Senior League).  Mike Robbins took over the managerial reigns, but despite an encouraging pre-season, including a 1-0 win at VCD Athletic in the Kent League Charity Shield, a poor start to the season proper, coupled with player ill-discipline, saw his dismissal in September.  Back into the firing-line came Chairman Dickson Gill, backed up by his Coach John Domfe, who saw Croydon to final position of sixteenth (out of 22).
