	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 3-1 Banstead Athletic – Combined Counties League

Tuesday 7th September 2010

Epsom & Ewell defeated their local rivals comfortably in a match that could best be described as low key.

Matches between Banstead and ourselves have been described before as the most passionless local derbies in the country. Yesterday's also failed to hit the heights, but the Blues still had far too much for their opponents and won comfortably.

We changed about a little this week. Darren Smith dropped back into a more withdrawn role in midfield, while Joe Paris tried out at right back. The result of this was a more organised performance than at Egham.

From the fourth minute when Kyle Hough beat his man on the left wing and delivered a low cross that Mark Jarman was inches away from, you felt we'd be ok, and we took the lead after 21 minutes in similar circumstances. Alex McGregor, playing in a more forward role, crossed low from the right and Ramzi Bedj Bedj got in front of his man to net from close range.

Very little of note happened for about a quarter of an hour as we had more of the play but without really threatening. After 37 minutes we extended our lead when a ball through from Tommy Moorhouse (we think) reached Hough, and with the keeper advancing and the ball bouncing he could have been excused for taking his eye off the ball, but instead slammed it in to the net. Moments later Jarman got his toe to the ball ahead of the keeper but his effort was wide.

The second half started well. After 52 minutes we scored our third goal, and it was a fairly simple one. Joe Paris took a free kick from deep out on the touchline, and Moorhouse, who is very strong in the air, didn't even have to jump as he met the ball at the far post with a downward header that gave the keeper no chance.

Unfortunately we conceded a minute later in a similar way, as a corner was headed in at the far post. Smith missed a good chance after 62 minutes when clean through, but the only other real talking point was the sending off of substitute Tony Cuff in the final minute of the game.

Now I am not going to defend a player who gets booked or sent off for talking back, but I thought the referee could have handled this better. Cuff had just come on, thought he was through on goal, and was clearly frustrated rather than malicious in his protests. I believe that a more sensible decision would have been to let the incident go, seeing as there were less than thirty seconds left for play.

However, “sensible” didn't enter the equation, as the referee booked three players from each side (McGregor, Moorhouse, Cuff for us) in a match with only one bad challenge in it, which saw the Banstead number 9 go into the book. He was fortunate to receive just the yellow card, but yet again the spectators see a player sent off for a minor incident instead of a major one.

	Hythe Town 2-0 Epsom & Ewell – F.A.Cup First Qualifying Round

Saturday 11th September 2010

A cruel goal five minutes from time finally ended the Blues brave F.A.Cup challenge at Hythe Town. This was a very harsh result when taking the full 90 minutes into consideration in a match that was best described with the old "game of two halves" cliché.

We had a full strength squad to choose from, although Lyndon decided on a tactical switch, with Mark Jarman starting on the bench to accommodate Tony Cuff's return to the starting line up. This left Kyle Hough ploughing a lone furrow up front.

We started brightly with a cross cum shot from Hough that was palmed away in the opening minutes, while Charlie West was just over with a far post header. After 12 minutes Ramzi Bedj Bedj went in for a loose ball with the keeper, accidentally sending the keeper skywards, however, this seemed to wake the home team up a bit and we began to see less and less of the action behind the goal.

It was still a shock when the home team took the lead after 23 minutes. Tommy Moorhouse surprised everyone by actually missing a header, and the Hythe player reacted first, ran on to the loose ball and thumped it low and goalwards. Paul Borg blocked, but couldn't hold it and the follow up was netted by Cass from close range.

The goal was harsh, but moments later it could have been two-nil as a chip caught Borg out and came back off the bar, but an inrushing home player was unable to direct the ball on target and it went wide. After 34 minutes another shot was tipped over the bar by our keeper as it arrowed towards the top corner.

Our boys were getting a bit of a pounding at this point, and I'm not just talking about the football. By half time, Hythe Town had three players in the book, one for kicking the ball about 50 yards away, and the others for fairly crude challenges.    

As the second half started, we were still in this tie. Although the home side clipped the top of the bar just after the restart, that was the last time that we saw anything of them as an attacking force as the game began to swing in Epsom's favour. 

Darren Smith was just wide with a low shot, and moments later Hough got down the left and his cross should have been finished by Smith, but he couldn’t make contact. Alex McGregor retrieved the ball out wide and his cross was just fired wide by Bedj Bedj.

