	Epsom & Ewell 1-4 Chertsey Town - Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 15th March 2011

Despite improving performances, the Blues have come up against some strong sides recently and this was no exception.

Lyndon made quite a few changes to the line up after Saturday's defeat at Guildford. In goal Paul Borg was working so Neil Harrowing came in for his first match since September, while Matt Smith returned to the full back position to accommodate the returning Dale Marvell on the right hand side of midfield. This meant that Russell Banyard dropped to the bench.

Andy Amfo-Brobbey and Matt Fowler were both unavailable and new signing Ross White started up front, while Ramzi Bedj Bedj was back in at the expense of Dale Hennessey who was also amongst the substitutes.

It was apparent right from the start that Chertsey were going to be very attacking. They had won their last ten matches and nearly scored in the third minute, but Harrowing made a good save, and minutes later a strong shot flew back off the underside of the Epsom crossbar. White nearly got through after good work from Bedj Bedj after 12 minutes, but it was Harrowing who again denied the visitors with a great save after Page had been put through one on one.

White had an effort on target past the keeper after 18 minutes but it was hooked off the line by a defender, although we were ahead after 22 minutes when Marvell's high ball was controlled and laid back by White for Bedj Bedj to score with a low drive from just outside the box that entered the net via the keeper's right hand post.

Unfortunately the lead didn't last long as a poor header back to Harrowing by Anthony Panayi was intercepted and lobbed over our stranded keeper after 33 minutes, and three minutes later we were behind after a left foot shot deceived Harrowing, who could only half stop the ball which crept into the far corner.

Almost on the half time whistle a good low cross from Bedj Bedj found Kyle Hough in a lot of space but his effort on the stretch just cleared the bar.

We felt that there was every chance that we could get back into the game at this point, but in the second half Chertsey closed down Bedj Bedj's supply and we began to find ourselves distinctly second best.

A goal for the visitors was ruled out for a push after 50 minutes after a long stoppage for injury to Paul West, who had to come off soon after. Hough also limped off at the same time, and the two were replaced by Tony Cuff and Hinga Amara but we were struggling to make any impact at this point.

The inevitable third goal came after 57 minutes when Bennett was allowed a bit too much time around the edge of the box, but his strike was a good one, right into the top left hand corner, and ten minutes later we were caught out by a short set piece, and again, although you could argue that the player had too much time, his curled finish from the edge of the area was another good strike.

Very little happened in the last twenty minutes and the harsh fact remains that this is now five straight defeats for our boys. However, we have played the best three teams in that spell, so we shouldn't be too down as long as we can now break that sequence against improving Hanworth Villa and Horley Town.

	Last Saturday, eight committed (they should be!) walkers set off from Epsom Clock Tower at 8.35 a.m. on their way to Guildford City’s Spectrum ground, some 15 and a half miles away! The eight walkers, Steve Dyke, Steve Davies, Alan Carter, Ian Twyford, Joon Wong, Gary Ellis, Alan Camm and myself would have left earlier but were held up by a fussy photographer, who also seemed quite keen on Ian. Gary was looking to make progress as quickly as possible as he wanted to be as far along the route as he could before stopping at the Queens Head in Clandon, while Steve Davies was hoping the pub was a lot nearer, as he was getting desperate for a sit down, if you know what I mean! Steve Dyke and Alan Camm were further back, but they were collecting as they went, which was quite an achievement.

Throughout the journey we were met by Tony Jeffcoate in his support van, ably supported by Paul Marshall, who had chosen to dress up for the occasion. Although not every walker stopped each time, it was nice to see them as you knew you had just completed another part of the walk. At the Queens Head, we were able to relax for twenty minutes safe in the knowledge that we had just five miles to go, although we were beginning to slow down quite drastically.

