Saturday 19th March 2011

Another day, another defeat was the supporters view after Saturday’s home defeat to Hanworth Villa.

The loss marked our sixth straight defeat, and although four of those matches were against teams in the top six, it still makes for a depressing statistic.

There weren’t so many changes this week, although after Neil Harrowing’s appearance against Chertsey he was back on the bench, but not to accommodate Paul Borg who was still away working. Our new keeper was Aron France, and he lined up behind another reshuffled defensive line up, with Steve Symes moved to the right back slot and Dale Hennessey returning to the left back position.

And again, the Blues made a bright start to the game. A great right wing Ramzi Bedj Bedj cross was equally well retrieved by Kyle Hough, whose return went straight across the face of goal. Unfortunately there was no one there to finish it off. Moments later a good run from Matt Smith enabled a good pass to reach him, but he rushed his shot and it went wide.

France was forced into a good low save from a free kick that was fired in from a narrow angle but from where I was, it looked as if he was at fault in the 17th minute from a corner that went past him and hit a Villa defender almost on the line. However, the ball rebounded back to him from one of our players and he had the simple task of knocking the ball over the line from close range. Seven minutes later the visitors doubled their lead, and although it was a good shot, the Hanworth striker only had to beat one man on the edge of the area before earning that free shot which gave France no chance. 

In the 27th minute we had our best chance of the game and one we needed to take if we were to get a foothold in this game. Unfortunately despite Dale Marvell being clean through, his shot was far too close to the keeper who was able to get it away for a corner. From that corner Anthony Panayi jumped highest but was unable to direct his header on target. Marvell was unlucky ten minutes later when his on target shot hit Ross White and dribbled out for a goal kick, although in fairness, it didn’t really have enough on it to trouble the keeper in my opinion.

There have been days in the past where I have felt at half time that we could get back into the game, but this was not one of them. Despite shading first half possession, we had failed to take chances, while we had given our visitors too much time and space. Even after 63 minutes, a poor Epsom free kick had been met by the Villa number 8 in time and space, and we were fortunate indeed that he sliced his kick completely, sending the ball flying past his surprised keeper and into his own net.

But even after this lifeline there was only limited success, although White and then Hough came close after 77 minutes but were denied by a last ditch tackle and some good keeping, forcing Hough too wide to get a shot on target.

Yet another depressing statistic is the number of bookings we are conceding, and we picked up another three in the last twenty minutes, although I thought the card against substitute Tony Cuff was harsh. Maybe, just maybe the referee was making a judgement on his reputation, and with six straight losses maybe our opponents too are beginning to think we are becoming a tad predictable and preparing accordingly.

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Did you also know that before this season, we hadn’t lost a single game 3-1 since April 2006!! Four whole seasons without a single 3-1 loss, and yet we have seven (and counting) this year!

Here’s another one. We have trailed at half time in five straight matches. We have to go back to 1986 for the last time we were behind in six games, and our club record (set five times) is seven.

However, we have also trailed at half time in our last five HOME games. The last time we reached this figure was back in 2006 when we trailed in eight home games in a row, and our record there is nine, set in 1971.

2006 is also the last time we suffered six straight losses, when all six matches in September of that year were lost.

	On This Day   -   22nd March
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Although a Bill Goddard hat trick 59 years ago today against Worthing merits a mention, there is one game in history that needs covering in more detail today.   

36 years ago today 1,604 spectators packed the West Street ground; our biggest attendance since the fifties, for the Semi-Final of the inaugural F.A.Vase competition. Surrey Senior League Epsom & Ewell had made it all the way here despite nearly folding two years previously.

Their opponents were United Counties League side Stamford and they shocked most of the crowd by taking the lead after 22 minutes, when a rebound was headed in after the ball originally came back off the bar. 

Undaunted, and despite going up the hill in the second half the Blues continued to push, and as the visitors tired Trevor Lee equalised after 53 minutes when he headed in an Alan Webb free kick, and Phil Walker volleyed the winner after 78 minutes to give our boys a slender lead to take to Lincolnshire for the second leg; a match we would draw 0-0 and earn the right to play at Wembley.

	Horley Town – History
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Horley Town Football Club were founded in 1898 to provide football for the local community. From its early days the aim has not changed, it still provides for healthy competition from boys and girls aged seven through to senior status. From junior football there has always been a team capable of competing in whatever league it was playing in. The club progressed from junior football for its first team to intermediate and eventually on to senior status. At senior level the club were members of the Surrey Senior League and progressed to the old Spartan League in 1979. From here after winning the league, the club progressed in 1981 to the old Athenian League.

After a few years in the doldrums the management committee decided, with the full backing of the members to take stock of where the club was and in 1997 it was decided to go back to junior football in the Crawley and District League, thus allowing a chance to bring on a crop of outstanding youngsters through to the senior team, and the majority of whom are still with the club today.

A successful year in 2001 saw the first team win the Crawley League and Charity Cup, which led the management committee to decide that with the youth set up in place it was now the right time to return to senior football, and were promoted to the Surrey Senior League. From here the club was then accepted into the Combined Counties League in 2002.

