	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 1-3 Camberley Town – (after extra time)
Combined Counties League Cup Third Round

Tuesday 25th January 2011

Epsom's season hit a low point last season as we crashed out of our last remaining cup competition with a whimper. I was speaking to a friend of mine at Molesey on Saturday, who is a Camberley fan, and he was saying how much better standard the League has been since the old Isthmian clubs came over. Last night Camberley and Epsom & Ewell made a mockery of that view by dishing up a dreadful game and forcing the supporters to stomach an additional thirty minutes of it too!

In terms of personnel, Jay Holden started with Dave Stevens dropping to the bench, while Joe Paris was injured on Saturday and Tom Jelley replaced him. At the back Anthony Panayi returned, and this enabled Alex Rodrigues to move forward into midfield at the expense of Tony Cuff, who was also on the bench alongside Alex McGregor who had recovered from his injury.

In all fairness, neither side were able to create much in the opening period, as the two teams cancelled each other out in midfield. The visitors forced Paul Borg into an early save with just four minutes on the clock, while Kyle Hough was just wide after seven minutes. After twenty minutes a good run from midfield by Ben Hayward gave him a chance, but the keeper was able to palm his shot away, and after 34 minutes Jelley hit a piledriver from over thirty yards, which was still going at some speed as it just cleared the bar.  

As the second half began we were about to enter the best part of the game from an Epsom point of view. The hard-working Holden was wide after good work, more or less straight from the kick off, but within a minute we were ahead anyway. Ramzi Bedj Bedj sent Hough down the left, and his great deep cross was over the keeper and met at the far post by Holden from a few feet away. His volley did go in, although it needed a bit of help from the keeper, as it hit him on the way in.

After 56 minutes Hayward produced an identical cross from the right but this time it evaded Holden, although the attack kept going and culminated in a header from Rodrigues which was saved. After 63 minutes Hayward was just wide after great work from Jelley and Bedj Bedj and there was no doubt that we were on top at this point.

However, after 65 minutes, Camberley appeared to change tactics and became a little more direct. This gave us a lot of trouble. Borg was alert to push a long range shot away, but after 75 minutes the visitors were level with what must only be described as a Sunday league type goal. We tried to play the striker offside but failed, and even though he was forced wide, his half scuffed shot appeared from where we were to go through Borg for the softest of equalisers.

The game changed in an instant. Camberley had their tails up, while we suddenly looked rocky, despite having looked in little danger up to that point. Still, we had a chance after 89 minutes when substitute Matt Smith was put through, and the keeper came out of his box to clear but missed the ball entirely. However, Smith took too long to hit the ball at an empty net, and by the time he did, there were defenders back, making his target smaller, and his effort was wide.

Clearly the visitors must have felt that their luck was in at this point as they had been second best of two average sides, yet were still in the game as the whistle blew to signify extra time. Even more so when their striker tried his luck from outside the area and the ball took a huge deflection of Rodrigues and beyond Borg into the opposite corner of the goal after 92 minutes.

In terms of body language it looked to me at this point as though we were already out. The Camberley bench were jubilant and animated, while we appeared deflated and quiet. In fact for the entire first period of extra time we didn't get out of our half, with the inevitable third goal occurring after 101 minutes, when the ball was threaded through to the visiting player who clipped the ball past Borg. I was told later that people on the side line felt that the player was offside, but it was little more than we deserved as we had totally gone into our shell by then. The second period of extra time produced nothing of interest, which more or less summed up the game.

So that is three home defeats in a row, all in Cups, and it is just League fare for the remainder of the season. Yesterday was not a good day to be an Epsom supporter.

	62 years ago today Epsom met Leavesden in a London League match. These matches were often close ones, but that day centre-half Bill Cutter was played up front and scored four times, while future Manager Fred Chitty also scored in a 5-1 win. This was the eighteenth match between the teams, dating back to 1934, but Epsom stepped up to the Corinthian League at the end of the season and we never met again.

