	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 2-1 Colliers Wood United - Combined Counties League 

Thursday 7th April 2011

Epsom kicked their first ball in 12 days on a warm, pleasant evening at the Moatside ground. Little separated the two sides in the league table and consequently little separated them on the pitch as Epsom came out as narrow victors in a game played in a very sporting manner, which resulted in no bookings for both sides. 

The Salts started brightly as only six minutes had elapsed when Anthony "Freddie" Myers crossed to McGregor, who flicked the ball which was alertly saved by the visiting keeper. Epsom continued in this positive vein as just two minutes later Kyle Hough's through-ball down the left wing to Myers produced a dangerous cross that was scrambled clear. 

Dale Marvell then had two chances in two minutes as first, his looping shot easily cleared the keeper’s outstretched hand but dropped a foot over the bar, and then he peppered the goal with a rasping effort from the edge of the area which again was just over. It was all Epsom at this stage as Ross White then fed a ball into the six-yard area, but Marvell couldn't connect cleanly with the ball and the chance was cleared. 

Epsom's keeper Neil Harrowing, who had been just a spectator for the opening 20 minutes, made a save with his feet, but the linesman had already raised the offside flag by that point. Kyle Hough then got his head in front of the keeper to a near-post cross but the ball ricocheted off a defender and the chance was gone once more. 

The opening goal finally came in the 27th minute as Marvell latched on to an Alex McGregor through-ball and slotted the ball under the keeper's body into the net from an angle. Another two Epsom chances then manifested themselves as firstly Hough set up Marvell whose dangerous cross into the six yard area was cleared for a corner and then five minutes before the break his cross deflected off a defender which enabled the keeper to grab the ball away from danger. 

On the stroke of half time, Epsom doubled their lead as Marvell was put through by Tony Cuff. Although the keeper came out to narrow the already acute angle, he dragged the ball back a couple of yards and fired a left foot curling shot just inside the unguarded near post. 

Two minutes after the break a trademark Tony Cuff free kick that curled over the wall was plucked from the air by the keeper and Marvell then threatened to increase the lead even further as his low shot across goal was only just gathered by the keeper with Hough lurking menacingly. 

Colliers Wood then stepped up a gear as Harrowing had to be alert to grab the ball of their forward's head and then he smartly saved a header at the back post. The warning signs were there and it was no surprise when the visitors pulled a goal back on 72 minutes as their substitute volleyed powerfully past Harrowing high into the net. 

Hough was then substituted in the 73rd minute as Dan Cormack came on and then shortly after, Marvell threaded the ball to Myers whose fierce shot just cleared the angle of post and crossbar. Jim Davies then came on for White on 83 minutes and he nearly made an immediate impact as his header from a Cuff corner was cleared off the line. On 88 minutes, Cuff made way for Matt Smith and Epsom saw out the final minutes to record their third consecutive 2-1 win.

	Epsom & Ewell 1-1 Bookham - Combined Counties League 

Saturday 9th April 2011

A stunning late equaliser from Dale Marvell rescued a point for the Blues at home to Bookham in a match they should have won. Was it over-confidence? With three straight wins for the Blues and a home game against the bottom club in the League to come it was possible, but anyone who knows the game at this time of the season will tell you that the matches against the teams at the bottom can be tougher, as they have more to play for than a team in the middle of the table.

That said, after a couple of scares early on, one after just nine minutes when former Epsom striker Mark Jarman headed wide when well placed, we largely ran the show in the first half, and in the last quarter of an hour, we could have scored five times. Firstly, after 31 minutes when a deep corner found Alex Rodrigues in lots of space but his header was a poor one and the danger was cleared. Minutes later Alex McGregor tried his luck from 35 yards and it pinged up into the air off the crossbar and went over, but a few inches lower and it would have been the strike of the season.

