	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 0-6 Molesey – Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 6th March 2012

Well, I didn’t see this one coming!

A confident Epsom team went into this match against Molesey hoping to complete a League double, following their 2-0 win at Walton Road in October. However, all they received was a serious case of embarrassment and disappointment.

As a slight mitigation for our worst display of the season coming straight after our beat one, Ali Dewar and Antony Myers were both unavailable and this left us with a limited number of options on the flanks. Matt Smith moved forward with Tom Siefers coming in at right back, while Nathan Ayling moved out into the left midfield slot with Ben Hayward sitting in the middle of the park.

And if things had gone our way at the start, it might have been different. In the 13th minute Ayling ran on to a great cross-field pass but either James Cottee or Mark Jarman were offside in the middle and although the ball was nowhere near them the flag was already raised by the time Ayling got the ball.  Six minutes later an Epsom corner caused trouble and the Molesey number 7 kneed Jarman’s shot off the line. It all looked quite promising at that point. 

And then it all went badly wrong. Jamie Summers and Anthony Panayi both went to ground when challenging for the ball and when it broke for the Molesey player they were unable to recover in time and a short pass resulted in Marlowe prodding the ball past Adrian Jones for the opener in the 23rd minute.

The second goal was a poor one to concede as eight minutes after this a right wing cross was sent in and was met by a looping header that dropped over everyone and into the net. On 42 minutes they took another easy chance as a ball from the right was crossed in low and behind everyone except an unmarked player who had the simplest of chances to shoot into the net.

Molesey were rampant now and hit the post just before the half time whistle, but continued in the same vein after 51 minutes. A striker was put through and whilst Jones saved the original shot, the ball ran loose and again we were second to the ball, only arriving in time to pick it out of the net.

We had a couple of half chances around this time, one from a decent Jamie Hatfield cross that was turned out for a corner and Hayward intercepted a poor keeper’s clearance but it was hit strongly at him and he wasn’t able to control it well enough before being closed down. Molesey scored their fifth goal in the 66th minute as a pass was fed in to another player in space and whilst his lobbed finish was a good one, it was not the first time that evening that we were questioning the absence of marking.

Jarman had a half chance from a Cottee cross but the ball hit him and spooned up for the keeper and the visitors went down the field and scored a sixth goal with four minutes remaining with a far post header from a corner. This was especially embarrassing as the scorer was not exactly the tallest player on the park.

With only two fit substitutes for this match, Siefers limped off towards the end and we finished the game with ten men. It somehow summed up the performance as Molesey made it look as if they had extra players out there. However, the manner of our defeat raises questions, coming so soon after our great win at Hanworth.

	Mole Valley SCR 2-4 Epsom & Ewell – Combined Counties League

Following Tuesday’s mauling, this was a real test of character for our boys and I’m pleased to report that they passed this one with flying colours. Against a team at the bottom of the League but unbeaten in three matches this was a banana skin just waiting for us to slip up, and when you throw in the sudden departure of our long-serving Captain Alex Rodrigues to Egham it really was a fine performance, one we effectively had to win twice having had our two-nil lead wiped out before scoring twice more.  

In goal Nick Taylor-Greaves came in to cover for the suspended Adrian Jones and had a good day with no fault attached for the two goals that went past him. In defence Anthony Panayi and Jamie Summers are beginning to work much better as a pairing and with Matt Smith and our new Captain Jamie Hatfield on either side of them there was plenty of experience. But it was in midfield where this game was won and lost and you might have feared the worst when Carl Downs was not fit enough to play. However, as one door closes another opens and Paul Gough slotted in alongside Nathan Ayling and both had storming games. On the flanks of our 4-4-2 system were the returning Antony Myers and Ross White, while upfront James Cottee and Mark Jarman are really looking good right now and I personally hope that we can keep as many of these players as we can next season.  

The game was just four minutes in duration before we were ahead. Myers fed the ball in from the right and Cottee flicked the ball into the danger area. The only problem was that the ball was behind Jarman, but he got into position and scored with an acrobatic overhead kick. It was the perfect start and there was more to come. Just six minutes later a great ball across the field picked out Myers, now operating back on his favoured left flank and his first time cross was met by the incoming Gough to register his first goal for the club from close range. Unfortunately we conceded a penalty after 18 minutes when former Epsom player Jay Holden was brought down in the area. Our players debated it but the referee confirmed after the game that there was both a foul and a shirt pull in the area. Holden sent our keeper the wrong way from the spot and we had a testing ten minutes to follow, including another penalty shout when Holden threw himself at Summers and bounced off him. Fortunately the referee saw this the same way and very little of real note happened for the remainder of the half.

