	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 0-2 Horley Town – Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 25th October 2011

Like a few of our matches against the top sides this season, this was a “nearly” match. We have played some of the better sides in the League like Hanworth Villa and Guildford, and now Horley, and competed well in all three, yet have just one point to show for our significant efforts in those matches.

Part of the problem is putting away chances, and the recent departure of Robbie Burns to Chessington & Hook of all places will not help. However, our front pair looked lively last night only to be denied when they got through by Horley’s evergreen Ian Chatfield.

The side changed a little after the defeat at Wembley. Alex Rodrigues was absent and Anthony Panayi took his place, while Alex McGregor and Antony Myers were both taken off at Vale Farm and both found themselves on the bench here, with Carl Downs starting alongside Sam Robinson in the middle and Dave Francis restored to partner Mark Jarman up front.

And it was Francis who showed first, controlling the ball, beating his man and striking a low shot that skidded along the ground and clipped the far post with the keeper beaten after just 3 minutes. Two minutes later a Francis cross was missed by Jarman, but the loose ball fell to Jamie Hatfield who blazed over from little more than eight yards.

This was our best chance of the night but there were others too. Nathan Ayling was busy and he was just over the bar with a shot after good work from Ramzi Bedj Bedj, playing in a more withdrawn role, but seeming to pose less of a threat to the opposition as a result. Finding the perfect position to play him could become the key to our season.

But Horley’s efforts should not be ignored here. With former Epsom players Kyle Hough and Kevin Lock up front for them they had a slight majority of possession, but little success getting past our defenders, although a shot on target was deflected over for a corner on the half hour. We were also fortunate when they“scored” from a great cross but the referee had already stopped play for a foul by Paul West, who was cautioned.

Right on half time Francis linked well with Jarman and the latter curled his shot from a wide angle, but it didn’t curl enough and went out for a goal kick. Just after half time Hatfield was on target with a low drive but Chatfield blocked it, with the loose ball just eluding Francis as he closed in on goal.

But the visitors were still a threat, although when they took the lead it is sad to report that the goal came from our own free kick. This was charged down and on the counter attack, the ball was pushed wide for Lock to shoot, and although Coles did well to even get hand on the ball he couldn’t keep it out. 

After this Jarman had broken through, but his effort was quickly blocked and Horley scored a clinching goal with four minutes remaining. A scramble in front of goal resulted in a shot that deflected and looped up over everyone, only to hit the bar and post and come back into play. However, from where we were, it appeared that we tried to clear the ball, only to see it rebound straight into the net of a Horley player. It was difficult to see as there were a lot of players around, so apologies if I’ve got that a bit wrong,  

So Horley recorded their first ever win over us in eighteen meetings, but on another day, this could so nearly have been a different result between two well-matched teams that tried to play football throughout.

	Our History   -   29th October

	90 years ago today Epsom Juniors hosted the previous season’s League Champions, Carshalton Athletic Reserves and defeated them by three clear goals at Epsom Rec. We still finished in mid-table that season but things were just beginning to take shape that would change the course of football in this Borough for the next 90 years.

80 years ago this week Epsom Town had to respond to the shock of conceding from an overhead kick after just six minutes to defeat Tooting Town in a close game with “a large number of spectators”. George Mackesy equalised almost immediately and then his second put us ahead at the half, before Swindall’s goal sealed Tooting’s fate.

84 years ago today an enormous crowd of 7,631 were present at Plough Lane, a club record at the time for Wimbledon, who edged us out of the F.A.Cup by three goals to two. Reg Marlow scored twice but we were unable to force a replay that would have packed West Street to the rafters.

79 years ago today we received another F.A.Cup defeat, this time to Met Police, who may not have been as glamorous as Wimbledon, but were still good enough to dump us out of the Amateur Cup as well that season.  

