	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 1-4 Farnham Town – Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 20th March 2012

Ali Dewar will have wished that his first goal for the club could have been scored in happier circumstances. As it was, his 91st minute strike was a mere consolation as the Salts slumped to a painful defeat against Farnham Town.

Yet again Lyndon was forced into a playing reshuffle due to the work commitments of Ross White and Antony Myers, while Adrian Jones remained sidelined with illness, so Nick Taylor-Greaves made his third straight appearance. Anthony Panayi came back in and Ben Hayward returned to the midfield.

Despite the changes the first half was a virtual carbon copy of the home defeat to Ash United three days previously. We looked bright for the opening ten minutes but once we had conceded in the 17th minute, confidence visibly drained away and a second goal four minutes later gave us another mountain to climb. 

Now, if the goals conceded were good ones, you could have sat back and accepted that it just wasn’t our night. However, both were totally avoidable. The first came after a spell of pressure from the visitors and as the ball came across Jamie Summers attempted a cushion header back to our keeper. Unfortunately, Taylor-Greaves had decided to come for the ball. He called for it, but from where I was standing, the call came too late for Summers to change his mind and the soft header dribbled over the line for an own goal. Four minutes later a hopeful ball was swung in and as seems to be the case too often recently, an unmarked player had the simple job of heading the ball into the corner of the net.

As with the Ash game, the visitors nearly scored a third when Hayward lost the ball in midfield and the breakaway was thankfully put over the bar from close range. However, we showed occasional glimpses of what we could do. James Cottee and Matt Smith were close to breaking through after a keeper error, but Smith’s drive was charged down at the last minute and moments later Hayward’s shot from distance was well struck, but straight at the keeper. We nearly pulled a goal back after 48 minutes when Cottee’s dangerous right wing cross fizzed across the six-yard box and between their keeper and Mark Jarman, but unfortunately we went further behind after 56 minutes when a visiting player had a clear shot at goal. He actually hit the bar with his effort but the ball rebounded off the back of Taylor-Greaves and the Farnham striker was quicker than our defenders to react, scoring an easy goal. 

Cottee had another long-range effort just turned around the post for a corner but in the 69th minute it was 4-0. A fairly straight-forward ball in was not held by Taylor-Greaves, and yet again we were unable to get to the second ball ahead of the visiting player who scored easily.

Smith had a long-range shot saved by the keeper while Cottee was again unlucky with a shot that was just over the angle of post and crossbar. He was getting plenty of help from the willing Dewar, who had come on for his first game following illness and looked very nippy. He nearly scored on the 90 minute mark when his shot was just tipped around by the keeper, but from the ensuing corner the ball went through a crowd of players to him, and he controlled and fired in from eight yards for a goal that made the scoreline look about fair in the end. Defensive woes aside, our passing game is deserting us and with Carl Downs injured and wide men regularly absent, this is badly affecting our service to the front men.

	31st March - In Summary

	90 years ago this week it was cup time as the Semi-Final of the Epsom Hospital Cup was reached. It was the third meeting with the sides, and the third draw. We had taken the lead after ten minutes when Elliott scored from a good right wing cross but as with the previous League match, the hosts equalised with almost the last kick of the game. This time they wouldn’t get away with it as we won the midweek replay to advance to the Final against local rivals Epsom Brotherhood.

80 years ago this week Billy Williams scored a hat trick and Tommy Dunne got the other two as we defeated Tooting Town by five goals to two in a London League match at West Street. It was the last time we would ever play them, as they merged with Mitcham Wanderers at the end of the season to become the club we now know as Tooting & Mitcham United.

78 years ago today Cray Wanderers were put to the sword as we thrashed them 6-1 at home in a London League match. Leslie Marlow and Jimmy Jones scored twice each, while Mark Wiggins and Leslie Graves also netted.

70 years ago this week we had a South Eastern Combination match at Stompond Lane but it was not a good day. We trailed 4-0 before pulling two back, one of which was an own goal header from E.Clifford and Jackie Pullen reduced the arrears further but we couldn’t score any more.

60 years ago this week Epsom won 3-1 at Woodside Road, home of Worthing with goal machine Bill Goddard getting a hat trick. 

56 years ago today flying winger Ray Colfar scored a hat trick in a 3-3 draw with Worthing. He would go on to have success professionally with Guildford City and then Crystal Palace although in a strange turn of events, our former keeper from the 1954 Surrey Senior Cup Final, Geoff Porter, was a policeman and had to arrest Colfar for shoplifting some years later! (see programme right) 

37 years ago today future professional Trevor Lee scored twice as did Tommy Tuite while Dave Ritman got the other goal in our 5-2 Surrey Senior League win on a Monday night at Chobham, just two days after we had earned the right to play at Wembley Stadium in the F.A. Vase Final by drawing 0-0 at Stamford.  

