	Epsom & Ewell 3-1 Mole Valley SCR – Combined Counties League 

Saturday 27th August 2011

The Blues eased to a 3-1 win at the Moatside in a second gear sort of way. Going into the match, we could have been excused for thinking that this would be easy. After all, Mole Valley had lost all of their competitive game so far this season. However, a good start for us eased any nerves and a comfortable win was played out in the end.

The squad is really suffering from injuries and Lyndon had to do a substantial amount of ringing around this week. In addition to the large injury list we already had, keeper Adrian Jones was ruled out after his injury on Tuesday and Matt Smith was at a wedding, while Alex McGregor was away in Germany for the weekend. Fortunately Leatherhead were able to help, and so making their debuts this day were Steve Rowe at left back and Harry Hoadly in the centre of midfield. James Moon was moved out to his preferred position on the right and Robbie Burns was restored to the starting line up at the expense of Dave Francis. Dan Coles came in between the posts for Jones and had a competent, if quiet afternoon.

The game started with an early injury to Moon and some pressing from the visitors but in the fifth minute Antony "Freddie" Myers got away down the left and delivered a low cross. In all honesty it was too close to the keeper who should have gathered it, but it bobbled away and left Burns with a tap in for one of the easiest of his 93 goals for the club so far. We threatened frequently. Myers had another shot on target after 15 minutes and Moon blazed over when the ball took a nasty hop just as he hit it, and Coles was forced into a low save soon after.

The focal point of the match probably occurred in the 25th minute. We won a corner and Myers trotted over to the opposite flank to take it. His delivery was inch perfect and standing completely on his own eight yards out was Mark Jarman who powerfully headed the ball into the net. Clearly the visitors were suffering from a crisis of confidence at the back, but we were unable to extend our lead before the break. Hoadly shot over, and Mole Valley SCR had their best chance of the game in the 41st minute when a good right wing cross was headed over under pressure, and the player really should have hit the target.

In the second half we stepped up a little, and went further ahead in the 52nd minute. A great Jarman pass found Myers in space on the left. Everyone was expecting the cross, including the keeper, who was then caught out by a blistering finish from the corner of the penalty area, which flew into the top corner. It was one of those strikes where you wanted to get the Sky Sports technology out and see how fast it was going! A long-range effort from the visitors then flew into Coles' top right corner in the 54th minute to reduce the deficit, but they threatened little as Summers and Grobler kept things very tight at the back. Grobler even had time to get forward, with his attempt from a corner only just going wide, and Jarman nearly scored again but forced a good low save from the keeper.

Livewire Ayden Richards replaced Jarman soon after and nearly opened his account for the club with a jinking run and dipping shot that the keeper did ever so well to palm away after 65 minutes. Chris Woodward picked up the armband after Paul West was withdrawn through illness a few minutes later. We nearly extended our lead on a number of occasions, and the ball did cross the line when the keeper stretched to palm the ball away under pressure from Francis but only pushed it over the line. However, a harsh but predictable foul on the keeper was the decision and the visitors escaped.

We could, and probably should have scored more goals today, and without a doubt Mole Valley are very poor at the back right now. However, I think both teams can play better that they did, and if I was to be harsh on our boys, we could have been a bit better with our final ball, as Jarman, Burns and Myers had acres of space at times, but it must be remembered the number of changes that have been made to the line up recently, and when factoring this into the equation, this was a very good performance.

The Blues are developing a nasty habit of losing leads and for the second time in seven days they let a 2-1 lead end up as a 3-2 defeat. At Grand Drive we had an excellent chance to secure maximum points from our game with Raynes Park but slipped to their first defeat at the venue since September 1990.

Matt Smith and Nathan Ayling returned from their absences on Saturday and we started well, going down the slope we looked quite threatening and from a corner after eleven minutes we took the lead. The ball was well delivered and the scramble that followed ended when Robbie Burns' shot was well saved but Jamie Summers tucked away the loose ball.

Defensively we were being asked questions though and after 29 minutes something went wrong at the back, leaving the striker an easy task to lob the exposed Dan Coles for the equaliser.

