We still have Dave Wilson Trophy programmes on sale from last weekend. They provide a round up of everything that happened last season, which some of you may find useful.

	When he next takes the field Andy Amfo-Brobbey would make his 50th appearance for the Salts, while Mark Jarman hit the net twice when reaching that milestone on Saturday.

Injuries and fitness permitting, we should see two other players join the elite 200 club. Ben Hayward currently sits on 179 appearances, while Robbie Burns has 156. 

Of course Robbie is also close to another significant mark, as he requires just nine more goals to reach the magical 100 figure that has only been reached by six players in club history, only two of which were since World War Two, Steve Hill and Tommy Tuite. If Robbie matches his tally for 2009/10 of 37 he will be level with Hill having played ten or so less games, which tells you how prolific he has been for us. 

As we know, we already have a current member of the 200 club in our Captain, Alex Rodrigues, and assuming he is ever present for the fourth straight season, he would reach 250. However, an even greater mark would have been reached by then. 

Alex last missed a game for the club on 1st December 2007 and since then has played in 184 consecutive matches, starting all of them. This run is the second longest in club history, with the mark of 214 set by Dick “Tug” Wilson back in the thirties now under serious threat of being passed at some point early in 2012. 

The skipper received a nasty cut that required stitches on Saturday, and his participation is in doubt this evening, but here’s hoping that he is out there doing his Terry Butcher / Paul Ince** impression and that all of our other players remain injury and suspension free for the season.

	From behind the goal

	Cove 1-2 Epsom & Ewell - Combined Counties League 

Saturday 6th August 2011

Epsom & Ewell opened their season with a well-earned three points as they recorded their third straight win at Oak Farm over Cove, who finished above them in the League last season.

They have also suffered from player turnover this season, but of the two sides we appeared to have filled the gaps better as Cove only really created two chances in the entire match. Making their debuts on Saturday were Adrian Jones in goal, with Chris Woodward and Dave Francis, in addition to Jamie Summers and Inaki Orduno, who are both on loan from Kingstonian, while returning to the club were Robbie Burns and Mark Jarman. We might also have seen Aiden Richards, but he had a bit of a “travel issue” and ended up at Farnborough, Kent instead of Farnborough, Hampshire!

As a team we started the brighter of the two sides, eventually, that is, as the game was delayed by ten minutes due to an injury to one of the Assistant Referees. We created a couple of half chances before a great pass from Orduno put Jarman through and he scored the opening goal of the season with ease after just 12 minutes on his fiftieth appearance.

As the half progressed though, there were signs that the tempo was dropping slightly on an admittedly warm afternoon, but Cove are always battlers and they began to get more into the match. A snap shot from one of their players flew back off the outside of the post from 12 yards after 39 minutes and then right on half time, Freddie Myers broke down the left, but the hosts replied on the counter attack in the space where Myers had been, and the right wing cross was a beauty. As the striker headed the cross goalwards from a few yards, he must have thought he would score, but Jones pulled off a stunning point blank save to deny him, and in view of this we were maybe fortunate to still be ahead at the break. 

Things tightened up in the second half, and it began to look a matter of when, not if we would get a second. Just nine minutes into the second half Burns was put through after good work from Jarman and Alex McGregor, but his flick was well saved by the keeper. Myers had a shot that was just wide of the post a minute later, and then on 68 minutes Jarman set up Francis for a header. He knew he had to cushion it over the advancing keeper but the header had just too much on it as it dropped onto the roof of the net.

Finally, after 85 minutes we made the game safe. Woodward played a great through ball to Jarman in the right hand channel, and he hooked the ball past the keeper from just inside the penalty area. 

As always with Epsom games though, it’s rarely straight forward, and the otherwise excellent McGregor made a clumsy challenge on a Cove player that was going nowhere, but was unfortunately just inside the far corner of the box, so the penalty was awarded and converted at the second time of asking by Naeger, amid some confusion about the original spot kick which may have been taken when Jones wasn’t ready.

