	For our regular curtain-raiser to the season we welcome the players, officials and supporters of Bookham, Dorking, Molesey, and of course Epsom & Ewell F.C. as the teams contest the fifth Dave Wilson Trophy here at Meadowbank, courtesy of Dorking F.C. to whom we are very grateful. 

If he could see us now, Dave Wilson would probably be embarrassed to know that a tournament in his name is taking place, and the fifth anniversary of his passing will be commemorated more fully in September. For any of you who are unaware and very briefly, as there isn’t enough room in the programme to describe all the things he did, he held a number of positions over the 35 years that he was involved with the club, until he was taken from us at the tragically early age of 56.

In common with previous tournament issues, this programme gives me the opportunity to round up last season. Our finishing league position of tenth was disappointing for all, especially after two previous finishes of fourth and fifth, but it seemed that wherever we looked last season there were obstacles…..

Whenever we got on a good run we were prevented from playing by the weather, whilst in the F.A. Cup we gave Hythe Town a good game especially in the second half, yet they went on to reach the First Round Proper, and in the F.A. Vase we had a really good go at the tournament favourites St Neots Town before being defeated 2-1. Both of these clubs won their leagues and will now play at Step Four, yet we proved that on our day we could compete. Chertsey Town also now play in Step Four, yet we deservedly won 2-1 at Alwyns Lane in January too.

Even our fantastic new surroundings at Merstham came with unexpected issues, the most pressing of which was a real lack of support. While clubs like ours cannot survive on gate receipts alone, every little helps, so please make it your aim to bring a friend or two along as often as possible this season. 

In my opinion, Molesey were the best team we played in our division last year, and only they will know why a superb winning run last season was ended by Raynes Park Vale with points being dropped regularly from that point onwards. I thought they were on for a League and Cup double at one point, but a surprise defeat at Farleigh gave Sandhurst Town an opportunity and it was nice to see them win a competition in their centenary year. However, Molesey did win our Dave Wilson Trophy with a 1-0 win over us, and they probably start as favourites. However, Dorking finished strongly last season, and Bookham have had a large player turnaround, so as usual at this level, nothing is certain!

	2011/12 Cup Draws

	No exemptions this year following our narrow F.A. Vase defeat to St Neots Town, so it’s back to the First Qualifying Round again, and we have drawn out opponents from our Vase past this season in Hailsham Town.

We met Hailsham Town in the last 32 of the competition at West Street in 1989. It was the furthest we had gone in the competition with exception of our 1975 Final appearance, and of course we reached the same stage in 2009/10 when losing to Long Buckby. That day we led early in the second half, but conceded a late equaliser and lost to a penalty in extra time. We have played down at The Beaconsfield once before when we defeated them 4-1 in the Preliminary Round of the 1993/94 F.A. Cup. Hailsham finished a couple of places above the relegation positions last season. 

If we were to get past them, then we would travel to Ringmer or Lingfield, both of whom are standard Sussex First division teams, who, like us, finished right in the middle of their divisions last season. The winners of that tie would be at home to Wick, Woodstock Sports (who have this season changed their name from Norton Sports and play in the Kent League) Bookham or Westfield. 

In the F.A.Cup we have been drawn at home to Croydon. Thirty years ago they were in the Premier Division of the Isthmian League but we defeated them 4-0 in a replay at West Street, and it was that result that got me promising myself that I would attend the next game, which would become my first ever Epsom game.

If we can defeat Croydon, as we did twice this season, we would earn a home tie with Step Four Chipstead, which would obviously be tougher. The winners of that tie would play at home again to Sevenoaks Town, Wick, Ash United or Redhill.  

With prize money available in both of these competitions we have to be happy with these draws. No one here will expect to win, as the nature of cup football is fickle, but it’s not as if we’ve drawn St Neots Town or Hythe Town this year.

In the League Cup, surprise, surprise, we have another First Round tie. At least this year we get to go somewhere different as we have been drawn to visit Knaphill, which is near Woking. They are a decent Division One side that were denied promotion at the end of 2009/10 due to ground issues that are now solved. Last year started really badly though, and they were never in the promotion hunt. This year they start their League schedule at Guernsey!

If we were successful here, we would travel to face Worcester Park or Molesey in the next round. I would prefer Worcester Park as we’ve not played there since the 1960’s, but let’s be honest, it looks like Walton Road is the likely destination.

Cast your mind back to November 1985. It was the last time we had a home game against Sutton United. Now we have another. Our last four meetings were all at Gander Green Lane, including of course our Surrey Cup win in 2008/09, and it is in that competition that we meet again. The winners would play Banstead or Godalming in the next round, but the incentive of beating a Conference South team should be sufficient, whoever we were due to play next.

As usual, in the F.A. Youth Cup we have a horrible draw and this year travel to Horsham. Good luck chaps!





	Previous Dave Wilson Trophies

	The Trophy was inaugurated back in 2007 at Merland Rise, and it opened with a wild match between Banstead Athletic and Corinthian Casuals, which finished 6-3 to the home side. Two days later Epsom & Ewell were defeated on penalties by Molesey, who nearly won the final, being deprived by a last minute Banstead equaliser in a 2-2 draw, with our former landlords winning the first tournament on penalties. For our part, a second penalty shootout loss against Corinthian Casuals following a 1-1 draw left us unbeaten but bottom of the four teams.                                                  
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It was different the next year. Dorking took the place of Corinthian Casuals, though we again met Molesey in our first match, winning 2-1. Banstead Athletic defeated Dorking 2-0 and so it was tenant v landlord in a final that the Blues largely dominated, although it finished 1-1 after the ninety minutes. This time though it was our boys who won the club’s first ever penalty shootout and Alex Rodrigues became the first Epsom captain to lift a trophy since Peter Gaydon in 1981 (Surrey Senior Cup).

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In 2009 Leatherhead entered in place of Dorking but the regular three contestants remained. This time Epsom and Molesey avoided each other with the latter defeating Banstead, and Leatherhead beating us 5-3 in an entertaining match. We claimed third place with a 2-1 win over Banstead, but the final looked a walkover as Leatherhead led 2-0 after less than ten minutes. However, Molesey held on for a bit and then fought back to level the tie at 2-2. The penalties went their way this time and it was finally the turn of the Moles to hold the trophy.

Last year’s trophy was just the one match, and it was in all fairness a very even game decided by a super strike from Lampard in the first twenty minutes. So Molesey come in looking for a third win on the trot. Can anyone stop them?
