	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 1-2 Raynes Park Vale – Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 17th January 2012

The Salts got off to a lightning start in this match only to miss a penalty and lose their way, losing all three points to a pair of late goals.

Today should have been a celebration for Matt Smith who was due to make his 100th appearance until it transpired just before the game that he was suspended. As a result Ross White came into the starting line up after his useful cameo against Wembley and this was the only change to the side. 

And it was White who broke through with just 43 seconds on the clock. We were just settling behind the goal at the Church End and witnessed a great through ball to White. He controlled it perfectly but was a little wide, so tried to find Jamie Cottee in a more central position. As he did so though, a defender got in the way of his attempt and it spun off his leg, completely wrong footing the keeper and crossing the line for the opener.

It may have been a slightly fortuitous way to score, but Epsom were good value for their lead after the first half an hour. Although the visitors had hit the bar with a far post header from a corner after 11 minutes, White was just over with an attempt while Sam Robinson’s left foot shot required the keeper to gather the ball at the second time of asking. 

Then on the half hour we nearly had the goal of the season. Jamie Cottee started out on the right wing and cut in, beating five defenders turning them this way and that. Older supporters will recall Andy Boxall doing that sort of thing, but not at the pace that Cottee did it. In fact there were comparisons behind the goal with Ricky Villa in the 1981 Tottenham v Manchester City F.A. Cup Final as he sliced through the defenders like a knife through butter. There was only one difference. He didn’t score! After all the hard work he committed the keeper too but stroked the ball less than a foot wide of the near post and just into the side netting. 

It was so nearly something very special, but no matter, as after 36 minutes a defender blocked Robinson’s shot with an arm and a penalty was awarded. Surely we would create a bit of daylight this time but Robinson’s penalty was hit straight at the keeper, a chap by the name of Dean Cupit, already known as the one player to actually save one of Kyle Hough’s penalties when he was our penalty king. This one was easier for him and from that point onwards we lost our way.

Vale nearly scored before half time but Anthony Panayi made a fine last ditch challenge and Adrian Jones had to be alert to deal with a snap shot that came right on the half time whistle.  

So the warning signs were there as the players returned to the field for the second half, although in truth Raynes Park created little themselves for a while, but possession was beginning to weigh heavily in the visitors favour and we began to see less and less of the game at our end. White did nearly score after 64 minutes when he hit a daisy cutter from twenty-five yards that the keeper initially left and then thought better of it. But it was too late and the ball was past him. Unfortunately it was also just beyond the post by a couple of ball widths. 

Finally, the visitors equalised after 71 minutes. A silly foul was given away in the middle of the park and as the free kick was floated in, the ball was met by a looping header that caught Jones out and dropped just under his crossbar. Five minutes later a smart one-two enabled their striker to find a bit of space in between our full back and centre half and the finish from close range gave Jones no chance. 

As time ticked down substitute Alex McGregor was fed by Cottee but couldn’t get a decent purchase on the ball and his shot was cleared, while in the final minute Cottee again was in action cutting in from the left this time and firing for goal from twenty yards but Cupit was able to get a left hand on the ball to keep it out.

It was harsh on our young striker who is in a fine vein of form right now, but he was given little service in the second half as our midfield proved unable to match the visitors work rate, and by the end you had to say that they deserved the points.

	Croydon 2-2 Epsom & Ewell – Combined Counties League 

Saturday 21st January 2012

The Salts showed a lot of character to earn a point against an in form Croydon side on a very windy day at the Arena. 

Never the most inspiring place to play, Lyndon made three changes from the Raynes Park game. In came Matt Smith after his suspension to make his 100th appearance for the club, while Alex McKay made his first start since returning to the club. Finally Nathan Ayling came into the midfield, as Ross White, Ali Dewar and Adam Goodwell were all unavailable.

With the wind at their backs the home side had the lion’s share of the first half but were largely limited to long range efforts and a couple of dangerous free kicks that came to nothing. In the 16th minute Adrian Jones made a great save when he tipped a shot from the edge of the area over the crossbar at full stretch but most of his work was catching practice as Croydon struggled to adapt to the strong wind.

