	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 0-2 Ash United – Combined Counties League 

Saturday 17th March 2012

There’s something about the Moatside! Our last three away games have been won but our last two home games have been very disappointing.

Despite being even for the first twenty minutes, we conceded two soft goals in a five-minute spell and never looked like turning it around. This was even more surprising seeing as we have been scoring goals for fun away from home recently and had virtually the same team out as we had at Mole Valley SCR last week; Alex McKay coming in for Anthony Panayi being the only change.

Ash were nearly ahead in the first few seconds and we had to head the ball out for a corner with less than twenty seconds on the clock. In fact the first ten minutes were generally shaky, but we began to get a foothold in the game and good runs from Mark Jarman and Antony Myers both nearly produced success, Myers cross reaching James Cottee at the back who cut in and struck the ball left footed, but the keeper was able to palm it away. 

It looked as though we had weathered the early Ash storm, only to then concede in the 24th minute, and it was oh so simple. A cross in from the right was met by an unmarked header, giving Nick Taylor-Greaves no chance. In an echo of the recent Molesey disaster, we then lost all shape and conceded again five minutes later. Ash cut us open down their left flank and the ball in was an easy finish for the Ash centre forward. However, somehow he smashed his shot from close range against the bar. The ball went up, and up, and up but stayed in play and when it dropped back into the danger area we were unable to get hold of it and a looping header somehow dropped in beyond everyone and just under the crossbar. 

It was a sickening goal to concede and a hammer blow from which we were never really to recover. In fact it could have been worse, as all semblance of marking disappeared and a visiting player strolled onto a loose ball and pinged the ball off the outside of Taylor-Greaves’ left hand post with six minutes remaining in the half.

As it was, two-nil was salvageable if we could get back into the game and we did try harder in the second half. Sometimes a little too hard in fact. Jarman was brought down in what looked like a combination of a rugby tackle and a mugging, and it quite clearly was a yellow card offence. However, Jarman retaliated and so the excellent referee had the simple job of booking them both, and from the angle we had, our man was maybe lucky to stay on the pitch.   

Myers and Ross White were taken off after 69 minutes with substitute Ryan Augustine coming on and Jamie Summers moving over to right back to accommodate Panayi, which meant that Smith went forward down the right. 

This made us look a  bit more of a threat going forward as a result and Jarman won a free kick on the edge of the box which Myers hit well, wrong footing the keeper who was probably expecting the right-footed Matt Smith to take it, but he recovered to somehow scramble the ball around the post. 

He was in action again after 73 minutes when Paul Gough’s low drive was parried away leading to a sequence of four straight corners where the delivery was good but the ball just didn’t fall for one of our players. In all honesty, we didn’t really deserve it to today.

	20th March - In Summary

	90 years ago this week Epsom Juniors suffered a heavy defeat down the road to West Ewell. They played at Chesterfield Road according to the handbook, but I believe this game was played at the far end of the road, very close to where the Epsom & Ewell Harriers play in what is now known as Poole Road. West Ewell even had the luxury of starting with ten men. We wouldn’t suffer a defeat of this magnitude again until January 1925.   

86 years ago today Epsom Town were closing in on their first Surrey Senior League title. All they needed to do was win their remaining home games. The only problem was that there were eight of them! As it turned out we would win the lot, but in front of a “significant” attendance our boys were a little sloppy at first and turned around at half time goalless. They stepped up a gear or three in the second half though and could even afford to finish with ten men because of an injury to Sid Bristow.

80 years ago this week Billy Williams scored four times and Leslie Graves got the other one as we defeated Tooting Town by five goals to one in a London League match on a Good Friday at West Street. We would batter them again on Easter Monday and Williams would get another three.

70 years ago this week the Royal Engineers were taken apart at West Street by seven goals to two. They were “practically all professionals” quoted the local Herald, but Epsom were “on top of their form”. The Blues started the game in a sensational manner as they repeated their trick of going straight down the field from the kick off and scoring before the other team could touch the ball! Both George Brown the famous Wimbledon pre-war striker and Epsom pre-war legend and one of the six members of our elite “Hundred Goals club” Jackie Pullen scored hat tricks.
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60 years ago this week Epsom won 3-1 at Woodside Road, home of Worthing with goal machine Bill Goddard getting a hat trick. 

