	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 3-1 Croydon – F.A.Cup Extra- Preliminary Round 

Sunday 21st August 2011

It was the old one-two of Jarman and Burns that secured Epsom's passage in the FA Cup after Jamie Summers had equalised an early Croydon goal.

The first point of interest was the handing of the captain's arm band to Paul West following the absence of Alex Rodrigues. Anthony Panayi took his place, while in midfield Antony Myers returned after suffering concussion, but Nathan Ayling was out again. Further changes came up front as Lyndon went with the pace of Ayden Richards, while Mark Jarman and the slightly injured Dave Francis moved to the bench.

It was fair to say that things didn't start as we had hoped. Just 25 seconds were on the clock as De Almeida produced a fine volley that gave Adrian Jones no chance whatsoever. But we didn't panic and were nearly level from the restart. A good right wing cross from Matt Smith was met by a header from Myers that bounced down and back up again. This nearly caught the keeper out and he reacted well to claw the ball away for a corner. The Croydon Captain was booked shortly afterwards, although he would go on to have a fantastic game for his club. His team mate along side him wearing the number four would have an equally eventful day but for other reasons.

Unfortunately, Ben Hayward was injured whilst making one of his customary 100% challenges and he limped off after 13 minutes to be replaced by Chris Woodward. Soon after a Croydon player also limped off but by this time we had already pulled level. With the clock in the 16th minute Smith produced a good delivery from his corner and Jamie Summers rose to score with a sidefoot volley into the roof of the net from six yards out.

We were well on top but began to slow up a little on an admittedly hot day, an nearly paid the price as a Croydon player cut in on West in the box and was brought down for the penalty after 41 minutes. Fortunately, the number 7 went for the top corner and it clipped the bar before flying over the fence behind the goal at the Albury end!

Moments later we were nearly ahead with what might have been the comedy own goal of the year. The ball was going off for what I felt was a goal kick, but the keeper obviously wasn't sure, and from the junction of the goal line and six yard box he launched a clearance straight into the aforementioned number four's "lower groin" area. The ball rebounded back off him towards the goal and bounced a couple of times less than a foot from the goal before the ball was hacked clear of the advancing Myers.

The Salts picked up the pace straight from the restart and were ahead in the 56th minute. Richards had produced little end result for his hard work and liveliness and we were beginning to wonder if he might be replaced, but a great Robbie Burns dummy put him through. He lashed the ball as hard as he could from twelve yards but the keeper made a wonderful block, only to see the ball sent back past him and into the corner by Burns. 

The game took three minutes to restart due to a further injury to the luckless number four, and a few minutes later we made a change with Dre Grobler coming on for his debut following the expiry of his suspension. He came on for Walshe with Myers dropping back into the left back slot and Summers promoted in front of the back line. We began to make some half chances and Richards was just wide after a good move and shot, while another good Smith delivery was headed goalwards by Burns but was instantly blocked by the Croydon skipper. 

Mark Jarman came on for the tiring Smith and his first action was to get in a shot that would have been disallowed for offside. However, the Croydon four didn't know that and his brave challenge blocked the shot but twisted his ankle in the process and the game stopped for another two and a half minutes!

At 2-1 we still needed to be careful though, and with the clock on 83 minutes a corner from the visitors curled in and came back off the crossbar and away. We heeded the warning and pushed forward again. During the sixth of what proved to be seven minutes of injury time we sealed the win. A right wing cross in looked harmless enough, but the defender didn't control it and in a flash Jarman had pounced, hooking the ball past the keeper to seal a visit from Chipstead in the next round.

	Epsom & Ewell 2-3 Guildford City - Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 23rd August 2011

Epsom & Ewell and Guildford City produced an entertaining, all-out attacking display but two games in three days ultimately proved to be our downfall, as the visitors, who had an extra day to recover from their F.A.Cup excursions, finished the stronger and scored the winning goal in the 87th minute.

Epsom, beset by injuries recently were missing another three players after the Croydon Cup-tie. Ben Hayward had limped off early in that match, and Ayden Richards was also struggling and wasn’t risked, while Sonny Walshe was working. Dre Grobler made his first start at the back in place of Anthony Panayi who dropped to the bench, while Robbie Burns was rested and he and Richards were replaced by Dave Francis and Mark Jarman. In midfield Chris Woodward and James Moon came in, and the latter was influential throughout the first half. He curled a shot just over in the 7th minute, and he played a fine pass to Matt Smith into space nine minutes later. 

