The start of the season is always a busy and exciting time, and it’s even better if you are winning. Let’s hope we can still be saying that for a while yet!

	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 3-1 Colliers Wood United - Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 9th August 2011

With riots going on in other parts of London, the Moatside was a green oasis of calm as the Salts kicked off their home League campaign with a visit from Colliers Wood United.

But not for long, as with the clock on three minutes and two seconds the unchanged Epsom side were ahead. Robbie Burns and Mark Jarman chased a through ball and the defender made a hash of it. Burns squared the ball over, and although the initial shot was blocked, Inaki Orduno drilled the loose ball home from 12 yards.

Goals breed confidence and we were well in charge for a while. Jarman was first to the ball ahead of the onrushing keeper, but lifted his effort too high. After 25 minutes Jarman was unlucky to see his towering header from an Alex McGregor corner thud back of the crossbar, but within a minute the visitors had also hit the woodwork with a long-range drive that was dipping.

Inaki Orduno had another good shot deflected out for a corner, before the game was halted for nearly five minutes after a sickening clash of heads with the Wood number 5. Both were carried off and played no further part in the game. For the remaining ten minutes of the half the game became more even, and some would say that the visitors should have gone in at level terms, but we held on.

Unfortunately we had been playing for less than a minute of the second half before Colliers Wood did equalise. A move down the left wing resulted in a low cross to Hughes, who had far too much time to strike low towards the far corner, although the ball took a heavy contact with the post before nestling in the opposite corner of the goal. 

Now the game was in the balance. A few rocky moments were negotiated as the Blues hung on a bit. Our new keeper Adrian Jones was involved a lot more than he had been in the first half, but after 56 minutes the game swung back our way again, when a nice move involving a few players eventually landed at the feet of Chris Woodward who took aim and scored from twenty-five yards. It was one of those goals that for me prove why the best place to stand is behind the goal, as you could see that the ball was going in from the moment he struck it.

But the visitors were not finished yet. Jones was forced into a good save from a close range downward header and on 62 minutes there was a large scramble in the Epsom goalmouth, requiring keeper and defenders alike to keep the ball away from the net.

We extended our lead to give us the breathing space we needed after 64 minutes, but there was more than a little fortune involved in the goal. Paul West hit a ball into the penalty area, where substitute Ben Hayward and a Wood defender were trying to reach it. The visiting keeper was certainly convinced that one of them would get there, but neither did, and it crept past all of them into the far corner of the net from about 45 yards away!  

We made a couple more substitutions soon after with McGregor replaced by Richard Webber and Dave Francis went off for Ayden Richards to make his debut. Unfortunately very little happened of note as a result. A couple of runs from Richards looked promising but achieved little, while Jarman was moved out on to the right flank where he was not really used, although he picked up a booking at the end, which we thought was harsh from our angle. The action concluded with a header from West that just cleared the bar, and the better team won on the night. Just!

Now, I used to play Pool for the Prince Albert in Eastbourne. I was nowhere near as good as Richard Lambert even though I did make the final of the Eastbourne singles in 1987 which was played in the clubhouse of Langney Sports FC (who have now become Eastbourne Borough) on the same day as the famous Coventry City v Tottenham Hotspur F.A. Cup Final where the Sky Blues ran out 3-2 winners, the winning goal deflecting in off Gary Mabutt’s knee which has been the title of the Coventry City fanzine ever since. 

Sadly my result on that day was 1-3 but I did pick up a runners-up cup and a cheque from the sponsors Courage for £160 which bought quite a few pints of Harveys in 1987!). The Prince Albert were a Division 1 team, as were the Terminus in Hailsham. 

The Albert were usually a mid-table team but the Terminus were always challenging for the title alongside a rough pub called the Lottbridge in Hampden Park. (It was always advisable to park near to the car park exit in case you needed a quick getaway!). 

We always hated our away fixtures at the Terminus as they were not only all excellent pool players but also employed every trick in the book. This included getting one of their players Pete “the cheat” to referee all the games. You could never pin anything on Pete but whenever a Terminus player was attempting a tricky shot like having to cue over another ball he was always “not looking” if a foul was committed. He even tried to call a foul against a player that was in a wheelchair for “not having one foot on the ground”!!

Steve “Re-Rack” Rew always managed to secure a re-rack if he looked in danger of losing a game but their best wheeze was a very large dog that they trained to position himself under the feet of the visiting player as he taking his shot.

If we do manage to secure a win down in East Sussex then it could be off to Ringmer in the next round which is just a couple of miles from Lewes, load of great pubs and the hallowed Harvey’s Brewery. 

