The Salts moved up to 7th place with this hard earned win, in an evenly matched local derby. The crowd of 57 included 2 AFC Wimbledon fans, and Dixie Dean, Manager of Lingfield, our opponents in the 1st round of the F.A. Vase.

Epsom made hard work of it at times, giving the ball away occasionally, when a simple pass looked easier. And shooting on sight at times, which proved to be non-productive. We also got caught in their offside trap frequently.

Valley, for their part, proved to be feisty in their challenges, and quite vociferous in their opinions of the Referee's decisions, one example being when they were reduced to 10 men in the last 13 minutes, when it got rather attritional.

[image: ]Valley had the first real attack on goal on 7 minutes with a header off target, followed by another attack that was snuffed out. Epsom countered with a low cross from James Taylor that was cleared. However, The Salts took an 11th minute lead after Dale Marvell's shot was charged down, the ball being scrambled around and cleared before being played back in to Hough. He steadied himself and curled a sweet left footed chip into the bulging net, giving the keeper no chance from the edge of the area. A trademark quality goal from a quality player.

Epsom started to dominate now. Matt Ferdinando just failed to reach Taylor's long ball on 15 minutes, and Marvell's free kick on 22 minutes was cleared off the line in a goalmouth scramble. A minute later Epsom should have doubled the lead when a corner was met by Hough's header to divert it against the far post. And on 25 minutes Robinson's cross, under pressure, just missed the far post.

Valley countered with a shot dipping over the bar on 33 minutes. However, they forced Michael Eacott into two great saves on 35 and 37 minutes. We finished the half on the offensive with Hough losing out to the keeper in a chase for the ball, and a free kick from the centre circle that was cleared.

In the second half, Hough just failed to reach a cross on 51 minutes, before Eacott punched a cross clear under pressure, the resulting shot going wide. Valley came back again with weak efforts, before Matt Farrell, Ferdinando, and Farrell again, missed good chances with the Valley defence under pressure. On 69 minutes George Murphy and Eacott combined to thwart an onrushing forward, with the Referee waving away penalty claims. 

A valley defender was then dismissed on 77 minutes for serious foul play, when things got rather feisty. Both sides kept going forward wasting chances, but Epsom could not make their numerical advantage count. On 87 minutes, Hough did attempt to chip the keeper from the edge of the area, which he was equal to in catching it. Going into injury time, there was another altercation between the players with Marvell and an opponent both getting booked for their troubles. This gave us our third consecutive League win.

	History Corner – 11th October

	


90 years ago today Epsom Town had a day off from League action and arranged a friendly against Metrogas, the London League side. The game was played at their ground on the Old Kent Road, but we simply brushed them aside by six clear goals. Reg Marlow scored a hat trick against the gasmen, but by the time we were promoted to the London League in 1927 they had departed the scene for a lower level of play.

80 years ago this week there were 3,300 present to witness another great win in the F.A. Cup. Unfortunately, Guildford City hadn’t read the script and the professional Southern League side came away from West Street with a 4-2 win. There would be no trip to the First round for us that year, although Guildford would get there. 

67 years ago today Carshalton Athletic put us out of the Amateur Cup with a 6-2 win. All six goals were scored by Len Chatterton, who would go on to Crystal Palace, eventually becoming their groundsman too before his death last year at the age of 91.
 
45 years ago today Whitehawk visited us for the replay of our Amateur Cup tie. What neither team realised at the time was that not only would this match fail to separate the teams, but a midweek second replay at Horsham would also be unsuccessful in providing a winner. Eventually we would progress with a 1-0 win there in a third replay, only to be defeated by Tooting & Mitcham in the next round anyway!

40 years ago this week Johnny Eales got a hat trick as last season’s Champions, Westfield were crushed 6-2 in the League Charity Cup.

39 years ago today we defeated Feltham 4-2 in an Athenian League match. Nothing particularly significant in that, except a team photo was taken that day, showing the one time central defender Dave Worby played alongside youngster Tony Coombe who made his debut. (Coombe second from left, back row, Worby sixth in line, back row)

Steve Hill scored twice in this First Round tie at Meadowbank and Bishops Stortford and Heybridge Swifts were beaten before Staines Town defeated us 1-0 after extra time at West Street.

