Salts snatch points in late, late show

[image: ]The spectators who braved the elements and witnessed an extremely dull first half were rewarded for sticking with it, as the game finally sprung into life in the last twenty minutes as for the second season in a row our boys defeated Hartley Wintney from a trailing position.

Glyn Mandeville had the luxury of a proper selection dilemma for the first time in ages and into the side came both Dan Dean and Sam Robinson after completing their suspensions, while it was also good to see the Sam Currie returning to the starting eleven since suffering a nasty knee injury back in August. However, he did not displace James Taylor at right back, instead pairing up with Matt Farrell in front of the back four. Alex McKay was away and missed out on his 100th appearance but we had a strong supporting cast, including Daryl Cooper-Smith and Kyle Hough and both would have their part to play in proceedings as the game wore on.

As is often the case after a bit of a break, you get the old conundrum; are the players fresh after having some time off, or are they rusty because they haven't played a match for a while? The answer in this game was definitely the latter as we struggled to come up with any fluency in the first half. Only Matt Ferdinando had any sort of a chance from a deep Matt Robinson cross that he met at the back post after 34 minutes but he made a hash of the header and was well off target. He had another chance five minutes later and connected well with a dropping ball to force the save out of Craig Atkinson the visiting keeper. A defender then made an equally solid connection on him and it was a surprise to see a penalty not awarded.

The visitors were not much better than us, although they did have the better of the half-chances that came and probably should have taken the lead in first half injury time but the striker pulled his shot wide from a central position.

After that scare the players came out for the second half with a bit more intensity and we began to create a bit more. Unfortunately for Robbie Burns he wouldn't get the chance to take advantage of the increased possession as he limped off early in the period, being replaced by Kyle Hough; not a bad option to have on the bench though!

Hough had been troubled by a slight injury but it didn't show any signs of hampering him as Physio Ken Jones worked his magic and he got an early run down the right wing




with his cross being set up for Sam Robinson by his brother Matt but the shot was off target. He was then challenged clumsily in the box but the appeals were waved away. It was the sort of challenge that would get awarded in the middle of the park but not normally in the penalty area.

Hough was giving the opposition defence kittens.  He beat the offside trap and rounded Atkinson who recovered to make a good block from the shot from an angle after 64 minutes. However, slightly against the run of play we went behind in the 74th minute and it was a disappointing one to concede as a deep long ball from their right side of midfield dropped over our defence. To his credit Sam Argent controlled the ball instantly and with just Michael Eacott to beat he gave him no chance with a clinical finish.

This was harsh on our boys although we had been second best at the half and couldn't really have complained if we had been trailing at that stage, so we just had to raise it a gear. Actually we raised it quite a few gears from this point. On 80 minutes Daryl Cooper-Smith came on to partner Hough up front and the visiting defence, surely one of the smallest in the League, came under severe pressure. Almost straight away their keeper and a defender went for the same ball only to succeed in knocking it straight to Cooper-Smith but his volley was wide of the far post. 

In the 83rd minute we were level. Cooper-Smith was found in space on the right wing and his low cross was bundled home by Hough just ahead of a defender at the near post. It was the least we deserved and Hough nearly scored again two minutes later when he was through one on one but Atkinson saved his shot with his feet. We were rampant now and Ferdinando made a twisting, turning run but his pass to our third substitute on the day Alex McGregor was a bit close to him and he could only shovel his shot straight at the keeper. However, just as the game ticked into injury time a great through ball from Sam Robinson put Hough through and he calmly finished off from close range, curling the ball low just inside Atkinson's near post to clinch all three points for the Salts.

There are positives and negatives to take out of this performance. We did take a substantial amount of time before we really got going in this match, but we showed great character to fight back and we looked really good in the final quarter of an hour. As many of our players have missed playing time recently I feel we will continue to improve still further as the season continues. We'll need to, with the three best sides in the Division coming up in the next four games. This season though, both ourselves and Hartley showed that while we can probably compete with the top sides in any given match, over the course of the season we are both in that next group of clubs that sit just behind them.

	History Corner  -  24th February

	



90 years ago this week Champions elect Farnham United Breweries visited the Horton Hospital Grounds for a Surrey Senior League match. In just our third game as a Senior club we had gone there and won 4-0 to announce ourselves on the stage, but over the season, dropped points here or there ensured that we were only to finish third, and two first half goals for the visitors saw them on their way to repeating their League and Cup double of the previous season.  

70 years ago this week our war time Epsom Town team had a friendly against South East Command who were a Reigate based Army team. Les Dowding scored twice as did Cecil Cairns in our 4-2 win. Cecil was the father of Gordon Cairns, the fifties scoring legend that played for Epsom, Carshalton and Worthing,. Not a bad result really when considering that an injury to Box had left us with ten men for much of the game.

40 years ago this week Phil Walker scored the only goal as we eased past Whyteleafe to make the Semi-Final of the League Charity Cup. Two months later we would visit Church Road again to record a club record away win of 9-0!

