The Salts failed to come up with a win as they said goodbye to long-serving Manager Lyndon Buckwell, but they came mighty close to scoring against a competent and determined Frimley Green defence and had to be content with a goalless draw, that rarest of results for our team these days. In fact it was our first home League goalless draw since April 2010 when Dorking held us at Merland Rise, but I digress!

Lyndon chose to leave all the duties to our new Manager Glynn Mandeville and missing the injured Ali Dewar and Harry Hoadley we took the field with four recognised centre halves but there was still plenty of firepower on show with Taylor Smith and Kyle Hough paired up front and Sam Robinson just behind them. 

It was Robinson who had the first opportunity in the third minute when he struck a low free kick but visiting keeper Jamie Cunningham was able to get the ball away for a corner. Taylor Smith had a header over the bar from a Dan Dean cross that in fairness was just too high for him, before we had a scare in the twelfth minute when a Frimley ball in to the box was cleared straight back to the attacker and his shot was well blocked by Michael Eacott who would not have another save to make until the final quarter of an hour.

Cunningham however, was to have a much busier day and in the twentieth minute he made contact with Smith, conceding a penalty in the process. However, he became a member of an elite club when diving low to his right to save a Kyle Hough penalty, turning the ball out for a corner. From the corner we were unfortunate again when Smith met the ball with a great downward header but the ball bounced down and back up over the crossbar, dropping onto the stanchion just behind.

After 24 minutes we nearly scored again when Hough struck his shot goalwards only to see the ball cannon up and over the bar off a defender. You began to wonder at that point whether it was going to be one of those days and as the half closed, the game became more even with much of the play confined to midfield.

The second half opened with the first chance falling to Hough after being set up by Robinson, but with the goal to aim at, his low shot lacked power and was saved by Cunningham, low to his left. After 51 minutes Robinson was unfortunate not to score himself when a deep left wing cross was met by his looping header but again the keeper was able to touch the ball over for a corner.

The half continued with further chances. Hough sent in a cross after 59 minutes which almost went in at the far post, missing it by less than a foot. Smith got through a few








minutes later but he was wide and his shot also went across goal. Still it looked like we would get through and we nearly scored from a corner when George Murphy met the ball with force but was unable to keep the ball down.

Smith had picked up a knock earlier in the game and he was replaced by Mark Jarman while Dale Marvell replaced Lionel Mutima after 74 minutes as we reverted from a 3-5-2 to a 4-4-2 formation. Eacott was required to make a good save after 75 minutes while Murphy made a good block of a shot from a loose ball soon after this.

With the clock on 80 minutes Robinson again turned provider after drawing a defender and setting up Jarman who had time and space but his low shot was deflected out for another corner by Cunningham's outstretched leg. He had a scare three minutes later when dropping a deep cross from out on the right but was able to recover to catch the ball before the nearby James Taylor was able to reach it.

As time wound down Robinson let fly from fully thirty yards and his powerful shot was parried away. Had it been a couple of feet further away it would have been right in the top corner but that sort of summed up our day. Close but no cigar!

[image: ]But the match was never going to be the main story this day, and a draw and a clean sheet for Lyndon to go out was a vast improvement on how our last Manager Paul Pritchard bowed out; beaten 6-1 at home by Egham! Now the baton passes to Glyn Mandeville and we all go again next Saturday at Knaphill.

New Manager Syndrome works in our favour!

Glyn Mandeville's first game in charge ended exactly the same way of his predecessor Lyndon Buckwell; with a three goal win away from home. 

As a rule, whenever we face teams that have new Managers we struggle, most recently at Badshot Lea earlier this year, but on countless other occasions in the past, so it was nice to see the tables turned for a change.

[image: ]What made this result even more impressive was that it was achieved with a number of regular faces away. Kyle Hough, Anthony Panayi, Ben Hayward, Matt Tanton and James Taylor were all missing from the draw with Frimley Green for a number of reasons and so George Murphy took over the Captain's armband for the day. In addition Glyn only had four substitutes on the bench, of which he was one. Two others had just signed for us and would show potential in their late cameos.

