Two months ago I wrote that both Epsom and Ewell and Camberley Town were unlikely to gain promotion, based on the fact that we were some way adrift of Cove and Ashford Town. This clearly made sense at the time, although since then our opponents have put together a winning run that enables them to sit at the top of the table with every chance of the League title. 

For our part, by the time we got into any sort of form or fluency we already faced a three goal deficit and any chance of rescuing anything from the game was virtually gone. As it turned out we nearly did pull a rabbit out of the hat as two second half goals, coupled with a sending off for the Camberley striker James Hubbard gave us a bit of hope for a few minutes before a defensive error finally confirmed all three points for the visitors.

The first twenty minutes were fairly non-descript with exception of a chance for the Krooners in just the second minute when a high ball in was met by a volley from Hubbard at full stretch which beat the advancing Michael Eacott but the ball was cleared off the line by the retreating and well-positioned Alex McKay. In response Alex McGregor then had a decent chance when put through by Agi Panayiotou but he had more time than he realised and snatched at his shot from the edge of the area.

The visitors began to press us back more from that stage and a ball over the top of James Taylor landed perfectly in stride for Hubbard but Eacott blocked his shot well with his legs. Unfortunately, from that corner they then took the lead as a low delivery was missed by everyone as it fizzed across the goalmouth and Hubbard was there to fire home at the far post in the 21st minute. Worse was to come less than 60 seconds later when a ball in was met by a looping header from Bunyan which dropped over the exposed Eacott and into the net.

We tried to respond but our only other real chance of the half came in the 40th minute when Panayiotou set up Matt Ferdinando with a sight of goal, but he was at an angle and in attempting to go for the roof of the net he struck his shot just over the bar. 



Unfortunately, insult was added to injury when Camberley then scored their third goal on the break, and although it was hard to see exactly who was at fault for the goal, it's fair to say it wasn't our finest hour and Coles finished off easily. 

The second half started well for the Salts. A bit of early pressure pushed Camberley back, and in the 49th minute a defensive pass was intercepted by former Krooner Robbie Burns, making his first start since returning to our club. He held the ball up before releasing it to Matt Robinson who had found space well and he had time to kill the ball, cut back and then stroked it into the corner of the net, beating the defenders that had by then got back to the goal line.

Our chances of an unlikely salvage mission were enhanced further when visiting striker Hubbard received a red card for a challenge that was late, although from the distance I was at, it was difficult to judge whether there was any more in it than just a foul. I suppose it was similar in nature to the card that Dan Dean received against Windsor. Having said that, you wouldn't have known they were a man short as we couldn't get out of our half for the next ten minutes! One occasion was particularly scary when a ball across from the left was met at the far post by a striker who appeared to have the freedom of the park, but Eacott did really well to block the chance.

Gradually we got back into the match and McKay was unfortunate to see his powerful long range strike deflected just wide of the far post but after 78 minutes we were back in the game when substitute Daryl Cooper-Smith was in the right place to volley home a pinpoint Steve Rowe cross from the left flank. Regrettably two minutes later the chance had gone again as a defensive miscommunication enabled Greenwood to stick a leg out, reaching the ball ahead of Eacott and guide the ball slowly into the net in the 80th minute.

We had one final chance when Cooper-Smith headed a Rowe free kick just beyond the top corner in injury time, but ultimately we were beaten as much by our own errors as by the opposition, although they took full advantage of those mistakes and showed why they are now favourites for the title.

For our part, we are now suspension free for the first time in months and with the returning Sam Robinson and Dan Dean, together with the absent Kyle Hough, and the back to full fitness Sam Currie, our Manager will finally have plenty of selection options as we prepare for the trip to Raynes Park Vale next weekend.

	History Corner  -  21st February

	

90 years ago today Champions elect Farnham United Breweries visited the Horton Hospital Grounds for a Surrey Senior League match. In just our third game as a Senior club we had gone there and won 4-0 to announce ourselves on the stage, but over the season, dropped points here or there ensured that we were only to finish third and two first half goals for the visitors saw them on their way to repeating their League and Cup double of the previous season.  

70 years ago this week our war time Epsom Town side met the London Fire Force in a South Eastern Combination League match. In a match played at Champion Hill as the Fire Force were unable to use their ground on the day, we trailed 2-0 after ten minutes but recovered to win the match 4-3 and record a very rare win at the Dulwich ground.

67 years ago today we travelled up to snowy Leavesden where the game was one of the very few played in the South East that day. Whether it was because of our previous club record 14-0 defeat at Chelmsford City on our last visit, or whether it was due to the weather, but only eight players made the journey. Quick thinking Secretary Harry Hawke signed up three players from the crowd, one of whom had played pre-war for Leavesden against us and we then proceeded to give the hosts a good game. With the score at 2-2 in the final minute we had a goal harshly disallowed and Leavesden went straight up the other end and scored to win the match 3-2. Gutted! 

