There were some historical similarities about our defeat to Horsham. Twenty years ago this week we made our only previous competitive visit to Gorings Mead for an F.A. Vase tie that was also lost, while our last match with our opponents, eleven years previously, also finished three - nil in their favour. 

More importantly this was our last chance to earn some F.A. prize money, following our departure from the F.A. Cup to Erith & Belvedere three weeks previously and yet again for a big match we had to make a significant positional switch before the match with Matt Tanton's absence forcing Glyn Mandeville to switch Sam Currie to left back with Rhys North coming in at right back. But to blame defeat on this alone would not be fair to Horsham who started on the front foot and got better in the second half with terminal consequences for our boys.

A far post header landed on the roof of our net in the opening moments but our first real problem occurred just nine minutes in when North clattered into a Horsham winger. The yellow card he would pick up as a result would come back to haunt us later.

We had a great opportunity in the 15th minute when Currie set up Rob Hendry on the left and his ball inside to Kyle Hough was taken in stride but from an angle he went for the far post, missing it by about eighteen inches. We wouldn't get a better chance in the remainder of the match as the hosts controlled the ball for much larger periods of time and we were not nearly so successful when we had possession. 

Daryl Cooper-Smith, back as an outfield player at the expense of the unlucky Beckett Oliver after his Bank Holiday cameo in goal, hit a shot well from twenty-five yards but it was straight at the keeper who made the save, while the same story was occurring at the other end with the Hornets striking at goal frequently but not really troubling Michael Eacott. As the half concluded Hendry had a shot deflected off the arm of a defender for a corner and whilst it would have been a harsh call for a penalty, we've all seen them given before.

You always need things like that to go your way in a tight encounter but we appear to be always out of luck in Vase matches and this was the case again, as we conceded to





an unlucky own goal from Sam Currie after 48 minutes. A good run from the Horsham left winger gave North trouble as he was unable to dive in after his earlier yellow and when the ball came into the near post, our Captain got there ahead of everyone but with the worst possible result and the hosts were ahead.

Hendry tried to reduce the deficit after Hough put him through on the right and he cut back before curling the ball just over the bar. There were others in supporting roles who were frustrated as they would have liked the ball, but as a striker I felt that he was right to have a try. The real problem was that we were seeing very little of the ball. Slowly we began to find ourselves being pushed further back and they nearly scored a fine second goal as a ball from the right was chest controlled and then volleyed at Eacott in one movement, although fortunately for big Mike it was straight at him.

Eacott tipped a free kick over the bar before we brought Craig Hastings on for North with James Taylor moving to right back. However, our substitute's first touch was awful and he was robbed, the chance coming through to Terry Dodd, but with only our keeper to beat, he curled his shot around him and off the foot of our post.

Eacott made another low save and then tipped over a fine strike that was arrowing towards the top corner after 74 minutes as we struggled to gain any sort of control in the match. Matt Ferdinando won a free kick with a dangerous run that was ended crudely on the edge of the area but substitute Alex McGregor's free kick was not one of his best and sailed over the bar. Our right winger won another free kick shortly after this, being unlucky to pick up a yellow card for just trying to get past his man. To be fair to the referee he then searched for and found the hiding Horsham defender to give him a card too.

Our final opportunity came from that free kick in the 84th minute. The delivery had their keeper stretching and as he came down with the ball he dropped it, right behind Hough who turned, saw the ball and poked it in the net. However, he was adjudged to have fouled the keeper in the process and although any contact appeared extremely minimal, our striker didn't argue the decision. It made no difference in the end as a minute later the hosts had extended their lead. We had pushed forward but on the break a deep cross from the right wing was met at the far post by Kieran Pamment who drilled the ball low beyond Eacott in the 85th minute.

Hough nearly got through after this but was denied by a saving tackle for a corner and after Dale Marvell was cautioned for a foul a deep free kick was met by a shot by Pamment that was blocked back to him and he knocked the ball in from close range in the 94th minute.

It was unfortunate to concede the two late goals but overall we could have no complaints at the end and all we can do is curse our luck at having pulled out arguably the best teams in Kent and Sussex that we could have faced at this stage. Maybe next year!

A very competitive but equally sporting encounter took place on Tuesday evening as we hosted Colliers Wood United; a team that are full of pace and power and very difficult to beat. However, we have an excellent home record against them and that continued as two late goals enabled us to secure a 3-1 win in front of 47 spectators that had chosen to put our game ahead of the England international match.

