Good afternoon! We welcome the players and officials of Farnham Town for today’s League match, together with our match officials and regular supporters.

Our opponents won here last season by four goals to two and it has to be said that it had been coming. In 2012/13 they had led by a goal at half time, only for us to turn it around to win 3-1 and in 2013/14 we were two goals down at half time before we scored three times in ten minutes to win 3-2. There are costs associated with the application but they are not too bad and we can confirm that it remains our policy to apply for promotion every year and shall be doing so again this season.

Following that trip we are scheduled to see many of the old Oak Farm players when we visit Hartley Wintney in the League seven days later. However, if they defeat Merthyr in the F.A. Cup today, and we wish them well, then our match will be postponed with a midweek League Cup trip to Banstead being our next match on Tuesday 13th October.

As any regular football supporter will know, the club you follow will have highs and lows, but the highs make it all worthwhile. One of those occurred at Spelthorne on Saturday, when not only did we produce a fantastic hard working performance but some stunning finishes ensured this match will also be remembered later this year when the goals of the season are considered.

In terms of personnel, the only changes from Tuesday's win over Colliers Wood United were on the flanks where the injured and suspended Matt Ferdinando and the absent Beckett Oliver were replaced by Rob Hendry and Daryl Cooper-Smith. Alex McGregor moved out to the right with Cooper-Smith supporting Kyle Hough up front and we hit the ground running with good pressure from the start. 

McGregor whipped a free kick wide of the near post as early as the third minute before we opened up our account five minutes later. The home defender wouldn't have been too happy with his keeper as he received a pass when he wasn't expecting it and lost the ball to Hough almost immediately who rolled the ball towards the incoming Cooper-Smith who casually lashed the ball right into the top corner from 12 yards out.

Cooper-Smith forced a good save from the home keeper with a shot from outside the area soon after this before Hough was clattered by their Captain; a challenge that really warranted a yellow card, but it wasn't even a foul as our man had just been flagged offside before being taken out. Fortunately it wouldn't matter as today would be a good day all over the park with questions being answered about how we would cope if we were ever to miss our talisman for a game or two. 

However, it wouldn't be an Epsom match without a bit of adversity and the home side duly equalised in the 16th minute when the left winger got around Sam Currie and laid the ball back for a shot at goal. The shot was well blocked by our defenders but the loose ball went across goal to Liam Vickery and he drove the ball beyond Michael Eacott and into the corner from just inside the penalty area.

This was unfortunate as it was the first time we had really been threatened, but our response was immediate as Cooper-Smith was put through on the left and although his ball across the six yard box was just beyond the incoming Matt Farrell, McGregor was at the far post and smashed the ball into the roof of the net from quite a narrow angle








about thirty seconds after conceding.

Cooper-Smith made an identical run a few minutes later and rounded the keeper who may have made a slight contact with him. If he had gone down at that point we may even have had a penalty, but he didn't go down immediately and so when he fell shortly after this, it looked a bit obvious and ultimately he was fortunate not to receive a card for diving.

Not that it made any difference to the pattern of the  game as we streamed forward and our third goal was started off by a smart reverse pass from Hough to Farrell on the right. His cross was met at the back post by Cooper-Smith who set up Hendry to give the keeper no chance with a great low drive from ten yards in the 31st minute. It was a really good move as we cut the hosts to pieces.

Eacott watched a long range effort just clear his bar and had to be alert to tip another dipping effort away, but we could reflect on a job well done to this point as the players walked off at the half. 

As the second half commenced we were aware that the home side had added a twelfth player on the park in the shape of an escaped beagle, but he only stuck around long enough to pose for the cameras before trotting off! In truth this was the only thing the home side could laugh about as a team with six straight defeats were clearly facing a seventh one and we were in no mood to let up either, extending our lead in the 55th minute when McGregor held the ball up on the right before feeding the overlapping Currie and his superb deep cross was met at the far post with a great volley from Hendry that flew into the net from an acute angle. 

Five minutes later it was 5-1 as Hendry got free on the left and his cross was met at the back post with a textbook centre forward's downward header from Cooper-Smith. There wasn't much in the way of defenders around him but it was still a good finish. Hendry created another chance a few minutes later when he beat two men and pulled the ball back from the touch line but there was no one there to apply the finish.

A good header from the home side clipped the top of our crossbar while substitute Rhys North nearly scored with a super effort from at least thirty yards out on the right but could only watch as the ball cannoned off the bar and away. As the game reached its final moments the home side scored a second as Myles Henry rode a challenge and then lobbed Eacott from twenty yards, but we again responded immediately with a ball through to Hough who wrapped up the scoring by rounding the keeper and walking the ball into an empty net.

