Good afternoon! We welcome the players, supporters and officials of Knaphill for a League match, together with today’s match officials and our own regular supporters. 

Last season we won 4-1 at Redding Way and also won a League Cup tie at High Road 2-1 although the visitors scored a last minute winner to take the return match 2-1 in our final home game of the season. This season we drew 1-1 and although we had the majority of chances and possession, a sloppy fifteen minute period gave Knaphill an opportunity and they took it to secure a draw.  

Our last appearance here was eleven days ago when Spelthorne Sports were our visitors and it was nice to get back to winning ways after our two home defeats with a 2-1 win. Kyle Hough put us ahead in the 40th minute but they were level before the break. In the second half a superb free kick from Matt Ferdinando won us the points. Unfortunately we will miss his performances for the next four matches, starting today following his sending off against Hartley Wintney.

We then travelled to Chertsey Town last Saturday and won 5-3 in a strange match! We raced into a two goal lead inside five minutes as Bentley Graham and Rob Hendry steered low shots past the shell shocked keeper but from that point the game was more even and by the time Kyle had extended our lead on the half hour it was a bit harsh on the visitors. They did get a goal back just before the break and pushed for more in the second half but two quick goals from Matt Farrell and Matt Ferdinando then gave us a 5-1 lead. Two late goals for the home side were disappointing to concede but the hard work had been done by then. This was the third time this season that we have scored at least five goals away from home in the League. Although we also did that last year with a five in our final match at Frimley Green, this is only the fourth time we’ve achieved this in history (1926/27, 1974/75) so much credit goes to Glyn and the boys.
 
Following this match we are at home again on Tuesday when Cove visit for a League match. Obviously their non-appearance in December was very frustrating, but it is good to see that they have stabilised and we must be work hard to ensure that we keep on picking up points. 

Next Saturday, weather permitting, we travel to Chessington & Hook and then to Farnham on Tuesday before hosting Westfield on the Good Friday. Please note the unusual start time of 1pm. 

I am now able to continue producing our programmes again. The reasons for my not being able to do so over the past month are well documented and I apologise here to regular readers who have had to miss out on content as a result of a decision by the Surrey F.A. that we as a club completely disagree with. Hopefully that matter is behind us now and we can all move on.

However, the visitors were competitive throughout and were unfortunate to go behind in the 40th minute when a deep ball in was only half cleared by the defender to Hendry who set Hough up for a smart low finish. There were shouts of offside against Hough when the ball originally came in, but the ball never reached him, so I can see why the play wasn't stopped.

Discussions about our goal were soon ended when Spelthorne equalised within ninety seconds; Simo Mbonkwi's excellent low drive from a narrow angle just beating Michael Eacott's outstretched hand. Fortunately for Epsom a free kick, awarded for a clumsy foul on Matt Farrell was clinically dispatched from 25 yards by Ferdinando in the 47th minute; his free kick glancing the keeper's right hand post as it flew in. Then just four minutes later Buss made an incredible stop from Matt Farrell just a couple of yards out after Craig Hastings had squared a deep cross  to him. The visitors kept battling all the way and nearly equalised at the death with a far post header, although Eacott was well positioned to save. 

It could be argued that Ferdinando's goal was deserving of winning any game and ultimately that's how it turned out. Although not the best game to watch with neither team able to retain possession for long, and the play becoming fragmented as a result, it was important to start picking up points again after two recent home defeats and we now visit Chertsey on Saturday in confident mood.

A good start became a great one when Graham found Rob Hendry whose low shot again gave the keeper no chance in the fifth minute.

The game became more even for a while but a fine pass from Reisse Griffin found Kyle Hough with just one man to beat and he skipped past him and buried his shot into the bottom corner after 29 minutes. A perfect first half was spoiled in injury time when a lack of communication between goalkeeper and defenders enabled the Chertsey striker to nip in between them and his lob over Michael Eacott was the final action of the opening period.

