Good afternoon! We welcome the players, supporters and officials of Spelthorne Sports Football Club, together with the match officials and our own regular supporters for this important League match. 

We lost our very first meeting against our opponents on penalties in a Southern Combination Cup Semi-Final after a 0-0 draw during their stellar 2013-14 season, but since then have had a perfect record against them with three wins. Obviously a club like ours needs all the funds it can get and entry is only £10 so please come along either with a team or we can put you into a team.

We then make the rearranged journey to AFC Hayes on Tuesday 26th January after it was postponed due to the rain last Saturday, but the date of our next home match is harder to work out. We are due to host Hartley Wintney on Saturday 30th January, but if they defeat Western League Bradford Town in the F.A. Vase today, as I expect them to, then we will have a Saturday off. When we know, we’ll let you know!

We are definitely at home three days later as our match against Redhill has been arranged for Tuesday 2nd February. We produced a full colour 44 page programme for that match, so will be using it on that day to save on costs, although it is full of information and there will of course be an up to date insert included, so regular supporters will miss nothing.

Salts depart League Cup with a whimper[image: ]

After a two week break we came up against a very good Ashford Town side and were in the end comfortably defeated in this League Cup Third Round tie.

There were very few positives to take from this match in all honesty as we were caught cold by an early goal at the start of both halves, then conceded once more as we pushed to get back into the game. The visitors were well deserving of their victory and held the edge in every department, most notably up front where Dan Fleming scored all three of their goals, all of which were scored from inside the six yard box.

Upon looking at the team sheet it was disappointing to note the continued absence of Matt Ferdinando, Sam Currie and James Taylor, as their injuries have proven much more difficult to shake off than was at first thought. Taylor was on the bench as was Carl Downs, but neither came on. Throw in the suspended Matt Tanton and this left us without our first choice full backs for this important match. In place of Currie and Tanton were the versatile Alex McKay at right back, while our recently signed former Captain Jamie Hatfield would fill the left back slot, although by his own admission, he hadn't played for a while and it will take him a few weeks to get back to match fitness, lasting just under the hour before having to come off.

Under the circumstances it might have been better to face a team lower down the table but the League Cup had paired us with the league leaders and we were just going to have to make the best of it. However, we just didn't get going, and a break down our right flank ended up with a heavy touch from Matt Farrell who needlessly conceded a corner. From the short corner, one of many they exploited throughout the match, a low shot was sent in and it appeared that Michael Eacott was unsighted at first. Bearing this in mind, he did really well to get down and block the initial strike, but we didn't follow the ball in and there was Fleming, stood next to a visiting team mate who had the simple job of tapping the loose ball into the net while we looked forlornly at the Assistant Referee for an offside that wasn't there. We had only been playing for 100 seconds.

An early goal is always a concern, but you could argue that we were going to have to score to win the game anyway, so nothing had really changed, and we were nearly on level terms within a minute after a corner of our own was headed at goal by Craig Hastings, but Joe Green headed the ball off the line and from the half clearance Reisse Griffin sent a stinging shot a couple of feet over the bar from fully thirty yards.

Both sides looked dangerous going forward, with Savvas 'Agi' Panayiotou causing trouble with some early attacking runs, and the midfield battles were both combative and







competitive, but very little in the way of real interest really happened at either end with exception of a booking for either side. We then missed a chance to equalise in the 38th minute when from a free kick on the edge of the box was drilled in low by Rob Hendry and Griffin got a toe to it but poked the ball just wide of the near post with visiting keeper Tobin heading towards the far post.

As the half neared its end Griffin hit another powerful volley just over the bar from the angle of the penalty area after outmuscling a defender and Tom Neale saw his shot deflected for a corner after Farrell had originally broken through and challenged for a loose ball with Tobin. We did have a scare of our own in injury time when McKay sliced a ball across field and Fleming was onto it, just getting a toe to the ball ahead of Eacott, but his touch was heavy and the ball ran out for a goal kick before he could reach it. 

If we thought we had got away with it after that narrow escape, those thoughts were crudely shattered within three minutes of the second half when we lost the ball in midfield after having a shout for a handball turned down and a ball over the top of our defence to their right winger enabled him to get to the line and pull the ball back across goal where Fleming was totally unmarked again and knocked the ball into the net in similar fashion to his first goal.

