Good afternoon! We host AFC Hayes today for a League match and welcome their players, officials and supporters and of course our own hardy regulars. We also welcome their Assistant Manager Alan Galloway who made 41 appearances for us during the 1996/97 season.

In the second half we kept the intensity up and it was too much for them as we scored four goals in the final twenty minutes to secure a 5-1 win.

We were expecting a Saturday off next week after our Vase defeat to Abbey Rangers, but regrettably we have been given a League Cup Third Round tie at Worcester Park instead. I say, regrettably, as we will have four players out with suspension for this important match. Still, we have a good squad at present and I still think we can progress to a Quarter-Final at either Sutton Common Rovers or Walton & Hersham. Please note that we have an early kick off at 1.30pm as they have no floodlights at Green Lane.

Following that match we “host” our landlords Chipstead in the Surrey Senior Cup on Tuesday 6th December; a match that is also doubling as the tenth Dave Wilson Trophy. We will have all of our suspended players, except Reisse Griffin available again for this match so Glyn will get the opportunity for a bit of squad rotation over the next few days. We then face a big test as we visit Hartley Wintney on Saturday 10th December in a League match.

Super Salts are too good for Sports in the end

The conditions at High Road were wet and cold, but anyone who ventured out to watch [image: ]was rewarded with one of our best displays of the season as high-flying Bedfont Sports were simply taken apart in the end by some excellent football, particularly in the second half.

There was maybe unsurprisingly just one change to the starting eleven following the win over Windsor on Tuesday as Michael Eacott returned in goal for Ali Turpie and it has to be said he made some key saves in the first half, without which we may not have been able to launch our second half onslaught.

We started off positively with a Matt Tanton cross being inches too high for Daryl Cooper-Smith who was again unfortunate moments later when he controlled a low ball in, turned his defender but then slipped himself, giving their man time to recover and block the shot for a corner. We had a little scare when a high ball was sent in but Eacott couldn't reach it and it fell for a Bedfont striker but his volley was wide of the goal. A Matt Ferdinando free kick was hit low and hard but was just wide of the far post.

All this and the match was only 10 minutes old! Both teams continued to attack but we looked slightly more threatening at this point and the visitors custodian Terry Buss, who had played so well against us on various occasions for Hanworth Villa, was definitely the busier of the two keepers. Despite this, we conceded in the 29th minute. Ferdinando tried a crossfield ball but it was intercepted and from the break, the ball was fed down the left hand side where Scott Harris was able to beat Eacott from close range.

This was harsh based on the play to that point but we were level inside a minute. A ball through to Jordan Gallagher was chested back for Cooper-Smith and he rode the challenge on the edge of the area before driving past two other defenders and smashing the ball via the keeper's fingertips just inside his right hand post.

Following the equaliser the visitors then had their best spell of the match. Eacott stood up to deny a striker as he raced on to a long ball in the 38th minute and within a minute he was there again to block a powerful shot from just inside the area. However, an even better save came just before the interval when a shot from the edge of the area deflected off one of our









players and looped up, but big Mike managed to turn and back pedal in one movement to tip the ball over the bar.

Overall it was a fair score line at the half. The visitors had started to show the form that had put them in the Third Round of the Vase as the half had closed and we needed to grab the momentum back. The second half started with chances for both sides as a close range effort for the visitors was blocked over the bar for a corner but from the set piece Agi Panayiotou made a storming run forwards only to see his shot blocked on the edge of the area at the last minute. The play then spread to the other end from where the striker had a clear shot on goal but he pulled the effort wide.

From this point we took control. A Gallagher run was ended crudely on the edge of the area by Rafiq Bettamer who became the second visitor in the book but Cooper-Smith clipped the free kick just wide. Then James Taylor got forward on the right. His cross was headed down by Cooper-Smith to Jason Nwachukwu but he was unable to keep his shot on target. The pressure continued and Nwachukwu and Matt Farrell set up Gallagher but from a really good position his shot was straight at Buss from eight yards and was kept out. Minutes later Cooper-Smith had his shot blocked by another desperate challenge and a dangerous Ferdinando cross was headed clear for a corner.

