Tanton extends the run in a tight win over local rivals

[image: ]Matt Tanton's first goal of the season settled a battle between two closely matched teams at High Road on Tuesday evening, enabling us to record our ninth straight win over Sutton Common Rovers. Some might argue that the visitors were worth a draw over the ninety minutes, and we could not have complained that vociferously had this match finished level. However, much like last season's match here we had a really good period in the second half when we dominated proceedings for a while, and this proved to be the difference between the two teams. The win was also our 200th since rejoining the Combined Counties League in 2006.

Matches between ourselves and Sutton Common Rovers have often been fully committed and feisty affairs, but there was a little less of that last night. Both sets of players behaved fairly well, although much of this could have been a result of some odd and some downright mystifying decisions that probably left them as confused and frustrated as many of the spectators.

We made just the one change from our win at Guildford City as Dan Dean was held up at work and couldn't get to the ground in time. With James Taylor also working, this led to a bit of a rearrangement as Alex McKay dropped back into defence and Jordan Gallagher came into midfield. For the visitors it was good to see former Salt George Murphy back to fitness now and he was in their back four, while another former player Matt Robinson started on the bench.

On a typical chilly Chipstead evening the visitors had the better of the opening exchanges, forcing a number of free kicks although Michael Eacott dealt with the deliveries well. We had a set piece of our own in the 16th minute but Matt Ferdinando dragged his shot wide of Ollie Ellaway's right hand post. We had a nervous moment in the 21st minute when we didn't clear a corner very well and as the shot came in it was deflected and could have gone anywhere but fortunately it went straight into Eacott's hands.

At the other end we had a shout for a penalty when Ferdinando went for a long throw and was pushed over in the area. You don't often see them given but the push was quite a blatant one. A few minutes later we had a deep corner but as the ball dropped Craig Hastings went to meet but was unable to get a firm contact on the ball and Ellaway was able










to make the save.

In the 36th minute Danny Fernandez hit the joint of post and crossbar with a 25 yard free kick; the ball going out for a goal kick, but just as we did at Guildford we made the opposition pay for not taking their chances when we went ahead in the 42nd minute. A free kick was half cleared but the ball fell to Gallagher who hit a crisp shot low into the corner from the edge of the box.

With neither team looking particularly dangerous in the first half, taking these half chances are vital and it looked like we would push on from this but the visitors had other ideas and were level in the 48th minute when their left winger appeared to bundle Matt Farrell over, but play continued and his ball in was driven low past Eacott at the near post by Michael Campbell from about ten yards out.

The game was back in the balance and could have gone either way at this point but full credit goes to our boys who stepped up a gear and would boss the majority of the game from this point. The highlight of this was a well crafted goal in the 62nd minute. Rob Hendry made tracks down the left hand channel and clipped his ball in perfectly to Daryl Cooper-Smith who cushioned a header perfectly into Tanton's stride. He shrugged off the defensive challenge that came in and fired across Ellaway into the far corner. Matt only has one goal each season so far in his Salts career but they have all been great ones to watch!

Confidence began to flow and Hendry was just wide with an attempt from a Gallagher cross but we were beginning to stretch the opposition with a bit more width and Tanton produced another dangerous ball in. Clearly someone wasn't happy with the space our left back was creating and off the ball he took him out, leaving him in a heap on the floor but regrettably this wasn't seen by any of the officials and no action was taken. Still we continued to push, this time down the right where Ferdinando and Griffin combined for the latter to strike at goal but the ball was deflected wide for a corner. Shortly after this Gallagher cut in from the left and although his shot was blocked the ball fell to Ferdinando but his powerful strike was only just beyond the far post. He redeemed himself a few minutes later after Cooper-Smith set him up, but this time his fine effort was met by a brilliant one handed save by Ellaway, down to his left.

When Ferdinando then struck a free kick over the bar after a foul on Hendry it looked as though we were going to have to settle for a 2-1 win but the visitors maybe also sensed this and picked up their efforts to claim a point. The last five minutes were quite nervy for home supporters as we didn't look particularly comfortable in seeing the match out, even with Dean on the field by now for the injured Hendry. Our other substitute Jason Nwachukwu had made a run down the left but in losing possession they broke quickly and Campbell got down the right, cutting in and unleashing a great shot that hit our far post and then went out for a goal kick. It was a reminder that single goal wins will often involve nervy finishes and as we learned at North Greenford recently it can sometimes cost you dearly. Having said that, it is a positive sign that we are still finding ways to win these tight matches and we move up to eighth place in the league as a result.

