Salts struggle at home again as CB Hounslow finish deserved winners

By the end of this match, our boys looked extremely dispirited and understandably so. Promoted last season and with a very similar record to Bedfont & Feltham who we defeated heavily just two weeks ago, maybe some people thought this match against CB Hounslow United would be a walk in the park. It certainly wasn't, and by the end a scoreline of 5-1 told its own story as the visitors claimed their first points of the season at the fourth attempt.

Aiming to bounce back from the narrow defeat at Windsor we were forced into a number of changes. Both Elliott Thompson and Matt Ferdinando were unable to recover from their injuries at Stag Meadow with Thompson awaiting an MRI scan on his injured ankle, while Alex McKay joined the absent list along with Dan Dean who was still on holiday. James Taylor moved alongside Craig Hastings with Rhys North coming in at right back, while Reisse Griffin and Tom Neale came into the starting eleven as did Jordan Gallagher at the expense of Rob Hendry who was on the bench.

Despite the rearrangements, we started the match quite well. Neale had a couple of early chances but went for power instead of accuracy and missed the target on both occasions. Taylor headed over the bar from a Sam Robinson corner before the visitors forced Michael Eacott into action with a good low save for a corner but we were back on the attack as Gallagher made tracks down the left and beat his man before laying the ball up for Daryl Cooper-Smith, who was unfortunate to see his goal bound shot from 15 yards deflect for a corner off the knee of a defender.

If this was unfortunate, we were very unlucky when we had a penalty shout turned down in the 12th minute when Cooper-Smith and a CB Hounslow defender both went for the ball in the penalty area. Our man just got a toe to it ahead of the defender, and you could see this by the direction the ball went, before being clattered, but the referee for some reason was unimpressed. Three minutes later and following further Epsom pressure, Matt Farrell struck a shot from the edge of the area that was kept out by Alex Wines, who got down low to his right; turning the ball around the post for a corner, despite appearing to be unsighted at first. A really special save.

Reisse Griffin also appeared to be impeded in the box after 22 minutes following a dangerous Robinson free kick, but after failing to win the earlier penalty you knew that one wouldn't be forthcoming this time as this one was less obvious. Cooper-Smith poked an effort wide from just inside the box but despite all of the pressure to that







point, it was the visitors who then took the lead in the 25th minute. Terence Cariba got in behind our defence and calmly finished off with a low strike just inside Eacott's right hand post. I was informed by people in a better position that Craig Hastings was fouled in the act of clearing the ball, which would explain how Cariba got through so easily.

In that moment the game changed. Our intensity, which had been really good, dropped considerably while the visitors started to play some nice football themselves and there was little more to report on before the interval except a few yellow cards, the first two for Matt Tanton and Tommy O'Neill for the visitors looked extremely harsh.

We were nearly back on terms in the opening seconds of the new half as a Robinson free kick on the edge of the area took a slight deflection and Neale was in on the loose ball but Wines was able to block the effort, securing himself a sore hand in the process. The game began to open up a little and Eacott made a fine full stretch save for a corner from an unmarked header before Cooper-Smith had arguably the best chance of the night, but from a central position just twelve yards out, his powerful effort was straight at the grateful keeper who was able to parry the ball to safety.

This miss was crucial. In the 57th minute we lost the ball in midfield when two players left it for each other and the break down the right was squared for Ronnie Bangato to score easily from close range. Four minutes later we conceded from an own goal. It was hard to see exactly what happened but a long throw was flicked on into the danger area and Eacott got a hand to the ball but whether it went into the net directly from that or off a defender I couldn't say. Either way it was game over and within two minutes it was 4-0 as Cariba smashed a ball into the top corner from just inside the box. It was a great finish but there was, yet again a complete absence of marking. 

