[bookmark: _GoBack]Good afternoon! We welcome the players, supporters and officials of Walton & Hersham Football Club, today’s officials and our own regular faces for this important League match.

Our opponents have adapted well to their new surroundings following relegation from the Isthmian League last season. Our results so far have been good as we secured a 1-1 draw there in October before returning from Stompond Lane in January with a 3-1 League Cup Quarter-Final win. However, they are still well placed for a top four finish if any of the teams above them slip up.

We are in a very similar situation, as we currently sit just a point behind today’s opponents who currently occupy fourth place and know that a home win today would be very useful. For those who are not aware, a top four finish would earn us an exemption to the First Round of the F.A. Vase, which may not appear much at first, but around half of the clubs in our division fail to make it through the two qualifying rounds each year and not playing those two matches also provides us with an opportunity to get a couple more league matches played, so it can be very helpful.

Recent results have left us with an outside chance of chasing Westfield down for the second place position that may yet even secure promotion if Hartley Wintney do not get their ground up to Step Four level, so it is important to keep going..

We were last here two weeks ago when we played well, especially in the second half to defeat Westfield 2-1. We then followed this up with a hard fought 1-0 win at Abbey Rangers just two days later, although on Saturday we could only draw 2-2 at Spelthorne Sports. We’ve played better, but I thought we did enough to win, even if we required a late equaliser to even get a point!

On Tuesday we are back here for the visit of Bedfont & Feltham after the match was originally frozen off on 21st January and we then have next Saturday off before visiting Bedfont & Feltham’s ground for a League match against Bedfont Sports the following Wednesday, then retuning here two weeks today for the big test against Champions elect Hartley Wintney.

There have been some bizarre occurrences in the world of football in recent weeks. We will all be aware by now of the “piegate” scandal that has engulfed Sutton United. More recently still we have seen the departure of Claudio Ranieri within 12 months of writing the most incredible football story of the last 25 years. It is at times like this I am thankful that I support a proper non-league club where football is the priority, instead of all the sideshows created by the media and the two clubs concerned, neither of which come out with any credit for their actions, in my opinion.

Five in a row for Salts

[image: ]For the second match in a row both Daryl Cooper-Smith and Matt Ferdinando scored to earn us all three points in a League match, but if they were handing out prizes for achievement all eleven players would deserve one as we produced another great all round team performance to beat  one of the best clubs in the League and extend our run to five straight wins in the process.

In what was the first ever home match to take place on this day in the club's entire history our Management and players were keen to gain a measure of revenge for their comprehensive 2-1 defeat at Woking Park in September. With former Salt James Cottee also added to their ranks along with in form striker Max Blackmore this was always going to be a challenge, but we were going into the match in good form of our own so were well up for it.

It was nice to see some more of our players were available again after we were badly short against CB Hounslow United on Tuesday and our defence looked more like it had done previously this season with James Taylor coming in alongside Captain Dan Dean and with Matt Tanton back on the left.

We started well, forcing three consecutive corners in the opening ten minutes but the visitors weathered the storm. However, we took the lead in the 12th minute when a weak defensive header fell straight to Cooper-Smith nearly thirty yards out and he smashed the ball over Gary Ross in the Westfield goal and just under the bar to register a candidate for the goal of the season award. It also happened to be his 30th goal of the season and his 50th for the club in just his 71st appearance, a tremendous achievement.

The opposition responded quickly and were almost on level terms within thirty seconds but Michael Eacott was out quickly to make a low save and big Mike had to make another one shortly afterwards, this time as a result of a poor clearance of his own! The remainder of the first half followed a similar pattern as Westfield spent much of the period attacking and with us playing on the counter. It was working fairly well, although Eacott had needed to make a couple of further saves as we reached the half hour mark. 

An error in controlling the ball Dean forced him into conceding a free kick and inevitable yellow card and from the delivery a header was sent in on goal but the ball







was volleyed away to safety by Taylor. However, just when it looked like we would go in to the break holding the narrow lead a miscommunication between Matt Farrell and Jordan Gallagher resulted in the latter giving the ball straight to Cottee and he struck the ball into the net from 20 yards, giving Eacott no chance whatsoever.

Although we had done well to this point, we knew we would need to improve further if we were to take anything out of this match as the visitors had the momentum and had bossed the majority of the first forty five minutes. They continued to attack and missed the target from a near post corner before Karle Carder-Andrews broke through on the right but dragged his shot across the face of goal.

