Good evening! We welcome the players, supporters and officials of Windsor Football Club, today’s officials and our own regular faces for this important League Cup Semi-Final match.

This is our first major Semi-Final at home since 1989 when Carshalton Athletic were the visitors for a 2-2 draw in the Surrey Senior Cup. Many of you will of course remember our League Cup win in 2013 when we won 1-0 over at Champions Egham Town in the Semi-Final and before that another Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final at Ashford Town (Mx) in 2009. Apart from that, the cupboard has been fairly bare since an Associate Members Trophy win at Wealdstone in 1998.  

We expect a difficult challenge tonight from our opponents as we mark the fiftieth meeting between the clubs. We both won our home matches against each other in the League and although we hold a slight advantage if you look at the League table, this counts for little as Raynes Park Vale proved when knocking Hartley Wintney out in an earlier round. 

In fact it is many years since there was a League and Cup double. You have to go back to 2008 when the all-conquering Merstham team were Champions and they defeated Bedfont Green 4-2 after extra time. Also, who would have expected Farnham Town to win it last year, defeating overwhelming favourites Camberley Town at Stag Meadow. 

We have no details yet of any Cup Final. I assume this is because the intention is to play the match once again at Windsor, unless they were to reach the Final tonight, in which case it would surely be played elsewhere. I think I am fairly safe in saying that if we were to win tonight, we would be playing the Cup Final at Windsor, almost certainly on Saturday 29th April, but this is purely a guess at this point. The other Semi-Final will also be played tonight as Raynes Park Vale host Westfield.

We hosted Hartley Wintney on Saturday and lost 0-1 in an extremely close match. On another day we would have definitely claimed a draw and I am informed that we actually had more chances than they did, but there have been other matches we have pinched and it evens up over the season. It must be said though that we have conceded first in our last four matches and need to stop that happening as some teams are capable of locking the door as we found against Hartley.

We welcome Farnham Town next Saturday in another important League match as we continue our quest for a top four position. We then have away matches at Camberley Town and Knaphill before hosting Colliers Wood United on Good Friday in a match that will take place at 1.00pm.

Salts just fall short in acid test

[image: ]Our seventeen match unbeaten home league run ended on Saturday at the hands of Champions elect Hartley Wintney. In fact, had Westfield not scored a late winning goal the same day, the Row, as they are known, would have been celebrating a title win before reaching the end of March; an achievement not seen since Merstham won the League and Cup double in 2008.

We have played four times over the last two seasons, drawing once and narrowly losing three of the matches but it has to be said that over that time we have stood up well to a very good team and probably deserved more for our efforts. On the day once again we were well worthy of a point, but missing our suspended leading goal scorer Daryl Cooper-Smith we failed to give the visiting defence, marshalled once again by the superb Liam Eagle, more of a test and in a match of few chances for either side we didn't hit the target often enough, only forcing visiting keeper Jack Maddock into one real save midway through the second half.

At the other end we dealt well with the Hartley threat, whose goal scoring threat was restricted to sporadic chances and the goal that separated the two teams came from a clever piece of skill by their leading scorer Sam Argent, showing quick feet to turn and fire in after we failed to deal with a long throw. For Epsom supporters not at the game it reminded me of the quick feet of one of our recent strikers, Robbie Burns, who used to score similar goals.

We made just one change from the win at Bedfont Sports as Captain Dan Dean returned to the line up at the expense of Craig Hastings and the opening exchanges were even with both teams creating an opportunity but on each occasion their crosses were intercepted by Michael Eacott and then Maddock. Rob Hendry turned well to get round Eagle but his low left wing cross was cleared for a corner. The visitors’ main threat appeared to come from long throws at this stage that we seemed to be dealing well enough with and we nearly broke through in the 24th minute when an Agi Panayiotou free kick was bravely headed away by Dean Stow just ahead of the incoming Matt Ferdinando.

