We met our opponents back in September when the two teams battled out an entertaining but goalless draw at the Memorial Ground. It was our 4,000th match in history, and only our second point of the season.

We were last at home on 28th October when we hosted North Greenford United, and we had to accept defeat by two goals to one against a team I thought looked very good. We then visited Chertsey Town on the Halloween Tuesday where we produced our best display of the season, yet came away defeated by a goal to nil. We totally dominated this match after conceding an early penalty but were never able to pull the goal back.

On the Saturday 4th November we travelled for our first match on the new Bedfont Sports artificial surface and found out why they are one of the top sides in the table as we were crushed 7-0. They were without doubt the best team we have played all season.

Then on Saturday we made the journey to Whitstable Town in the Second Round of the F.A. Vase, where we were edged out by three goals to two after extra time. Although admitting that the better team won on the day, we defended superbly and on another day might have been facing them tonight here in a replay. Liam Roberts scored our first goal after his penalty was initially saved, while Ben Dyson scored our equaliser to register his first goal in our colours.

Whilst today’s match is important we face two even more crucial league matches in the next seven days as we visit A.F.C. Hayes on Saturday before hosting Godalming Town next Tuesday. Your support would be really welcome. Bring your friends too!

And on that subject, please note that we have now combined the match sponsorship into one item at £60. A 78th minute goal from Nathaniel Mensah, his second of the match, was enough to secure the three points for the visitors at High Road. Credit is due to our boys for holding out so long as North Greenford United dominated for large periods and not so long ago this match would have ended in a heavy defeat.

A problem that has continued throughout the season is availability and we haven't come close yet to naming an unchanged team. Yet again, three starters were missing following our win at Rusthall for a number of reasons and so Ben Dyson came back into the starting eleven as well as Liam Roberts and Scott Murphy; the latter taking the arm band in the absence of Jamie Hatfield.

The opposition were on a good run of form and were on top from the start, but without causing too much worry as we restricted them to a couple of low shots, although we did have to clear one shot off the line. For our part, we had created very little but did have a great opportunity in the 26th minute when Dyson made a good run down the left. His cross was only half cleared to Roberts who twisted and turned in the area before sending the ball in, where it eventually fell to Dale Marvell, but his shot went just over the bar from no more than ten yards out.

We need to take our chances right now and we were made to pay for the miss just five minutes later as Mensah tried his luck with a low drive from twenty-five yards out and the ball appeared to surprise Conor Young in our goal, the ball nestling in the far corner. I found out afterwards that the reason for this was that it had taken a deflection on the way through.

Although the goal might have been unfortunate in its manner, it was hard to deny North Greenford the lead as they had held a large majority of possession in this opening half an hour. In fact it was somewhat of a surprise when we equalised. Kyle Hough made some space down the right wing and he squared the ball in for Roberts who got a toe to the ball just before the defender, who brought him down in a heap





and left the referee with a very easy decision. Hough then tucked away the penalty in his usual clinical manner in the 34th minute.

The visitors continued to press for the remainder of the half although we were defending fairly well. They were starting to get a little frustrated, frequently running offside and it did appear that we were getting the majority of the decisions at this point. Even so, I felt that we needed a bit more of the ball if we were to avoid defeat as the continual pressure would surely tell otherwise.

And this nearly happened just five minutes into the second half when a good move on the left wing came back in and then the ball was fed through to Sandro Costa, but his low strike from just twelve yards was superbly deflected wide by Young. A minute later the ball was in our net but was ruled out. A cross in from the right wing was headed back across goal where it was forced in from close range, but the header had come from an offside position and whilst the flag wasn't seen until after the ball had gone in, it had been raised immediately and the referee to his credit went over and checked with the Assistant before correctly disallowing the goal.

