Our opponents will not be known until Monday so we don’t yet know whether we are at home or away! The only thing we know for certain from this point is that we will definitely host North Greenford United on Saturday 28th October. Please keep checking the website and our social media links for up to date details.

[image: ]A missed opportunity on a horrible evening

A healthy attendance of 66 on a miserable evening of driving wind and rain were rewarded with probably the most entertaining match of the season, although unfortunately it was the visitors who took the points, largely as a result of an improved second half performance

After our defeat on Saturday we made only two changes to the starting eleven, with Reisse Griffin coming in for the injured David Thomson and Colin Harris replacing Andy Smith in goal and we got off to a flying start. With the clock showing the fourth minute Rob Hendry got away down the left hand side and delivered the ball. Only he will know whether it was a cross or a shot from that narrow angle but it caught visiting keeper Andrew Osai out and he was only able to lay half a glove on it as it flew into the net.

It must be mentioned that Harris had already made a low save with his feet from Alex Barbary's low shot or we would have conceded very early once again, but fortune favoured us at this stage. Would we be able to capitalise on the early lead? We had a great opportunity to do just that as Hendry set up Scott Murphy on the left and his delivery was heading towards Ashley Thompson at the far post but at full stretch, our man was unlucky to see his shot from six yards out just clear the bar as he caught it on the half volley.

Of course it wouldn't be an Epsom game without some customary scares at the other end and Ben Hayward had to be alert to clear the danger after Harris had made a good low save before another shot came in from the left that Harris held cleanly. The ball was skidding along on the very wet surface and a right wing cross connected with the arm of Hayward and resulted in a penalty being awarded with Kerran Boylan calmly tucking it away to level the scores in the 30th minute.

In recent matches one goal being conceded would often lead to others following in quick succession but we finished the half quite well really. Another great ball in from Hendry just eluded the head of Jason Nwachukwu who was only eight yards out before Dan Rose connected really well from thirty yards with the ball clearing the crossbar by inches, although to be fair, Osei had it covered and actually got a touch to it.

Most surprisingly of all though it was Kyle Hough who missed our best chance in the 42nd minute when he beat two men before uncharacteristically lashing at the ball and



blazing over from 12 yards with just Osei to beat. At the other end a great finish by Boylan and subsequent celebrations for the visitors were chalked off by an Assistant's flag for offside.

We had arguably done enough in that first half to be ahead but within three minutes of the restart Horley had taken the lead. The ball through to Leyton Regan was finished clinically, but it was frustrating because the through ball had just slipped under the foot of one of our players. Nwachukwu responded with a 20 yarder but Osei was well behind it and we had a scare after Harris lost the ball on the edge of the area but the Horley striker was unable to take advantage as we had defenders back by then.

Worryingly we were staring to show a bit of vulnerability from corners. We hacked one ball out at the last moment from almost under the crossbar and from the next, Harris went to claim it but saw the ball fly over his head and when the ball was headed back into the danger area, it was headed against a post. Another good run from Hendry resulted in a delivery to Hough that he controlled well but was just blocked out by a defender and by the time his shot came in it was cleared by a defender. We then unnecessarily conceded another corner when a horrible back pass to Harris was sliced out and again we didn't deal with the 67th minute delivery which was headed in from close range by Karl Parker to make it 3-1.

Some of the heads began to drop at this stage. We conceded a free kick but weren't alert to the visiting player having a strike from thirty yards. Luckily Harris was able to get across to make the save. We were attacking less often at this point, although Joe Loftus-Cheek was pushed over in the box and it was one of those decisions that sometimes go your way. Ultimately, he probably went down a little too easily for the referee's liking.

One final glimmer of hope came in the 90th minute when all three of our substitutes combined to pull a goal back. Jamie Hatfield, having a quick cameo role in centre midfield initiated the move by finding Ben Dyson on the right. His ball into the channel was chased by Liam Roberts who eluded the keeper's charge out of goal and squared the ball for Sean White to knock in from close range, but it was too late to really matter and Horley nearly increased their lead at the end as we pushed for an equaliser but the shot went just wide.

