On a perfect day for football at Chipstead our boys were ready to extend our winning run to six matches against a lowly placed Kensington Borough. However, our visitors never read the script and produced a very good defensive display, which was coupled with some poor play of our own in the danger area, and left us in a battle to even achieve a point from this match.

In terms of personnel, Captain Scott Murphy returned from suspension, while Luke Elgar returned at the back. They came into the starting eleven in place of the injured David Jones and suspended Steve Betancourt. However, for the first time this season we appeared to have a strong bench too, with Liam Roberts returning from suspension and a few other regular starters there too as competition for places starts to increase.

However, for the third match in a row we started slowly, following the opening exchanges against Ash and Sandhurst. Although Olly Martinez won us an early corner that visiting keeper Hayden Graham did well to punch away under pressure, we created little apart from a decent strike from Reisse Griffin out on the left that Graham stopped from creeping in at his near post. Murphy picked up what looked like a harsh booking shortly after this, while the visitors started to get into the match a bit more. 

A low strike from Sebastian Hilogene forced Conor Young into his first save on the quarter hour mark, while another couple of shots were dragged wide. Neither team looked like scoring at this point as the game was contained mostly in midfield, but in the 41st minute the visitors broke through when a right wing cross to the far post was met by Nigel Siedu who struck the ball back across Young into the far corner. In response Rob Hendry hit our first shot on target with a decent low effort from the edge of the box, but as we went in for half time it was clear that we had not asserted any superiority over our opponents and really needed to step up in the second half.

To be fair, that message was clearly given to the players during the interval and the urgency that had been asked for in the first half finally started to appear. Too often though this was accompanied by poor service. Hendry went into this match with six goals from his previous five minutes but was receiving little of quality in the danger area









as the ball just wasn't reaching him often enough. A Hendry corner was met by the head of Jamie Watts but the danger was cleared. Then in the 53rd minute another corner was met at the back post by an acrobatic volley from Murphy that only just cleared the bar. However, we were still vulnerable from time to time and nearly conceded four minutes later when Kensington Borough broke on the right wing, but the low cross in was just met by a defender ahead of the waiting striker. 

Roberts entered the fray in place of Roy Gayle and he nearly had an immediate impact, collecting the ball just inside his own half and running all the way through on goal from an angle, but just dragged his shot beyond the far post, while Hendry's free kick did exactly the same. We were on top now though and in the 67th minute Hendry twisted and turned his man before sending a goalbound shot from twenty yards, forcing Graham into a fine save at full stretch for a corner from which Adam Heagney struck a low shot just wide of the post.

It was clear that the addition of Roberts had added an extra dimension to our game and in the 70th minute Hendry's clever reverse pass found him cutting in from the right but again his shot just went past the far post. It would have been a very good goal had it gone in and Roberts then set up Bobby Bennett but the ball bobbled on him and he was unable to keep his shot down.

With sixteen minutes remaining of normal time and the visitors slowing down the match considerably we pushed forward and were caught on the break. A twenty yard strike was well blocked by Young who just reached the loose ball ahead of the incoming striker Ahmed Jibz who was a little late and was booked for his attempts.

Apart from this, we were well in the ascendency, although the defending in numbers from the visitors was smothering our attempts at breaking through. Ironically when we did equalise, it would come as a result of a long ball which Kensington defender Terry Whitman attempted to chest back to Graham, but it went wrong and they conceded the corner. After a number of corners had not beaten the first man, we caught them out with a short one to Lloyd Connelly and his delivery into the area was flicked on by a defender to Hendry at the far post about eight yards out. He then controlled the ball and swept it across Graham low into the far corner for the equaliser in the 81st minute.

We continued to chase a winning goal, but unfortunately it wasn't to come and a free kick from Hendry that sailed well over the bar, which was the final kick of the match, summed up the afternoon. There was plenty of effort but the passing, especially in the final third was really below our usual average and the visitors deserved their point for making it difficult for us in that area. We need to get off to better starts and I genuinely believe that had we done so in this match, it would have made for a comfortable afternoon.

