For the second time in two league matches our team looked quite good in the opening half, only to fall away after the break and concede late goals. However, on this occasion the circumstances were far worse as we conceded three times in the final fifteen minutes of the game and this was despite our visitors going down to ten men after 70 minutes!

Our first outing at Fetcham Grove attracted a healthy crowd of 73, which was our second largest home attendance in the last three seasons, fractionally short of the 78 who watched us defeat Godalming Town in the League in August 2019. The biggest concern now is how many will return after a disappointing performance across the park which didn't see us register a shot that troubled the visiting keeper in the entire 90 minutes.

Credit should also be given to Westside. Clearly high on confidence, having won their opening two competitive fixtures and with an F.A. Cup tie to look forward to this weekend, they chased everything down. We may have held the balance of possession in the first half, but didn't get any space at any time and a number of shots were deflected wide or blocked as a result of a committed defensive display that ultimately kept them in the game and allowed them to have a chance of taking the points at the end.

We made one change to the starting eleven with Bobby Bennett being restored to the line up on the right. This was to replace the absent Tom Penson which also meant we had to play Tariq Straker at left back after his fine display on the wing at AFC Hayes on Saturday. His probing runs would be missed.

There was no real sign of the trouble ahead in the early stages though and Smith's early shot was deflected just wide in the fourth minute with another strike on goal from Rob Hendry a minute later also having the sting taken out of it by a defender's challenge; the ball going through harmlessly to Giordano Zabotti in the Westside goal. In response Westside put a shot wide from a decent position on the quarter hour mark and two minutes later another shot deflected off a team mate and forced Sheikh Ceesay into a low save, although the team mate was in an offside position and the whistle ended the attack.

Zabotti's weak clearance gave Ijah Currie-Wilson a chance on goal, but this too was deflected







wide. After 25 minutes Westside's Alex Lever brought down Smith in full flight and picked up a yellow card and Currie-Wilson was then fouled on the edge of the box but he sent the free kick harmlessly over the bar before John Jupp also picked up a card as Currie-Wilson went down once more, but in a wider position. The free kick was wasted, as like many other deliveries on the night it failed to clear the first man.

Despite this, as the teams went off for half time it still felt as though we would break through in the second period, but as with Saturday's match it didn't happen. Hendry nearly tricked his way through on goal and conjured up a header for himself, but it was straight at Zabotti from a few yards out. We then had a warning as a right wing attack resulted in a dangerous ball across our six yard box where fortunately there was no one there to take advantage. Back at the other end another clearance from Zabotti found Jake Robinson and he set Smith up, although again his shot was blocked away off the impressive Szyrus Shokoya for a corner that came to nothing.

The match took a turn in the 70th minute. Dan Penfold had just been introduced into the action and within a minute he appeared to be caught in the face out on the touchline by a stray arm which belonged to Lever, who then received a second yellow card for his actions. This should have been the moment for us to take control of the match and as we pushed Hendry set up Penfold, but his shot was blocked away. Hendry received a yellow card for a studs up challenge as we continued to press, but it all went pear shaped in the 80th minute as we tried to pass across the back four and Dwayne Agyemang was caught in possession by Tevon Webster who ran through and drilled the ball under Ceesay for the opening goal.

We pushed for an equaliser, but the service all night was poor and from a right wing delivery that was headed clear in the 91st minute Webster broke away and curled the ball around Ceesay for his second. As we entered the ninety-fifth minute Webster tried his luck from 20 yards and the ball flew off Ceesay and into the corner of the net to give him his hat trick.

Westside won this match because they worked harder throughout, particularly when down to ten men. It would have been interesting to know what mileage their players covered, compared to ours. Despite having a very large pitch to work with, we were never given any time and space whatsoever. We have seen over the last couple of seasons that work rate is essential at this level. Westside play nice football and were arguably a bit naive last year when we defeated them twice, but have learned their lesson and look set for a good run this year. We however, have started the season as we did the previous one with two defeats and still appear to have many defensive frailties. Worse still, we currently look light up front and the service to Hendry was very poor from either flank. Further late goals, albeit while we were pushing up to try and level the match, need to be reduced, if not eliminated urgently.