Ramzi had another shot deflected wide and Hythe were beginning to worry. We were growing in confidence, knowing that a goal would bring them back to Moatside. Smith was just over again, while the only contact that was being made by the Kent side was illegal; both the Hythe 3 and 9 joined their team mates in the book, while the 7 was very fortunate not to receive a second yellow card for hauling down Joe Paris. 

Tony Cuff picked up a harsh booking, before McGregor produced the cross of the match that Smith again stretched at but somehow put the ball over from no more than six yards out. Jarman came on for Cuff, while Hough didn't make the greatest contact when presented with a half chance, and towards the end a right wing counter attack left the Hythe substitute the easiest of jobs to tap in at the far post and wrap the tie up. 

In summary, we could have been out of it by half time, but the second half was a really good performance and on the balance of play a draw, or maybe more would have been a much fairer result.




	On This Day   -   14th September

	81 years ago today Epsom Town met Romford for the first time, and this was the only victory they would achieve in four matches between the sides. In this match at West Street the Blues actually led 4-0 at half time with two goals from Jack Parr, and one apiece from Freddie Behn and Reg Marlow. In the return match at Brooklands, we would trail by four goals at half time over there, eventually losing 5-2 in Essex. 

72 years ago today R.Forbes scored a hat trick in a London League match against Carshalton Athletic. In those days Epsom used to win some games very heavily against our local rivals, and the visitors didn’t help themselves by starting the match with just ten men! By the time Price took the field Epsom were two-nil up. The ill-fated Geoff Collins scored twice with Jimmy Jones completing the scorers. 

36 years ago today Epsom & Ewell had a very good team. They had won their opening two Surrey Senior League matches by 5-0 and 6-0 and had won their first seven games in all competitions, scoring 26 goals and conceding just one. Tommy Tuite was already up to eleven for the season with three others, Trevor Lee, Johnny Eales and Dave Ritman already on four or more.

This counted for nothing at Redhill’s Memorial Ground, as the Blues were well and truly thumped 3-0 in this F.A.Cup match, which on paper probably wasn’t a surprise, as Redhill were two divisions higher and hadn’t conceded a goal for 525 minutes themselves. The setback did Epsom no harm though as they won their next seven games too, scoring an incredible 36 goals, although they did concede five!

Just looking back, I can see that the club ran a coach to the game, charging the princely sum of 40p!

	90 years ago this week Epsom Juniors played their second match in the newly formed Sutton & District League. Even back in the 1900s, earlier versions of the Blues had local derbies, and the matches against Ashtead were always keenly contested.

However, as the Juniors weren’t really seen as the strongest team in the town, they were not representative, and so there was probably less cut and thrust as our youngsters took on the more experienced team at the Epsom Recreation Ground, but all I know of this game is that we lost it 2-0. 

60 years ago this week Edgware were put to the sword at West Street by five goals to two with Player / Coach Sid Faggetter scoring a hat trick, which was added to by Freddie Boatwright and Pat Jordan. Future Epsom scoring sensation Bill Goddard scored twice against us this day.

10 years ago this week Epsom & Ewell travelled to Thamesmead Town’s ground to play an F.A.Cup tie against Vickers, Crayford and Dartford, better known these days as VCD Athletic. This match was a real see-saw affair, and the hosts led early before Andy Nimmo equalised. Lee Dooley hit the post soon after but we were 3-1 down approaching half time before Nimmo scored again. After the break James Hall headed an equaliser and Nimmo’s hat trick was complete as we led 4-3, only to concede to a great free kick towards the end. We won the replay nine days later at Merland Rise by two goals to nil, with Nimmo scoring both goals again.

	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
75 – Epsom & Ewell 6-7 Carshalton Athletic – London League 

Saturday 7th December 1929
More goals here as the Robins recorded their first ever win at West Street. We may not have beaten Carshalton since 1955 but pre-war we handed out some very serious beatings, and still lead the head to head record between the sides.

There were no goals in this match for 20 minutes until Jack Parr opened the scoring, but the Blues fell apart and trailed 7-3 with little time remaining before pulling three goals back. Another strange part of this match was the reporting, as both the Epsom Herald and Epsom Advertiser criticised the strikers and praised the defenders! “Nothing particularly attractive about this match” said the Herald! A heavy pre-match lunch for the reporters, perhaps?