Further ahead were Ian Twyford and Alan Carter, who had decided to walk on before stopping at the Anchor and Horseshoes at Burpham, just a mile from the Spectrum, and they were able to advise us of certain directions we should take. 	On This Day   -   19th March

	84 years ago today Epsom Town were held 1-1 by Egham in a Surrey Senior League match. This marked the end of a remarkable historical sequence, as our boys had won their previous TWENTY League and League Cup matches in a row at West Street. In fact, it looked as though it would be twenty-one, as Reg Marlow put us ahead with only minutes remaining, but the visitors scored almost straight afterwards as the game ended in a deserved draw.

55 years ago today marked the end of the Pat Lynch era at Epsom. Pat was a famous Amateur International player and had Captained Hendon all the way to the Amateur Cup Semi-Final in 1951, before losing in a replay to the mighty Pegasus. In 1952 he had come to Epsom as Player / Coach and we had improved greatly. However 1954/55 had been a bad one. Personally, he had been suffering with injury, and the team were destined to finish bottom of the League. This day the Selectors took the playing decision out of his hands and asked him to watch the game from the stands to see how we were getting on. We promptly won the match against Maidstone, and although he didn’t admit it, he probably knew at that point that he had already played his last game for the club, and retired from football a week or two later.

51 years ago today Leatherhead were taken apart in front of over 1,000 spectators as Epsom reached the Semi-Final of the Memorial Shield. Norman Dearlove and Captain Peter Wood both scored twice as the Blues continued on their way to the trophy, which they would secure some six weeks later.

Due to their Trophy exploits it would be almost a month before this game would be replayed.

We had trailed 2-0 after 48 minutes but roared back to win the game, only to disappoint in a Semi-Final loss at Feltham.

	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.

To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
20 – Epsom F.C. 12-0 Acton - London League - Saturday 10th November1945

Wartime football occasionally threw up some real imbalances between sides. Our wartime outfit Epsom Town were once defeated 14-1 at Erith & Belvedere!

Although the war ended in 1945 there were still odd games, as many people hadn’t yet returned from their services across the world, while of course some were never to return. The shortage of players meant that many were not really good enough for the level they were playing at, and if a team was a bit short, then things could get really messy!

Such an occasion happened in November 1945. Acton were struggling for players and Epsom had a strong side out that day with a young Ernie Watkins playing his first season and former young striker Gordon Brogdale returning to the club after a spell with Crystal Palace. He scored four of the goals, and many others also got in on the act.
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Ironically, the biggest ever League win in our history would soon be removed from the London League record books when Acton folded!

19 – Epsom and Ewell 0-1 Altrincham - F.A. Trophy Second Round

Saturday 6th February 1982

I was a very young supporter and had only been watching for five months, yet we clearly had a great team that year. Already our boys had defeated four Isthmian League Premier Division clubs, one Southern League Premier Division club and an Alliance Premier League club in various cups, and we were still in four competitions as we entered the month of February.

We would in fact play twenty-two matches in Cup competitions alone, so it was an exciting time to be at West Street. 

However, without doubt, the most memorable of these matches was on the day that the best team in Non-League football came to town.

Wins against Thanet United, Tonbridge, Gravesend & Northfleet and Cheltenham Town had ensured a place in the last 32 of the F.A.Trophy. This is the stage where the geographical restrictions in the
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draw were removed and we could have drawn any of the best sides in the country. We then pulled out Altrincham at home, the most famous of the lot! 

I recall getting to the ground very early and was given ticket number 2 on the day. I sat down inside the pitch perimeter and got ready to watch, making sure of a good view, although with hindsight, why no one told me to go behind the fence is a mystery! 

Nearly 1,000 were at West Street that day to witness a really unlucky day for our boys. We had three really good penalty claims turned down, and midway through the second half the unimpressive visitors had a shot from 25 yards that deflected off our defender Dave Dyer and beyond our keeper Ian Finch. It was the only goal of the game and Altrincham went all the way to Wembley that year, losing in extra time to Enfield.