During this time we also moved into our new state of the art ground called The New Defence and it is with thanks to past and present management committee members that this has been possible as without all their hard work behind and in front of the scenes this could never have been achieved, and is something we can all be proud of.

After the first couple of years finding our feet at this level the team has progressed well, and this season under the management team led by Mark Gilbert and assisted by Graham Rashbrook will move on the excellent ground work formed within the youth set up, and are committed to producing where possible our own youngsters. The reserves play in the Suburban Football League under the direction of Colin Poplett, the Youth team play in the Southern Youth League under Anthony Jupp and John Eldred, and the third team play in the Redhill and District Premier Division under the management of Mark Sale and Mark Aglim.

On Sundays, Horley Town has no less than 26 teams competing in various leagues from under 7 to under 17 and this has and always will be the way forward for us, bringing through our own talent and providing for the future. Horley Town also boast 2 senior ladies teams. We are lucky to have committed managers and players within our junior set up that make this happen, and our thanks go out to them.

The club has a committed 5-year programme to provide facilities capable of entering the very best football competitions outside of the football league, and with the New Defence it only bodes well for the future of such an old established club. On the social front the membership amounts to over 450 many of these with family memberships, swelling the numbers considerably.

Last season Horley finished in fourteenth position. Never really threatening the top ten, but never really having to concern themselves about what was going on below them, finishing eighteen points clear of the relegation positions. 




	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.

To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
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17 – Epsom and Ewell 2-1 Malden Town after extra time 

Surrey Senior League Cup Final - Wednesday 1st May 1974
For those of you familiar with our club history, you will know that we nearly went under in 1973. At the last minute the debts were cleared by Crystal Palace Chairman Ray Bloye, and Pat O’Connell, the former Fulham and Crystal Palace player was to take over as Manager of the club.

However, the Athenian League did not appear to care about this, and faced with a club that had finished in the bottom three of the league for six years in a row, and were applying for re-election for the fourth straight season, they rejected our application for membership. At the last minute the Surrey Senior League, a competition we had last graced in 1927, offered us a place and the comeback was on its way.

Although Westfield were the top team in the League that year and we were destined to finish a place below them, they did not beat us in four matches that season. Our real success that season though came in the League Cup. The Blues had won the Charity Cup in 1926/27, which was the League’s only cup at the time, and whilst the Charity Cup was still in existence in 1973.74, the League Cup was the main event. A 3-0 win at Frimley Green set us up and running, while a 3-2 home win over Chobham saw us through to the Semi-Finals. There we defeated Wandsworth 2-1 and in the Final we met Malden Town at Stompond Lane, the home of Walton & Hersham.

The final itself was a poor one; full of errors and misplaced passes and it was unsurprisingly goalless after 90 minutes. However, in extra time goals from Alan Webb and Colin Rose put us in the driving seat before a late reply from Malden Town, which fortunately was just a consolation. It was our first trophy for fourteen years.
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16 – Epsom and Ewell 3-1 Virginia Water

Surrey Senior League Cup Final - Wednesday 23rd April 1975
The following year Epsom repeated their League Cup success with a 3-1 win over Virginia Water. It was maybe fitting that they were the opponents, as they were the only team to beat our boys in League competition all season, when they registered a shock 2-0 win at West Street back in November. 

To reach this stage the Blues had beaten Chobham 3-0 at home, before F.A.Vase commitments ensured that we would have to wait until April before continuing the run. We then defeated Worplesdon 3-1 on their own ground, before winning the Semi-Final four days later at Horley Town’s old Defence ground, beating them 3-0.

The Final itself in front of 600 spectators (but like the year before, with no programme issued for some reason) at Leatherhead’s Fetcham Grove was an anti-climax, as it was very one-sided, and Epsom were cruising at 3-0 before Virginia Water scored from their only shot at goal, a penalty awarded four minutes from time. Shortly afterwards, the League title was confirmed and we had achieved the Double, just missing out on the Treble when Chessington United edged out a tired Epsom side in the League Charity Cup Final.

15 – Epsom Town 1-0  Egham F.C. 

Surrey Senior League Cup Final - Saturday 14th May 1927
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It is purely co-incidental that all three Surrey Senior League Cup wins are in the same segment, although not surprisingly they are all of similar standing in terms of memorable matches. 

This match edges the others for two reasons. 1) over 2,000 spectators attended this match. 2) This Final was won on the ground of Epsom’s opponents, as the original game, planned for Kingstonian’s Richmond Road on Easter Monday, had to be rescheduled, and was ultimately played right at the end of the season at Egham’s new Vicarage Road ground, having moved there from Manorcroft the previous season.

The opponents were a strong team and finished in fourth place this season. They had already secured a 1-1 draw at West Street, ending the Blues record of twenty straight home League and League Cup wins.

On the Good Friday Epsom had travelled to Vicarage Road and won 2-0 in front of 2,000 and a similar attendance was present for the Final. The Blues had reached this stage with a First Round bye, a 7-2 home win over Reigate Priory, and a Semi-Final 5-2 thrashing of Farnham United Breweries, both of these matches being played in Ewell.