34 years ago today Epsom & Ewell travelled to the old Deri Park ground for a game with Rainham Town.  Trevor Wales made his 150th appearance but was overshadowed by Tommy Tuite who scored four times in a 6-2 win. Martin Peters and Alan Webb were the other scorers. Deri Park was abandoned to the vandals in the early nineties after methane was discovered under the site, which also rendered it useless for housing. Rainham Town themselves did not last much longer.

31 years ago today Tommy Tuite missed out on a hat trick in this 2-0 win over Horsham, as he failed to convert an 88th minute penalty.

28 years ago today Epsom & Ewell were looking for revenge following a 3-1 defeat seven days at Hertingfordbury Park previously. However, this result was a damp squib goalless draw. Four more consecutive goalless draws would also follow. Exciting times!

26 yards ago today Steve Hill scored twice in the opening five minutes at Church Road. Whyteleafe pulled one back after seven minutes but that was it as far as the goals were concerned, and Epsom went through to a Quarter-Final tie at Sutton United.

	This Week in History

	80 years ago this week Epsom Town produced another fine win at Colston Avenue, as the Blues destroyed their local rivals by seven goals to three in a London League match. George Prestoe, recently signed from Egham, scored three times, as did Welsh professional, ex-Swansea City professional Herbert Pattimore, while Trevor Jones also scored against a team containing three former Epsom players in George Wood, Fred Watts and A.Mackesy the brother of Epsom’s Captain George. 

50 years ago this week Epsom & Ewell travelled to Meadowbank for a Corinthian League match with Dorking but were hammered 4-0 despite being goalless at the half. This game was notable mostly for the debut in Senior football of a young player by the name of Larry Pritchard. He would go on to be remembered mostly for his achievements with Sutton United and Wycombe Wanderers, and played nearly fifty times for the England Amateur team. But, like Chris Kelly a few years later, they both started their career with little old Epsom and Ewell.

30 years ago this week on loan striker Micky Cornwell scored twice in the first half as we defeated Hertford Town 2-0. It was enough for Pat O’Connell to earn the Manager of the Month award; so typically, we would lose a week later to Ware!

20 years ago this week Whyteleafe gained revenge in the Surrey Senior Cup after we had knocked them out in the previous two seasons. Epsom hit the woodwork three times at Church Road through David Fry, Tim Tweedy and some chap called Buckwell, but it cost us, as we let in a goal six minutes from time with a replay looming.

10 years ago this week Hertford Town arrived late to Merland Rise and the game did not kick off until 8.45, but it didn’t seem to affect them as they took the lead after just five minutes. Fortunately we were back in it just four minutes later through Ben Forey. Adrian Toppin made it two goals in his first two games just after half time and Forey then scored his second goal of the game. Andy Nimmo made his 250th appearance.

	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
35 – Epsom and Ewell 3-4 Chessington United 

Surrey Senior League Charity Shield Final  - (played at Chertsey Town)
Wednesday 7th May 1975
By May of 1975 Epsom & Ewell had already played a lot of games, including eight in April with another twelve that were to be played in May. However, this was a chance for the Blues to do the treble. We were already cruising towards the League title and had won the League Cup by defeating Virginia Water and this was the Charity Cup Final against Chessington United; a team we had already defeated 2-0 and 6-0 in the League. Surely we would be too good for them?

As it turned out, no we weren’t. Despite leading at half time through Tommy Tuite, it all went wrong in the second half as two stunning strikes from Peter Berry turned the game around. Skipper Trevor Wales was absent, but despite Player / Manager Pat O’Connell being on the pitch and scoring one of our goals, we were defeated 4-3 at Chertsey’s ground. If anyone has a programme, please let me know, as I don’t even know if one was issued!

34 – Epsom and Ewell 1-2 Aldershot Town Isthmian League Division Three
Saturday 17th April 1993

This game is memorable for sad reasons. The Blues were about to depart West Street after spending 68 years there and a mid-table Epsom team had little to play for. Contrastingly Aldershot Town were Champions of a League that they had probably never heard of twelve months previously, nor cared as their team slipped embarrassingly out of the Football League.

For them, it was a celebration of their rebirth and marked the start of their climb back to the League, which they would achieve in 2009. As with all their matches that season, the games were videoed, so fortunately a lasting memory remains of our ground right at the end of its life.