After 34 minutes Kyle Hough cut in after the pass was threaded through, and his curling effort was just fingertipped away by the keeper, who received numerous congratulations from his team mates, yet still the referee only awarded a corner after his Assistant made it clear to him. To be fair, the referee's performance was very consistent throughout, being wrong on many occasions, and wanting to stop play all of the time.

Hough was again close with another curler from a real rarity at Epsom, a well-worked short corner, and right on half time Marvell was inches wide from the edge of the area with a deliberately placed shot.

The second half started promisingly too with Hough and Marvell again going close but after 51 minutes and totally against the run of play Jarman forced the ball in for Bookham after a goalmouth scramble. At this point we ran out of ideas. As the visitors slowed the game down, ably assisted by the referee things became frustrating for all Blues supporters. Deliveries failed to get past the first man, and the service to the front two who had been really dangerous in the first half dried up completely despite the best efforts of Tony Cuff, McGregor and newly signed Jim Davies, who came on early for Ramzi Bedj Bedj who had tweaked a leg muscle.

The game boiled over in the 76th minute. Epsom took a quick free kick in the middle of the park, and for a millisecond Marvell was through on goal. And then he wasn't; victim of what looked a cynical trip by the Bookham number 8. Although their Captain Currie was probably close enough to suggest that the 8 wasn't the last man, the referee took close to three minutes to decide to give him a yellow card and then chose to book Cuff afterwards. If Cuff was frustrated, he wasn't the only one as the referee than paced out what looked about six yards for the defensive wall, allowing Cuff no room, although he forced the keeper into a good save none the less.   

Just as it looked as though the game was up, suddenly in the 89th minute Marvell was put through down the left channel. He ran towards goal and slammed a low drive past the helpless keeper and into the far side netting for a really good goal. It was a strike that was worthy of all three points, but as it was, it rescued just a point, because while we continue to concede every game, we really need to start scoring a few more to take the pressure off of our defence.




	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
9 – Ipswich Town 2-4 Epsom Town – Amateur Cup First Round 

Saturday 12th December1931

In our history we have played many clubs that now reside in the Football League. Wycombe Wanderers, Barnet, Yeovil Town, Stevenage Borough, Cheltenham Town and Ipswich Town (and Crawley Town soon) have all played little old Epsom at some point in their histories. However, our wins against Ipswich and Cheltenham were two of our greatest results. The Cheltenham win has already been covered and now I look back at it, maybe it should have been higher than number 50 in our list. 

Back in 1931 Ipswich Town were a big town side but were purely Amateur in nature, inhabiting the Southern Amateur League where teams from big towns like Cambridge and Eastbourne rubbed noses with outfits like Carshalton F.C., Merton and Reigate Priory. It was clear that they were building up to become a professional side, which they would become in 1936 before joining the Football League in 1938. Before then they were a very powerful, well-supported side and Epsom drew them in the First Round of the Amateur Cup, or last 64, after all the qualifying rounds had been completed.

We had reached this stage for the second year in a row, but the previous season had the misfortune to draw the holders Ilford, losing 5-2 after leading 2-0 at one point. This year’s draw sent us to Portman Road where 5,000 spectators witnessed a fine performance from our boys, after they had started badly and trailed 2-1 at half time. 

Epsom changed tactics at this point and the game became a lot more physical, but this appeared to suit us better than our hosts and we scored three times without reply, the first of which was as a result of Harry Payton bundling the keeper and ball into the net. Near the end our Captain George Mackesy was sent off, and this would really hurt as he would be absent suspended for the next round, our one and only appearance in the last 32 against the holders again, Wycombe Wanderers at Loakes Park, where we were beaten 7-2.    

8 – Hampton 2-7 Epsom & Ewell – Southern Combination Cup Final 

Monday 28th April1980

Pat O’Connell’s Epsom & Ewell team had much success in the late seventies, and also reached the Isthmian League Division One in 1978, but the club had finally found a level that was competitive and the success halted briefly in 1978/79. The following season another mid-table finish beckoned, but there was still a cup competition to play for. 