The second half was only six minutes old when Summers found the net with a fine diving header.  Unfortunately it was the wrong net, but these things happen and we rallied well from the disappointment. Just six minutes later we were back in front as a near post Smith corner was expertly glanced in by Cottee. Regulars will know that I have been going on all year about having players at the near post and this is why.  

Hatfield picked up an injury and Ryan Augustine, son of former Manager and Coach Peter, made his debut and looked quite tricky on the left wing, while Myers dropped back into Hatfield’s position and Smith took the armband. Summers redeemed himself with a fine saving challenge while on the ground and in the 89th minute Ayling took aim and struck a beauty with his right foot from nearly twenty-five yards which the keeper didn’t get close to. It was a fitting way to end and this performance tells me that we can compete with anyone in this division when the chips are down. The Molesey performance has already been consigned to history.

	17th March - In Summary

	90 years ago this week Epsom Juniors suffered a heavy defeat down the road to West Ewell. They played at Chesterfield Road according to the handbook, but I believe this game was played at the far end of the road, very close to where the Epsom & Ewell Harriers play in what is now known as Poole Road. West Ewell even had the luxury of starting with ten men. We wouldn’t suffer a defeat of this magnitude again until January 1925.   

84 years ago today Epsom Town were on their way to the London League title and remained top, following this 2-1 win over Chelmsford at West Street. As always with our team though, it wasn’t as easy as that, as we trailed at half time and Freddie Behn’s equaliser was from 30 yards before a very late Ted Hill winner.

70 years ago this week we hosted Dulwich Hamlet for a South Eastern Combination League match and it was an exciting one although we trailed 2-0 at half time. Jackie Pullen the former Epsom legend scored twice, one of which was a backheel, but it wasn’t enough. It wasn’t for the want of trying though as Pullen hit the woodwork three other times in the match! 

60 years ago this week a penalty struck against the post by Johnny Hoy proved costly as we were held 2-2 by Maidstone United at West Street. (see programme right) Bill Goddard scored Epsom’s two goals and you have to wonder why this goal machine didn’t take penalties too. He scored 97 goals in 73 appearances as it was!
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40 years ago this week Epsom & Ewell secured a rare away point with a 1-1 draw at Hemel Hempstead’s old Crabtree Lane ground thanks to a second half equaliser from Chris Roots. Was he any relative to Kelvin Roots? (see below)

31 years ago today Walton & Hersham were defeated 4-2 in a Surrey Senior Cup Quarter-Final replay, having secured a 1-1 draw at Stompond Lane in the original tie. Tommy Tuite scored a hat trick and it earned us a tough looking away tie at Gander Green Lane in the Semi-Final.
30 years ago this week a Kelvin Roots penalty was sufficient to earn a 1-0 win over Aveley in this Isthmian League match. This wasn’t just any old match though, as it was the first win as Epsom Manager for Adrian Hill. Following the Pat O’Connell walkout in February, Hill had limited time to get a side together and we lost our opening match 0-2 at home to Hampton, but this one got us going. In midfield this day was a young lad named Alan Pardew. I wonder what happened to him!

10 years ago this week the Blues were homing in on a promotion place from the Isthmian League Division Three. We only needed a top six place to go up and our fixture list was looking good. Bracknell was on paper the toughest match remaining, sitting in third place, but we always had a good record at Larges Lane and this match went with the form book. Kevin Webb and Lee Dooley returned to the club as we defeated the Robins much more easily than the score suggested.

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Epsom & Ewell F.C. are sad to announce the departure of our long-serving Captain Alex Rodrigues to play for Egham Town after six seasons at the club.

He was a very solid defender, able to play anywhere across the back line or even, as was often the case, in midfield protecting the back four. He also became the first captain of this club since Peter Gaydon in 1981 to lift any silverware when he lifted the second Dave Wilson Trophy in 2008, following a penalty shoot out win over Banstead Athletic.