60 years ago this week we made a rare visit to Worcester Park’s Green Lane ground, and required extra time to see off the challenge from the Surrey Senior League side, who had led 2-0 at one point. Bill Goddard scored twice, while Johnny Hoy and Ernie Watkins also netted. (see programme right)

34 years ago today we opened up our F.A. Vase campaign with a trip to Rush Green Road, the home of Ford United and secured a good 0-0 draw there, winning the replay 3-0 and going on to reach the last 32 before being shocked 3-0 at home by Eastbourne United.
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32 years ago today the Blues recorded a great 3-1 win at Bishops Stortford’s George Rhodes Arena in the Isthmian League Cup third round with goals from Tommy Tuite, Roy Beswick and Keith Ellis. Stortford had won the Amateur Cup in 1974 and would win the F.A. Trophy in 1981 so this was a great result, yet we fell apart 2-1 at home to tiny Harwich in the next round. 

30 years ago this week Epsom & Ewell defeated Tilbury by four goals to one, but it nearly didn’t count as we were three-one up when the floodlights failed with six minutes remaining. Fortunately the problem was fixed and Tommy Tuite finished off the scoring to earn the club a three-goal win bonus of £30 that was on offer as part of the Isthmian League sponsorship in those days.

6 years ago today we suffered embarrassment at Herne Bay, as we threw out F.A.Vase run out of the window. We had been under pressure early in the game and trailed to an early goal, but Dale Marvell converted a penalty for handball and Chris Read hit a twenty-five yard screamer past the keeper for a half time lead. With our boys retreating though we conceded an equaliser with four minutes remaining. Then a Herne Bay player was injured and having used their substitutes, the home team had to play the extra time period with ten men. It made no difference though, as we hardly got a kick and conceded twice to crash out 4-2 with a whimper.




	Happy Anniversary!

	Five years ago yesterday Lyndon Buckwell was appointed as Manager of Epsom & Ewell F.C. Our previous Manager Paul Pritchard had been sacked, and our Caretaker Manager Peter Augustine took charge for the last time on Saturday 27th October 2006, which was a 3-2 defeat at home to Wembley typical of our team at the time, as we were leading with five minutes left! 

Lyndon’s first match as Manager was on Saturday 3rd November 2006, when we travelled to Meadowbank second from bottom of the table to face the team one place above us, Bookham. A loss that day would have left us seven points adrift of the relegation line, but we came through 3-0 and three days later repeated the score line against Cobham at Merland Rise. Our safety was not yet assured, but you just knew we’d be able to get out of trouble.

17th out of 22 left us four points clear of the bottom three at the end of the season, but the side was in for a massive overhaul that summer. In came Robbie Burns, Paul Borg, Nick Drew, Charlie West, James Earp and Kyle Hough to go with the already established Alex Rodrigues, Jamie Hatfield, Ross Shoefield and Ben Hayward and we started the season with a bizarre postponement at Chertsey, followed by three defeats. However, on the August Bank Holiday Monday we recorded our first win of the season, 2-1 against Horley Town and we were up and running. 
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We finished tenth at the end of the year, which was a vast improvement, but more was to follow. With the side almost unchanged for 2008/09, a late Hough equaliser earned us a draw at home to Camberley on the opening day, and we then broke a club record in going 12 League matches unbeaten to start the season, and were top of the table for a couple of months before Bedfont Green proved more consistent and we ended up fourth, just two points from second placed North Greenford. 

That fourth place was significant as it gave us an exemption in the F.A. Vase to the First Round in 2009/10, where we progressed past Farnborough North End, Moneyfields and most memorably Wellington in Somerset before the run ended in the Fourth Round 3-2 at Long Buckby in Northamptonshire. A fifth place League finish promised much for 2010/11 in addition to the move from Banstead Athletic to the better facilities at Moatside, but players, Management and supporters alike were disappointed by the tenth place finish, which was an indication of our progress from three seasons previously when we were delighted to be as high as that!

Despite the loss of some key players this season, we have started fairly well, 

and hopes are high of finishing close to, if not in the top six. We are now a side to be respected in this League, and Lyndon is also the third longest serving Manager in Club History, behind only Pat O’Connell (8 years 7 months) and Adrian Hill, whose second spell in charge lasted 13 years and 1 month.

So maybe we should learn a little more about our Manager. Lyndon was born on 9th January 1969 in Kingston, and made his debut as a player for us under the Management of Ricky Kidd on 4th October 1988, a 3-0 home win over Horsham. His younger brother Scott would also play for the club, oddly enough also making his debut in a home game against Horsham two years later. They were on the pitch together on 17 occasions, starting on 29th September 1990, when we lost 2-0 at Eastbourne United’s Princes Park ground.