11 years ago today Andy Nimmo scored once but also missed a penalty in our 2-1 home defeat to Abingdon Town. 
10 years ago this week Simon Hatton had no trouble taking penalties and scored from the spot and once from close range to earn an undeserved point against Dorking at Merland Rise, which was nearly all three but for a late Chicks equaliser.

	Chessington & Hook United – History

	Formed as Chessington F.C. in 1921, the club entered the Kingston & District League and within two years were the Division 4 Champions.  Further honours proved elusive as they rose through the divisions until 1961 when they won the Premier Division.

By 1968, the club had moved to the Premier Division of the Middlesex League, which was their first taste of intermediate football.  They finished that first season as Runners-up and were consequently admitted to the Surrey County Senior League – a major milestone in the club’s history.  Even more significantly, they became Division 1 Champions in the 1970-71 season.

Despite the successes of the late 70’s, the club’s fortunes declined alarmingly in the early 80’s.  Relegation to the Surrey Premier League was quickly followed by further demotion to the Surrey Combination.  Bankruptcy was a real possibility.

The introduction of a new management team, led by Chairman Graham Ellis, saw a rebirth of the club and a return to former glory, now to be known as Chessington & Hook United F.C.  By 1994, they were back in the Surrey Premier League and two years later, they made a welcome return to senior football in the Courage Combined Counties League.

Chessington played through to the League Cup Final in their first season versus Ash United at Woking, only to lose 5-0. They finished third in the premier division season 2004/05 and 05/06 season made the 4th round of the F.A. Vase only to be beaten 2-1 by eventual semi-finalists, Cammell Laird at Chalky Lane in front of some 500 supporters.

Extensive work was carried out during the close season of 2006/07 to bring the ground up to level five standards, and they now possess a fantastic stand for 200 spectators and also erected a covered area behind one goal. 2007/08 season saw them use a huge number of players playing some good attacking football, but the weather caught them napping, & with only one match in eight weeks, they finally finished the season once again in mid table.

Two Seasons ago had us introduce a new manager after Paul ‘Nogsy’ Norris decided to step down after 10 years of Management. Enter Glynn Stephens as the manager. 

Glynn had been reserve team manager at Ashford Town (Middx) after a glittering playing career, amongst some of the top Ryman teams, so to take on this task must have been a daunting test as we’ve always recruited from within, but he took to it admirably & took the team to its second highest finish, 6th, since we entered this competition.

Last term saw us playing some good footie that kept us in the top half of the League, but a lack of games through the Xmas period once again saw us struggle to fulfil all the remaining matches within the window set by the League which had us playing three games a week once again, finally ending up in 12th position.

The game was won with a last minute penalty, there was a great crowd atmosphere and town and team were united and up for it. I went away thinking I wouldn’t mind following how this pans out over the rest of the season. 

Reading the programme on the way home I looked at the fixtures for my free Saturdays and it seemed that I could. Saturday 24th March away to Brentford, Saturday 5th May away to Leyton Orient.

So to Brentford then. It’s a place I like …one of my best nights out in recent years was in Brentford, the Dr Millar and the Cute Hoors reunion gig at St Pauls Church. It’s a normal kind of place. If you drive up there through Richmond with its ostentatious trendiness it’s nice to get to Brentford. One of my former girlfriends lived in Richmond and my attitude to the place is best summed up by the great line in Dinner Ladies where Thora Hird is playing a sour old bag of a mother and being engaged in conversation re the subject of Guildford.

“I went to Guildford once,“ she sneered “but I could see it wasn’t my kind of place so I stayed on the coach.”

On Saturday I encountered another aspect of crowd psychology as I have a few times this season, when the performance is so shockingly awful that the crowd are reduced to an apathetic silence. I was hoping for a bit of an atmosphere; five weeks ago Spotland was rocking with the last minute winner. It looked lively the previous Saturday with the 3-2 derby victory over Oldham. The midweek defeat to Tranmere was a big blow to survival hopes but a win at Brentford could have revived the bid.

Rochdale were bad on Saturday, epicly, pitifully bad. They struggled to stick one pass together. Richard Lee in the Brentford goal could have spent the afternoon in a deck chair with a book. It’s not that Brentford were that much better. Virtually the only event of a dire first half was Brentford’s goal, which had more than a suspicion of offside about it. The game didn’t improve much in the second half, although I’d give Brentford some credit for working hard enough to hassle Rochdale into their many mistakes. That is one of the other great universal truths of football. Even if things aren’t going for you on a day and you are not able to play the football, if you work hard enough you’ll have a chance.