Just when it looked like the game might get away from us we were back in front. In what was the best move of the season, Mark Jarman got away down the right but spotted a great run from Ayling who got to the bye line and pulled it back for Burns to finish smartly into the roof of the net in the 34th minute.

After 39 minutes we should have conceded as a home striker took advantage of a mistake from Grobler to run straight through but as Coles came out to narrow the angle the shot was blazed over the bar.

We had another let off after 59 minutes when the ball went through to Coles but he missed his kick completely and with an open goal from twenty yards, the Vale player was denied by a last ditch challenge from Grobler. 

We grew in confidence from that point and a couple of Smith runs promised much but delivered little and Chris Woodward was caught in two minds with a ball that had looped up from a Burns shot, but he chose to head instead of volley and it was a soft one that went straight into the keeper's arms.

These chances came back to haunt us after 75 minutes when out of one of their quieter periods Vale scored an equaliser, aided greatly it must be said by a poor and unnecessary header back to Coles from Grobler which was intercepted and finished off smartly.

It got worse in the final minute of the match as we failed to deal with a long throw that we had dealt with previously, but this time it was flicked on and then finished off by a completely unmarked player at the far post.

In fairness it was no more that they deserved. We had struggled to contain their midfield for large portions of the match, and although you could point the finger at defensive mistakes, when you defend for large periods of the game as we did, then you are bound to make a mistake or two. We must learn to finish games off, as Windsor, Guildford and now Raynes Park have proved. The irony is that we seem to be scoring more goals than usual, so I think this is a problem we can solve, especially as injured players return and the squad settles down.

In seven League matches this season we have been behind for just ten minutes of all that playing time, yet we have now lost two and drawn two of our seven matches. Harsh, but that's football!

	80 years ago this week Epsom travelled to Wickham Street, Welling for a match with Bostall Heath, where goals from Tommy Dunne and Reg Marlow secured a point from this London League fixture.

60 years ago this week Tommy Wright scored a hat trick to knock Edgware out of the Memorial Shield. Three weeks later we defeated them again in the League by three goals to two at West Street.

30 years ago this week goals from Steve Hill and Malcolm Spratt ensured that Epsom & Ewell remained unbeaten in the League following this two-nil win at Stompond Lane.

20 years ago this week we played Rainham Town in the League Cup. We were originally due to play them at Deri Park, but when players and supporters arrived there the place was wrecked by vandalism and they would never play there again. They were even unable to sell the ground because of methane deposits and they folded soon after. The game was switched to West Street but the visitors still won the tie despite goals from Andy Skeet and Ray Purvis our future Manager.

10 years ago we blew a 2-0 half time lead against Kingsbury Town who were bottom of the League at the time, drawing 2-2 in the end, despite goals from Dale Marvell and Simon Huckle. However, our luck was in this season, as we would meet the team occupying the bottom place in the League on EIGHT occasions that season and we won the other seven, eventually gaining promotion to the Isthmian League Division One South in the re-organisation at the end of that season.

	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!
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Dunkerque: - Played 1 - W0 D0 L1 - F0 A7 - Points per Game - 0.00
Yes, Dunkerque in France! The Blues had several players who used to represent the London League back in the thirties, and each season the League would play a match in Paris. Somewhere along the line in 1937 the Epsom contingent were talked into playing a friendly across the water.

So bizarrely, after defeating the Royal Naval Depot 10-1 in a London League match on the Saturday, the players all travelled over the English Channel in December for the friendly, which was played on the Sunday. 

It was a rough crossing, and the opposition were far too strong for the exhausted travellers, defeating the Blues 7-0. There was talk of a return match, but it never happened, possibly because of the impending war clouds, which would of course provide the French town with its own place in history in 1940.

East Ham United: - Played 1 - W1 D0 L0  - F3 A0 - Points per Game - 3.00 - Perfect
In 1977 we were drawn at home to East Ham United in the Second Round of the F.A.Vase, following our replay win over Ford United in the previous round. Goals from Richard Parkin, Paul Butler and Tommy Tuite secured an easy passage through to a home tie with Ringmer, and it is easy to forget that East Ham had actually reached the quarter-finals of the Vase the previous season. 