We just had time for the obligatory ten-man brawl at the end, when the Cove 3 reacted badly to a crunching challenge from substitute Ben Hayward, and his reactions earned him a straight red card, and our Captain Alex Rodrigues a nasty cut which may affect his participation in tonight’s game. He went off immediately and goalkeeper Dan Coles came on to make his debut for the final minute of the game as an outfield player!    




	Pre-Season Round Up

	Our season kicked off on Saturday 9th July with a trip to play Merstham at their training ground in Warwick School. We gave a good performance, despite being defeated 3-2, with our goals coming from Archie Okolie, who scored a beauty, and Robbie Burns.

Five days later we trekked into the wilds of Wimbledon Common for a match with a Hampton & Richmond Borough Youth team, and we trailed after just seven minutes, but a soft penalty award was gratefully accepted as Dave Francis put the ball away right on half time, and a goal early in the second half from a Dre Grobler header was the difference between the two sides in a dull game.

On Saturday 16th July, weather conditions ensured a horrible journey to Norfolk for our friendly with Swaffham Town. The teams arrived late so the first match could only kick off at 3pm, where after an even start we began to take more control of the game. However, it wasn’t until the second half coming down a large slope, that we really exerted pressure and we finally clinched the win with a goal from Matt Harmsworth after 87 minutes. The Reserves then followed this with a convincing 8-0 win over Swaffham’s Reserve team.

Seven days later both first team and reserves met Three Bridges at Hazelwick School, Crawley, and the firsts won in similar circumstances with a Robbie Burns winner after 84 minutes separating the two teams. The Reserves followed that by recovering from an early setback to win 3-1, and both sides were full value for their wins against one of the strongest Sussex League teams last season.  

Unfortunately we saved our worst form for the Dave Wilson Trophy, where we could have been three or four up by half time, but weren’t, and Bookham scored twice in the 54th minute, which left us too much to do, although Dave Francis pulled one back with twelve minutes remaining.

This condemned us to the third and fourth place play off against Molesey, who had been defeated by Dorking on penalties after a 1-1 draw, and the Saturday morning match was a vast improvement for our boys who crushed the Moles by five goals to one. Stand in Captain Alex McGregor gave a fine performance and scored twice, once from the spot, while Michael Morgan, Dave Francis and Aiden Richards all found the net.

To complete the tournament Bookham scored a late winner to defeat Dorking 1-0 and they now hold the trophy for twelve months.
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	Colliers Wood United – History
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The club, one of the oldest in the country, and which has now been in existence for 136 years, will receive a well-deserved recognition award from the Surrey FA for 125 years of existence in 2010/11.

Collliers Wood United FC was founded in 1874 and the early years of their existence were spent in the Wimbledon and Sutton leagues before moving on to the Surrey Intermediate League (Southern Division).

During the late sixties and early seventies, the club were members of the Surrey Senior League for a short time, playing in the newly formed division one where they won the league title in 1969/70. The reserves won their division in 1970/71 going undefeated.

Over they years, The Woods have reached a number of Surrey FA Cup Finals. In 1988/89 they lost 1-2 to Bradbank Sports in the Intermediate Cup Final. In 1991/92 they beat Woking & Horsell 4-0 in the final of the same competition. The Reserves reached the finals of the 1988/89 and 1989/90 Lower Junior Cup but were beaten on both occasions.

The local recreation ground prevented the progress of the club due to the limited facilities and a search for a new ground was launched. Adequate facilities were found at Wibbandune Sports Ground in 1991 and the ground has steadily improved since then.

2001/02 saw the club enter the Surrey County Senior League where they finished a creditable 5th. The following season, they finished as runners up. In 2002/03, the league amalgamated with the Combined Counties League and the club were founder members of the new Division One where they finished as runners up and were promoted to the Premier Division.

They have continued to improve. In 2004/05, they finished 14th of the 24 clubs. The following season, they finished fourth and had a fine FA Vase run, beating Chichester City United, Raynes Park Vale and Greenwich Borough, before losing to VCD Athletic in the 2nd round proper. In 2006/07 they entered the FA Cup for the first time, defeating Chipstead after a replay before succumbing to Worthing 0-3.

After a brief ground share at Croydon FC, the club moved back to Wibbandune where recent ground improvements include the addition of excellent flood-lighting, a new covered terrace and a 102 seat stand have secured their Premier Division status.