The Epsom supporters, all situated in a cluster in the stand were very happy that we had held them at the half way stage, as we knew that with the wind helping us we had every chance of taking all three points here. However, it didn’t work out like that. From the restart Croydon had made it clear that they were going to continue attacking us and on 52 minutes they took the lead. Alex Rodrigues playing in an unfamiliar left back position to accommodate McKay did well to hold the right-winger up, and by the time the ball finally came in you would have thought we’d be able to have all their men marked, but it wasn’t the case and the ball in was controlled at the near post and struck past Jones by their main striker De Almeida. 

As it turned out, conceding this early goal forced us into a change earlier than we otherwise might have done. The 4-5-1 system that had done its job in the first half was leaving Jamie Cottee too isolated when it came to attacking options. Mark Jarman came on for the out of sorts Sam Robinson and we started to threaten. Cottee clearly prefers having a striking partner with him and we began to get a foothold in the match.

In the 63rd minute Ayling had a good shot from the corner of the penalty area that was palmed away by the flying Ameyaw. He made another save from Cottee a minute later, and I referred to those around me how unlucky their custodian had been in our two previous meetings, and that I thought he was quite a useful keeper. Within four minutes though he was at fault for our equaliser! Cottee made good progress down the left and his low cross should have been dealt with but the keeper missed it and Jarman had an easy job in tapping in for the equaliser. Two minutes later a cross from Antony Myers glanced the crossbar and the keeper was able to pluck the ball away from Jarman when it was returned into the box. 

The home supporters were getting concerned. They even yelled for Tom Siefers to be sent off after he slightly mistimed a challenge. Fortunately the referee either couldn’t hear the distant supporters or wasn’t listening, although I felt that even a yellow card was a bit harsh myself. A few minutes later he was replaced by our latest debutant Kieran Lunn who showed a useful turn of pace. Alex McGregor came on for the injured Ayling while we were facing a free kick with six minutes remaining, but whether we switched off at that point I don’t know, but the free kick from Thompson appeared to go either straight through or maybe even under our wall and Jones was unable to get over in time as the ball arrowed into the bottom corner. 
After recent results you would be forgiven for thinking that the game was up, but with three seconds on the clock, a long ball caused panic in the Croydon defence and under pressure from Jarman, two defenders went for the ball, got in each others way and left our man through to slot past the exposed keeper.

Although it was only a point at the end of the day, it was one of those results that felt like a win because the goal came so late, and full credit should go to our boys for not giving up against the odds. It is also clear to me that if we can play two genuine strikers up front we will worry more teams and me might even score a few more, although I understand that we had a lot of square pegs in round holes this week due to absences, so options were limited. Hopefully Lyndon will have more choice of players today.

	28th January – In Summary

	90 years ago today Epsom Juniors travelled to Gander Green Lane for a League match with Sutton United’s Reserve team. However, even their Reserves were too strong for us in those days and we slipped to a 2-1 defeat.

84 years ago today Finchley visited West Street for a London League match and were duly dispatched by five goals to one. Three of our 50 “Epsom Legends” were on the score sheet this day while another, Ernie Sperring, saved a penalty as the game took place on “a sea of mud”. Epsom went top of the table with this win and would eventually win the League title for the first and only time.

80 years ago this week Epsom Town put the upset of Amateur Cup defeat behind them and took it out on Surrey Senior League leaders Wills Sports, winning 6-2. However, we didn’t have it all our own way as it was 2-2 after 55 minutes. Reg Marlow scored three, while Bob Earl got two and Terry Birch scored the other goal. 

70 years ago today Crystal Palace sent their Juniors to West Street for a friendly and were crushed 7-2 by our wartime Epsom Town side. Pre-war Epsom player and legend Jackie Pullen scored four of the goals. The funds raised from this friendly went to Mrs Churchill’s Aid to Russia Fund. I don’t imagine we’ve donated much there since then!
60 years ago this week we were in the middle of a Maidenhead trilogy! Two weeks previously we had defeated them 3-1 at West Street, and this week we won 2-1 at York Road with goals from Tommy Rochester and Johnny Hoy. (see programme right) Three weeks later we would beat them at West Street again in the Semi-Final of the Corinthian League Memorial Shield by an impressive eight goals to one.