58 years ago today a thirty-yard strike from Bill Wiles secured a point at St Chad’s Road, home of Tilbury in a Corinthian League match. (see programme right) 

30 years ago this week the Adrian Hill “bounce” was noticeable as we actually benefited from new manager syndrome ourselves for a change. Following our fine home win over Aveley, we travelled to the Meadow, home of Chesham United, where two goals from Micky Stratford gave us the points in a 2-0 win. Stratford was paired in midfield with a youngster by the name of Alan Pardew but took the honours that day.  

20 years ago this week Andy Webster our young scoring sensation got another three at Oak Farm as we eased past Cove by three goals to one. Regrettably Webster picked up some injuries that wouldn’t go away and never did reach his true potential at a higher level.

	Farnham Town – History
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Farnham Town Football Club is a senior level football club based in Farnham, Surrey, England. Established in 1906 through the merging of Farnham Bungs (the Farnham Brewery) and the Farnham Star. The club was one of the founder members of the London Spartan League in 1975. They reached the Fourth Round of the FA Vase in the 1976-77 season.

At the end of the 1979/80 season Farnham Town left the London Spartan League and applied to the Combined Counties League, their application was accepted and they finished 4th in their first season. The 1986/87 season saw Farnham take second place to Ash United in the league campaign. The glory days finally arrived in the 1990/91 season when the club won the league title. In the 1991/92 season, the Town got a clean sweep of the major trophies by winning the Combined Counties Premier League, the Dan Air Elite Cup and the Dan Air Challenge Cup. Having won the league, the club applied and were accepted to the Diadora league, however funds for necessary ground improvements could not be generated which resulted in the club not having a league to play in for the 1992/93 season. In 1993/94 Farnham Town were accepted back into the Combined Counties League where they continue to ply their trade.

From 1995-1998 Farnham finished in the top six of the Premier Division for three consecutive seasons, in 1998-99 they finished in 13th position, then 10th in 1999-2000 before suffering relegation from the Premier Division in 2000-2001 season. They bounced straight back the following season but then endured four tough seasons back in the Premier Division, with bottom four finishes every season culminating in relegation back down to Division One in 2005-2006. Again the club bounced straight back and in 2006-2007 they won the Division One title under the guidance of Barry Bridger, but were denied promotion due to the Memorial Ground not meeting the desired grading by the league. The club then spent another four seasons in Combined Counties Division One.

Farnham gained promotion from Combined Counties Division One in the 2010-2011 season after finishing second behind Worcester Park. In Paul Tanner's first season at the helm he gained automatic promotion back to the Premier Division at the first attempt, which after only retaining four members of the side from the previous year’s squad - who finished mid table, was quite an achievement. Paul Tanner's side also won the Combined Counties Fair Play Award for 2010-2011 after going the whole season without having a man sent off, a record to be proud of. Also in their ranks, they had the league’s top scorer for the season in the prolific Mark Corbett who amassed a career best of 32 league goals in 34 league matches to propel Farnham to promotion after signing from Sandhurst in the Summer of 2010.

In a very successful year for the club on the whole, Dean Nelson's reserve side finished second behind Mole Valley in the Combined Counties Reserve Division, improving on fourth position the previous season. Farnham ladies also finished second in their respective league to cap quite a remarkable season in Geoff Chapple's final season as Chairman. The chairman of Farnham Town for 2011-2012 is Ray Bridger replacing Geoff Chapple, who previously managed Woking and Kingstonian and because of his continued involvement with Blue Square Bet South side Woking coupled with Farnham Town's promotion back to the Combined Counties top-flight, Geoff is sadly ineligible to continue both roles.

Current first team manager and now in his second season at the club is Paul Tanner, alongside coaches Sean Birchnall & Nick Sowden with Dean Nelson and Andy Sharratt continuing to run the reserve side. Also the club has an Under 18 Youth Team for the 2011-2012 season managed by Andy Warner in the Southern Youth League.



	Every Opponent A-Z
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Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

Frimley Green: - Played 5 - W4 D0 L1 - F14 A3 

Points per Game - 2.40 - Fantastic
Like the town of Epsom, Frimley Green has a much bigger association in the public’s eye with darts. It is not a football “hotbed”, nor a sleeping giant.