There was still much for Smith to do at this point. He went straight for goal, but his first touch was heavy and a covering defender thought he could clear it, but Smith just toed the ball past him and was first to the ball ahead of the keeper, slotting the ball past him into the corner. Unfortunately, this match was never going to finish with just the one goal. Guildford responded well, but Adrian Jones blocked well and conceded the corner. On 23 minutes a Guildford goal was chalked off for a foul, but two minutes later a visiting player went down a little easily while Grobler was running alongside him and a penalty was awarded, which Gacheru scored convincingly.

If the penalty was harsh, you couldn’t argue that Guildford deserved to be level and they hit the inside of the post after 33 minutes, requiring Jamie Summers to make a brave clearance off the goal line before being bundled into the net and requiring treatment.

Just before half time there could and maybe should have been more goals. Alex McGregor was put through but the ball held him up a bit and a defender was able to get in a last ditch challenge. Then at the other end, a weak back pass committed Jones and his challenge brought the Guildford player down in the box and damaged his own ankle.

So a second penalty was then awarded and Jones received a caution for his challenge, but was unable to face the penalty and Dan Coles came on for him, probably expecting that his first job would be to pick the ball out of the net. However, Gacheru was over-confident and blasted his penalty against the bar, clipping it and sailing over as had happened against Croydon on Sunday. It should be pointed out that this was the fifth penalty we have conceded in our opening six matches.

The second half started with Panayi replacing Summers and Epsom could have been forgiven for thinking their luck was against them, but they started the period well and took the game to their opponents. Jarman just failed to beat the offside trap, but from that point it began to break down as Francis, Jarman and Smith started to find gaps. We took the lead again in the 54th minute. A fine midfield pass found Smith on the right and his low cross was behind our striker but was turned in by McGregor who had been following up.

However, Guildford were back on level terms after 65 minutes when a deep corner was headed in at the far post. Still we went forward and Myers forced the keeper into a fumble with a strong shot after a weaving run, while Smith was just wide with an effort after Jarman had broken through. At the other end Myers let the ball run over his foot but recovered well to make a saving challenge as the striker bore down on goal, and as we began to tire a goal bound header was cleared off the line.

After 87 minutes a Guildford free kick came down off the underside of our crossbar, but in attempts to clear it, we all got dragged across the field and a deep ball was controlled and finished beyond Coles by a spare man for what proved to be the winner. We nearly pinched a point at the end when substitute Burns found McGregor, and if his shot had been low like his earlier goal was, then the keeper wouldn’t have seen it. Instead it was at the right height for him and he beat the ball away.

In summary, Guildford did have more chances, but the Salts put a lot into this game and it was harsh on them to come away with nothing. Injuries continue to mount and regular fixtures are stretching Lyndon’s squad, but the performance against a team that have won all of their other games was encouraging and tells me we can be quite successful this season if we continue to play like this.

	This Week in History

	80 years ago this week Epsom Town opened up with a 6-0 friendly win over Godalming. However, these matches were classed as official games back then, as clubs were only allowed one or maybe two trial matches before their season started.

Five players made their debuts this day, and two would go on to have plenty of success with the club. Tommy “Tot” Winship was a County Durham native, built like the proverbial outhouse and he would make 171 appearances for the club, while Tommy Dunne came from South Wales and would become the only player to gain an adult Amateur International cap (for Wales) whilst with our club and was with us for six seasons, separated by one at Wimbledon, making 166 appearances and scoring 84 goals in that time. Not bad for a right-winger, but he was the best right-winger to ever play for the club.

50 years ago this week a Steve Dunwoody missed penalty cost us a point against Uxbridge, who had a certain Derek Hoddle playing for them. A young Glenn Hoddle would often go and watch his dad in later years, but he would have only been three years old at this point, so I doubt he would have made the journey to Ewell!

30 years ago this week our Captain Peter Gaydon scored the winner at home to Tilbury in an Isthmian League match. Some say Trevor Wales was our best Captain, but in my view Gaydon was the best we ever had.

20 years ago this week our F.A.Cup adventure was hampered by injury and eligibility issues as we faced a keeper shortage, so in came 22 year old Martin Dos Ramos for his only game for the club. Walton & Hersham were two divisions higher than us at the time and were far too good for us that day, winning 5-1.