It would be really great if we could repeat our excellent run in the Vase from two seasons ago; the trips we made down to Portsmouth to play Moneyfields, and I have especially fond memories of our overnight stay down in Somerset where we won at AFC Wellington 3-2 after extra time in a nail biting thriller.

	Windsor F.C. – History in the Making
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2011 and it’s rather ironic that 100 years of senior football at Stag Meadow should be celebrated by the birth of a brand new club, Windsor FC, which came to be following the sad demise after 118 years of Windsor & Eton FC.  During the final death throes of the previous club it became apparent, following several well attended supporters’ meetings, that the will was there to continue to host a senior football club in Windsor for the community to embrace and, therefore, on February 4th 2011 WFC Football Community Development Ltd was registered with Companies House with the aim of achieving that objective.  Founding Director Kevin Stott and a newly appointed management committee then set about the long and sometimes arduous task of turning that dream into a reality. 

A business plan centred around self-sustainability was formulated and presented to the Football Association, which eventually led to acceptance for the new club at level 5 of the non-league system and an allocation to compete in the Premier Division of the Cherry Red Records Combined Counties League for season 2011/12.  Now the new club had been accepted it needed a name and invitations were extended to the people of Windsor to nominate and then vote on the new naming process and thus Windsor FC was born.

Self-sustaining and community are the two key elements behind the ethos of the new set up and the provision of a 3rd generation artificial surface training area/small-sided games pitches at the Great Park end of the ground, when completed, will form the first brick in the foundations of the self-sustainability module as well as providing a much-needed facility for the community to use.  The other main development thus far on the community side is welcoming on board the 25 teams and over 300 players of New Windsor Youth FC who will now be known as Windsor FC Youth, adopting the club badge and colours and providing a progression pathway from small-sided through to senior football for the youth of the town of Windsor.

Other innovative community involvement schemes see a charity partner displayed on our shirts instead of a sponsors’ name and we are proud to be involved with Helen & Douglas House who provide hospice care for children and young adults in the Thames Valley and we also have our very own club mascot ‘Scotty the Stag’ who regularly appears at local school fetes and other events publicising the club but also raising funds for Thames Valley Hospice based in Windsor.

DAVE TILBURY – DEFENDER.  Another player with bags of experience who joins us from Burnham FC.  Has had several spells with Windsor & Eton and has played for a number of clubs including Arlesey Town, Edgware Town, Hayes and Kingsbury Town and was on QPR’s books as a youngster.

RYAN ASHE – MIDFIELD.  Another with bags of experience and lists Wealdstone amongst a number of clubs he has represented.

JOE CHANDIRAM – MIDFIELD.  Another one joining us from Burnham.  Prior to that was with Windsor & Eton, Godalming Town, Staines Town and Hampton & Richmond Borough. 

BEN HUDELL – MIDFIELD.  Also joining us from Burnham and prior to that with Hayes & Yeading, Ben was making a name for himself at Chelsea before a bad injury curtailed his professional career. 

BEN PORTER – MIDFIELD/FORWARD.  Joins us from Slough Town.  Prior to that was with Hemel Hempstead Town, Windsor & Eton, Leighton Town and Berkhamsted Town.

	Matches against Windsor & Eton

	With all due respect to anybody from Berkshire that has just started supporting the new club, I am going to concentrate on matches between Epsom & Ewell and Windsor & Eton today.

And there have been a lot of them, 37 to be precise, with the head to head record being extremely close between the two sides. I can recall my first visit to Stag Meadow very clearly, even though it was a 4-2 defeat on 15th November 1983. Despite our loss I recall saying to my friend Gary as we ran back to Riverside Station that if we went up, I’d like to go up with Windsor, as it would be nice to visit there again. And it turned out exactly like that!

This was one of Windsor’s best ever seasons, reaching the Second Round of the F.A.Cup after a draw with Harry Redknapp’s Bournemouth, who then disposed of Manchester United 2-0 in the next round. When we defeated Windsor & Eton by four goals to nil in February 1984, I worked out that we could have also beaten Bournemouth by four, and therefore we were six goals better than Manchester United. Well, I was young!

The following season 1984/85 was both clubs first foray into in the Isthmian League Premier Division, and we were both comfortable survivors in our first season, although one of the most memorable games I recall was at Stag Meadow in April 1985 when Tommy Tuite scored all five in our stunning 5-2 win there.