Leytonstone and Ilford: Played 9 - W1 D3 L5 - F7 A18 - PPG - 0.67 - Awful

The story of Leytonstone, Ilford, Ilford / Leytonstone, Leytonstone / Ilford, then finally Leytonstone & Ilford is a messy one and I’m not going to go into detail here except to summarise by saying that both clubs were very big Amateur teams and former Amateur Cup winners, before circumstances befell the Ilford ground at Lynn Road, followed a few years later by a new road going through Granleigh Road, home to Leytonstone. They all decamped to Walthamstow Avenue where they merged into Redbridge Forest before losing Walthamstow’s famous Green Pond Road site too!

Eventually that new club joined with Dagenham to provide us with the League club we know today, but I doubt that any supporters from the old days are Dagenham & Redbridge supporters now. In fact, Ilford, under the guidance of long serving supporter and former Isthmian League official Len Llewellyn reformed and now have a new site of their own. 

Our first meeting with either club came on 13th December 1930 and was arguably the biggest game ever staged at West Street to that date. We had reached the first round of the Amateur Cup for the first time ever, which was the last 64 in the Country. At that stage, the big boys came into the competition, and they didn’t come much bigger than Ilford, the current Amateur Cup holders!

A substantial number packed themselves into the ground where they witnessed the home side taking an early lead. We held it until half time and then shortly afterwards, increased it. However, within fifteen minutes the tide had turned and we were 3-2 down, eventually losing 5-2. Maybe it was just down to a lack of experience!

Our next meeting was for an even bigger match, on 11th November 1933 when we met Leytonstone in the final qualifying round of the F.A. Cup, again at West Street. This match took a contrary path to the contest against Ilford as the visitors led at the half, but in the second period, we flew at them and turned the game around to win 3-1!

Our next meetings did not come for 46 years and then there were two in the same week! By now Ilford had declined as an Isthmian League powerhouse and were just making up the numbers in Division One, having lost their ground at Lynn Road and relocated to Granleigh Road in preparation for the merger that would follow the next season. We lost there 2-1 but bounced back five days later on a Thursday night to win 3-1 at West Street with both matches taking place in April of 1979.

The merged club; Ilford / Leytonstone to start with, but soon amended with the teams in the opposite order were a different proposition and would become Champions, defeating us twice by the odd goal; 0-1 at West Street and 3-2 in Leytonstone.

However, this team were destined for greater things and under the guidance of a promising young Manager by the name of John Still they had the season to end all seasons in 1981/82, when they reached the First Round of the F.A. Cup, but in addition, won the Isthmian League, the Isthmian League Cup, the Essex Senior Cup and the London Senior Cup!!






We met them in the last 16 of the London Senior Cup, just one week after our narrow defeat by Altrincham in the F.A. Trophy. A decent crowd at West Street watched us battle them all the way to extra time, but in the final period, three goals for the visitors gave the score line a flattering look. They were the better side, but never by that amount.

[image: ]Following our promotion in 1984 we met as equals and this time the timing was on our side. After waiting until November for our first win, it had arrived three days before this game and now full of confidence we destroyed them on their own patch with the deadly pairing of Tommy Tuite and Steve Hill getting all five in our 5-1 win; Hill with the hat trick this time.

What we didn’t realise at the time was that we would never even score against them again. We drew 0-0 in the return and they went down, but we weren’t in the top flight for long ourselves and when we dropped for 1986/87 we found them in good form again and they defeated us home and away by two goals to nil in both games. 

[image: ]The away fixture was played at Leyton Wingate’s Hare and Hounds ground as the famous side had by now lost their site at Granleigh Road. They went up this season and the rest is documented earlier in this article.

However, we went down and would never meet them again, although we did play the reformed Ilford during the 2004/05 season in the Ryman League Division Two, once at their new Cricklefields ground, losing a tight match 2-0 and then more conclusively at home in the March by 0-3 as they went straight up.

Ilford survived in the Ryman League for a few seasons but now reside in the Essex Senior League and maybe one day we will meet again.