29 years ago today was it on, or was it off? We were scheduled to travel to Bognor Regis Town for a League match. However, in those pre-twitter and internet days the game was advised that afternoon on Teletext as being off. Then we heard that the game was in fact on and a quick run to the South coast proved worthwhile as Robin Lewis secured a rare away point that season from a 1-1 draw. 

20 years ago this week Stuart Miller scored the only goal to record only our second ever win at Harlow Town’s open bowl-like Sportcentre ground. Like so many others the ground is now housing and the Hawks are now pioneering the use of a 3g pitch for their matches.

10 years ago this week we handed league leaders Hertford Town their first home league defeat of the season with a convincing 5-2 score line. The hosts weren’t helped by an early sending off for a professional foul as Chad Heuston was stopped from breaking through by a deliberate handball and we led by three goals at the half. Hertford pulled one back but we replied strongly and led 5-1 before Hertford scored a second in stoppage time. 

5 years ago today Dale Marvell scored twice to defeat the Isthmian side Corinthian Casuals in the Surrey Senior Cup Quarter Final. Following our stunning win at Sutton United earlier in the season Redhill had been beaten and a home tie was seen as winnable. However, we trailed at the half until the equaliser which forced extra time but with penalties looming, Marvell cut in from the right and curled a shot with the outside of his right foot low into the far corner in the 120th minute.

Camberley Town - History

	


[image: camberleylogo]The football club was formed in 1895 at St. Michael’s Church in Yorktown and were named St. Michael’s, Camberley. They won their first trophy within two seasons beating Norwood & Selhurst 2-1 in the 1897-98 Surrey Junior Cup final. The club joined their first league, the East & West Surrey League, for the 1898-99 season and finished third.

In 1901 the club looked likely to fold and disappear due to the costs involved in running a football team but, after a public meeting, a new club named Camberley & Yorktown was formed by members of the St. Michael's committee thus maintaining a footballing presence in the area. Camberley & Yorktown took the place of St. Michael's in the East & West Surrey League before joining the Aldershot Combination in 1902 followed by the Ascot & District League in 1903 where the club won four titles and finished second three times in the seven years they spent in the league. The club went on to appear in three more Surrey Junior Cup finals, the first of which came in 1908 when Camberley & Yorktown took on Kingston at Woking and were beaten 2-0. The following season also resulted in a defeat in the final this time losing 1-0 to Selhurst Park. The1909-10 season saw victory at last as Camberley & Yorktown defeated Sutton United 2-1 at Kingston. 

The club moved to the West Surrey League in 1910 and in 1913 made their first appearances in both the F.A. Cup and F.A. Amateur Cup. On September 13th 1913 Camberley & Yorktown played host to Sutton United and won 5-3 in their first F.A. Cup match. The first F.A. Amateur Cup game was disappointing though as Camberley & Yorktown were soundly beaten 7-0 by the Royal Army Medical Corps. However, the club went on to win the league title that season. 

After World War I Camberley & Yorktown decided to concentrate their efforts on the Aldershot Senior League until 1922 when the club submitted an application to join the Surrey Senior League. This was accepted so Camberley & Yorktown became founder members of the league and remained in it for over 50 years. The club moved into their present ground at Krooner Park in 1923. The ground had been paid for from the winnings of a racehorse named 'Krooner' at Haydock Park in 1920. The 1930’s saw unequalled success at the club as they won the Surrey Senior League title three seasons running between 1930-31 and 1932-33 and appeared in the final of the Surrey Senior Cup in 1936 where they were beaten 3-1 by Wimbledon at Champion Hill, Dulwich.

After World War II Camberley & Yorktown dropped the 'Yorktown' part of their name as what had been two separate places when the name was first chosen had since merged to become one town. Krooner Park was not ready for use by the time the league resumed after the war so the club started the season at the London Road Recreation Ground which had been one of the grounds used before the move to Krooner Park. Success was hard to obtain with only a victory in the Surrey Senior Charity Cup in 1952 against Chertsey and a further appearance in the final of the same competition three seasons later to show for their efforts in the fifties and sixties. 

In 1967 discussions took place between the two senior teams in the town, Camberley Wanderers and Camberley F.C. The two clubs decided that it made sense to merge and on 2nd June 1967 became Camberley Town F.C. The first decent season as Camberley Town came in 1972-73 when third place was achieved in the league and there was an appearance in the League Charity Cup final. They lost 3-2 to Westfield in the final at Weybridge. In their bid to bring a higher grade of football to the town the club joined the Spartan League in 1973 and installed floodlights in 1974. The official opening of the floodlights saw what is believed to be a record home attendance of around 3,500 people watch Camberley draw 1-1 with Malcolm Allison's Crystal Palace team.

In 1975 Camberley joined the Athenian League followed by the Isthmian League in 1977. Promotion to Division One of the Isthmian League was achieved in 1979 along with victory in the final of the Surrey Senior Cup where Leatherhead were beaten 4-1 after extra time at Imber Court. However, collapse soon followed and within three seasons Camberley found themselves back in the Athenian League and struggling on and off the pitch. Expansion of the Isthmian League in 1985 gave Camberley a route back into the league which was happily accepted.