By then the game was over as we got off to a flyer and maintained an excellent level throughout the first half. A good spell of pressure right from the start ended with the ball reaching Matt Farrell. His clipped ball across the penalty area was met by a volley from Sean White that went in to the net with just one minute and forty seven seconds on the clock.

It was Sean's first goal for the club although it must be said that there was an element of fortune about the strike as he didn't quite catch the ball fully, and it sliced up and over the unfortunate keeper Shelley. However, there was no doubt about the second. Sam Robinson won the ball in midfield and set Taylor Smith off down the left. He cut in and tried to lift the ball over the keeper, who got a hand to it, but the loose ball fell to White again and from twelve yards he showed great technique to keep the ball down, firing it into the roof of the net after just nine minutes.

On the quarter hour mark Farrell again won the ball and set up Mark Jarman, making his first start of the season. He cut in and struck the ball well enough, but the ball took a slight deflection and narrowly missed the keeper's left hand post. From the corner Shelley again got a hand to the ball but this time it fell to Murphy who volleyed the ball just over the bar.

We were rampant at this stage with the hosts being restricted to a number of long range efforts that mostly cleared Michael Eacott's bar by some distance. This was a pity for the home team who showed some good touches on an excellent Redding Way surface but either they were too impatient or we were defending too well to allow them any closer. It was probably a combination of both.

The game became more even as we approached the break with our boys happy to play on the counter, which they were doing excellently. From one such move we extended our lead after Farrell again turned provider to Jarman down the right wing. He beat his man before






sending in a deep cross which Smith, having pulled away from his man, was able to head the ball powerfully into the net.

As we kicked off for the second period, the question was whether we could maintain the level provided in our best forty five of the season so far. Dale Marvell felt it could be bettered and had a try after 49 minutes with his right foot. The effort was blocked but fell back to him and he lashed it into the net from twenty five yards for our fourth goal. (see picture) This was his eighty-fourth goal for the club and although he has hit a few beauties, I doubt whether he has hit one so sweetly with his left foot before!

A four goal lead was harsh on the hosts. They had started poorly but had started to push us back. In fact they nearly reduced the arrears when Scott Costello saw his low shot tipped onto the post by Eacott after 53 minutes. The game was still one of attack and counter attack, although we were beginning to invite them on a bit too much and they reduced the arrears after 63 minutes when from good work on their left wing, the ball reached the substitute Emmanuel Oloroyde who struck low, just inside Eacott's right hand post. 

They probably felt they could get back into the game when Robinson rather foolishly got himself sent off after receiving a warning after 61, a yellow after 70 and then sticking out a leg for a blatant foul just five minutes later. However, we actually improved after this and had two good chances to extend our lead. After 88 minutes debutant Matthew Ferdinando set our other substitute Ollie Shaw down the right but his low cross to the waiting Smith was blocked at the last moment by a defender. As time expired Shaw dealt with a bouncing ball better than the defender but his shot went into the grateful Shelley's arms.

So it's "Under new Management" but "Business as Usual" as the Salts now find themselves up to twelfth and with games in hand over the teams above them, and a trip to Westfield next gives us a chance to get back into the top ten.

	History Corner – 30th September

	

90 years ago this week there were 1,200 spectators at Addlestone’s Green Lane ground to witness our 2-0 win. Charlie Aldridge and Sid Bristow with a penalty were our scorers as we remained unbeaten in our first Surrey Senior League campaign.

81 years ago today we continued our famous F.A. Cup run with a comfortable home win over Isthmian League Nunhead. A Leslie Marlow hat trick disposed of them as we continued our path to the First Round Proper for the only time in our history. (see programme right) 

80 years ago this week we were held to a 2-2 draw by Streatham Town but the replay would prove to be the strangest of games as we trailed 3-0 after 20 minutes at West Street only to turn the tie around to win 7-4. 
[image: ]60 years ago this week we faced an F.A. Cup replay with Whitstable Town. Having recorded our first goalless draw for 17 years in the first match, it was thought that this would be a tight replay, but a Bobby Avis goal was nowhere near enough as our Kent opponents progressed at a canter. 