[image: Programme 1954]60 years ago this week we hosted and defeated McLaren Sports by three clear goals at West Street. This was a first round Surrey Senior Shield match and wins over Camberley Town and then Carshalton Athletic earned us the Shield for the second time in our history, despite both our First team and Reserves finishing bottom of the Corinthian League that season!

30 years ago today Tommy Tuite scored a hat trick as we defeated Walthamstow Avenue in the London Senior Cup by three goals to two. The game was only just on, as poor weather ensured a late decision on the game and in these pre-twitter and mobile phone days I recall having to get all the way up there by train, not knowing whether it would still be on until I arrived! I’m glad I went!

Hartley Wintney - History

	

[image: ]Hartley Wintney Football Club, as our records indicate, was founded in 1897 and played in an area situated at Causeway Farm, not far from our present headquarters and adjacent to the village's golf and cricket clubs. From stories told by the older members, and from the old club records, it appears that the village side competed well against local opposition, despite the facilities not being of today's standard, with only a horse trough or the pond to remove the heavy mud from a sub-standard pitch. In 1953, the club moved to its present ground in Green Lane, known as 'The Memorial Ground'. A pavilion was erected and the team played in the Basingstoke and Aldershot Leagues.

In 1973, Glynn Howells (a former Epsom & Ewell goalkeeper and father of Tottenham player David Howells) was appointed Manager and, with an influx of players, Hartley Wintney FC was put firmly on the local football map. In his six year reign, the team managed to win the Aldershot Senior League three times in succession and, on a night to remember, the Aldershot Senior Cup. In 1975, the facilities were once again improved, when a bar was built within the pavilion.

After several seasons in the ASL, Hartley applied for the Combined Counties League - a competition that replaced the Surrey Senior League - and were granted admittance. After the first couple of seasons and two changes of management, the club appointed Ian Bedford as Manager. Once again an influx of senior players gave Hartley the success they deserved. Within his three years in management, they gained trophies including the League Title (1982-1983) and Runners Up (1981-1982), Aldershot Senior Cup Winners (1980-1981), George Allen Cup Winners (1981-1982). They were also Runners Up in the League Cup (1982-1983) and Aldershot Senior Cup (1981-1982).

During this period a new Club House, which is our present H.Q., was opened by ex-Chelsea star Peter Osgood. These facilities, together with the recently improved dressing rooms, are ranked as amongst the very best in the League. David Willoughby, the then Secretary/Treasurer, and Bill Mitchell, Chairman, spent exceptional hours in the embryo stages of this venture - one of the bars is now named 'The David Willoughby Room'.

Hartley Wintney FC has come a long way, from village side in every sense of the term, to today's 7 days a week modern Football Club, but it’s hard working committee has succeeded in retaining a village atmosphere. In recent years, the club has invested in new floodlights costing £40,000, completely rebuilt the changing rooms at a cost of over £100,000, and erected a modern stand with seating. The Club is indebted to the volunteer workers who continue to keep the Club afloat.

The club gained promotion from Division One of the Combined Counties League in 2007-08. But 08/09 began poorly and ended in relegation by a narrow margin. The 2011-12 season under manager Neville Roach, Assistant Mick Wollen and Coach Scott Tarr was a notable one for the club as they again achieved promotion back to the Combined Counties League Premier Division and also had a fine F.A. Cup run that took them to the third qualifying round, going out in the Third Qualifying Round at Conference South near neighbours Basingstoke Town.

The euphoria of the cup run and promotion was dampened at the end of the 2011-12 season when the coaching staff left to take the managerial role at Southern League Thatcham Town. The entire squad bar two players left, and so new manager Dave Tuttle was faced with the huge task of rebuilding a squad competitive enough for the CCL Premier. A reasonably good squad was assembled, but events behind the scenes and within the playing squad added to the pressure following a string of poor results. It led to a second change in the management setup of the first team in less than 4 months, with 24 year-old Ben Dillon given his first managerial position.

Jason Minton became Ben's Assistant, with Joe Lawler also joining as coach, and once again there was an almost total outflow of the players Dave Tuttle had brought to the club. Ben and Jason thus had to set about again rebuilding the squad, but by this time with Hartley well and truly set adrift at the bottom of the league and the season in full flow. Clearly something of a baptism of fire for the young managerial partnership, but their enthusiasm, belief and the introduction of a talented group of new players quickly restored the spirit around the whole club. Hartley Wintney's place in the CCL Premier was secured after a truly remarkable second half of the season thanks to the belief and commitment of the new squad and the coaching staff and in 2013/14 they reached the F.A. Cup fourth qualifying round, losing at home to Southern League Daventry Town.

The football club has established a clear line of progression for young players with the establishment of an U18 Youth setup playing in the Southern Youth League, and a Reserve team playing in the Suburban League. The senior club has also moved to improve links with the Junior club. These factors are huge positives which the committee hopes will greatly improve the club's chances of continuing to play and maintain their position at an elevated level of amateur football.

Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

[image: Richard]Metrogas: Played 1 - W1 D0 L0 - F6 A0 - PPG - 3.00 - Perfect

Metrogas were, back in the day, a powerful London League works side, representing the South Metropolitan Gas Company; the nation’s second largest back in Victorian and Edwardian times. Their main base was on the Old Kent Road and we went there for a friendly over ninety years ago on 11th October 1924, winning 6-0 with Reg Marlow scoring the first of what would become twenty-eight hat tricks for our club.

We were technically a level lower than them in the Surrey Senior League even though they were struggling, and by the time we arrived in the London League in 1927 they had dropped out, playing in minor competitions like the London Business Houses League. They do currently still exist, playing at Step Six as members of the Kent County League in Step Six football and are nowadays based in Eltham. 

Millwall United: Played 4 - W3 D1 L0 - F14 A7 - PPG - 2.50 - Fantastic

First things first, there is no connection between this club and the much better known Millwall that exist today. They played at the Lockes Sports Ground from 1922, although I have been unable to confirm whether or not they were still there by the time we met them in London League battles from 1927, although before we met in League action, we hosted them in a friendly, winning 4-3 at West Street in August 1926, a game noted also for the debut of George Mackesy, who would become the longest serving Captain in our history. These were official matches back then, as what we know as friendlies today were seen as “trial matches”. 

We met for the first time when we travelled there on 31st March 1928, winning 2-0 thanks to goals from our main strikers of the day, Reg Marlow and the ill-fated Jack Parr. This almost clinched the London League title for our boys, although in April we switched off and losses at home to Carshalton Athletic and Grays Athletic meant that we needed to win our final two games to be certain. Although much press is given to our 2-1 win at Grays to clinch the title on the final day, it would not have been possible if we hadn’t won 7-3 at home to Millwall United three days earlier when Herbert Etheridge scored a hat trick in our demolition of the London side.

We visited them very early in the 1928/29 season; Saturday 8th September, to be precise, where we drew 1-1, Jack Parr again scoring, although this equaliser fifteen minutes from time was hotly disputed by the home side who felt that the ball hadn’t crossed the line. Either way, it didn’t matter at all, as they withdrew from the League in December 1928 and their results were removed from the table that season. Did they lose their ground? If so it was very sudden and it is more likely that they just ran out of players or administrators as happened more frequently back then. It must have been extremely difficult trying to operate successfully with such a big club nearby.  

Milton United: Played 1 - W1 D1 L0 - F3 A0 - PPG - 3.00 - Perfect

This meeting was a lot more recent than the others so far today as we hosted Milton United in the F.A. Vase back in 2005 as a result of a win over Petersfield Town. They travelled to Merland Rise where two goals from Luke Gay added to the opener from Dale Marvell as we triumphed 3-0. However, a three week layoff coupled with a broken leg in Sunday football for our keeper Alex Moore meant that we came back from our break rusty; losing at Kingsbury and a week later we lost our next match in the Vase embarrassingly at Herne Bay, so the win counted for nothing in the end! 

Milton United were a Hellenic League side at the time and remain so to this day.
Mitcham Wanderers: held over to next week

Mole Valley SCR: Played 8 - W6 D1 L1 - F22 A10 - PPG - 2.38 - Fantastic

We now go right up to date with a current opponent. Mole Valley SCR had a nomadic history during their near forty year existence. As a Sunday side they made great strides in local football before deciding to take the step up into the pyramid. The SCR tag was their full name for many years as an indication of their roots (Sutton Common Rovers). Then, as now, the driving force was their Chairman Alan Salmon and from 2004 Mole Valley SCR as they were then known started their climb up the leagues, reaching our League in 2008 via the unusual route of the Middlesex County League. 

By this time they were playing as tenants of Cobham F.C. and moved up to the Premier Division for 2010/11 season, where we first met, on Saturday 21st August 2010 at our new temporary home of Merstham’s Moatside ground. A late goal looked to have given us the points but an equaliser from their talisman striker Jay Holden secured a point and they defeated us 4-1 at Cobham in late April of that season. What they wouldn’t have realised at the time was that they wouldn’t take another point of us in the next six meetings, all of which have gone our way. Holden also came to us for a brief spell the following season but returned a couple of months later.

They started badly in 2011/12 and despite improving towards the end, couldn’t get out of trouble, being relegated along with Banstead Athletic. However, they bounced straight back after a slow start and finished well, being assisted by Phil Page, another striker who has strong links there, despite regularly playing for Farnborough F.C. in Step Two. Now back in the Premier Division, they survived last season, despite 3-0 and 4-0 wins for us and this term they have settled into a midtable position, again, despite a 1-0 defeat at Chipstead and our 5-2 win over in Cobham in November.

We share similarities with them as they are also homeless, despite having a small base at Hannibal Way, Wallington where their minor sides operate. The trek to Cobham is a large one and it is interesting to see that they have adopted a name change for next season, removing the Mole Valley tag and reverting to Sutton Common Rovers. The future is uncertain right now, but in terms of playing status, SCR, like today’s opponents Hartley Wintney appear established at this level now.