Following Sunday's loss only just over 48 hours previously we made a few changes to the line-up. At the back Sam Currie was the only starter from the Horsham match to retain his place and he was restored to his regular right back position at the expense of Rhys North, while Craig Hastings and Matt Tanton returned to the starting eleven and Dan Dean moved from midfield into the back four while James Taylor and Dale Marvell had a night off. In Dean's place in front of the defence was Alex McKay, making his first start of the season, while further forward Beckett Oliver and Alex McGregor returned at the expense of Rob Hendry and Daryl Cooper-Smith who were on the bench but would see action later.

Every time we face these opponents they seem to have a winger who was lightning fast and in the opening minutes Eli Ogunseye ran across the field and round all of our defenders, cutting in and shooting low, but Michael Eacott celebrating his twentieth birthday with a match against his old team, made a good save and the danger was cleared. In fact, more or less from that clearance we opened our account for the evening as Matt Ferdinando's excellent early delivery from the right hand side was played over the top in stride to Kyle Hough who held off the defender's challenge and slotted the ball past former Molesey keeper Wester Young and just inside the far post in just the tenth minute.

The game swung from end to end and the visitors had a couple of dangerous attempts on goal, but one was just over the bar while the other was deflected away for a corner, and in the 26th minute we should have extended our lead with Hough turning provider and setting McGregor through, but his finish lacked composure as he dragged the shot wide of the far post with just Young to beat.

Another dangerous ball in from Ferdinando was just ahead of the incoming Matt Farrell and only just missed the far post, and the final ten minutes of the half contained some more good chances for our boys as Oliver did well on the left and his deep cross was returned by Ferdinando but it was a bit pacy and McGregor did well to even fashion a volley from it, even




though it went just wide. Hough broke through moments later but in attempting to cut back he was muscled out of a shooting opportunity, although within two minutes he had another but was stretching a little and although his shot was powerful it lacked the direction and went low and wide.

Maybe surprised that they were still in the match after that barrage the Woods started the second half strongly and a couple of shots went just wide and just over our bar. It was clear that this game wouldn't finish at 1-0 and when Ogunseye fell in the area it was concerning but the referee, who had a much better view than I did, booked him for diving.

Rob Hendry came on in the 65th minute for Ferdinando who suffered an injury to his shoulder but we conceded shortly afterwards when Mario Embalo got in front of Craig Hastings and then went down. From where I was, it looked as though he was on his way down but whether that was because he had been clipped accidentally is hard to say. Certainly the referee, who had already produced a card for the earlier simulation felt there was a foul, although chose not to book Hastings so my guess is that he also felt it was accidental. Either way Ogunseye tucked away the penalty in the 67th minute.

Our response was to replace McGregor with Cooper-Smith in a slightly more advanced role and this turned the game back in our favour for the remainder of the match. His presence enabled us to use him as a target and gave Hough a bit more help. This almost bore fruit immediately when a header put Hough through on goal, but with the advancing keeper to beat he chose to lob him and the ball just didn't come down in time, clearing the bar by a couple of feet.

In the 74th minute Cooper-Smith produced a great cross from the right wing which Young palmed away and just for a moment it looked as though the ball would fall to one of our players but was cleared before we had a chance to get there. McKay sent Hendry away on the left but his pull back was just too far ahead of the incoming Hough. Moments later Oliver put in a dangerous low cross which had to be turned away for a corner. Hastings nearly met the set piece at the far post but a defender flicked the ball clear inches ahead of him. 

As we turned up the pressure Hendry was just wide with a low shot, and although Oliver was replaced by Conor Davison shortly after this, he also contributed on the right and was involved in a good move that swung from right to left and then back for McKay but in trying too hard to keep the shot down he was wide with his effort.

We were well on top at this stage and in the 88th minute we retook the lead. Hendry on the left fed Hough. He dinked the ball in to Cooper-Smith who held his man off from six yards out, turned and smashed the loose ball into the net with his left foot. Celebrations were repeated four minutes later as a ball from the right was retrieved excellently by Farrell and his perfect first time left foot cross was headed in by Hough; the ball out of reach of the covering defenders on the line. That probably added an unfair gloss to the scoreline but it had been a very entertaining match and it was well worth coming out. Let's face it, we'll all see the Rooney goal often enough in the future anyway!