The win takes us up to second place in the fledgling table while Spelthorne face a long season. Having said that, there was a lot of quality on show and we would have done this to some significantly better teams this afternoon. A top performance all round.

	History Corner – 26th September

	

90 years ago today we suffered our first ever defeat at West Street!!

Botwell Mission was a Spartan League team when they visited us for a challenge friendly this very day 90 years ago. They got their name from the fact that they changed into their kit at the small mission church near to their ground in Church Road.

The Spartan League was a level higher than us back in those days and so maybe it was no surprise that we were defeated 5-1; our only score coming from an own goal. The club changed its name in 1929 and became much more well known as Hayes F.C.

85 years ago today we had a 3-1 league victory at home to Carshalton Athletic. However, this match would be remembered for the debut of Billy Williams, a former Schoolboy International and former professional at West Ham United who scored all three goals and would go on to get 41 in just 26 appearances this season. Who knows how many more he could have scored this season, but because he was a “permit player” he was not allowed to play in Amateur competitions like the Amateur Cup.

The real question here is why would a player who lived in Ilford and had previously been paid for his work, choose to move to Epsom? The answer is because he was a business partner of our Captain at the time George Mackesy, and in 1936 when Williams was by then at Dagenham, Mackesy ended ten years of service for us by moving to play for them instead.

80 years ago this week Jackie Pullen scored a hat trick in a 6-3 win over Eton Manor in a London League match. Pullen had already become a legend at his former club Mitcham Wanderers but following a couple of years at the newly merged Tooting & Mitcham United he joined us in December of 1934 and became a legend here too, becoming one of only eight players in history to score over a hundred goals for our club. 40 years ago this week we were defeated in a second replay of an F.A. Cup tie by Isthmian top flight club Southall and Ealing Borough; a club that were three divisions above us. Although the defeat at Dulwich Hamlet’s Champion Hill ground was a heavy one, the loss is most notable for the final goal scored for the club by Phil Walker in what would prove to be the final game for both he and Trevor Lee before signing for Millwall in early October.

20 years ago today Cove were put to the sword by six clear goals at Merland Rise. In 1995/96 we scored a lot of goals; as many in fact as the top two in the table that year. Four players reached double figures this season while Andy Boxall led the way with 29 in just 40 matches and he got three this evening too as we were five-nil up by half time. Stuart Miller, Paul Meredith, and Tim Smith got the other three goals but this match would be put in the shade a few months later when we would defeat Tring Town 11-1!

The recent memories of great wins over Colliers Wood United and Spelthorne Sports were tempered somewhat by a performance that was of a far lesser quality and visiting AFC Hayes took advantage of this by restricting us to just a point  in a 1-1 draw. It was a fairly even game with our boys taking the lead nineteen minutes from the start and the visitors equalising nineteen minutes from the end!

You could argue some mitigating factors; the absence of Kyle Hough due to a family engagement, the dry pitch preventing flowing football, or even an extremely erratic match official who saw fouls that weren't there but would miss others that were blatantly obvious, although ultimately we have no one else to blame for our failure to record our fourth straight League win and dropped down the league table as a result.

We made some changes to the line-up following our win at Spelthorne seven days previously. Dale Marvell came back into the starting line up to replace the absent Hough and played in midfield with Rob Hendry given the task of trying to emulate our leading scorer. At the back, James Taylor took Sam Currie's place at right back, although our club Captain would see action later.

We started the game brightly, as a team in second place should. Daryl Cooper-Smith was sent down the left by Marvell and he cut in and shot at goal, only to see the visiting keeper Bobby Khiara tip the ball around the post as early as the fifth minute. The visiting keeper was in action seven minutes later when an Alex McKay long throw nearly went over his head but he just got a fingertip to the ball. In the nineteenth minute he was less fortunate, making a meal of a low Hendry cross from the left and spilling it in front of Matt Farrell who swept the ball into the vacant net.

Marvell was next to strike at goal but his ball struck the wall and although it deflected towards goal, it had no power left and was gathered by the grateful Khiara.

All of this was in the first twenty five minutes but we were unable to progress that position to any further advantage and the game became more even from that stage, with less real opportunities for either side. A defensive clearance from Matt Tanton was







charged down and the visitors had an opportunity that they switched to the left but Michael Eacott was down to block the low shot for a corner and as we reached the half Farrell had a chance but was well wide on the left and he was unable to curl the ball into the net, his shot just dropping beyond the far post.