The second half started with a bit of home pressure but we weathered the storm and extended our lead in the 63rd minute when a great low cross from Ferdinando out on the right was forced on at the far post by Matt Farrell and four minutes later a Matt Tanton left wing cross found Ferdinando in acres of space and he drilled his shot beyond the keeper to become our fifth different scorer on the afternoon.

Despite pushing for a sixth goal we were caught out after Eacott flapped at a corner and the loose ball was nodded in to the empty net in the 88th minute and within a minute the home side forced home a third goal with a shot at the far post and our defence missing entirely. It was a disappointing way to end the match but we have now scored at least five on three occasions away from home this season and this 5-3 away win; our first I am informed, since November 2008 at Raynes Park Vale, enables us to keep pace with the leaders in the process.

	History Corner - 12th March

	
89 years ago today we had the final instalment of our rivalry with Farnham United Breweries. When we joined the Surrey Senior League in 1924 they were top dogs; League and Cup Champions and would go on to retain both in 1924/25. In 1925/26 we won the League while they retained the Cup but in 1926/27 it would be our turn for a double as two weeks previously we had defeated them in the Charity Cup 5-2 at West Street and this day we would prove it was no fluke with a 6-3 home win in the League. Reg Marlow was on target with his eleventh hat trick of the season, while the two Freds, Behn and Watts, scored the others. Despite the size of the win, the Epsom papers advised that “Epsom were well below their usual form”! Based on this win, our club called a Special General Meeting where it would be decided whether they should make the step up to a higher level of play. We applied for the London League that month and the two clubs would never meet again. In fact the Brewery side never even started the following season after a buy out of the Brewery by Courage.

70 years ago this week we hosted a West Ham reserve side in a friendly, winning 4-3. We were not that good during the first post-war season, so the standard of the East London professional eleven was probably not that great either, although it did contain two time F.A. Cup winner Jim Barrett Senior according to the papers. This was a bit of an exaggeration as West Ham didn’t win the F.A. Cup before 1964, but he was a long serving player with over 400 first team appearances and the shortest ever English International career, playing once against Northern Ireland but lasting only four minutes before succumbing to injury! His son, another West Ham professional by the same name played alongside him in the ‘A’ team in 1945/46 but not in this match it appears from the advertised programme line up. (see right) [image: ] 

50 years ago today there was a wild match at the Dripping Pan which ended with eight goals shared. It was 3-3 at half time and Peter Scott scored his second goal in the later period but did not recall it afterwards having received a blow on the head. The paper read that Scott "picked up the ball near the end of the game, and sped goalwards, still clutching his bottle of smelling salts"! 

30 years ago this week we visited Wokingham Town’s much missed Finchampstead Road ground for an Isthmian League Premier Division match more in hope than expectation. We were battling relegation and had not won an away league match all season but were level at half time before falling away to trail 3-0. A great lob from Robin Lewis reduced the deficit but despite finally recording an away win at Worthing the next week, the damage had been done and by the end of the season we had gone down. Lewis had departed for better things, not least in scoring a winner for Enfield to knock Leyton Orient out of the F.A. Cup in November 1988!

[image: ]Knaphill Football Club began its life in 1924 at Waterer's Park, which was left to Woking Urban District Council in 1924 by Mr Anthony Waterer of Knaphill Nursery. The Recreation Ground was originally part of the nursery called "Blue Gates Field" and the park was laid out by Woking Council between 1924 and 1928. 

Very little history is known or available about the Club between 1924 and 1980. In 1980, Knaphill were represented in the Old Woking and District League (now Guildford and Woking Alliance League) in Division 3 under Manager Dave Holloway. Dave took them from Division 3 through promotion to the Surrey Intermediate League.
 
Mick Garbutt became the Manager of Knaphill in 1990, but in 1994 departed to join up with Colin Lippiatt and Geoff Chapple at Woking. In 1996 David Freeman took over from First Team Manager Greg Anderson, who was in charge for just one season 1995/96.  Sean Carrigy was Reserve Team Manager.  Season 2002/03 saw 2 new men at the helm with Mick Garbutt in charge of the 1st Team and Frank Walters the Reserves.  