A similar move just moments later required a good save from Eacott and soon after Hastings was required to head clear a goalbound effort. We were struggling at this point but weathered the storm and in the 57th minute nearly got back into it when a Farrell cross from the left wing was caught and then dropped by Tobin under a bit of pressure from Neale. The ball fell to the ground and rolled in and just for a moment it looked like the goal had been given as there was no signal from either official before the referee just decided to award a free kick without blowing his whistle at any point. It was debateable whether there really was a foul by Neale, but those sort of incidents are usually ruled in favour of the keeper and so it went.

We were starting to exert a bit of pressure and when Neale and then Hough were fouled in the same move, the latter challenge earned a yellow card for the visiting skipper Canderton, but the move had been broken up which was the original intention and we were unable to make the set piece count. Neale picked up his own yellow card just after this before one of our substitutes Alex McGregor sent a strike towards the far corner but it was headed away by a defender and moments later the game was all over as another right wing cross was headed in by the unmarked Fleming at close range in the 77th minute with Eacott having no chance.

And they could have had two more as the visitors broke through again, but the first time the attacker was off balance the shot was sliced well wide and on the second, Eacott stood up well and made the save. Ultimately on a very cold night we produced a very cold performance and whilst it could be argued that we had been out of action for a week or two, we need to ensure that we improve for Saturday when Spelthorne Sports visit us for a League match or we will find our title chances slipping away as quickly as our cup chances did this evening.

	History Corner – 16th January

	
[image: ]90 years ago this week we departed the Surrey Senior Cup at home to Athenian League Summerstown by four goals to two (see programme right). Reg Marlow scored twice but they just had too much for us. However, within eighteen months they had folded and disappeared without trace. The Earlsfield Road grand stand survived for a while longer though, being transported to Lower Mead, Wealdstone where it witnessed many years of service before the ground was demolished in the early nineties.

84 years ago today we travelled to Loakes Park for our one and only visit to the last 32 of the Amateur Cup. Having just won 4-2 at Portman Road against Ipswich Town in front of 5,000 people in the previous round, we feared no one, but our Captain George Mackesy had been sent off in that match and was suspended for this tie which was crucial. Despite taking an early lead in front of 7,000 spectators, we were no match for the Isthmian League giants who were also the Cup holders and we trailed 5-1 at the break, eventually losing 7-2.

80 years ago this week we destroyed Dagenham Town by eight goals to three at West Street. This club had no connection to the current club which were founded directly after the Second World War, but they were their pre-war equivalent, playing at Glebe Road, Dagenham. Our nippy winger B.Harris had his best day for the club, scoring four times while Jackie Pullen scored three.

70 years ago today we had a friendly match at West Street against Crawley. They were a tiny Mid-Sussex League team at this stage and only started to move up into the Sussex League in 1951 and then the Metropolitan League before reaching the Southern League in 1963. A Gordon Brogdale hat trick set us on our way with this 5-3 victory, even though it was only 1-1 at half time. I doubt we’d have the same success against them these days!

34 years ago today we reached the last 64 of the F.A. Trophy. We had defeated Thanet United (now Margate) and Tonbridge before being paired with Alliance Premier League Gravesend & Northfleet. After one postponement in December, we drew 1-1 at home before the fun really started and the replay at Stonebridge Road was called off a few times. When we finally played we trailed 3-2 with seconds remaining, only for a home defender to score a thirty yard own goal and earn us a second replay, which was also played there, but Tommy Tuite scored early on and despite his penalty being saved towards the end it didn’t cost us. Next up, was a trip to Cheltenham Town who we also defeated before hosting the mighty Altrincham in the last 32!  

22 years ago today the team coach nearly got lost on the way to the Harefield United ground as it couldn’t find its way due to a dense carpet of fog. However, the game still went ahead and we won 2-1, although very few were able to see the late winner from Steve Flack. Because of the fog I was not standing behind our goal, which I instantly regretted, when we all heard a loud cheer!   

6 years ago today we had an appearance in the last 32 of the F.A. Vase for the first time since 1989 and travelled to Northampton to face Long Buckby, a United Counties League team. We led early through a soft penalty but they equalised soon after when Paul Borg appeared to be fouled but it wasn’t given. By half time we trailed 3-2 though and although we got a late goal back, we were unable to force an equaliser.







	

Spelthorne Sports F.C.  – History

	

[image: ]Spelthorne Sports Club was founded in 1922 having purchased around 11 acres of land and has been providing sports for the local community ever since. We currently have 2 full sized football pitches and field 3 adult football teams and 2 Sunday teams along with a Youth Section covering Little Kickers through to the Mid-week Flood Lit Under 18’s, a total of 21 youth teams competing every Sunday in the Surrey Youth and Surrey Primary Leagues. The Youth Section was awarded the FA Charter Standard in March 2010 and the Annual Youth Tournament draws in many local teams since its inauguration in 2010.