All this pressure had to count for something as from the Ferdinando corner to the far post Craig Hastings headed the ball back to Taylor who controlled the ball before steering it into the corner from inside the six yard box in the 67th minute. The hard work continue as it was clear we were not going to sit back on this lead and Nwachukwu had a chance as he collected a weak goal kick but was unable to beat Buss from the edge of the box and Cooper-Smith was denied by a superb last ditch challenge as it looked like he would be clean through. Reisse Griffin came on for Ferdinando and we got better still. Nwachukwu fed Farrell who twisted and turned on the edge of the area before unleashing a low left footed strike that Buss did really well to save but moments later the ball was in the net anyway as Griffin found space on the right and his low ball in was finished off into the roof of the net by the unmarked Cooper-Smith from six yards in the 82nd minute.

We made two further substitutions as Alex McKay and Rob Hendry joined the battle and Hendry held off a defender well with his first action to set up Griffin who put in another low ball which this time was met at the far post by Gallagher to make it 4-1 from close range in the 88th minute. Then in the first minute of injury time a Gallagher corner was headed back by Hastings to McKay. His first shot was blocked but the ball fell to him and he smashed it into the roof of the net from about ten yards to give us a 5-1 lead.

And that's how it finished. After an extremely even and competitive first hour we found another gear and it was just too much for the visitors who were blown away in the last half an hour. We appear to be finishing a lot of our matches stronger than the opposition which is another good sign as we registered our fourth straight league win which keeps us in sixth place but only eight points behind second placed Westfield with a game in hand.

AFC Hayes – History

	


AFC Hayes changed the name of their senior teams from Brook House Football Club at the end of season 2006/2007. [image: ]The club had been formed in 1974, springing from local Saturday sides Charville and Hayes North. 

Success soon followed in the lower divisions of the Hayes and District Sunday League culminating in winning the Middlesex Sunday Junior Cup. Success continued with two League and Cup winning doubles before a switch to Saturday football in 1982 joining the now defunct South West Middlesex League.

Brook House then became founder members of The Middlesex County League before they joined the London Spartan League in 1989 when they were awarded senior status. In their first season, despite not finishing in one of the two promotion spots they were promoted to the Premier Division.

In 1992 the club had their floodlights erected and to mark the occasion, Chelsea were the first opponents under lights at Farm Park. In the same season, the final of the Spartan League Cup was reached, but Cheshunt took the trophy. 

With the advent of their lights, the club was able to enter the F.A. Cup, and on two occasions they have reached the first qualifying round, most notably in 1995/1996 when they held Conference side Stevenage Borough to a 0-0 draw away only to lose the replay at home.

In 1997 Brook House appointed Mickey Harvey as manager with the express purpose of linking the Youth and Senior set ups. The move proved very successful as in its first season the club were Spartan South Midlands Premier Division (South) champions.

In 1999/2000 the club were runners up in the Premier Division of The Spartan South Midlands League and were Premier Division Cup winners. At the end of the 2001/2002 season, Manager Mickey Harvey decided to try pastures new, with Bob Strutton taking over.

2003/004 saw all the hard work and belief in younger players pay off, and we were never out of the top three in the league, eventually achieving second place. The lads also won the Challenge Trophy and were runners - up in the Premier Cup. Having just missed out promotion to the new National Step 4, we were invited into the Ryman Isthmian League Division 2.

In the close season, Bob decided to call it a day, so the Club again promoted from within. Joe Mitchell as manager with Colin Murphy as assistant and head coach.

2004/05 was a very good year - 3rd in the league behind Ware and Witham Town and last 16 of the FA Vase. In 2005/6 we won the last ever Isthmian League Associate Members Trophy beating Hertford 3 - 1 in the final. That placing and the E Level ground -grading saw us promoted to the newly -formed Step 4 Level and into The Southern League South & West Division.