	History Corner – 13th November

	
90 years ago today we hosted West Norwood in the Amateur Cup. This club had been at the forefront of Amateur football for many years, even playing our West Street forerunners Ewell F.C. in the 1890s. They were one of the first clubs to join the Isthmian League where they had competed at Amateur football’s top table for over a decade. However, times were hard for them and the loss of a ground would ensure a nomadic existence for nearly 20 years before finally folding in 1939. They were demoted from the Isthmian League in 1923 and by the time we met in 1926 they were an Athenian League club, but we still beat them 2-1 with goals from Reg Marlow, who was compiling a club record 65 goals that season, and Wilfred “Bronk” Challis, arguably the best left winger we ever had. The win earned us a home tie against Wimbledon in the final Qualifying round. More about that in a future issue.  

79 years ago today we visited Tilbury for a London League Cup replay. Older supporters will remember regular visits to Tilbury’s St Chad’s Road ground where they still play, but prior to the war they played more or less across the road at the Orient Field. During this period both clubs won almost all their home games in the sequence so following a draw in the First Round we would have been concerned at replaying over there. However, we drew again 3-3 after extra time and by the time the second replay took place (winning 8-1!), it had held the competition up so much that it was continued into the following season with no new competition for 1938/39!

[image: ]60 years ago this week we hosted Erith & Belvedere in a League match (see programme pictured) and destroyed them 8-1. The scorers were like a roll call of top local players as Johnny Bangs scored four times, Dave Hermitage scored twice and Jan Sorensen and Brian Jenkins got the others. We had a very good team this season but a disastrous final week ensured that we ended up with nothing!

51 years ago today we made our first ever visit to Merstham, who played in the same area as they do now, except that the pitch was switched 90 degrees back in the nineties to the view we recognise now. The small stand that is almost behind the goal at the far end was once the main stand, as the ground sat in the middle of a park. Back then of course no one had an inkling that we would be playing there ourselves for two seasons! Times have changed for the Moatsiders who are very much on the up these days, although instead of losing 5-0 to Oxford United as they did last weekend in the First Round of the F.A. Cup, it was a 5-0 win for our boys as we eased past the Surrey Senior League team, incidentally Managed at the time by the aforementioned Johnny Bangs!

34 years ago today we visited Ruislip Manor for a London Senior Cup tie. They were an Athenian League club so we were expected to progress, but it had been a tough first season under new Manager Adrian Hill and although the players were very good, it wasn’t quite happening that season and there were murmurs of relegation battles that fortunately never materialised. Not that I really understood this as a 15 year old enjoying the interest of away games in all these new places. As we cruised into a 3-0 half time lead there were no concerns but with two minutes remaining it was 3-3 and we required a late Steve Hill winner to get through in the end!











	

Abbey Rangers  – History

	

[image: ARFC 2011 Logo]Abbey Rangers Football Club was formed in 1976 to initially promote and provide football for young boys between the ages of 6 through to 16 and taking its name from the historic Chertsey Abbey.

In the initial years Abbey Rangers had a rather nomadic existence having to use various home grounds within Chertsey and Addlestone but as the club grew in size it became clear that the club needed to plant its roots and were able to do so when we established a home on the old Meads school playing fields now known as Addlestone Moor. That ground now accommodates all formats of football from 5 v 5 up to adults.

After years of effort, the club opened up its new clubhouse in 2008, a superb and very welcoming facility partly funded by the Football Foundation. The facility was officially opened by Sir Trevor Brooking on 3rd June 2008.

The club has attained the FA Charter Community Status, and now have a healthy and growing girls and ladies section. The club also prides itself on being one of the leading lights in Surrey at providing disability football.

On the pitch, this team has made good progress over the years. After joining what is now known as the Guildford & Woking Alliance the club made big strides through the divisions and in 2008 we gained promotion to the Surrey County Intermediate League (Western) Division One winning the division at the first attempt and ensuring promotion to the Premier Division. We spent three seasons in the SCILW Premier Division finishing runners up in 2010-11 and 2011-12. After finishing runners up the 2nd time we took our place in the Surrey Elite League where we remained for three seasons finishing 5th, 3rd and 4th and winning the League cup in 2013-14.