Three substitutes joined the fray at this point, which tells you what the Management thought, and it must be said things improved a little from an Epsom perspective. Not that this made any difference to the officiating as a defensive header out for a rare corner was completely missed by both officials, also failing to spot the fact that both teams were walking back to take their positions for the set piece However, by then the damage had already been done and whilst subs Hendry and Adam Heagney had combined well with the latter on his debut finding Neale who guided the ball in from six yards in the 82nd minute, we still let the opposition restore the four goal advantage with an 89th minute goal; Cariba completing his hat trick after some poor defending.

There is really nothing positive to take from this defeat, our third home league defeat in a row dating back to last season and our heaviest since Windsor inflicted a 5-0 defeat in January 2015. Maybe we deserved better for our early first half showing, but we have to perform for the full 90 minutes if we really want to compete with the leaders of this division. On this performance, a lower half finishing position appears more likely.

Bearing in mind that Step Six Gravesham Borough are the only team from Kent that we have beaten since the year 2000, and that Faversham play a level above us in the Ryman League, it was no real surprise that we were knocked out of the F.A. Cup and deservedly so on the balance of the ninety minutes play. However, we were well in this match for a long time and on another day maybe we would have held on to our early lead to earn a home tie against Cray Wanderers.

Following our horror show at home to CB Hounslow United on Tuesday further changes were required. Reisse Griffin had suffered a nasty cut and was unable to make the trip, while both Michael Eacott and Jordan Gallagher found themselves on the bench, although arguably it could have been any of the eleven starters. Rob Hendry and Matt Ferdinando came into the starting line-up, hopefully to provide us with more of an attacking threat while Alistair Turpie came in between the posts.

The first minutes were quite even. The home side, playing in their away kit of gold and black, swept a shot across Turpie's goal while Tom Neale got a shot on target but Will Godmon was well positioned to make the save. The game swung from end to end but on a windy day little of quality was created with exception of the 13th minute when we earned a corner, despite the home team's protestations. Hendry delivered a dangerous set piece which wasn't claimed and the ball bounced in the six yard box until Neale reached it first and his attempt went up into the net, but it wasn't clear that it had crossed the line at first and a defender headed the ball out, but unfortunately for him only succeeded in knocking it against his team mate with the ball rebounding into the net to remove any element of doubt, although it was credited to Neale.

We were playing well at this point. Chasing everything down it was clear that any hangover from Tuesday's match was forgotten and we were making our hosts work for every yard. This didn't stop them from creating chances but apart from one effort that was deflected for a corner by Matt Farrell there was little for Turpie to get concerned about. However, when Neale pulled up on the sideline in the 31st minute with a pulled hamstring our options became limited. Hendry was moved into a more central role with Agi Panayiotou coming in on the left hand side but we were never quite the same after this. 










As the second half commenced it was apparent that we had been against quite a strong wind in the first half and would have it in our favour for the second period. It wasn't exactly end to end but it would surely help us. Daryl Cooper-Smith clearly thought so and when he was put away on the right in the opening seconds he tried a speculative effort from 25 yards which was at the perfect height and not that far wide either. 

However, this was going to be a long half for Epsom supporters, many of whom had made the journey East. The home side started to monopolise possession and it was going to be a matter of hanging on as we were rarely able to release the pressure that was building. A free kick was awarded on the edge of the area but our wall did its job and the danger was cleared. However, when another was awarded in the 65th minute fully thirty yards out, we left enough room for Josh Stanford to ball to be curled around the wall and the wind brought it in enough to get it just inside Turpie's right hand post for the equaliser.

There appeared no way back. We had struggled to create anything of threat since that opening minute of the half and when Ferdinando then limped off our chances became slimmer still. The home side nearly scored another one from thirty yards but the striker had controlled the ball with his hand in the build up. However, our resistance was finally broken in the 76th minute when a cross from the right wing found Kieron Campbell in far too much space and his shot from twelve yards went in off our far post. They nearly made it three a few minutes later when a header from a corner clipped our bar and went out.