However, the pattern of the game was about to change. A good run by Adam Heagney set up Ferdinando who laid the ball back to Cooper-Smith who let fly with an extremely powerful shot from 25 yards. Although the shot was straight at Ross, he was unable to hold on to it and Farrell was unfortunate to incur a foul just as he was closing in on the loose ball. On 65 minutes we had a good opportunity as Ferdinando won a header which Reisse Griffin, resuming his regular position on the right wing, was able to run onto, but his attempt to lob Ross was not quite high enough to get over him. 

We continued to attack though and in the 71st minute we scored what proved to be the winner. Ferdinando started and finished the move, setting up Griffin for a low right wing cross that was just behind Cooper-Smith but he did enough to make it difficult for the defender to clear the ball and Ferdinando pounced on it, driving it in to the bottom corner from ten yards out.

We managed to keep Westfield at arm's length for the remainder of the match. There was a scare when a Westfield attacker fell under a Tanton challenge just outside the box but after consultation with his Assistant, the Referee awarded the free kick the other way for a dive. It was indicative of the confident, unfussy and communicative display we were seeing from the man in black who surely will be promoted with further performances like this.

And although promotion is probably still beyond us, we knew that we needed a win to stand any chance whatsoever of catching Westfield for second place and even then that is only relevant if Champions elect Hartley Wintney fail to get their ground up to the required standard. Still, we closed the gap to three points and the possibility remains for now.

Also a possibility if the two Semi-Finals work out as they should on paper, would be a League Cup Final against Westfield. If that happens we will know that they are beatable now.  It would make for a cracking final but we'll worry about that if we can negotiate the Semi-Final against Windsor. For now we have to recover quickly before a tricky trip to Abbey Rangers on Monday evening, hoping to extend our winning run still further.

Hard earned win at the Moor keeps Epsom on track

Dan Dean's first goal of the season early in the second half was sufficient to separate two hard working and fully committed teams on our first ever visit to Addlestone Moor. Make no mistake [image: ]though, this was a very close match and some would not agree that we had done quite enough to win on the night. This is no criticism of our players. It was just that Abbey gave a fine display too and will probably consider themselves aggrieved that they didn't come away with a point.

With a quick two day turnaround following our win over Westfield, we only made one change with Jason Nwachukwu coming in for the injured Matt Ferdinando. On an extremely wide pitch, surely the largest in the League, it was strange to see neither side using the flanks quite as much as I thought they would, with much of the play being in the middle of the park, where it was extremely combative.

We had a couple of opportunities in the opening ten minutes though with Reisse Griffin prominent in the early exchanges. His whipped cross was just inches too far ahead of Matt Farrell who could only get the faintest of touches to the ball with his head, but in the 8th minute, Griffin sent a fine volley towards goal from an angle, although Liam Stone in the Abbey net was able to react well to turn the ball over the bar for a corner.

The visitors responded with a deep free kick to the far post, but it was headed clear while a minute after this Farrell was unable to direct another header on target from Jordan Gallagher's cross and the ball sailed over the bar.

We had our first moment of controversy in the 24th minute when Gallagher beat his man, James Shannon, who then promptly tugged his shirt to pull him back. You don't get many clearer yellow cards than this but for some reason, and despite obviously seeing the incident, the referee decided that no card was necessary. 

Michael Eacott had to be down quickly to cut out a low right ring cross before another delivery from the same area was headed over our bar. There was an interesting battle going on between Patrik Ruzicka, who had scored a hat trick against us in our last meeting, against Matt Tanton and our man did well over there to keep him fairly quiet.

We were back on the attack soon after and Daryl Cooper-Smith drove the ball just wide of Stone's left hand post from outside the penalty area. Within a minute Griffin had done similar, this time with the ball just missing the right hand post. Then a few minutes after that Farrell appeared to be taken out from behind. This time a card was issued but incredibly it was in Farrell's direction apparently for something he said. It's good to see that the referee had his priorities right!

The game restarted for the second period with our boys just looking the better of the two teams. James Taylor won us a corner although this was cleared, and we had another worrying situation







when there was a foul in the middle of the field but the Abbey player got through anyway and his low shot was saved by Eacott. Despite having a free unimpeded shot at goal, the referee then pulled the game back for an Abbey free kick. I was starting to get concerned that we were going to lose the match because of something controversial that was beyond our control, but our players stepped up a gear and nearly scored in the 52nd minute when a clever pass from Cooper-Smith set Nwachukwu through on goal, but from ten yards out Stone got a foot to his low shot and the ball was diverted agonisingly wide of his right hand post for another corner.

In the 54th minute we had another moment of controversy when Farrell was bundled over by Shannon out on the left flank which finally earned him a yellow card. However, had he received his earlier one they would have been down to ten men with this offence. In fact, for the first time in four meetings between the teams we wouldn't see a red card tonight. Instead we exacted maximum revenge a minute later when Gallagher delivered a low ball in to Cooper-Smith at the near post, but he completely fooled those around him by dummying the ball through his legs and Dean was first to the ball to force it in at the far post, just ahead of a defender.