We caused panic in the 27th minute as a ball into the Hartley danger area was only half cleared and was falling to Hendry but just as he went towards the ball he slipped and this just gave the visitors time to get there first, but again the ball wasn't cleared and in the ensuing mêlée Hendry was nudged over from behind and then Jordan Gallagher set up Ferdinando for a volley from 10 yards but on his weaker left side he couldn't keep the ball down. Some people thought that Hendry should have had a penalty but it was already clear




by this stage that the referee was going to make every attempt to keep play going in this match, and there just wasn't enough there in my opinion.

Reisse Griffin was next to try his luck as the ball came to him 25 yards out and he was unfortunate to see the ball just bend away from the top corner, only missing the post by about a foot with Maddock beaten. We then had a scare of our own when a deep cross from the right was met at the back post by a volley from Eagle which hit one of our defenders and flew to safety. Back at the other end, Gallagher went outside of his man but on his weaker left foot he sliced the attempted cross. This cost us almost immediately as the visitors led in the 39th minute. A long throw was not headed away and the ball fell to the feet of Argent with his back to goal but a quick turn and shot and they were ahead. 

The lead was nearly doubled just after the restart as a right wing cross was controlled and then struck across goal but Eacott made a good low save at full stretch and the loose ball was cleared. The game continued in the same manner as the first half with both teams largely cancelling each other out but creating the occasional half chance. A great cross by Adam Heagney was just headed away for a corner at the far post while the visitors headed just wide from another long throw. We had a good opportunity when earning a free kick on the edge of the box but Ferdinando's shot was comfortably saved by Maddock.

Dean headed a corner over the bar on the hour mark but we created another chance soon after. It started with a long ball that Hendry appeared to be on to but Maddock was out to clear quickly. Unfortunately for him it went straight to Ferdinando but 25 yards out and with a wide open goal his touch let him down and he couldn't get the shot in. He did find Griffin on the right wing though and his deep cross found Gallagher whose low shot on target was well saved by Maddock with the ball bouncing up just too far for the incoming Heagney to keep his volley down from 12 yards out. 

It was beginning to look like one of those days and another ball over their defence required Maddock to leave his area again to head clear but the ball fell to Hendry whose lob from 20 yards was wide of the vacated goal. Two minutes later a Gallagher free kick was headed back across goal by Dean at the far post but Farrell tried to lift his header over the nearby defenders and got too much on it, sending it over the bar. There was a final opportunity for Hendry as time ran out but it was a difficult one and he couldn't get his glancing header on target.

Ultimately this match followed a very similar pattern to last year in that the visitors scored in the first half of a match that was low on chances and held on for the 1-0 win. In my opinion we were worth a point again but Hartley showed that even on a day where they are well matched by the opposition and not allowed to play their flowing football, they are still able to grind out results. That's why they are well clear at the top and in view of their impending promotion to a different area of the pyramid this was probably the last meeting between the teams, for a while anyway. For our part, we will lick our wounds and prepare for Tuesday's big League Cup Semi-Final in the knowledge that we matched the league's best team for 90 minutes and against any other opposition in the league would probably have won.

Windsor F.C. – History

	

[image: ]Summer 2011 and it’s rather ironic that 100 years of senior football at Stag Meadow should be celebrated by the birth of a brand new club, Windsor FC, which came to be following the sad demise after 118 years of Windsor & Eton FC.  During the final death throes of the previous club it became apparent, following several well attended supporters’ meetings, that the will was there to continue to host a senior football club in Windsor for the community to embrace and, therefore, on February 4th 2011 WFC Football Community Development Ltd was registered with Companies House with the aim of achieving that objective. Founding Director Kevin Stott and a newly-appointed management committee then set about the long and sometimes arduous task of turning that dream into a reality. 

A business plan centred around self-sustainability was formulated and presented to the Football Association which eventually led to acceptance for the new club at level 5 of the non-league system and an allocation to compete in the Premier Division of the Cherry Red Records Combined Counties League for season 2011/12.  Now the new club had been accepted it needed a name and invitations were extended to the people of Windsor to nominate and then vote on the new naming process and thus Windsor FC was born.