We nearly surprised them with a Roberts free kick that the visiting keeper Ashley Davy chose not to come for and the ball bounced in the six yard box and skidded straight through, just beyond the far post, but our attacks were still infrequent. Glyn chose to put one of our new boys, Taryn Smith on for Dan Rose and he played in a more advanced position and acquitted himself well, even if he did pick up what looked like a somewhat harsh booking. In the meantime an overhead kick went straight at Young from 12 yards out while Reisse Griffin went on another forty yard run, but instead of at Rusthall where he went straight through and scored, this time he struck the ball over from thirty yards. 

Unfortunately though, the visitors went ahead for good twelve minutes from time. The ball was fed in from the left wing to Mensah with his back to goal, but he turned and fired in a low shot that went in off Young's left hand post. This was harsh on our defenders who had held out for so long, but in all honesty it would have been a travesty had North Greenford failed to take all three points as I felt they were one of the better sides we had faced this year so far.

For our boys we have to take the positives out of this match, and there were a few, and add them to the returning players for Tuesday's match at Chertsey and we should have every chance of picking something up at Alwyns Lane.

Despite a vastly improved performance, arguably our best of the season (including the win at Rusthall) we were consigned to defeat by an early penalty, although missed chances and an extremely inconsistent officiating display really didn't help our cause.

Once again Glyn was forced into changes with the unavailability of Reisse Griffin, Ashley Thompson and Kyle Hough, although Rob Hendry, Alex McKay and Bentley Graham were available and came into the starting eleven, as did new boy Taryn Smith who did well in his brief cameo on Saturday against North Greenford United.

The first ten minutes were mostly controlled by the visitors but nothing alarming occurred until the 12th minute when Conor Young raced out to get the ball ahead of a Chertsey striker and brought him down in the area. The striker was running away from the goal and I'm sure Young will have instantly regretted his challenge but the damage was done and Bukele Mukidi sent him the wrong way from the spot to give the hosts an early lead.

We had another scare five minutes later when their left back Ben Geraughty made a good run on the left and sent a dangerous ball straight across our six yard box but fortunately no one was there to apply the finishing touch. It should be noted that this attack was very much on the break, as by this time we had started to push the hosts back down the hill with Hendry in particular causing a lot of trouble on the left wing. With the clock on 20 minutes he beat three men and got to the touchline to roll the ball back for Lloyd Connelly to side foot in from eight yards. However, the ball took a bit of a bobble and the strike cleared the bar!

We were also suffering from some increasingly erratic decision making from the official, who had a ten minute spell midway through the first half that was as poor as any I've witnessed with six or seven decisions in a row given the wrong way and culminated with a clumsy challenge on Smith inside the Chertsey box. Somehow our man stayed on his feet but there was no advantage of any kind. It was a clear penalty and when people









complain about players going to ground too early, this incident made you realise exactly why it happens so often, as effectively Smith was punished for staying upright.

With a great chance spurned and a penalty denied, it was easy to forget that we were well on top in this match and that more chances would surely follow. Chertsey clearly believed that the main threat was Hendry and in a thirteen minute spell, three different players were booked for cynical fouls on him. At least the referee had recovered his composure to get those decisions right by then.

The second half would be tougher going up the hill, but the next forty five minutes contained a superb display across the park from our boys as the high tempo they had employed in the first half, continued unabated. Connelly picked up a yellow card for wasting time after kicking the ball in the net, and although he had received a warning about this in the first half, it was still an awful decision and a card was completely unnecessary as we were trailing at the time. Some referees go looking for trouble when there is none to be found and this was definitely the case in this match!

Hendry was next to strike at goal in the 55th minute after a low cross from the right, but his shot was also just over the bar. The visitors threatened sporadically and Scott Murphy made a good saving challenge, before we escaped in the 70th minute when a low left wing cross just needed to be headed in by a stooping attacker at the far post, but he headed the ball over the top of the empty net.