On reflection Horley deserved the points and played some nice football at times, but we created a lot more in this match than in recent encounters and if we had built a lead in the first half as we maybe should have, we might well have held on to it. Worryingly though, this was the third time we had led in a league match this season, but remain at the foot of the table with just one point from our eight matches.

90 years ago this week we hosted Callender Athletic; a works team based in South East London for a London League match at West Street. The two clubs were both new to this level and it was an exciting match that ended 6-4 in our favour with a couple of goals from Reg Marlow and Jack Parr. Strangely enough, the return just two weeks later ended goalless!  

84 years ago today we hosted Met Police in the Surrey Senior Shield, winning 4-2. We were a very good team that year and had by then already embarked on our famous F.A. Cup run. We brushed the Police aside with a couple of goals from Leslie Graves, with one each from Tommy Dunne and Leslie Marlow, who was no relation to our former scoring legend Reg! (see programme pictured)
 
60 years ago this week we visited Kings Head Lane, in Byfleet, home of Vickers the Aviation works team, but we were far too good for them and won there 7-0 with Dave Hermitage scoring four of the goals. We would win the next round 7-0 as well and went all the way to the final Qualifying round before losing narrowly 3-2 at the Saffrons to Eastbourne F.C. We would only ever reach this stage once more in our history, in 1965/66.

50 years ago this week came an indication of how far we had fallen in ten years as we were held 1-1 by Southern Amateur League club Ulysses at West Street in the Amateur Cup. We would triumph eventually in the replay at Raynes Park by 3-1 but would require extra time to even do this and were unable to negotiate the easiest of paths to the final qualifying round, losing in a replay to little Surrey Senior League club Lion Sports!

30 years ago this week we departed the F.A. Cup 3-0 at Imber Court to Met Police. In the thirty years since, we have only reached the Second Qualifying round on two more occasions, when we would lose in a replay to Banbury United in 1998 and when losing heavily at Horsham in 2000.

20 years ago this week we were held 2-2  after extra time by Tunbridge Wells in the F.A. Vase and worse was to follow as we just didn’t turn up to the replay three days later and were stuffed 3-0!

It rained heavily both on the way to Farnham and on the way back. Timing is everything though, and in between the showers the spectators at the Memorial Ground were rewarded with a fully committed match in warm sunshine that you just couldn't take your eyes off.

There were a few changes to our line-up, following Tuesday's defeat against Horley Town. Up front Kyle Hough was unavailable so Rob Hendry moved into a more central role with Liam Roberts coming in on the left hand side. In place of the absent Dan Rose was Dale Marvell, while at the back we changed both our full backs as Jamie Hatfield had recovered from injury and Adam Heagney has re-joined our club, slotting straight in with Ben Hayward absent and Ben Dyson rested. Hatfield assumed the Captain's armband for the first time in over three years. 

Although there was a certain significance about this being our 4,000th senior competitive match, there was no time to think about this as we needed a good result to avoid a larger gap at the bottom opening up. However, it nearly started in the worst way possible as the home team overlapped on the right wing and a stinging drive across goal flew away to safety off our far post with just 15 seconds on the clock!

We had to spend a fair bit of time in the opening twenty minutes clearing the ball away but looked quite dangerous going forward too. Roberts in particular was catching the eye with some good runs and although he could have delivered the ball sooner on occasions, we did pick up a number of free kicks around the Farnham box as their defenders were quite insistent on nobody getting past them! 

Unfortunately our deliveries were not good enough to cause trouble. Joe Loftus-Cheek nearly made something out of nothing when a Roberts free kick came in low and he flicked the ball just beyond the far post and later in the half he headed a right wing cross just wide of the post but the majority of our opportunities were easy for Farnham keeper Jamie Cunningham to deal with. Cunningham had played against us once before, for Frimley Green in Lyndon Buckwell's last match in charge in 2014 when he became just the fourth keeper in ten years to deny Hough from the penalty spot, and that match finished goalless also!