Sweet goals for Salts on bitter evening

[image: ]30 hardy souls were present on an extremely cold evening at Chipstead to witness our passage to the Quarter-Final of the Surrey Premier Cup with a 4-0 win over a spirited Dorkinian team. Those who were not here missed some excellent goals too and we finished well on top over the ninety minutes.

So far our progress in this competition has been perfect with two wins, nine goals and two clean sheets and in many ways this was a carbon copy of our First Round win against Knaphill Under 23s in that the opponents competed well and asked some questions but we just had too much for them to deal with in the final third of the pitch. Had it not been for a couple of superb saves from their keeper, Captain and Manager Henry Warne the final tally could have been worse, although we did require Conor Young to make a couple of good saves also to retain the clean sheet, which incidentally is our keeper's 12th for our club and moves him into the top twenty goalkeepers on the club Hall of Fame; only eight of which have a better clean sheet percentage currently.

We made three changes from the team that had performed so sluggishly against Kensington Borough. Steve Betancourt returned from suspension in place of Reisse Griffin, while Ryan Sullivan came in for the injured Roy Gayle and Liam Roberts started in place of the absent Bobby Bennett. Roberts in particular caused the opposition a lot of trouble and had two goals and an assist. There are still occasions when he tries to take on the entire opposition and fails, but his performance was definitely one of the highlights for the shivering crowd, many of whom were too cold even to sit down in the stand, preferring to stand up in most cases!

The Dorkinians, as they are known, were a bit of an unknown proposition playing in the Amateur Football Combination where they sit fourth in the Premier Division and they started off better than us in the opening ten minutes, asking a number of questions. Young made his first save in the 12th minute when he blocked a goal bound effort from close range, then falling on the loose ball, before Liam Hawkins picked up a yellow card for the visitors a minute or two later as they pressed for the opening goal.

We then started to raise our game. In the 17th minute Betancourt struck a low drive from the edge of the area which Warne tipped the ball out for a corner. Six minutes later though we were ahead after the marauding Elgar came in from the right and cleverly flicked the ball with the outside of his foot into the path of Roberts who drilled the ball across Warne from a narrow angle into the far bottom corner of the net from ten yards.

Adam Heagney was next to make a dangerous run from midfield but Warne blocked his attempted cross out for a corner which then failed, like many other recent corners, to clear the first man. We







then had a scare at the other end as Lloyd Connelly dallied on the ball and was robbed. The ball was fed out to the right and when it came back in, it should have been finished off but the striker blazed the ball over the bar from inside the penalty area. They would regret this missed chance soon after as in the 33rd minute we extended our lead. A deep crossfield ball was collected by Roberts in the corner but he beat his man and arrowed in on goal, fizzing the cross over where Olly Martinez was waiting to knock the ball in from four yards. It wasn't quite as straight forward as that however, as Martinez's first touch actually sent the ball up onto the bar but it came back down and was bundled over the line by our player in the same movement!

Martinez then saw his next shot tipped away by Warne. It was a good save as it was going just inside his right hand post, but his next save was world class as the subsequent corner was flicked on to the far post and was met by a really powerful strike at the far post from about ten yards, yet somehow Warne diverted the ball onto the frame of the goal and away when it looked certain to almost break the net. The half concluded with a chance for Heagney after Roberts had crossed from the right, but he scuffed his shot from a good position and Warne made a more routine save this time, but there was still time for an opportunity for the visitors when we stopped, expecting a foul on Rob Hendry which didn't come and they broke away, fortunately finishing with a fairly tame shot straight at the grateful Young.

The second half contained some better possession football from our boys, who had been a bit casual with the ball at times during the first period. One move midway through the half contained some forty Epsom passes, but there was little in the way of real goalmouth action for a while until substitute Elliott Thompson, who had been on the field for just seven minutes, collected the ball in midfield in the 66th minute. He looked to pass but then beat his man. Then he did it again, and a third time, taking him to the edge of the area from where he ran in on goal and casually flicked the ball past the advancing Warne from 12 yards. It was a superb individual goal and possibly tops the list for the season right now.