Saturday's upcoming match against Sandhurst Town at Bracknell Town's ground is now an extremely important match for two teams who both finished last season strongly, but are still waiting for their first point of 2020/21.

It may not come in for another couple of days, but our boys stuck to the Government advice and made sure that they did not exceed six on Saturday! However, six was plenty to confirm our first victory of the season and it was a comprehensive one over a dispirited Sandhurst team that competed throughout, but struggled against an eleven that was so strong both of our Hall of Fame strikers Rob Hendry and Bobby Bennett were left on the bench.

Playing for the season on the Bracknell Town artificial surface, while Bottom Meadow receives a thorough refurbishment, this was Sandhurst's opening home league match of the season at a venue that Epsom know well, even if we haven't been there since 2004. Since then the venue has been totally rebuilt, although it looked strangely similar in places.

Going into this match after the home defeat by Westside there would have been plenty to address and our Management team brought in a couple of well known local players who made a significant difference. Firstly Charlie Penny who had been at Chipstead, Merstham, Woking, Wealdstone, Welling United, Dulwich Hamlet and Lewes amongst other clubs, brought valuable experience despite only being 25, while Jordan Martin who had also been a former Club Captain at Chipstead, added a bit of steel at the back. There was one further notable change which was the return of Nic Taylor who had returned to the club in pre-season after being with us briefly in 2011/12, although injury had kept him out to this point. One flying save apart, he had a fairly quiet afternoon as we dominated proceedings right from the start.

We took the lead in the third minute. We had nearly scored just before then as Penny's shot across the box was met by Dan Penfold, but his contact went straight at Sonny Wheeler in the Sandhurst goal. However, there was to be no respite and a pinpoint cross from Ijah Currie-Wilson was headed in by Penny. It was a very quick debut goal and our quickest for just over twenty-five years when another blonde striker Stuart Miller made his mark within a minute of coming on in December 1994, although Penny wasn't finished yet and a second goal would follow later.

Taryn Smith was next to strike at goal in the twelfth minute but his shot was deflected wide by a defender and Lloyd Connelly was just over the bar with a header from a Jake Robinson corner. Tony Martin put another header wide at full stretch, but it was apparent that the quality of the deliveries was vastly superior to that against Westside and this was underlined







after 29 minutes when Connelly was first again to a Robinson corner and he headed the ball over the line from close range to double the lead.

We continued to dominate with Penny and Currie-Wilson in particular causing all sorts of trouble and the pair linked up again in the 40th minute when Penny got the final touch after a brilliant run and pass across goal from our left winger. The close control was superb to watch and Currie-Wilson was unfortunate not to claim the goal he deserved after his shot moments later hit team mate Robinson and dribbled towards the keeper when it looked from behind the goal as though it would beat him. Just before the half time whistle Jordan Martin did well to keep a shot down, although he was at the far post and Wheeler was well-positioned to make the save.

With the match as good as over as a contest we could easily have cruised through the second half, but well aware that another couple of goals would put us back into the plus column on the goal difference we kept pushing and extended our lead in the 69th minute. Tony Martin had just seen his header blocked for a corner and from Robinson's delivery Jordan Martin sent a thumping header against the bar from only just inside the penalty area, only to watch brother Tony force the loose ball in from close range.

The final twenty minutes were dominated by substitute Bennett. Despite only coming on after 67 minutes for the tiring Currie-Wilson he scored twice and had a third goal wrongly ruled out for offside. His first, and our fifth goal came in the 75th minute when his run was found by an excellent pass from Jake Robinson and he finished across Wheeler from ten yards. Three minutes later Hendry set up Penfold on the left and our avid filmer Gary Jarman was excellently positioned to show that Bennett was onside when he finished off the low pass. Unfortunately the Assistant on the far side didn't agree! Undeterred, Bennett ran onto another good pass on two more occasions; dragging his shot just beyond the far post in the 85th minute but finishing a more difficult chance under pressure from a defender just two minutes later to complete the scoring on the day.