74 – Epsom & Ewell 6-7 West Norwood – Friendly 

Saturday 22nd February 1936
They don’t seem to make them like this anymore! This friendly match was arranged as a farewell to regular long-serving keeper Jack Forster, who had been at the club since 1929, eventually wresting the jersey from founder member Ernie Sperring.

Jack hailed from Gateshead, and was returning back home, so was made Captain for the day and promptly let in seven The papers advised that none of them were his fault!

In a bizarre topsy-turvy game, West Norwood raced into a 6-0 lead after just half an hour but a more or less full strength Epsom team roared back to 6-5 before the hour was up. Alas, they could not maintain the comeback and conceded a seventh and final goal towards the end. Ray Mason scored all seven goals for the visitors, which remained a peacetime record for West Street until the end.

73 – Wingate 5-7 Epsom & Ewell – Athenian League Division Two 

Saturday 17th December 1966
Epsom & Ewell F.C. were in a bad place. The previous season they had been relegated, and had also been warned by the Surrey F.A. about their misconduct record. New Manager Tony Williams had sorted things out on the pitch and behaviour was much better. Except for two matches when he was away and a number of players were disciplined. For the Surrey F.A. this was the last straw and they suspended the club from all football indefinitely.   

Club Chairman George Tarran led the appeal the following week and fortunately the suspension was lifted. The very next day the Blues travelled to Hall Lane, Hendon for a League match with Wingate, and the players ran riot, defeating their hosts by seven goals to five, despite only leading 2-1 at the break. The local press described the match as being “so clean it was like a team of rabbis (Wingate) against a team of Vicars!

It’s possible that the lack of fouls and contact in general led to the large number of goals being scored, but even so it was a memorable day for the club. Hall Lane was compulsorily purchased by the local council in 1972 and now sits under the expanded M1 motorway. 

73 – Epsom & Ewell 5-5 Hendon – London League

Saturday 26th November 1932
And speaking of Hendon, the original town club (no connection to the current club who were at this time known as Golders Green F.C.) had a mad League game at West Street, sharing ten goals. The really strange thing was that it was only 1-0 to Hendon at half time. 

In the second half there were nine goals and Bobby Gill, our reliable full back, hit the bar with a penalty! This happened with the score still at 1-0 and it was only 1-1 after 70 minutes. The Blues actually led by 5-2 at one point but in the last 10 minutes the visitors scored on three occasions to nick a point. Later in the season Epsom Town would visit Hendon’s ground, The Welsh Harp Ground in Kingsbury and win 7-0! 

72 – Epsom & Ewell 5-5 Bostall Heath – London League

Saturday 17th December 1938
Exactly twenty-eight years before the strange goings on at Wingate, quite possibly the most bizarre match in Epsom’s football history took place at West Street.

Fred Stenning has joined the Blues the previous week, and announced his arrival with a hat trick in their 5-1 League Cup win over Grays Athletic. By half time he had scored another hat trick as Epsom led their Kent based opponents by five clear goals.

Clearly our boys would have been confident of extending that lead, maybe believing that any further resistance would be minimal, but they were wrong. Two quick goals at the start of the half gave Bostall Heath something to work on, and by the end it was five goals each, with all ten having been scored in the lower goal!

71 – Farnborough Town 0-2 Epsom & Ewell 

Athenian League Cup Semi-Final

Monday 25th April 1977
We move from bizarre matches to those with more significance now. Farnborough Town were a new side, only having been formed in the late sixties, and had just been accepted into the Athenian League Division Two. They were a very good team and were nursing an unbeaten home run of 86 games, but impressive though that was, they probably hadn’t played anyone of Epsom’s status by that point.

As it was, a goal in each half from Tommy Tuite and Phil Weller, brother of professional footballer Keith, was enough to get the Blues through to the Final, but that would prove to be a disappointing day for them as they were upset 1-0 at Chalfont St Peter.

	Guildford City Club History

	The re-emergence of Guildford City F.C. has been achieved in a relatively short space of time as the club was only founded in 1996. At that time the club was known as AFC Guildford, and it was formed with the sole purpose of bringing Senior football back to the town of Guildford. 