18 – Epsom and Ewell 11-1 Tring Town - Isthmian League Division Three

Thursday 11th April 1996
In 1995/96 we had earned a reputation for scoring loads but also conceding by the bucket full too! We scored as many as the Champions this year, yet finished seventh. 

Still, we can hardly sit here feeling sorry for ourselves when I’m reporting an 11-1 win; it should be Tring Town I’m feeling sorry for. They had a horrible journey around the M25, arriving a little late, and were hit by a goal within twenty-three seconds; before many of us had made it to the far end goal at Merland Rise!
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It really didn’t look like being a special match though. We scored a second soon afterwards but then conceded, leaving the scoreline at a precarious 2-1 for a while. Luckily this day everything was going right for us. Epsom Legend Andy Boxall was probably the most skilful player we ever had, and he also scored 97 goals in his time at the club, but tonight was his star turn. He equalled our club record that night with six goals, but the one I remember most was when he danced around what seemed like countless tackles, before wrong footing the keeper so badly that he put his hip out and had to go to hospital!

With the score at 6-1 early in the second half it got worse as a visiting player was harshly sent off. The score rapidly went up to 8-1 by the hour mark, but we didn’t score again until the 85th minute, going on to score three more times in the last few minutes to record our best ever Isthmian League victory.

	Hanworth Villa Club History

	Hanworth Villa were formed in 1976 following a managerial disagreement at another long established Hanworth club. In the early years the team struggled in Division One of the Hounslow & District League, and scoring a goal was usually celebrated with a public holiday. During the close season and following hard work by Jimmy Connors, who rebuilt the team, they finished Division One Champions. 
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The following season saw the club start an incredible run in the league, which finished 68 matches later, with 'The Villains' winning the Hounslow Premier League, and the West Middlesex Division One and Two Championships. The success continued with Hanworth being elected to the newly formed Middlesex County Football League.

Since 1980 the club has had a 'nomadic' existence but in 1997 moved to its existing Headquarters at Rectory Meadow. This move led to the formation of Hanworth Villa Sunday, and later a reserve team, being an amalgamation of teams from - The Sawyers Arms, The Dowager, and Feltham Railway Club, not that the lads like the odd beer! A Chiswick League double in 1993 and a 19-0 Cup Final victory in the National Railways Cup (did the opposition run out of steam?) cemented the successful amalgamation.

Following hard work by Dave Brown the club was granted a lease at Rectory Meadow. At last we had a permanent home and could set about converting an existing pavilion into a clubhouse, which has became known locally as “The Ranch”. With a permanent base we were able to concentrate on improving our football, and recent years have seen all of our teams win numerous trophies, the most notable performance being by our Saturday team who landed “the treble” in 2002/03, winning the Middlesex County Premier League, the Open Cup and the League Cup

After another Premier League title in 2004/05, this time with a record number of points, it was decided that it was time to move on and the club were elected to Division One of the Combined Counties League in time for the start of the 2005/06 campaign. Two seasons later we finished in the runners up position, but promotion to the Premier was not allowed due to the lack of the appropriate facilities. 

Dave Brown, once again, made himself busy and the necessary improvements, including floodlights and a 100 seater spectator stand, were in place ready for the start of the 2008/09 season when this time the runners up position was accompanied by promotion to the Premier Division.

Last season the Villains had a slow start and had to look over their shoulder for a while, but this season they are a settled top ten side.

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	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley and Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!
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Cheshunt: - Played 14 - W3 D5 L6 - F12 A13 - Points per Game - 1.00  - Poor

In 1965 we were relegated from the Athenian League Division One and first met Cheshunt in the Second Division that season, playing twice in seven days in January 1966. We secured a creditable 1-1 draw there, which was impressive considering that we had lost 3-0 at West Street the week before.