On the day of the Final Epsom Town produced one of their best performances for many weeks and the Egham keeper Harman played a wonderful game to keep the score down. As it was, a first half goal from right-winger Freddie Behn was the only goal of a game that should have seen more goals in the home net.

	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley and Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!
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Chipstead: - Played 3 - W1 D0 L2 - F4 A7 - Points per Game - 1.33 - Average

Despite meeting up on many occasions for friendlies and having many players and managers who have served both clubs, it is hard to believe that the teams have only met on three occasions over all these years.   

The first time the clubs met was a very emotional occasion. It was the final match of our tenure at West Street. May6th 1993 was the date that the two teams came together for the Semi-Final of the Southern Combination Cup, and fittingly we were the winners in our last ever First team home game thanks to a Paul Meredith goal in the second half.

Following our transfer to the Combined Counties League we met again for the 2006/07 season; one in which the Chips were destined to become League Champions. We made our one and only competitive trip to High Road in the opening midweek, and on a game that Neil Harrowing will recall clearly, he was badly exposed on his debut by our defence and conceded six times in a 6-3 defeat. The return match in March 2007 was closer but Chipstead edged the game at Merland Rise by a goal to nil.

Nowadays Chipstead sit one division above us in the Ryman League Division One South, where they have begun to find their feet this season and no longer have any relegation worries.

Chobham: - Played 11 - W9 D1 L1 - F32 A11 - Points per Game - 2.55 - Fantastic

We first met Chobham in a strange Surrey Senior Cup tie that we lost 2-1. However, we protested about the size of the pitch being four yards short of the required minimum 110 yards. Apparently our officials even measured it on the day! In return Chobham protested that we had played an ineligible player, and the Surrey F.A. decided to order a replay at West Street that we won 2-1 after trailing at the half.

So as it transpires, the only time we ever lost to Chobham it didn’t actually stand!

We defeated them again on their own Recreation Ground in 1965 in an Amateur Cup tie but didn’t meet again until we were relegated into the Surrey Senior League in 1973. Of course we were an extremely good team at that time, and in our two-year spell there Chobham suffered more than most, as we defeated them four times in League action and three times in the Cups although one of those was after a replay. 

Chobham are just about surviving in Step Six football at the foot of the Division below us, and it is touch and go whether they will drop into obscurity as I write this.

Civil Service: - Played 3 - W3 D0 L0 - F17 A1 - Points per Game – 3.00 - Perfect

We have met the Civil Service club twice in the Amateur Cup and once more recently in the London Senior Cup, but triumphed easily each time. Our first meeting was in September 1953, and we met exactly one year to the week later in a match that was 

switched to West Street from their ground in Chiswick. In the first match Bill Wiles scored a hat trick in a 5-0 romp, and in the second Tommy Wright got four in a 6-1 win.

Our final meeting was a London Senior Cup tie in November 1979 when we defeated them 6-0 with Tony Pommell scoring a hat trick that day. Despite being one of the fifteen original entrants in the F.A.Cup in 1871/72 and being founder members of the F.A. in 1863, that was a long time ago. They remain in the Southern Amateur League where they have been for nearly a hundred years now.

Clapton: - Played 40 – W24 D7 L9 - F82 A49 - Points per Game - 1.98 - Very Good

From one famous club to another. Clapton are five time winners of the Amateur Cup and were one of the first clubs to tour Europe. They were a massive Isthmian League side, although their power began to wane between the wars as other more powerful sides like Dulwich Hamlet, Leytonstone and Wimbledon came through. Even after the war Clapton held their own in Isthmian circles and we first met them for a friendly on Boxing Day 1945 when we only played nine men and were duly hammered 9-2. Based on that pitiful display it is a wonder that they would ever want to play us again but they visited West Street for another friendly in 1959 and won 3-0.

However, by the time the Blues had reached the First Division of the Isthmian League Clapton’s glory days were over. A trip to the wonderful, if dilapidated Old Spotted Dog ground in March 1979 finished 1-1, although our 3-1 win in the return match the next month was our first win in the sequence. We met for four seasons, with the most memorable of the games marking Tommy Tuite’s 400th appearance, and his third goal in a 4-0 win that day, sealed in the 88th minute was his 300th goal for the club.

In 1982 they were relegated but bounced straight back and we met twice more in our 1983/84 promotion winning season, being held to a dull 0-0 draw “at the Dog” before edging a 2-1 win here in April 1984, despite requiring two penalties from Alan Morton, one of which went in off the post.
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Our promotion and their relegation soon after meant that we didn’t travel there again until the Isthmian League was reorganised in 1991 when we met in the newly formed Isthmian League Division Three and played each other for eleven straight seasons, during which we largely prevailed, although they did the double over us in 1997/98. Our last five matches in that sequence resulted in five wins scoring 1-0, 2-0, 3-0, 4-0 and 5-0 (in no particular order) and we then went up for two years before returning to the newly reorganised Isthmian League Division Two, where we won two and drew two of our four League matches before being transferred to the Combined Counties League. Barring a good Vase run for both teams I don’t believe we will ever meet them again, as their grand history looks doomed to end in the not too distant future.