The game itself produced the result that everyone thought would happen; an Aldershot win. Despite our boys getting a creditable 1-1 draw at the Recreation Ground earlier in the season, a goalless first half was followed by two goals for the visitors, before Ray Purvis, also a future Manager of our club, headed a consolation towards the end. He thus became the last person to score an Isthmian League goal at West Street, and although the match itself was unremarkable, the memories of the day still remain. 

33 – Epsom and Ewell 2-0 Addlestone – F.A.Vase Quarter-Final
Saturday 1st March 1975
Back to 1974/75 again. By this time the club, like the other seven remaining in the competition were gripped by Vase fever. Not only was this the first ever F.A. Vase contest, but by reaching the Quarter-Finals, all the teams had probably squeaked through at least one tie and genuinely believed it could be their year.

That certainly was the case with the Blues, who had edged past Essex side Hornchurch by a single Phil Walker goal, but even three rounds previously, our Manager Pat O’Connell had joked about going up to check on the Twin Towers!
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Addlestone were the newly installed favourites for the competition. They played in the higher Athenian League and were on a 21 game unbeaten run until they had suffered a 2-0 Surrey Senior Cup defeat at Isthmian League Dulwich Hamlet the week before. Maybe more importantly, earlier in the Surrey Senior Cup they had defeated Epsom at Liberty Lane by four goals to three. 

However, whilst the Blues were poor that day, they had turned on the gas after finding themselves 4-0 down and very nearly forced a replay, so the Stones were well aware that this would not be easy. A crowd of 1,048, the best for fifteen years it was reported, were present and a goal in each half from Tommy Tuite and Trevor Wales ensured that we were taking our place in the last four, where Stamford from the United Counties League awaited them. 

During the match, Epsom centre-half Dave Worby collided with the referee and knocked him over. Realising that the referee was in trouble, Worby picked up the whistle and blew to stop play. As it was, the referee was unable to continue in the match!

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The reversal of the first fixture of the season is always an occasion for reflecting on how things have progressed since those days in increasingly early August and what’s become of all the hopes and dreams we had then.

Certainly, one memory of the 7th August was the ludicrously heavy rainstorm that hit us as we pulled into Sandhurst such that we had to wait in the car for a bit before the trot across the park. The weather has been one constant of the season so far as it’s normally been wet here at Merstham – or freezing. 

Some of the hopes started diminishing on that first afternoon as we lost the first of what looked on paper one of the tougher away games. Most of those early season away games were tight but we managed to get edged out of all of them. The stat, which I’m sure Richard will have mentioned about consecutive away wins (and with clean sheets), also supports the idea that our fixture list produced the tougher games first. 

Still, fixture lists are random and no one knows who is going to do well at the start of the season. The Fans Focus message board recently reprinted odds that someone offered at the start of the season. This wise foreteller of the future had Guildford City at 50-1 to win the league (those odds are no longer available). 

Even though eight league games have been lost and we sit mid-table, there have been a number of enjoyable moments this season. The late winner at Chertsey was a great moment – and trying to console the Chertsey Owner / Manager in the Committee room afterwards was a challenge – “we might beat Molesey next week you never know” -oops!

Strange game that it was I enjoyed the challenge of taking on St Neots in the Vase – an honourable 2-1 defeat with lots of stout defending on our part and we kicked up a good atmosphere on the night – the only pity was not being able to get a game on the Saturday reduced the crowd. 

The facilities and people here at Merstham are a distinct improvement on what we experienced over 17 years at Banstead and it was strange going back there in the new year. Very little seemed to have changed despite all the talk of their liaison with Epsom Eagles and to cap it all we endured a dreadful game in freezing conditions. One concern though is a few regular faces have not followed us to Merstham.

Nice as it is here we really do need to get back into our home borough because we are quite a long way from home here. We need to be in the borough we seek to represent in non-league football for so many reasons. 

Our club has a remarkable history of surviving our situation for so long because of the amazing voluntary commitment given to it by a few people. We do need more help to keep this going and as committee members we welcome your ideas, comments and any offers of help. 