The Southern Combination Cup had been around since the late fifties but in truth we had limited success in it, until this season, when we didn’t just win it we obliterated our opponents on their own pitch.

To reach the final we had started by defeating Dorking 3-0 at West Street, just three days after they had knocked us out of the Surrey Senior Cup at Meadowbank. If you had asked every Epsom supporter in the ground, they would have told you that our success was in the lesser competition. However, like certain competitions that are branded as “Mickey Mouse” by some top Managers, they suddenly become extremely important to those same people once they get near the business end of the competition!

In the Quarter-Finals we had a tougher than expected win 3-2 at home to Wandsworth, (who would eventually merge with Norwood and then change their name to Croydon Athletic, but I digress), before winning 2-0 at Egham Town on the Tuesday before the Final. On Monday evening 28th April we travelled to Beveree, home of Hampton F.C. as they were before they added the Richmond Borough suffix. We had many tight games against Hampton, and personally I didn’t even see us score there until my tenth visit, but maybe that was because we had used our goal quota up in this particular game!

The game was over by half time as our boys led 4-0 and finished off 7-2 winners. Tommy Tuite scored five and also passed up a penalty attempt to Roy Beswick, who scored the other two goals. If Tommy had taken and scored the spot kick, he would have been the first player in club history to score six goals away from home!

7 – Epsom Town 3-1 Leytonstone - F.A.Cup Fourth Qualifying Round 

Saturday 11th November1933
The Blues are remembered today for their match against Clapton Orient in the First Round of the F.A.Cup, but this was the win that got us there. The Cup run almost never started at all as we trailed at half time to Woking in the Preliminary round before forcing a replay at West Street. However, we trailed 2-0 in that match before forcing extra time and eventually getting through 5-2!

Our “reward” was a home tie against another Isthmian League side in Nunhead, but we crushed them 3-0, and Tooting & Mitcham followed by the only goal in the next round. After those matches it must have been a surprise to be drawn at tiny Beddington Corner in the Third Qualifying round, and they even switched the game to Epsom where we won 4-2 and drew the mighty Leytonstone.

One of the best Amateur sides in the country thus came to West Street and a crowd of above 2,500 welcomed them. The visitors even led at half time, but in the second half, the papers said, “Epsom Town were right at the top of their form, and as such would probably have beaten any amateur side in the country". 

High praise indeed, as Leslie Marlow scored twice in a minute to turn the tie around, and after Leslie Graves had scored a third, a visiting player broke their ankle leaving them unable to mount a realistic comeback against a side that were as good an Epsom side as has ever graced the club’s history.

The Blues have never reached the First Round of the F.A.Cup since that season, and so this remains one of the club’s all-time greatest ever results, and undoubtedly their best result in a competition in which we have been frankly very poor.




	On This Day   -   12th April

	81 years ago today a London League match was switched from Beckenham to West Street, and we took full advantage of this extra “home” game by battering our Kent opponents by six goals to three. E.Parker scored a hat trick, as did Jack Parr. 

59 years ago today Bill Goddard was registering another hat trick over our local friends, the Post Office Engineers in a friendly. We used to play them on many occasions at their old ground in Plough Lane, Wallington, which still exists as a cricket ground now, but can be easily seen from the train that passes it. 

27 years ago it was Steve Hill’s turn for a hat trick as we defeated Croydon 3-1 at West Street in the Surrey Senior Cup. We had led 2-0 in the original tie at the Arena, but the higher division hosts fought back to force the replay. It was still sweet revenge for a Semi-Final defeat in 1982, when the Pat O’Connell walk out meant that we had a bare eleven eligible players, and Hill himself had gone in goal despite a stress fracture of the shin in our 4-0 defeat that day. Unfortunately we were to be defeated by Sutton United in the Final and have not been back to a Final since.