Rodders will also be remembered for his reliability, as he did not miss a game for almost four years. Starting on 8th December 2007 right up until 16th August 2011 he played in 188 straight games, which gives him the second longest consecutive run in club history, which is not only testament to his commitment, but also to his fitness and discipline on the pitch. 

In 2008/09 he played every single minute of every game and was a member of the team that knocked Sutton United out of the Surrey Senior Cup 3-2 on their own patch. 

He was ever-present for three consecutive seasons and is also now placed in 20th position on the club’s all-time appearance charts, just five appearances behind Dale Marvell who is also now at the Runnymede Stadium.

In 2009 and 2011 his fellow players voted Alex as their Player of the Year although the club award eluded him.

Above all though, he was a really nice bloke and he will be missed around here. He was part of the furniture!

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Random Facts from 50 years ago

I wrote last time about my lucky find of some potentially very valuable old programmes in a charity shop. This has reawakened my interest in programme collecting big time and I have to confess I’ve got into it in a big way. 

The hobby has taken on for me a number of the qualities of an addiction as my new computer programming system loves to tell me how I’ve visited the “football programmes for sale on e bay” website over 120 times recently. I have bought several programmes and consignments lately and I look forward to the postman coming every day to see what wonders he will bestow upon me.

The consignment I received yesterday - 25 programmes from the early 1960’s for £8.00 including postage really sums up what I’m enjoying about this aspect of the hobby at present. The programmes whilst flimsy with limited content offer a fully rounded picture of a different world in a way a mere history book never can. I thought I’d share with you some of the things that have caught my attention.

1.
We had proper winters in them days 

Tottenham v Bolton 27/4/1963 refers to the fixture backlog of the 1962/63 season. Between 8th December 1962 and the beginning of March 1963 Bolton only played 1 game – away v Arsenal. A fixture backlog you can only experience nowadays if you follow Chessington.

2.
The Players weren’t well paid 

The pen pictures of Birmingham City v Newcastle – Boxing Day 1960 contain this:

Gordon Hughes (Outside right) Still works as a coal miner but this does not hinder his progress … last season he made 31 league appearances. 

The brilliant book “My father and other working class football heroes“ by Gary Imlach details how his dad would take on building jobs in the close season. This bloke took it one step further. He could lean over an opponent he’d just tackled and brag Joey Barton style about his overtime down the pit.

3.
They Could Play a bit 

Chelsea V Arsenal 15/4/61 features a fresh faced young lad called Jimmy Greaves who had scored 37 goals in 37 games.

4.
 Club v Country 

Whose pic is subbed by the line “Jimmy Greaves, missing today’s game as

he is playing for England against Scotland at  Hampden Park today”.

5.
 If only the old players benefited from modern fitness and diet   techniques – then you could compare them 

Blackburn Rovers v Blackpool 1958 refers to Stanley Matthews at 43 years of age. He carried on playing for another 7 years after that. Maybe we’ll see Giggs and Scholes for a while yet. Terry Venables was talking on the radio the other day about being picked up by Jimmy Greaves and given a lift to Stamford Bridge for his debut. They stopped off at a café and had a full roast dinner including sticky pudding and custard on the way to the game.

6.           The Adverts 

Are where you really see the culture of the times. Cigarettes and beer were openly advertised with slogans claiming how good they were for you. An advert such as:

“Kick Off “ with Tennents Gold Label Barley wine” might have a double meaning today.

7.         There were some jobs going though
The economy must have been picking up, as a number of the programmes feature recruitment ads by major local employers.  Leyton Orient’s 1961-62 editions carried a permanent advert for fitters at the local British Rail depot while Sheffield Wednesday v Manchester City 23/4/62 proclaimed “There’s a career for you in COAL”.

My favourite was in Aston Villa v Sheffield Wednesday 15/4/1963 which offered careers in the Midlands Police Forces  to: 

MEN – 5ft 8 inches, between 19 and 30 years 

WOMEN 5ft 4 inches, between 20 and 35 years who are physically fit, have good eyesight, a sound education and a good character. 

So the men just needed to be tall and young with no worries about their eyesight and character!

8.  
Away travel

A number of the programmes carried adverts for charter trains to forthcoming away games at fares that would make the modern day traveller green with envy e.g. day return trip from Sheffield Victoria to Finsbury Park for Arsenal v Sheffield Wednesday in 1962 - 25 shillings and 3 pence (just over £1).