While Scott would only make 21 appearances for the First Team, Lyndon played solidly for three seasons, registering 98 appearances for the club. When Kidd was sacked in March 1990, he was one of the few players to stick around under Adrian Hill before departing in 1991 when we were relegated to the Isthmian League Third Division in the reorganisation that season.

He was too good to be playing at our new level and spent lots of time at Molesey and Kingstonian, both good teams back then, before getting involved with Management and taking over the Reserve Team at Corinthian Casuals prior to his appointment here.
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Since his return as Manager, he has played twice more through necessity, which had the added benefit of moving him into the 100 appearance club, although to reach the hundred he had to complete a full hour against today’s visitors in an end of season match that we lost 4-1 at Farnborough F.C. However, his milestone appearance was not without incident, as he was actually sent off seconds from the end of the game by an over-fussy official. 

By reaching this figure, he has joined an elite group of five other Managers that have also made a hundred playing appearances for the club, along with Adrian Hill, Ricky Kidd, Ray Purvis, Tommy Rochester and Alan Webb.

	Today, and of course, assuming they are both selected, our full back pair Paul West and Jamie Hatfield reach significant First team milestones. Jamie should play his 150th game for the club, while Paul West will hopefully shake off an injury received on Tuesday to make his 50th appearance.

My records show that Jamie joined us from Burgess Hill Town, and made his debut for the club on 11th November 2006; a 3-0 win over Cobham, and although he departed after only eight games, has been with us on and off ever since, fluctuating between here and Corinthian Casuals. 

It took a number of games before Jamie finally hit the target for our club, and even he may admit it may have been a bit of a fluke when he put us ahead from long distance against Egham on 12th December 2009 on what was his 104th appearance. 

Yet by the end of that season he had another four to his name, including a stunning free kick as good as anything you will see at any level of football against Walton & Hersham in January 2010. However, since May 2010 when he scored against Camberley, he has not found the net since and remains on five goals for the club.  

Jamie was born on Thursday 18th September 1986, which makes him still only 25, so who knows how many more games and goals he could play for us!

Paul joined from Chessington & Hook United and made his debut for our comprehensive 5-0 win over Dorking on the 17th August 2010 and has remained with the club ever since. He struggled to keep a place in the side at first but has proved quite versatile, playing in both full back positions and also at centre-back. When regular Captain Alex Rodrigues was on holiday he was handed the armband, thus becoming our first new club Captain since 2007. 
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He has scored twice for us, with his first goal for the club occurring in a 3-2 defeat at home to Wembley in April, and he added his second with a fifty-yard free kick against Colliers Wood in August.

Paul was born on 7th January 1984, which was a Saturday. It was also quite a significant day in football history as Manchester United were knocked out of the F.A. Cup 2-0 by Harry Redknapp’s Bournemouth side. Also that afternoon, Epsom and Ewell deservedly lost their Isthmian League match 2-0 at Boreham Wood, but we would still earn promotion at the end of the season.

	“Curses” 

Firstly I thought that I would let you in on what has been happening in the world of banking recently. Security is ever tighter and one of our systems today demanded that I changed my password to a more secure format. I tried “mywilly” as a password, but the system rejected it as “not being long enough”! Apparently it must be eight characters, so I typed “SnowWhiteAndTheSevenDwarves!”

Now, whenever my wife Dawn questions why I insist on going to watch “yet another” Epsom & Ewell game she always points out that I am better off not going as “they always seem to win if you’re not there!
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I decided to look into this and it does seem to be true that I am a Jinx, carry a curse or am just plain unlucky! Take this season for example. Out of our five league wins I have only enjoyed one of them (Colliers Wood at home) and managed to miss our wins against Cove, Mole Valley, Molesey and Ash Utd. On the other hand I have suffered the pain of three out of our five league losses (Guildford, Raynes Park & Wembley). In Cup games the spread is more even having witnessed our Vase win at Hailsham and the F.A. Cup victory against Croydon, only missing out on the league Cup win at Knaphill. 