So the game was bad but I had a nice time chatting to the coach driver. Peter Kay has made hay of the two things that people always say to cab drivers.

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Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

Godalming and Guildford: Played 1 - W1 D0 L0 - F2 A1 

Points per Game - 2.78 - Fantastic

Following the dissolution of Godalming and Farncombe in 1970, another club Godalming United were founded in 1950 and appear to have taken over the mantle, becoming Godalming Town in 1980, Godalming and Guildford in 1992 and back to Godalming Town in 2005. We met them in November 2004 for a Surrey Senior Cup tie and edged them out 2-1 with a late Charlie Pritchard goal.

Since then Godalming have established themselves as a solid Step Four club and won the Surrey Senior Cup in 2010. We visit their Weycourt ground this coming Tuesday, as Badshot Lea currently reside as tenants there.

Gravesend & Northfleet United: - Played 5 - W1 D3 L1 - F7 A9

Points per Game - 1.20 - Below Average
The first connection I can trace with this club was just before the war. Our keeper David Wesley joined from Northfleet who were a nursery club for Tottenham Hotspur. The wartime Epsom Town club met Gravesend United in the South Eastern Combination and the two merged to become Gravesend & Northfleet in 1946. We met for a friendly in 1950 and shared a 2-2 draw at West Street.

They were a powerful Southern League club through much of the post war era and were a member of the elite Alliance Premier League when we first met in 1981. This was the equivalent of the Blue Square Bet National Division back then so they were clear favourites to defeat us in our F.A.Trophy tie. Mind you, they were bottom of the league and we were quite handy ourselves that season. I witnessed the home draw in December 1981 and felt that our chance had gone. We led but couldn’t hold on and you felt that the away replay would be just too much.

After some postponements at Stonebridge Road the tie was beginning to hold up the draw and the referee played the game when he probably shouldn’t have. However, we trailed 3-2 with moments left before their defender tried an ill-advised back pass from thirty yards and mindful of the conditions, put a bit too much into it; the ball sailing over the keeper for a classic own goal. Extra time couldn’t separate the sides and the next week we went there again for a second replay, having lost the toss for choice of venue. Tommy Tuite scored early but then missed a penalty, although we held on 1-0 and continued our great run by defeating Cheltenham Town before bowing out narrowly at home to Altrincham in the last 32.

They gained revenge with a 3-0 win in the F.A.Cup in 1993 and our only contact since was last October when our Youth team lost 2-3 after extra time to Ebbsfleet 

United, the new name of the club. 

Currently they are back in the top flight of non-league football; a standard that their ground and all of their new fans gained through “myfootballclub.com” deserve. 
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The wonderful main stand at Stonebridge Road, now home of Ebbsfleet United
Grays Thurrock: - Played 1 - W0 D0 L1 - F3 A5 Points per Game - 0.00
Although Grays Athletic technically come next alphabetically, they deserve their own section and will appear in the next programme. 

Their neighbours were a short-lived professional club which spent five years in the Southern League at a time when their near neighbours Grays Athletic were riding high in the London League. 

We met them for a friendly on Christmas Day 1929 at West Street and they defeated us 5-3. They had been bottom of the League the previous season and they repeated the wooden spoon position at the end of 1929/30 and disappeared. Why it was felt that a professional club was required when they had a perfectly successful Amateur one down the road is a hard question to answer.

Great Wakering Rovers: - Played 2 - W1 D0 L1 - F4 A4 

Points per Game - 1.50 - Average
Around the turn of the last Century we were based in the Isthmian League Division Three and would often play new teams for a season or two before they breezed straight past us to a higher level. Great Wakering Rovers were one of those clubs. 

In fact they were already top when they visited us at Merland Rise in November 1999. We had just been knocked out of the Vase and were next to bottom in the League so the signs weren’t good when we trailed seven minutes into the game.

However, a great fight back enabled the club to turn the game around and we won 3-1, kick starting the rest of our season to the extent that we finished sixth by the end. The final game of the season went the other way, as our one visit to Burroughs Park started with us taking an early lead after seven minutes but the game ended 3-1 to the hosts and ended on a sour note when Barry Stevens was kicked up in the air for the umpteenth time and his reaction led to a twenty man brawl and a four game suspension. However, I had sympathy for Stevens who had no protection. 

They went up as runners up and we never met again. At present they play in Step Four in the North Division of the Ryman League. They are not missed.