The game nearly didn’t take place as the referee deemed that our goalposts at West Street were too short and frantic efforts were made in the minutes before kick off to rectify the situation!

East Ham were a London Spartan League side before transferring to the Essex Senior League in 1978 but they left their ground at the Manorway to merge with Barking in 2001. Unfortunately it didn’t last long, and whilst Barking re-formed in 2006, the smaller of the two halves didn’t make it. 

East Preston: - Played 1 - W0 D0 L1  - F2 A3 - Points per Game - 0.00
Due to ground sharing issues at Banstead we had to play this F.A.Vase tie at Merland Rise on the Sunday, and the opposition were quite good at the time, flying high in the Sussex League Division One and with a bit of money behind them, through their former Brighton & Hove Albion connections, they turned up with a full coach of supporters in 2004.

Despite us taking the lead with a comedy slice own goal, we were unable to hang on and crashed out 2-3. Since then the Sussex side have dropped back into Step Six football, although they are warm favourites to go up this year according to the Sussex County League website. 

East Thurrock United: - Played 16 - W6 D5 L5  - F36 A28 

Points per Game - 1.44 - Average
We met our Essex opponents on sixteen occasions, all of which were in the League from 1992/93 until their promotion in 2000. All of our away games were played in sight of the impressive looking refinery at Rookery Hill, while seven of our eight were at Merland Rise.

Our first match in October 1992 was the only one played at West Street, and a Graham Morris penalty was required for us to take a point from a 1-1 draw.

We were battered there by three clear goals on our first visit in March 1993, but following this defeat we would only lose on two more trips, winning four times and scoring four goals on each of those occasions. We first won there in February 1994 when a Paul Meredith hat trick ensured a 4-2 win, and the following season we won easily 4-1.

During this time they were a better than average team, so our record was even more impressive and we only lost two of the eight home matches as well. Having said that, we only won two of them, with the first four matches being drawn.

Following the four-one win we then had three consecutive 1-1 draws followed by a 2-3 and a couple of 1-3 defeats, one of which coincided with an injury to our keeper Dave Hyatt who was replaced by Graham Meakin as we had no substitute keeper.

We broke the poor sequence with a bang in March of 1998 when Andy Boxall led the way with a hat trick in a 7-2 romp at Merland Rise despite being only 2-0 up at half time!  Six months later they returned and won 2-1 but we won there 4-2 with two from Kevin Webb added to goals from Chris Desbrow and Paul Bunter.

Our final meetings were in 1999/2000 when they became Champions of the League. However, we did the double over them with a stunning 4-0 win at Rookery Hill in the August, and a 2-1 home win in January 2000.

Since then they have gone on to better things and currently play at Step Three, competing in the Ryman League Premier Division.

	A Football obsessives Northern Tour –Part 1 

As you will know with the Mencap Playscheme being over the first two weeks of August, and Sam and Joseph being of school age the Dyke family annual holiday has to be at the end of August. Hence I’ve been missing from my usual spot behind the goal for the last five matches. In part it’s slightly frustrating missing the formative part of our season – for example last year by the time I’d returned in September three early away defeats had more or less finished the league campaign. Still after the hard work of the Summer I need a holiday and we love going up north for self-catering.
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This year found us in a farm cottage perched precariously on the side of a big hill overlooking Blackburn in Lancashire – with a great view from the back garden. It’s often said that the Lancashire mill towns were the birthplace of football and virtually every one of them still has a football league team attracting a good crowd with some having a smaller population than our own beloved borough (Accrington). 

This point was supported by the view from the back garden from which you could see two grounds. Blackburn Rovers’ Ewood Park only had the top superstructure of the grandstand showing as it sits in a dip. On a direct line from the top of the stand at Blackburn, Deepdale in Preston can be seen. 

I would just like to register my disappointment with the decision that was taken recently to move the National Football Museum from Preston to Manchester. There is resentment in the other towns and cities in the North West that Manchester gets everything and as the predominant city in the region it economically has a lot of advantages over the others. 