Colliers Wood United also has teams in the Suburban League, and the Southern Youth League. The club are sponsored by The Tandem Centre.

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	Epsom & Ewell Football Club - History

	The Club was founded in March 1918 as Epsom Juniors Cricket Club and played throughout the summer. In the autumn, Epsom Juniors F.C. came into being and they played a handful of games from what is now known as Alexandra Recreation Ground. Competitive football followed as the club entered the Surrey Junior League in 1919, and then became founder members of the Sutton & District League in 1920. 

A change of name in July 1922 to Epsom Town F.C. heralded the start of a very successful era. By now resident at the Horton Hospital Sports Ground, they were unfortunate to lose 2-1 after extra time at Dorking F.C.’s Pixham Lane ground to Caterham Mental Hospital in a replay of the Surrey Junior Cup Final. However, they won three other trophies that season, the Leatherhead Hospital Shield, the Sutton Hospital Cup, and the Epsom Hospital Cup. In addition, the Club also won the Sutton & District League, and under the forward thinking of their Chairman Hugh Bradley, they took the step into Intermediate Football, where they won the Southern Suburban League without losing a match. Senior football was granted the next season, as they were unanimously accepted into the Surrey Senior League for 1924/25, where they finished third. 

In September 1925, the club relocated to the old Ewell F.C. ground at West Street, which was purchased through the generosity of the Club’s future President Robert Bradshaw. In 1925/26 the Championship of the Surrey Senior League was attained, and the following season, they did the “double”, defeating Egham 1-0 at Egham in the League Charity Cup. Election to the London League was next, and the title was claimed in the club’s first season there in 1927/28. Unfortunately, they were unable to repeat this, although they would finish runners-up in 31/32, 32/33, 34/35, 36/37 and 37/38. Cup Honours were limited, although they lost 3-2 to Redhill in front of 4,600 at Guildford in their first Surrey Senior Cup Final, having seen off Wimbledon 4-1 in the semi-final! Also, the club won the Surrey Charity (Senior) Shield in 1933 with an impressive 5-0 win over Woking at Kingfield.

However, the proudest moment of the club’s pre-war history was an appearance in the First Round Proper of the F.A.Cup in 1933/34. Woking (after a replay), Nunhead, Tooting & Mitcham, Beddington Corner, and Leytonstone were defeated, and a crowd of 9,485 at the Lea Bridge Speedway Stadium witnessed a 4-2 loss against the hosts Clapton Orient. At the end of that season the club changed its name to Epsom F.C. while in 1936 the closure of their Reserve team enabled the newly formed Ewell and Stoneleigh to spend two years there ground sharing while in the Surrey Senior League, and local works team Venners Sports were tenants in the final completed pre-war season.

In 1939 a newly formed team, Epsom Town (no connection to the earlier team) shared the ground with Epsom F.C. However, this arrangement was suspended when war was declared, and the parent club folded for the duration. In the meantime, Club Chairman Charles Pettett threw in his lot with Epsom Town in an attempt to keep morale up in the town by keeping the football flag flying. It was successful, as the club competed throughout the war years, winning the Surrey Combination in 1939/40, and reaching the Surrey Senior Cup Final in 1944, losing 3-1 to Tooting & Mitcham, at Sandy Lane. After the war, Epsom F.C. started up again, continuing in the London League and reclaimed their ground, leaving Epsom Town homeless. Temporary homes were found at Kings College, Lavender Avenue, Mitcham, and then at the Old Halleyburians Rugby Ground in Ruxley Lane, as they competed for a season in the newly created Corinthian League, but disbanded in 1946.

In 1949 Epsom F.C. departed the London League, and entered the Corinthian League themselves, but despite a 3-2 win over two time Champions Walton & Hersham in their first home match, they would not win away in the League for nearly three years. They did reach the Corinthian Memorial Shield Final in 1952, going down 2-1 to Champions Hounslow at Eastbourne after leading at half-time. Things continued to improve with the signing of the famous ex-Amateur International Pat Lynch from Hendon. The club achieved their highest ever placing of third in 1952/53, and in 1954 reached the Surrey Senior Cup Final for the third time in their history, losing unluckily 2-0 to Corinthian Casuals in front of 6,159 at Selhurst Park, and in 1955 they won the Surrey Senior Shield with a 1-0 win over Carshalton Athletic at West Street.