56 years ago today flying winger Ray Colfar scored a hat trick for us in our 4-1 demolition of Yiewsley, who would later change their name to Hillingdon Borough. Colfar would also have success in his career, moving on to Guildford City in the Southern League and then Crystal Palace.
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51 years ago today we met Dorking at Meadowbank. However, the result was a scary one as we conceded four times in an awful second half. The game was also notable for the debut of a youngster by the name of Larry Pritchard, who would go on to have much success as an England Amateur International. The local papers inauspiciously named him Les by mistake!

30 years ago this week Frimley Green were drawn at home to play us in the Southern Combination Cup, but didn’t have floodlights, so the match was switched to West Street where they were blown away by a devastating first half performance which ended 6-0 to Epsom. Full credit to the visitors for holding Epsom to 1-1 in the second half, although of course we did step off the gas slightly. Steve Hill scored three of the goals with Jeff Hunn and Tommy Tuite also netting twice each.

I took it upon myself only to go back there when supporting another club and I did so when Epsom & Ewell's Youth team played theirs in a cup game.

Now I like football and I was dammed if I was going to let them scare me off from following the game I love at the level I like, so looked at other local clubs among them were Banstead Athletic which was like Werner Herzog’s interpretation of Match of the Day. (No, me neither – Ed!) Redhill was a bit too far geographically for my liking, and Chessington & Hook had the problems with precipitation.

The reason I changed from Maroon to Blue & White was the simple fact that when myself and my father came down on the off chance to see Reserves play a friendly against Merstham, we were struck by how amiable everybody was. We even got tea and cake; something we found a pleasant surprise, I go by the old saying “the people make the place” and I can't knock a single person. We are all in the same predicament - the place isn't ours, but we do the best we can, and I like to paraphrase the wonderful Oscar Wilde “We are all in the gutter but some of us are looking up to the stars” and from where we are, the climb might be long, but all the better for it.

On a sub note I was asked if I would return to support Carshalton, my reply was that I had made my decision and I am happy with it. 





	Dorking F.C. – History

	The Formative Years

Dorking FC was formed in 1880, making it the second oldest football club in Surrey after original FA Cup entrants Reigate Priory.  In the early days the club was based in Pixham Lane, with the club achieving some success in 1910 when losing 0-3 to a strong Old Kingstonians side in the Surrey Senior Shield final.  Dorking were founder members of the Surrey County Senior League in 1922 but aside from winning the league in 1928/29 and 1929/30 the club fell on lean times until 1948/49 when the club landed both the League Charity Cup and the inaugural League Cup.
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1955/56 was one of the most successful in the club’s colourful history.  Dorking won not only the league and the League Charity Cup but also in defeating Folkestone Town 3-1 became the first Surrey Senior side to defeat a professional team in the FA Cup.

The change of ground in summer 1953 to the current site at Meadowbank (which had been converted by the Council from an old rubbish tip) gave a boost to the club’s ambitions and in 1956 the club joined the Corinthian League.  The team reached the final of the Surrey Senior Shield in three consecutive years (1959 to 1961) winning the first two finals (1-0 versus Kingstonian and 3-0 versus Sutton Utd) but losing the third 0-1 to Tooting and Mitcham. Following an amalgamation of leagues, Dorking joined the Athenian League in 1963/64 but the club did not prosper and 1974 saw the merger of the club with Guildford City of the Southern League to form Guildford & Dorking United.  After just two sessions, however, the club collapsed in mid-season, with another club being formed called Dorking Town in 1977 to complete its predecessor’s remaining games before joining the Surrey Senior League in 1977/78 and then the Athenian League.

Dorking in the Isthmian League

In 1981/82 Dorking were elected to the Isthmian League where the club has remained ever since.  Starting in Division Two South the team started steadily (finishing their season in 9th place) and the club were soon to adopt the name by which they are now known, Dorking.  1983-84 was notable for Andy Bushnell’s goal haul of 37 (the club’s record scorer in a season being Neil Goodman with 54).  In 1986/87 and the following year Dorking finished just outside the promotion places in 3rd spot, on the second occasion losing out by one goal to Met Police and by a solitary point to Chalfont St. Peter with the club gaining some consolation when winning the Gilbert Rice Cup Final against Hastings Town.