The football club have one small item of note in our history, which was a very rare blemish on our Surrey Senior League campaigns of the mid-Seventies. Although we were only runners-up in 1973/74 before taking the title the following season, we were obviously quite formidable opponents. Our first match at that level was a 2-1 defeat to BAC Weybridge, but we would lose just two other designated home matches in those two years and Frimley Green won 1-0 at West Street on 24th November 1973.

As I say it was only a small note as we won twice over at the Frimley Green Rec either side of that defeat, but didn’t get the chance to avenge that home defeat as they left the league at the end of the season. 

Finally in 1982 we got that chance and destroyed them 7-1 in a Southern Combination Cup match that had to be switched from Frimley due to the lack of floodlights, and we still haven’t been to Frimley since winning there in February of 1974, as our one other meeting was a recent F.A.Cup tie in August 2008 when we trailed at half time but turned things around with two Leon White goals to earn us a trip to Burgess Hill.

Frimley Green still play at the Rec and sit in the division below us, although a lack of floodlights may mean that their Step Six future is in doubt shortly.

Our first team has had four meetings with various versions of a Fulham XI over the years. Sometimes it was billed as their Reserves, or an ‘A’ team, but without having a Fulham historian nearby it is difficult to really say what strength these sides were. 

For the record though, we first met in March 1925 at our new West Street ground. The papers said that “Fulham must have enjoyed their trip into the Country” as they won 4-2, based largely on a 3-0 half time lead. In December 1934 we defeated them 3-1 in a friendly with Jackie Pullen scoring on his debut and Fulham scoring a late consolation. 

In December 1936 they visited us again and we handed out an 8-2 thrashing against a team apparently containing eight professional players. We ran riot scoring six in the last thirty-five minutes and Bill Randall scored a hat trick for us. It was also Dick Wilson’s 300th consecutive match of football said the local papers; one that had started when he was at Mitcham Wanderers and he would eventually extend to 322 before missing our opening game of the 1937/38 season. Our final competitive

 meeting was in 1950 and we led 3-0 before Fulham came back to secure a 3-3 draw.

Many people will remember Alan Webb’s Testimonial match against Fulham in August of 1982, but by this time friendlies were of a lesser importance, and in our club records, challenge matches as they were often known were part of the official records until 1960 so this later match doesn’t count!

I have just one more meeting to report. When we were in the London League in 1927/28 our Reserves were in the London League Division Two as were Fulham’s ‘A’ team and we met four times, one of which I have a programme for. (see right) 

There are two other connections of real note to report. Our former Manager Pat O’Connell was a long time professional there throughout the fifties, while a former striker from the eighties Steve Milton was their leading scorer for one season in the early nineties. I’m sure there are other connections too.

We have a fairly good record against Godalming! During our three years in the Surrey Senior League back in the glory days of the twenties we met six times in the League and once in the Surrey Senior Cup. Although our very first meeting in Godalming ended in a goalless draw, results since then have got entirely our way.

Our first home match, the return League fixture, was at Horton Hospital Grounds and we won it by five clear goals, but the next season we edged the away tie by 3-2 and repeated this score line in the County cup at West Street. However, in the home League fixture we defeated them 5-0. In 1926/27 the results were equally positive as we won 5-2 and 4-1 before we moved up into the London League.

Whilst there we played them twice in friendlies to open the season in 1929/30 and 1931/32 winning both comfortably.

I’m not too sure about the rest of Godalming’s history, except to say that they remained in the Surrey Senior League until the War, meeting up with the ground sharing Ewell & Stoneleigh for two seasons from 1936 with our tenants at West Street winning four of the five matches played, including a bizarre 8-5 F.A.Cup win in deepest Surrey. After the war they disappeared although a new club Farncombe, playing at Meadrow, entered the Surrey Senior League in 1953. In 1965 they appeared as Godalming and Farncombe and changed the name of the ground to Weycourt, although they struggled in the League and folded in 1970. 

Keeper Glyn Howells joined us from Farncombe in 1961 and stayed for a season before going on to a good career with Guildford City, although it’s fair to say that his son David had a better career with Tottenham!

	Matches in history against teams from Farnham

	As already advised, we don’t have much in the way of recent matches to go on, but back in the twenties, the sides from our two towns used to have some real battles watched by thousands of interested spectators.

Now, it is not clear whether these two teams were linked, and the more I search, the more I believe they were separate, but it doesn’t matter.