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!
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Dover: - Played 3 - W1 D1 L1 - F4 A5 - Points per Game - 1.33 - Average
We first met Dover for an F.A.Cup tie in 1955 and defeated the professional team by three goals to two, thanks to goals from Jan Sorensen (father of 80’s player Mick), Gordon Cairns (son of wartime player Cecil), and Dave Hermitage the future Chairman of Sutton United. It was an impressive result although in the next round an injury during the game to Geoff Porter cost us the tie against Margate. He still has the bump on his hand where he broke his thumb!

Our next meeting was at their Crabble ground in 1982 when we visited for an F.A.Trophy match. The game was on a Tuesday evening as the game had been postponed on the Saturday and we were a little unfortunate to only draw 1-1 I recall with a Steve Hill penalty. Unfortunately we lost the West Street replay 2-0 with a wonderful display from their young keeper Joe Radford with a trip to Kings Lynn waiting in the next round. 

Dover F.C. actually folded at the end of 1983 but were quickly replaced by Dover Athletic and you may recall that they reached the Third Round of the F.A. Cup last season, beating Gillingham and Aldershot Town on the way before being defeated at Huddersfield.

Dulwich Hamlet: - Played 26 - W4 D4 L18 - F43 A78 - Points per Game - 0.62 - Awful
Our record against Dulwich is a poor one, but then again, such was their dominance of the local non-league scene between the wars and for quite a while afterwards, that very few teams can stand alongside them in this regard.

As a result, any wins we did achieve were vastly significant. The first time we met was as it transpired, the only time we would ever defeat them on their own pitch. Actually this game was played at the first Champion Hill when Epsom deservedly won a Surrey Senior Cup tie 3-2 in January 1931 in the in front of 5,000 who applauded Epsom off at the end.

These were halcyon days for football in that area and the club were already building a new stadium next door. The second Champion Hill was the best non-league ground in the country and it held 20,744 when it was selected for the 1933 Amateur Cup Final between Kingstonian and Stockton. Our first visit to the newer Champion Hill was the following January for another Surrey Senior Cup tie and this time they had too much for us and won 3-0 in front of an incredible crowd of 8,300, the third largest in our history. 

We next met for the Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final in 1938. In those days, Semi-Finals were played at neutral venues and attracted massive attendances. Approximately approximately 6,000 watched this game at Plough Lane, home of Wimbledon, but Epsom were not overawed and fought back to earn a 2-2 draw after trailing at the break. In the replay in front of over 6,000 at Kingstonian’s Richmond Road ground we again trailed at the break but equalised, and near the end of the match Jackie Pullen missed a chance that would surely have won the tie for us. The locals called it “a tragedy” and although Pullen actually scored in the extra period we went down 3-2.  

Epsom Town met Dulwich for five seasons during the war but with little success, and the Epsom team of the late forties couldn’t cope with them, going down in three more Surrey Senior Cup ties 6-0, 4-2 and 3-4 after leading 2-1 at half time. We also lost an F.A.Cup tie after a replay before we met in another Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final in 1954, again at Plough Lane.

This time the attendance was over 7,000 and a Roy Dymott goal ensured that the tie finished 1-1. The replay in front of a slightly smaller crowd at Sandy Lane, home of Tooting & Mitcham United looked to be a disaster as we trailed two-nil with seventeen minutes remaining. However a goal from Gordon Hurst reduced the deficit before Bill Wiles scored an equaliser as everyone was filing out. Extra time brought them all back, and this time it was Epsom’s turn for success as a Bobby Avis goal in the second period put us through to the Final, which was ultimately lost 2-0 to Corinthian Casuals.

They gained revenge the following season but we defeated them again 5-3 at West Street in February of 1957 on our way to another Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final, but although the Hamlet were beginning to wane as a force, we were on the decline at a more rapid rate. We suffered three more cup defeats between 1958 and 1962 before having a twenty-year break.

We returned to Champion Hill in August 1982 when we were defeated 3-0 in the Isthmian League Cup, but I recall my first visit there very clearly. The ground was deteriorating but it had real atmosphere. We returned, finally for League matches in 1984/85 and 1985/86 but lost 3-1 and 5-3 and relegation meant that we would never go there again. We did get one final victory over them in the Isthmian League Cup in 1985 when we trailed 2-1 in extra time but won 3-2, and since then we had four matches in the Isthmian League Division One South in 2002/03 and 2003/04, losing three and drawing one, visiting the new Champion Hill by that time, while they visited Merland Rise instead. They currently play at Step Four but were just pipped 4-3 in the playoffs by Leatherhead so will be there or thereabouts this season I’m sure.