What I didn’t realise at the time was that we had already met over twenty times previously. Our first meeting was actually back in February 1950 in the Corinthian League when we won 2-1 at home, but lost the return by four goals to two a fortnight later. Ken Minter and an own goal secured the points at West Street, while Reuben Leverington and Ron Orford scored in our defeat (see programmes below).
We then didn’t meet again for almost exactly sixteen years until Peter Scott and Alan Cox scored in a 2-0 West Street win, with the return match drawn 1-1.

We met in League action for eight seasons until we were cut loose by the Athenian League in 1973. One season we were so poor that Windsor & Eton defeated us 6-0 at Stag Meadow and 4-0 at West Street!

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In 1967/68 we had a good win over our opponents in the Semi-Final of the Athenian League Division Two Cup, when a penalty from Wayne Lewis, added to goals from Johnny Eales and a youngster by the name of Chris Kelly got us through 3-2 in extra time, although we lost the Final to Edmonton.

We returned to the Athenian League in 1975 and re-commenced competition, winning 5-2 at West Street but being held to a goalless draw in Windsor in February 1976, but we were on the up by that time, and didn’t meet again until they had followed a similar route under the fledgling Management of Geoff Chapple, which culminated in the matches I referred to at the top of the article.

Regrettably our relegation season of 1985/86 had two narrow losses, 2-1 after leading through a great Colin Miles strike, and 3-2 at West Street after a keeping error on a very wet day by Paul Riley. 

Fast forward ten years to 1996 and the glory days were also over for the Stags. We met in Isthmian League Division Three for two matches late in the 1995/96 season, when we crumbled in the second half to a 7-2 defeat away, but redeemed ourselves just two weeks later with a 4-1 win at Merland Rise.
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Windsor went back up that season, but we met them twice more in 1998 and in 2000, and won both games against our higher division opponent. Firstly, 4-1 in the Associate Members Trophy (see programme left) when we went on to reach the Final, and then in 2000 when Dale Marvell squeezed a late winner in an F.A.Vase match and we went on to reach the Third Round, losing just down the road at Marlow.

We were promoted to the Isthmian Division One South in 2002 and met four more times over two years, but won only one of these matches, 4-0 in March 2003. We’ve played them so often it is hard to believe that it is over seven years since we last met!

	Twitter ye not?

I’ve never been a big fan of Twitter. I’ve always seen it as self indulgent dross, especially where celebrities are concerned. However many see Twitter as a way of getting closer to their heroes and sports stars in particular. Who can forget Manchester United’s Wayne Rooney posting a picture of his hair transplant to his devoted followers? Personally I wish I could! 

Mike Ashley, owner of Newcastle United, certainly isn’t a Twitter fan. The Geordie supremo recently banned Newcastle staff from posting messages on the social networking site following players Joey Barton and Jose Enrique questioning the club's transfer policy on Twitter.

Now Mike Ashley has done a lot wrong during his time at Newcastle but this is a decision I totally agree with. The problem with Twitter, especially in this context, is that people and footballers especially are twittering in an emotional state. 
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I work in Marketing and PR (public relations) is part of my job role. Many people cringe when they think of marketing and PR but the function of these business practices is to present a consistent message. Of course freedom of speech and expression is important but putting out an opinion instantly can be very, very, damaging - not least to a commercial organisation such as a football club. We only need to think of a football manager making angry claims in a post match interview against an official or an opposing player who they perceive to have “wronged” them. Nine times out of ten they later regret or withdraw these comments once they have had time to “calm down”. 

The problem with saying something in an emotional state whether it is on TV, radio or via Twitter is that it often has legal implications as my example of a ranting football manger in a post match interview illustrates.

Another example of the legal impact of social media is Manchester United’s Ryan Giggs affair with a former Big Brother contestant. Earlier this year over 75,000 people used Twitter to breach the “super injunction” he had taken out to prevent reporting of the affair. At one point Giggs threatened to sue all those Twitter users. This of course is impossible but it does show how these new forms of communication are affecting people’s lives, not least Giggs young

family. Now I’m sure we all have our own opinions regarding the Ryan Giggs scandal and whether we have a right to know about his private life. However, I feel sorry for Giggs as he was quite entitled to use the law to protect his privacy yet Twitter users stopped him from doing so. It was Twitter users who broke the law, not Giggs.

The recent London riots have also seen Twitter at the centre of a media storm. The social networking site has on one hand been blamed for helping mobilising gangs of rioting looters whilst on the other hand praised for its part in the organisation of the clean up operation.  