In 1986 the Club enjoyed their best run in the F.A. Vase reaching the quarter finals where they went out to eventual winners Halesowen Town. The Aldershot Senior Cup was won in 1997 and 1998. 1997-98 also saw Camberley reach the Fourth Qualifying Round of the F.A. Cup equalling their best performance since the 1930's. In the league they missed out on promotion on the final day of the season. In 1998-99 Camberley went one better in the F.A. Cup reaching the First Round Proper for the first time where they were knocked out by Division 3 side Brentford.

With the disbanding of the Isthmian League second division in 2006 Camberley were placed in the Combined Counties League for the 2006-07 season and have since secured their best run of league placings for many years as well as winning the League Cup in 2009 beating Worcester Park in the final at Carshalton Athletic F.C.

Current first team manager Dan Turkington took the helm during 2012-13 season. The club finished in second place in the league in 2014 which was their highest finish in any division since 1979. They also got to the final of the Aldershot Senior Cup but lost 4-3 to Alresford Town at Aldershot Town F.C.

Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

Mitcham Wanderers[image: Richard]: Played 19 - W8 D3 L8 - F30 A30 - PPG - 1.42 - Average 

We take a trip back to the early days this week to focus on one of our first real rivals.

Before the existence of Tooting & Mitcham United there were two teams; Tooting Town and Mitcham Wanderers. Both were in the London League when we joined the ranks in 1927. Although we played Tooting frequently at their ground in Sandy Lane that would be used by the merged club from 1932, Mitcham were arguably our closest rivals, as we often had big battles, while our record against both Tooting Town and our other close rivals at the time, Carshalton Athletic was much better and so maybe we didn’t see them as so much of a threat.

[image: ]We first met the Wanderers on 17th September 1927 in an F.A. Cup tie at West Street, winning a close game in front of 1,600 spectators by three goals to two, requiring a late Reg Marlow winner after we had led a two goal lead slip. The picture below shows Jack Parr scoring the first of his two goals in the match after just five minutes. 

Of course regular readers will know that 1927/28 was the year that we won the London League and we had two meetings that season. Goals from Reg Marlow and Wilfred “Bronk” Challis secured a 2-1 home win on 21st January 1928 and around 2,000 were present for our first ever visit to Streatham Road on 14th April 1928, when R.Wilcox and Reg Marlow scored our goals in a 2-0 win.

The following season Mitcham Wanderers would take the League title and again meeting twice towards the end of the season, they triumphed 1-0 at West Street in March and then 4-0 on the final day of the season, 4th May, to clinch the title at Streatham Road.

We met four times in 1929/30; twice in the League, losing both games by the odd goal, although we shared the Cup results, losing 1-2 at Streatham Road in the Surrey Charity Shield, but winning 1-0 at West Street in the F.A. Cup (see programmes right).

The 1930/31 season was bizarre. You might think that we play Camberley frequently, but we actually met Mitcham Wanderers on seven occasions, with two other scheduled minor cup ties being postponed! We met in the Wilson Hospital Cup, drawing 0-0 but no replay was ever held. It was just as well as we played twice in the League, losing at home but winning away, while they knocked us out of both the Surrey Senior Cup and the F.A. Cup.

However, the biggest meeting that season was in the Amateur Cup. Over 2,500 were gathered at Mitcham for the tie which was by October, already our third visit there! A hugely entertaining match, described as “one of the hardest, closest and most exciting games” by the Epsom Advertiser ended after 120 minutes of action as a 1-1 draw. The main battle was between their centre forward Jackie Pullen and our keeper Jack Forster. Despite Forster being an amateur boxer, he will have faced very few challengers of Pullen’s stature and although Fred Behn put us ahead just before half time with a 25 yard strike, the big news was a collision between the two combatants which ended with both of them and the ball in the net! Although such challenges were legal in those days, the referee disallowed the goal, although inexplicably blew to award a penalty within seconds of the resumption of play from which they equalised.[image: ] 

The replay was equally hotly contested. With both sets of supporters already stoked up by the previous week’s exertions, home advantage proved crucial as Epsom scored three times in the second half to win 5-1. Soon after the fifth goal, their keeper A.G. Shoesmith reacted to taunts from the crowd and left the pitch to assault an Epsom supporter!  

We met twice more in 1931/32 before the merger with our boys winning 4-2 at home and then drawing 2-2 on what would be our final visit to Streatham Road. Housing covers the site now, as of course more recently happened to Sandy Lane. The irony of the merger meant that some players found themselves surplus to requirements but two of our most hated opponents then joined us; the aforementioned Pullen, and centre half Dick “Tug” Wilson. Both would stay for years, with Pullen scoring over a hundred goals for us and Wilson playing five consecutive seasons without missing a match to set a club record that stands today. He even married the sister of one of our regular supporters Wilf Smith!