47 years ago today we travelled to Ulysses who played in Motspur Park. This Amateur Cup tie was won 3-1 and one of the goals came from Chris Kelly, an eighteen year old who would go on to better things. Another very famous player who started his career here by the name of Larry Pritchard also scored for us this day, exactly six years earlier!
 
30 years ago this week we travelled to the Saffrons, a ground we used to visit regularly in the fifties and sixties, for an F.A. Cup tie, and in front of approaching 500 spectators the Sussex League team took an early 2-0 lead. Fortunately, we were able to fight back and win 4-2 with Tommy Tuite scoring a hat trick. This remains the last time we won an F.A. Cup second qualifying round tie. And I remember it well! 


14 years ago today we were playing an F.A. Cup tie at Queen Street, the old and much missed ground of Horsham. We even took an early lead through Ben Forey but trailed 3-1 not long after and when Andy Nimmo missed a penalty we knew it wasn’t our day, losing 5-1 in the end.

11 years ago today we were enduring a torrid season, but there was a glimmer of light at Whyteleafe as we had played well and led 2-1 at the half with goals from Simon Huckle and Joel Rogers. Unfortunately Simon Hatton then received his marching orders for kicking out and we collapsed to a 2-5 defeat. It was that sort of season!

10 years ago this week many supporters completed a sponsored walk to Chertsey Town. In total nearly £2,500 was raised but the walk, I can confirm was a painful one. However, the players hardly registered a shot on target as we lost 2-0.










	

Dale Marvell – 300 up!

	

Congratulations to Dale Marvell who played his 300th match for the club on Saturday at Spelthorne Sports.

When Dale reached his 250th appearance in August 2012, I wrote at the time that he was a member of an elite group of just seventeen players. It is testament to the loyalty we have at this club that this number is now twenty, having been joined by Kyle Hough, Ben Hayward and Jamie Hatfield.

However, none of those players have yet reached the 300 mark and Dale becomes just the twelfth person in Club History to reach that figure, and our first since goalkeeper Dave Hyatt on 13th November 2001.

Dale joined us for the first time from Kingstonian and made his debut way back on 15th January 2000 at the age of 19 when Adrian Hill introduced him as a substitute for Sean Grant in our 2-1 win at Merland Rise. He scored his first goal for the club two months later on 25th March in a 2-1 home win over Camberley Town.

If I’m honest, the youngster didn’t exactly set the pitch alight at first. In fact a local paper accidentally called him Pale Marvell, which was quite funny at the time!

[image: Picture 2006 Dale Marvell]He was regularly involved in 2000/01, albeit mostly from the bench, and after a few games at the start of 2001/02 he left the club to try his luck with Sutton United and Carshalton Athletic, where he had a fair bit of success.

He returned again under the Management of Ray Purvis in 2005 and was clearly a better player. He became club Captain in November of that year and remained despite the sacking of Purvis in January 2006, scoring twice against Brook House on his 100th appearance on 29th March 2006.

In August of 2006 he became the first player to score a hat trick in a match that we failed to win (4-4 v Raynes Park Vale) since 1966 and following the departure of the next Manager Paul Pritchard, he became an integral part of Lyndon Buckwell’s plans throughout the season, almost single-handedly keeping us from a relegation position.

He departed the next season for a brief spell at Corinthian Casuals, playing against us in the Dave Wilson Trophy before moving to Banstead Athletic where he also played against us that December. However, by the second game of the 2008/09 season he was back again, setting up Robbie Burns for a header at Guildford City within a minute of the game starting. He also scored his second hat trick for the club in a 3-2 win over North Greenford United on 19th January 2009 and made his 200th appearance on 21st April in a 2-2 draw at Chessington & Hook.

Following our good Vase run in 2009/10 he left to play for Merstham, although he reappeared briefly at the end of the season to help us out once the Moatside club had finished their fixtures. The next season he started at Merstham but then returned again in March, playing in our final eleven fixtures.

Last season he left to spend the season with Egham Town but returned the following season when he made a further 43 appearances, including his 250th. I wrote at the time that maybe he would stay a little longer, but despite making an appearance in our opening match of 2013/14 at Alton, he was off again, spending a bit of time at Molesey and then Chessington & Hook United, where he scored against us once again in a 2-2 draw in April.