[image: ]Exactly 90 years ago we played the first of our 169 F.A. Cup matches when hosting the famous West Norwood club at West Street. 

They were a very well-known club, having even played our forerunners Ewell FC back around the turn of the century, and visiting the West Street enclosure as far back as 16th January 1897 for a Surrey Senior Cup tie. Since then they had become an Isthmian League club; a rare honour, although they had recently been relegated to the Athenian League due to their loss of a ground, something that would haunt them all the way to the late thirties when they would finally fold. A cautionary tale perhaps. 

Anyway, we had our chances to win the tie with usually reliable Captain Sid Bristow missing a penalty but a late goal for the visitors enabled them to progress at our expense. Interestingly, one year before this the same opponents had been our first ever Amateur Cup opponent too, although we won that match 3-0 at Gorringe Park, one of many temporary homes the club would use since departing their main ground at the Herne Hill cycle track. Ironically that venue still exists!!

70 years ago this week Epsom F.C. won their first match after their enforced break for World War Two with a 4-3 win over Barking. Syd Tingey and J.Bates scored once each but Charlie Holliday got the other two and he has an interesting story.

Charlie, along with his brother Ken, who played far more for us, were descended from C.E Holliday, who played for us in the early twenties and once wrote in to the local papers to bemoan the quality of the officiating. Clearly that message must have got across to his two sons and Charlie went on to become a very successful Linesman; officiating in the Football League and in 1960, appearing at the recently built Nou Camp as Barcelona met Sofia in a European Cup tie! 

62 years ago today Bill Wiles scored his first goals for the club with a hat trick against Civil Service; another former Isthmian League club before World War One. He scored four more a fortnight later and would go on to score 34 in 39 matches for us that season to fill at least some of the void that was created when Bill Goddard departed for Sutton in August 1953.

51 years ago today Bill Mackay scored a hat trick as we defeated Wokingham Town 4-2 in the F.A. Cup at their now lost ground at Finchampstead Road. Mackay, like the aforementioned Goddard, was not local, coming from and working in North West London, and it always amazes me how we were able to pick up players from so far away when there were many, larger clubs nearer to them.

40 years ago this week Trevor Lee scored his last goal for the club in an F.A. Cup replay with Isthmian League Premier Division Southall and Ealing Borough. They were three levels above us, yet we took them to a second replay before bowing out to a side containing a young Alan Devonshire.

6 years ago today we saw a great comeback. Trailing 2-0 to Chertsey Town, two goals from Ben Hayward, both in off the far post, brought us level and Robbie Burns scored the 90th minute winner. What a game!

[image: Richard]Park Royal: Played 11 - W4 D1 L6 - F32 A36 - PPG - 1.18 - Below Average

Coronation Road, Park Royal in Middlesex is a place that few of you are likely to have heard of. It was home to the grandly named Park Royal Stadium; home to Queens Park Rangers from 1907-1915 but was used a few years later with further success. It was built by the Great Western Railway for some reason and was situated, not unexpectedly, right next to the station halt there.

[image: ]The Park Royal Stadium in 1933 with the Guinness Brewery in the foreground. The big road in the distance is the A40 with the road just in front of the ground being Coronation Road. The Brewery was demolished in the last decade while the ground is now covered by Johnsons Way. 

In the 1928/29 season a tiny club by the name of Holland Athletic were playing our Reserves in the London League Division One and won the title at the first attempt. The following season they changed their name to Park Royal and repeated the Holland title success. For some reason they weren’t promoted on either of those occasions, but following 1930/31 where they won 25 of their 26 League games to win the title for the third time, they were finally moved up to the top flight. 










The promotion heralded a run of further unbroken success as they went on to win the London League FOUR times in a row, with Epsom runners up on three occasions and third once. 

Our first team met them for the first time on the Saturday, 2nd April 1932 where they defeated us 2-1 over there and eighteen days later repeated the scoreline at West Street, finishing their first season at the higher level as unbeaten Champions.

The following season we had an even better side and finished the season very strongly, winning our last ten league and cup fixtures. Even then we were unable to prevent them from winning the league by four points, although we became the first team to defeat them when winning 5-3 at West Street on 10th December 1932. We then handed them their first home League defeat in years when winning 2-1 at Coronation Road while on our late winning run (see programme). They only suffered one other defeat that season.