Right on half time the visitors came close flicking on a header that Tanton was able to head clear at the far post but our players were well aware as they walked off at half time that this game was far from over. Any concerns weren't helped by a series of erratic decisions by the referee and he confused just about everyone in the ground as the second half commenced when a visiting defender prevented us from taking a quick free kick by belting the ball forty yards out of the ground but no action was taken. 

However, just four minutes later Daryl Cooper-Smith knocked the ball away only to then receive a yellow card for his trouble; a quite bizarre decision to penalise one but not the other "offence", and overall the official was fortunate that the players of both teams were keen to play football as this game could easily have seen players trying to take the law into their own hands. Hendry then found himself in the book for a challenge that looked completely fair!

Hendry had a chance at the far post but he couldn't keep the shot down, while an Alex McGregor cross just eluded Marvell at the far post. Moments later Dale was presented with a golden chance after a great pass from Hendry split the defence but his shot was off target from just twelve yards and even though the keeper got a touch on the ball, it wasn't significant except to earn us a corner which we are unable to take advantage of.

And after 71 minutes we were made to pay with a quite strange goal. Eacott was the first player to react to a long pass which begs questions about where our defenders were, but he was dispossessed on the edge of his area by Josh Quadry who shot at goal from the edge of the box. It wasn't the strongest of strikes but just crept in the corner despite a defender on the line who was unable to reach it.

From this point the game could have gone either way. We continued to look slightly more dangerous but service from the flanks was poor and you can't just replace a player of Hough's ability. We made further substitutions and finished the stronger of the teams but also had to be alert with Eacott making another two good low saves in the final five minutes. 

Ultimately we didn't do enough to deserve the three points against a team that were beaten in midweek by a Chertsey side that then lost to Spelthorne this weekend. Whilst we could throw a few excuses in, they won't change the result and we have to realise that we will have to work harder if we are not to drop points in the future, starting next week when Farnham Town visit us.

Farnham Town – History

	


 Established in 1906 through the merging of Farnham Bungs (the Farnham Brewery) and the Farnham Star. The club was one of the founder members of the London Spartan League in 1975. They reached the Fourth Round of the FA Vase in the 1976-77 season. 

[image: ]At the end of the 1979/80 season Farnham Town left the London Spartan League and applied to the Combined Counties League, their application was accepted and they finished 4th in their first season. The 1986/87 season saw Farnham take second place to Ash United in the league campaign. The glory days finally arrived in the 1990/91 season when the club won the league title. In the 1991/92 season, the Town got a clean sweep of the major trophies by winning the Combined Counties Premier League, the Dan Air Elite Cup and the Dan Air Challenge Cup. Having won the league, the club applied and were accepted to the Diadora League, however funds for necessary ground improvements could not be generated which resulted in the club not having a league to play in for the 1992/93 season.

In 1993/94 Farnham Town were accepted back into the Combined Counties League where they continue to ply their trade. From 1995-1998 Farnham finished in the top six of the Premier Division for three consecutive seasons, in 1998-99 they finished in 13th position, then 10th in 1999-2000 before suffering relegation from the Premier Division in 2000-2001 season. They bounced straight back the following season but then endured four tough seasons back in the Premier Division, with bottom four finishes every season culminating in relegation back down to Division One in 2005-2006. Again, the club bounced straight back and in 2006-2007 they won the Division One title under the guidance of Barry Bridger, but were denied promotion due to the Memorial Ground not meeting the desired grading by the league. The club then spent another four seasons in Combined Counties Division One.

Farnham gained promotion from Combined Counties Division One in the 2010-2011season after finishing second behind Worcester Park. In Paul Tanner’s first season at the helm he gained automatic promotion back to the Premier Division at the first attempt, which after only retaining four members of the side from the previous year’s squad - who finished midtable, was quite an achievement. Paul Tanner’s side also won the Combined Counties Fair Play Award for 2010-2011 after going the whole season without having a man sent off, a record to be proud of. In a very successful year for the club on the whole, Dean Nelson’s reserve side finished second behind Mole Valley in the Combined Counties Reserve Division, improving on fourth position the previous season. Farnham Ladies also finished second in their respective league to cap quite a remarkable season in Geoff Chapple’s final season as Chairman. In 2011, Ray Bridger took over as chairman from Geoff Chapple. 

Current first team manager and now in his 7th season at the club is Paul Tanner, alongside head coach Sean Birchnall.