Season 2005/2006 was destined to be a big season for the club with the club established at new ground at Redding Way and the’ A’ team reverting back to Waterers Park having had the facilities rebuilt.   1st Team Manager David Freeman continued in charge for the 2005/2006 campaign and appointed former professional with Bristol City, Bob Pritchard, who had also managed at senior level with Chertsey Town. The 2005/2006 season did prove successful as we won the Division One title on the last day of the season against nearest rivals Virginia Water and gained promotion to the Premier Division.

2006/2007 continued with David Freeman in charge of the 1st Team who claimed back to back titles by winning the Premier Division Championship which resulted in us achieving promotion to the Combined Counties Football League, the most successful period in the clubs history up to then. Bob Pritchard took over from David Freeman as Manager who then became Bob’s assistant during September 2007.  They took the team to a very commendable 7th place in the CCL, our first in senior football. Steve Hutton led the Reserves campaign, with a massive 40 games in the season.

The 2008/09 season started with former Bisley and Farnborough Assistant Manager, Ian Savage joining the Club as player/coach.  The team kept a high profile in the League staying in the top half of the table all season, eventually finishing in fifth place. They could have become champions had they won their last game of the season when, in a tightly bunched set of teams in the top six. Knaphill on 69 points needed to win at Farleigh to pip Staines Lammas to the title. Disappointingly they lost 3-2, so near yet so far! 

The Reserves finished ninth in their Division with the second half of the season providing 




a 17 match sequence losing just two games.  The 2009/10 season saw the team finish third in Division One, their best placing in the three seasons in the Combined Counties League. Third would normally have gained the Club promotion, but due to the proposed floodlights installation being delayed, Knaphill had to make another challenge for promotion in 2010/11. The team won 26 out of their 40 league games, losing 10 with 4 drawn, scoring 98 goals and finished with 82 points.   

Season 2010/11 was one of two halves for the first team, having suffered a poor string of results in the first four months of the season, the turn of the year went onto see an unbeaten run of 12 matches. But the run was not enough to see us get close enough to a promotion place, and after reaching fifth in the table in the final run in. 

The newly formed Knaphill Youth U18s, played their first season in the Allied Counties League, and reached the final of the Grant McLellan Youth Cup, but lost 2-0 to Bedfont Sports.  The 2011/12 season saw Knaphill entering the FA Vase for the first time, and the team finished 12th in Division One. Our Youth team reached the Grant McLellan Cup final for the second year running, but were beaten finalists. Chairman Terry Chapman stood down as Chairman, and David Freeman, 16 years at Knaphill, took over the role in the first half of the season.  Season 2012/13, the 1st team finished 12th in Division One.

So season 2013/14 emerged with Phil Ruggles as 1st team Manager, and Steve Pearman as his Assistant, and players wise, many new faces in the squad. It was Knaphill;s seventh season in the Combined Counties League, and it  proved to be a season that showed more progression for the Club. There was also a nice ‘mini run’ in the F.A. Vase with wins over Badshot Lea, Tadley Calleva and Dorking, before going out of the competition at home to East Preston. League success saw Knaphill gain promotion to the Premier Division.

More progress came in the Club’s 90th year when the 2014/15 season saw Knaphill make their debut in the Premier Division, and entry into the FA Cup for the first time. 

It was a tough first season in the Premier, but they stabilised their position and April was their best month of the League season with an unbeaten sequence with four wins and a draw, accumulating 13 points out of a possible fifteen, to push the team up to a healthier finish in the League, just a couple of points under the halfway placings in the table. 

In the F.A. Cup and F.A. Vase the team played three rounds in both Competitions. Wins against Fairford Town and Badshot Lea before losing to Fleet Town in the Cup, whilst in the Vase there were wins at Woodley Town and Lordswood, but like the F.A. Cup, lost in their third match of the Vase away to Hanworth Villa. The Club were in the Surrey Senior Cup for the first time during last season, but were knocked out of the competition by Colliers Wood. 

Manager Phil Ruggles left the Club in January with Keith Hills taking over as caretaker Manager for the remainder of the season.  Keith and everyone at Knaphill will be looking for further progress with League, FA Cup, FA Vase, and other Cup competitions on their agenda for the 2015/16 season.