In season 1998-99, Richard Ford and Micky Fisher took control of their 1st full season and saw them rise up the table. Both players were long serving Spelly players and had now moved into the management side. The team were led by Paul Fernadez with Paul Wilson in goal and Ian & Nick Croxford playing their 1st seasons with Spelly. We finished the season in 3rd spot and reached the final of the Russell Grant cup, where Sports did their usual thing of blowing it and lost to Northolt Saints 2-0 in the final at Uxbridge after they had beaten and drawn with them earlier in the season. (P18 W10 D5 L3 F35 A18 P35)

2001 was the first season of the new management team of Paul Martyn Jones (Trigger) and Ian Croxford. The team had the two scoring machines of James (OGGY) Hogg and Nick Croxford playing up front and with eventual player of the year Wes Coles in goal this was the most successful season for many a year. The team went from October through to April without losing a league game taking the league title in front of Willesden Constantine by 5 points, they were on the road to a league and cup double but were beat in the semi-finals by Willesden with future professional footballer Enoch Showammi smashing home a 25 yard free kick.

In 2007, after many great years playing in the Middlesex League it was decided that a move to the Surrey League was required. The main driving force for this was that the league had expanded so that games were all across London and for an Amateur side, an away trip to Bethnal Green was an all-day event! 

The move to the Surrey Intermediate League Western Division was a change that was needed with pleasant drives through the country playing village teams rather than long hauls across London. 

With the management now in the hands of Steve Flatman, a long time player and member of the club, the team saw a steady growth and this has to be credited to Steve.  The first season saw Sports finish 7th (P26 W10 D10 L6 F50 A39 P40) with Horsley running away with the league. The next season saw some old faces come back into the team to support the young bucks with Oggy, Mike Jenkins and Ian Croxford coming back to support the team. The team finished second behind Ripley with Rob Smith finishing top league scorer with 21 and Lee Staples not far behind on 19. 

The season had its climax when Sports played their first final in many a year against Abbey Rangers at a very dusty Cobham FC and with the team leading 1-0 at half time through a Jake








Flatman goal they somehow grabbed defeat from the jaws of victory losing 2-1 with a spectacular 20 yard own goal from Aaron Stewart. 



In 2009, Spelthorne Sports again moved leagues for the second time in three seasons as we progressed up through the FA pyramid system, this time to the Surrey Elite league. The season started well but it was discovered that a (nameless) player had played with a ban from his now disbanded Sunday team. This resulted with Spelly being deducted all points that had been awarded while he was playing that season, 9 in total. Spelly finished the season 5th (P28 W17 D1 L10 F70 A52 P43) if we had not lost the points we could possibly have finished third or even higher as the disappointment of losing these points was a bitter pill to swallow. 

In the 2010-11 season Spelthorne Sports Football Club 1st Eleven Completed a league and cup double victory by winning the Surrey Elite Intermediate League and the Surrey Intermediate Challenge Cup. Their league success means they won promotion to the Combined Counties League. Steve Flatman continues to be involved with the football section and is always on call!

In 2013–14, the Spelly won the Middlesex FA Intermediate Cup, beating Middlesex County Premier side Cricklewood Wanderers 3–0 in the Final. On 16 April 2014, Spelthorne Sports were crowned Combined Counties Division One Champions with a 2–1 win away to Epsom Athletic. They lifted the trophy three days later following an emphatic 7–0 win at home to local rivals Staines Lammas. We also won the RPM Records Division One Challenge Cup against Staines Lammas at Windsor FC on 5 May 2014. A single second half Lee Staples goal was enough to make sure we lifted the trophy, winning the league and cup treble in the process.

The team went on a phenomenal 46 game unbeaten run in all competitions that season, beating teams in cup competitions from higher divisions such as Frimley Green, Staines Town (on penalties), Walton Casuals, Wembley, and Epsom & Ewell (on penalties). That unbeaten run finally came to an end on 7 May 2014 when they played Combined Counties Premier Division side Hanworth Villa in the Southern Combination Cup Final, losing 1–0. The game was played at home and marked the club's first ever game under the newly installed floodlights. The lads then suffered their second defeat of the season to the same opposition when the sides met again three days later in the Cherry Red Records Premier Challenge Cup Final, again losing 1–0.