After a promising start to the season we had a very indifferent second half, but we managed to achieve our main ambition of staying at this level. The highlight was coming runners-up in the Middlesex Senior Charity Cup.

From 2007-2008 the club started with the new name for our senior sides AFC HAYES. The Youth section are still carrying on our historic club name. 

The 2008-2009 Season was the most successful season to date and the team finished 7th in the Southern League. This was overshadowed by winning the Middlesex Senior Cup for the very first time in the club's history. A 2-0 win over Hendon brought the trophy back to Farm Park.

During the next few seasons AFC Hayes consolidated in the Southern League and challenged for the Division One Central play-offs in 2011/12.

In 2012-13 we appointed Ian Crane who rebuilt the team. He was joined by Graham Goode as Assistant but in early December 2014 Graham left us followed by Ian’s resignation after xmas 2014. We appointed Paul Palmer and his assistant Colin Brown quickly, hoping to turn it around but were unable to escape relegation. After an indifferent start to the season with some good and bad results we agreed to part company in November 2015 and Sean Berry a well known local x player took on the role as Manager.

	History Corner – 26th November

	
90 years ago today the club said goodbye to one of its founder members, Reg Sperring.

Reg and twin brother Ernie were the main players behind the formation of the club back in March 1918 and both were excellent at many sports. Reg was an excellent left-half but could play up front too, and by this time he had been Captain for three years. It is quite likely that he was the original club Captain also. However, he was even better at golf and was taking up a once in a lifetime opportunity to become a golf professional in Italy. This was reported as France in the papers but I have been fortunate to meet both George and Liz, his son and daughter, who confirmed the location for me. 

This day the visitors were Aquarius, the Southern Water Board works team that played at Honor Oak, but for this Surrey Senior Cup match the teams were drawn at West Street and Reg played one of his best games in a thumping 7-3 win. The papers described it as “a crowning conclusion to his career”, although it was Reg Marlow who scored a hat trick this day.[image: ]

After the match, they held a dinner in his honour at the Spread Eagle in Epsom Town Centre where the club gave him a golf bag and gold watch, while the players gave him a cigarette case with all the players’ names on it.

84 years ago today Billy Williams scored a hat trick in an incredible 5-5 draw with Hendon at West Street.[image: ] Bizarrely a Bobby Gill penalty miss in the second half ensured that we still trailed 0-1 with just twenty minutes remaining, yet we turned it around to lead 5-2 before then conceding three times at the end! Draws like this would cost us the title as we scored twenty goals more than Champions Park Royal AND beat them twice, yet finished four points back. 

28 years ago today we defeated Three Bridges in the F.A. Vase at West Street. We trailed at the break but a second half equaliser forced extra time from which we emerged with an incredible 6-2 victory! Regrettably this was the last time we won at home on this particular date!

Every Opponent A-Z

	

[image: Richard]Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed both of the above examples as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met just once or twice. Enjoy!

Tilbury: Played 65 - W23 D13 L29 - F123 A124 - PPG - 1.26 - Average

On the list of all the clubs we have played, only three have been met more often than Tilbury. If you exclude Surrey clubs (Camberley, Carshalton Athletic and Dorking), they are at the top of the list with 65 encounters between 1932 and 2000, despite being way over in Essex.

The Dockers, as they are known, first travelled to us as new members of the London League on 6th February 1932. Clearly they were new to travelling long distances and they arrived very late at West Street that foggy day, so it was decided we would play for 30 minutes each way. Captain George Mackesy missed a penalty for us and we drew 0-0, but the League advised that in its rules a match had to be at least 40 minutes each way and forced us to replay it on 7th May when we defeated them 4-0. Just two weeks previously we made our first trip there, also losing 4-0 and this set a pattern that would remain for many years. In fact, of our 21 meetings between 1932-39 Tilbury never won at Epsom, while we only won once; a 2-0 victory on 9th January 1937!