The long term plan though for the club was always to reach the Combined Counties League and after extensive work and investment on the ground we were proud to finally be able to achieve that goal and take our place in 2015.

Our first season at this level has seen us make decent strides in the league but the clubs maiden foray in the FA Vase saw us cover some miles in reaching the 2nd Round Proper of that competition, the highlight being a 2-1 win at one of the pre-tournament favourites AFC Portchester. We finally succumbed to Wessex League Premier outfit Newport IOW in extra time.

Our league form improved and an unbeaten run that began at Christmas saw us finish in 3rd place and in doing so gaining promotion to the Combined Counties Premier Division at the first attempt.

This season saw another first for the club as we took our bow in the FA Cup, although it was all over very briefly as we lost 3-0 at Hellenic League Thame United.

Windsor F.C. – History

	

[image: ]Summer 2011 and it’s rather ironic that 100 years of senior football at Stag Meadow should be celebrated by the birth of a brand new club, Windsor FC, which came to be following the sad demise after 118 years of Windsor & Eton FC.  During the final death throes of the previous club it became apparent, following several well attended supporters’ meetings, that the will was there to continue to host a senior football club in Windsor for the community to embrace and, therefore, on February 4th 2011 WFC Football Community Development Ltd was registered with Companies House with the aim of achieving that objective. Founding Director Kevin Stott and a newly-appointed management committee then set about the long and sometimes arduous task of turning that dream into a reality. 

A business plan centred around self-sustainability was formulated and presented to the Football Association which eventually led to acceptance for the new club at level 5 of the non-league system and an allocation to compete in the Premier Division of the Cherry Red Records Combined Counties League for season 2011/12.  Now the new club had been accepted it needed a name and invitations were extended to the people of Windsor to nominate and then vote on the new naming process and thus Windsor FC was born.

Self-sustaining and community are the two key elements behind the ethos of the new setup and the provision of a 3rd generation artificial surface training area/small-sided games pitches at the Great Park end of the ground, when completed, will form the foundations of the self-sustainability module as well as providing a much-needed facility for the community to use.  The other main development thus far on the community side is welcoming on board the 34 teams and over 300 players of New Windsor Youth FC who will now be known as Windsor FC Youth, adopting the club badge and colours and providing a progression pathway from small-sided through to senior football for the youth of the town of Windsor.

One of our other innovative community involvement schemes sees our club mascot ‘Scotty the Stag’ regularly appearing at local school fetes and other events around the town publicising the club as well as supporting the fund raising activities of the club in general.  In his spare time Scotty is becoming a bit of a celebrity taking part in races such as the Mascot Grand National and despite some close finishes is yet to claim his first win but if medals were given for effort then Scotty would be No.1 on the podium just for the amount of money he has raised for various local charities!





Our founding season turned out to be a very exciting one, eventually finishing as runners-up to worthy Champions Guildford City in the League. Several weeks into season 2012/13 a major decision to operate without a budget was taken to free up funds for the regeneration plans at the ground and the management team and all but three of the playing squad left immediately.  Mick Woodham was appointed as our new manager and had two days to get together a squad before our next league game. Despite some heavy defeats early in his tenure as he built a squad of local youngsters the club never lost faith and Mick eventually put together a squad that was to finish a very creditable 6th in the league.

Recognition from the league away from football itself was achieved with a runners-up award for the programme in the Premier Division and FA Groundsman of the Year award for the CCL and this was added to in August 2013 when our groundsman Lewis Clements won the FA Groundsman of the Year Award for the whole of Step 5 and 6 football nationally. This building process continued for season 2013/2014 as players were added to the squad with the emphasis on young local players interspersed with some older experienced heads but whatever happened results wise we continue to enjoy visiting the many friends we made in our first two seasons in the Combined Counties League and hope they all enjoy their visits to Stag Meadow. A sixth place was recorded in the Combined Counties League, with early exits in the FA Cup and the FA Vase.  The highlight of the season was a 3-0 win over Reading Town in the Berks & Bucks Senior Trophy.

In 2014-2015 we again finished a creditable 5th in the Combined Counties League but again suffered early exits in both the FA Cup and FA Vase.  Success did come again in the Berks & Bucks Senior Trophy when we retained the title with a 3-2 extra time win over neighbours Flackwell Heath. 