We attacked occasionally as time started to run out and Cooper-Smith made a good run down the right but chose to shoot from a narrow angle with players waiting before Sam Robinson and Hendry combined to set the latter up for a strike but it was at a good height for Godmon and he saved our final attempt with ease.

We could complain about injuries today with Matt Tanton becoming our third forced substitution of the afternoon twelve minutes from time, added to the injured Griffin and Elliott Thompson, but the home side had a number of injuries too. Ultimately, the higher level team won through and in very similar circumstances to our previous round where we had been favourites to progress but took time to negotiate an early goal to get through in the end. Good teams find a way to win and despite going behind on a blustery day, they kept calm and found their way through to the next round. Faversham are a good team and look set for a successful season. There was no disgrace in losing to them today.

For us it is now three defeats in a row and back to League business against Abbey Rangers on Tuesday. Hopefully we'll have eleven fit players left to take the field!

We did not play on this date before World War Two.

70 years ago this week we opened up our season with a 5-1 London League win over our local rivals the Post Office Engineers. Don Ralph set a club record still unmatched with four goals on his debut and Ken Holliday scored the other one. 

69 years ago today we departed the London League Cup by three goals to two at West Street against the Royal Naval Depot (Chatham). D.Quinn scored on his debut and the other was scored by local lad and future two-time Manager Fred Chitty. (see programme pictured). [image: ]

33 years ago today we visited Kingfield the home of Woking for a League match. Woking had been relegated the previous season so would present a tough challenge, but the main concern after a torrential downpour was whether the match would even go ahead. Very little of quality occurred in the first half before we conceded early on but goals from Steve Hill and Robin Lewis gave us the win and we would be promoted at the end of the season.

30 years ago today one of our most famous players made his debut. Matt Elliott had been with our club for a couple of seasons in the Youth team and took the field at Boreham Wood’s Broughinge Road for what would become a memorable day. Memorable for nothing happening whatsoever, until Ray Metz put the ball into his own net with four minutes remaining to give the hosts the points. We would go down that season by just one point! 

28 years ago today Carlton Walcott scored a hat trick in a home 3-3 draw with Petersfield United, as they were known back then. This match was one of two home matches played at Walton Road, Molesey as our lights required an upgrade. I do not recall why the lights couldn’t be replaced in the summertime!

10 years ago this week Dale Marvell scored a hat trick in a 4-4 draw at home to Raynes Park Vale at Merland Rise. This remains the last time an Epsom player scored a hat trick but didn’t finish on the winning side!

[image: ARFC 2011 Logo]Abbey Rangers Football Club was formed in 1976 to initially promote and provide football for young boys between the ages of 6 through to 16 and taking its name from the historic Chertsey Abbey.

In the initial years Abbey Rangers had a rather nomadic existence having to use various home grounds within Chertsey and Addlestone but as the club grew in size it became clear that the club needed to plant its roots and were able to do so when we established a home on the old Meads school playing fields now known as Addlestone Moor. That ground now accommodates all formats of football from 5 v 5 up to adults.

After years of effort, the club opened up its new clubhouse in 2008, a superb and very welcoming facility partly funded by the Football Foundation. The facility was officially opened by Sir Trevor Brooking on 3rd June 2008.

The club has attained the FA Charter Community Status, and now have a healthy and growing girls and ladies section. The club also prides itself on being one of the leading lights in Surrey at providing disability football.

On the pitch, this team has made good progress over the years. After joining what is now known as the Guildford & Woking Alliance the club made big strides through the divisions and in 2008 we gained promotion to the Surrey County Intermediate League (Western) Division One winning the division at the first attempt and ensuring promotion to the Premier Division. We spent three seasons in the SCILW Premier Division finishing runners up in 2010-11 and 2011-12. After finishing runners up the 2nd time we took our place in the Surrey Elite League where we remained for three seasons finishing 5th, 3rd and 4th and winning the League cup in 2013-14.