The home side responded well and Eacott was forced into a low save within a minute. Their central midfielder Paul Hodges was having a great game and he was at the heart of many Abbey attacks. They nearly got through on the hour mark but Dean made a perfectly timed challenge to clear the danger. In response Gallagher had a good run on the left and twisted and turned his opponents but got too close to their near post and the danger was cleared, breaking at pace and requiring Eacott to make another low save with his feet.

A quick free kick then caught us out with quarter of an hour remaining but we recovered to concede a corner. However, we were being pushed back and Gallagher conceded a yellow card for a foul which stopped a break by Shannon on their right wing, and was probably the right decision, although Abbey's Tom Bentley could and should have been in trouble for running over to Gallagher and pushing him away right in front of the referee. They then had a shot from the edge of the area that was completely sliced out to Ruzicka on the right who was able to put in a good cross but it was headed over. This was probably their best chance of the evening, looking back.

We had a scare when Eacott dropped a routine cross but fortunately was able to react to gather the ball before his opponent could get there and with just three minutes remaining Hodges beat a couple of men with a mazy run but drilled his shot just wide of the joint of our goal. It was getting tense out there, although Abbey were taking risks by this stage and Griffin intercepted the ball in a dangerous area, but with Gallagher waiting in acres of space to his side he went for goal from just inside the area and admittedly, didn't miss the far post by very much. Despite only two substitutions in the half and no injuries we had to wait for over four minutes before the final whistle went, which confirmed our sixth win in a row. 

Every single one of these wins has required us to dig deep, but the rewards of our work can be seen by looking at the League table. We are now level on points with Westfield and just two behind Hanworth Villa, and in the Semi-Final of the League Cup. What looked like an average season is shaping up to be quite a good one, and whilst there will always be a degree of disappointment about Abbey ending our Vase run, we have won the other three meetings against a team that will surely be a challenger in the seasons to come. Maybe Deano's goal will turn out to be a hugely significant one. Time will tell.

Walton & Hersham F.C. – History

	

[image: ]Walton-on-Thames F.C. was formed in 1895, and in 1945, following World War II, amalgamated with Hersham F.C. to form Walton & Hersham F.C., the present club.

The united club immediately joined the newly formed Corinthian League and followed a poor first season with a hat-trick of Championships and a runners-up position.

They also won the Surrey Senior Cup for the first time in 1947-48, beating Isthmian League neighbours Kingstonian 2-1 at Crystal Palace.

Election to the Athenian League soon followed and in their first season, 1950-51, Swans finished runners-up and again won the Surrey Senior Cup at Palace, defeating the much vaunted Dulwich Hamlet 2-1.

Great days, big crowds

These were halcyon days for the Stompond Lane side and the Amateur Cup Semi-Final was reached in successive seasons, 1951-52 and 1952-53, only for Swans to go out to Walthamstow Avenue and Harwich & Parkeston respectively.

During this period the club enjoyed a tremendous following, and a record crowd of 10,000 were at the Lane in 1952 when the famous Crook Town were the visitors for an Amateur Cup tie. Stars of this era included Swans’ most famous player, England and Great Britain Olympic defender C.R. ‘Jack’ Neale, and the prolific Reg Sentance, still the club’s all-time top scorer.

Some lean years followed, although the F.A. Cup First Round was reached for the first time in 1957-58, Southampton winning 6-1 before 6,000 people at Stompond Lane. Don Stoker’s popular sides of the early 1960’s brought cup fever back to the Lane and there were fine runs again in the Amateur Cup. 

Two late goals by the prolific and popular (former Epsom player) Brian Jenkins beat the star-studded Wimbledon side in the Surrey Senior Cup Final of 1960-61, and the trophy was retained against Sutton United the following season.

After several years of mid-table respectability the appointment of Allen Batsford as manager in 1967 heralded the beginning of the most successful period in the club’s history. At the end of his first season, a superb victory over a powerful Wimbledon side in the two legged Final secured the Premier Midweek Floodlit League title, the first of three, followed a year later by the winning of the Athenian League championship for the first time.

The FA Cup First Round Proper was again reached in the following two seasons, only for Swans to lose to Barnet 1-0 in 1969-70 and Telford United 5-2 in 1970-71, both games being played at the Lane. The runners-up spot in the League was achieved in both those campaigns and the Surrey Senior Cup came back to Stompond Lane in 1970-71, Woking being defeated 3-0 in the Final.

Election to the Isthmian ranks followed, with third place attained in the first season, 1971-72.