Self-sustaining and community are the two key elements behind the ethos of the new setup and the provision of a 3rd generation artificial surface training area/small-sided games pitches at the Great Park end of the ground, when completed, will form the foundations of the self-sustainability module as well as providing a much-needed facility for the community to use.  The other main development thus far on the community side is welcoming on board the 34 teams and over 300 players of New Windsor Youth FC who will now be known as Windsor FC Youth, adopting the club badge and colours and providing a progression pathway from small-sided through to senior football for the youth of the town of Windsor.

One of our other innovative community involvement schemes sees our club mascot ‘Scotty the Stag’ regularly appearing at local school fetes and other events around the town publicising the club as well as supporting the fund raising activities of the club in general.  In his spare time Scotty is becoming a bit of a celebrity taking part in races such as the Mascot Grand National and despite some close finishes is yet to claim his first win but if medals were given for effort then Scotty would be No.1 on the podium just for the amount of money he has raised for various local charities!





Our founding season turned out to be a very exciting one, eventually finishing as runners-up to worthy Champions Guildford City in the League. Several weeks into season 2012/13 a major decision to operate without a budget was taken to free up funds for the regeneration plans at the ground and the management team and all but three of the playing squad left immediately.  Mick Woodham was appointed as our new manager and had two days to get together a squad before our next league game. Despite some heavy defeats early in his tenure as he built a squad of local youngsters the club never lost faith and Mick eventually put together a squad that was to finish a very creditable 6th in the league.

Recognition from the league away from football itself was achieved with a runners-up award for the programme in the Premier Division and FA Groundsman of the Year award for the CCL and this was added to in August 2013 when our groundsman Lewis Clements won the FA Groundsman of the Year Award for the whole of Step 5 and 6 football nationally. This building process continued for season 2013/2014 as players were added to the squad with the emphasis on young local players interspersed with some older experienced heads but whatever happened results wise we continue to enjoy visiting the many friends we made in our first two seasons in the Combined Counties League and hope they all enjoy their visits to Stag Meadow. A sixth place was recorded in the Combined Counties League, with early exits in the FA Cup and the FA Vase.  The highlight of the season was a 3-0 win over Reading Town in the Berks & Bucks Senior Trophy.

In 2014-2015 we again finished a creditable 5th in the Combined Counties League but again suffered early exits in both the FA Cup and FA Vase.  Success did come again in the Berks & Bucks Senior Trophy when we retained the title with a 3-2 extra time win over neighbours Flackwell Heath. 

In 2015-2016 we had a number of changes on the player front and ended up halfway in 12th place in the Combined Counties League. The FA Cup saw us go out at the first time of asking while in the FA Vase we went through 3 rounds before losing to our league champions Hartley Wintney in Round Two.  Our defence of the Berks & Bucks Senior Trophy ended on a very cold icy night when we lost to Newport Pagnell Town in the Quarter Final.

In 2016-2017 we will play in the Cherry Red Records Combined Counties League Premier Division and will have two under 18 teams in the Allied Counties Youth League plus many sides competing in local youth leagues for Windsor FC Youth.

	History Corner – 21st March

	
90 years ago this week we handed Addlestone a lesson with a 5-0 thrashing at their old ground in Alexandra Road. This was par for the course really as this was our sixth meeting since both clubs had joined the Surrey Senior League and although we drew the first of these, the next five all produced comfortable wins for Epsom Town. Reg Marlow scored another brace to take him to a club record 58 for the season, and would eventually reach 65 while Ernest Olley, Jack Parr and Reg Sperring also found the net.