The rest of the match was played in the Chertsey half, but with no shots on target and an impressive show of time wasting by the keeper, Tom Bryant, who was told to hurry up by the referee on at least eight occasions, yet somehow didn't receive a card of his own. As time ran out Dale Marvell was unable to get a proper connection to a deep cross from the right and in the final moments Connelly held up a deep ball well for substitute Sean White to strike at goal but his attempt from the edge of the area was well wide. Ultimately for all our hard work, we had managed just one shot on target, way back in the tenth minute and Bryant finished with a clean jersey.

It was cruel to lose this match as we really need a couple of breaks right now, and to not secure any points when we had been so dominant is tough to take. Still, aside from the result, there are many positives to note from this performance and our work rate in particular was superb throughout. I believe now that we are on a level with many of the teams in the lower half of the table now, so points will start to come, but we have a lot to make up and we now sit nine points adrift of the teams outside the bottom three with one third of the season having now passed.

	History Corner – 14th November

	
92 years ago today we hosted Leyland Motors in what would prove to be a very successful season for us as we would win the Surrey Senior League for the first time. However, nobody told our opponents as they visited West Street for the first time, found it to their liking and won 1-0!

Following this defeat we would set a club record of twenty straight wins in League and League Cup matches that would extend over a year and a half as we raced to the title. In fact we would only lose two league matches all season. This was one, and yes, you’ve guessed it, Leyland Motors also beat us when we visited their Richmond Road ground in February 1926. In fact we didn’t even score as we lost 2-0! Unlike the other, more famous Richmond Road ground occupied by Kingstonian, this ground still exists.

84 years ago this week  we defeated Isthmian League Leytonstone in the Final Qualifying Round of the F.A. Cup, where despite trailing at the half, we came through with three goals to reach the First Round Proper for the only time in our history and would go on to face Clapton Orient away from home, narrowly being defeated 4-2.

80 years ago this week we visited Tilbury for a London League Cup replay. We had drawn 1-1 at West Street earlier in the season but this 3-3 draw after extra time at their old Orient Field ground really caused an issue, as by the time we had arranged a second replay back at West Street, and won it rather surprisingly 8-1, it was February 1938 and incredibly too late to stage the rest of the competition! So the League held it over into the following season and didn’t run a separate competition for 1938/39.
  
70 years ago this week we hosted Oxford University in a friendly, losing 4-1 at West Street. This team contained many of the players that would go on to form the combined and extremely famous Pegasus team that would dominate Amateur Football for a few years in the early Fifties, winning the Amateur Cup twice in 1951 and 1953. Making his debut this day for the University was Ken Shearwood, who was Centre-Half in their two victories, both watched by 100,000 spectators at Wembley Stadium. Ken wrote the book about the famous club which is a great read, and he recently celebrated his 96th birthday! 

[image: ]60 years ago this week we visited Molesey for the first ever time in an Amateur Cup replay, having drawn 1-1 at West Street a week previously. Johnny Bangs scored a hat trick as we cruised through 5-1 this time at Walton Road.

40 years ago this week it was Frank Allen’s turn to score a hat trick as we won 3-1 at Willesden on our way to the Isthmian League Division Two title. Willesden are long gone but the ground remains as the National Hockey Centre.

8 years ago today we had a memorable fixture at Moneyfields in the F.A. Vase on the windiest day I’ve ever encountered. Huge Slabs of wood were lifted and dropped again at the far end of the ground and the match was one of the few played that day with even nearby Portsmouth being postponed! We had the wind first half but trailed before going 2-1 up before the break. However, a 40 yarder with the wind gave Paul Borg no chance and I feared the worst at 2-2, before Mark Jarman scored a superb winner into the roof of the net, perfectly captured by his mum!

On all our previous visits to play Bedfont Sports we had avoided defeat, but on Saturday our seventh visit ended with a defeat by seven clear goals.

In terms of records, this was our heaviest defeat in all competitions since losing 7-0 in Ware in December 2005, but the last time we lost in the League by this many goals and didn't have the excuse of a sending off to use in our defence was way back in 1968 when Lewes beat us 10-0! There were times when I feared that this tally might be reached at times as Bedfont Sports played some very nice football throughout and totally deserve to be holding second place in the League.