Hendry saw his low drive dragged across goal from the edge of the area but we had concerns at the other end too and two strikes from the edge of the area were well blocked by our










defenders before the loose ball was driven in and was well saved by Colin Harris. He made another great save just as the first half came to a close when he got a hand to a far post header from a corner.

The second half commenced with a couple of nasty fouls, one from Josh Stepney which left Scott Murphy in a heap and then three minutes later when Marvell was late in the middle of the park; both of which earned yellow cards. This aside though it was a very sporting encounter and we were soon back concentrating on the football as the subsequent free kick was delivered to our far post where a powerful volley was tipped over by the well positioned Harris from just ten yards out. In response we nearly took the lead in the 63rd minute when Roberts found Marvell in space nearly thirty yards out and he beat a man before unleashing a left footed drive that flew down off Cunningham's crossbar and away to safety. The ball bounced a few inches away from the goal line as it came down.

Two minutes later Heagney was beaten to a high ball on the edge of his box but with the attacker bearing in on goal Reisse Griffin made a superb tackle to send the ball out for a corner which was somehow headed wide from a few yards out. Cristian Castell came on for Roberts and managed to get a volley on goal after Hendry had delivered a good ball to the far post but Cunningham made the save.

As we got into the final twenty minutes of the match things began to get a bit stretched. The home side pushed us back a little and from a corner on the right two strikers got in the way of each other with the ball being headed wide from close range again. There was then a bit of panic after Harris lost the ball but was thinking quickly and was able to kick it against a striker to earn a goal kick. Harris remained busy, saving low down as a shot came in through a crowd of players and being alert to block the follow up from a narrow angle with his feet.

However, from the corner in the 86th minute we had one of the biggest scrambles in front of goal that I've ever seen as the ball wasn't cleared. Bodies were diving in to block shots and as I lost sight of the ball from my position I feared the worst, awaiting what appeared to be an inevitable cheer as the ball hit the net, but it never came and eventually it was laid back to a home player who then drove the ball across goal from all of six yards. It was an incredible escape!!

And in the end maybe we deserved that bit of fortune. Neither side had given an inch during the contest and a win for one would have been harsh on the other as somehow it finished goalless. When you consider that we were missing Hough, Rose and Hayward from our line-up it was vital that we didn't slip any further behind at the bottom of the table and so the players deserve a lot of credit, especially for earning our first clean sheet of the season. Griffin had arguably his best game for the club here and many others played well also.

They say that football is all about the goals, but as 0-0 draws go, this was one of the more exciting ones!

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Hanworth Villa F.C. – History

	



[image: ]Hanworth Villa were formed in 1976 following a managerial disagreement at another long established Hanworth club. In the early years the team struggled in Division One of the Hounslow & District League, scoring a goal was usually celebrated with a public holiday. During the close season and following hard work by Jimmy Connors, who rebuilt the team, they finished Division One Champions. 
 
The following season saw the club start an incredible run in the league, which finished 68 matches later, with 'The Villains' winning the Hounslow Premier League, and the West Middlesex Division One and Two Championships. The success continued with Hanworth being elected to the newly formed Middlesex County Football League.

From 1980 the club had a nomadic existence but in 1997 moved to its existing Headquarters at Rectory Meadow. This move led to the formation of Hanworth Villa Sunday, and later a reserve team, being an amalgamation of teams from - The Sawyers Arms, The Queen Dowager, and Feltham Railway Club, not that the lads like the odd beer! A Chiswick League double in 1993 and a 19-0 Cup Final victory in the National Railways Cup (did the opposition run out of steam?) cemented the successful amalgamation.

Following hard work by Dave Brown the club was granted a lease at Rectory Meadow. At last we had a permanent home and could set about converting an existing pavilion into a clubhouse, which has become known locally as “The Ranch”. With a permanent base we were able to concentrate on improving our football, and recent years have seen all our teams win numerous trophies, the most notable performance being by our Sat 1st team who landed “the treble” in 02/03, winning the Middlesex County Premier league, the Open Cup and the League Cup. After another premier league title in 2004/05, this time with a record number of points, it was decided that it was time to move on and the club were elected to Division One of the Combined Counties League in time for the start of the 05/06 campaign.
 