The goal also killed the match as a contest. As the fine rain turned to sleet for the remainder of the match it was really just a question now of whether we would get a clean sheet or not. The visitors continued to press for their elusive goal and Young did well to tip a shot wide after our offside trap was broken just three minutes later. In the 83rd minute he did really well to deny Oli Wayne by standing up and forcing him wide where he ran the ball out of play.

We were sitting a little deeper at this point and Scott Murphy had a try from 50 yards when he saw Warne on the edge of his area, but he was able to retreat in time to catch the ball on the goal line. Martinez was brought down in full flight by Seth Clenaghan, earning him a yellow card to bring the visitors tally to four and in injury time Wayne saw his shot on goal tipped onto the bar and away by Young. Insult was then added to injury as we broke away and Roberts collected the ball some forty yards out on the right and ran in on goal, rolling the ball across the exposed Warne into the far corner from ten yards in the 92nd minute.

As with the previous round of the Surrey Premier Cup, we really didn't know what to expect from our visitors and it is harder with teams that are not in the pyramid to actually tell what the standard is, but over the ninety minutes we were fairly superior and by the end they were a fairly dispirited bunch. On the final whistle I wished Warne luck for the season and he replied that he hoped he wouldn't see us again. He smiled as he said it, but I think he was being quite serious!

	History Corner – 27th November

	

92 years ago today we met Carshalton Athletic for the first time ever when paired at home in the Surrey Senior Cup. We led 2-0 at half time through Reg Sperring and Reg Marlow but were hauled back to 2-2 by the end of the 90 minutes and extra time couldn’t separate the clubs. The replay a few weeks later at Colston Avenue against the London League club followed an identical pattern, also finishing 2-2 after extra time, although we would finally win through 5-1 in the second replay with a Marlow hat trick; his first of what would become five consecutive hat tricks, although he would miss a match with flu in that sequence which would turn out to be the next round of this competition against eventual winners Woking, who won 8-3! To this day we have still played the Robins more times than any other club in our history with exception of Camberley Town.

90 years ago this week we visited Callender Athletic for a London League match. They were a works side dealing in cable construction, played in Belvedere, Kent and had come up from the First Division in 1927. In our first London League season together we had won heavily at home but drawn away and the same would occur in 1928/29 where a Fred Behn goal would be the only one scored there by an Epsom player as we drew 1-1. We would win the return match 4-1 four weeks later but they left the league at the end of the season and we never met them again.

64 years ago today Bobby Musto scored a hat trick, while Bobby Avis scored twice also, yet we still lost this League match at West Street against Hounslow by six goals to five! Musto became a member of a club that to this day contains just eight players in history. We were also 4-2 and 5-3 up during the match. (see programme pictured).[image: ]

30 years ago this week we were at home to Three Bridges in our first F.A. Vase campaign for eleven seasons. We had defeated Chatham Town and then scraped past Banstead Athletic after extra time but things didn’t look too healthy as we trailed by a goal. However, an Epsom equaliser in the final twenty minutes forced a bizarre period of extra time, still the most incredible in the club’s history, containing six goals and we got five of them to win 6-2!! 

17 years ago today a strange game was witnessed by all at Youngs Drive as we defeated Ash United 4-2 after extra time in a Surrey Senior Cup tie. Our keeper Dave Hyatt was delayed so versatile Nigel Bennett started in goal. Simon Hatton put us ahead after 32 minutes but we trailed 2-1 at half time before he equalised with a low drive to force extra time. Chris Barnes then put us ahead before Ash then hit the bar with a penalty, but Hatton completed his hat trick from the spot soon after. 8 years ago today we won there again as two goals from distance by Alex McGregor put us on our way to a 3-0 victory. 