There was only one concern which came when Robinson was fouled in injury time and his reaction led to a bit of a scuffle involving a number of players. There was no need for our boys to get involved at six-nil up and we need to retain our discipline in these cases, but luckily only Joao Jardim for Sandhurst picked up a card for the original trip and Hendry had a final couple of shots in the final ten minutes, both from wide out, but both on target before the final whistle went and with Epsom winners by six goals to nil.

But how good was this performance? It's no secret that on this form our opponents have a long season ahead of them, and indeed they sacked their Manager within a few hours of this result, so arguably we were just doing the same as previous opponents had. However, we inflicted their heaviest defeat of the season, two goals better than the result obtained by Westside seven days previously, so credit is due for a job well done on the day. Now the trick is to take this result into Tooting on Tuesday and pick up another three points, even though the unbeaten Bec side will provide a tougher challenge.

Déjà vu at Tooting Bec

[image: ]Last November we travelled to Imperial Fields, home of Tooting & Mitcham United and were edged out of a League match by a late winner in a 2-1 defeat. This season the situation was repeated, even right down to our scorer on the night, Jake Robinson. Unlike last season though, where we were quite weak, this match was one we really ought to have taken something from and have only ourselves to blame after once again letting a lead slip.

We started with what appears to be our strongest eleven right now. Ijah Currie-Wilson could consider himself a little unfortunate to start on the bench after a fine performance on Saturday at Sandhurst, but with Rob Hendry and Bobby Bennett back in the starting line up there was a lot of experience for this important match. We also welcomed back Scott Murphy and Conor Young for the first time this season, although both had to be content with a place on the bench.

We worried the home team early on with a free kick which was headed on by Hendry and deceived Kevin Manuel in the Tooting goal but the ball was cleared for a corner that came to nothing. Then it was our hosts turn to attack after a loose header from Gideon Acheampong and a left wing cross which was delivered to an unmarked player at the far post where a powerful low shot was blocked by either Nic Taylor in our goal, or a defender. The game continued to swing from end to end and in the eighth minute Taryn Smith struck a powerful effort at goal where Manuel provided a fine block.

Tooting had another threat on goal in the tenth minute when a twenty-five yard free kick was tipped onto the bar by Taylor and the ball was cleared. It was hard to imagine that this match could finish goalless at this point, yet it continued to remain so. Smith had another effort headed away but only as far as Bennett whose low shot across Manuel was well held. Unfortunately Acheampong's evening would be over in the 33rd minute, having required treatment earlier in the match and Alpha Bah came on and held his own on the right.

As the half concluded we were pushed back a little as the home side forced a few corners. However, we weathered the pressure and went in for the half at 0-0.

We started the second half brightly. In the 48th minute Bennett sent the ball in to Hendry whose clever back flick found Robinson on the edge of the box. He took a good touch to get the ball onto his right foot but then blazed over with the goal at his mercy. Two minutes later Smith robbed a defender on the left and his shot was blocked for a corner. From that delivery Charlie Penny saw his shot blocked on the line with shouts for handball, but we couldn't see anything obvious behind the goal and the game continued.

In the 54th minute we finally broke through. Hendry was fouled about thirty yards out. It was one of those fouls that would never have been awarded twenty years ago as our man ducked down a little and the defender cleared the ball with a slightly high foot, but Robinson's delivery appeared too deep at first and looked like it was going straight to their keeper. However, Manuel was a little


bit off his line and the ball dropped over him into the far corner. For the older readers of this report, you will all remember Ronaldinho's free kick for Brazil that knocked England out of the World Cup in 2002 and this was very similar. Whether our man was actually trying to do this is something only he will know, but we were ahead and after losing a match at AFC Hayes to a deep cross that floated over everyone, we were maybe due a break.