At that time Burpham were playing in the Surrey Premier League when the Mayor of Guildford, in consultation with the Burpham Committee, enquired as to whether the club would be prepared to change its name and move to the Spectrum Leisure Centre in Guildford. The Mayor had been an avid fan of Guildford City F.C. that at one time played in the Southern League, but folded in 1974. 

The only senior club appearing near the town after that were Guildford and Worplesdon, who played in the Combined Counties League in the early eighties, but who also folded after a few years due to ground grading problems.  The Spectrum provided a venue that had the potential for development into Senior football and already had floodlighting, (used for the Athletics arena). 

Therefore in consultation and agreement with Burpham, AFC Guildford was formed and moved to playing football at the Spectrum Leisure Centre, Guildford. The association with Burpham continued and the two clubs ran under the same banner for several seasons, with AFC Guildford playing in the Surrey Premier League, which eventually became the Surrey Senior League, and then Division One of the Combined Counties League. 

AFC Guildford were crowned champions of Division One at the end of the 2003/04 season and gained their first ever major honour.  On that basis promotion was obtained into the Combined Counties Premier Division, with the first Team negotiating a ground-share with Cranleigh whilst the Spectrum Arena was being upgraded to a standard acceptable for Combined Counties Premier Division football. That work was completed in early November 2004, which allowed for a return to their home ground near to the town centre.  During that season the club reached the Premier Challenge Cup Final, but were runners up to Merstham.

At the start of season 2005/06 the club changed its name to Guildford United, which does have some local historical significance as the senior Guildford team during the 1920’s also played under that name. However, the club acquired the name of Guildford City F.C. again after an absence of over 30 years. The start of last season also saw the completion of a 135-seat stand, new Officials Changing facilities and Public Toilets at Spectrum, in line with current grading criteria. The next project at Spectrum will be the building of a Clubhouse for the sole use of club members, players and supporters.

I really hope the “Non League Day” concept goes on to become an annual event or better still held on the Saturday of every international football weekend. In addition to the benefits events like this have on promoting non league football, I was also fascinated about how the idea got off the ground. 

Having watched QPR play Tavistock of the South West Penisular Football League during a pre-season game, James Doe sent an e-mail praising their hosts to a few friends. From there the idea for “Non League Day” snowballed becoming first a Facebook event and then a fully-fledged campaign. It was initially featured on the BBC's Non-League Radio Show and the bandwagon then moved onto Twitter, local radio and even national newspapers as well as countless football club websites.

Now, isn’t it amazing how changes in the media have enabled such a simple idea to be communicated to so many like-minded people so quickly and effectively? 

Another example of how new technology brings fans closer together can be found much closer to home. Our new website! I know that a lot of work has gone into setting up the site and adding content in recent weeks not least from Janice Pond, Richard Lambert and Gemma Jarman. Personally, I really like the fact you can register as an EE’s supporter and sign up to a weekly e-mail newsletter. Even my Dad has done it and now follows us from the comfort of his own home down in sunny Eastbourne. 10. SHANE WARNE'S FIRST ASHES BALL (1993)

Australian legend Shane Warne’s first ball in Ashes cricket spun a foot and a half and bowled a mystified Mike Gatting. Incredible!

8. JONAH LOMU BEATS ENGLAND ON HIS OWN (1995)

Blimey! I still tremble at the memory of man-mountain Lomu running straight through 5 England rugby players to score an amazing try for New Zealand in the semi final of the 1995 Rugby World Cup. At one point I didn’t think he was going to stop and would actually burst through my television. Frightening. 

7. GAZZA’S WORLD CUP TEARS (1990) 
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Who can forget the moment when a young Paul Gascoigne lunged into a tackle and got the booking that meant he would miss the World Cup final and so bursts into tears. Poor bloke. 

6. STEVE COLLINS DEFEATS EUBANK – TWICE! (1995)

I hated Chris Eubank and was delighted when Irishman Steve Collins took his WBO Super middleweight crown in March 1995. A re-match was arranged for October 1995. From the first bell Collins did everything he could to knock Eubank’s head off. At one point he almost fell out of the ring when throwing an enormous right cross! Both men went toe to toe for the majority of a thrilling contest as Collins retained his title by spilt decision.