Fast forward eleven years and we met again in Athenian League action, but now the Blues were on their way back up the Leagues. Despite this resurgence we were in the middle of a sticky spell and our two matches over March and April 1977 produced the sum total of one goal for the visitors at their ground in Theobalds Lane. Both sides went up to the Isthmian League for 1977/78, but even in our promotion season we lost over there, although we did register our first ever win, 4-0 at West Street in April 1978; a win that put us well on course for the title.

They joined us in the Isthmian Division One in 1982 and we failed to score against them again, losing 2-0 on a Tuesday night up there (one of my first midweek travels) and being held 0-0 during our five goalless match spell, although Steve Hill did hit the bar with a penalty.

Finally success came in 1983/84 when we did the League double over them. We won up there, handing them their first home defeat of the season by two goals to nil, but by the time the return was played, we were already confirmed as having achieved promotion, and our 3-1 win sent them down. Not good news for Stan Bailey, their Secretary, who was an Epsom Legend after ten years holding the same position here.

We didn’t meet again until 1993/94, when they beat us 1-0 home and away to gain an instant promotion, after their drop the previous season. They repeated this bounce in 1998/99, but only by a point from Lewes. That point was earned at Merland Rise, when we had the infamous “penalty incident” where we “scored” only to have it disallowed for encroachment and bizarrely a free kick awarded against us instead of a retake! 

Nowadays, the club still reside at Theobalds Lane and are currently a Step Four team playing in the Isthmian League Division One North.

Chessington United / Chessington & Hook United: - Played 19 – W9 D7 L3 – F39 A26 

Points per Game - 1.79  - Good

We first met our local rivals in the latter half of 1973/74 following our demotion to the Surrey Senior League, winning both matches. In 1974/75 we were a very strong team and we won 6-0 over at Chalky Lane in the first midweek trip of that momentous season, and completed the double with a 2-0 win later that season. In addition, we met in the

Surrey Senior Cup, requiring a replay to progress, although they finally defeated us 4-3 at Chertsey Town in the Final of the Surrey Senior League Charity Cup.

We met in the F.A.Vase, requiring a rugby tackle style professional foul from Micky Lyel to secure a replay that we eventually scraped through, but then did not meet again until 2006 upon our transfer to the Combined Counties League and have met at least twice every season since, although we also won a Third Round League Cup tie in 2007/08 with a late Robbie Burns strike. 

We played out a 1-1 draw at Chalky Lane in August 2006 before our opponents won 2-0 at Merland Rise in the return to secure only their second ever win, and finally defeated us on their own patch for the first ever time last August, when recording a 3-1 win.

Chichester City United: - Played 1 - W0 D0 L1 - F0 A2 - Points per Game - 0.00

Although we had been to Oatlands Park once before for a pre-season friendly, winning 5-0, we have only met competitively once in the F.A.Vase, where a poor performance on a windy day ended with a 2-0 defeat. They remain in the Sussex League.

Chingford Town Reserves: - Played 2 - W1 D0 L1 - F5 A2 

Points per Game - 1.50 - Average

In 1948/59 Chingford Town were a very new side and entered the Southern League with their reserve team entering the London League. However, they would not last long and suffered massive problems with their pitch. In view of these, we actually played them twice at West Street, losing the first match 2-0 but winning the second by five clear goals, with a hat trick for Bill Cutter.

Various teams have used the Chingford pitch over the years since and I believe it is used currently for junior football. If you dug down far enough you would find markers that were placed under the pitch to show the Borough Boundary, which ran along the River Ching until it was diverted to create this ground. Who says you don’t learn things here!

	Referee!!

The Respect FC initiative has just been shared with our club via our website. This has come from the F.A. and consists of people being willing to join Respect FC with every joinee resulting in £1 being ploughed back into the respect campaign. This must be a response to those people who when commenting on the game say the “Respect Campaign” has died a death.