The Supporters Fundraising Exercise has reached its halfway mark. We have had two good sessions of the Golden Goal Bingo, with the prospects of more winnings to follow. If the weather holds we certainly have a few games coming up in the rest of February and the final period to follow it. We also have the Sponsored Walk and a Quiz in March (see details later in programme – Ed). I am currently in training for it, having walked home from work in Leatherhead the other night. There is still much do as that is just over a quarter of the distance but I made it to Bedfont last year OK. 

It’s unlikely we’ll be met by a bevy (well chosen word) of striking air stewardesses this year - although the British Airways strike still rumbles on.  It’s more likely to be a bunch of students aiming to strike fear into Nick Clegg with their odd beans on toast song – mind you they do freak me out somewhat. 

There have been times when this season has promised more than it has delivered; a couple of wins in the F.A. Cup earned a little sponsorship dosh, but a tough game at Hythe and a nearly second half against strong opponents who went all the way to the first round. The DVD of it was good apart from the dreadful theme music - think of the most ghastly on hold muzak you’ve ever heard and make it twice as bad. I expected to be talking to someone in India who insisted their name was Brian instead of watching the game. 

We had a little Vase excitement before the draw against St Neots put an end to that, and whatever happened in the League Cup on Tuesday will determine if there is any Cup excitement to come. Even so I vowed when we were really rubbish pre-Lyndon never to moan if we were ever a competitive mid table side again and the table doesn’t lie – that’s what we are. There is still much to enjoy week in week out in watching our team – good goals, funny banter behind the goal and the odd controversial incident, with plenty more to come in the months ahead. 

I bought the DVD of the Aldershot game over Christmas and it was funny, and also a bit poignant to see the old ground. Many of the people in it have passed away and some of the time was spent trying to spot where my dad and uncle Ted were standing. We saw a number of other stalwarts no longer with us. Little did they think we would still not have played a game in our home borough eighteen years later. 

We have to make sure as far as we can that this number does not get too far beyond twenty. Whatever the frustrations of having a transition season and maybe finishing 8th or 9th I’d swap any win or amount of points going to get some positive news about going home. Lets hope 2011 is when it will happen.

	 MY TOP TEN EE’s MOMENTS OF 2010

It’s been an eventual year for Epsom and Ewell Football club. The most significant development in 2010 was leaving Merland Rise in May after 17 long years and setting up temporary home here at Merstham’s lovely Moatside ground. Below I’ve picked out my 10 favourite EE’s moments of 2010. 

10 - Ramzi turns on the style against Cove
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Back on 13th March we recorded an excellent 2-1 home victory over Cove. This win moved us up to fourth in the league and we all started to dream of a late promotion push. Kyle started the ball rolling by scoring our first. However, it’s our brilliant second goal that sticks in the memory, scored by Ramzi Bedj Bedj, our version of Lionel Messi. Ramzi dispossessed their player near the half-way line and ran 40 yards to slot the ball past their keeper. Genius! 
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9 - Epsom climb to third after home victory over Ash

Following on from moment number 10, we continued our late albeit unsuccessful surge for promotion last season with a 5-1 win against Ash on 23rd March. It was an eventful game, which included one of our frequent Merland Rise floodlight problems and yet another cracking goal from Ramzi. Our answer to Cristiano Ronaldo received the ball in the heart of the Ash half, and thanks to some trade mark ball trickery weaved his way past a number of players and curled the ball past the keeper from 15 yards out. 

8 - Seething Molesey manager has to be escorted off the pitch by Lyndon 

Our eventful 2-2 draw at home to Molesey on 9th October will be best remembered for the Molesey Manager having a right go at the referee at full time. Having seen his team draw a game they really should have won as well 

as being harshly reduced to nine men the Molesey manager completely lost it. In the end it was Lyndon who dragged him away and led him back into the dressing room. I must admit that I did feel sorry for him on my journey home. In all honesty we had only rescued a point thanks to two debatable penalties although the incident did make me laugh at the time. 