	90 years ago this week Epsom Juniors recorded their last win of the season when they defeated Old Suttonians by a goal to nil. The Secretary of the defeated side obviously saw something he liked, and within a year he was heavily involved in our fortunes. His name was Hugh Bradley, and after founding the Sutton & District League, which still runs today, he would also become our Chairman and guided the club through its extremely successful formative years. 

70 years ago this week Bill Ruffell scored a hat trick as the Irish Guards were defeated 3-1 in a wartime friendly. Bill’s uncle Jim played for West Ham in the famous “White Horse” F.A.Cup Final of 1923, and Bill’s son Ron would play for the club in the fifties, also marrying the daughter of one of the Club Founders Reg Sperring.

40 years ago this week we really had an awful team! The club was close to folding and under Peter Norris, we could not rise from the foot of the table with our total of ten points being less than half of our nearest rival, Leyton (22). We only won three League matches all season, and just one of them was away from home at the Saffrons, home of Eastbourne F.C. soon to become Eastbourne Town with goals from Geoff Marchese and Keith Ward. This was all the more remarkable when you realise that we had lost 5-1 the day before at home to Wingate!

	Wembley F.C. – History

	Wembley FC was formed in 1946 following an amalgamation of various junior clubs, predominantly Sudbury Ratepayers Association and Sudbury Rangers.  Nicknamed the ‘Lions’ they found a home at Vale Farm and have remained there ever since, developing a roped-off pitch into a respectable non-League football ground.

Entry was immediately made into the Middlesex League, where they won the championship in 1947-48. A further season was spent in this league before the Club progressed to the Spartan League in 1949-50. Here they stayed for two years, clinching the Western Division title in 1950-51 as a result of which they became founder members of the Delphian League.

In season 1955-56 they finished runners-up in the Delphian League and were invited to join the Corinthian League. Following a quiet period the Club moved to the Athenian League (1963-64), which had absorbed both the Corinthian and Delphian League to create three divisions. The Lions remained in Division One until 1967-68 when they won promotion.

To anticipate further progress floodlights were installed, a new clubhouse and dressing-room complex were built until eventually admission to the expanding Isthmian League was granted in 1975. However, the closest they came to promotion to the Premier Division was in 1985-86. After completing their fixtures, Wembley headed the table only to miss out on promotion by two points when both St. Albans City and Bromley won their respective games in hand. 

In 1980-81 they reached the First Round Proper of the FA Cup for the one and only time, losing 0-3 to Enfield at Southbury Road. The Middlesex Charity Cup was won outright for the first time in 1982-83, while the Middlesex Senior Cup was also clinched for the first time a season later with a dramatic 5-1 win over Hendon. In 1986-87 Wembley won the coveted Middlesex Cup double with final wins over Hayes in the Senior Cup and Feltham in the Charity Cup, a feat nearly repeated the following season. Several unprofitable years have followed and a fire at Vale Farm during the summer of 1992 almost ended Wembley’s existence.  Fortunately, thanks to some splendid off-the-field work new facilities were quickly erected and the Club survived.

As a result of the restructuring of the Leagues constitution Wembley gained a first division (North) berth in season 2002-03. But they were unable to maintain their place and were demoted into the second division at the end of that season.  Due to the disbanding of Division Two at the end of the 2005/06 season, Wembley now compete in the Combined Counties League Premier Division.

Chris made over 400 appearances for Carlisle, who he joined in 1965; including helping them win promotion to the First Division in 1974. In 1972 he won the Benson & Hedges Cup for Leicestershire as well as the County Championship in 1975. Chris also won two test caps for England in 1976.

Viv Richards is a cricket legend. He played as a batsman for the West Indies from 1974 until 1991. In addition he also represented the Antiguan football team. Although, not so successfully. Viv played in their qualification campaign for the 1974 World Cup finals which including an 11-0 defeat against Trinidad & Tobago and a 6-0 home defeat to Surinam.