This was clearly a time when away travel was beginning to take off. Prior to this it was a well known phenomenon that people would go to Fulham one week and Chelsea the next and similarly in Manchester, Nottingham and Birmingham. Wouldn’t happen nowadays!





	Ash United – History

ASH UNITED FOOTBALL CLUB was founded in 1911 and celebrating 100years of football this season. Ash started playing their first competitive matches at Ash Common. Ash United soon became well established in the Surrey Intermediate League, winning every honour possible. After the Second World War Ash United restructured and in the 1947/48 seasons they had the most successful season in their short history, winning the League Championship and four-cup competitions.

Ash United had to wait almost twenty years for their next successful campaign. During the 1966/67 seasons Ash United dominated the Surrey Intermediate Premier "A" League, winning the title with only two points being dropped out of a possible fifty-two. As the points suggest, Ash United’s achievements included a long unbeaten record with 121 goals for and only 19 against. Not to be outdone the reserve team also had a terrific season. They won the Division "A" title and scored an amazing 137 goals in only 26 games, an average of 5 per game and some incredible scores.

With the first team and the reserves doing well this gave the club a good squad of players, all competing for first team places. In 1968 Ash United won promotion to the Surrey Senior League, and in their first season they finished runners up, and also finished as runners-up in the cup. This successful start in the Surrey Senior League came to an abrupt end in 1971 when Ash United were forced to change grounds, this meant they lost their place in the Senior league and had to drop into the Aldershot League. Ash United managed to find a new permanent home with the co-operation of the local council at Shawfield Road, which remains their home to date. Having a permanent home meant that Ash United United were re-admitted to the Surrey Senior League. 

During the late ‘70’s Ash United had several successful seasons, in the 1977/78 season Ash United won the Charity Cup defeating Dorking 2-1 in the final, the following season Ash United finish runners-up in the newly named Combined Counties League as well as reaching the finals of the Philips Football Floodlighting Competition. It took Ash United several years before they managed to win the Combined Counties League, which they eventually won in the 1981/82 seasons; Ash United also finished runners-up in the Concours Trophy and the George Allen Trophy during that year. The 1984/85 seasons saw Ash United getting through to the quarterfinals of the Surrey Senior Cup as well as being runners-up in the Concours Trophy again.

During the 1985/86 season Ash United had a creditable run in the FA Vase, followed by a great league performance in 1986/87. Ash United won the

League for the second time under the management of Chris Penny. Ash United produced their best run in the FA Vase in 1993/94 by reaching the second round only failing to go further by losing to Littlehampton in a replay. 

The 1996/1997 season saw improvements in the facilities at Shawfield Road, most notably was the installation of floodlights and further improvements to the changing rooms, dugouts, and fencing. The 1997/98 seasons was Ash United’s best for several years, with the new manager Jamie Horton bringing his considerable experience to good effect. He has brought together a squad of players that won the Challenge Cup and the Fair Play Trophy in his first season as player/manager. The team also created a new league and club record with 29 games unbeaten in league and cup, which included a run of 21 straight wins. 

The following season Jamie formed a side that took the League title by a massive 13 points. His team also won the Aldershot Senior Cup beating Fleet Town and reached the last 32 of the FA Vase before losing to the Holders & winners Tiverton Town in front of a record crowd at Shawfield Road. Jamie Horton had a second stint as manager during the 2001/2002. He then took Ash United to their highest points total for a season when they reached 100 but it still wasn't good enough to take the title and they finished runners-up to AFC Wallingford. They however did regain the Aldershot Senior Cup beating 3 RSME Regiment and also reached the last 32 of the FA Vase before losing to Tow Law Town. There was more silverware for the club as the Reserves won the Division One Title.

The 2004 to 2006 seasons saw ex Aldershot Town player Stuart Udal take charge of the team. Great progress was made with Ash United finishing 3rd in the League. The Reserve team won the Reserve Premier Cup beating Sandhurst Town. 

After 18 years’ service as a player with Ash United Paul Bonner took over the manager’s position in the 2008-09 season with Mattie Everard ably assisting him. Paul is now in his fourth season off being in charge & has yet to find the special touch to win silverware but has produced some good entertaining football team, even last season, which was a struggle from start to finish.