A glance at the previous seasons seem to tell a similar story as I seem to have an uncanny knack of missing out on a lot of famous victories. (I was in New York when we won 2-1 at Chertsey last season for instance). I vividly remember a very cold windy night at Hornchurch in the old Isthmian League Division Two watching us lose meekly 3-0 and taking the decision to have a break from football the following Saturday when we were due to visit the runaway league leaders Ford United and I had already marked that one down as a heavy defeat. There is no real need to go on, as I am sure that you have twigged that we came away with a famous 2-1 victory!

Talking about hoodoos and curses I noticed that during the recent Rugby World Cup Australia were complaining that there was a hoodoo on them at Eden Park, which obviously explains why they have not won there for about 25 years!

There was also an alleged curse at St Andrews as Birmingham City’s ground was built in 1906 on gypsy land, which forced the Romany Community to move off the area. A local gypsy told Barry Fry, Birmingham’s manager in 1996 that if he urinated in all 4 corners of the ground the curse will be lifted. Barry duly obliged but I feel that this may just have been a mischievous prank by the said traveller. After 100 years the curse expired in 2006, and this may explain City’s last minute win in the Carling Cup final last year against Arsenal.  

Finally, I will end with arguably the most famous sporting curse of all time of which the central character is a goat. 	Badshot Lea – History
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Early history suggests that the village football club was formed in 1904, after a meeting at the local village hall. They initially played friendly matches before deciding that they affiliate to the Surrey County Football Association in 1907. They began life in the junior leagues before gradually progressing through the leagues. The most recent history shows the Lea playing in the Aldershot leagues and progressing through the various divisions, eventually obtaining promotion to the Surrey Intermediate League Western in 1978.

Progress through the three divisions saw the Lea eventually promoted to the Surrey Premier League in 1986. This was for one year only as we obtained the dubious distinction of being relegated with the highest points total ever achieved by a side being relegated.

Season 1988 saw us again in the Surrey Intermediate League Western. The ensuing years saw the ups and downs that one experiences until season 2002/03 which saw eventual promotion to Senior Football via The Hellenic League. This was not without its problems as The FA at Soho Square tried to block the move. It was only the determination of the committee and the full backing of The Hellenic League that eventually saw us given the green light along with London APSA (Essex Senior) and Sporting Bengal (Kent).

In our first season we took time to adjust to Senior Football eventually finishing fourth from bottom under the guidance of manager Maurice Gregory. In season 2004/05, David Ford took over the management reigns with Nathan Fealey and in their first season took the side to a credible seventh place finish. 

Season 2005/06 saw the first team finish mid table and reach two cup finals. They narrowly lost out to Sandhurst Town in the Aldershot Senior Cup on penalties but beat Penn & Tylers Green in the Hellenic Supplementary Cup. 2006/07 saw them yet again lose out on penalties in the Aldershot Senior Cup this time against Camberley Town. On the league front they produced some fantastic football all season and after chasing Bisley Sports for most of the season ended up finishing in third place. 

The third place finish was enough to enable up to take up a promotion position and with a groundshare secured with near neighbours Farnborough we were able to do so. In the 2007/08 season under the guidance of Dave Ford we finished our first season at Step 5 in a respectable eleventh place and beaten finalists in the Aldershot Senior Cup losing by the odd goal against Fleet Town. 

The National League’s Committee then sanctioned a move to the Combined Counties Premier League for season 2008/09 where we swapped places with Reading Town. We finished in a respectable seventh place in our first season. Season 2009/10 saw us entering the FA Cup for the first time in the clubs history, and the club finished in tenth place but reached the Semi-Final of the Surrey Senior Cup, losing narrowly to Sutton United after beating Woking on penalties in an earlier round.

	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!
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Egham F.C. / Egham Town: - Played 56 – W22 D14 L20  - F77 A78 

Points per Game - 1.43  - Average
Our first meetings with Egham go way back to the start of our senior existence, and in our first season at that level, 1924/25, we played them three times, twice in the Surrey Senior League and once in a Surrey Senior Cup tie that we won 3-2 at one of the club’s earlier grounds, Manorcroft. Our League results were a loss and a draw, the latter match being our final one at the Horton Hospital Grounds.