Added to which it has at present the two most successful and lavishly funded teams in the country – Monday’s headline on the Manchester Evening News Sports pull out - Manchester 13 London 3.

I used to think that with all the towns around Manchester having a team in the football league that there wasn’t much non-league football in the area. Also I usually “treat” myself to a professional game when on holiday although I usually end up thinking I enjoy non-league more. So this time I took my non-league directory on holiday with me for the first time (last year’s –it becomes significant in part 3) and on the first Saturday up there I think “why not, let’s do a non-league game”. Armed with last week’s non-league paper I considered my options. 

In the non-league paper I usually study the Ryman and occasionally the Southern League section, as well as our own Combined Counties League. I have paid less attention to the Conference North and the Northern Premier league although that Saturday I did feel for Bishops Stortford travelling to Blyth Spartans for a league match – how have they ended up in the conference North, did the F.A. committee mistake Stortford for Auckland??

Now I was studying the Northern Section it disabused me of my notion of there not being much non-league football in the North West. There are loads of teams often very close by each other. I am in the process of looking at the mass of clubs east of Manchester and I’m struck by how close Droylesden, Stalybridge Celtic, Hyde United, Ashton United, Curzon Ashton and Mossley actually are. Added to which, FC United of Manchester want 

to build a stadium in East Manchester in Newton Heath so it’s all pretty crowded. 

My options included Chorley, Lancaster City attractive as a ground with an interesting name “The Giant Axe “ a team with an interesting nickname “The Dolly Blues” and another ground right by a railway line or Bamber Bridge which was also within easy reach of where we were. 

In the end I was lured by the magic of the F.A. Cup to Bacup Borough v AFC Blackpool in the extra preliminary round. Bacup is the Easternmost of the three towns that make up the borough of Rossendale (Haslingden, Rawtenstall and Bacup). The borough’s other main team Rossendale United folded last season although efforts are being made to revive them. 

Bacup’s ground was surrounded by hills and dry stone walls and had a quality of our old West Street about it of being beautifully ramshackle. AFC Blackpool turned up wearing last seasons Blackpool shirt with the same sponsor. I’m not altogether in favour of this AFC thing – OK when a club reforms I suppose but it neutralises a clubs identity as they often used to have a more interesting name. This lot used to be called Blackpool Mechanics. In winning the tie they got a home derby against AFC Fylde – wouldn’t Blackpool Mechanics v Kirkham and Wesham sound better? 

The game? Well, I return to one of my well-worn themes of this column that all you need for a deep understanding of the game is available right here in Non-League. Bacup played really good football passing and wingers and were by far the better side from 2-1. They scored two good goals, which could have been a bit more, but their centre forward Tommy Turner was what you could call not a great team man. Clearly a player who thought he was a cut above his team he’d often go himself rather than pass to a better-placed colleague. I’m normally very much in favour of centre forwards called Tommy T. – a human life is there. 

The tie was decided by the Bacup goalie. Blackpool’s first equaliser was when he attempted to throw the ball out to his full back, plopped it at the feet of the offside centre forward who rolled it into the unguarded net. He juggled a cross across his own line for the 2-2 equaliser and a minute later dived over a shot that Geoffrey Boycott’s granny could have saved. The Blackpool centre forward continued to be offside on almost any occasion the ball went near him, and it was only the Bacup goalie letting anything that went near him in that beat him for incompetence. 

There is a moral to this story here for higher football and I know that Arsene Wenger needs no advice from me at this difficult time. A team can play all the lovely football it likes but a dodgy keeper is always likely to leave you vulnerable to losing games. If AFC Fylde have not won handsomely by the time you read this I’ll be amazed. 

Minibus to Hailsham ?

	Epsom & Ewell - F.A.Cup Facts & Figures
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You may be interested, you may not, but here are a few bits and pieces relating to our F.A.Cup exploits over the years.

To kick off with, we have now played 158 times in the greatest competition ever, including the home match with Croydon two weeks ago.