There was a massive new player influx in 1955 after the club appointed their first ever manager in Kingstonian legend Doug Whitehead. The Corinthian League double was almost achieved in 1956/57, but two losses in the final week, along with defeat in the Cup Final 2-0 to Maidenhead United at Dorking, ensured that the club got neither, only finishing fourth. However in 1960, they finally got their

hands on the Shield with a 2-0 revenge win over Maidenhead United at Vale Farm, home of Wembley F.C. This was the last season with the club for veteran Ernie Watkins, who had played for the club for fifteen seasons since the end of the war. He would go on to play for eight more years at Banstead Athletic before retiring in 1968 aged 47!

In 1960 the club changed its name once again to Epsom & Ewell F.C. This was not because of any merger with Ewell & Stoneleigh as is often quoted, because they had folded in 1938! It was an attempt to increase support across the whole of the Borough. In 1963 the Corinthian League merged with the Athenian and Delphian Leagues, and the club were placed in Division One of the new structure, but the sixties was full of poor results and relegation was the result in 1965. Despite a string of managers, most notably ex-Leyton Orient winger Jimmy Simth, and Tony Williams, now famous for his creation of the F.A. Yearbooks, the club’s fortunes did not improve significantly, and further relegations were avoided in the early seventies by the benefit of re-election. However in 1973, despite “improving” to finish second from bottom, the Athenian League finally ran out of patience and cut them loose. 

This was unfortunate timing as the club had just cleared all of its debts, and in addition to a virtually new Committee, former Fulham player Pat O’Connell took over the reins. The Surrey Senior League took the club in at the last minute, and the new squad, including young striker Tommy Tuite, won the League Cup and the following season the club achieved their second Surrey Senior League “double”. However, season 1974/75 would always be remembered for reaching the Final of the inaugural F.A. Vase, where 9,500 saw the Blues edged out 2-1 by Hoddesdon Town at Wembley Stadium. The Athenian League welcomed them back, and despite losing Trevor Lee and Phil Walker to Millwall in November 1975 promotion was achieved, and the next season the club reached the Athenian League Cup Final, losing 1-0 at Chalfont St Peter.

Season 1977/78 saw many clubs invited to join the expanding Isthmian League, and Epsom & Ewell were placed in the new Division Two. Their first match under floodlights followed against Met Police, and the Championship was clinched the following April with the Police as runners-up. In 1979/80 the club won the Southern Combination Cup 7-2 at Hampton, where the hosts were blitzed by five goals from Tuite. The following season a new clubhouse opened, and the club finally won the Surrey Senior Cup, defeating Woking 2-1 at Tooting & Mitcham. The club just missed out on promotion to the Premier Division that season, but in 1983/84, the club clinched promotion as runners-up, although this time they were defeated in the Surrey Senior Cup Final, 4-0 by Sutton United at Imber Court.

With Adrian Hill as manager since 1982, the club survived comfortably in its first season at the new level, but Hill’s departure to Croydon in 1985 started a decline. Much of the squad also left with Hill, and new manager Alan Webb had too much to do. The club was relegated, and following Webb’s departure in 1986, player manager Ricky Kidd nearly but not quite saved the club from its second straight relegation. Adrian Hill replaced Ricky Kidd for a second spell at the helm in 1990, but the club were placed in the new Division Three in 1991 after league reorganisation.  

In 1993 the club left West Street and moved in as tenants of Banstead Athletic and the decade was largely one of frustration, although the Final of the Associate Members Trophy was reached, where Bedford Town edged them out 2-0 at Hendon’s old Claremont Road ground.