Justice was finally done in 1988/89 when Dorking romped home as Division Two South champions by a massive 16 points, amassing 100 points and over 100 goals in the process of winning 32 games, with only four games being lost.  The season also saw a notable Surrey Senior Cup win over Sutton United just days after Sutton’s famous FA Cup win over holders Coventry City.  The club also reached the last eight in the League Cup.  1989/90 saw the momentum continued with Dorking challenging for promotion to the Premier Division at the first attempt, eventually finishing in sixth place.  The club also reached the final of the Surrey Senior Cup for the first time since 1886, beating Sutton United en route for the second successive season, but unfortunately went down to Carshalton Athletic 2-4 after extra-time, despite leading 2-1 with only three minutes of normal time remaining. Twelve months later Dorking fell away in the league after spending much of the campaign among the front runners.  The club eventually finished tenth.  The highlight of the season was reaching the fourth and final qualifying round of the F.A. Cup losing 2-3 at home to Cheltenham Town.

Season 1991/92 saw Dorking slip down a place in the league, to eleventh, but the club

progressed further than ever before in the F.A. Trophy, making the 2nd Round Proper before losing 0-2 away to Bath City.  The season culminated in a second victory in the Gilbert Rice Cup, beating Havant Town over two legs.  Phil Grainger totalled 37 goals that term.  1992/93 was probably the finest season yet in the club’s history.  The greatest prize was finishing third and securing promotion to the Premier Division which was a tremendous achievement in itself.  Dorking also reached the 1st Round Proper of the F.A. Cup for the first time, losing 2-3 at home to Plymouth Argyle, led by Peter Shilton, in front of 3,200 spectators.  In addition, the “Chicks” reached two cup finals: they lost 0-1 to Tooting & Mitcham United in the Diadora League Full Members Cup at Kingstonian, but won the Southern Counties Combination Cup by defeating Epsom & Ewell 1-0 at Meadowbank.  Steve Lunn became the second player in successive seasons to equal the modern scoring record of 37 goals, and also created an all-time appearance record over the 350 mark.

The 1990s and 2000s

Dorking’s appearance in the Isthmian League’s top flight was however short-lived and relegation followed in the club’s first season in the Premier Division.  With a financial crisis enveloping the club in season 1994/5, new chairman Jack Collins stepped into the breach to try to save the club from liquidation, assisted by his son and vice chairman Ray Collins.  With the help of a small but dedicated band of helpers, Jack and Ray successfully managed to keep the club afloat and turn the club around, albeit the task proving to be a long and tough one.  With attention being focused on the very survival of the club, it was inevitable that performances off the pitch were to suffer.  With no player budgets in the mid 1990’s, the club saw relegation from Division 1 and then after several years from division 2 of the Isthmian League.   With the onset of the new millennium, and with stability reached off the pitch, Dorking enjoyed their best season for some years in season 2001-2.  The club finished 8th in Ryman Division 3 and reached the fourth round of the FA Vase (Dorking’s best ever run in this competition), losing on penalties after a replay to one of the competition favourites Burgess Hill Town after two games that attracted over 1,200 fans over the two encounters.     Season 2002-2003 proved a disappointment after hopes had been raised the following term.  Despite some stunning results (including a 9-1 and 5-0 double over Wokingham Town and a 6-3 away win at Edgware Town) the side never recovered from a slow start and ended the season in 14th place in the new 16 team Ryman Division 2 with Steve Lunn assuming sole managerial responsibility during the course of the season. 

Dorking enjoyed their best season for a while in the 2003/4 season.  Management team Steve Lunn (manager) and his brother Andy Lunn (assistant manager), put together an exciting young local side and their efforts were rewarded with Dorking finishing as runners up in Ryman Division 2; 2 points behind champions Leighton Town who only overtook Dorking on the last day of the season.   Promotion was secured thanks to a fantastic off the pitch effort, led by chairman Jack Collins, vice chairman Ray Collins and club man of the year Brian Cook, to obtain a grade B ground grading with a select number of committee members and fans working tirelessly to ensure the efforts of the team on the pitch were matched by the efforts off the pitch.