One thing I am sure about is that whilst Farnham Town were founded in 1906 according to my colleague Ross at Farnham, Farnham United Breweries were around much earlier. The Brewery opened up in 1899, and whilst it is not clear when their works side started playing football, I have found a team picture for them from 1911/12. This appears to contradict Ross’s assertion that the two clubs merged in 1906 unless the merger didn’t work and they went off on their own road again. These things happened all the time in the early days.
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This team were very good and following the war, rose through the ranks at a rapid rate. They became Surrey Intermediate (West) division Champions ahead of Egham Town in 1920/21 and won the Surrey Intermediate Cup the same season. They then entered the Surrey Senior League on its creation in 1922/23 and although Egham won the first title, they won the League and Cup double in 1924.

In 1924 Epsom Town were unanimously accepted into the Surrey Senior League and battles between the two clubs commenced that Autumn. The first match was one that I listed in the 100 Memorable Matches section contained within last season’s programmes, when we travelled down to West Surrey and handed the Cup and League holders a four-nil defeat. Reg Marlow scored twice on his debut as Epsom Town stated their intent to progress at this level. It must have been a shock for the

more experienced side, but to be fair, they won the League again and defeated us 2-0 at Horton Hospital Grounds in April 1925.

The following season we secured a 1-1 draw with a late H.S. Streeter equaliser at Farnham in a match described by the local papers as “One of the finest exhibitions of football seen in the Surrey Senior League this season". There were many present, but there was a substantial crowd at West Street for the return match on F.A.Cup Final day, April 24th 1926 that was described as the biggest ever at West Street. There were many people unable to get in who were situated up the trees overlooking the ground and they were not to be disappointed as a goal in each half from our boys gave us a comfortable lead, although Bicknell pulled a goal back for the visitors and for the last twenty minutes “time crawled” before our win, and the League title were confirmed. 

Farnham had also reached the First round of the F.A.Cup that season, losing 10-1 at home to Swindon Town, so it shows that we had a very strong team out ourselves in those days. Bicknell scoring their goal in the cup match. This is pure speculation, but I wonder if he was related to the two Bicknell brothers who played cricket for Surrey in the eighties and nineties, as they were both Guildford boys, so the journey would not have been prohibitive.

Although I was unable to trace any more information about Bicknell, I have managed to trace a couple of very good players from their ranks. Leslie William Adlam was born on 24th June 1897 and appears to have moved into League football even before the club became one of the larger ones in Surrey, playing firstly for Guildford United, the forerunner of Guildford City, before making 279 appearances for Oldham Athletic. He played 56 times for QPR and four times for Cardiff in what appears to have been almost a tour of the country. Bizarrely he is then noted as playing for Guildford Post Office in the mid-thirties as his career wound down. He died in 1975.

However, the other player I traced would certainly have played against Epsom in the twenties. His name was Percy Charles Austin and he was born on 1st July 1903. He had great success as a centre forward before being signed by no less than Tottenham Hotspur. Their report on him is below:

One of the players to make only one appearance for Tottenham, Percy Austin had a short playing career, but served Spurs well off the field for several years. He played for Farnham United Breweries FC in the Surrey Senior League and was part of the side that reached the First Round of the FA Cup with some great giant-killing performances in 1925-26 before they lost at home to Swindon Town.

Percy was first signed on amateur forms and then, after some good displays in the reserves (nine goals in seventeen matches), he was signed as a professional at the end of that season. Unfortunately, his only first team match was as a replacement for the injured Arthur Grimsdell, who took a knock on Boxing Day 1927, giving him to opportunity to start against Birmingham City on 31st December that year. He didn’t score in a 2-3 loss at St Andrews.

He stayed for the rest of that season and was then allowed to join Norwich City in November 1928, after scoring 31 goals in 51 run-outs for Tottenham Reserves, but never made a senior appearance for the Canaries.

Percy returned to Hertfordshire and lived in Bricketts Wood, becoming the Spurs scout 

in the Hertfordshire area for many years. He died at St. Albans on 15th August 1961.

The 1926/27 season was to be our last in the Surrey Senior League as we would win the title and move up to the London League. What we probably didn’t realise at the time of meeting them was that this season was to be their last as a football club. 