Within 5 minutes Molesey were level when a long kick by their keeper was allowed to bounce, and both centre halves stood and looked at each other as the Molesey forward was left with a clear run on goal to level the scores again.

Epsom were then forced to make another change in the 70th minute when Jamie Hatfield having his first run out for a couple of months found his lack of a preseason caught up with him and we replaced him with Sam England. This meant a reshuffle with Paul Gough going right back and J Flack switching to left back.

In the 75th minute we replaced Damion Parris with John Antonio and for a while his power seem to be upsetting the Molesey defence, but then Molesey brought on their sub who started to cause our defence problems and with this change Molesey took control of the game again and it was no surprise when Gareth Witter burst through 3 very weak attempts of tackling him to bury the ball in the bottom corner giving Dan Fell no chance, and in all honesty gave the game to Molesey who through there hard work and team togeatherness deserved the win.

	Got it, got it, need it!

To some people football is a hobby. To most of us it’s an obsession. It certainly was when we were kids. As adults we’re still passionate about the game but unfortunately other things tend to get in the way. Ironically sometimes those things are our own children. Unfortunately these distractions prevent us feeding our obsession with football in the same way as we did when we were young.  

When I was a kid all I would think about was football. I literally lived and breathed it. At school I would spend every lunch break playing footie with my mates just as Ron Manager, a character from the 1990’s TV comedy series, described it. “With jumpers for goal posts”. However, at break-time I would indulge my fixation with football not by playing it but thanks to stickers. Panini stickers to be exact. 
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On the surface they were a harmless pastime. Yet for me collecting footie stickers turned me from a naïve schoolboy into the child equivalent of a stock market trader. Now, if you spent your school lunch time saying “got, got, need, got” you’ll know exactly what I am talking about. If you don’t let me explain.

The concept of sticker books was simple enough. In the days before the Premier League, each season Panini would bring out a blank album covering Divisions One, Two and the Scottish Premier League. Division One clubs had space for individual head shots, team badges and a squad photo. Division Two tended to be team shots/badge combos whereas all the SPL got was the page at the back! In total each album would have a space for 500 to 600 stickers. 

The object was to “fill” the album by purchasing packets of stickers as quickly as possible. When I was a kid these cost 12p for a pack of six and my mum would buy me 4 packs a week instead of giving me pocket money. This meant that I would get 24 stickers a week towards my goal of “filling” the 600 or so spaces in my album. And that number of stickers was

dependent on me being good! If I was naughty my Mum would confiscate one of my precious packets of Panini’s. Total nightmare!  
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Because I was a kid I wasn’t very up to speed with maths and statistics. If I had I probably wouldn’t have bothered collecting stickers. Just to fill the 600 sticker spaces in my album would take me 25 weeks, let alone get one of each different sticker! And I hadn’t allowed for duplicates or “dups” as we hardened collectors knew them.  

“Dups” were the bane of my life. Opening a new packet of Panini’s brought great excitement followed by almost instant disappointment as yet another “dup” was unearthed, To this day I’m still convinced Panini controlled the availability of certain stickers in an attempt to maximise profitability. Worse still they did it to break my heart. Why for example, would I have a “swaps” collection that had seven John Bumstead’s in it whilst all I craved was just one Vinnie Jones? 

As a result I spent my school breaks going through my spares collection and attempting to exchange the Dundee Club Crest, a sticker of Vicarage Road, the Stoke City team shot and a head and shoulders pic of Barry Venison for Dave Bassett! The worse thing about this process was trying to take on the rich kids. These kids had a “swaps” collection 10 times the size of my own and could always outbid me. How I hated those kids.  
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The scenario of “swapping” stickers at break time played out for most of my school days. Only twice did I complete my Panini sticker albums of the many I started. However, even now my Panini Word Cup 86 and Football 87 albums are still some of my most treasured possessions. 

Mind you I do dread the day when my son Jimmy becomes as obsessed with football and almost certainly a Panini addict like his father was!



	Mole Valley SCR - History

	Chairman and Life President Alan Salmon founded SCR F.C in 1978, when the club began life as INRAD FC, based in Carshalton. The club entered a new era when Alan moved to Sutton and arranged sponsorship with his new neighbour, CENTRE 21 FC was born. This era saw the club running one Saturday side, three Sunday sides and three Youth sides. Centre 21's sponsorship continued until the club's youth players were no longer under 21 years old.