However, to be fair to Twitter it does help bring football clubs closer to their fans. This is especially important for small clubs like us who don’t receive any media coverage. Richard uses Twitter to update us on club news posted on our website whilst I myself have started posting score updates on Twitter via my mobile phone following a successful trial at the Colliers Wood home game. These instant score updates offer a real benefit to EE’s fans who can’t be at a particular match. Also Twitter makes it easy to keep track of other CCL scores as currently 15 CCL Premier clubs run Twitter feeds many of whom post instant score updates. 

Another interesting use of Twitter by non-league football clubs has been asking fans to comment on club issues. In early August Blue Square Premier side Stockport County asked fans to choose who they should sign next.

Club director Tony Evans asked fans to vote on the social networking site between two forwards with the club bidding for the player who polled the most. 
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Twitter has undeniably changed sport and football in particular. It has many faults, unless of course you want to know what colour pants Rio Ferdinand is wearing or believe Joey Barton can say whatever he likes about his employers without censure. However as we’ve seen Twitter does benefit clubs like ourselves by helping to keep our small band of followers instantly up to date on our progress. In this context is Twitter just a fad or will it become a regular way to communicate with our fans? Time will tell.



	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!
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Dagenham Town: - Played 18 - W11 D2 L5 - F45 A25 

Points per Game - 1.94 - Very Good
Last time out I referred to our shocking record against the current League side formerly known as Dagenham. This week we take a look at their forerunners Dagenham Town, whose demise just before the War left the locals without a team, but not for long. 

The earlier Dagenham team played at Glebe Road, around half a mile from the current Victoria Road and we first met in the London League when they joined in 1929. Despite having two divisions, they, Erith & Belvedere and Whyteleafe Albion all came straight into the top flight. Epsom travelled there in September of 1929 and won handsomely 4-1, a match recalled by Secretary Harry Hawke when he joined us in 1936 when moving into the area from Dagenham, where he had been their Secretary at the time.

However, they adapted fairly well in their first season and drew 0-0 at West Street, eventually finishing two places above us that season. We again won easily 3-0 over there in 1930/31 and completed the double this time as goals from Reg Marlow and Herbert Pattimore sunk the Essex visitors 2-1.

We lost 2-0 in Dagenham the following season but extracted a severe revenge by six goals to two at West Street in a match that we led 5-0 at the half. Future Dagenham Town player Billy Williams scored three for us that day.

All eighteen of our matches were in the London League as we met throughout the thirties, a period in which we were one of the best sides around. In 1932/33 we again did the double, with Jimmy Jones scoring three in our five nil win at West Street. Although matches were shared the following season we did the double again in 1934/35 with two goals in each match from Jackie Pullen. We won 8-3 the next season but lost the return, and only won one of the last four matches, a narrow 3-2 win in 1937. 

Dagenham finally claimed their first League double in 1938/39 and we were due to meet again in the 1939/40 season but it never started and by the time the War was over, so were they.

Dartford: - Played 1- W0 D0 L1 - F1 A2 - Points per Game - 0.00
Two great sides met in 1983/84. We were going to end up promoted to the Isthmian League Premier Division, while they were about to be Champions of the Southern League with promotion to the Alliance Premier League, which you may not be surprised about when you hear that it was under the Management of John Still. 

They just had too much for us in this F.A.Cup tie and ran out 2-1 winners at West Street in what turned into a nasty game, soured by the sending off of our talented striker Paul Harding for spitting, although it was a retaliation as the Dartford player Shirtliff was equally guilty. So much so that I remember his name nearly thirty years on! 

Dartford went on to reach the First Round Proper that year, losing to Millwall, but troubles were around the corner at Watling Street, and it is only in the last couple of

years that they have finally turned the corner with a very special brand new ground. 

Dartford Reserves: - Played 7- W4 D1 L2 - F15 A11 - Points per Game - 1.86 - Good
In the forties Epsom F.C. re-started after the war and went back into the London League. Back then Dartford were a powerful Southern League side, and along with Chelmsford City and Guildford City they placed their Reserves into our League. We met for three seasons, never losing at West Street but only winning once at Watling Street. 

We then met one more time in 1948/49 for a friendly where we surrendered our home record with a 2-0 defeat, and our departure from the London League to the Corinthian that summer concluded our meetings.
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The former Dartford ground at Watling Street. One of the Southern League’s great stands went under the bulldozer following their virtual takeover by Maidstone United.

De Haviland: - Played 2- W1 D1 L0 - F5 A2 - Points per Game - 2.00 - Very Good
De Haviland were a works team that were based in Hatfield, Hertfordshire and were involved with airplanes from their foundation in 1920, famously building the Gypsy Moth that Amy Johnson flew solo to Australia in. They were heavily involved during the War, being mostly known for the Mosquito and Hornet aircraft, and after the war they also built the World’s first passenger jet, the De Haviland Comet before being bought out by Hawker Siddeley in 1960.