He is now having his seventh separate spell with us at the age of 34 and provides us with that bit of



experience that we are missing with such a young side. 

On our club Hall of Fame he currently sits in 12th position for appearances, although regular appearances this season could move him as high as eighth, with Richard Strong (316), Reg Marlow (319), Mick Stratford (325) and Steve Delaney (326) all within reach. 

[image: C:\Richard\e & e history\Pictures\2013 May Epsom lift the cup.jpg]I also advised at the time of his 250 that his tally of goals placed him in 18th place on our goal scoring charts. Since that time he has bagged another fourteen, including Saturday’s header which moves him up to 13th position with 85 presently. 

However, I class Dale as a midfielder more than a striker, albeit a very attacking one! If you agree with me, that means that he is the highest scoring midfielder in club history, as the players above him were all up front or on the wing for most of their appearances.

Guildford City – History

	

[image: ]The first club in the town was amateur side Guildford FC, formed in 1877, and known as the “Pinks”. They played home matches at the Woodbridge Road Sports Ground. A successful start led to a number of people mooting a new professional club and by the end of 1920 Guildford United was formed. In May 1921 they were accepted into the Southern League, the equivalent of the Conference League today. At the same time land had been purchased in Joseph’s Road and “United” were able to kick-off the 1921-22 season with a home game against Reading Reserves. Playing in green and white the hosts won 2-0 with a crowd of over 5,000 spectators.

1927 saw the coming of Guildford as a Diocese and with it the building of a Cathedral. It was believed that Guildford would become a city so the Club changed its name and the “City” was born. At this time they also changed the colours to red and white stripes.

Although they had little early success in the League, the FA Cup bought a taste of glory in 1928-29 when, having battled through the qualifying rounds, they beat Queens Park Rangers 4-2 in the First Round Proper in front of a crowd of nearly 8,000. In the next round they were at home to Bournemouth but a similar crowd saw the visitors romp home 5-1.

Despite excellent gates and the highest League finish to date the Club was facing a financial crisis at the end of the season – this was to be a recurrent theme throughout the Club’s history. At the start of the 1936/37 season the Club made the massive decision to turn full-time professional, appointing Haydn Green as manager. That season they finished 4th but next season things got even better.

1937/38 saw victory over Reading in the FA Cup but in the League they won 22 of their 34 games to finish as Champions for the first time. That feat was nearly repeated the following year, with City finishing runners-up to Colchester United by 1 point, scoring 126 goals in the process. Indeed the League game at home to Colchester on Easter Monday saw City win 3-1 in front of the highest crowd ever for a League game at Joseph’s Road 9,443. Earlier that season City had attracted an even bigger crowd to Joseph’s Road for an FA Cup 1st Round Replay against local rivals Aldershot. 9,932 saw City lose a nail-biting game 4-3.

This successful period was brought to a premature conclusion by the outbreak of the Second World War. The ground had been used by the Army during the War and it wasn’t until 1946/47 that City re-entered the Southern League – this time as a part-time club. They again finished runners-up, this time to Gillingham but there followed 3 seasons of mediocrity. In 1950/51 the team finished 3rd in the League and reached the final of the Southern League Cup for the first time, losing to Merthyr Tydfil despite winning the first leg.

The 1951/52 season saw the longest trip ever undertaken by the City when they were drawn away to Gateshead in the 2nd Round of the FA Cup. An estimated 5,000 supporters made the overnight trip to the North East of England in December (there were no motorways in those days, and no heaters on coaches either!). A 15,000 crowd saw City dominate the game but lose 2-0. In debt again, City sold Jimmy Langley to Leeds for £2,000 – who eventually joined Fulham and earned three England international caps.

Archie Macaulay was brought in as player-manager in 1953 and he started building a side that would win the title in 1955/56. However, he left before the end of the season leaving Bill Thompson to take over and lead the side to the championship. In 1958/59 the League expanded and was regionalised. City were in the South Eastern zone and could only finish 15th out of 17.