The following season was a good one for us, reaching the First Round of the F.A. Cup, yet so good were Park Royal that they finished FIFTEEN points clear of us in a league where there were only two points for a win and we played only 26 matches. They battered us 5-1 at West Street and 7-2 in West London. 

We defeated them 4-3 at home in 1934/35 requiring a hat trick from former Park Royal player E.H. Hannam to do it, but lost the return 5-2 as they won the title once more; seven points clear of us.  [image: ]  

But there was a problem. After all this success you would have thought the Athenian League would have welcomed them with open arms, but clearly the issue must have been the ground. Grand though it appeared, it was aging and whether it was directly because of a failed application or not, more or less the whole team upped sticks and joined Southall in 1935, leaving their Reserves to continue the name, where as you might expect, they then finished bottom of the table and left the league, never to appear again. 

Southall meanwhile reached the Third Round of the F.A. Cup, losing 4-1 to Watford at their shiny, new and impressive Western Road ground and set the process rolling for them to become an established club for many years; also reaching the Semi-Final of the Amateur Cup in 1953.

There is no doubt in my mind that without this incredibly successful team directly in our way, we [image: ]would have had far more titles back then with an inevitable promotion to the Athenian League but it never came. Of course, for Park Royal it never came either.

AFC Hayes – History

	


[image: ]The club was formed in 1974, springing from local Saturday sides Charville and Hayes North. 

Success soon followed in the lower divisions of the Hayes and District Sunday League culminating in winning the Middlesex Sunday Junior Cup. Success continued with two League and Cup winning doubles before a switch to Saturday football in 1982 joining the now defunct South West Middlesex League.

Brook House then became founder members of The Middlesex County League before they joined the London Spartan League in 1989 when they were awarded senior status. In their first season, despite not finishing in one of the two promotion spots they were promoted to the Premier Division.

In 1992 the club had their floodlights erected and to mark the occasion, Chelsea were the first opponents under lights at Farm Park. In the same season, the final of the Spartan League Cup was reached, but Cheshunt took the trophy. 

With the advent of their lights, the club was able to enter the F.A. Cup, and on two occasions they have reached the first qualifying round, most notably in 1995/1996 when they held Conference side Stevenage Borough to a 0-0 draw away only to lose the replay at home.

In 1997 Brook House appointed Mickey Harvey as manager with the express purpose of linking the Youth and Senior set ups. The move proved very successful as in its first season the club were Spartan South Midlands Premier Division (South) champions.

In 1999/2000 the club were runners up in the Premier Division of The Spartan South Midlands League and were Premier Division Cup winners. At the end of the 2001/2002 season, Manager Mickey Harvey decided to try pastures new, with Bob Strutton taking over.

2003/004 saw all the hard work and belief in younger players pay off, and we were never out of the top three in the league, eventually achieving second place. The lads also won the Challenge Trophy and were runners - up in the Premier Cup. Having just missed out promotion to the new National Step 4, we were invited into the Ryman Isthmian League Division 2.

In the close season, Bob decided to call it a day, so the Club again promoted from within. Joe Mitchell as manager with Colin Murphy as assistant and head coach.

2004/05 was a very good year - 3rd in the league behind Ware and Witham Town and last 16 of the FA Vase. In 2005/6 we won the last ever Isthmian League Associate Members Trophy beating Hertford 3 - 1 in the final. That placing and the E Level ground -grading saw us promoted to the newly -formed Step 4 Level and into The Southern League South & West Division.

After a promising start to the season we had a very indifferent second half, but we managed to achieve our main ambition of staying at this level. The highlight was coming runners-up in the Middlesex Senior Charity Cup.

From 2007-2008 the club started with the new name for our senior sides AFC HAYES. The Youth section are still carrying on our historic club name. 

The 2008-2009 Season was the most successful season to date and the team finished 7th in the Southern League. This was overshadowed by winning the Middlesex Senior Cup for the very first time in the club's history. A 2-0 win over Hendon brought the trophy back to Farm Park.

During the next few seasons AFC Hayes consolidated in the Southern League and challenged for the Division One Central play-offs in 2011/12.

In 2012-13 we appointed Ian Crane who rebuilt the team. He was joined by Graham Goode as Assistant but in early December 2014 Graham left us followed by Ian’s resignation after xmas 2014. We appointed Paul Palmer and his assistant Colin Brown quickly, hoping to turn it around but were unable to escape relegation.