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met just once or twice. Enjoy!

[image: Richard]Royston Town: Played 7 - W3 D2 L2 - F10 A6 - PPG - 1.57 - Above Average

Matches with Royston occurred over the period 1991-94, comprising just six League matches and an Associate Members Trophy tie in total. There is very little to report on them in all honesty!

Certainly the first meeting on the opening day of the 1991/92 season was the most notable and even that had nothing to do with the match. This was our first match in the newly constituted Isthmian League Division Three and as if to underline that our journey time would increase, we faced our longest journey of the season straight off. However, the view that greeted supporters was unusual as this day we saw the new style kit for the first time, as our boys modelled the blue and white hoops that have now been in existence for twenty five years.

Of course nowadays we don’t think of our team wearing anything else but the all blue shirts were consigned to history on a theory that Manager Adrian Hill had, that it would make our young team look larger! We lost 2-1 that day, although in January of 1992 they had to make the reverse journey in midweek for an Associate Members Trophy match. They arrived late as we defeated them 4-1 thanks mainly to a hat trick from Andy Webster and in the return League match, again on a Tuesday in March, we won again 1-0.

The following season, our last at West Street resulted in a repeat 2-1 defeat at Garden Walk, but only a 1-1 home draw in March of 1993. However, in 1993/94 we secured a goalless draw there and won 2-0 at home, meaning that neither team won an away match in the entire sequence.

Despite finishing eighth that season, Royston resigned from the Isthmian League after being told that they had to build a new stand at a cost of some £20,000 if they were to remain in the League. The resignation did them no harm and nowadays they are members of the Southern League Central Division at Step Four. I do not know whether the new stand was ever built!  

Ruislip Manor: Held over to next issue

Saltdean United: Played 1 - W1 D0 L0 - F1 A0 - PPG - 3.00 - Perfect

Saltdean play at the very picturesque Hill Park and had been as high as the first division of the Sussex League in previous years. However, by the time we met in the F.A. Vase in September 2008, they were a Step Seven team playing in Sussex Division Three, representing a huge banana skin for us. Luckily a Gary McLaughlin close range goal was enough to see us through that day. 

They currently play in the Sussex League Division Two but are rock bottom and appear headed for a return to Intermediate football.

Sandhurst Town: Played 14 - W5 D0 L9 - F25 A28 - PPG - 1.07 - Poor

Looking back at this I am surprised that we have such a poor record against the team from Bottom Meadow. We met for seven straight seasons until their relegation in 2013 and games were always competitive but five defeats in seven matches there, all of which were close affairs, do not help our record against the Fizzers.
 



We first met in January 2007 and although we equalised an early goal with a great Dale Marvell strike from forty yards, we conceded a second half winner. In the return we trailed again and then equalised with a similarly long shot from distance, this time from Phil N’gbale, but this time Scott Murphy side-footed the winner from close range to reverse the scoreline. 

The following season we lost 2-0 on a very cold day at Merland Rise before fighting back from a two goal deficit at the Meadow, only to then concede a third goal after doing the hard work!

In 2008/09 we were destined for a fourth place finish and recorded a double over Sandhurst. Our 4-2 win there was notable for an equalising strike of high quality from Charlie West, followed by the perfect hat trick from Kyle Hough; one each with either foot and a header! At home we trailed again but second half goals from Robbie Burns and Dale Marvell enabled us to turn it around again for a 2-1 win.

In 2009/10 we were again behind by two goals but won 3-2 in the end. However, five straight defeats would follow. That sequence was finally broken in what would prove to be Sandhurst’s relegation season as we beat them by four clear goals at home. Even then, our own inconsistencies were shown up in April 2013 when we visited the bottom side, operating an unusual experiment of playing centre half Anthony Panayi up front and we paid the price with a 2-1 defeat. They jumped over Dorking as a result and finished second from bottom but only Ash United, one place above them were reprieved and Sandhurst went down. They remain at Step Six currently.