It was an extremely successful for the club. Winning two cup finals, and finishing runners-up in another two cup finals. However the biggest achievement by far was winning the League without losing a single game in the process. Winning 22, drawing 8, losing 0, scoring 92, and conceding 23.

Season 2014-2015 saw us in action in the Combined Counties Premier Division where we finished in a very respectful 6th position. We also experienced our first entry into the FA Vase. The promotion led to vast ground improvements yet again and this work continues to be done.

This season sees a change of management back under the control of Steve Flatman with support from Paul Burgess and Mark Harper. We are looking forward to seeing the continued development of football at ‘The Spelly’.

	Every Opponent A-Z

	
Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met just once or twice. Enjoy!



[image: ]Royal Naval Depot (Chatham): Played 13 - W11 D0 L2 - F48 A18 - PPG - 2.54 - Fantastic

Of all the clubs we have played more than a handful of times I know least about the Royal Naval Depot club from Chatham.[image: ] What I do know is that they originally had links to the Royal Engineers who appeared in three of the first four F.A. Cup Finals, being runners up to the Wanderers in 1872 in the first final and then winning the competition itself in 1875 against Old Etonians after a replay.

So clearly Chatham had a very strong heritage and the team were good enough to play in the London League Premier Division from the 1936/37 season, without any requirement to work their way through the lower divisions. However, once there, and despite the inclusion of former professional Bernard Radford, they found the challenge too much, with a high water mark of ninth over the six seasons that they met us.

Our first meeting came on Saturday 20th February 1937 at West Street where we won 5-2 with five different players getting on the score sheet and results continued in that vein with the return in April at Chatham finishing 4-1 in our favour. In 1937/38 we raced to a 6-0 half time lead, eventually winning 10-1 at West Street before edging the away game by three goals to two in the January of 1938. 

Two further wins followed in the final pre-war season; 4-1 away and 4-0 at home on the final day of that season and the picture below taken that day was therefore our final one before the War.

Of the non-players in the main standing row, we have Harry Cottee (groundsman), Fred Talbot-Butler 
(former v-c), David W.G .Jones (Press Sec) and fifth in line is Dick Wilson, a regular player



We rejoined the London League in 1945/46 but the Depot waited until the following season and despite being a very average team ourselves at that point, we resumed normal service defeating them 4-0 on 7th December 1946, although they had their revenge in the final match of the season by five clear goals. We had a full side out so had no excuse. It’s possible that they were able to call on stronger players that day as the match was played on 31st May 1947 following a devastating winter, the like of which has only been seen once since, in 1962/63. This unsurprisingly remains the latest date we have ever played on in a season!

After playing them last that year, we faced them at home in the opening day of the next season in the London League Cup, where despite leading at the half, we lost 3-2. It is bizarre that in 13 matches they only beat us twice, yet they were consecutive matches! (see programme left)

Our two league meetings of 1947/48 were both held in 1948 and a Bill Cutter hat trick secured a 3-0 win over there while two goals from Ken Minter and another from Les Gilbert gave us a 3-1 win at West Street.

Our final two matches took place two weeks apart, in March 1949 with our boys winning 2-1 in Chatham before signing off with a 4-1 win at West Street. By then we probably knew that this was likely to be our last meeting as we had already applied for the Corinthian League and that was how it turned out.

It is not clear how long they remained in the London League but I have traced that they were in the Kent Amateur League (not to be confused with the Kent League) for two seasons from 1954 to 56 but have found nothing else from that point. I still do not even know exactly where in Chatham they played, so if anyone knows, please tell me!
 
Royal Marines: Played 1 - W1 D0 L0 - F3 A2 - PPG - 3.00 - Perfect

This was another of these post war friendly challenge matches at West Street and we hosted them on Saturday 9th February 1946, winning 3-2 although this probably wouldn’t have been the case had they not allowed us the luxury of a half time substitute, due to injury, as Sargeant D.F. Bayly, as he was still known, came on for the second half.

Royal Ordnance Factories: Played 1 - W1 D0 L0 - F6 A2 - PPG - 3.00 - Perfect

We hosted the Royal Ordnance Factories, a Woolwich based organisation in an Amateur Cup tie on Saturday 29th September 1962. They had been drawn at home but waived their right to ground choice so that a gate could be taken. Not that it was much of a gate as we were quite a poor team back then, despite the Management of former player Fred Chitty, who had success in his first spell in charge a few years previously.

We still had far too much for them and won easily 6-2 with a hat trick for Derek Prowse before Leatherhead knocked us out in the next round.