There were only five draws in that sequence, and two of those came in 1937/38 when the teams drew 1-1 at West Street in the London League Cup on 28th August and then 3-3 in the replay after extra time on 13th November. We finally progressed in the second replay in February 1938 by the astonishing score of eight goals to one at West Street but we had held the competition up so much that the remainder of it was held over until the 1938/39 season with no new one that year. We would at least reach the Final, so it was worth waiting for!

The venue for all ten of our pre-war trips was the Orient Field. This ground was very close to the ground that many older supporters remember, and indeed where they still play, St Chad’s Road. It transpires that the owner of the site was a Leyton Orient Director but he wanted them to become a feeder club, which they were unwilling to do, so moved out and into the former Greyhound racing venue next door. Tilbury rejoined the London League in 1946/47 and we first visited Chadfields on 11th January 1947, losing by the only goal scored. We would lose the next six meetings also, three of which were at home as they finally broke their travelling duck. 

In 1949 we moved to the Corinthian League but they followed us a season later and League meetings continued until 1956/57. The most notable of which was a shocking 2-7 home defeat on 20th February 1954. However, the teams got on well and we hosted a friendly for them on 6th April 1953 to raise funds as they had survived for nearly three months without a home game, following the late January 1953 storm and floods that killed 10,000 people on the Thames Estuary alone.  

In 1957 Tilbury left for the London League again where they became Champions for four straight seasons until 1962 when they left for the Delphian League. However, the harsh winter of 1962/63 forced the League to be abandoned! It was due to end that season anyway as it, together with our own Corinthian League was to merge with the Athenian League into a three division structure with promotion and relegation. The Delphian clubs were placed in the new Division Two, a step below our Division, but they won the title in 1963/64 and came up to renew acquaintances. We met









three times, drawing 2-2 at home, but losing 3-0 at home in the League Cup and 8-1 at Tilbury in the return League match. We finished bottom that year to suffer the first relegation in our history.

Tilbury went from strength to strength, winning the Athenian League Division One and then coming third in the top flight for 1972/73 which earned them entry to the newly formed Isthmian League Division Two. We of course went in the opposite direction, meeting just twice in F.A. Cup ties, losing 1-0 over there in 1968/69 and then losing at home by the same score exactly 52 weeks later. 

Tilbury reached the top flight of the Isthmian League in 1977, but they were relegated in 1980. We of course climbed up through the Surrey Senior and Athenian Leagues under Pat O’Connell and joined the Isthmian League in 1977. We went up in 1978 so for 1980/81 we were reunited once again in Division One. The first meeting was an F.A. Trophy disaster as we crashed at home 5-2 on 6th September 1980 but we won both League matches 2-0 and 5-0 and completed another League double the following season with a 1-0 home win and a 4-1 win at Tilbury that was delayed for a while due to a temporary floodlight failure. These two League doubles were only our third and fourth, having only recorded two in the previous 50 years, in 1936/37 and 1956/57!

In fact, in eight meetings until 1984 when we went up, we didn’t lose any, winning five of them. When we returned to Division One after our two year sojourn in the Premier Division, they were waiting for us, and we shared the results with a home win each but both were relegated at the end of the season anyway. A second win for either club would have saved them!

We went into Division Two South while they went into the North Division but in 1991 the League removed the split and Divisions Two and Three were created in their place with Tilbury joining us in Division Three, although they bounced straight back that season. Their last match at West Street being a goalless draw on 25th April 1992, as the first had been just over sixty years previously.

They dropped back down for 1998/99 when they beat us home and away, the latter being an embarrassing 0-5 Easter Monday home defeat at Merland Rise, but the following season we drew there 1-1 on 18th December 1999 and in our last meeting to date on Saturday 8th April 2000 we gained revenge for the previous year with a 6-1 home win. 

We won the battle but lost the war as they were promoted in Third place and survived there until the League reorganisations in 2004 when they were moved to the Southern League, promptly finishing bottom and dropping to Step Five in the Essex Senior League. They were fortunate to be promoted back the following season, despite only finishing third and now compete back in the Isthmian League North Division, having won the Isthmian League Cup in 2009, a feat they originally achieved when the cup was first competed for in 1975.