In 2015-2016 we had a number of changes on the player front and ended up halfway in 12th place in the Combined Counties League. The FA Cup saw us go out at the first time of asking while in the FA Vase we went through 3 rounds before losing to our league champions Hartley Wintney in Round Two.  Our defence of the Berks & Bucks Senior Trophy ended on a very cold icy night when we lost to Newport Pagnell Town in the Quarter Final.

In 2016-2017 we will play in the Cherry Red Records Combined Counties League Premier Division and will have two under 18 teams in the Allied Counties Youth League plus many sides competing in local youth leagues for Windsor FC Youth.

Every Opponent A-Z

	

Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed both of the above examples as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met just once or twice. Enjoy!
Swanley Town: Played 1 - W1 D0 L0 - F2 A0 - PPG - 3.00 - Perfect

We met Swanley Town just the once, back on 31st October 1981 for a London Senior Cup tie. They were a London Spartan League club and we were expected to win comfortably, especially as we were a very good side at the time, having beaten Southern League Thanet United (now Margate) 6-0 in the F.A. Trophy the week before. However, it took two late goals from Les Peck and Tommy Tuite before we were able to scrape through 2-0 in a match that had been switched to West Street. We would then defeat Welling United and Hendon before losing in extra time to the all-conquering Leytonstone / Ilford team that would win four trophies that season. For Swanley Town (no connection to Alma Swanley who were around back then) their time was short and they had disappeared forever within a few years.

Thame United: Played 5 - W1 D0 L4 - F1 A7 - PPG - 0.60 - Awful

Thame United joined the Isthmian League after moving up from the South Midlands League in 1991 as the Isthmians expanded its geographical umbrella. We visited the Windmill Ground on three occasions and never even scored there, losing 1-0, 2-0 and 3-0, the last of these being for an Isthmian League Cup tie. We shared the two home league matches, winning 1-0 on 14th January 1992, with Andy Webster scoring our one goal against them, but the following year they were promotion bound and beat us by the same score. 

We never met again as they reached the Isthmian League Division One. They went down in 1998 but bounced back the following season, also reaching the Semi-Finals of the F.A. Vase that year and remained at a decent level until being moved to the Southern League in the 2004 reorganisations. 

Trouble followed as they were evicted from the Windmill Ground during 2005/06. They finished the season at Aylesbury United’s Buckingham Road ground, being relegated to the Hellenic League at the same time but then Aylesbury themselves were evicted in 2006. Worse was to follow as Thame dropped into Step Six football in 2007 but good news was on the horizon as they were able to move into a new ground in 2011.

Now settled at their new venue they operate back at Step Five in the Hellenic League Premier Division where ironically Aylesbury United now ground share with them!
 
Thames Polytechnic: Held over to next issue

Three Bridges: Played 4 - W3 D0 L1 - F12 A6 - PPG - 2.25 - Fantastic

Maybe because we visited the Jubilee Field for a couple of heavy friendly defeats many years back I had this idea that we didn’t have a great record against the Crawley based Three Bridges. However, pre-season friendlies don’t count in the club records and our record is in fact a healthy one.

We first met on 30th August 1986 in the F.A. Cup at West Street. We had just been relegated from the Isthmian Premier Division and had designs on an immediate return, so expected to brush aside the little Sussex League club who were effectively two divisions below us. However, what we didn’t know was that this team would be Sussex League Champions that season and they beat us 2-1 that 



day. They led at half time but when we equalised, through young defender Matt Elliott’s first ever goal for the club, I thought we would at least hold on for a replay. They had other ideas though and scored a late winner.









We would get revenge in some fashion back in November of 1988 as we met in an F.A. Vase Second Round match at West Street. Even then we trailed at the half, but a Neil Robson equaliser forced extra time where we ran riot; the match ending up 6-2 to us and we went on to reach the Fourth Round that season.

We didn’t meet for nine years until being paired together in the Vase once again, this time at Jubilee Field, where goals from Andy Boxall, former Epsom and Ewell Supporters F.C. player Nick Cawthorne and Steve Smith ensured a 3-1 win after being level at the break.

Since that time they have moved up to the Isthmian League and so by the time of our final meeting in the F.A. Cup on 26th August 2012, we were a division below them and yet again we went behind before a quite brilliant solo goal from Hong Moon lit the fuse. We played really well that day and Ben Hayward scored the winner in the second half to earn a lucrative tie at Bognor Regis Town.