The long term plan though for the club was always to reach the Combined Counties League and after extensive work and investment on the ground we were proud to finally be able to achieve that goal and take our place in 2015.

Our first season at this level has seen us make decent strides in the league but the clubs maiden foray in the FA Vase saw us cover some miles in reaching the 2nd round proper of that competition, the highlight being a 2-1 win at one of the pre-tournament favourites AFC Portchester. We finally succumbed to Wessex League Premier outfit Newport IOW in extra time.

Our league form improved and an unbeaten run that began at Christmas saw us finish in 3rd place and in doing so gaining promotion to the Combined Counties Premier Division at the first attempt.

This season saw another first for the club as we took our bow in the FA Cup, although it was all over very briefly as we lost 3-0 at Hellenic League Thame United.

Matthew Stephen Elliott was born in Roehampton on 1st November 1968 and moved to Epsom at an early age.

He went to Epsom High School and was two years below me. However, he was already playing for the school team at a very early age. He was of course playing kids football under the guidance of his father Alan and came to the attention of his local club, joining our youth team in the very first match of the 1983/84 season against Camberley Town in the F.A. Youth Cup at Krooner Park and had two seasons in the Youth Team also playing for the Reserves at the end of 1985.

For the 1986/87 season he was brought in for his debut by Manager Alan Webb and made his debut on 23rd August 1986 at Broughinge Road, home of Boreham Wood. He would have marked his debut with a clean sheet had fellow defender Ray Metz not inexplicably turned the ball into his own net with just four minutes remaining. We went down that year by a single point, but Elliott learned a lot alongside experienced defender Ray Purvis and in 1987/88 he kept his place, playing alongside Jimmy Richardson, following the departure of Purvis. 

But as the season drew to a close, Charlton Athletic came calling. What I only found out recently was that the contact between the clubs was the Physio at The Valley at the time by the name of Jimmy Hendry! Matt played his final game for us, his 85th on 2nd May 1988 against Flackwell Heath, scoring his eleventh goal for us in a 5-1 win. He went to Charlton for £5,000 where he made just one appearance for them before moving to Torquay United where he marked Wolverhampton Wanderers International striker Steve Bull out of the game in reaching Wembley in the Associate Members Trophy. 

From there he went to Scunthorpe United, also reaching Wembley Stadium in the League playoffs and scoring a penalty in the shootout which they ultimately lost. He then went to Oxford United before Martin O’Neill snapped him up for £1.6 million at Leicester City. 

Matt had great success at Filbert Street, becoming Captain and scoring twice in 2000 to defeat Tranmere Rovers in the League Cup Final. By then he had also played for Scotland through a maternal grandfather and travelled to France for the 1998 World Cup, although he did not get on the pitch.
 
[image: ]A brief spell in Management followed but Matt now works at Leicester City these days as befits a club legend. Although today’s particular milestone may not rank very highly amongst his career highlights, it means that bit more to us and is celebrated today. Thanks for the memories Matt!

St Francis Rangers: Played 1 - W0 D0 L1 - F1 A2 - PPG - 0.00

The Colwell Ground, former home of Sussex League side Ansty Rangers and nowadays home to St Francis Rangers is a picturesque venue with the imposing backdrop of the former Princess Royal Hospital and has impressive views across the county.

Unfortunately that was about the only redeeming feature about our trip there on 1st September 2012, when we dominated for a large part of the game only to lose 2-1 and add the match to our growing file marked “Huge F.A. Vase disappointments”. We went into the match with high hopes after realising that they only got about one point all of the previous season but our keeper Colin Harris was caught out by a long range shot early in the match that dipped viciously and we conceded a second towards the end. A late Charlie Shaw header ensured a frantic last few minutes but we were unable to force extra time.

We have visited them for a friendly at the start of 2014/15, winning 3-2 and had to cancel one the following season when unable to raise a team for the trip. However, St Francis now find themselves in Step Six after another awful season left them well adrift and there are rumours about their future existence. I hope they survive.
 