Wembley at last

Then followed the most memorable season in the club’s history, 1972-73. The F.A. Cup First Round barrier was overcome for the first time with Exeter City being defeated 2-1 amid tremendous excitement at the Lane, only for visitors Margate to win by the only goal in the








Second Round.


Kingstonian were beaten 2-0 in the Surrey Senior Cup Final and the runners-up spot achieved in the League. Then on the 14th of April 1973 the ultimate prize was gained at Wembley when 41,000 people saw a last-minute Roger Connell goal against Slough Town bring the FA Amateur Cup to Stompond Lane, the trophy being won without a goal being conceded, a record never to be equalled. Additionally, Dave Bassett, Willie Smith and Connell also had the honour of playing for the England Amateur side.

The following season Brian Clough brought his Brighton & Hove Albion side to Stompond Lane in the F.A. Cup First Round, and following a goalless draw, Swans pulled off a sensational result in the replay at The Goldstone Ground, a Clive Foskett hat-trick included in a 4-0 win. Sadly, when Batsford left for Wimbledon the following season the fine team broke up, the crowds drifted away, and relegation soon followed in 1975.

The FA Cup First Round was surprisingly reached in 1975-76, and a young side put on a battling performance at Selhurst Park against Malcolm Allison’s Crystal Palace, only going down 1-0 to a late goal.

Barren years followed, with the club several times being close to extinction. In the mid 1980’s the club was proud to have Sir Stanley Matthews as President, but sides flattered to deceive and only a draw in the final game of the 1986-87 season prevented relegation to Division Two.

Promotion

After 20 years out of the top-flight, a young side under Neil Price at last gained promotion in 1993-94, and the following season the First Round Proper of the FA Cup was again reached, Swansea City winning 2-0 at the Lane. However Swans’ Centenary celebrations were spoilt by relegation after only two seasons back in the Premier.

Under the management of Laurie Craker the team ensured the stay in Division One was as brief as possible, promotion being gained on the last day of the campaign. After a creditable first season back in the Premier Division it again proved to be a struggle to remain there, and at the end of the 1999-2000 season Swans finished in bottom spot and relegation again became a reality.

Swans had to wait until the 2004-05 season before more success came to Stompond Lane after long-serving player Alan Dowson took over as manager in October. After defeat in his first match in charge, Dowson led the team to a record breaking 13 match winning sequence, fine runs in the F.A. Trophy and League Cup, and promotion as runners-up in the Ryman League Division One.

The Surrey Senior Cup Final was reached for the first time in 31 years, the Swans only losing a thrilling game against AFC Wimbledon 2-1 after extra-time before close to 4,000 people at Woking.

After a creditable first season back in the Premier Division a poor start to 2006-07 led to Dowson’s early resignation and eventual relegation yet again.

Since then Swans remained in Division One, facing relegation fights on several occasions, until 2015-16, when a third from bottom finish finally saw them go down.

After a 45 year unbroken stay in the Isthmian League Swans now will now play the 2016-17 season in the Combined Counties League.

	History Corner - 4th March

	
90 years ago this week Reg Marlow was back to his scoring best again but he wasn’t the only one! It was just as well they didn’t give out match balls for hat tricks back then, as Freddie Behn also joined Marlow with three goals this day. The opposition were a midtable team and there were far worse clubs out there that season, but our 10-0 win at West Street came on the back of our 8-0 League win over there in the January of 1927. The other goals came from Fred Watts, Jack Parr, Ernest Olley and a George Mackesy penalty and we would be celebrating a Surrey Senior League and Cup double by the end of the season.

84 years ago today & 78 years ago today we made a couple of visits to Bostall Heath’s Wickham Street ground. For those of you who have not heard of them, which is probably quite a few of you, they were London League opponents from 1927/28 until the Second World War and they played in Welling, not a huge distance away from where Welling United now compete at Park View Road, although there is absolutely no connection between the teams.

The Heathens were not regular league title challengers with a high point of third place and in every one of the twelve seasons that we competed, we would finish higher than them. We drew there on this day in 1933, requiring a second half equaliser after we had trailed 3-2 at the break, while our 4-1 win in 1939 was far more comfortable, effectively winning the match in the first half when we turned around 3-0 up.

By this time the club knew that this season would be their last in the London League as they were losing their ground for housing and they never started the 1939/40 season. I am not aware of when the ground was built on, as any development must surely have been delayed by the onset of World War Two, but the club never rejoined the London League when the war ended, along with other famous non-league clubs like Nunhead, West Norwood and the London Caledonians.