36 years ago today we had a Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final at Gander Green Lane against the “old enemy” Sutton United. Sutton were chasing a Wembley appearance which would they would achieve in the F.A. Trophy after a two legged victory over Bangor City, while we were chasing promotion. However, by this stage it always looked as though we were just going to miss out and so this match was the main target for us. By the end of the match we were celebrating a goalless draw, which back on those pre-penalty shootout days earned us a replay, one that we would win a few weeks later with the eventual reward of the Surrey Senior Cup for the only time in our history. Sutton lost to Bishops Stortford in the Wembley showpiece and it is worth noting that in four matches against those two teams, our boys remained unbeaten in all of them! 30 years ago today we suffered our heaviest ever Semi-Final defeat when Sutton United had their revenge with a 5-0 drubbing at Gander Green Lane, again in the Surrey Senior Cup. We were fighting a losing battle against relegation in the Isthmian League Division One, our second in a row, and we were never really in this match, being four nil down by the break!

25 years ago today our in form striker Andy Webster netted a hat trick in a 3-1 Isthmian League win at Cove. It was his 23rd of what would become 26 for the season and his fourth hat trick for the club in just over three months but it was also his last for the club. His career would be a short one as after picking up a persistent ankle injury he would miss the whole of the following season, never playing for us or anyone else again to my knowledge.

8 years ago today we visited Hartley Wintney and missed a great chance in the first minute. What we didn’t realise was that this would be about the only opportunity in the entire match which finished goalless. We had beaten them 5-0 at home earlier in the season and Hartley were relegated. How times have changed!

2 years ago today we defeated Badshot Lea 3-0 at High Road. It was a memorable day for me personally as I got the opportunity to be part of the team, following the whole pre-match ritual and sitting on the bench for the game, learning quickly not to stand up too suddenly in a dug out! More importantly Kyle Hough scored a hat trick to end a bizarre club sequence with our previous nine hat tricks all scored away from home. This was our first at home since Dale Marvell scored three against North Greenford United at Merland Rise in January 2009 and it was also Kyle’s one and only hat trick at home for the club as I write.

[image: Richard]Following our win at Walton & Hersham in January, we are now into the Semi-Finals of the Combined Counties League Cup.

If I exclude minor competitions like the Southern Combination Cup and Hospital Charity Cups, where there were often not many teams competing, this will be our 34th Semi-Final, not a bad record really for 93 seasons of Senior status existence.

The first question some of you might ask is what is our record in those Semi-Finals? We won 16, drew 8 and lost 9 of the previous 33. Of the eight draws, one was an F.A. Vase Second leg against Stamford, but the other seven required replays, and of those we won three and lost four. Five went to extra time.

So our success record in getting through, including the Stamford draw is 20/33 or 57.58%. This is all the more impressive when you consider how few of the matches we have played at home.

Of those matches, we played 10 at home (plus three replays), yet we played 19 away from home (plus two replays) and four were held at neutral venues (plus two replays). We are finally to get a home tie tonight and it was most definitely due, as the last one we had was back in 1989 against Carshalton Athletic in the Surrey Senior Cup!

It also means that all 13 of our previous home semi-finals (or replays) were played at West Street. In fact we’ve only reached three since we left our old ground, an Associate Members Trophy Semi-Final at Wealdstone that we won 1-0 at their own temporary ground at Edgware F.C. in 1998, a Surrey Senior Cup Semi-Final at Ashford Town (Middx) in 2009 where we were defeated 4-1 and our 1-0 win at Champions Egham Town in the League Cup on our way to winning the cup in 2013.  

Our first ever Semi-Final was a Surrey Senior League Charity Cup match at home to Farnham United Breweries in 1927, and although it was named the League Charity Cup back then, it was effectively the same competition we ended up winning in 2013.

We also have a Semi-Final win to our credit against tonight’s opponents, when a Wayne Lewis penalty enabled us to reach the Athenian League Division Two Cup Final after extra time in March 1968. 

Our biggest win in a Semi-Final came on 16th February 1952 when Maidenhead United were defeated 8-1 in the Corinthian League Memorial Shield, which was the equivalent of its League Cup.

Our heaviest defeat in a Semi-Final came on 21st March 1987 when we were defeated 5-0 at Sutton United in the Surrey Senior Cup, which co-incidentally was 30 years ago tonight, but in fairness there were three divisions between us at the time!