However, we were the architects of our own downfall on more than one occasion in this match and never really recovered from a three goal burst early in the first half that ended the match as a contest almost before it had begun. Whilst everyone at Epsom and Ewell will be trying to forget this in a hurry, at least it will be memorable for Darryl Sanders as he ended up with five goals, becoming the fourth player to score a hat trick against us this season.

Although defence naturally comes under the spotlight after results like this, I thought they battled manfully and it was arguably in midfield where we were most outmatched, while up front we have one penalty to our credit from our last three matches and with Kyle Hough missing again today, we looked ever so lightweight up there.

A good example of this came as early as the second minute when we made what would prove to be a rare venture into the Bedfont penalty area. The ball fell for Taryn Smith but his shot was blocked to Jason Nwachukwu whose shot also had the pace taken off it by a defensive block. We really aren't getting the breaks at the moment, but you felt that Hough would have found the net, had he been there.

The home side got into the game soon after but didn't find the target in the early stages. That changed in the 17th minute when the ball was sent across our six yard box but we were unable to clear it and the ball came back in from the left to Sanders who scored from close range.

It got worse in a hurry after that and we conceded a penalty in the 20th minute. From where I was, it appeared as though a poor back pass was responsible with Alex McKay having to pull his opponent back. Certainly that's what the Assistant confirmed when I asked him at half time. However, it looked like a minimal pull with their player not even going to ground,




which we learned at Chertsey is usually the only time a penalty will be given. Not this time, and before we could get that out of the system it was 3-0 when we were caught pushing forward and they broke on the right, with their player cutting in before squaring the ball to Sanders who recorded his hat trick in just five minutes with just 22 minutes on the clock.

The remainder of the half followed a similar pattern with our boys chasing everything but not really looking like a coherent unit for much of the match. At least the fourth goal was an impressive one we could do little about with a fine ball down the right, a deep cross and a volleyed finish in the 33rd minute from Jacob Lambe.

Conor Young was finding himself to be the busiest man on the pitch and he made two fine saves, with one in particular, tipping a low shot over the bar, being a very good one. There was just time for the home team's Michael Kinsella to pick up a booking for a nasty foul on Rob Hendry as he threatened to break through. Although from our angle it looked cynical rather than dangerous, people from opposite sides of the field felt that a red card should have been issued, but at least Hendry was well enough to take the free kick himself and from 30 yards he forced the home keeper Rouke Pickford into a decent save that was gathered at the second attempt. Still, as the players trooped off at half time, the big question was really about how many we would concede.

Recent heavy defeats this season have mostly occurred in the first half with the second half being more even as the opposition eased off. However, to credit Bedfont Sports, they kept pressing us with our boys rarely able to make a tackle, with one notable exception when Taryn Smith got in the way of Dan Rose! Just after the hour the home side hit the post and despite Adam Heagney hitting the Bedfont crossbar with a powerful twenty-five yard strike, we went 5-0 down in the 64th minute when Matt Riggs was spare at the back and finished easily past the exposed Young and when Sanders scored his fourth and their sixth goal two minutes later it was very similar in nature to the fifth goal.

At this point Liam Roberts was introduced, probably to save Hendry from any more punishment after being kicked more than anyone in the last seven days, and as has often been the case this season, he added a spark for a while. Smith set him up on the right and he found Ashley Thompson with a clever pull back but Thompson went for power instead of placement twelve yards out and scuffed the ball just wide of Pickford's left hand post. In the 86th minute Sanders scored number seven as the ball fell kindly for him to curl the ball into the far corner. In response, there was just time for Roberts to get on the end of a Smith cross but his volleyed finish found the side netting from a narrow angle.

Overall it is quite easy for me to say, having had the "pleasure" of watching every match this season, that Bedfont Sports were the best team we have met so far, and whilst the result and of course the score are disappointing, the next four matches will tell us much more about our eventual end of season report card as we travel to Whitstable Town before facing three of the lower teams in Farnham, AFC Hayes and Godalming Town.