The Combined Counties Experience
It took a while to adapt to the new level of football, but in our second season we managed to win the Challenge cup. The following season, 2007/08, we successfully managed to defend the Challenge Cup and narrowly missed out on the league title, finishing a creditable second; our facilities however, prevented our promotion into the Premier Division. The club were determined to ensure that that situation wouldn’t arise again, and, with typical determination, the committee managed to raise the funds to ensure that floodlights and a spectator stand were installed in time for the start of the 08/09 campaign. The effort wasn’t in vain as we once again finished second in what was a very tight end to the season with the top 5 sides being separated by just 3 points. After a successful ground inspection we were promoted to the CCFL Premier in time for the 2009/10 season.
 
Our debut season in the Premier proved to be as difficult as we expected. Points were few and far between for the first half of the season, but we gradually started to come to terms with the improvement in standard required, and we managed to put together performances worthy of a CCFL Premier side. By the end of the season we had obtained enough points to finish in 17th position, 3 clear of the relegation places.
 
That 1st season taught us a lot and changes put in place during the close season allowed us to have a more comfortable second season, in which, we not only finished a creditable 5th in the league, but also reached the finals of the Middlesex Senior Charity Cup and also, for the 2nd consecutive season, the Southern Combination Cup. Unfortunately we lost out by the odd goal in both finals.

2012/13 saw us finish 3rd in the CC FL our highest ever position in the football pyramid since we were formed in 1976. There was also a very creditable run in both the FA Cup and Vas competitions. In the FA Cup we just lost out to AFC Totton 3-2 missing our on a first round proper tie with Bradford Park Avenue. Our run in the FA Cup saw wins over Shrivenham, Bedfont Sports, Wembley, Aveley and Slough Town. In the FA Vase we lost out to Herne Bay one of the beaten semi-finalists at the third round stage. 

The 2013/14 season contained a top ten finish and another good F.A. Vase run although last season was a battle throughout, only surviving at the end after a good end of season run. At the end of the 2015/16 season the club appointed former Queens Park Rangers and Fulham defender Rufus Brevett as their new manager.  Rufus had previously managed at Arlesey Town and had coached at Banbury United.     

Last season Hanworth Villa finished in 3rd place in the league, the highest position obtained by the club in their history.

Every Opponent A-Z

	

[image: Richard]Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed both of the above examples as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others we have met just once or twice. Enjoy!



West Norwood: Played 14 - W8 D2 L4 - F38 A23 - PPG - 1.86 - Good

West Norwood were a very old club by the time we met in the twenties. In fact, they were so old that they had even played an earlier forerunner of ours, Ewell F.C. way back in 1896/97!

Ewell had been founded in October 1890 thanks to John Henry Bridges and a couple of Full England International players, Arthur Melmoth Walters and Percy Melmoth Walters, or morning and afternoon (AM and PM) as they became known, played a few matches for their country with Percy Captaining on occasions. However, within two months of founding Ewell F.C. they suffered the tragic loss of their younger brother Hugh, aged just 22 in a football match and retired from International football, although they would play at top Amateur level for a while yet with Arthur playing in the Old Carthusians team that won the first Amateur Cup in 1894. 

By that time Ewell were a senior status club, having won the Surrey Junior Cup in 1894 without the assistance of the Walters brothers and by a record score that has yet to be surpassed, 6-0 over Balham Wanderers. As a Senior club, in those days there were three large competitions available with the majority of other matches being friendlies. Ewell never entered the Amateur Cup but there was the Surrey Charity Shield - later named the Surrey Senior Shield, and the Surrey Senior Cup. Ewell were good enough to reach the final of both competitions in their brief history but a couple of years before that, they had a bit of a saga with West Norwood, complaining about the conditions before the game at their ground, High View Park as they visited on 5th December 1896.