1 year ago today our dreadful season provided a rare highlight as we held a weakened Sutton Common Rovers team 0-0 in the Surrey Senior Cup, and with no extra time played, we won 5-4 on penalties. We scored all five of our kicks while Conor Young saved their fourth one and Lloyd Connelly smashed the winning penalty into the net to win the tie. Other successful penalties came from Rob Hendry, Scott Murphy, Adam Heagney and Taryn Smith. Interestingly, all five players are currently still at our club. Merstham ended our “run” in the next round in January 2018 and that was the last game we played in the competition after a run of 94 seasons.

Previous Managers

	
[image: Richard]In our latest instalment we a difficult time for the club as we entered the sixties in disarray.


Derek Evans – Manager 6th February 1961 – 22nd August 1961
Doug Whitehead (caretaker) – August 1961 – January 1962
Selection Committee – January 1962 – August 1962
Ray Chenery – July 1962 – September 1962
Fred Chitty – September 1962 – May 1963

The sixties were a terrible time for our club. Results wise, it was easily or worst decade in history and it wasn’t helped by the turbulence at the club in terms of Managers. Derek Evans had been hastily appointed to replace the unpopular Bill Kennedy in February 1961. An England Amateur International while at Hounslow he had been a very good player and was only 31 so would strengthen the team too it was hoped. He was just coming back from a year out with injury but the quality was there. He lived in Colnbrook, near Slough at the time.

One of his first decisions related to long-serving legend Ernie Watkins. He had been with the club since 1945 and had spent the season in the Reserves to this point. He wrote to the club to ask if his services were still required so the Committee referred the request to Evans, and whilst the response is not recorded, Watkins left for Banstead Athletic within a matter of weeks. It was to prove a big mistake as Ernie would go on to play for them for another eight seasons until retiring in 1968 at the age of 47!   

In March Evans was injured in a 5-0 home defeat to Chesham United and would miss the remainder of the season. However, the new season did not start well. Evans was due at a meeting on 22nd August to select a team for the next match 24 hours later but wasn’t present so the Committee understandably had no choice but to pick the team. When Evans found out he asked the Committee to change the team or he would resign but the Committee held their ground and whilst Evens still played in the match; a 2-2 draw at Erith & Belvedere, he resigned the next day, returning to Hounslow where he would become one of the eleven who would represent them in their finest hour; the Amateur Cup Final at Wembley in April 1962 and also the losing replay, along with another Epsom player Ken McDonald who also left at this time. Evans died in March 1991 at the age of 62.

[image: ]He was replaced shortly after this by former Manager Doug Whitehead (pictured) who attempted to steady the ship and did fairly well up until Christmas but resigned at that point, leaving the club to revert to a Selection Committee for the first time in many years. That Committee was made up of Press Secretary Ken Knowlson (pictured across page on left), Reserve Team Manager Ray Chenery (pictured across page on right), and Chairman Peter Carpenter, but it all went wrong in the New Year. A narrow defeat to Dulwich Hamlet in the County Cup gave grounds for optimism, but it was then followed by ten straight losses in the league, despite having a 16 year old future Amateur International Larry Pritchard and future Football League player John Leedham. Also in goal was Glyn Howells, father of future Tottenham legend David.












Two wins and five defeats ended the season as we finished one place from the foot of the table and it is not clear exactly how it happened but the Selection Committee was disbanded and Ray Chenery took the helm for the 1962/63 season. Ray was born in 1925 and was a local lad who had played during the war briefly and even met his wife Glenys at the ground. He had many years of service at the club yet lasted in this role for just two months before leaving. He quoted personal reasons but would not return to the club for 45 years, only coming back to watch a couple of matches after I had many conversations with him over the creation of the Club History Book, Two 
Legs Not Four, which came out in 2007. He was a really nice chap with a great sense of humour and a great memory, providing significant contributions to the book, although regrettably he passed away in September 2008 aged 83.