But could we actually hold on to this lead? We had struggled to do exactly that on a number of occasions in pre-season but looked a bit more solid in this match so maybe we would be able to hold on to a lead and squeeze out the points? Regrettably not. In the 61st minute Tooting had a free kick which was headed straight at Taylor and in the 64th minute they were level as we failed to clear a corner and a pinpoint right wing cross was headed in by Tyreke Leslie from close range. 

We responded well with Penny latching on to a quick Jordan Martin free kick, but Manuel was equally alert and blocked the shot which then fell to Bennett whose deep cross was headed at goal by Smith, although by this time Manuel had recovered his position to save again. Murphy entered the fray for the final twenty minutes and we threatened again after a Tony Martin delivery had led to a Manuel fumble under pressure from Murphy. The ball dropped to Bennett just ten yards out and his shot was low and powerful enough, but was blocked by a defender on the line.

Moments later Bennett just got to a ball ahead of a defender who brought him down, but the referee didn't even see this as a foul! The game was getting more stretched and there was a crying need for someone of either team to just put a foot on the ball and slow the game down but it didn't happen and just after the hosts had made a double substitution they went ahead. For all our nice football, we still seem to get undone by a long deep ball. On this occasion in the 80th minute Lloyd Connelly was the man tasked with dealing with it, but he was out muscled by Ali Wiltshere who broke through. Taylor made an excellent stop from his shot, but the ball looped up in the air and was nodded in from close range by substitute Jacob Kemp. Was Connelly fouled? Should he have cleared it, or maybe more importantly, why were we left one on one at the back in the first place? Either way, we were behind and this would prove to be terminal.

We tried to recover a point with Connelly almost scoring with a brave header that was well saved before the offside flag was raised and Currie-Wilson almost produced a moment of magic as he beat three players only to see his shot from twenty yards take a slight deflection that sent it inches wide of the top corner. Unfortunately by that time we had been reduced to ten men after Tariq Straker had kicked out unnecessarily at a defender and was sent off, leaving him out for the next three league matches. 

Our opening four game sequence in the league always looked difficult with matches against teams that were all in the top ten last season and if someone had offered me a positive goal difference after those four matches I'd probably have taken it! In those four matches we have trailed for a total of just 25 minutes out of 360, yet we have lost three of them. One way or another we need to find a way of pinching these tight matches and we need to do it urgently before the top four clubs open up a gap we are unable to close. Fortunately we now have an F.A. Vase match to concentrate our minds before diving back in for a couple more important league matches at Leatherhead against Cove and Chessington & Hook United respectively.

Bridon Ropes F.C. – History

	

[image: ]Bridon Ropes F.C. began life as a factory team back in 1935. It was founded by workers at the British Ropes Works in Charlton, London, and unsurprisingly became known as British Ropes F.C. 

In the early days we played in various local leagues with home matches being played at our home ground within the factory grounds until eventually joining the South London Amateur League. 

Several years later we found ourselves playing in the Greater London League which they left in1975 to join the London Spartan League still under the name of British Ropes but in 1990 the Factory changed its name to Bridon Ropes and the football club changed its name to Bridon Sports.    They then won Division Two of the Spartan League in 1991–92 and the London Junior Cup. In 1992 the club changed its name to the current Bridon Ropes FC.

In 1997 we became founder members of the Spartan South Midlands Football League Division One South. However we left the league the following season to become founder members of the London Intermediate League.

Bridon Ropes later joined the Kent County League Division One and became Champions in the 2009 season, achieving promotion to the Premier Division. 

In 2011 we became founder members of the Kent Invicta Football League. This League was eventually amalgamated with the Kent League which changed its name to the Southern Counties East Football League, which now has two divisions. The Kent Invicta League teams formed the new Division One of this League.