5. DEVON MALCOLM DESTROYS SOUTH AFRICA (1994) 

Being an England cricket fan in the late 80’s and early 90’s was a very frustrating experience. Not least because of our highly erratic yet fast bowler Devon Malcolm. Devon’s finest hour came in 1994. Whilst batting he was hit on the helmet by a bouncer. “You guys are history” growled a furious Malcolm who then proceeded to bowl the most venomous spell of fast bowling I have ever seen taking 9 for 57 and single handedly winning the game for England.  

4. MICHAEL OWEN'S GOAL AGAINST ARGENTINA (1998)

2. JIMMY MISSES CRUCIAL BLACK (1994)

In 1994 Jimmy White was playing in his 6th World Snooker final, aiming to win the title for the first time. Standing in his way was Stephen Hendry who had beaten him in 3 previous finals. Having scored in the quarter final shoot out against Spain, Pearce turned to face the Wembley crowd, pumped out his chest, thrust his shoulders back and screamed out in a mixture of joy, relief, anger and pride.

	An Englishman Abroad

My absence at our recent game against Egham was due to my first ever visit to Russia and the city of Moscow. My wife, Dawn, was on a business trip visiting the local office of RBS and I flew out for the weekend. I was a little worried at my Moscow guide book’s inclusion of “Avoid the Russian Police” as a top tourist advice and “be on the lookout for scams”!

This guide did contain some humour too! “Buses from St Petersburg and other Russian Cities arrive at the Moscow Central Bus Station” but then dryly noted “However, this is nowhere near the centre of Moscow”! Also, the book did not seem to spot the irony when mentioned that the Aerostar Hotel was built for the 1980 Olympics but then matter of factly informed the reader that it opened in 1989!

We did the mandatory tourist thing of visiting the Kremlin and seeing the famous St Basil’s Cathedral. We were (very well) looked after by our hosts, Viktoria from RBS Moscow and her husband Alexander (who looks exactly like a KGB agent in his white T shirt and dark glasses). 

Dinner on my first evening was spent at a Russian “chain restaurant ”called Yolke Polke! This was an all you can eat cold and hot buffet with all sorts of tasty dishes that I had not seen before. My favourite were small bread rolls that were stuffed with hot minced beef! 
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My past visits to Greece (that regular programme readers will be familiar with)
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stood me in good stead in being able to make out the Russian Cyrillic writing, which was indispensable.

It seems that about half the Greek letters were the same in Russian. For example, the “P” sounding as an English “R” does and an “H” representing our letter “N”. (This fact was made famous in the Agatha Christie book/film “Murder On the Orient Express” when Hercule Poirot waved a handkerchief that was inscribed with the letter “H” in the face of one of the suspects who happened to be Russian and informed her that this did not belong to Helena, as previously thought, but to her, Natalia). 

I was surprised to find that many Russian words were essentially the same phonetically as English, such as “restaurant” or “hotel” or “café” which did help somewhat.

After visiting the excellent Armoury museum and the five cathedrals that reside within the Kremlin walls we were driven to a park by the river Moskva on the outskirts of the city. Here we were allowed to go inside a Russian (non nuclear) submarine that was taken out of active service a few years ago and is now a museum. The official guide spoke only Russian so I didn’t understand any of the commentary! Later we found that Viktoria had managed to book us on a tour up the “Moscow Tower” (see right).  

Now, I am quite fascinated by tall structures and my conquests to date have been visiting the Post Office Tower (when I was a child), the World Trade Centre’s Windows of the World restaurant (a few months prior to 9/11), The CN Tower in Toronto (currently 3rd highest in the world) and the Sky City Tower in Auckland (the tallest structure in the Southern Hemisphere). I had never heard of the “Moscow Tower” so I was amazed to be looking up at a 540 metre tall telecommunications tower, just 13 metres shorter than the CN Tower (though it is only 1/3 of it’s weight) which puts it 4th tallest in the world!

The view from the top was amazing and we could

clearly see the stadiums of Dynamo Moscow (who have four corner floodlights with an amazing number of lights on each pylon) and the Olympic stadium where the Chelsea v Man Utd Champions League final was held a couple of years ago. The security that we had to pass through to go into the tower was much more severe than any airport security that I have seen. Dawn even had to place her travel sickness pills into a container and collect them at the end of our visit.