Generally the view that the respect Campaign has died has come from the antics by and large of those at the top level of our game and how those antics set the tone for what goes on. 
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For example after Arsenal’s recent 0-0 with Sunderland, Arsene Wegner pronounced himself “too disgusted to talk about it” re: a couple of refereeing decisions that had gone against him. They were - a marginal offside which was proved by TV trickery to have been about 2 cm onside on about the 14th replay, which in any case the goalkeeper had stopped trying to save Arshavin’s subsequent shot when he heard the whistle. There was also a push, which made contact with but did not put off the player shooting. On what he saw at the time the officials could well have been credited with getting both decisions right.

It is the oldest fact in football that when individuals are frustrated just after a match at their team not doing something they blame the referee. Arsenal that day had a chance to close the gap on Man United who went and lost the next day at Liverpool so the two points dropped could be pivotal in the title race.

In any case, even if the two decisions were wrong Arsenal’s talented squad still had 88 minutes to force at least one other goal at home to one of the most out of from teams in Mid Table - and they couldn’t do it. I’m sure many of the Arsenal team who missed those chances made more than the two mistakes the officials that day arguably made. 

The pressure for results and the high profile nature of the games make this problem worse. The media wanting interviews with people at the heart of the moment when they are at their most aggrieved. Recently Sir Alex Ferguson has responded to a disrepute charge arising from recent post match interview comments about a referee by simply refusing to give any post match interviews. 

I generally have a view when comparing non-league with league football that non-league in many respects is ethically superior without money pressurising the situation. It’s a view I’m changing a little on the evidence of what I’ve been seeing about the place this season. The surrounding of the referee and getting on at them for the whole game is very definitely a part of the scene here in the Combined Counties League. 

Such behaviour has it’s roots in the Premier League undoubtedly and the view of many pundits that some of the worst offenders – Roy Keane and John Terry are “winners “ and set apart from mere mortals.

This was exemplified in the recent game here against Camberley. Camberley are managed by ex professional Darren Barnard. After both teams disputed a number of earlier decisions their bench was heard to say, “get in the referees ear there’s some cards here today”. Then the Camberley 6 and 2 were at it all game “how many more ref” all game long. 

The game was then played in a narky atmosphere and we got the rough end of the reffing decisions – penalty claims – at least one of the three shouts were stonewall - and losing to a last minute winner enabled by a handball missed by the officials. I still didn’t want to give them grief as they came off that night because those they were officiating had made their job so difficult. I was not the only person in the ground who had not enjoyed that game because of the atmosphere it had been played in – it’s not the first time this season.

Now I am mellowing in middle age, but the issues around the sportsmanship in games was also highlighted in Camberley’s next game against Sandhurst. According to reports on the fansfocus forum a penalty had been awarded to Camberley, scored but the ball had come out of the net again through a hole in the side netting. Sandhurst then claimed the penalty had been missed and appealed to the referee thinking he may not have seen it. 

This points to a basic problem in the debates about technology to help sports decision-making. If anyone thinks they can get away with anything they try it on and there’s a basic dishonesty that kicks in, which to me is more of a problem than any individual decision that may have been got wrong. It comes from the top of sport but it is reaching our level, which is still after all, a hobby for all of us. 

This was crystallised for me last Friday in the cricket world cup match between England and Bangladesh. Now I’m no fan of the review system in cricket and this incident summed up why. Tim Bresnan pulled a short ball and was caught on the boundary – out fair and square you might think. No – he remained at the crease while he and his partner considered using the review system to challenge on the grounds that it was an above waist high bouncer. They challenged.

Had he hit the ball a tad higher and it gone for six do you think there’s the faintest chance they’d be wondering about a high wide. The review system stops people respecting the umpire and gives them a chance to use lawyer logic of if the outcome I didn’t like might not be able to be proved I might get away with it. It’s a chancers charter.  

For that reason I was imploring the radio for the decision to be given out even though it was an England batsman. Just imagine the shenanigans that will come about when technology comes into football, because you can bet your bottom dollar (that’s quite a long way down at FIFA) people won’t want it restricted to line decisions alone.