7 - Darren Smith’s sending off at home to Guildford City

I’ve included this moment as although it isn’t a great goal or fabulous save, it really is a good example of how one moment can change a match. On 14th September we took on Guildford in a wet and windy evening fixture. Guildford were much the better team early on but after a slow start we got into the match, carved out a few chances and then took the lead via a Kyle Hough penalty on 27 minutes. However, three minutes later Darren Smith ruined all this good work by stupidly getting sent off for taking a swing at a Guildford player. I was behind the goal and didn’t really know what had happened at the time although I was later told by friends in the main stand that Darren deserved his straight red. Anyway, two minutes after Darren received his marching orders Guildford drew level and went on to comfortably win 5-1. 

6 - We grab fortunate equaliser against Ash 
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On 19th October we grabbed a point at home to Ash despite a poor overall performance. The most notable moment of this match occurred in the second half when the Ash number 5 comically sliced an attempted clearance into his own net. The poor unfortunate central defender had almost scored an own goal in the first half when he tried to volley away a cross but only succeeded in crashing the ball onto his own post. It almost got even better as a minute after the Ash Number 5’s own goal a back pass from another unfortunate Ash defender ran straight over their keeper’s foot who had to rush back and hack it off the line to safety. 

5 - We make a winning start to our tenure at Moatside

On 14th August we made a perfect start to our time here at the Moatside by beating Shoreham three-nil in the Extra Preliminary Round of the F.A. Cup. Our

victory began with a typical no 9’s goal from our returning centre forward Mark Jarman. Our 2nd was a nicely slotted finish by Darren Smith. However, my favourite moment came right at the end of the first half. A free kick from Cuffie was floated into Jarmo who lifted the ball over the keeper and into the net with a lovely piece of skill. Nice way to start life in our new home.

4 - Our penalty shoot out master class against Worcester Park 

Our League Cup tie on 5th October against Worcester Park was memorable really just for the banter behind the goal (Rachel Riley et al) and our penalty shootout victory. 
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Having witnessed very little entertainment on the pitch we were eventually treated to a penalty master class by the lads. Paul Borg was outstanding, saving one spot kick and very nearly saving two others whereas all our penalty takers were successful including Kyle (obviously). What I remember most is on-loan Terry Fennessey scoring the winner and being mobbed by his team mates whilst the masses behind the goal, well 11 of us, sung out his name. Hopefully it wasn’t because of the quality of our singing that this proved to be his last appearance for us.

3 - The floodlights hold out (just) in rearranged Bedfont home game and their captain gets put in his place. 

As already mentioned (moment 9), we had a number of problems with the Merland Rise floodlights during our final few months ground sharing with Banstead. The most notable was the floodlight failure that caused the abandonment of our Bedfont home game after 88 minutes. The call off was controversial as we were winning with just two minutes left to play and I couldn’t see why the game couldn’t be completed as only a section of two pylons were affected. 

And so it was doubly pleasing that back on 2nd February we won the replayed match with Bedfont 2-1 thanks to a winner from Andy Amfo-Brobbey deep into injury time. However, that isn’t my favourite memory of this dramatic victory. 

As we were waiting by the corner flag at the end of the game to clap the players off we could hear their captain slagging off the EE’s to all and sundry. It was then that one of my fellow supporters told him to shut it. He replied by swearing some more and then commenting, “I can’t believe you lot pay £6 to watch this rubbish”. Quick as a flash John, one of our regular fans, shouted back “well I wouldn’t pay anything to watch you”. That told him! 

2 - Tony Cuff against Dorking

On 17th August we completely destroyed Dorking at Moatside beating them five-nil. The best goal of the match came on 76 minutes when Tony Cuff scored our fifth direct from a corner kick (see picture – left). However this wasn’t my favourite moment of the match although this moment did once again involve Cuffie. 
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When the players came out at the beginning of the match they were accompanied for some strange reason by a Boyzone track on the PA system. I was standing by the dugouts at the time and so was in the perfect place to hear Cuffie shout out to the bench “Why the **** are we coming out to Boyzone?” I have to say that I completely agreed with him and thankfully I’ve not heard a repeat of this musical faux pas. 