3. William “Fatty” Foulke (Derbyshire, Sheffield United, Chelsea and England): 

Nice nickname. Wonder what it referred to! Joking aside William was a respected goalkeeper for Sheffield United and Chelsea from 1894 until 1907. He also won one cap for England. Foulke also made several appearances for Derbyshire CCC while playing for Sheffield United.

4. Steve Ogrizovic (Shrewsbury Town, Coventry City, Liverpool & Shropshire)

Ogrizovic made his name as a goalkeeper at Coventry City, for whom he made over 500 appearances between 1984 to 2000. However, whilst starting out at Shrewsbury Town, Oggy also played cricket for Shropshire.  Ogrizovic’s cricketing claim to fame was bowling Viv Richards (number two on my list) whilst representing the Minor Counties in a match against the touring West Indies.

5. Sir Ian Botham  (Scunthorpe United, Yeovil Town, Somerset, Worcs & England)

Beefy will always be remembered for his match winning performance for England in the 1981 Headingley Ashes Test match against the Aussies. However he also had a crack at football too. He made a grand total of eleven appearances as a non-contract player for Scunthorpe United between 1979 and 1985, as well as a handful of starts for (then non-league) Yeovil Town. 

6. Phil Neale OBE (Worcestershire, Scunthorpe United & Lincoln City)

Phil Neale (not to be confused with the former Liverpool and England full-back Phil Neal) was probably the very last professional footballer/cricketer. Whilst his football career didn’t progress above the bottom divisions of the Football League, he was very successful as a cricketer. Phil captained Worcestershire to back to back county championships in 1988 and 1989. 

7. Andy Goram (Oldham Athletic, Rangers & Scotland) 

Andy Goram made over 600 professional appearances as a goalkeeper. He also played 43 times for the Scottish national football team as well as playing 4 times for the Scottish cricket team. However, he was reportedly banned from

playing cricket by Rangers upon signing for them in 1991 for fear of picking up an injury (picture – left).

8. Brian Close (Leeds United, Yorkshire & England)

Brian Close, the legendary Yorkshire and England cricket captain, played professionally from 1949 until 1977. However, he very nearly became a footballer signing for Leeds United as an amateur in 1949. However, later that year he gave up football for cricket and made his Test debut in July 1949 against New Zealand.

9. Denis Compton (Arsenal, Middlesex & England) 

Denis Compton had an illustrious career both a footballer and a cricketer. With Arsenal he won the League in 1948 and the FA Cup in 1950. His cricket career, however, was even more spectacular. Indeed it was one of the most impressive by any England batsman. Denis played in seventy-eight test matches hitting seventeen centuries and 28 fifties.
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(Note: Denis actually started his career as a sixteen year old playing for Nunhead in the Isthmian League and scored for them against Epsom F.C. in a Surrey Senior Cup tie in 1935! - Ed)

10. Geoff Hurst MBE (West Ham United, Essex & England)

He may have scored the most famous hat-trick in the history of English football, but Geoff Hurst was also pretty useful at our national summer game as well. Geoff played for the Essex first and second eleven between 1962 to 1964 before deciding to focus on football. Good job too!

The Essex team from Chadwell Heath were our opponents for a few short seasons back between 1989 and 1995. We had a fairly good record against them at home with two wins and two draws, but at Sungate, the least inappropriate name ever for what was quite a dismal ground, we lost all four matches, conceding four, four, five and five!

The closest we ever got to winning there was on our very first trip for an Isthmian League Cup replay after we had drawn 1-1 at West Street. We took the lead with just two minutes to go through a great strike from Chris Holding, but still lost the game in normal time.

Collier Row suffered “death by magpie” as they were victims of the recently reformed Romford F.C. The former Southern League giants moved in to Sungate and the clubs were briefly merged in 1991 before Romford took over and within a season the name was history. The club do still exist now playing Sunday football in the South Essex League.