Ash United continue to support youth football with the creation of an Under 14’s side 5 years ago.  Last season Ash added two more age group to the growing youth set & for the forthcoming season have added another giving us age groups of u12’s, u14’s, u16’s & u18’s.

On-pitch changes have been augmented with off-pitch changes some for the good & some for the bad; Ash again have a new senior committee which has been elected who have a combined vision and commitment to progress Ash United to new levels.

	Every Opponent A-Z
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Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

Fleet Town: - Played 4 - W2 D1 L1 - F5 A3 

Points per Game - 1.75 - Good
Fleet Town were one of those sides who tended to yo-yo between the Southern League and the Wessex League. Never really good enough to stay up, but a very tough opponent at what we would now call Step Five level.

So it was a baptism of fire when we were drawn at the very picturesque Calthorpe Park in October 2000 for an F.A.Vase tie, but we came through 2-1 with two goals from the flying Ben Forey. Two years later we were back there again, but following promotions for both clubs it was an F.A. Trophy match this time. We secured a 1-1 draw down there but should have won the game when Barry Stevens missed a sitter in the final minute. Luckily we had too much for them in the replay and went through 2-0 to kick start a run that would end at Newport County.

So when we were placed together again, this time in August 2003 for an F.A.Cup tie, I expected that we’d be alright. However, I had not realised this early in the season that it was going to be a very bad one and we went down 1-0 with a whimper and relegation followed. 

This was obviously disappointing, but had we stayed, we would have become League opponents as they were transferred over in the first F.A. reorganisation. Since then they have been over to the Southern League an back again, but are now situated back in the Southern League Central Division where they currently hang by a thread, situated only above Marlow at the bottom.

Folkestone: - Played 2 - W0 D1 L1 - F0 A1 - Points per Game - 0.50 - Horrible
In 1983/84 Epsom & Ewell were a very good side and were about to be promoted to the Premier Division of the Isthmian League. However, we had lost to Southern League Dartford in the F.A.Cup and three weeks later we travelled to Cheriton Road to do battle with another team from that League, Folkestone for an F.A.Trophy match.

The first match was very dull and ended goalless. The replay only had one goal in it, but was a much more lively affair. Our striker Paul Harding and their keeper Maurice Munden were sent off for fighting, but we were still unable to pull level and Folkestone progressed.

Nowadays known as Folkestone Invicta they currently sit at Step Four and are looking for a third straight swap of divisions to follow their promotion and relegation in the previous two years. In 2009/10 would have been Ryman League Division One South Champions had they not gone into administration and suffered a ten-point penalty. They still went up but had to settle for runners-up. The beneficiaries of this were?
Croydon Athletic! Funny old game, as they say!

Ford Sports / Ford United: - Played 9 - W2 D1 L6 - F10 A24

Points per Game - 0.78 - Awful
Are Ford Sports and Ford United connected? Yes! Ford Sports were founded in 1934 and we played them in a friendly at West Street only two weeks after reforming back in September 1945. The Motormen won easily by eight goals to three.

In 1959 Ford Sports merged with another famous team from the area, Briggs Sports to create Ford United, although we didn’t actually meet them until we were drawn together for an F.A.Vase tie in 1977. We drew at Rush Green Road and won the replay by three clear goals with two goals from Steve Delaney and the other from Tommy Tuite.

We then had another large break before meeting again when in December 1989 we were edged out 2-1 at West Street in a London Senior Cup tie. We equalised near the end after trailing for a while but they went down the other end and scored the winner!

In 1997/98 they were elected to the Isthmian League after years at Essex League level. They were clearly a very good team and just missed out on promotion, but still had plenty in hand to defeat us 6-1 over there and 1-0 at Merland Rise. The following season they finally did go up as Champions, yet we managed a surprise 2-1 win on our final visit to Rush Green Road in February 1999 before they had the last laugh with a 5-0 romp on our patch which secured the title. In our defence we did field almost a reserve side as Manager Adrian Hill tried to deal with four matches in the last six days of the season by giving the first team a break, which worked as we won our Final match of the season 3-0 over Tring Town.