For season 1925/26 it was a brand new adventure as we moved to West Street. This time we recorded a League double on our way to the Surrey Senior League title, but any cup hopes were ended in a 2-0 defeat in January 1926, which was the last time we played at the Manorcroft.

In 1926/27 it was Egham’s turn to move, and they played at Vicarage Road, the site of which is now covered by the M25. This is a pity as we had an excellent record there. We defeated them there twice that season, once in the League and once in the League Cup Final a few weeks later, although of similar note was their late equaliser at West Street that ended a run of twenty straight League and League Cup wins at our ground. 

Upon our promotion to the London League we met on just three more occasions. In 1928 we won 4-1 there in a friendly, while in 1930 we drew there and won a replay in the Surrey Senior Cup, but were so impressed with George Prestoe in those two matches that we signed him for Epsom! 

Forty-one years elapsed before we met a team from the town again, but by this time it was the reformed Egham Town who came into existence in 1963 and played then, as now at what is now called the Runnymede Stadium. Previously entry to the ground was through Tempest Road before this was closed in the nineties, but “Stadium” is a most inappropriate description, being more an assortment of small structures dotted around the ground.

Egham were a Spartan League side, so our only meetings were in the Surrey Senior Cup in 1971 and Southern Combination Cup in 1974. We lost both at home, the latter of which was 5-0, although it was a Sunday match and we had already played once that weekend! However, it may have been that one result that stopped us gaining re-election straight back to the Athenian League in 1974 as Egham were accepted instead.

Of course, following our Vase run in 1974/75 we were taken back with open arms but Egham had already been promoted so we had to wait until our promotion in 1976 before we could recommence League meetings for the first time since 1927, winning

3-0 at home and drawing one-all at Tempest Road.

The following season we were both new members of the Isthmian League and we completed the double over them, culminating with a 3-1 win there in the final match of the season, by which time we were already Champions. We met in 1978/79 for a Surrey Senior Cup tie that we lost, and a Southern Combination Cup tie in 1980 that we won on our way to winning the competition.

We didn’t meet again until we had been relegated back into Division Two South of the Isthmian League in 1987 and regular meetings continued until the League split into Divisions Two and Three in 1991, which placed us in the lower section. We then lost twice in Surrey Senior Cup ties in 1994 and 1997 before their relegation back down to the Third Division in 1998 and fairly monotonous competition took place between us ever since.

We met in the final match of the century but drew 0-0 with our former keeper Trevor Jones between the posts for Egham, although he tragically lost his life in a work accident in 2003. Later that year we had a bizarre Surrey Senior Cup tie that we drew 3-3 after extra time but lost 13-12 on penalties!

We were relegated at the end of 2003/04 and they followed us down 12 months later. Since 2005 we have therefore met twice a season, but although results have been fairly even between the sides over that period, they have been anything like predictable. Egham have only won two of the last ten league matches at their ground, while we have won just won of the last twelve at home! This includes a strange game where we were losing 2-1 but the match was abandoned due to a player injury. The game was replayed the next week and four goals in the last five minutes ensured that a dull game finished 2-2! We also lost 6-1 at home in August of 2006 which led to the sacking of the Manager Paul Pritchard, and the subsequent appointment of Lyndon Buckwell, so maybe this was a good result when you look back with hindsight!
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Egham Town of course still play in our Division, but despite a larger amount of money being spent, they still sit at the same level as us after all this time!

	Last Years Yearbook

So to the third part of my Summer Northern Odyssey. The last full day of my holiday was the Bank Holiday Monday. With Helen and the kids packing I took the opportunity to delve into Northern Non-League again having brought last year’s Non League Yearbook with me.
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I had been studying the book, the Non-League Paper and the map the previous night to work out where I would nip out to. Now as a single man, whenever I felt a bit of ground hopping was required the Bank Holiday Mondays were great opportunities to do two or three games in a day. I well remember one Bank Holiday with Richard, Nigel and Tony Ashworth getting up stupidly early and arriving in Bridgnorth, Shropshire only to be hit with a late change of kick off from the advertised 11.30 a.m.