In that time, we have Won 63 Drawn 20 and Lost 75 with a Goal Difference of F 287 A 340 = minus 53.

We first entered the F.A.Cup in 1925/26, our second season as a Senior status club, when a missed penalty from our Captain Sid Bristow was costly in a 1-0 defeat to West Norwood, played at their temporary ground in Streatham Road, Mitcham, the actual home at the time of Mitcham Wanderers before they left and merged with Tooting Town at Sandy Lane in 1932.

Our first win in the Cup was on 17th September 1927 when we beat Mitcham Wanderers 3-2 with one of the goals that day from Jack Parr (see picture below).
We have reached the First Round Proper on just one occasion, back in 1933 when we were defeated 2-4 by Clapton Orient at the Lea Bridge Stadium. However, we have reached the fourth qualifying round on one other occasion in 1980 when being beaten 5-0 by a very good Enfield side that would go on to reach the Fourth Round of the competition that year (last 32).
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In addition to those two successful seasons, we have reached the third qualifying round on eight other occasions, in 1927 and 1929 when we lost to Wimbledon, 1932 when we were defeated at Imber Court by the Met Police, in 1955 when a half time lead turned into a 3-1 home defeat against Margate, in 1964 when Slough Town won 1-0 at West Street, in 1976 when the Isthmian League Champions Enfield required a replay to defeat us, in 1981 when Hastings United won 4-2 at Ewell, and in 1984 when Bognor Regis won a topsy-

turvy game 5-4 and went on to reach the Second Round Proper themselves.

The last time we were in the Second Qualifying round was back in 2000 when Horsham defeated us 5-1 at Queen Street. Since that time we have reached the First qualifying round only four occasions, in 2001 when we crashed 5-0 at Bedfont’s Orchard ground, in 2005 when we lost 1-0 at Camberley, in 2008 when Burgess Hill defeated us 5-2 and at Hythe Town last year. If we were to get through this year, we at least have the knowledge that we would be at home for a change!

On that subject, of the ties played so far, we have been at home on 82 occasions and away on 75 with one match, a second replay against Southall & Ealing Borough being played at Dulwich Hamlet’s old Champion Hill ground, when we were beaten 5-1. 

Incidentally, replays haven’t come around too often in recent years. Our last was way back in 1998 when Banbury edged us out 1-0 at Merland Rise, and the one before that was back in 1989 when we won 2-0 at Met Police. Ironically, we actually had three replays in the 1976/77 season against Camberley, Boreham Wood and then Enfield. We don’t have many goalless draws either, with just three, at Nunhead in 1932, at Whitstable Town in 1954 and at home to Met Police in 1989.

Our biggest win came in 1964 when we defeated Marlow 7-1 although we also have an 8-3 in our pocket against Beddington Corner in 1929 and a 6-0 win over Guildford in 1949. Conversely we lost 10-1 at Kingstonian in 1947, 0-8 at home to the great Walthamstow Avenue side in 1963, 7-0 at Barnet in 1988, 8-1 at home to Woking in 1945, and 7-1 twice; at Wimbledon in 1929 and at home to Crowborough Athletic in 2007.

In terms of attendances, the largest, unsurprisingly was 9,485 at Clapton Orient in 1933 and this is followed by 7,631 at Plough Lane in 1927, just under 7,500 at the same venue two years later, an incredible 5,000 at West Street for the visit of Kingstonian in 1949, 4,600 when we hosted Sutton United in 1937, and finally the only one of these that we won, 4,000 at West Street for the visit of Dorking in 1955.

So which player has played the most times for Epsom in the F.A.Cup and who has scored the most times? Well, you might expect it to be Graham Morris and Tommy Tuite respectively, but in terms of appearances it was “Brother” George Mackesy our Captain throughout the glory years of the thirties that played in most, with 32. Tuite was just behind him with 31, and the long-serving legend Dick Wilson played in 26, which is also the longest consecutive run of F.A. Cup ties, ahead of Tuite’s 23.  Making up the top ten were Reg Marlow 25, Bobby Gill 23, Bob Gates, Tommy Winship and Ernie Watkins 21, with Alan Webb on 20. Morris trailed in joint twelfth with 17, matched by our Assistant Manager Tony Coombe, former Chairman Steve Delaney and long-serving regular Nigel Bennett. Our current Captain Alex Rodrigues has played in just nine. 