In 2002 Adrian Hill took the Blues back up to Division 1 South, where they topped the table for a month, eventually finishing 9th, but Hill’s retirement at the end of the season led to relegation the following season, Two seasons in Division 2 followed before it was disbanded in the latest F.A. reorganisation, and they now compete in the Combined Counties League Premier Division under the guidance of manager Lyndon Buckwell, a former player at the club. Lyndon has been here since October 2006, and his first full season (2007/08) resulted in our first top ten finish since 2003. Last season the team exceeded this achievement and finished in fourth place after heading the table for the first few months of the season.  In 2009/10 the club recovered from a slow start to finish fifth and also reached the last 32 of the F.A.Vase for the first time in 21 years, bowing out 3-2 in Northamptonshire to Long Buckby.

In April of 2010 the club terminated their seventeen year ground sharing agreement with Banstead Athletic and now commence their second season at Merstham F.C.

Meanwhile, the search continues for a new ground back in the Borough………

	Up yours Pete Winkleman!  

As many of you know I was a Wimbledon season ticket holder prior to becoming a “salt” a few years back. 

I was one of the “crazy gang” right until the bitter end. The worst moment in Wimbledon’s history occurred when the FA inexplicably allowed Pete Winkleman to relocate Wimbledon F.C. to Milton Keynes in 2002. God only knows why anyone would want to visit the land of the concrete cows, let alone watch a football match! 
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Anyway, I was delighted that it took only nine years for AFC Wimbledon, a club born “down the pub” just three days after the FA’s scandalous decision, to return Wimbledon to the football league. On May 21st 2011 following AFC’s penalty shootout victory over Luton, the fans who had been mugged by Pete Winkleman and the FA were finally able to stick two fingers up at them. 
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In just 9 seasons AFC have gone from formation to the Football League. This is a truly wonderful achievement and a fitting chapter in the crazy 

life of Wimbledon FC. Let’s not forget that AFC started life in the Combined Counties League so it shows what is possible. However, it should be pointed out that the “Wombles” do have a few more fans than us! Hopefully that will change when we get our own ground back in the Borough. 
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Now, I’ve never been a believer in fate. However, there was a sense of inevitability that AFC’s league status came from the penalty spot. Let’s not forget that old Wimbledon’s finest hour was crowned by Dave Beasant’s penalty save in the 1988 Cup Final. This time around it was Seb Brown and Danny Kedwell who were the heroes. Seb made two famous penalty saves whilst Danny emulated Lawrie Sanchez (the scorer of the goal that won the 1988 FA Cup final) by scoring the decisive spot kick. 

It was when Danny Kedwell scored that those fans who had been so badly treated 9 years earlier were able to finally celebrate the total rebirth of their club. I certainly did. Unfortunately I was in the passenger seat of my car at the time. Let’s just say that my wife wasn’t best pleased! 

I just hope that when I hear that “the Salts” will be returning to Epsom that I’m not in transit as there might be an accident just as there nearly was on May 21st when Wimbledon returned to the football league.




	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley and Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!
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Croydon Athletic: - Played 16 - W7 D3 L6 - F24 A29 - Points per Game - 1.50 - Average
Our first encounter at Mayfields came before they had joined us in the Isthmian League, and they were a London Spartan League side when we travelled for a Southern Combination Cup match that required extra time before we won by three goals to two in November 1993. 

We next met in December 1997 for the first of what would become 15 matches over the next seven seasons. We met in League battles for five seasons in the Isthmian League Division Three before both earned promotion in the 2002 reorganisation (although they would have gone up as Champions anyway) and we then met for two more seasons in the Isthmian League Division One South before our relegation in 2004.

Of course Croydon Athletic will be mostly remembered for poaching many of our excellent side that had finished ninth in that higher division in 2002/03 and virtually condemned us to a relegation we have yet to escape from. James Hall and Barry Stevens are the main names that we recall departing, but Simon Huckle, Adrian Toppin, and slightly earlier Tony Quinton also went, leaving a massive hole in the squad, all of whom (except Hall strangely) went on to play at Step Three level for many seasons, with Toppin being involved in Staines F.A. Cup run.

Nowadays they play at Step Four, having just been relegated from the Isthmian League Premier Division, just one season after their promotion. I expect them to be in the mix at the business end of the season, assuming that they have sorted out their well-documented financial issues.