Dorking had a decent baptism to Ryman Division One football following promotion, holding a comfortable mid table position well into November 2004.  However a winless run of 13 games from November to February saw Chicks ultimately face relegation back to Ryman Division 2.  Highlight of the season was perhaps the Boxing Day clash at Meadowbank against AFC Wimbledon which saw over 2,500 people watch the match, then AFC Wimbledon’s record away crowd.

Season 2005-06 saw the club reach the Fourth Round Proper of the FA Vase again but the team underperformed on the day in front of over 500 fans against Mildenhall, who had

knocked the holders out in the previous round.  The league season was disappointing but off the pitch Dorking were rocked by the sad loss of many club stalwarts, including Jenny Collins, wife of long time club chairman Jack, as well as Brian Cook and Bob Long, plus Geoff Tyler who had passed away at the end of the previous season, individuals who had been the bed rock of the club for so many years, and who are simply irreplaceable at this level of football.

Dorking joined a revamped and strengthened Combined Counties League in 2006/7 for the first time in their history following the disbanding, under FA instructions, of Ryman Division 2 in May 2006.  The season was overshadowed though by the valiant fight against cancer of club captain Stewart Vaughan, who was diagnosed in December 2006 with the condition, Stewart passing away in April 2007 shortly after marrying his long time girlfriend Heidi.  A concerted effort by the club, fans, players and staff alike, saw Dorking host 2 charity games in honour of Stewart and in support of Marie Curie cancer care.  The first saw Harry Redknapp pay his respects by bringing virtually his full first team premiership squad to Dorking, including the likes of Lua-Lua, Glenn Johnson, Matthew Taylor, in February 2007 in a game watched by over 2,000 fans, while a Crystal Palace X1 visited Meadowbank in April 2007 watched by over 1,000 fans.  Soon after the end of the 2006-7 season, Steve and Andy Lunn parted company with the club and were shortly replaced by ex Tooting and Leatherhead goalkeeper Tony Webb as manager, joined by Peter Augustine as his assistant

Recent Years

Season 2007-08 was a difficult one for the club, overshadowed by the club’s landlord, Mole Valley DC, taking steps to remove the club from its Meadowbank ground.  A 3 day court hearing in April 2008 saw victory with the club being awarded a new long term lease by the court and also the bulk of its considerable legal costs in having to fight MVDC.  While the court victory was central to the very survival of Dorking FC, inevitably the short term fortunes of the first team on the pitch suffered and the club suffered relegation.

With the court action out of the way, Webb was able to concentrate on football matters and Dorking FC bounced back to the CCL Premier Division at the first attempt, promotion being achieved in dramatic style in a very tight finish to the season, Chicks going up courtesy of one goal goal difference over the 4th spot side, and missing out on winning the league by just two points.  Dorking started solidly the following season back in the CCL Premier, but the resignation of Webb in November saw a period of disappointing results for the club.  Peter Augustine stepped into the breach as first team manager in January 2010, but he was unable to turn the ship around and Dorking finished in bottom spot.  Augustine stepped down as first team manager at the end of the season, Adrian Cox initially appointed as manager, assisted by Peter Buckland and John Bordillo as coach.  However, after 5 games in charge, Pete Buckland took over the management reins after Adrian Cox stepped down for personal reasons.  The first half of the 2010-11 season saw the side struggle, but an impressive last third of the season saw Dorking avoid relegation with form more akin to upper mid table.

With a settled squad retained, boosted by some key additions, the club are looking forward to holding their own in the CCL Premier Division for season 2011/-12 as Pete Buckland, now assisted by assistant John Badillo and coaches Steve Hurd and Nick Torpey, builds a solid side around local players.  The Under 18 side continues to build on the foundations laid in recent years by Gordon Walker, Simon Coffey continuing as manager this season after an upper mid table finish last season in the Southern Youth League with Nick Torpey and Gordon assisting.  In another positive step, Dorking Ladies team have joined the DFC set up, playing their home games at DFC on Sundays.