We had a nightmare journey down to Farnham for the League match and it got worse when the game started. Transport not being very good, the players were held up by a slow train and a charabanc that went the wrong way, requiring the club to hire three taxis from Guildford to cover the rest of the journey.

Then as soon as the game had started Reg Marlow damaged his ankle and was a passenger for the remainder of the game, while Harry Westlake made a jocular remark to a team mate that the referee took personally and was sent off, although the club won their appeal against this decision. 

Despite all this we were still the better side. We trailed to a couple of soft goals before fighting back after half time to equalise, only to then lose to a bit of a fluke goal when a cross dropped over everyone and into the net. It was one of only two league defeats that our club would suffer and we were to get our own back in spades later that season. 

On 26th February 1927 the teams met at Ewell for the Semi-Final of the League Cup and we destroyed them 5-2, scoring twice in the opening five minutes, and they were never in it. Two weeks later we trounced them 6-3 in the return League match and that was that.

In 1927 the Farnham United Breweries were bought up by Courage Breweries and relocated to Alton in Hampshire and the team just disappeared. A very sudden ending to a very successful club. 

But where did they play? Well, my original thoughts were that they used the Memorial Ground currently inhabited by Farnham Town but I have not yet found any evidence to confirm this. The Breweries were in Red Lion Lane, just a large field and a small river away from the current ground, while there is an old off licence in West Street more or less across the road, so it could have been, while there are a cluster of newer houses across the road from Red Lion Lane that take up a similar shape and size to a football ground, so it could have been there too. However, if anyone from Farnham could advise further it would be appreciated.  

One thing is clear though, not long after this time Farnham Town were quite successful at Intermediate level. Our first meeting with the current club took place on 21st April 1930 when our Reserves defeated Farnham Town 4-2 in the Final of the Surrey Intermediate Cup at Woking’s Kingfield ground with Farnham’s two goals coming from penalties. They were back again two seasons later, this time losing 5-1 to Carshalton Athletic’s second string and there was an Epsom v Farnham match of sorts in the 1935/36 season as West Park Hospital beat the Farnham Post Office in that season’s Surrey Intermediate Cup Final!  

We did not meet again until October 1966, when the visitors, by now flying high in the Surrey Senior League like their predecessors, defeated us 3-2 in the Surrey Senior Cup, despite leading at half time. Goals from Benny Evans, who had started in goal as Terry Self was late arriving, and former Assistant Manager John Wood on his debut were not enough and Farnham went on to defeat Redhill and Carshalton Athletic in subsequent rounds.
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By the time we met again in 1991/92 both clubs had dipped down and bounced back. Farnham had dropped into Intermediate football while we had dropped out of the Athenian League before charging up the Leagues again in the seventies. The Surrey Senior Cup tie provided Farnham with an ideal opportunity to see how far they had come. By now, back in the Combined Counties League, they were about to win the League by a decent distance, but froze against us that day. We won 3-1 but the main memory from this match was a stunning thirty-five yard strike from Simon Alldridge to put us on our way.  

We then drew 0-0 in our first ever League match in August of last year. It was an awful game and let’s hope this one is better today!

The Cottagers beat
the 'Spurs at their own game—by
which I mean football in it’s truest
sense—and two fine goals by Craig
plus two equally good ones by Allen,
set the seal on a great performance by
the whole eleven. Incidentally three
more found the net but not with the
approval of the referee, while a pen-
alty was also unproductive. This
achievement should go a long way to-

wards providing that inspiration which
has lately been eluding our Second
string.

Good Friday also saw a great League
win here by our Seniors at the expense .
of Swindon. Dour fighters as the latter
are, the enterprise that has carned
them whole hearted respect among the
clite of this season’s Cup campaign,
was neutralised by the polished; yet
¢o ahead methods of the Cottagers.
Little rope was given to our old friend
Morris and his colleagues by a de-
fence that consclidated on the right
type of tactics withcut neglecting their
own forwards. Play was however
characterised fore and aft by that
thrust which does so much to earn
League points and the huge crowd
must have been well satisfied with an
exhibition of football worth going a
long way to see. Penn opened the
scoring in the first half with a fine
header and Price completed the dam-
age after change of ends with an un-
stopable shot delivered in character-
istic style. Easter means hard work
for the footballer but a start of this
kind affords a tonic of the right sort.