The club again sought new a identity, SUTTON COMMON ROAD FC was formed and subsequently abbreviated to SCR FC. Since then the club has had five major sponsors whose names have been incorporated into the clubs affiliated name: SCR PLOUGH (twice), SCR GRAPES, next the club's longest sponsor SCR LITTEN TREE (7 years) & finally SCR Kingfisher, Ewell with whom we started our venture in Saturday football in 2004/05 until the then landlord Andy Coxs' departure.

It was at this point that the club took the decision to revert back to using the SCR name alone, feeling that as they strove for continued promotion they needed to disassociate ourselves with the pub team image. That said the club did take sponsorship form the Fox & Hounds public house in Carshalton for the Sat first team in 2006/07, but the decision was made that the pub name would not be incorporated into the affiliated name, for the above reason.

The club entered yet another new era for the season 07/08, with the introduction of a third Saturday side co run by Alex Avis & Tony Williams and the 1st team moved to the Middlesex County FL (and a name change SUTTON COMMON ROVERS) in the pursuit of combined Counties football, having made an unsuccessful application from the Surrey South Eastern Combination at the end of season 2006/07 having finished joint top (3rd on goal difference by 1 goal).

Harry Barrett continued to run the 1st Surrey South Eastern Combination side until Feb 2008 when several personal factors meant unfortunately he had to step down. This paved the way for John Waddingham & Ben Jeffcoate to take the reigns as caretaker managers.

During this shake up several additional changes took place in 2007/8 season, Alex moved in a new temporary role as 1st team assistant and within the team Sunday management the arrival our the youngest of the Salmons, Justin taking over jointly the 1st team with Dave Newbury. Stephen Snowdon & Alan Reed continued for the 4th season at the helm of the Sunday 2nd team. A third place finish in the Middlesex County League Premier division in 07/08 meant that the clubs promotion to the CCL was not assured but months of hard work & determination from the management team SCR eventually secured a place within the league constitution for the clubs 1st time in their 30 year history at the league AGM in June 2008.

The club also took the decision to take their reserve team into the CCL. Taking a place within the leagues Reserve Division under the joint guidance of Justin Salmon & Alex Avis, Alex has since elected to concentrate on playing and now been replaced by Simon Pike.

Darren Salmon remains at the helm of the 1st with new additions Peter Hayne as assistant & Ken Bremner as club playing coach and the returning Gary Brigden as goalkeeping coach.

2008 also saw the latest name change of the club, this time with the inclusion of 'Mole Valley' to form the new name Mole Valley SCR F.C. reflecting the area in which they played. In 2009 the club was forced to move from its shared ground in Mole Valley and currently groundshare with Cobham FC.

The 2009/10 season saw the club win the Combined Counties League Division 1 and earn promotion to the Premier Division for the first time in the clubs history. The season also saw the side make its FA Vase debut, when winning 2-1 at Guildford City (although the side lost 1-0 at home to Beckenham Town the next round). The club also featured in its first ever county cup final, narrowly losing the Surrey Premier Cup Final to Sutton Utd on penalties, after the match had finished 1-1 after extra time.

2010/11 was the first in the Combined Counties Premier Division, and they made their debuts in both the FA Cup (a disappointing 5-0 loss to Chertsey Town) and in the Surrey Senior Cup (a 4-1 defeat against Egham Town), and another disappointing cup loss came in the FA Vase against Banstead Athletic (3-2).

On the league front the season was a success with the side consolidating in an excellent 8th spot, in their first season in the Premier Division, and reaching the semi final of the EL Records Premier Challenge Cup - where they turned in one of their worst performance of the season en route to a 2-1 extra time defeat against Wembley.

The other great Cloughie moment came when he was invited by ITV to be a panellist on their 1982 World Cup team. The first match of the tournament that ITV showed live was the opening group game between Italy and Poland, who were both expected to qualify through the group at the expense of the weaker Peru and Cameroon. Predictably, the match was goalless at half time with no chances of any description occurring in those first 45 minutes. 

Just before ITV cut to an advertisement break during the half time interval the ITV anchorman, Brian Moore, tried desperately to keep hold of his audience by turning to Cloughie with the leading statement that “the second must be better than the first half”, isn’t that right Brian?” Cloughie came back with a deadpan, honest and totally accurate statement that “I don’t know about that Brian, but if viewers want to see any goals they had better turn over to the game on BBC”. A look of panic came over Brian Moore’s face as he pleaded with his viewers to return after the break. The game did indeed finish goalless!