Anyway, I digress; they had a team in the London League for one season 1945/46, and despite our boys being poor that year, we still managed a win and a draw, but were still edged out of fourth place on goal average by the Hertfordshire team. They left the league after that season, and I don’t know what happened to them. A Sunday side named the De Haviland Comets was formed in 2009.

	It’s been quite an eventful Summer what with one thing and another … It always seems like quite a long time from the end of one April to the start of the next August without footy. This particularly feels like the case on the odd years with no international tournament.

International tournament years are all very well… there was one this year and even the England women lost on penalties but they are not the actual cut and thrust of real down home Combined Counties league action. 

Football supporting is often described as an addictive behaviour and the only time I ever think what my life would be without it is during the summer breaks. All those opportunities to spend a full Saturday doing jobs around the house and the garden … I’m rather glad I only have the opportunity to do these things on a limited window of opportunity in the Summer - with my rather limited skills as a DIY er.. thank God for Football !

When football fanzines started in the 1980’s one of the first issues of “When Saturday Comes” had a great caption of one huge terrace full of working class males with flat caps and fags and their boy children all smiling anticipating the football with the caption: 

“ working men wait patiently for the day they can go shopping with their wives on a Saturday afternoon without fear of ridicule “ 

So how have I spent the Summer break this year? The very first part of it was spent in the fruitless pursuit of a seat on Epsom and Ewell Borough Council. I think I said last year when I wrote previously about my decision to stand as a candidate in the local elections that it was something that I think everyone who has an interest in politics should do at least once in their lives. 

Having now done it I can truly state it was a very worthwhile experience. As A Wells Estate boy it was great to meet some people on

the doorstep who were parents of old school friends that I hadn’t seen for 30 years who still remembered me fondly. It was also a privilege and sometimes a challenge to respond to people on the doorsteps in trying to deal with issues they were raising.

Although there is a lot of cynicism about politics around, often for good reason on things like MP’s expenses, my experience was not that people are apathetic about politics; there are as many different opinions as doors you knock on, and for my money democracy is the best idea out there and if you look at the events of the Spring and Summer in the Middle East and elsewhere there is a great hunger for it. I firmly believe we don’t value democracy enough. 

Being a candidate and trying to persuade people to go out and vote for you is a slightly mad thing to do. You set yourself up with something you care a great deal about, but other people are less bothered about and you try and persuade them to do their bit for what you believe in.

It sometimes feels like a thankless task and a bit like the task we are engaged in here at EEFC. We desperately want there to be a football team representing our borough, IN our borough like there was all those years ago. 

It sometimes seems that no one else is that bothered about it - after 18 years it is remarkable that we are still here surviving, keeping the flame of the idea alive. It is testament to the great efforts of a few people that we are, and it’s right that we celebrate their memory in the pre season tournament we have just played. 

But here we are miles from home and in many ways a shadow of the club we used to be. We are weak but there is still something pumping around these veins, and it’s that there are a number of us, though we are few who are committed to this club and want to see it thrive in the future.

This is best seen in the banter and occasional singing behind and around the goal. It’s seen in what we did last year with eight of us

trudging to Guildford. The supporters fundraising exercise last year raised a magnificent £ 5,000.   

Twelve hundred pounds of which was donated to Mid Surrey Mencap for which, much thanks. I’ll tell you more about what we did with it another time with illustrations but suffice to say your efforts are making some disabled children and their parents very happy – and keeping me very busy. 

Also during this Summer I have acquired another role to my portfolio as Epsom and Ewell FC’S Press Secretary. I now study the free papers that waft through my letter box much more closely that before to see if any of the paragraphs I have sent them have been included. It’s quite exciting when they have. 

We didn’t have anyone fulfilling that role last year and the smallish crowds we were attracting here at Merstham were a big concern prompting that feeling of does anyone care about this club having a future at all. It has struck me there are a number of things we can all do to guard against that feeling.

Just asking a mate to come and see the game occasionally leads to awareness that we are out there. Non-league football is fun, good value and you often see good goals and moments of great skill as well as the effort and competitiveness we all expect. They may enjoy it and want to come again. Even in our current difficult circumstances we attract 50 people. It would not be beyond the bounds of possibility we might play to more than a hundred people on regular occasions.

Fans, lapsed fans of the club and local businesses might wish to support us by sponsoring games, match balls and / or players kits. The rates are very reasonable and the sponsorship offers you the chance of the excellent boardroom hospitality here at Merstham.