For 1959 the League was revised again, this time to a Premier and First Division. City’s miserable time the year before meant they started in the lower division. Albert Tennant, who had been a coach at Chelsea, took charge and he led City to promotion. After a season of consolidation, the next four seasons saw finishes of 3rd, 4th, 4th and 2nd: on the last occasion only 2 points behind champions Weymouth. In the 1962/63 season they also lifted the Southern League Cup for the first time, beating Nuneaton Borough 2-1 on aggregate over two legs.


Despite this success by the summer of 1965 it seemed that finance was again a major problem at the Club. A strict budget left the club short of players, resulting in a disappointing 16th place finish, although they did manage to reach the final of the Southern League Cup again. They went on better the next year, winning the Southern League Cup with a 2-1 aggregate success over Barnet.

1967/68 saw a notable FA Cup run. Drawn away to Brentford the City were leading 2-1 when the match was abandoned during the second half because of snow. A second trip to Griffin Park ended with a 2-2 draw and meant a replay at Joseph’s Road in front of 7,500 fans who roared City to a famous 2-1 victory. Goalkeeper Peter Vasper was sold to Norwich City for £5000 and it was thought that this money and the money from the Cup games might ease the Club’s financial problems but they were worse than many had realised. The following season saw the end of Albert Tennant’s nine year reign and the Club was relegated.

In 1969/70 Joseph’s Road was sold to signal the beginning of the end for the Club. The following year they reached the second round of the FA Cup but the inevitable was only being delayed and although in 1972/73 the Club again reached the first round of the FA Cup (a visit to Watford ended with a 4-2 defeat), they could only finish 18th in the League. Crowds of 4,000 were needed to break even but barely a quarter of that was achieved at most games.

Guildford City Football Club Shock End Surrey Advertiser1973/74 saw a new board of directors in place with Bill Bellerby elected President (recently elected as Patron of the new club) and Club stalwart Darby Watts as player manager. Despite the best efforts of Mr Bellerby and the long standing Chairman of the Supporters’ Club John Daborn, it was soon announced that the Club was to merge with Dorking and play at Meadowbank. The final game at Joseph’s Road was played on 12th February 1974 when the City beat Folkestone 2-0 in front of 625 fans. After 53 years senior football at Joseph’s Road had come to an end.

In 1996 Bill Bellerby, then Mayor of Guildford, enquired as to whether Burpham FC would be prepared to move to the Spectrum Leisure Centre and represent Guildford.  Spectrum provided a venue which had the potential for development into senior football and already had floodlighting.

Guildford City Football Club 2004 League ChampionsAFC Guildford played in the Surrey Premier League, which eventually became Division One of the Combined Counties League. In 2003/04 AFC Guildford were crowned champions of Division One and gained their first ever major honour.

Promotion was obtained into the Combined Counties Premier Division, ground-sharing with Cranleigh FC while Spectrum was upgraded to an acceptable standard. In early November 2004, AFC Guildford returned to their home ground near to the town centre.

In 2005 the club changed its name to Guildford United, but quickly acquired the name of Guildford City. The once famous name has returned to senior football after an absence of over 30 years.

Guildford City Football Club Combined Counties League Premier Division Champions2007/2008 brought a runner-up finish in the Combined Counties Premier League under Scott Steele and Lloyd Wye. Kevin Rayner, and his assistant Roly Martin, took charge in 2009. 

After escaping relegation and undergoing a season of improvement, 2011/12 saw the club’s furthest progress in the FA Cup and Vase to date, but better was to come when the side clinched the Combined Counties Premier Division trophy. The success was bitter sweet however, as the club’s promotion was controversially denied due to Spectrum failing a ground grading inspection. Rayner’s side cantered to the league title once again the following year and this time were not denied the promotion they deserved – taking their place in the Southern League Division One Central.

Rayner’s side cantered to the league title once again the following year and this time took their place in the Southern League Division One Central. Having guided City to a ninth place finish in the new club’s inaugural Southern League season, Kevin Rayner departed the club to manage Chipstead. Guildford City were switched to the Southern League Division One South & West for the 2013/14 season, with former Sandhurst Town and Cove manager Dean Thomas taking the helm.

At the end of October and with the team struggling Thomas resigned his post to be replaced once again by Kevin Rayner. Sadly relegation could not be averted and 2014-15 sees Guildford City once again lining up in the Combined Counties League.