St Neots Town: Played 1 - W0 D0 L1 - F1 A2 - PPG - 0.00

Just two seasons before playing at St Francis we played another F.A. Vase match but in completely opposite circumstances. Our Fourth Round run the previous season had earned us a bye to the Second Round where we then defeated Bracknell Town 4-0 on a Sunday at our temporary home in Merstham to progress to the Third Round. All we needed was a decent draw to reach the fourth round and gain another exemption when news came out that we had drawn the favourites for the competition, St Neots Town.

St Neots had recently reformed after going bust in the nineties but they had plans on a grand scale. They were top of their League by a street, had their own TV station and separate 3g Astroturf pitch amongst other state of the art fixtures including an enormous television screen in the clubhouse. We hoped that there would be a decent attendance but even that was dashed by a snow postponement on the Saturday and when the game was eventually played on the Tuesday 14th December 2010 it caught many by surprise and of course affected the gate.

They had some big names like former Aston Villa player Stefan Moore in their line-up but young defender Anthony Panayi kept him quiet and when Dave Stevens put us ahead on a frozen Moatside evening you dared to believe. 

Of course it couldn’t last and we hardly saw the ball in the second half, losing 2-1. Oddly enough they didn’t win the Vase though, beaten by a reformed Kings Lynn team that was in the same league as them. Nowadays, they play at Step Three in the Southern Premier League and having been there in recent years, I can confirm that they now have a very impressive set up indeed.



Staines Town: Played 12 - W3 D3 L6 - F13 A19 - PPG - 1.00 - Poor

We have met Staines Town sporadically over the last forty-five years, with a match here and there as we occasionally kept company in the same league as them. Our first meetings came in the 1971/72 season. We were a poor Athenian League Division Two team and they dropped from the division above, but bounced straight back as Champions, losing just once all season while we were bottom of the league for the second time in a row. We lost 3-1 at Wheatsheaf Lane in our first ever meeting on 21st August and 2-1 in the return at West Street on 4th March.

We went up to the Isthmian League Premier Division in 1984 but Staines were demoted for ground reasons. We still met in the Isthmian League Cup Quarter Final on 14th March 1985 at West Street but were defeated 1-0 after extra time on a freezing night by a very special strike, I recall.

When we were relegated in 1986 we met as league equals once again in the First Division. We drew 2-2 at West Street but on 31st January of 1987 produced a great performance to win there 3-0 in our battle against relegation with two goals from the newly rejoined Steve Hill and one from Alex Mair. We still went down though!

Our next meetings came 12 years later in the 1999/00 season again in the Isthmian League Cup, where we held them to a very creditable 1-1 draw at Merland Rise after extra time, in fact we led through Simon Hatton’s great strike for quite some time in that match before a late equaliser forced the extra period. Seven days later on 21st September 1999 we lost the replay 3-0.

This time we only had to wait three seasons before our promotion to Isthmian Division One South where we met in the league again. First though we had to go there in the F.A. Trophy. In a match played at Egham Town as Wheatsheaf Lane was being redeveloped, we trailed before fighting back to equalise through James Hall and Richard Ingham secured a late winner that sent us to Newport County in the next round. Our League meetings came at the end of the season, on 11th March, when we secured a fine 2-2 draw in the first midweek match at the newly improved ground and we followed this with a 1-0 win, courtesy of Simon Huckle on 19th April. Relegation followed the season after this and we lost 2-0 home and away on our way down, with the last match taking place on 24th January 2004.

Since then they have gone from strength to strength and have spent much time in the Conference South, even having time for a decent F.A. Cup run to the second round, aided by former Salt Adrian Toppin. They are now back in the Isthmian League but are clearly intent on returning at the first attempt, as evidenced by their 6-1 win at Met Police ten days ago to open the season.