[image: ]28 years ago today we visited The Warren, home of Yeading F.C. and it was goalless at half time, although the hosts had missed a penalty in the first period. We appeared to take full advantage as goals from Paul Andrews and Brian Perkins had us 2-0 up with just 18 minutes remaining, yet somehow we contrived to lose the match 3-2! Two further penalties were given against us which didn’t help. To my knowledge I can think of only two other matches where three penalties were awarded against us, one at Chertsey in a 2-2 draw and the other at home to Crowborough Athletic in a 7-1 F.A. Cup defeat at Merland Rise in 2007.

14 years ago today we made our first ever visit to Imperial Fields, the new home of Tooting & Mitcham, for a League match (see programme pictured). Actually that’s strictly untrue as we all turned up there on 7th January, only to suffer a late postponement, but when the match finally took place it was a cracker. We trailed to a long range strike before equalising when Kevin Webb drove a shot past former Epsom keeper and future Assistant Manager Tony Webb. We went behind again but recovered when Webb forced in Jamie Buckley’s cross and then Joel Rogers scored right on half time after Richard Ingham’s shot had been saved. Incredibly we then conceded a third goal from distance and four minutes from time had Kevin Webb sent off for retaliation, but as the home team pressed for a winner we got it on the counter attack when Simon Huckle’s shot was blocked and Ingham was there to tuck away the loose ball in injury time to win it 4-3!

	A summary of matches against Walton & Hersham

	
Epsom Town score one of their goals in the 8-0 win over Walton on 2nd October 1926

[image: 1926 Oct v Walton - Epsom scoring]These two teams have recently passed their fiftieth meeting, but our first came on the 22nd November 1924 at Walton’s old ground in Mount Felix, which was situated nearer the town centre of Walton than their current ground. On that day the game was drawn 2-2 but Epsom Town were to have the upper hand in early matches between the teams, including a 5-0 win on 20th February 1926, and then an 8-0 win on 2nd October 1926, both games being played at West Street. The photo (above) shows the Blues scoring one of their eight in the lower goal that day. In six Surrey Senior League matches to 1926/27, we won four and drew two.

We did not meet again until 1937/38 season, when we won twice at West Street, once by 3-1 in the F.A.Cup and the other by two clear goals in a London League match, with the return game at Stompond Lane finishing 2-2.

However, this run was about to end. In 1938/39 the two teams met three times in sixteen days, with Walton winning for the first time 2-1 at home, and although Epsom returned the favour with a 5-3 win at West Street (see programme pictured across page) there was another more important match to come. On 22nd April 1939 the London League Cup Final was held at Stompond Lane, and goals after 40 and 55 minutes sent the trophy to our opponents in a game described as “flat as dishwater” by our local papers, who obviously took the defeat well!  

Our only connection with Hersham was a wartime one, with Epsom Town, who used our ground from 1939/45 defeated them 4-2 and 5-0 in 1939/40. Epsom won the Surrey Combination that season with Walton second, and both teams moved to the South Eastern Combination for 1940/41 while Hersham closed down, only to return in 1945 as part of the newly merged Walton & Hersham. 

The boot was firmly on the other foot now as Walton, under future Manager Bill Kennedy won the








Corinthian League three times in a row in the late forties. They also defeated our boys 9-1 in the London Senior Cup in 1945 and even their London League team, effectively their Reserves, defeated us 7-3 that year although we won the home League game 5-3 (see programme left).

[image: Epsom v Walton 1939 LL][image: Epsom v Walton LL front 1939][image: Programme 1946 Epsom v Walton+H]In January of 1949 we were defeated 5-0 in the Surrey Senior Cup, but joined them in the Corinthian League the following season.  We technically stopped them from making it four straight titles as we beat them 3-2 at West Street in August 1949, and although they returned the favour in March 1950 (see programme overleaf) by five clear goals, they missed the title by a point from Hounslow.  

With their star in the ascendancy for quite a while, we did not meet again until






1977 when they won a replayed F.A.Cup match 2-1 at West Street, but Epsom & Ewell, as we were known by then, were on their way up to the Isthmian Division One where the Swans were now languishing. Over the next six seasons to 1984 and we would meet seventeen times, twelve of these in the League, (winning seven of them) and five in various Cups, including the Southern Combination Cup Final of 1982/83, which was held over, but eventually won by Walton & Hersham on penalties after a 1-1 draw in the August of 1983 (programme - below).  