Farnham Town – History

	


[image: ]Farnham Town Football Club is a senior level football club based In Farnham, Surrey, England. 

Established in 1906 through the merging of Farnham Bungs (the Farnham Brewery) and the Farnham Star. The club was one of the founder members of the London Spartan League in 1975. They reached the Fourth Round of the FA Vase in the 1976-77 season. 

At the end of the 1979/80 season Farnham Town left the London Spartan League and applied to the Combined Counties League, their application was accepted and they finished 4th in their first season. The 1986/87 season saw Farnham take second place to Ash United in the league campaign. The glory days finally arrived in the 1990/91 season when the club won the league title. In the 1991/92 season, the Town got a clean sweep of the major trophies by winning the Combined Counties Premier League, the Dan Air Elite Cup and the Dan Air Challenge Cup. Having won the league, the club applied and were accepted to the Diadora League, however funds for necessary ground improvements could not be generated which resulted in the club not having a league to play in for the 1992/93 season.

In 1993/94 Farnham Town were accepted back into the Combined Counties League where they continue to ply their trade. From 1995-1998 Farnham finished in the top six of the Premier Division for three consecutive seasons, in 1998-99 they finished in 13th position, then 10th in 1999-2000 before suffering relegation from the Premier Division in 2000-2001 season. They bounced straight back the following season but then endured four tough seasons back in the Premier Division, with bottom four finishes every season culminating in relegation back down to Division One in 2005-2006. Again, the club bounced straight back and in 2006-2007 they won the Division One title under the guidance of Barry Bridger, but were denied promotion due to the Memorial Ground not meeting the desired grading by the league. The club then spent another four seasons in Combined Counties Division One.

Farnham gained promotion from Combined Counties Division One in the 2010-2011season after finishing second behind Worcester Park. In Paul Tanner’s first season at the helm he gained automatic promotion back to the Premier Division at the first attempt, which after only retaining four members of the side from the previous year’s squad - who finished mid-table, was quite an achievement. 

Paul Tanner’s side also won the Combined Counties Fair Play Award for 2010-2011 after going the whole season without having a man sent off, a record to be proud of. In a very successful year for the club on the whole, Dean Nelson’s reserve side finished second behind Mole Valley in the Combined Counties Reserve Division, improving on fourth position the previous season. Farnham Ladies also finished second in their respective league to cap quite a remarkable season in Geoff Chapple’s final season as Chairman. In 2011, Ray Bridger took over as chairman from Geoff Chapple. 

The 2015/16 season saw the club lift the Cherry Red Records Premier Challenge Cup whilst also reaching the final of the Aldershot FA Senior Cup

Current first team manager, and now in his 8th season at the club, is Paul Tanner alongside his coaching team of Andy Sharratt, Tony Levey & Paul Bonner.

A long trip is a large test of character for the players in any squad and ultimately if a few more of them had bothered to make the journey, we may even have pulled something out of the bag today. Regrettably our Vase journey ended when the squad of just twelve fit men just ran out of energy after a heroic display of defiance over 120 minutes.

Too many times in the last few months it has been next to impossible for Glyn to put any sort of settled side together and this is one of the reasons for our perilous position this season. I'm sure some of our absentees may well have had valid reasons, but we have around 40 players registered this term. To fail to get a full squad on the coach for the biggest match of the season to this point is unacceptable and the players who weren't here really need to be honest with themselves and our Manager as we have a very tough battle ahead. An example of what we are looking for was provided by Scott Murphy who wasn't fit to play, but made the journey with the rest of the squad and sat on the bench in case of an emergency.

In our line-up today were a couple of new boys and an old boy too as George Murphy returned to the starting eleven and played superbly, despite having had very little football in recent months. George will be a massive benefit to our club if he can be available regularly. Of the new faces, Kane Grandison put in a good shift throughout the match, while Joe Jasper came on late in the second half and showed some good touches, despite limited service.