Despite this Ewell took the lead through regular talisman Alec White but upon conceding twice in the second half they must have complained again and the referee abandoned the match, commuting it to a friendly. Ewell protested that a replay should be allowed at West Street while the opposition protested that the result should have stood in the first place! There were also complications as Ewell had a player on the SCFA Committee in R.S. Dally!      

A replay was awarded but it was decided that the match should again be played at the original ground on 9th January. Eventually it was postponed anyway and then determined that if it was not able to be played on 16th January at West Norwood, it would be switched to Ewell, which duly happened with the home side winning 3-1 in front of 500 spectators. The matter still wasn’t over though and West Norwood protested upon the eligibility of one of our top players Barry Porter, who hadn’t played in the original fixture. This was upheld by SCFA and the match was then re-scheduled back at West Norwood, whereupon the Ewell team withdrew from the competition!  

West Norwood went on to become one of the early members of the Isthmian League, joining in 1907 and by now playing at the Herne Hill Cycle track which still exists to this day, but they couldn’t stay and this forced them to leave the prestigious “top table” and they were an Athenian League club by the time they first met Epsom Town on 25th October 1924 at Gorringe Park which was at the Northern end of Figges Marsh in Mitcham. We had actually been drawn at home in our first ever Amateur Cup tie, but as our ground at Horton Hospital wasn’t able to be enclosed, no gate








could be taken and we had to concede home advantage. It didn’t matter though as Reg Marlow scored twice and Tom Kirk got the other in our 3-0 win. [image: ]

You will note from the enclosed South London Press report that we had a couple of players from an earlier incarnation of Epsom F.C. Arthur ‘Orby’ Holt and Syd Skinner, the youngest of a family of players that had been unable to fulfil their potential at Epsom’s junior level back then. 

By a quirk of fate West Norwood would also become our first ever F.A. Cup opponents on 19th September 1925, winning 1-0 at Streatham Road, Mitcham, where they were ground sharing with Mitcham Wanderers with Sid Bristow missing a penalty in a match we dominated. 

We beat them again at home in the Amateur Cup 2-1 on 13th November 1926 with Marlow and Bronk Challis scoring our goals and it was Marlow again who put them to the sword the following season as we won 4-1 in the F.A. Cup. This time the roles had reversed as we had been drawn away but with West Norwood minus a ground that year, they came to West Street.

With the two teams in different leagues it was odd how often we were paired together and in 1930/31 we won 3-2 in the Amateur Cup in another match switched to West Street, although they knocked us out of the FA Cup again in 1931/32, yet again in a switched match at our old home.

We returned the favour in the FA Cup the following season by a more comprehensive 5-1 before meeting for a couple of friendlies, the latter of which on 22nd February 1936 was billed as a farewell for regular keeper Jack Forster who was returning home to his native North East, although their striker Ray Mason spoiled his day somewhat by scoring all seven goals in a bizarre 7-6 win!!

In 1936/37 we were coming off a poor season, although it had been worse for them as the Athenian League had cut them loose, much as they would do to us in 1973. They met us in the London League at the start and end of the season, drawing 3-3 in the August of 1936 but with Epsom winning 3-0 in late April at Sandy Lane where they were by now sharing with Tooting & Mitcham United.

In 1937/38 they left for the Surrey Senior League where they would meet our tenants Ewell and Stoneleigh; a short lived club that spent two seasons there. Our tenants won both matches in the league but met twice more in cups, sharing the spoils. Ewell and Stoneleigh’s last ever match was a 9-0 win over West Norwood on Thursday 5th May 1938 before folding. Quite a way to go out!

West Norwood carried on for one more season and we were drawn together in the F.A. Cup for the final time, meeting on 17th September 1938 with our boys winning 2-0 with goals from Jimmy Jones and Basil Solly and a year later the club closed down, originally for World War Two, but never to return. It was a sad end to a very famous club from the very early days and a cautionary tale of one that had no ground of their own for so long, that it eventually wore them down.