[image: ][image: ]Of course, the club had to replace Chenery and clearly did not fancy the Selection Committee idea again so they went back to a well-known face in Fred Chitty. Fred had been Manager from 1956 to 1959 and his earlier tenure was covered in a previous issue. Recently he had been at Banstead Athletic before scouting briefly at Carshalton Athletic, but on his return it was clear that the club had changed significantly since his previous time in charge. With a very young team which had some potential, but no experience, it was a difficult season and only home and away wins over wooden spoonists Wembley enabled us to finish one place above the bottom once again.

Chitty had been assisted for a while by Tommy Rochester who he had been in tandem with during his earlier spell in charge. We still had some good players and alongside Pritchard came a youngster by the name of Colin Murphy who would become very famous as a Manager at Derby County and Lincoln City amongst other clubs.

Meanwhile, Rochester had been unwell during the season and by March it was Albert ‘Gil’ Gillings who was the Coach, having offered his services to the club. Gillings was a former player at Sutton United and was now a qualified Coach. When Chitty resigned in May 1963, the club chose to give Gillings the job, which was beginning to look like a poisoned chalice!

Dorking Wanderers – History

	

[image: ]Football was first played in Dorking in the 1830s. The game was played in the street with the East and West of the town competing against each other in the annual Shrove Tuesday game.

The first senior club, called Dorking FC, was formed in1880 and became founder members of Surrey FA, while playing local rivals in the Surrey Senior League at West Bank, before moving to Fairfield Drive and on to Pixham Lane in the 1920s, where the club was reformed for the first of several times.

Football in Dorking became quite literally central to the town in 1953, when a new stadium was built at Meadowbank - an iconic, picturesque location just behind the High Street. Among many memorable occasions in the Corinthian and Athenian Leagues, the stadium’s high point came in 1992 when a record-breaking crowd saw the latest version of Dorking FC take on Peter Shilton’s Plymouth Argyle in the first round proper of the FA Cup.

Unfortunately, there was to be no happy ending as, not only did the visitors secure a narrow 3-2 win, but Meadowbank never witnessed such heady days again. Two decades of under-investment and decline saw a dilapidated Meadowbank stadium, once the pride of Dorking, closed for health and safety reasons in 2013.

Meanwhile, Dorking Wanderers FC had been established in 1999. Founder members Marc White, Peter Buckland, Mark Lewington, Ian Davidson, Lee Spickett and Penny Gregg entered a fledgling team into the Crawley & District League, with home games played at Big Field in Brockham.

The club remained at its village location for eight years until, after several promotions it relocated to its current Westhumble home. This was a monumental project, which saw a huge off the field effort transform the once derelict site into a new, senior standard football ground.

The promotions kept coming and, in 2015, the club finished runners-up in the Sussex County League, securing promotion to the Ryman League.

A year later, despite finishing runners up in the Ryman Division One South, Dorking Wanderers were denied a second successive promotion in the play-offs. But it was a different story in 2016-17. Goal difference meant Dorking were runners up once again - despite matching the champions Tooting and Mitcham’s huge haul of 105 points - and this time promotion was won with play-off victories over Hastings and Corinthian Casuals.

These are truly boom times for Dorking football. The 2017-18 campaign saw the club line up for the first time in the Bostik Premier League – the highest standard to date in the town’s long history. And that has been followed by the return of local football to its ancestral seat at Meadowbank, with a multi-million pound stadium opening in July 2018, providing a new, state-of-the-art town centre home for Dorking Wanderers, and a base for future progress on and off the pitch.

The Dorking Wanderers Reserves have a firm commitment to develop local talent for the first team. They are the final piece of the club’s player pathway and ensure that the best local players have maximum opportunity to progress and represent their home town in the first team. The new team will compete in the Combined Counties League Division One, three tiers below Dorking’s Bostik Premier League side.

The Dorking Wanderers Reserves team is managed by Jordan Clark and Peter Augustine. Jordan has been instrumental in setting up the club’s academy which competes with the very best in the South East of England and Peter works full time for the Football Association as a County Coach Developer, supporting coaches and their training throughout Surrey.