Sunday morning brought another special privilege tour that had been arranged for us, this time to a nuclear proof bunker in the centre of Moscow that was built during the 1950’s Cold War period. The entrance to this is concealed as an ordinary house and after the familiar security clearances our guide led us in.
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There was a passage at ground level that led to a narrow iron staircase on which we walked down 18 storeys to a maze of passages and chambers. It was an amazing place and contributed to a first class visit to the Russian Capital. We will definitely return!

	More tales from my holiday and reminiscences from the past today. A couple of Sundays ago I was at the Reebok Stadium watching Bolton Wanderers play Birmingham City. It’s the third time I’ve been on holiday to the self-catering house in Horwich but the first time there’s been a game coinciding with my stay. The stadium is impressive and aerodynamically shaped. I know this because it was one of those windy northern days and as I walked around the stadium after getting my ticket my 16 stone was being blown along. 
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The other week Steve Davies wrote about officials with the quote “the problem with officials is they don’t care which side wins”. It certainly is interesting to watch a game as a neutral. The bloke in front of me was going potty about every decision the ref gave. Every foul by a Bolton player was greeted by an exasperated shout of “he got the ball!!” even on ones where it was not even marginal.

Now as a former, maybe even still occasional ref basher myself; I don’t defend them to the hilt and say they never make a mistake … all human beings do. A balanced appreciation would have to concede that they get some decisions right. Not for this bloke .. he KNEW the ref was getting every single decision wrong as a personal conspiracy against him. Very tiresome. 

There’s a sideline about technology in sport to this. As in many areas of my life … mobile phones/satnav I’m a complete luddite and don’t like the idea of technology in sport, particularly the referral system in cricket. This game was the one the Bolton keeper got sent of for slapping the Birmingham player, who had just jumped for the ball with him. 

I had a big debate with the bloke in front of me who felt the Birmingham player should have been sent off and Jaaskelainen stayed on. After everyone had watched the replays in the concourses at half time and realised what an idiot Jaaskelainen had been the bloke in front of me finally shut up in the second half. 

If only there’d been a similar mechanism for the Egham Chairman last Saturday. 

The other thing that interested me was the programme. I have a large collection of programmes and over the years they have expanded in size. It was interesting to compare a programme from the Premier League with ours. A lot of the articles are very formulaic, “they played for both” photos of people wearing Bolton shirts on holiday … the inevitable baby who’s just signed up for the supporters club. 

All in all I think ours is a more interesting read, but then I’m more interested in Epsom and Ewell than Bolton Wanderers. Incidentally, check out the veteran football scores reader James Alexander Gordon on sports report when Bolton play Wolves I’m sure he says “Wandererers” .. he’s being doing the scores on sports report since I was a small boy and must be fairly ancient now (74 – Ed).  Heck he probably even

remembers Blackpool being one of the top sides in the country. 

The most interesting article in the Bolton v Birmingham programme was the “they played for both” which featured Frank Worthington. 

Frank, particularly in his later years had a long roll call of clubs he had a brief spell at so he could feature nearly every week. I’m sure it’s a regular staple of the guy editing Palace’s programme, as John Burridge played for about 52 clubs in his long career. 

There has been a whole cottage industry devoted to celebrating the flair players of the seventies. They were generally confident, long haired individuals who specialised in fast cars, women, spectacular goals and insufficient caps for England as managers considered they didn’t always work as hard as other less gifted individuals. In a more equal age when more than 2 or 3 clubs had a chance of winning something, a lot of clubs had one .. Stan Bowles at QPR, Tony Currie (Sheff Utd and Leeds) even Reading had the mercurial (football speak generally for alcoholic) Robin Friday.

Of these Frank was my favourite, the back combed mullet, the gangster moustache …the spectacular goals. I used to like the Leicester side of the 70’s and he was their star man. Football programmes in the 1970’s would generally feature a player questionnaire … they all liked to eat steak, drink the occasional lager, and wanted to meet Muhammad Ali. Frank Worthington broke the mould with his answer to “most difficult opponent” of “my ex -wife’s lawyer”.

I only ever saw him play once and it was in the most absurd scoreline of any match I’ve ever been involved in Bradford City 2 England XI 1. This match was held to mark the reopening of Valley Parade following the fire. My friend and I were up north for the weekend and managed to get tickets. Even more impressively we managed to talk our way out of getting hospitalised by a Leeds supporter who took exception to our possession of southern accents late the night before.