1 - We bid (a not so fond) farewell to Merland Rise

The 4th of May 2010 brought an end to our 17 year stint ground sharing with Banstead at Merland Rise and we signed off with a 3-2 win over Camberley Town. 

Our final goal at Merland Rise was an absolute stonker from Robbie Burns. On 55 minutes Robbie emulated Ramzi in the ball trickery department and then hit a first time effort from 15 yards out that gave their keeper no chance. It was a fitting way to sign off our tenure at Merland Rise. 

However, my abiding memory of this match is the atmosphere behind the goal especially in the second half. My favourite moment is reserved for Steve Dyke who led a number of renditions of "Got to get out of this Place" by the Animals - a truer word that has never been spoken or sung for that matter. 
 


	Alex Rodrigues – Captain Durable!

	Special congratulations are due for our Captain today.

It has been mentioned a few times over the course of the last couple of seasons that Alex Rodrigues last missed a match on 1st December 2007. Today he will reach the figure of 166 consecutive matches for the Blues.
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In terms of club history, Dick Wilson had a phenomenal record in what was a brutal age, racking up 214 consecutive appearances. He completed exactly five consecutive seasons, in addition the two he had previously achieved for his previous club Mitcham Wanderers, which brought his tally to over 300, a feat reported in the National Press. He had a close call once in his 198th game, when he was sent off, apparently wrongly, but at his appeal the referee chose not to appear and the case against him was dismissed! 

“Tug”, as he was known, failed to start the opening match of the 1937/38 season, a League Cup tie at home to Tilbury and would only miss five in total that year, but for consecutive matches his run was over, although the mark of 214 games remains a club record since that time. 

In 1973 a young striker by the name of Tommy Tuite joined the club, and from his debut on 1st September 1973 he played in every game of that season, 1974/75 and 1975/76 too before succumbing to injury at Redhill on New Year’s Day 1977 and missing the subsequent trip to Lewes. This was a run of 166 games.

Which brings us to today’s match. Alex joins Tommy today with the second longest run in history. The era in which we play may not be as dangerous as it once was, but with suspensions much easier to pick up, and the pace of the game much faster than it was back in the inter-war years, the achievement bears comparison well.

On Tuesday, assuming that we play, Alex should hold the second place position on the list by himself, so there remains one more question; can he reach 214? If he does, it would be in about February of next year, so watch this space.

	Sandhurst Town Club History

	Sandhurst Football Club was formed in 1910 and played in the Reading & District League until 1979 apart from a short spell in the East Berkshire Football League. In 1979, the Club was elected into the Aldershot & District Football League finishing in third place in their first season.  1984 saw the Club finish as runners-up from whence they became founder members of the Chiltonian Football League and a stepping-stone toward becoming a senior club.  The best season in the Chiltonian Football League was in 1986-1987 when they finished in second place.
In 1990, the Club applied for membership of the Combined Counties Football League and were accepted after being granted senior status by the Berks & Bucks County Football Association.  The first two seasons were disastrous when they finished in bottom place on each occasion and only escaped relegation back to the Chiltonian Football League at the end of the second season due to the resignation of another member club.  However, the form of the Club improved dramatically thereafter with  manager Peter Browning bringing the Club the Aldershot Football Association Senior Invitation Challenge Cup in his first season followed by the Southern Combination Cup.  Since then, the first team have managed to finish 5th in the premier division of the Combined Counties Football League, and in season 2006/2007 were winners of the Berks & Bucks FA Senior Trophy.
The first ground used by the Club was a field adjacent to the Bull & Butcher public house that may well have been used as the club headquarters.  After a few years, a move was made to the Memorial Park where the Club remained until the 1996 close season, apart from a couple of seasons during the 1950’s spent on a nearby pitch in St. John’s Road.  The introduction of the National Lottery prompted an immediate bid for funding to build a new ground in Bottom Meadow adjacent to the Memorial Park.  With support and backing through additional matched funding from Bracknell Forest Borough Council and Sandhurst Town Council, the Club were successful in the first round of allocations ever made by the National Lotteries Charities Board.
The new facilities opened in August 1997 at a cost of £265,000 and included a boardroom / changing rooms complex, floodlights and covered standing accommodation.  Seated accommodation has since been added, and the club now enjoys some of the best facilities in the area with a major renovation of the clubhouse having been completed during the summer of 2010.