The future for Sungate was even sadder. After one season there Romford realised that the reason the pitch was so poor was because of an underground spring and they decamped to the Rush Green Arena, former home of Ford United and before them, the famous Briggs Sports side from the fifties. Sungate is now a landfill site and having seen pictures recently that are too distressing to be seen by anyone who has lost their ground i.e. us, the view is very odd as thousands of tons of earth now sit on the site, yet the floodlights remain in place! A very sad end for any ground.
Colliers Wood United: - Played 11- W6 D1 L4 - F17 A15 - Points per Game - 1.73 - Good
Our record these days against Colliers Wood is not too bad at all. However, it looks even better when you realise that we lost our first three matches against them. In fact the only goal we scored in those three matches was when their keeper fumbled an optimistic shot from Ross Shoefield. 

Our first trip to Wibbandune (a 3-0 defeat) was more memorable for the half time rush of people from the ground to their vehicles as it was apparent that a group of people had broken into an entire row of parked cars, including one belonging to our own Steve Dyke.  

We secured a draw there with a Dan Jackson header the following season but it is only recently that we have started to get some decent results and in 2008/09 we defeated them three times, including an F.A.Vase win by four goals to two at Merland Rise after we had trailed 2-0 after about fifteen minutes. We also completed another League double over them last Thursday, when our 2-1 win was added to our 2-0 win at Wibbandune in October.
Combined London County Council Hospitals: - Played 2- W1 D1 L0 - F7 A4 

Points per Game - 2.00 - Very Good
Back in the mid-thirties we had a very good relationship with the local hospitals, and as a result we played two friendlies against their teams. It must be remembered that in those days, they paid people to work for them but then expected them to play for their “works sides”. We nearly fell foul of this with one of our Legends Tommy Rochester who the club had actually

bought out of the Army, only for him to then work at the Manor Hospital, which led to a few issues, eventually resolved in our favour.

Just to add insult to injury, Rochester scored a hat trick in the second of these games; a four-one win at West Street back in April 1937 after the teams had drawn 3-3 on Boxing Day 1936. Many works sides folded over the years as they found that they were unable to restrict the team that one of their employees played for. An interesting argument considering that many professionals were still held to contracts by their clubs even after the maximum wage was lifted in January 1961. 

Corinthian Casuals: - Played 24- W9 D4 L11 - F34 A40 

Points per Game - 1.29 - Below Average
Obviously most of you know that Corinthian Casuals are a very famous and old club. They were formed in 1939 after two old clubs, Corinthians and Casuals, were merged. Both played a strictly Amateur code of football, and were famously nomadic for much of their existence. 

Although Epsom met Casuals and their Reserves on one occasion each pre-war, our first meeting with the combined club was in 1945 when we met the Isthmian League club for a Surrey Senior Cup tie at their rented ground back then, Kingstonian’s Richmond Road when we were beaten 6-0. We suffered defeat in three more County cup-ties in the early fifties, most notably 2-0 in the 1954 Surrey Senior Cup Final in front of over 6,000 at Selhurst Park.

We then didn’t meet again until 1975 when we defeated them in an F.A.Cup tie and in 1979 when we thrashed them 7-0 in the Isthmian League Cup. We then had another nineteen-year break before commencing League battles in 1998 after they were promoted from the London Spartan League. Having used a number of grounds including Dulwich Hamlet and the Kennington Oval in the fifties they had now settled at the King George’s Recreation Ground, formerly used by Tolworth F.C.

In fourteen games between 1998 and 2003 matches were tight and often dull, with never more than three goals in a single match until we did the double over them in our disastrous 2003/04 season. However they finished above us by a point and still reside one step above us, but one day you feel they will drop down. We are currently on a three game winning streak after Dale Marvell’s late winner knocked them out of the Surrey Senior Cup in 2008/09.