Ford United soon had problems with the lease on their ground and had to decamp to Oakside, home of Barkingside F.C. which the two sides now share permanently, despite Ford buying the ground from its original owners. That was where we met them last for an Isthmian League Cup tie in 2001, losing narrowly by a goal to nil.
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In 2004 they changed their name to Redbridge F.C. in recognition of the move, and had success in the F.A.Cup this season, reaching the Second Round, despite sitting at Step Four these days in the Isthmian League Division One North.

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In Stuart we trust

Now I know you’re all expecting to read some mighty fine prose from me on The Salts or non-league football in general. However, this week I’m going to body swerve you all and focus on rugby union. Specifically, why I think Stuart Lancaster should become the next England rugby coach. Why am I changing focus? Because I’m a rebel that’s why?

Now, as a kid the only sport I was into was football. This was until I went to secondary school and got into Cricket. Ever since, my life has been very well ordered, footie in the winter and cricket in the summer; sorted. But not any more. Over the past few years I’ve really got into rugby union and international rugby in particular. 

One of the main reasons I like international rugby is the annual Six Nations tournament. Unfortunately football’s domestic home nations tournament was disbanded when I was a young lad so it’s through rugby union where I get to see the red rose of England regularly take on a host of old enemies such as Ireland, France and Italy. I know this may sound blasphemous to other football fans, but watching England take on Scotland in the “rugger” regularly compared to England taking on, say Macedonia in the football, is far more enjoyable in my opinion. It just means that little bit more.

Now I’m aware that both England’s international football and rugby union sides have had their off the field problems recently. However, the way these have been dealt with couldn’t have been more different. 

After a terrible Rugby World Cup last autumn, where players either got hammered, caught out with the ladies or jumping off ferries, England’s interim rugby coach Stuart Lancaster has had the strength of character to dump the old guard and start again. This is another reason international rugby has surpassed international football for me as an England fan. This is because the coach has basically shown his players that no one is too big to be dropped. Personally I would do the same with Wayne Rooney and not bother taking him to the European football championships in June after his indiscretions, regardless of his value to the team. The man’s a liability pure and simple.

Having taken over as England interim coach for the Six nations (at the end of January) the previously unheard of Lancaster has so far in this year’s Six Nations led England to three wins out of four. This includes hard fought, sometimes nerve shredding away victories against Scotland, Italy and most recently France. 

Incidentally this is the first time in history this has been achieved. Whereas England and Lancaster’s only defeat was at home to World Cup semi-finalists Wales. In this game we only went behind in the last five minutes and almost snatched a deserved last minute draw but our injury time try was disallowed.

Now, what has impressed me most about Lancaster’s England has been the commitment and desire (Christ, I sound like Alan Hansen!) shown by this young team. Last Saturday against France our young side had 426 caps fewer than our hosts but thanks to a real belief in each other, demonstrated by some tireless tackling (111 to France's 59), we did enough to edge a deserved win. 

However, despite such a sea change from his England team to the one who frankly couldn’t be bothered in the autumn, Stuart Lancaster remains very much the outsider to get the job permanently. Granted he doesn’t have the international experience of the front-runner Nick Mallet. Yet what else does he need to do to show that he can make big decisions both tactically and in selection? Furthermore his young side are clearly behind him 100%. This season we’ve seen at Chelsea what happens when players don’t play for their manager.

Now I know that everyone gets nervous before job interviews. However, if I was Stuart Lancaster and the top brass interviewed me this week for the England coach’s position on a permanent basis, this is what I would say.

Interviewer:  "So, Stuart. What qualities do you think you bring to this position?" 

Stuart Lancaster: “Well... I've just orchestrated a heart-stopping win over the World Cup finalists on their own patch, pulled off by a team of inexperienced newcomers, just a few months after they ended the reign of my predecessor”.

"I did it in a stadium where the opposition had lost only one 6 Nations match in their last 17 and became the first England coach to win all three of my away games in the Six Nations”

"Oh yeah and I've only been in charge for two months. Next question?"

OK, so Lancaster is still just four games into the job and a lot can still go wrong. Should Ireland win at Twickenham today, we could yet finish fourth in the Six nations, just a year after we won it. However, you’d be hard pushed to find any international coach, from any sport, who has restored the fans faith in a team so recently damaged.  

So, I appeal to the blazers of the Rugby Football Union (who I’m sure are regular readers of this programme!) go on, give Lancaster the job permanently. In Stuart we, well me anyway, trust.