As a married father of two, passes out have to be carefully negotiated with give and take – “no, you have a bit of time down the shops on your own love - I’ll stay with the boys.” The days of a two or three in a day will have to wait until the kids are older. The passes out are also time limited, so it was that I had to select a game within a thirty-minute drive of the farmhouse we were staying in near Blackburn.

I selected Burscough v Kendal in the Northern Premier League. Burscough is a small town in West Lancashire and is perhaps the smallest ever place to have produced a team that has won the F.A. Trophy. 

I saw a set of floodlights from the main road, went into the side turning leading to the ground. Funny I thought, plenty of places to park and no one seemingly about… blimey this is a small place. I parked up by the back wall of the ground green painted turnstiles that were resolutely shut. I was becoming concerned and checked the non-league paper for any kick off time amendment I had missed - they were bottom of the table and maybe crowds have dropped.

When I got out the car by the back wall of the ground my concern rocketed. I could hear NOTHING. No muffled tannoy, no crowd conversation, no warming up footballers banter and shouts. All there was to disturb the silence was the plaintive cry of a few lonely seagulls. I felt like I was in one of those film scenes when a stranger comes to town after something bad has happened and finds the place abandoned … he was a tough maverick ground hopper who didn’t play by the rules.

In a sense I was, because I had last year’s Yearbook. I wandered further round and having ruled out the Minute’s Silence, the Northern Line Minutes Silence –those are the ones that go on a bit based on the time it takes for the prediction Edgware via Bank one minute to actually happen. 

I was forced to conclude that at three minutes past three at Victoria Park, Burscough, West Lancashire nothing was happening. Back to the car and the non-league paper. I had a pass out for football and I was damn well going to 

get football. 

I then headed 10 miles west to Southport where they were playing Barrow. In the National Conference, where journeys can take you from Barrow to Ebbsfleet and Newport to Gateshead, this counted as a local derby and there were a good contingent of away fans in the open terrace to my right. 

Having got in at half past three and negotiated a reduced rate with the gate man I became part of a crowd of 1270. It felt much livelier and much more of an occasion than 3 000 more people at Burnley a few days before, as it was more in proportion with the capacity. 

Southport were struggling and hadn’t won all season, and I arrived in time to see Barrow take the lead from a break from a Southport corner. At this stage I was on the long open terrace on the far side of Haig Avenue opposite the large main stand. In the second half it started raining heavily so I went just to the side of the goal Southport were attacking.

To their credit the crowd stayed behind their team and they came back to win with two goals in the last 10 minutes, the last of which was celebrated in front of me – causing me a brief appearance on their website “TV” Section. Claim to fame this year – I’ve been on Southport TV.

I always keep an eye on teams I’ve seen on holiday, and following that game they won four straight and shot up the table, and now sit about 4th so may even make the end of season play offs to rejoin the football league they left in 1978 when they were replaced by Wigan. I’ll have to do an article for you youngsters about re-election!

The most interesting thing about the game for me was the sponsor. “The Campaign for Real Lancashire”. When I was a student in Sheffield there was a comedian I saw at a Comedy Club doing an act where he called himself a Yorkshire Fundamentalist - now it was a spoof, he used to rant on about wanting the abolition of Humberside and the return of all disputed border territories - but I always wondered what it was a spoof of. I had my answer in the programme.

 The sponsors had put a map with the old borders of Lancashire including Southport and Barrow reminding both sets of fans they lived neither in Merseyside or Cumbria and they should use Lancashire in their postal addresses. I read in the excellent Stuart Maconie book “Pies and Prejudice” mutterings about the Lancashire / Yorkshire border dispute and one of our other days out took us past the Yorkshire Dales Lead Mining Museum now situated in the Lancashire borough of Pendle.

Another advert was for Liverpool John Lennon Airport with the slogan “Above Us Only Sky” (song lyric from Imagine, for all those who were unaware – Ed) It lead to me musing on other phrases that could be used in adverts. I settled in reflection on my trip to the little ground high in the hills at Bacup and the lack of choice at their tea bar for Bacup Borough – “above us only Pie”!

P.S. When I got home and checked on ’t’ internet, Burscough lost 0-2 at home to Kendal at Skelmersdale United where they are ground sharing.