In terms of scorers, Tommy Tuite comes second again as his tally of 16 is beaten by the second greatest scorer in our history Reg Marlow with 18. Tommy Dunne and Leslie Marlow are next with 11, Billy Williams and Jack Parr scored nine each, while Jimmy Jones and Steve Hill both scored eight.

One of the surprises I found was that Andy Boxall played in 187 matches, yet only two of them were F.A.Cup ties, and he never scored in the competition for us. Likewise, Stuart Miller his strike partner from the nineties also only played twice without scoring. 

No wonder we didn’t get very far in the Cup back then!

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Non-League England XI - Part 1 of 2

A few months back I put together a team of footballers who had played professionally as well as for a Combined Counties league side at some point in their career. My team included Alan Pardew and Matt Elliot who both started out with the Salts. I also selected 2 former England international’s Cyrille Regis (Molesey) and Archie Knox (Camberley Town). Cyrille and Archie’s inclusion got me thinking about other former England internationals that had also started out in non-league football. 

And so I have put together a special England XI made up of former non-league players. Now I should own up and tell you that the main reason for selecting this team is so that I can rectify the one glaring mistake of my Combined Counties XI - namely, my failure to pick former Salts and England defender Chris Powell. Oops! 

In the first part of two, this week I reveal the 5 players who make up my defence.

Formation: 4-3-3

GK: Dave Beasant (Edgware Town)
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20 year Dave Beasant signed for Wimbledon in 1979 from Non-League Edgware F.C. “Lurch” went onto make over 340 appearances for the Crazy Gang, the most famous being his last, which was the 1988 FA Cup Final. He made history in this match, as he became the first goalkeeper to Captain his team in an F.A. Cup final and the first goalkeeper to save a penalty in one. Underdogs Wimbledon famously went on to beat overwhelming favourites Liverpool 1-0, which incidentally is my favourite sporting moment of the 1980’s.  Beasant played twice for England in 1989 and went on to play for a number of professional clubs including Newcastle, Chelsea, Nottingham Forrest, Portsmouth, Spurs, Brighton, Wigan and Fulham. He made his final appearance in 2003 aged 43.

LB: Chris Powell (Epsom and Ewell)

Current Charlton manager and former PFA Chairman Chris started his playing days with the mighty Salts. He didn’t stay long with us though, only playing for our youth team before moving to great success with Southend, Derby, Charlton, Watford and Leicester, making over 650 professional appearances in total. At the age of 31 Sven Goran Eriksson called Chris up to play for England and he played five times for his country. Personally I think it’s great that as EE’s fans we can say that a former England international used to play for us, even though he didn’t make any appearances for our senior side.

CB: Stuart Pearce (Wealdstone)

OK, so I realise Pearce was a left back and, dare I say it, a left back with a bit more international pedigree than our very own Chris Powell, playing 78 times for his country. However, I’ve been struggling to find another centre half who started in non-league and went onto play for England. If I was picking this team in a year’s time I’m sure I could include Manchester United’s Chris Smalling who was playing non-league football with Maidstone United just three years ago. However, Chris doesn’t qualify yet as although he has been called up by Fabio he hasn’t yet played for England. As such Pearce will have to fill in at centre back for the time being. Pyscho made nearly 200 appearances for Wealdstone from 1978 – 1983 before jacking in life as an electrician to concentrate instead on sending a few volts through opposing attackers. Pearce will be best remembered for the eye-popping, vein-rippling, tub-thumbing celebration after exorcising those spot-kick demons against Spain during Euro 96, which incidentally is my favourite sporting moment of the 1990’s.