Crystal Palace XI’s: - Played 5 - W2 D0 L3 - F15 A12 

Points per Game - 1.20 - Below Average
I have thrown these matches together, as we have played Crystal Palace three times in the late forties, all at West Street, although in each case the team sent was a weak one and on one occasion we even won 9-2 with Gordon Brogdale scoring four back in the day when Friendly matches were still classed as official club matches (up to 1960).

We have met competitively twice since, both at Merland Rise in the Surrey Senior Cup in 1996 and in 2002 with the Eagles winning both games, but again fielding a mix of Reserves and Youth prospects as was their choice in this competition. However, they were still quite warm, and in 2002 their side contained Steve Kabba, and more significantly Wayne Routledge who also scored against us, while the 1996 team contained Dean Gordon and Gareth Davies.

We have many other links with Crystal Palace, but our two most significant were the Surrey Senior Cup Final of 1954 played at Selhurst Park and in 1973 the Palace Chairman Ray Bloye cleared our club debts and saved the club from going under. 

Custom House: - Played 4 - W3 D0 L1 - F12 A7 - Points per Game - 2.25 - Fantastic
Where, or maybe more importantly, who were Custom House? They were a London League opponent for two seasons in 1927/28 and 1928/29, and were actually Epsom Town’s first ever opponent at that level following their two Championships in the Surrey Senior League. 

The first time we travelled to East London to meet them the game was played at Bingley Road, but this was to be their last season at the Custom House Sports Ground as it was to be developed into part of the West Ham Stadium, a site used for greyhound racing and

speedway, and not to be confused with West Ham United’s Upton Park.  

We won the game 4-2 and completed a double with a 5-2 win on our way to the London League title in 1928. We also defeated them at West Street by three clear goals but on our return to their new ground in East London at the Vernons Sports Ground they had their revenge, winning 3-0. It may even have been the last win in their history, as this game took place on May Day 1929 and they folded at the end of the season. Ironically, the site of their original ground, now the 120,000 capacity West Ham Stadium was occupied briefly by Thames F.C. a short lived Football League club who had formed in 1928 and competed with the big boys from 1930 to 1932. They hold two unusual records in football history: 1) Their ground had the biggest capacity of any ground in England before or since to regularly host League football, and 2) the smallest attendance for a Football League match with 469 against Luton Town in December 1930. 

They couldn’t compete against the established clubs in the area and despite an approach to merge by Clapton Orient, they folded in 1932 and were replaced in the Football League by Aldershot F.C. Poor old Custom House got swallowed up and sunk without trace, although a recent entity has sprung up at Junior level playing in Bradfield Road, Silvertown.

Dagenham: - Played 14 - W2 D1 L11 - F18 A42 - Points per Game - 0.50 - Horrible
Before the war we had many battles with Dagenham Town, who I will feature next week, but in the late thirties they folded and were replaced in 1949 by a new club Dagenham F.C. They were very warm indeed as our record against them shows!

They originally played at the Old Dagenham Arena, and after losing an Amateur Cup tie at home to them in 1950 we travelled to the Arena where we were also beaten 4-3, despite leading 3-1 and being denied a blatant penalty in the last moments. The ground still exists as an open space, but in 1955 Ford Sports decided to merge with Briggs Sports to become Ford United, playing at Rush Green Road. This left a venue vacant and Dagenham jumped at the chance to move in to Victoria Road.

We played there throughout the late fifties and early sixties where we suffered six defeats and a postponement. The frozen out game was in the coldest winter of 1962/63 although we returned the following week and crashed 5-1 on a ground described as a paddling pool!

Dagenham joined the Athenian League in 1963 and never looked back, playing at Wembley in two Amateur Cup Finals and two F.A.Trophy Finals, eventually tasting success on their fourth visit in 1980 when our former Manager Ricky Kidd was in the team.

Most of you know the recent story, but for those who don’t, Leytonstone merged with Ilford in the late 70’s only to merge once again with Walthamstow Avenue and change their name to Redbridge Forest, only then to merge with the Daggers, and Dagenham and Redbridge are now an established football League club under the stewardship of John Still, the former Leytonstone Manager who took that old club to four titles in an amazing 1981/82 season.