	 Accrington Stanley- Who are they? 
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……is the traditional cliché to include in any article about Stanley. Uttered by a cheeky scouse scally in a 1980’s milk marketing campaign, it’s probably a remark that rankles a bit with Accrington people. The milk marketing people at the time having picked on Accrington Stanley as a team that were founder members of the football league, folded and died in the 1960’s and that’s all they knew with the added bonus of sounding quaint, old-fashioned and about as cliché northern cap and whippets as it’s possible to sound.

In actual fact when that advert was made on that set of assumptions the new Stanley club was already making its way up through the non-leagues as the people of the area refused to let their team stay dead. They were a story bubbling under the radar. 

I write about them this week as they are, in a small way in the news. They currently sit in 10th place in League 2. Not that spectacular you might think, but in the context of where the club has come from and its circumstances, it is amazing. They are in the news because the man who got them there, Manager John Coleman, has left to take over at League 1 Rochdale. 

Now Managers leaving clubs happens so often nowadays we barely notice some of them. At QPR under Flavio Briatore it was a regular occurrence probably based on an error in translation as Harry Hill would say – Manager of the Month – Soup of the Day – you’ve got to have a system. John Coleman leaving Stanley is one that struck me though as they have enjoyed a remarkable story together.

John Coleman and his assistant Jimmy Barnes (damn nearly wrote Barry there-oops) joined Stanley at the start of the 1999-2000 season. At that point Stanley had just been relegated to the First division of the Northern Premier League – (current step 4 of the Pyramid). In that 1999-2000 team Coleman and Barnes who had come from NPL rivals Ashton United rebuilt the Stanley team who remained unbeaten from New Year onwards and won the league at the first attempt. In 2001-02 they finished 9th and won the Lancashire County Cup and the Unibond League Cup on penalties against Bradford Park Avenue (a similarly reformed club - are they on their way back?). In 2002-03 they won the Unibond League and being before the latest reorganisation got straight up into the National Conference. 

Their first two seasons in the National Conference resulted in creditable 10th place finishes and in 2003-04 a cup run. In 2005-06 they won the League and were promoted to the Football League by a margin of 11 clear points.

Their club history says at this point “back to the football league” and I didn’t repeat the line, as technically this is a new club formed in 1968, six years after the demise of the original club. I can well understand how it must feel like it though, especially to any older supporters who have followed the history right through from one club to the other. It must have been a magnificent feeling in 2006 if you’d been around in 1962. Ironically they swapped places with Oxford United as happened in 62.

Since joining the league, whilst not setting the place on fire they have held their own and never had a last minute escape from relegation. Last season they made the play offs and as a consequence had a slow start to this season as better players were attracted elsewhere. They started on a good unbeaten run in November that has only recently come to an end. 

Significantly, long-serving club captain Andy Proctor was sold to Preston North End a week before John Coleman left. 

I became interested in Stanley this season having holidayed in the area and visited their ground. I got a very friendly welcome in their club shop and offices and talked about being an Epsom fan. Read their website and you really get the feeling of a town and team pulling together. 

Their most vocal fans are called the Stanley Ultras and a recent tribute to John Coleman on their website summed it up well. Despite being from the smallest town in the league with the smallest crowds and what many people consider the worst ground of the 92, “Coley” used all these factors as a positive to bond his team together and over achieve year in year out.

This lowly position in the football firmament is surely highlighted by the fact he has been tempted away in the end by the bright lights of Rochdale, themselves struggling at the foot of the league above. Despite this, in all my research for this article there has not been one word of rancour towards John Coleman from the Accrington support, who have just said thanks to a legend. It’s something that fans in neighbouring Blackburn who have spent most of the season marching around wanting their Manager’s head on a pitchfork would do well to take note of. 

There are implications in this story for us in Epsom as well as the wider football world. Accrington is a town smaller than ours surrounded by Blackburn and Burnley with lots of other teams in the area to support. That small group of reforming pioneers who decided that having a football club that bears the name of the town in the town is a vital part of local pride and identity have been proven right and richly rewarded.

There is also a lesson on what can be achieved by getting a good Manager and sticking with him, and a club having realistic expectations. The importance of stability at a club is illustrated just as much at the smallest club of the 92 as it is at Manchester United.