Thus, I now turn to my “plan B” and so rather than bore my readers (or is that “reader”!) with the football lines, I thought I would delve into the world of Baseball and share with you some wonderful quotes that all came from just one player who later also went on to be the coach of the New York Yankees.

This player/coach is unique, as he is the possibly the only sportsman to have a cartoon character created in his honour. The man is Yogi Berra and the cartoon “Yogi Bear”. Berra’s sayings are so legendry that they have become known as “Berraisms”. The beauty of the Berraisms is that they are so simple yet so wonderfully composed, and the real miraculous thing about them is they were all uttered unintentionally. 

When discussing a hangout called “Charlies” in Indianapolis Yogi stated,

“Nobody ever goes there anymore, it’s too crowded”.

At a reception at Gracie Mansion, which is the residence of the Mayor of New York, Yogi arrived attired in a Lime Green suit. The mayor’s wife commented to

him that he looked “cool”. Yogi replied “You don’t look so hot yourself!”

When Yogi saw a young rookie that was trying unsuccessfully to replicate the batting stance of his idol he gave him this advice “If you can’t imitate him, don’t copy him”.

When giving someone driving directions to a racquetball club that he co-owned his directions included “it’s pretty far but it doesn’t seem like it”.

Yogi once played in a “scramble” golf tournament in Florida (all players hit a tee off but then only the best ball is played). Berra hit a very nice line drive up the middle of the fairway and his teammate followed with an almost identical shot. His teammate’s shot was better, just, but Yogi lingered next to his ball and announced solemnly “If I was playing alone, I’d play mine!”  

When being persuaded by a friend to go to the cinema to see a dirty movie Yogi replied that he wasn’t interested and in any case he would rather see the new comedy movie that had just come out called “Airport”. His friend persisted by saying that Yogi could see Airport anytime, let’s go see this dirty movie. “Well” replied Yogi “Who’s in it?”

When watching a Steve McQueen movie on TV he was heard to remark “he must have made that before he died”.

Yogi once met the Pope. When relating the story of this meeting to a reporter he excitedly said that the Pope must read the papers a lot because he knew who he was as he said “Hello Yogi”. The reporter then asked “and what did you say?” Yogi replied “Hello Pope”.

The next Berraism is brilliant. I never tire of reading this one over and over.

Berra was once asked what he would do if he found a million dollars. Yogi thought about this and answered “If the guy was real poor, I’d give it back to him”.

Nothing can really surpass what is, I believe, the greatest Berraism of them all; 

“You mean right now?” – Yogi Berra (when someone asked him for the time).

I learnt about Berraisms from a book edited by Jeff Silverman called “The Greatest Baseball Stories Ever told” which included an article on Yogi Berra by Roy Blount Jr. It’s really worthwhile logging into Amazon to order a copy (along with “Baseball Blunders” which tells of scores of decisions around the game of baseball that all went spectacularly wrong, such as the Cleveland Indians “10 cent beer night” that ended in a riot, and the Boston Redsox, who were given the pick of one of two brothers called Dominic and Joseph DiMaggio. Yes, they selected Dominic!).
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	Scouting the Opponent - Chipstead

	For a local club it is surprising how rarely we have met Chipstead, with only three competitive outings in the past. Many players have played and / or Managed at one or other of the clubs and various friendlies too, but when you consider the number of times we have played other local clubs, you would have thought we’d met more times than we have. 
Of course our first meeting was extremely memorable as it was the final match ever played at West Street in a Southern Combination Cup Semi-Final. Paul Meredith scored the only goal as we closed out 68 years of history at the ground in the perfect manner.

The other two matches were in the Combined Counties League. We had just transferred over from the Ryman League and were in poor shape, while Chipstead were about to win the title and progress to Step Four, where they remain to this day. Despite leading 2-1 we collapsed at High Road in August 2006 to a 6-3 defeat, which was particularly harsh on our new keeper that day, Neil Harrowing. By the time of the return in 2007 the club had stabilised under Lyndon Buckwell and were edged out at Merland Rise by a single goal.

So our fourth meeting next week will be played at a fourth different venue. How are they getting on so far? 

With the Ryman League only kicking off last Saturday, Chipstead have only played two games, and they opened up with a 2-1 loss at Bognor Regis but bounced back to defeat Merstham at High Road by a goal to nil on Tuesday.