If you think that the results were different, try comparing Sean White's experience; the first which contained two goals was followed by an injury in the seventh minute that left him with suspected ankle ligament damage. He was replaced by Matt Tanton who found himself in the unusual position of left midfield as a result.

And this set the tone for the first half as we struggled to gain a foothold throughout the first half. There were sporadic attacks, but missing the pace of Smith we were unable to stretch them out and they closed us down at every opportunity. This bore fruit in the 26th minute when they broke through our defence, and although the original shot was well saved by Michael Eacott, the loose ball provided an easy tap in for their other player following in.

It was a deserved lead at that stage and although Dan Dean failed to get his header on target from a corner after 36 minutes, we created little and Eacott was the busier keeper. However, as we approached half time we started to make a bit of progress. Tanton had a shot deflected just wide before Hough had a low shot saved from close range. 

We continued to attack in the second half and Matt Farrell had a shot deflected for a corner. As a result it was somewhat against the run of play







when the hosts scored a second after 54 minutes when a good free kick was glanced in, giving Eacott no chance. This was all about the delivery though and maybe we need to think about giving less free kicks away in the first place.

Farrell was unfortunate to see his header just dropping over the bar before another of his headers from a Tanton cross just feathered the crossbar on its way for a goal kick.

We then had a strange sequence of events in the 70th minute. Hough tried and failed to prevent a counter attack but the referee quite rightly played  advantage, which Westfield then promptly wasted. We then broke and Farrell's cross was nearly palmed into his own net by the home keeper! Finally, at the first available opportunity, referee pulled Hough over and correctly booked him and it was an excellent example of the advantage rule, even though for some reason the home side still weren't happy!

The game became irretrievable in the 77th minute when a right wing cross was sent across the face of goal and it sounded as though it got a touch, but who from was hard to see. Either way, it found its way into the far corner. Six minutes later Westfield added a fourth when a similar ball across the area from the left was knocked in by an unmarked player at the far post. It was a frustrating night for our keeper, who did nothing wrong, yet conceded four!

As time expired we had our best two chances of the match. Firstly when Hough received the ball from Tanton, and he beat his man before beating the keeper with his shot, only to see the ball cleared off the line by a defender. Then from the ensuing corner Farrell headed the ball towards goal, only to see another defensive header on the line knock the ball up and out off the underside of the crossbar, with Hough's follow up header just over the bar.

In summary, we did create chances against a team that belied their league position, but defensively, we struggled to cope with them. This was partly because they outdid us in midfield where they were terrier-like, closing us down at every opportunity. Much like we did to Knaphill on Saturday in fact!

With a tough looking trip to Spelthorne Sports on Saturday coming up we will need to improve across the park or Eacott will have another busy day. In addition, it is hoped that some of our absent players will return shortly too as White joins our list of casualties.

So far under the "new Management" we have had a great win at Knaphill, while the Westfield game didn't go our way. However, the visit to Spelthorne provided an opportunity for our boys to show that this was a freak result.

The first bit of good news was that we had a full bench. Not only did Taylor Smith return to lead the line, but Anthony Panayi, Ali Dewar and more surprisingly, Sean White were all available. The return of White was most pleasing after he had appeared to badly injure his ankle at Westfield and I personally hadn't expected to see him back for a few weeks.

Spelthorne Sports completed the 2013/14 League season as unbeaten Champions and they had set a good pace in the rarefied atmosphere of the Premier Division with seven straight wins. However, a draw against Camberley, followed by their first loss in 39 matches to Colliers Wood United placed them in an unfamiliar situation and our boys took full advantage.

In fairness, it didn't look like it would be our day to start with. We created little in the opening twenty minutes while the home side, prompted by their chief threat Jesse Atiose gave young Luke Gaffney a tough test, although he only got through on a couple of occasions, and when he did, Michael Eacott was up to the challenge, blocking an early shot out for a corner after 8 minutes. We nearly conceded an own goal shortly afterwards when a Spelthorne free kick was flicked on by an unknown defender just a couple of feet beyond Eacott's left hand post.