Our promotion to the Premier Division of the Isthmian League kept us apart for two seasons, and results were shared when we returned to Division One for 1986/87, although our second relegation meant that we would meet only sporadically over the next decade, winning three Southern Combination Cup ties and a Surrey Senior Cup match, but losing an F.A.Cup game 5-1 at West Street in 1991.[image: Programme 1983 v Walton & H SCC F][image: Programme 1950 Walton+H v Epsom]

In 2002 we were briefly back up at Isthmian League Division One South level, and we drew 0-0 at Stompond Lane, winning the home League match 1-0, but in our horrible relegation season of 2003/04, we lost 3-0 at home, and embarrassingly 8-0 away in a match badly affected by the early sending off of our keeper Dave Hyatt, which remains our worst defeat since 1968 when we conceded ten at Lewes. 

We then met in a Surrey Senior Cup tie in January 2010 where we trailed early, but aided by two stunning goals from Jamie Hatfield we led 4-1 at the half. However, a second half collapse left us level at 4-4 and we lost 5-4in extra time.

Until this season that had been our last meeting, but we marked the 50th match between the clubs with a 1-1 draw at Stompond Lane in October with Alex McKay putting us ahead. Of course, in our recent meeting in January he put Walton and Hersham ahead with an own goal, but we recovered to win 3-1. Another win here today will give us a top four position again, so here’s hoping!

Every Opponent A-Z

	

[image: Richard]Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed both of the above examples as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met just once or twice. Enjoy!


VCD Athletic: Played 2 - W1 D1 L0 - F6 A4 - PPG - 2.00 - Very Good

Vickers Crayford Dartford, to give them their full name are a Kent based works team with no connection to Vickers / Vickers Armstrong who were Weybridge based, although both worked in the aircraft parts industry. This club was founded long after the other had folded, starting as recently as 1998. We met them just twice when drawn together in the 2000/01 F.A. Cup First Qualifying Round. 

Their ground was being upgraded at the time, so we met at their temporary ground share which was at Thamesmead Town, and a fantastic match ensued. After trailing for much of it we edged ahead 4-3 and looked to have it won, only for a long range wonder strike to secure a 4-4 draw for the home team. Andy Nimmo had scored a hat trick in that match and he would score both goals on the Monday night replay at Merland Rise as we won 2-0 to earn a trip to Horsham in the next round, where the run ended.

VCD returned to their ground at Old Road in Crayford a year or two later and in 2009 were able to earn a place in the Isthmian League but dropped straight out after a season, returning to the Kent League. They bounced back in 2012/13 and won Division One North the following season, even spending the next two terms in the Premier Division at Step Three. Nowadays their neat and tidy ground hosts Step Four football in the North Division once again, despite being based south of the River Thames. I hope they have discounted tickets for the Dartford crossing!

Vickers / Vickers Armstrong: Played 6 - W5 D0 L1 - F36 A9 - PPG - 2.50 - Fantastic

These clubs were the same, but with a name change in 1939/40. We first met at Intermediate level in 1923/24 when we had a lot of hassle from them in the Surrey Intermediate Cup Quarter-Final. We originally drew 2-2 with them in the January at Kings Head Lane, Byfleet after being reduced to ten men through injury. In fact it could have been better as Vickers scored a late equaliser. However we declined to play extra time as it was nearly 5pm so was probably already past sunset and a replay was arranged.

However, later in the week and despite sending their player names to us for the replay and programme, they protested on the basis that extra time hadn’t been played, so the replay had to be delayed, despite our club having already produced programmes and advert posters. So the match was postponed and scheduled for 9th February, moving our big League match with the Dulwich Hamlet Strollers back too, but the protest date was then advised for the 12th February so we had two wasted Saturdays before the Surrey F.A. decided we would go back to their place for the replay, where we promptly destroyed them 6-1, although lost in the Semi-Final to Redhill.

In 1926/27 we met them again after they had been elected to the Surrey Senior League, but this was our stellar year, winning the League and Cup and we again dominated proceedings. That is, once we had finally played them. We were due to host them on 9th April but they then contacted the club at 11.30 in the morning to say that they couldn’t raise a side, leading to a postponement,







again, too late to let everyone know in those pre-internet days.

Vickers then fielded a Reserve team in a fixture against Egham that afternoon, so we claimed costs from them. It’s fair to say that the two clubs probably didn’t get on! Vickers were then “ordered” by the Surrey Senior League to turn up for the next fixture at Epsom and were promptly thrashed 7-2 at West Street on 23rd April and then 8-0 in Byfleet on Wednesday 2nd May.

We met twice more under the amended name, although it should be pointed out that we had also changed names by then from Epsom Town to Epsom F.C. and we defeated them 5-0 at home in a London League match, although slipped up in the return by five goals to four in February 1946.

They then spent a few years in the Metropolitan League in the early fifties, but we met them twice more in consecutive seasons in Amateur Cup ties. By now they were again known simply as Vickers and had rejoined the Surrey Senior League in 1957. We won 7-0 in Byfleet in September 1957 and 5-2 at West Street in September 1958.