It is somewhat flippant to compare a football match with a World War, but on Remembrance Day there had to be a reference of some sort within the report and it's fair to say that we were heavily outgunned for much of this match, although in the end we nearly forced a replay. In fact, we took the lead in the 13th minute with our first attack when Liam Roberts was brought down in the area as he ran at goal. It looked like a generous decision if I'm honest, but we've had little else in the way of fortune so far this season and more was to follow as in the absence of regular takers Rob Hendry and Kyle Hough, Roberts himself took the kick and scuffed it horribly straight at the keeper, but it didn't stick and as it came back out he was able to take full advantage of the second opportunity from close range.

Conor Young was finding himself very busy once again and produced a good save from a close range shot after the Oystermen had broken through on the left, but most of the threat came from the right wing and in the 22nd minute the home side were level when a ball in from the right to Josh Burchell was held up nicely before he turned our man and fired past our keeper from close range.

The pressure continued and Alex McKay was well positioned to make a block of the goalbound shot on the half hour with another close range strike finding our side netting soon after this. Our opportunities were rare, although Dale Marvell had a chance with a free kick which was on target



for the top corner but was just blocked by the very top of the defensive wall, although the ball wasn't cleared and we attacked again with Sean White seeing his shot blocked over the bar and Murphy also got a header on target but it was lacking in power and the ball was caught on the line.

The second half continued in a similar pattern with the home side pushing us back and they took the lead in the 57th minute. When the goal came it was a bit of a surprise though, as a harmless looking ball was fed in from the left but it wasn't dealt with and fell to Tijan Jadama who turned the ball into the corner of the net from about eight yards out. It was hard to argue with the score at this point and I wondered whether our chance had gone.

However, the Oystermen seemed to go into their shells for a while as they started to slow the game down. This certainly gave me the impression that they were looking to hold what they had instead of looking for more. After a spell where nothing much happened and in an attacking move, we introduced Jasper in place of the hard-working Dan Rose with ten minutes remaining and three minutes later had our reward.

There have been few players this season that have faced such a baptism of fire as Ben Dyson. A young lad who joined us from the Leatherhead academy, he has been played in a number of positions this season and at times hasn't been given an enormous amount of help by his teammates when playing as left back or right back, yet he has got on with things, worked hard and remained committed to the club cause. As a result it was great to see him score his first goal for the club and our equaliser in the 83rd minute as a Roberts corner was driven to the near post and the connection was perfect, sending the ball flying into the roof of the Whitstable net to make the score 2-2. I wasn't totally convinced that Roberts meant to put the corner there, but we'll give him the benefit of the doubt!

This had the effect of waking the home side up again and a couple of dangerous balls in were headed wide but the damage had been done and we had managed to force extra time. Bearing in mind that we had already used our substitute, I thought we might have pushed a bit more in those closing moments of the first ninety minutes to try and win the tie but we seemed happy enough to go for the extra period.

Twelve years ago, we had departed the Vase in extra time just up the road at Herne Bay, and we faced a similar type of barrage in the extra period here. Young made two fine saves within a minute from a near post header and then a twenty-five yard strike that he tipped over, but the home side appeared to be running out of ideas as a couple of efforts sailed high and wide.

Regrettably, in the second period of extra time and just as thoughts began to turn towards a Tuesday replay, they scored what proved to be the winner in the 108th minute when we didn't cut out a left wing cross which Tom Bryant then headed in from close range. A fourth nearly followed with another header from a far post corner but Young was well positioned to make the save. Moments later the ball was in our net but Young was adjudged to have been fouled in the process and the free kick was awarded in our favour.

We had one final opportunity to level the scores with two minutes remaining when McKay flicked on a Lloyd Connelly free kick to Dyson but he was at a wide angle and his shot fizzed across the six yard box and out the other side. Ultimately the better side had won, but the Vase can sometimes throw out strange results and we were ever so close to achieving one that would have been remembered for many years, bearing in mind how low on numbers we were on the day.