Bobby Robson sent what was effectively an England B side to the game and it was played at testimonial pace. England were 1-0 up when Bradford bought on Frank Worthington, originally a West Yorkshire lad- testimonials eh. He put on a display of flicks, tricks and shimmies that delighted the crowd and set up two Bradford goals to send the crowd home happy.     

Such is limited player loyalty and the huge rewards that those at the top level get that a testimonial is a rare thing in the modern game and Jamie Carragher’s was a rare exception. He did the right thing and donated the proceeds to charity, showing that not all top level footballers are a disgrace. Having the right kind of testimonial /friendly is a difficult balance to strike because I would be looking for a less intense but good game. Some of the recent Soccer Aid type games have not got this right when you see various celebrities and Boris Johnson puffing round the pitch, blimey I could do that myself

BAC Weybridge / Bae Weybridge: - Played 10 - W7, D1, L2 - F23, A11 

Points per Game - 2.20 Very Good
It was the 7th November 1964 and BAC Weybridge, named after one the airline that would merge with BOAC to become British Airways in the seventies, came to West Street and defeated us 2-1 in the Amateur Cup. We gained our revenge three years later in the same competition with Chris Kelly scoring twice in a 4-2 win, and edged through after a replay, again in the Amateur Cup the following year.

We then had a break for a few years before we were relegated to the Surrey Senior League, and they were the first team that Pat O’Connell’s new look team came up against. Despite Tommy Tuite’s first goal for the club that day, the half time lead turned into a 2-1 defeat.

Since then it has been plain sailing. We won the return fixture at their ground, Kings Head Lane in Byfleet before winning both matches in our “Vase season” of 1974/75. By the time we met again, the hosts had changed their name to Bae Weybridge, representing their new role as part of British Aerospace. It did them no good though as we defeated them in the Surrey Senior Cup in 1978 and then the Southern Combination Cup in 1982, although the Blues never played their match in the next round due to the O’Connell walk out. 

Bae Weybridge now exist as BAE systems, but mass redundancies in the eighties spelled the end for their football team, and its not clear whether the ground, which was the original home of Vickers back in the twenties, still exists in any form.   

Badshot Lea: - Played 5 - W3, D1, L1 - F11, A10 - Points per Game - 2.00 Very Good
Here are some more recent opponents. We first met Badshot Lea in a Surrey Senior Cup tie in 2007 when they were still in the Hellenic League, and in addition to the win that day, won both matches the following season when they joined the Combined Counties League, most famously 4-3 in a match featured at number 90 in our 100 most memorable matches.

Last season we were not so successful, conceding a late equaliser in a 2-2 home draw before leading but losing 4-1 in Badshot’s last ever match at Farnborough F.C.’s Cherrywood Road. They now share at Godalming Town’s Weycourt ground, the previous home of Farncombe F.C. while they deal with issues relating to their own ground at … which is not deemed good enough for the Combined Counties League.

Banbury United: - Played 2 - W0, D1, L1 - F2, A3 - Points per Game - 0.50 Horrible
It looks like we have a poor record here but we only met Banbury twice, back in 1998. It was the last time we were in the second qualifying round of the F.A.Cup, and we trailed 2-0 at Station Road before getting a lifeline with a soft penalty and converting that into an equaliser and replay at Merland Rise.

Unfortunately with Enfield waiting in the next round we were unable to complete the job, falling to a first half goal.

Banstead Athletic: - Played 32 - W20, D5, L7 - F55, A34 

Points per Game - 2.10 Very Good
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As you can see even Banstead’s ground can look quite nice from the air!

We have met our former landlords on 32 occasions, although I’m a little surprised we haven’t met on more occasions. This is largely due to Banstead Athletic being formed during the Second World War. They were a very good Surrey Senior League team in the fifties, having moved from Tattenham Way to Merland Rise, and we met them for the first time ever for a Surrey Senior Cup tie in 1955, winning 3-2. 

We first met at West Street in 1967 when our long serving player Ernie Watkins starred for the visitors in a 2-1 Surrey Senior Cup win after extra time, and they defeated us again in 1969 and 1975.

Since then the Blues have dominated proceedings, winning or drawing the next 15 games until they did the double over us in the Ryman League Division One South in 2002/03, and we failed to beat them in our next four League matches too. Recently we have won five of our last six matches against them, most recently last Tuesday by three goals to one.