The club now runs three teams, the first team in the Combined Counties Premier Division, the reserves in the Suburban Football League, and the U18 youth side in the Southern Youth Football League. The club today continues to develop its friendly and strong community focus, and as the senior club in the area looks to capture local talent by acting as an exit route for local youth players wishing to progress to a higher level.  

 In October 2010 Dean Thomas was appointed first team manager, following a successful playing career with a number of high profile non-league clubs. The club goes into its centenary year in good shape and looking forward to building further in the next 100 years.

So this is a sort of Camberley special, as you can hardly cover that many matches in a couple of paragraphs.

We first played them in 1924 when they had the suffix (& Yorktown) in their title. They actually kept this until resuming after the war as just Camberley F.C. adding the “Town” in 1967 after a merger between the two strongest clubs in the area, Camberley and Camberley Wanderers.

That first match was a Surrey Senior League match at Horton Hospital and we won 4-2, also winning at Krooner Park two weeks later in the Surrey Senior Cup. However, the League match there was lost later in the season and it wouldn’t be until 1978 that our boys would win there again.

Similarly, Camberley wouldn’t ever win at Epsom until they defeated us in a Surrey Senior Cup tie at West Street in 1970. 

Following that opening season, matches followed a pattern; we achieved draws at Krooner Park and wins at West Street. This happened in 1925/26 and 1926/27, and again in 1930/31, this time for the Surrey Senior Cup, which required a West Street replay for Epsom to progress.

In 1953, the Pat Lynch inspired Epsom team destroyed Camberley 9-1 with Bill Goddard scoring five, and Epsom would again win heavily in 1961 before the aforementioned defeat in 1970.

Following our rebirth in 1973, we met again in the Athenian League for season 1975/76, when the pattern continued as before. When we were promoted we met in 1976/77 when drawn together in the F.A.Cup, again drawing there and winning the replay on our way to a match up with Enfield later in the competition. 

I have already referred to our win in April of 1978, but even then we were unable to secure a League “double” as we had drawn the home game two weeks earlier.

Because we were promoted in 1978, we didn’t meet until 1979/80, when we came of worst, only securing a point from the two matches, but in 1980/81, our improved team, 

together with Camberley’s impending relegation enabled our boys to achieve their first ever League “double” with a 5-1 win at West Street and a 2-0 win at Krooner Park.

Our successful years co-insided with desperate ones for Camberley and we didn’t meet again until 1987/88, with Epsom back down in Division Two South, and we again won both matches by a three-one score line. It was regular League fare now for a substantial number of years as the clubs remained in the same division until our promotion in 2002. In fact our match in March 2002 was our fifth straight win.

Following our relegation back to the Isthmian League Division Two, we found ourselves almost playing the local derby, as only Chertsey were south of the Thames in a farcical situation. In 2004/05 we met four times, winning one and drawing one in the Associate Members Trophy, but losing both League games for Camberley’s first “double” in twenty-three seasons of League competition, and this remains the only time they have done this.

I

In 2007/08 we defeated Camberley three times, as we also knocked them out of the League Cup before a Robbie Burns hat trick destroyed them 5-3 at Krooner Park in October of 2007.
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More recently we suffered an abandonment at Krooner Park in March 2009 with the hosts ahead by two goals to one, but they won the rearranged match anyway 3-2. In 2009/10 we lost a tame match 1-0 over there, but closed off our seventeen year tenure at Merland Rise with a 3-2 win in May. Not only were Camberley the last team we beat in a home League game at Merland Rise, they were also the first, back in November 1993, when a 3-1 result sufficed in our sixth home game of that season.

Here is a picture of Krooner Park that many of you won’t recognise. This shows Krooner Park before the fire they suffered on 5th August 1990 that destroyed their old wooden stand.