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In our Saturday off last week I stayed fairly local and watched Corinthian Casuals against Ramsgate. As we were driving to Tolworth we were listening to the end of the West Ham v Manchester United game and the reaction to Wayne Rooney swearing into the television camera.

Swearing on TV has been a hot issue in Britain throughout my lifetime. As a child of the sixties and growing up in the seventies I was a contemporary of Mary Whitehouse’s National Viewers and Listeners Association and her campaigns against mainly sex, violence, bad taste and swearing on television. If they had succeeded there would be a lot of dead air on Channel 4 nowadays. 

When people are surveyed about the three main “evils” of sex, violence and swearing it is always the swearing that is most objected to. I can see why. It’s something social attitudes may be changing towards and maybe I’m not keeping up – I have quite a bit of trouble keeping up, as the sponsored walk proved. 

Those people who have defended Wayne Rooney – and they include some prominent journalists – use the defence that it was said in the heat of the moment in a passionate sport and that as football is essentially a working class game, swearing is to be expected. I don’t really buy the argument and I’m going to use the age-old argument trick on basing the case on my own family, who were impeccably working class and I never once heard them swear in all the years they were with us. 

I did once let an “f” out in the family home when I was getting aerated about something and it was something I only did the once. It did not go down well. My family did not seem atypically straight-laced about swearing at the time so I think it’s a generational thing.

This leads me to taking a good long hard look at myself and my own standards and whether I keep up to the ideals my parents would want me to aspire to. Clearly I cannot say that I never swear. I would say that I have always tried not to swear in front of my children. I do not like it if other people do and I’ve had a few words over the garden fence to next door’s teenage daughters who seem to want to conduct their business as if they are on Eastenders. 

Similarly I got myself into an argument outside the school gate with one of a small subgroup of fairly notorious parents at the school who was having a minor road rage incident with a passer by and turning the air blue. I asked her

to stop swearing in front of her and my kids and rather predictably got a mouthful of abuse for my pains .

One of the few places I’ve ever let a cuss go in public at is football. There’s something about football isn’t there that changes people – this is what the respect campaign is up against. We get emotionally wrapped up in the game, feeling its joys and frustrations - as another short corner fails to end up in a cross being delivered it’s tempting and easy to swear. 

If you go to any Combined Counties League game, one thing you will always hear is swearing. With the small size of most crowds virtually every comment on the pitch is audible. Our league did have a campaign against this a few years ago following a complaint from neighbours close by a ground. On the evidence I’ve seen this season it hasn’t really worked. There are a number of moany, sweary ref pressurising teams in this league that mean there have been a number of games I’ve not really enjoyed this season. 

Which brings me back to last Saturday at Corinthian Casuals and it’s always a place that makes you think of fair play and standards in the game. A very tight and competitive game saw the hosts 1-0 up entering the third minute of injury time as their sub centre forward burst through the Ramsgate defence. The centre half was attempting to pull his shirt but didn’t stop the shot coming in which went wide. 

The referee blew the whistle, gave a penalty and produced a red card for the Ramsgate five. It seemed a bit harsh and the Ramsgate eight went around saying mainly to himself “you are joking” without swearing. The ref then produced another red card for him. We tried to spare him his fate by saying, “they don’t joke – and he’s not going to change his decision”.

One of the beauties of non-league and why I like going behind the goal is you get a birds eye view of the action. All of this took place a few feet from me and the Casuals supporters I had been talking to. It was a marginal penalty at best with quite a mild reaction from the team conceding it - certainly by the standards of dissent I’m used to in the CCL – and to be fair to Ramsgate I did not hear one swear word in the whole incident. Ironically from an incident that saw two sent off and three booked I felt Ramsgate had reacted reasonably well to it and deserved some credit.

Last year when I went to a game at Tolworth the only noise heard from behind the goal was a round of applause when an opposition player got booked for dissent. A measure of how this ref overreacted that day was that the Casuals supporter next to me said…