CB: Graham Roberts (Weymouth)
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Having had a spell with Dorchester Town, Roberts joined Tottenham Hotspur in May 1980 for £35,000 from current club Weymouth - a non-league record at the time. During his time at Spurs Roberts won the 1981 & 1982 FA Cup and the 1984 UEFA Cup scoring in the second leg of the final against Anderlecht, and then scoring his penalty as Spurs won the final in a shootout. Graham won six England caps whilst at White Hart Lane under Bobby Robson. Having left Spurs he played for and won honours at Rangers and Chelsea before going into management with then non-league Yeovil Town in 1995. He is currently the manager of the Nepal national side having left his job as the manager of Pakistan. 
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RB: Eddie Hapgood (C) (Kettering Town)

 Edris “Eddie” Hapgood captained both Arsenal and England during the 1930’s. Eddie got his big break at Kettering Town of the Southern League before going on to sign for Herbert Chapman’s Arsenal for £950 in 1927. Hapgood played for England 30 times and captained his country on 21 occasions, which is why he’s the skipper of my non-league to England XI. In actual fact Hapgood was a left back. However, such has been my struggle to find right-footed England international defenders who started in the non-league that I’ve had to draft him in as a right back. 

Next time I’ll reveal those England internationals that occupy the midfield and forward positions in my team.




	The Final Match at West Street

	Cast your mind back. Way back to 1993. May 6th to be exact. We may even have a player in our First Team ranks that was born after that date by now!

Yet that was the day Epsom & Ewell FC played their final First Team game at their home of 68 years, West Street.

Even long-term supporters like me have seen more Epsom home games at Merland Rise than I did at our former ground; over a hundred more in fact.
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Let’s be honest though. It wasn’t quite “the day the football died” and several much bigger clubs with a greater history than ours have also lost their homes; some by choice and others through circumstances beyond their control, but it was OUR home, and our depressing eighteen year exile is one of the longest in British football history.

Seeing as Chipstead are our visitors today, I thought I’d go back to that date, which was also our first ever meeting with the High Road team.

Nineteen days previously we had concluded our home League programme with a visit from the newly formed Aldershot Town. Although the revenue was welcome, as was the video recording of the ground in its final days (now on DVD), I was glad that it wasn’t our last home fixture there, as it was arguably Aldershot’s day as much as ours, and their supporters far outnumbered ours. 
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Nearly 1,100 were present that day to watch our visitors be crowned as Isthmian League Division Three Champions, and they celebrated with a 2-1 win. Future Manager Ray Purvis scored the final League goal at West Street seven minutes from time and the majority of the supporters went home happy.

But not me. As a supporter for nearly twelve years at the time I was familiar with the stories of other clubs that had been forced out of their grounds. Kingstonian, Leytonstone, Walthamstow Avenue, Dulwich Hamlet and Wimbledon had all been through the same situation for a number of different reasons, and all their fans would have wanted one happy memory from the final match at the ground; a final win to go out on a high.

So we played out our final League matches, 

losing 5-1 at Collier Row’s inappropriately named Sungate ground, before enjoying a 3-0 romp at Silver Jubilee Park against the hosts Kingsbury Town, but there was only one thing on the minds of most supporters; the final game.

We were lucky in a way that a decent run in the Southern Combination Cup had given us this bonus opportunity. Home wins over Banstead Athletic (1-0) and Walton & Hersham (3-2 aet) had placed us in the Semi-Finals and although we had met previously for friendlies, it was our first competitive meeting with Chipstead.

And it couldn’t have been a better choice of opponent. Eight of their side including the Manager and Assistant were former Epsom and Ewell players, so it was almost as if we had twice as many people than usual.

On the day we had the obligatory photographs, and a very friendly, low-key match was played out, with Paul Meredith scoring the game’s only goal in the 66th minute, when the Chipstead keeper fumbled a Graham Morris free kick and it was all over. Although we didn’t actually vacate the ground until the end of May and there were some Charity Cup matches played, including one with the Epsom & Ewell FC Supporters FC on 18th May 1993, there was nothing more that was officially competitive for the First Team. (pictured on that day)
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Except…… there were actually two further matches at West Street played by an Epsom & Ewell team after this date, and on the 23rd of May the Epsom & Ewell Ladies FC defeated Saltdean Ladies 6-3 in a National League Division One South match to finally bring the curtain down on a famous era that had started back on a wet day in September 1925. 