	Every Opponent A-Z
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Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

Faversham Town: - Played 2 - W2 D0 L0  - F5 A0

 Points per Game - 3.00 - Perfect
We met Faversham at a very good time. We had just completed our fantastic “Wembley” season of 1974/75 and had been accepted back into the Athenian League for the next term. One of the teams in that division were Faversham, who had joined the league in 1973, ironically as one of the replacements for us when we were thrown into the Surrey Senior League!

We hosted Faversham on 6th December 1975, winning 3-0 and completed the double with a 2-0 win at Salters Lane in January of 1976.

We then went up but Faversham returned to the Kent League where they stayed until folding in 2003. They reformed in 2005 and worked their way back up the pyramid, and now sit one level above us in the Ryman League South Division. They often hang there by a thread though, so with the potential reorganisation of Step Five on the agenda, it is quite possible that we may meet in the next few years.  

Feltham / Feltham & Hounslow Borough: - Played 31 - W13 D10 L8  - F50 A31

 Points per Game - 1.58 - Above Average
Feltham were founded in 1946 as Tudor Park FC. Wikipedia tells me that their first ground was Rectory Meadow, now used by Hanworth Villa! They moved to the Feltham Arena in 1963 and in 1966 their enormous grandstand was built.

Compared to many teams in this list, they were fairly recent opponents and we didn’t meet them for the first time until we were elected to the Athenian League in 1975. Along with Faversham they represented another new team for us to play and our first meeting was also the first team debut for our current Assistant Manager Tony Coombe. We won 4-2 at home on 11th October 1975 but were held 0-0 on our first visit to the Arena in March of 1976. 

We next met in Isthmian League action. We had moved up from the First Division of the Athenian League, while they joined the expanding League from the lower division in the same way that Farnborough Town had, and in 1977/78 both clubs first ever match at that level on opening day resulted in a 2-1 Epsom & Ewell win at the Arena, with two goals from Tommy Tuite. However, we were back there again a month later, following a 1-1 home draw in the F.A. Cup, this time being on the wrong end of a 2-1 replay defeat, despite leading through Alan Webb’s goal at half time. 

We completed a League double with a 2-0 win in February of 1978 on our way to the title, and did not meet again until 1981/82 following Feltham’s promotion to Division One. Our first home game of the season was a 1-0 win thanks to a second half Steve Hill goal, but we slipped to a 2-1 defeat in October.

In 1982/83 they were the early league leaders when we visited in October. It was my first visit and it was a very unpleasant venue for the spectator. Everything was at the top of the stand and you were a long way from the action because of a running track that was situated around the pitch. It was similar to Croydon’s ground in many ways. That day we secured a very good 1-1 draw and the return match in February was one of our club record five consecutive 0-0 draws.

Still, those five points kept us up, and the next season we were promoted, winning 5-0 there in April, with Steve Hill scoring twice, but bizarrely, losing 2-1 at home in the final game of 1983/84, despite the fact they finished bottom and hadn’t taken a point from their travels all season. We led and had a perfectly good goal disallowed that day, but it didn’t really matter as we were up into the Premier Division. 

As we now know, it didn’t last and we dropped down to Division Two South where we met them again in 1987/88, drawing both games 0-0. However, the away game on Boxing Day 1987 was the day we had the first telling of the funniest joke in the world by Dave Wilson. I can’t repeat it here but if you ask me I can let you know!

Since then we have met on seventeen further occasions, winning many, but never certain of doing so, and slipping up five times, including most notably a 3-1 defeat in the Southern Combination Cup Semi-Final at the Arena in 1991 on the by now famous Astroturf. It was also a notable place for Nigel Bennett when he scored his first goal for the club on his 103rd appearance in a 3-1 win there in December 1992. 

By then the club were known as Feltham & Hounslow Borough although they consigned the famous Hounslow name to history again in the mid-nineties. By this time they had been removed from the Isthmian League due to ground grading issues and they then had to leave the Arena because of vandalism. 

They have recently ground shared at a number of local venues and currently occupy the old Bedfont F.C. ground at The Orchard with Bedfont Town (formerly Green). The London Borough of Hounslow have recently started redeveloping the Arena, so we may well see Feltham returning to their former levels in the not too distant future, but for the time being they hang precariously in the Division below us.