However, we then went up the other end and earned a penalty after 27 minutes. Eventually that is. Smith had been clumsily bundled over and fell well inside the box and my first instinct was that it was a penalty. The Assistant thought so too, and ran to the goal line to position himself for the spot kick. The referee wasn't so sure though and decided to have a chat with his Assistant for a good minute before he finally decided to award the spot kick. After the delay you might have expected Kyle Hough to be a little nervous, especially as he hadn't yet scored this season and had missed from 12 yards against Frimley Green two weeks previously. If he was though, he didn't show it and waited for keeper Norman to go one way before dispatching the penalty in the opposite corner.

Smith nearly scored a second goal with a powerful shot that fizzed across goal and just









wide of the far post after 42 minutes but as we went off for half time it was noticeable that we were much more in the game than we had been earlier in terms of possession, although we had a scare right on the whistle when Gaffney sent a long back pass at pace towards Eacott. However, just feet away from his own goal line, he killed the ball with a nice bit of chest control and carried on as if nothing had happened. It would have been a most impressive strike from Gaffney if it had gone in the opposite direction!

The second half was only three minutes old when a deep Matt Farrell corner was met by a solid downward header from Dale Marvell, making his 300th appearance. The ball went down and as it bounced up it was tipped over the bar by Norman. However, the home side didn't heed the warning and with the clock by now showing the 49th minute Farrell did exactly the same thing with his next corner and Marvell met the ball at the back post, this time with a more conventional header and we were two nil up.

The game was becoming one of attack and counter attack. The home side pressed but frequently failed to find the target, shooting high and wide from distance. We had replaced Matthew Ferdinando with Matt Tanton in an attempt to close down the threat of Atiose, and this was a good move. Still the tricky winger broke through at times though and from one of these attacks Eacott was forced to react quickly to concede a corner. 

Farrell was next to show with a good run into the right hand channel and he set up Hough who fired just over with his shot, while Smith couldn't make a decent contact after Sam Robinson had made tracks on the right and sent a low cross in. However, Smith was limping shortly after and was replaced by White. Marvell had another chance, but curled his shot just over the far corner of the goal before Eacott's only blemish when a corner slipped through his hands and required a defensive header off the line.

We were living dangerously at times, although so were they as we threatened to score whenever we went forward and our third goal after 83 minutes was from a classic counter attack. Hough ran fully forty yards across the park to reach a loose ball just in front of a defender and from his own half he set Farrell off down the left. He made a bee line for the goal and smashed the ball in and unfortunately for the home side, through the keeper Norman who will know that he should have kept it out.

Eacott made two more saves as time ticked down, one with his feet and another at full stretch, and this was his best game since our trip to Hartley Wintney. However, we looked irresistible once that first half hour had passed and by the end were deserving winners because we were clinical in front of goal, while the home side weren't!

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!


Leyland Motors: Played 9 - W7 D0 L2 - F35 A8 - PPG - 2.33 - Fantastic

[image: Richard]When I first found out that we had played Leyland Motors I saw that they played in Richmond Road and assumed that it must have been Kingstonian’s old ground. I was wrong, as the Hawker Centre, as it is now known, still exists, just up the road from the long departed K’s venue.

We first met the Motormen, a subsidiary of the main company based in Leyland, Lancashire, in December 1924 as members of the Surrey Senior League and we won both matches that season 2-1 at the Hawker Sports Ground and 3-1 at Horton Hospital Grounds. The following season we were destined to win the League for the first time, and we would only lose two matches in the process. However, both of our losses came against Leyland Motors, 0-1 on their first visit to West Street on 14th November 1925, and 2-0 in Kingston on 27th February 1926. We did have the benefit of a 6-0 win in the League Cup in January 1926 but ultimately the results made no difference as we won the League anyway but went out of the Cup!

At that point they left the Surrey Senior League, although we met in October 1926 in the Amateur Cup, winning 5-2 at the Hawker Sports Ground. Incredibly, the papers marked this down as a shock, because they had just recently beaten Mitcham Wanderers and Wimbledon in cup competition. 

We defeated them easily in a friendly that season and then won 3-0 there in the Surrey Senior Cup during 1927/28 and that was that. Until 1946 that is when we drew them at home in the Amateur Cup, winning 9-0 at West Street.