They remained in the Surrey Senior League until 1964 when they resigned and I have no further trace of them after this point, as is often the case with works clubs.

Virginia Water: Played 6 - W4 D1 L1 - F12 A5 - PPG - 2.17 - Very Good

Virginia Water are a club we have only played briefly, like the others in this week’s segment. However, they do hold a prominent place for a couple of reasons.

We first met on our demotion to the Surrey Senior League in 1973, although our two League matches were not played until April and May of 1974. We won 2-0 at West Street, thanks to a pair of second half goals from Dave Ritman but were held 1-1 in the return on our first visit to The Timbers in Crown Road on Tuesday 7th May.

[image: ]In 1974/75 we would meet them three times. The first meeting in our tremendous Vase Final season was straight forward enough as we won 3-1 over there but the goal conceded was the only one we would let in during our opening seven matches of the season, during which time we had scored 26 of our own! 

Worse was to come as they defeated us 2-0 at West Street on Saturday 30th November 1974 (see programme) to hand us our only League defeat of the season. The only other points we would drop all season were in a pair of late season draws with Malden Town. We got revenge on Wednesday 23rd April at Fetcham Grove, Leatherhead F.C. in the League Cup Final when 600 spectators watched us win 3-1. We didn’t concede many that year, yet they scored in all three matches against us!

Our final meeting came in a Southern Combination Cup tie where we were drawn away, but as they didn’t have floodlights for this midweek competition, we met at Krooner Park, home of Camberley Town, and this time we did register a clean sheet with a 3-0 win on Tuesday 2nd November 1976, thanks to a pair from Tommy Tuite and one from Gary Lee. 

Times have been lean for Virginia Water who have been in and out of the Surrey Senior League since then, with a regular spell ending in 1987 and one final season in 1993/94. They are rumoured to be making a return to the Combined Counties League next season as they are fourth in the Surrey Elite but with many games in hand. Maybe after all this time we will be at The Timbers in a League Cup tie next year!

Spelthorne Sports 2-2 Epsom & Ewell 
Combined Counties League  -  Premier Division - Saturday 25th February 2017



Entertaining but frustrating contest ends all square at the Sports Club

[image: ]An 87th minute equaliser from Dan Dean ensured that we avoided defeat at Spelthorne Sports, although it probably feels to most Epsom players and supporters that we had dropped two points in this match. Ironically, the home side may well be happier with the result, having taken their first ever League point against us in six attempts, not to mention ending our six match winning run in a contest where both teams played their part, but on the balance of play we were left to regret missed opportunities that could have made this a more comfortable afternoon's work.

Although Manager Glyn Mandeville was absent, Assistant Manager Matt Smith took the reins and he named an unchanged starting eleven from the team that had played so well at Abbey Rangers on Monday. We made a good start, earning a penalty inside four minutes. Unfortunately, this is the point when I have to start referring to the official in charge. He had played well for the first three minutes, but when the home keeper William Price dropped an Agi Panayiotou free kick, the ball fell to James Taylor who was then tackled, rugby style with both hands around his waist, clearly preventing him from getting a shot at goal from ten yards out. A quite obvious penalty. However, the laws have been changed this year to make it clear that the offence that earns the red card is when someone has prevented a goal scoring opportunity and that pushing, pulling or handballs would still attract the same punishment. It was never about whether there were other men around and Price should have received a red card for this. Typically, he then saved Matt Farrell's penalty, although he was well off his line by the time Farrell struck it.

Ten minutes later we should have had another penalty when Daryl Cooper-Smith had a defender all over him, pulling away at his shirt but this was either missed or ignored. We then trailed in the 16th minute when the home side made their first venture out of their half and floated a good ball over the back of Adam Heagney to their front man Lee Staples. He had pulled away well but his control let him down a bit and the ball looked like it would get away from him. However, he then won the 50/50 tackle with Taylor and then curled the ball beyond Michael Eacott into the far bottom corner. This was harsh on our boys but we responded well and Cooper-Smith drilled Reisse Griffin's lay off just wide of Price's right hand post from the edge of the area. however, we nearly conceded again when Heagney tried to see the ball out but a striker kept the ball in play and sent his pass to the far post, where the shot came in, although Eacott made a comfortable save.

Football is a strange game. We were just beginning to look as though we had lost our way a bit when we equalised. What appeared to be a poor ball forward from Dean was miscontrolled by the defender and Jason Nwachukwu pinched the ball off him, running at goal and putting Cooper-Smith through, from where he drew the keeper before lifting it over him for the equaliser in the 35th minute. As the half ended Dean met a Jordan Gallagher corner with a looping header which just dropped over the bar. As the players trooped off it was concerning that we had only played 45 seconds over time as the referee's lectures had taken nearly three minutes out of the half. If there genuinely is a need to have a word with players then fair enough, but the watch must surely be stopped in these circumstances.