[image: Richard]Weybridge: Played 8 - W6 D1 L1 - F29 A4 - PPG - 2.38 - Fantastic

Weybridge were a very old team that had actually been the best team in the County around the turn of the Twentieth Century. One of our predecessors Ewell F.C. met them and lost 2-0 in the Final of the 1899 Surrey Senior Cup, but by the time Epsom met them in the mid-Twenties, they were a very average Surrey Senior League club, having watched many clubs pass them on their way up to the Athenian and Isthmian Leagues. 

The first meeting, in our inaugural Senior season finished 1-1 at West Street on 20th September 1924 and in November of the same year a Reg Sperring goal wasn’t enough as we lost 2-1 in the Surrey Senior Cup, also at Ewell. From that point however, results were decidedly in our favour, including our first visit to the town which ended 5-0 to us.

In 1925/26 we again met three times, this time we gained revenge in the Surrey Senior Cup, winning 1-0 in Weybridge just seven days after we had won there by the same score in the League. We edged the return match 2-1 at home but in 1926/27 we destroyed them home and away, 8-0 on 8th January 1927 at Weybridge and 10-0 at West Street on 5th March 1927 with Reg Marlow scoring seven of the eighteen goals on his way to a club record of 65 that season.

The name of Weybridge continued until 1930 when they disappeared from the Surrey Senior League, despite finishing fourth that season, presumably folding. There have been other clubs from that area, including Bae Weybridge, who started life as BAC Weybridge and entered the Surrey Senior League in 1964, while of course there was Addlestone and Weybridge from 1980/81 but it’s not clear why the Weybridge was added; whether it was some sort of club merger or, as was the case with Epsom & Ewell, an attempt to gain support across a greater area, but either way, by the end of the eighties that club was gone too.

Whitehawk: Played 5 - W2 D3 L0 - F9 A7 - PPG - 1.80 - Good

These days Whitehawk are playing their football at the rarefied level of Step Two in the National League South, but for much of their existence they were a tiny Sussex League club. We met them for the first time on 1st October 1960 in the Preliminary Round of the Amateur Cup, narrowly squeaking through 3-2 with two goals from Bill Hawkins and one from Dennis Wells.

However, it was the other meeting that caused the most interest as we were paired together once more in the same competition in 1969/70, this time at East Brighton Park, where they remain to this day. We drew 2-2 there with goals from Ken Jolly and Dave Morrish but the replay at West Street was almost a carbon copy as the score was the same, as were our scorers! There was no further scoring in extra time and a second replay was held at Queen Street, home of Horsham, but this too was drawn 1-1 after extra time, again with our boys unable to hold on to a lead. Finally, a third replay was required and so two weeks after the original tie we all went back down to Brighton where a Morrish goal finally settled the tie in our favour. A week later Tooting & Mitcham United knocked us out in the next round anyway!




Whitstable Town: Played 3 - W0 D1 L2 - F3 A7 - PPG - 0.33 - Horrible

We have of course just met Whitstable Town for the third time, losing narrowly 3-2 after extra time on Saturday. Had there been no extra time though, we would have taken them to a home replay, which was what happened back in 1954 when the two teams were paired in the F.A. Cup. 

[image: ]On 25th September 1954 we recorded our first goalless draw since 1937, a club record seventeen years, which is very impressive even allowing for a six year World War Two break. Unfortunately, we were unable to hold the professional Kent League team in the replay and were beaten 4-1 with former Hendon winger Bobby Avis scoring our goal. (see programmes from the two matches)

In the last decade Whitstable have been up in the Isthmian League South Division but relegation in 2016 placed them back in the equivalent of the old Kent League, the Southern Counties Football League East, which is of course how we met in the Vase last week. However, the ground remains a real gem with traditional fifties constructions everywhere, including the picturesque old stand.