The search for a ground back in the Borough continues……. 



	Chipstead - History
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Chipstead Football Club was formed in 1906, when the Netherne hospital was being built and the building workers and the lads in Chipstead challenged each other to a match. The oldest club records dated 1911 show a far from healthy position, survival relying mainly on the proceeds of whist drives. The clubs health began to improve and in 1920 it even had its own transport for away games, an open topped lorry owned by a local builder. Up to the 1962/63 season Chipstead played junior football but having finished runners up in the County Junior Cup the previous year they then moved into the Surrey Intermediate League.

The club played at this standard until 1982 when they became founder members of the Surrey Premier League. The next four years saw the club have great success finishing Runners up three times and also winning the League Cup on three occasions. During this period they were also beaten finalists in the County Premier Cup. The reserves also met with success being Runners up once and also winning the League Cup. After a long battle the club were awarded senior status in 1986 and were promoted to the Combined Counties League where once again success followed, a League Championship was gained in 1989/90 and Runners up was gained on two occasions, six League Cup Finals with Chipstead being victorious in four.

Season 1987/88 saw the club make its debut in the F.A. Vase and the following year in the F.A. Cup. Over recent years the club has continued to grow and strengthen its youth policy with some 200 players between the ages of six and eighteen involved every week. At present two ex Chipstead youth players are with professional clubs, Leon McKenzie playing at Coventry City and Steve Sidwell at Chelsea and last seasons Combined Counties Championship winning squad contained no fewer than 12 players who had represented the club at youth level.

In 1998 the Chipstead was able to purchase the freehold of the ground from the Local Authority and in 2001 thanks to a grant from the F.A. the club was able to purchase additional land, which was developed into Mini soccer pitches to further enhance its youth policy. More recently in November 2004 a 100-seater stand was installed which was increased to 150 in March 2007 and in May 2006 a covered standing area for 150 people was erected.

2006-07 was the clubs ‘Centenary Season’ and the hope was that it would be a memorable one. On the opening day of the season the team won their first game and went top of the table, In February the decision was made to do the necessary work to achieve the ground grading. The next six weeks saw the ground transformed thanks to the incredible hard work of the committee and supporters. The team remained top and promotion to the Ryman League was achieved for the first time in 100 years. 

In the 2007-08 season Chipstead established themselves un the Ryman League finishing a creditable 15th. They also went onto win the Southern Combination Cup beating Ryman Premier side Ashford Town (Mx) in the final.

In 2008-09 Chipstead struggled in the league, but in the FA Cup reached the 4th qualifying round for the first time in our history eventually losing at Torquay United, while in 2010-11 Chipstead finished their highest ever in the football pyramid finishing in 10th position in the league.




	Chipstead – In Detail

	For a local club it is surprising how rarely we have met Chipstead, with only three competitive outings in the past. Many players have played and / or Managed at both clubs and we have had friendlies too, but when you consider the number of times we have played other local clubs, you would have thought we’d met on more occasions. 
Of course our first meeting was extremely memorable as it was the final match ever played at West Street in a Southern Combination Cup Semi-Final. Paul Meredith scored the only goal as we closed out 68 years of history at the ground in the perfect manner.

The other two matches were in the Combined Counties League. We had just transferred over from the Ryman League and were in poor shape, while Chipstead were about to win the title and progress to Step Four, where they remain to this day. Despite leading 2-1 we collapsed at High Road in August 2006 to a 6-3 defeat, which was particularly harsh on our new keeper that day, Neil Harrowing. By the time of the return in 2007 the club had stabilised under Lyndon Buckwell and were edged out at Merland Rise by a single goal.

They have played four games so far, and they opened up with a 2-1 loss at Bognor Regis but bounced back to defeat Merstham at High Road by a goal to nil, before losing 2-1 at home to Ramsgate and winning 3-1 at Walton Casuals over the Bank Holiday weekend.