With the majority of the wind on a gusty day being behind us, we started the second half well. Cooper-Smith was put through by a Nwachukwu header but he was a little wide and his attempted flick across goal with the outside of his foot was cut out by Price. He was the recipient of a fine long ball from Heagney shortly after this but again was in a similar position to the previous situation and this time went for the near post, missing it by less than a foot and sending the ball into the side netting.









Still we had to be on our guard and a good ball over our defence put their striker through, but Eacott stood up well and deflected the shot wide for a corner that we cleared. The game became a little stretched for a while and took a nasty turn when Gallagher was taken out on the left touchline long after he had delivered his cross. The referee completely missed the incident in question. As a result it was intensely frustrating to see the same thing happen just two minutes later with Gallagher receiving a stud injury to his knee. He then went to show the referee the stud mark and was booked for his trouble. A more idiotic decision I have not come across in recent years, and it transpired after the match that the booking was for simulation!! Apart from this ludicrous assertion, if you were going to book someone, you would go over straight away once the ball was out of play and do so. You don't wait two minutes while our player is lying there, then eventually gets up and wanders over to the referee before doing so. He clearly did not see the incident which was bad enough, but to then try to cover himself in this way was embarrassing!

Despite this, Gallagher limped on for a while and a few minutes later was able to join in an attack when Griffin set him up for a low shot which was well saved by the diving Price and then headed away for a corner by a nearby defender. Ferdinando came on for Nwachukwu but we were behind again in the 74th minute. Griffin lost the ball out on the touchline and tried to bring his man down, but for the first time in the match the advantage rule was played and Spelthorne spread their attack from left to right. A cross was flicked on and met with a stylish volley of a dropping ball from Tommy Mooney that gave Eacott no chance from just inside the area.

This was serious. With just 15 minutes remaining we would need something special. We nearly went three - one behind with a shot that was dragged just beyond our far post but then started to attack solidly for the remainder of the game. Rob Hendry replaced Griffin but within a minute we had picked up two more bookings, the first for Ferdinando who reacted badly to a challenge that was considered a foul and then moments later Farrell picked up a yellow card too after approaching the referee. You might have thought this was for dissent, but it transpired that it was for persistent foul play, despite our man not being directly involved in the attack that had ended with Ferdinando's foul, and the fact that play hadn't even restarted. The well known referee Mark Halsey wrote recently that a good referee doesn't go looking for trouble. This fella brought his map and compass!

We then saw a home player pick up a harsh booking for a foul on Farrell which definitely appeared to fall in the "evening it up" category, but simply wasted more of our time as we pressed for the win. We then had a few minutes of injury time after a poor defensive header put a Spelthorne player through but as he took the ball around the exposed Eacott, Dean made the firm but fair challenge, leaving him requiring treatment.

As time was running out a clipped cross in from Hendry was headed back by Ferdinando to Farrell but his volley was just wide of the keeper's left hand post. However, we then earned a corner in the 87th minute and after retrieving the ball that had been kicked away by the defender, obviously with no punishment given, Panayiotou's delivery enabled Dean to get there just ahead of the keeper and he nodded the ball in from around six yards.

As we went into injury time we had two great chances to seal the match, and I really thought we had won it when Ferdinando cut the ball back for Cooper-Smith in time and space just ten yards out, but his shot was brilliantly deflected over the bar by Price, who probably didn't know which part of him the ball was going to hit but deserved credit for getting out quickly. We then had another attack with some good play around the edge of the box and  the opportunity fell to Gallagher on the right hand side but his shot went just beyond the far post.

On another day we would have won this match at a canter but difficult as it may be, we have to keep our heads a little better and not become distracted by the things they can't control. There were poor decisions for both teams, always a sign that the officiating was poor, but we need to be rising above it. With exception of the red card situation for the early penalty, none of the decisions were key to costing either team the match, but it was like a circus out there at times with one person clearly wanting to be the ringmaster, although another performer often seen at a circus was a more appropriate description.

I really wanted the story of this match to be about how two fully committed teams gave everything out there and produced a fantastic match for the neutral and was well refereed. Two out of three isn't bad though and as we move on to the home match against Walton & Hersham on Saturday we just need to be thankful that no players received serious injury out there. Seven days after a wonderful refereeing performance I have to report that the best official on the field in this match was the replacement Assistant, who I believe was the Spelthorne Chairman, filling in for an absent Assistant.
